	Preface to the book

	 

	After all, in every generation there is always one person who is "the extension of Moses in that generation." The soul of Moses is clothed in the body of this person. This is why it is said of Moses that he "did not die."
 

	“And the Lord your God will bring back your outcasts and have mercy on you and gather you again… though you are cast out to the ends of the earth… and the Lord your God will bring you back to the land…” (Deuteronomy 30:3-5).

	 

	This book invites the reader to undertake a Magical Transition from the modern social worldview imposed upon us by modern society to a completely different perception of the world and humanity. It is precisely this shift in consciousness that will constitute the fundamental difficulty in perceiving and understanding the material presented.

	 

	Our goal is not to convince anyone of anything, nor to change a person's beliefs into believing something else. Our goal is to answer the questions that arise in a person capable of independently perceiving and understanding their life and the world around them—questions that arise when they compare what they personally perceive with what they have been taught. We are not talking about knowledge, which varies from person to person; we are talking about the very foundation of a person's worldview and understanding.

	 

	Those who firmly believe that their perception of the world and their model of the Universe and Man are the only possible, objective and correct ones can finish studying this material right here...

	 

	Introduction

	 

	In this book, we will not present any new material to broaden your horizons. We will attempt to understand concepts such as Reason, Consciousness, Contract (or Worldview), the Language of Branches, Faith, the Model of the World and Humanity, and so on...

	 

	The reader is invited to first accept the possibility of what we will be talking about, and only then, as we delve deeper into the presentation of the material, try to reconsider his established worldview.

	 

	Try to think about these questions:

	 

	
		What are we - meat, which is capable of experiencing the most complex mental and spiritual states, or a Soul, a Consciousness, which periodically builds a body for itself?

		What is the Purpose and Meaning of our life?

		On what basis, what knowledge and what personal reasoning did you build your worldview?

		To what extent does your worldview correspond to reality and explain all currently known phenomena?

		What are the Criteria of Truth of your worldview, your Goals and the Meaning of life?



	 

	It is extremely difficult to begin to present multidimensional material, where everything is interconnected and each concept entails many others, and where it is not always clear what should be presented first and what later.

	 

	Therefore, it is quite possible that when you first become familiar with this material, you will have many misunderstandings and questions, all of which will be resolved later.

	 

	This material is written in a spiral, with the same topics being explored repeatedly in different sections and from different angles. This is similar to how we break down a complex 3-dimensional object into individual sections to display it on flat paper.

	 

	Here too, we will constantly break down the complex multidimensional consciousness into separate sections accessible for perception by our 3-dimensional mind.

	Here we will provide quotes from ancient books in our literal translation and without literary processing, with the goal of conveying as accurately as possible the essence and letter of the written text.

	 

	We write the basic concepts of our material with a capital letter.

	 

	We sometimes hear from socially engaged individuals who attend all sorts of pop esoteric courses and trainings that there are numerous Paths to Consciousness and Personality Development. Indeed, if you visit the Esoterics section of any large store anywhere in the world, you'll see a multitude of beautiful covers with enticing titles. Similarly, today, you can find a multitude of schools, courses, and trainings online that promise the development of anything and everything.

	 

	We assert that there are no multiple paths to the development of consciousness and personality. There is only one path. This single path is described by Castaneda as the "Way of the Warrior," by G. Gurdjieff as the "Fourth Way," and by us as "Life in the Light of the Creator." In this book, we will show that all conscious authors, beginning with the books of the Old Testament, speak and write of this same path. All other paths are merely the work of the Mind, the Ego, and not paths to the development of personality and consciousness.

	 

	We will attempt to demonstrate that the endless multitude of esoteric books, mostly written for the author's own profit, do not lead to any real development of personality and consciousness. That there are only a handful of authors who can truly help one on this path.

	 

	We invite the reader to open his Consciousness and set out on the journey.

	Glossary

	 

	Before beginning to explore this rather complex material, it's necessary to gain an initial understanding of the many non-social concepts that will be used. Many of these concepts will be used throughout the text before being fully explained. As you read the text, all of them will be explained and clarified.

	 

	Absolute, Creator— The most complex consciousness that creates the universe.
 

	Embodied man— Consciousness that has built a body for itself from the cells of its parents.
 

	Agreement— A person's ability to perceive the world. It is based on the fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Model of the World under this fixation (the Decoder of our Subconscious). It is these two elements that define our Contract.
 

	Contract of Reason— An agreement based on a social, rational Model of the World and on the social fixation of the Assemblage Point.
 

	Contract of Consciousness— An agreement based on the fixation of the Assemblage Point, which facilitates the perception of the Light of the Creator.
 

	Soul— In our consideration, it is analogous to Consciousness.
 

	Hierarchy of Consciousness— a chain of consciousnesses from the Absolute to the simplest consciousness.

	Each higher consciousness in the chain creates the lower one and controls the lower consciousness.

	 

	Castes— Consciousness of different people of varying complexity.

	 

	Matter- structured Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	Model of the World— A model built on the basis of a collective perception of reality for people with one fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	Self-image(Subpersonality) — A self-image constructed by the Mind based on all social norms and rules. Typically, it has little in common with the actual Personality.

	 

	"Psycho-Info-Energy"—"Psycho-Info-Energy"—is the Thought of any Creative Consciousness. Everything in the Universe is created by Consciousness, using Information that structures Energy, transforming it into matter we perceive.
Intelligence— a program externally installed in a person that constructs a self-image. An information analyzer that works with memory lists.

	 

	Light of the Creator— The Thought of the Absolute, which created the Hierarchy of Consciousness.

	 

	The Seven Bodies of Man— a conditional division of the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person into 7 levels, corresponding to the 7 chakras.

	 

	Consciousness— The basis of the Universe and everything that is in it, including man.

	Man is consciousness. Consciousness underlies all human capabilities and qualities.

	 

	Society— A social structure with its own Treaty, its own sciences, laws and norms.

	 

	Ally- this is one of our past incarnations.

	 

	Assemblage Point (Focus Point)— A psycho-info-energetic "organ" within the human structure. Similar to a camera lens, it collects psycho-info-energetic energy from the outside world for the individual.

	 

	Chakras— Psycho-Info-Energy Centers of the Seven Human Bodies. The names of the chakras from top to bottom and their relative projections on the physical body:
 

	
		7 - Sahasrara - projection: crown of the head. Mental body. Responsible for connection with the higher consciousness, the Superconsciousness;

		6 - Ajna - projection: third eye, between the eyebrows. Mental body of the Subconscious. Responsible for the Contract, Karma, Past incarnations;

		5 — Vishuddha — projection: laryngeal pit. Mental body: Personal consciousness of the current incarnation. Responsible for awareness, thinking, and comprehension.

		4 — Anahata — projection: center of the chest. Mental body of the Animal Mind. The Animal Mind is inherent in all animals on the planet. Responsible for Perception and contact with other people and animals.

		3 – Manipura – projection: solar plexus. Astral body. Responsible for social activity, emotions, sensations, and mental functioning.

		2 - Svadhisthana - projection: pubis. Etheric body. Responsible for sexual energy, instincts: reproduction, safety, etc.

		1 - Muladhara - projection: coccyx. Physical body. Responsible for reflexes.



	 

	Seven levels of human consciousness— a conditional division of the multidimensional human consciousness into seven levels. It is conventionally believed that each of the seven bodies possesses its own consciousness.

	 

	Animal consciousness(Animal Mental) is the fourth level of human consciousness. It is controlled by two hemispheric consciousnesses and is responsible for survival.

	 

	Personal consciousness of a person— The fifth level of consciousness. Self-reflective consciousness, based on both hemispheric consciousnesses. Responsible for consciously managing life.

	 

	Subconscious— the sixth level of human consciousness. Part of a unified multidimensional consciousness at the frequencies of the Ajna Chakra. Responsible for the unconscious control of life.

	 

	Extended personality— Self-reflective Personal consciousness of the Vishuddha Chakra, which is expanded towards the level of the Ajna Chakra.
 

	Collected personality— Self-reflective Personal consciousness, which covers the areas of the Vishuddha and Ajna chakras.
 

	Superconsciousness of the individual— Self-reflective Personal consciousness, which covers the areas of the Vishuddha, Ajna and Sahasrara chakras.

	 

	Karma— Behavioral Algorithms developed in previous incarnations.

	 

	Egregor— A consciousness of a higher order than human. Perhaps also formed by the unification of several human consciousnesses.

	 

	Center of Perception— this is the Body through which the signal that has passed through the Assemblage Point is currently being perceived.

	 

	From ancient texts:

	 

	Torah— The Pentateuch of Moses. The foundation of the Old Testament. It forms the basis of all Abrahamic religions, as well as the foundation of Western Civilization.

	 

	The Book of Genesis(Bereshit) - The first book of the Torah.

	 

	The Book of Exodus(Shemot) - The second book of the Torah.

	 

	The Book of Ecclesiastes(Kohelet, Kohelet) is one of the books of the Old Testament. Officially attributed to King Solomon.

	 

	The Book of Creation (Sepher Yetzirah)— an ancient text that is the key to the Torah. Attributed to the patriarch Abraham.

	 

	12 Simple Actions — The activity of the simplest consciousness (the level of Nefesh Chaya or Animal mentality, two hemispheric consciousnesses that control a person through instincts and reflexes)
 

	"7 Dual States"— The activity of a more complex human consciousness (the level of Neshama, from Personal Consciousness to Extended Personality).
 

	The Principle of Three— An even more complex human consciousness (Collected personality).
 

	The Principle of One— Super-Consciousness, the most complex human consciousness on Earth.

	 

	Kavod(in the Torah and the book “Sepher Yetzirah”) - is the designation of all 7 Lower Sephiroth, where the 4th Sephira is the main one, governing the other six and is called the “Throne of Kavod (Honor)”.

	Glory to the Lord(Kavod Yehovah in the Torah) is a multidimensional psycho-info-energetic state capable of shifting from the level of information (the Sephira of Water) to the level of energy (the Sephira of Fire and its six dimensions). This is precisely why it is impossible for an incarnate human to observe or perceive.

	Throne of Honor (Glory)(Kiseh ha-Kavod in the book "Sefer Yetzirah") – established at the level of the Sephira of Fire, a level that also pertains to the Higher Planes, from which all the nested levels of our world are constructed. It is analogous to what we call the Assemblage Point. That is,—This is what focuses the Light of the Creator, the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal.

	 

	


Part I. The Modern Social World

	Introduction: What's Wrong with Our Society?

	 

	We are all the product of our upbringing and education. From birth, we are taught about the world around us. As children, we are given "educational" toys that teach us shapes—cubes, balls, pyramids—and colors—white, black, green, and so on. Then, we are shown picture books—elephants, dogs, cats, and so on.

	 

	In kindergarten we are taught basic rules of behavior, communication, and spending time.

	At school, we're imprinted with a certain Model of the World, explaining how everything around us works. We're forced to memorize a multitude of things, from the laws of physics and mathematics to the "correct" understanding of poetry and prose by carefully selected authors.

	 

	At the university, we are taught the Social Specialty we have chosen, which will allow us to further integrate into society and the labor market.

	 

	Furthermore, Society, or the socio-social structure of the society in which we live, “dictates” its rules of life to us: start a family, have children, build a career, buy a car and a house, travel abroad...

	 

	A person believes that he is free and makes all his decisions independently, but is this true?

	And why then do the majority of people make practically the same decisions, and only a minority try to live differently?

	 

	It is not difficult to understand that our entire Worldview, Understanding of the World and Faith in the Structure of the World are a direct consequence and result of our Upbringing and Education.

	 

	Moreover, since all of this is ingrained in us from birth and at an age when our ability for Independent Thinking and Analysis is not yet developed, then, in fact, we are initially “programmed” for a certain form of life - let’s call it Social.

	 

	We use the word Contract to denote such “programming”.

	People in a given society seem to have agreed to perceive the world in this way, to explain the world in this way, and to live in this world in this way.

	 

	The concept of the Agreement will be examined in more detail later.

	 

	The very first and very important question arises: is such a Treaty something objective, or is it solely the result of some rational activity?

	 

	We can observe that in different countries and societies, very different treaties exist. For example, we can consider secular and religious societies, or the Treaty of Western and Eastern civilizations, the Treaty of Wild Tribes, the Treaty of Shamans, and so on...

	 

	For each person, their Contract is the fundamental basis of their entire life. Similar to how a computer's operating system is the fundamental basis of its life. One could say that a person is locked within the confines of their Contract. Anything that goes beyond this framework, anything that doesn't fit within the Contract, or within a person's worldview and understanding—as a rule, and above all, outright—is rejected and denied, for it destroys the person's most fundamental belief in their world.

	 

	Here we must immediately make the caveat that this is not rejected and denied by everyone, but by the overwhelming majority. The overwhelming majority believes in their Treaty and considers all those who go beyond it or oppose it strange, incomprehensible, unintelligent, backward, prejudiced, and so on...

	 

	From this we can draw a very obvious conclusion that the Treaty is an excellent means of socializing people in a given society and a way of managing people.

	 

	The Social Contract Model of the World

	 

	Materialistic thinkers have attributed more miracles, incredible coincidences and signs to the blind process of evolution than any theologians in the world have ever been able to attribute to God.  

	— Isaac Bashevis Singer

	 

	Let's take a closer look at our modern Social Contract.

	 

	We will discuss what the “Contract” is in more detail in Part II of the book, but for now let’s talk about the Model of the World on which the entire Education system is built and which every modern person is taught, starting from kindergarten and throughout their lives.

	 

	The modern Social Contract is built on a materialistic perception of the world: matter is the basis of everything, and all emotions, thoughts, feelings, awarenesses, experiences, and so on are merely functions of this matter. In other words, a person is a physical body made of bones, flesh, muscles, and various systems that thinks, feels, experiences, empathizes, and so on.

	 

	Very few people consider why this is so. This is how we were taught, this is our Treaty. Of course, we were taught the sciences that supposedly explain and confirm all of this. But we must understand that all these sciences were created solely within the framework of this same Treaty.

	 

	The model of the World in the modern social Contract stands on several “pillars” - axioms.

	 

	First of all, there is the "Big Bang Theory", which is supposed to explain to us where everything came from.

	 

	We are told, if we abstract away the many terms that are obscure to the average person, that our entire universe was initially in a certain pointlike state, and then "exploded" and began to expand. Where this "point" was before the explosion, and what kind of space and time it was, is impossible to imagine.

	And it is also impossible to test this theory in any way - you can simply accept it on faith, which is what most people do.

	 

	Another “pillar” of the modern Social Contract is “Darwin’s Theory”, the theory of “the Origin of Species by means of random mutations and natural selection”.

	 

	Not to be confused with the theory of evolution of species. We're talking specifically about the origin of species.

	 

	This very strange theory has no basis whatsoever, and all archaeological and paleontological findings constantly refute it.

	 

	Firstly,We do not observe any mutations in existing species in our world.

	We are not talking about the adaptation of a species to environmental changes, nor are we talking about the evolution of the species itself, but rather about mutations that could theoretically lead to the formation of a new species.

	 

	For example, mutations that can turn a fish into an amphibian, or a reptile into a bird.

	 

	But we don't observe any such mutations at all; all the species around us are complete and perfect. Moreover, when our scientists manage to catch a fish that was thought to be long extinct and existing only as fossils, they discover that this fish hasn't changed at all over millions of years...

	 

	Secondly,Moreover, no artificial or random mutations are passed on by inheritance. Parents who are blind from birth often have sighted children.

	 

	It turns out that if “the facts contradict the theory, then so much the worse for the facts.”

	 

	Thus, any even slightly independent thinker must come to the conclusion that the theory of the "origin of species" is just another pillar of belief, and nothing more. One can believe in the "Big Bang Theory," the "Theory of the Origin of Species," and many other theories that are imprinted on our memory during the early stages of our development and formation as individuals.

	 

	One could similarly consider many other social sciences, such as history or archaeology.

	 

	Today, with the Internet, anyone can become familiar with the work of alternative historians and archaeologists who discover and demonstrate to us completely unexpected, yet at the same time, miracles that lie right in front of us and under our feet.

	 

	For example, houses built in the late 18th and early 19th centuries all over the world were filled with clay for many meters, so that the first floors with windows and doors were completely underground.

	 

	Maps from before the 18th century show completely different contours of the continents, the absence of deserts and permafrost, and densely populated areas of Africa and the Far East that are now deserted.

	 

	Photographs from the mid-19th century show us the complete absence of forests in Siberia and empty, dilapidated cities.

	 

	Engravings by Piranesi and other artists show us the ruins of a former civilization, uniform architecture throughout the world, buildings standing long before their "official" construction, and much more.

	 

	Most social people dismiss all this; it doesn't interest or bother them. Social people are programmed from birth to perform social work, and to achieve this, they are instilled with a very primitive and false Model of the World and Man, which we call the Social Model or Social Contract.

	 

	It is easy to see that this entire Social Model of the World and Man is based solely on the Faith in Science and Authority, which is instilled in a child from birth.

	 

	Today it is generally accepted that Faith is belief in God, and that the alternative to it is the scientific approach.

	But this is fundamentally wrong - the alternative to faith in God, to which we will return later, is today faith in Society, with its completely unfounded assumptions and theories, as well as faith in Science, in Authorities.

	 

	That is, in both cases, we are dealing with Faith, with faith in the structure of the world, with faith in the origin of man, with faith in the social sciences...

	 

	A few words must be said about Science.

	Is science “Objective”, i.e., does science really strive to understand the world?

	 

	Based on all the information available today, namely, the concealment and destruction of artifacts that do not fit into the generally accepted social dogma—the contract, the persecution and even physical elimination of scientists who dig up facts that contradict the social contract, and much more—it can be argued that science merely serves the Social Contract.

	 

	Any scientist, any research requires funding, which is always and exclusively allocated for the purposes of the Social Contract.

	 

	For example, consider Nikola Tesla, who, as early as the early 20th century, advanced the theory and practice of wireless energy transmission over any distance and free energy. However, this work was unprofitable for social structures focused on profits from the extraction and sale of fuel, wired communications, wired electricity, and so on. As a result, all of Tesla's research was first halted and then destroyed, including his patents and publications.

	 

	An inquisitive mind will find many similar instances of destruction, concealment, and falsification of finds and artifacts that contradict the Social Contract.

	It is enough to look at the Temples of India, at the megaliths around the world, at the traces of machine processing of ancient megaliths, at the history and silence of the translations of the Qumran manuscripts, which contradict modern Christian dogma, and much more.

	 

	Furthermore, it should be said that in the field of “exact” sciences, such as mathematics, physics, chemistry, the social Contract is based on Faith and subjective ideas.

	 

	Let's say about the element Ether, the first element in the real Periodic Table, and the basis of Tesla's physics, discarded by social science.

	 

	Consider physical phenomena such as walking on hot coals or broken glass. Bending metal objects without touching them is telekinesis.

	 

	According to modern social physics, it's impossible to walk on hot coals—yet people do. It's impossible to teleport matter or influence metal non-physically—yet it happens…

	 

	We will look at how this happens later, but for now, we will simply direct the inquisitive reader to the Internet to search for material.

	 

	Here it is necessary to stop and say about magicians - yes, they exist.

	Magicians exist in parallel with the real phenomenon.

	 

	Let's put it this way: magicians are the social Contract's reaction to phenomena it can't explain; we'll talk about this in more detail later.

	 

	It should also be said about the attempt to fit the facts to the observed phenomena.

	For example, pyramids and megaliths all over the world. Enormous granite columns and stone bowls. Marble veils and polygonal masonry. Smooth round and irregular holes in the most durable stone materials, and so on.

	 

	Of course, sometimes you can come up with a theory about how primitive ancient people could have done it. But things don't go beyond theory and a single, primitive experiment, usually a failure.

	They tried to build a small pyramid with the precision of the Giza pyramids, but it failed, even with modern equipment. And how they quarried and transported the trillions of Baalbek, or the foundation stones of Jerusalem's "Wailing Wall," is beyond comprehension.

	 

	And most importantly, why would a primitive civilization undertake work beyond its capabilities when the same wall could be built from smaller stones? It's also possible that the builders had some unknown criteria for why they needed to build with megaliths. Our modern civilization doesn't do anything beyond its technical capabilities. On the contrary, we try to simplify everything. So, does that mean our primitive ancestors were completely stupid?

	 

	Isn't it easier to assume that before us, there were other developed civilizations on Earth, for whom it was easier to process and transport a huge stone than to mess around with a pile of small stones.

	 

	However, such an assumption goes beyond the framework of the modern social contract and is therefore rejected outright.

	Social dogma is based on the idea that all development occurs spontaneously, randomly, and from the simple to the complex. Complex organisms naturally emerge from simple ones, and simple civilizations gradually become more complex.

	All this contradicts logic and common sense, as well as the theory of Entropy, which states that a complex system tends to fall apart and turn into a simple one if energy is not invested in it.

	 

	Indeed, it's enough to leave a car in a garage for the winter, and in the spring it will require repairs and maintenance, i.e., an investment of energy, without which it will turn into a simple cart...

	 

	There are two options: either change the Treaty—the Faith in the structure of the world, which will inevitably entail a restructuring of the entire society—or unleash magicians on the arena and convince everyone that no phenomena exist, and that it's all just a trick. That megaliths can be moved on wooden rollers by thousands of slaves and some incredible ropes. That holes in stones can be drilled with sand and copper tools. And, in general, anything can be cut with a copper saw—if only the "historians" had the will.

	The honor of the Social Contract is saved.

	 

	Our goal here is not to expose the Social Contract in all its axes, but rather to provide direction for the searching Mind, which today can independently find all the necessary materials on the Internet.

	 

	Our goal at this stage is only to show that the entire Social Contract is a kind of Dogma, a Faith, based on subjective ideas and theories that are beneficial to someone, created for the upbringing and education of Social People.

	 

	The kind of upbringing and education that modern society needs to sustain itself.

	As sad as it may sound, the modern social person is raised and educated not as a Free, Reasonable, Conscious Person, but as a social slave for further use.

	 

	It doesn’t matter what place a person occupies in the social hierarchy – whether he is rich or poor, a bandit or an honest citizen, an oligarch or a janitor – all social people are, in essence, slaves of the system...

	 

	Let's summarize the social contract. It's a worldview based on the belief in a randomly and spontaneously forming and increasingly complex world, supported by lies and concealment of the truth.

	This worldview convinces a person of the uniqueness of physical reality, physical life and the fear of death.

	 

	R. Monroe, from the book "Far Journeys":

	 

	"The most depressing fact is that the prevailing, artificial, and limited educational system relies solely on signals from the five senses. This principle leads to the destruction of the last vestiges of the original essence that remain in the human personality. Thus, traditional education is simultaneously the root of the problem and the most important test for the embodied energy form."

	 

	Continued in Appendix 2 at the end of the book.

	 

	The social contract offers no purpose or meaning to life—that's all left to the mercy of reason. If everything around us is random, and our life itself is a random process with no inherent purpose or meaning, then create your own purposes and meanings for your random, one-time existence.

	 

	The social contract in no way explains the phenomena we encounter in life. Be it ancient artifacts or Psycho-Info-Energetic phenomena such as telepathy, telekinesis, psychokinesis, astrology, palmistry, and so on.

	 

	Even our multidimensional and complex consciousness is presented as a function of our organism, a kind of conscious, feeling and experiencing meat.

	 

	Attempts to understand Darwin's Theory and the Theory of Communism

	 

	When a person puts forward a theory, they must first be able to fully envision it. Then, they must consider everything related to that theory—whether it is even possible in principle—and only then seek confirmation or refutation of that theory in the world around them.

	 

	Let us consider, for example, the Theory of the origin of species by means of random mutations and natural selection – Darwin’s Theory.

	 

	It is based on the assumption that existing animal species can mutate, and these mutations are passed on through generations, meaning they are preserved over time. Then, through natural selection over time, these random mutations lead to the creation of new species. For example, amphibians evolved from fish, and birds evolved from reptiles.

	 

	If you don’t think about it yourself, everything seems quite logical.

	But let's think about the example of the origin of amphibians from fish.

	Once upon a time, there was a fish, and suddenly, due to some reason, like increased radiation, it mutated and developed a growth somewhere. And this happened not to just one fish, but to many, and on many fish, something grew somewhere.

	Furthermore, these new random growths in different places and in different fish were passed on by inheritance. But here we encounter the fact that no mutations are inherited. Parents who are blind from birth have sighted children.

	 

	Let's assume that we don't know this and continue our speculative reasoning.

	In subsequent generations of fish, there should be a ton of mutants. But we don't see any mutants anywhere—where did they all go? We see only complete and perfect forms around us.

	 

	Let's abstract from this too and continue.

	 

	So, a mass of mutants that continue to mutate in all directions - we remember that the final goal of our hypothesis should be the lungs of a fish that has turned into an amphibious frog.

	I wonder how fish with incredible mutations must feel, which have not yet developed full-fledged lungs, but are simply incredible

	tumors inside and outside the body.

	 

	Natural selection must be at work here. That is, fish with tumors, which clearly have a harder time living and swimming, should ideally die first, while normal, healthy fish should survive.

	We know very well from experience that all animals and people with mutations, as a rule, do not live long and die earlier than healthy individuals.

	 

	It would be more logical and reasonable to assume that all mutant fish will die faster, because all sorts of growths inside and outside will prevent them from swimming and escaping from predators.

	 

	That is, we assume that something will form inside the fish's body, without any planning, which, according to probability theory, over a vast period of time and in a huge number of fish, in some isolated instance will develop into a lung. And this lung will somehow integrate into the body and begin to function in conjunction with all the other organs. The circulatory system will be connected to it automatically, and the diaphragm will somehow appear on its own, and so on.

	 

	We can continue this nonsense, which has no logic, no evidence, no common sense.

	However, a huge number of people blindly believe in this theory, without even trying to think about it and imagine its implementation.

	 

	Although, it is much more logical to assume that behind all perfect animal forms there is a certain Consciousness that designs and creates them in the same way as we ourselves create all our machines and mechanisms.

	 

	And only the human mind's desire to expel all consciousness from the social contract leads to such nonsense, which unthinking people accept on faith. For a person capable of thought simply cannot accept such an assumption without a single proof or evidence.

	 

	The ancient expression "don't make a mountain out of a molehill" completely refutes the theory of the origin of species. It clearly indicates that someone did, after all, make a mountain out of a molehill. That is, an elephant didn't spontaneously evolve from a molehill through random mutations and natural selection.

	 

	Let us now think about the theory of communism: “from each according to his ability, to each according to his needs.”

	 

	This nonsensical theory has been promoted for many years in a number of countries.

	From each according to his abilities, we understand that everyone receives the education and specialty available to him and works to the best of his abilities for the benefit of the whole society, and not for himself personally.

	But how can we provide for everyone according to their needs?

	If everyone wants a fox fur coat, there simply won't be enough foxes for everyone.

	And if everyone needs a private jet with a beautiful flight attendant, then where will they get so many jets and beautiful flight attendants?

	That is, it turns out that it is impossible to even imagine the idea of a communist slogan, not to mention its implementation.

	 

	Our minds allow us to model various situations and test them against the Criterion of Truth. There's no point in constructing theories that don't pass the simplest, most superficial tests of reason, logic, common sense, observation, and accumulated knowledge.

	 

	The fact that many people are ready to accept such theories only shows that, for the most part, people do not think, but live by faith in authorities, in science, in society.

	 

	Reflections on how we can understand the world

	 

	A person is a part of a larger system – the universe, nature, the planet…

	 

	Therefore, we can study and comprehend the world around us from within it, being in it and relying on our human capabilities and on the devices that we will build to expand the possibilities of our perception.

	 

	Our human capabilities are quite complex, as they vary from person to person. Some see better and further, some hear better and further, some have a stronger sense of smell and touch, some are able to perceive energy fields—the aura—while others possess intuition—direct knowledge.

	 

	These very different human capabilities and abilities give rise to many disputes and misunderstandings.

	Just as it is impossible to explain to a color-blind person what color is and how all objects differ in color, it is also impossible to explain what an aura is to those who cannot see it, and therefore do not believe in it...

	 

	And here, we again come up against the Treaty.

	If our Agreement includes the presence of the Aura, even if not everyone sees it, then at least no one will fight and prove that the Aura does not exist.

	 

	After all, no one saw the “big bang” either, just like the origin of man from apes - but, on this matter, the majority of social people do not argue and do not try to prove that this did not happen, and do not call all sorts of names to those who do not believe in it.

	 

	And this despite the fact that, unlike the "Big Bang," which no one has ever seen, many people actually see and perceive the aura. Moreover, Kirlian experiments make the aura—the energy field of living objects—visible to the naked eye. But since this isn't taught in school, all these realities aren't part of the social person's belief system, their Contract.

	 

	It turns out to be a very interesting situation: we, being inside a certain reality, try to study this reality and, to begin with, build certain assumptions, axioms, theories, which we then try to substantiate and confirm through experience.

	 

	On these basic theories we build our Treaty, our Faith in the structure of the world.

	At the same time, the main instrument of Cognition is ourselves, our organs of perception, which are very subjective and different for different people, and our faith in the structure of the world.

	 

	Here we should ask ourselves a very important and basic question: is a person’s perception something constant, fixed, objective, or does it depend on factors of birth, upbringing, education...

	 

	We have examples of people - Mowgli, children raised by animals.

	Their experience shows us that if a child is raised in a social environment, within the Animal Covenant, they will possess completely different qualities and perceive the world entirely differently. They will be stronger and more agile. They will hear, see, and smell better. But they will lack many of the qualities of a social person.

	 

	Moreover, all experience with such children shows that it is practically impossible to return them to human society—they can be trained like animals, taught basic skills, but nothing more.

	 

	From this we can draw another conclusion that, once socialized, “programmed,” and included in any society, a person retains this socialization for life.

	 

	From this it is clear that if the world is studied by Mowgli people, then their world will be fundamentally different from the world that social people will study.

	 

	Simply put, a rational person studies not the world, but his own Agreement, his own faith in the structure of the world, his own Philosophy, which has been embedded in him since the moment of his birth.

	 

	So, we have come to the most fundamental thing, to why Philosophy is called the “Foundation of all sciences.”

	 

	Philosophy is the foundation of society, the social contract. All sciences must then fit within this philosophy. Otherwise, philosophy must change, which will entail a restructuring of the entire society. For many dissertations will prove false, and many authorities will immediately lose all their privileges. Those in power will never allow this.

	 

	We study the world primarily through our experience. Our experience shows that in order to build or create something in this world, we must first conceive it, think it through. That is, engage our consciousness, or mind. Then, formalize it in the form of information, for example, a drawing, a diagram, a description, a theory. And only then begin to implement it using physical materials.

	 

	At the same time, when we look at the magnificent and perfect world around us, for some reason we begin to come up with some meaningless and unfounded theories, instead of assuming that all of this and we ourselves were created by some more developed consciousness with the help of some information and embodied in the physical world - the world of energy.

	 

	Don't imagine our Creator as an old man on a cloud. Imagine him as a unified field, nature, a set of laws, or whatever you prefer...

	In any case, this would be more reasonable and logical than the baseless and unprecedented assumption that everything arose by chance and on its own. Why then don't tractors and Mercedes-Benzes just happen? And why doesn't a simple cart evolve into a Mercedes on its own, but requires the massive effort of engineers.

	Philosophy is the basis of all sciences

	 

	Philosophers create a Contract (a Model of the world, a worldview), and all other sciences then research and study this Contract.

	 

	Let's try to explain this.

	 

	Modern society adheres to a materialistic philosophy, the primacy of matter and the secondary nature of consciousness.

	That is, Consciousness is a function of Matter. Only matter exists, and there is nothing but matter. At the same time, modern society constantly attempts to expand the concept of matter, including light, all kinds of fields, and thoughts.

	 

	Hence, all social sciences try and strive to explain everything exclusively from this perspective. This is precisely why modern social sciences encounter difficulties when confronted with phenomena such as telekinesis, teleportation, intuition, out-of-body experiences, lucid dreaming, reincarnation, and so on.

	 

	We will further show what exactly lies behind Philosophy and that it is enough to change the original Philosophy, and we will begin to perceive a completely different world.

	 

	Therefore, the most important conclusion is that our perception of the world is only a more or less successful Model and Faith in this model, but in no case something objective and universal.

	 

	Modern social philosophy holds that human civilization on Earth develops linearly, from simplicity to complexity. That everything that came before was simpler, more primitive, than what we have today.

	Based on this philosophy, all sciences strive to explain how ancient and simpler peoples could build great pyramids, colossal statues, palaces, fountains, and other artifacts—things that even today our civilization sometimes finds impossible. We read of thousands of slaves who sawed granite with copper saws, drilled holes in it with sand and sticks, hauled enormous multi-ton stones up slopes with enormous ropes, processed and polished gigantic granite columns, and erected palaces spontaneously, without plans or blueprints, and so on…

	 

	At the same time, any real attempts to build something similar using such methods have always failed, so all of this remains purely speculative conclusions and pure faith, not confirmed by any experiments.

	 

	The fact that someone managed to drill a crooked hole in granite using sand, a stick, and “some kind of material” does not at all explain the fact that perfectly drilled holes of various diameters and with traces of high-tech tools were found.

	 

	The description of how the enormous granite blocks for the Thunder Stone and the columns of St. Isaac's Cathedral in St. Petersburg were quarried, processed, and transported, as well as how the Alexander Column was erected, and so on, is perplexing. Not to mention the trillions of Baal-Bek or the foundations of the Western Wall in Jerusalem.

	 

	Today, you can find a huge amount of material online that describes how all this was supposedly accomplished, while also claiming that it was impossible to do so with primitive means. That high-tech technologies, far superior to our own, were used.

	 

	As a result, depending on Faith, on the Agreement, on Philosophy, some people will read some materials and believe some authorities, while other people will read other materials and believe other authorities.

	 

	A reasonable question arises. If science studies not the objective world, but the Treaty. If it is based on a philosophy accepted in a given society and rejects, conceals, and discards anything that contradicts this philosophy—as, for example, the Smithsonian Institution, which admitted to destroying the skeletons of giants—then it follows that most people live under an illusion about the world that has been imposed on them since birth…

	 

	After all, if we adopt a different philosophy as our foundation, for example, one that holds that other, sometimes more advanced, civilizations existed on Earth before us. We stop hiding and destroying artifacts that confirm this. We begin to view archaeological finds from the perspective of a different philosophy—then science will develop in a completely different direction, and people will live in a completely different reality.

	 

	Modern Philosophy is based on the accidental origin of life on Earth.

	 

	A living cell formed by chance from some kind of "broth," then, by chance, it began to multiply and become more complex—defying all logic and all experience. Then, more complex multicellular organisms began to form by chance, and so on, right up to the accidental origin of humans from primates...

	 

	However, there is not a single piece of evidence to support this theory of chance.

	Moreover, the question arises: how and where did such an illogical and unfounded theory come from?

	 

	When Charles Darwin published his work on the origin of species, his contemporaries simply laughed at him. He himself wrote that it was merely a hypothesis that required further confirmation and substantiation. If no evidence for this theory was found, it should simply be discarded. In all the years since its publication, not a single piece of evidence has been found. Everything supposedly displayed in museums as evidence for the theory of the origin of species has proven to be fraudulent and falsified. Today, most serious scientists have abandoned Darwin's theory as untenable, but the majority of the population continues to be raised on this false theory. The question arises: why and for what purpose? We will try to answer it later.

	 

	Thus, the modern philosophy of the random origin of everything, recognizing only a material world that randomly develops from simple to complex, cannot offer humanity any purpose or meaning in life. After all, every human being is a random combination of parental cells, and the entire meaning of life is to continue this random evolution. To mutate randomly (possibly as a result of nuclear wars) and then, through natural selection. It's strange that humans, in this case, lack skin, hooves, horns, and a tail—qualities that are very convenient for modern social life.

	 

	At the same time, modern philosophy is forced to carefully dismiss anything related to Consciousness, for Consciousness is merely a property of matter. Therefore, all evidence of reincarnation, déjà vu, the psychosomatic causes of illness, and much, much more is simply swept under the rug, despite numerous proofs and laboratory experiments confirming them.

	 

	Let us reiterate: no one witnessed the Big Bang and cannot answer the question of how, where, when, and why it occurred. No one witnessed the formation of a living cell from nonliving matter. No one has seen or found any evidence of the origin of species, from simple to complex. No one has been able to replicate the actions of our supposedly primitive ancestors in constructing the great structures of antiquity. No one can explain buried buildings around the world, the discrepancies between ancient and modern maps, the absence of deserts until the 17th century, and much, much more…

	 

	For the average social person, it turns out, all this is completely unimportant, uninteresting, and unnecessary. They care only about the most basic animal needs—survival, reproduction, entertainment…

	 

	With all this in mind, any doctoral degree is historically called Doctor of Philosophy (PhD, from Philosophiae Doctor).

	Because earlier, when the people were not yet so fooled, scientists understood that Philosophy lies at the basis of any science.

	Basic Axioms of the Philosophy of Consciousness

	 

	In the second part of the book we will move on to examining the philosophical categories that we need for further discussion; for now we will focus only on a few Basic Axioms.

	 

	Our basic axiom, the unproven assumption on which all subsequent philosophy will be based, is the existence of the Absolute, or Creator of all that exists.

	 

	The Creator is in no way comprehensible and inaccessible to our understanding, just as the Big Bang is in no way comprehensible and inaccessible to our understanding.

	 

	Both are fundamental assumptions upon which all subsequent philosophy is built. Therefore, one is neither worse nor better than the other.

	 

	But Philosophy, built on this or that assumption, and, accordingly, sciences within the framework of this or that philosophy will differ greatly.

	 

	The existence of the Absolute is the fundamental principle of Monotheism. That is, there is nothing but the Absolute. And everything else is contained within this Absolute.

	 

	This hypothesis is more logical than the Big Bang. The Big Bang presupposes the existence of something else in which this explosion occurred.

	 

	And if there is nothing else but the "explosion," then we arrive at the Absolute, which created thought, which conceived. We can consider the Thought of the Absolute to be this very "Big Bang."

	 

	The next hypothesis is that the Absolute "thought," that is, created a complex and multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure, which is thought. Our thought is also such a structure, only much simpler and less dimensional.

	 

	The Thought of the Creator, or the Light of the Creator, began to create worlds - this is the Plan of Creation.

	 

	The worlds were created in a hierarchical order. The upper world created the next, simpler one, which in turn created the next, even simpler one, and so on until the Creator's Light was completely extinguished. Each upper world governs the world it created.

	 

	By the world we mean creative Thought, or complex, multidimensional Consciousness.

	Similar to the hierarchy of Worlds, we can talk about the hierarchy of Consciousnesses, where each higher consciousness controls the lower consciousness.

	 

	We also consider Man as a multidimensional consciousness, which we conditionally divide into seven separate Consciousnesses, or bodies possessing Consciousness.
 

	Each human body, or consciousness, is controlled by a chakra—the Psycho-Info-Energy center. There are seven chakras, from top to bottom: Sahasrara, Ajna, Vishuddha, Anahata, Manipura, Svadhisthana, and Muladhara. All these consciousnesses, bodies, and chakras also form a hierarchical structure, with each higher consciousness controlling a lower consciousness.

	 

	It is important to understand that this entire division into bodies and chakras is purely conditional for the ability of our Mind to operate with these concepts.

	 

	Human behavior is controlled by his higher Consciousnesses, starting from the level of Manipura and above.

	It should be noted that one should not confuse the Consciousness of Manipura with the Mind, which is located at the same level, which we will discuss in more detail in the relevant sections of the book.

	 

	If a person is aware of himself at these levels, i.e., if these Consciousnesses are self-reflective, then a person can live consciously, i.e., he can build his own life.

	 

	If a person does not realize himself at these levels, then his life is controlled by external factors, such as astrological, egregorial, social, through these very highest Consciousnesses.

	 

	Let's look at this in a little more detail.

	We view human consciousness as a single, multidimensional, and highly complex structure, which, as stated above, we divide into seven hierarchical levels for ease of perception by our Mind. Each higher level is more complex and multidimensional.

	 

	It must be emphasized that Consciousness is a continuous, not a discrete structure.This is analogous to how we break a sound series into notes and semitones, resulting in a discrete number of sounds. However, the sound series is continuous, and between the semitones there is an infinite number of vibrations, which we generally cannot distinguish with our ears.

	 

	Therefore, when we talk about the self-reflection of any Consciousness, it is necessary to understand that this is a certain range, and not a single value for all.

	 

	A person may have some of these Consciousnesses that reflect on their own, while others may not be active.It depends on a person’s upbringing, education and karma.

	The totality of active, or self-reflective consciousnesses that perceive the world constitute human consciousness.

	 

	When speaking about the level of development of Consciousness, or about the caste of Man, we always mean the highest active Consciousness.At the same time, the presence of lower active Consciousnesses constitutes that very unique “pattern” of consciousness of each individual person.

	 

	One can conditionally compare the active consciousness of a person with a musical chord made up of seven notes included in an octave.

	There are chords of three, four, five, and more notes. There are seventh and ninth chords. There are minor and major chords. They are all made up of the same seven notes, but they sound different.

	Similarly, the active Consciousness of a person consists of its seven active and inactive parts, therefore even people of the same caste will differ in their consciousness.

	 

	It is also important to understand that if any parts or areas of the single multidimensional Consciousness are not active, i.e., the person himself is not aware of them, then they still exist and control the person’s life.

	 

	It’s just that for such a person, his life will look like a set of accidents in some areas of his life that are in no way connected with his activities.

	 

	For a conscious person, life, from a set of accidents in the areas of his active Consciousness, turns into a certain sequence of patterns, causes and effects that he can influence.

	 

	Later, we will examine all these assumptions in more detail and find confirmation for them in the Ancient Texts. For now, we need this initial understanding for the further presentation of the material.

	 

	Egregors and the Collective Unconscious

	 

	Egregor, from the word aggregation, unification, means a more complex and more multidimensional consciousness than the consciousness of one person.

	Such consciousness is located in the hierarchy of consciousnesses above the human one and therefore controls individual human consciousness.

	 

	We distinguish two types of egregors:

	 

	
		Egregors of a higher plane of existence are consciousnesses that created us and control us.

		Egregors are created by the combined consciousness of several people. Experiments and observations show that about 10 people united by a single idea (thought) are enough to form an egregor.



	 

	This is the basis of the idea of collective prayer. When at least ten people gather, they attune their consciousness to the same thought—idea—and, as a result, an egregor is formed—that is, a Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a higher order than individual human consciousness. All consciousnesses included within it begin to interact with external consciousnesses governing humanity through this egregor.

	 

	There's also a couple's egregor, when two people—a man and a woman—align themselves across their many bodies and levels of consciousness. In this case, a couple's egregor can form, capturing the consciousness of these people, and they, too, begin to perceive the world through the egregor.

	 

	Our Subconscious, consisting of individual consciousnesses of all our past incarnations, is also an egregor.

	 

	K. Jung called this kind of control over a person the collective unconscious, i.e., the unification of many behavioral algorithms developed by a person, which are not recognized by each individual person, but influence him.

	These are Egregors.

	 

	Accordingly, any school, any sect, any association of people forms egregors that begin to control each individual person.

	 

	There are also egregors of a country, family, clan, and so on.

	 

	And all this is in addition to the egregors of higher planes, or higher consciousnesses, that control us and our world.

	Moreover, these higher egregors can control not only an individual person, but also egregors of the human world, for example, the egregor of a country, sect, or clan.

	 

	Every person is always under the control of some egregors, so it's very naive and completely unfounded to think that we live and make decisions on our own. We simply cannot exist on our own.

	 

	The influence of an egregor on individual consciousness can be observed in any crowd united by a single idea—for example, fans of one team at a stadium. After a football match, perfectly respectable fathers might go and beat up fans of the other team. Or smash store windows, something they themselves will regret the next day, freed from the egregor's control.

	 

	All advertising in retail chains is also based on egregorial influence, when numerous individual buyers' consciousnesses unite around the idea of purchasing a given product. This egregor begins to capture the individual consciousnesses that resonate with its "frequencies," i.e., potential buyers. The influence of the consumer egregor is particularly strong in retail chains. Sometimes, when we return home and disconnect from the influence of the retail chain's egregor, we regret our purchase.

	 

	The most terrifying Psycho-Info-Energy attack on human consciousness, known as the Curse, is the blocking of the Sahasrara chakra and the disconnection of a person from the egregorial plane. Such a person begins to slowly die.

	 

	We can observe something similar in ants and anthills. An anthill is an egregorial structure that controls each individual ant. If you take an ant from its nest and place it in another part of the same forest, it will soon die, even though all the conditions of its environment remain the same.

	 

	Egregorial control is also observed in a flock of migratory birds. Until a certain number of individuals gather, the flock does not begin its flight. And if the number of individuals required to form an egregor does not gather, the flight will not occur at all. This occurs because the flight is controlled by a higher consciousness than that of the individual bird. Only when an egregor is created and all the individuals included in it begin to perceive control from a higher level of consciousness through it—only then does this egregor begin to interact with the higher controlling consciousness, and the entire flock takes flight.

	 

	All we can do is switch from controlling one egregor to controlling another. By changing our consciousness, we stop resonating with some egregors and begin resonating with others.

	This is exactly what it says: “by changing ourselves, we change our world.”

	 

	It is easy to see that the behavior of people of the same group, of the same level of consciousness, is very similar, because they are controlled by the same egregors.

	Other groups of people are controlled by other egregors, and their behavior may be fundamentally different from the behavior of other groups.  

	 

	Later, we'll examine the division of levels of consciousness into castes, and it will become even clearer why the behavior of people of different castes differs so fundamentally. For each level of consciousness is governed by its own egregors.

	 

	Any business, any event, any party, and so on, must form an egregor to succeed. This means assembling a core group of people united by a common idea, such as the idea of revolution…

	 

	Once an egregor is created, it begins to attract new people whose consciousness resonates with this idea. As it absorbs more and more consciousnesses, the egregor grows stronger and begins to exert an even stronger influence on people.

	 

	It is easy to guess that all modern media are egregorial structures that completely capture and subjugate their listeners and readers.

	As a result, it turns out that even with the presence of a large amount of diverse information, a large number of people are controlled by egregors through specific media outlets that can carry any kind of nonsense.

	 

	Today, the entire Egregorial control of the masses is built on this.

	When alternative researchers ask the question, "Where and why did the gods who governed ancient society go?", the answer is very simple: they left the physical plane and continue to govern humanity from the mental plane of existence through egregors.

	 

	Understanding that our entire universe is an incredibly complex, multidimensional, and hierarchical thought-form, it's easy to understand that this thought-form contains numerous Psycho-Info-Energy structures of varying complexity. These structures can be perceived by human consciousness and influence it.

	 

	The most famous and popular structures are the Incubi and Succubi, who interact with a person at the level of his sexual body.

	 

	Also known are “Larvas”, collective thought forms of people that influence a person’s desires and actions.

	 

	Since we conditionally divide the multidimensional human consciousness into 7 separate sections, 7 chakras, 7 bodies, 7 consciousnesses, then egregorial structures can be conditionally considered as formed at different levels, by different consciousnesses.
 

	Read also in Section Appendix 3 - G. Gurdjieff “7 types of man”.

	 

	Structures at the level of the Sahasrara chakra- manage our Needs.

	 

	Structures at the level of the Ajna chakraare formed in the Contract of man, in his religious or social beliefs.

	 

	Structures at the level of the Vishuddha chakra— these are collective thought forms formed by the united thoughts of a group of people capable of thinking.

	 

	Structures at the level of the Anahata chakra— these are our love and friendly connections, which should not be confused with purely social loves and friendships.

	 

	Social structures govern social people in society.

	People who are unable to think independently and join more complex egregors.

	 

	People with a social level of Consciousness, i.e., where the highest active, or self-reflective consciousness is the Consciousness of the Manipura chakra, are unable to build egregorial structures with others. Such people seem to exist within the "shell" of their own ego and perceive all their relationships solely as satisfying their own needs.

	 

	We will not consider lower levels - the principle is clear...

	 

	From understanding the above, it becomes clear how social and supra-social love and friendship differ fundamentally.

	 

	Why were people willing to sacrifice everything, including their own lives, for the sake of true, supra-social friendship and love? And why are people unwilling to sacrifice anything for the sake of social friendship and love? Sacrificing doesn't mean doing something that's easy and generally accepted in society.

	 

	Supra-social, or anahatic love and friendship, creates egregorial connections that control all lower, simpler levels of human consciousness.

	We will talk in more detail about the castes, chakras and the bodies they build later.

	The Problems of the Social Contract and Are There Alternatives?

	 

	A reasonable question arises: can we build another Model of the World, based on other Axioms?

	 

	Since we live inside a certain world and can study it from the inside using our capabilities and abilities, i.e., collect information, analyze, make assumptions and build models, then we can build a completely different Model of the World.

	 

	An alternative model of the world is a model that relies not only on our senses and logic, but also on Ancient Knowledge.

	 

	The modern social contract tries in every possible way to hide from us the very existence of Ancient Knowledge, Ancient Technologies.

	We can try to explain why and how he does this, so that it would be easier to control people and use people for social purposes.

	 

	However, today, with the Internet, only the laziest person, who doesn't want to know anything beyond the school curriculum, is not familiar with the multitude of alternative studies in virtually all areas of science.

	 

	We learn that in the very recent past, at the beginning of the 19th century, some kind of global catastrophe, hidden from us, occurred on Earth, destroying the previously developed civilization, covering the entire earth with clay, raising the level of the world's oceans, and so on...

	 

	And several centuries before that, another planetary catastrophe occurred, destroying the previous, even more highly developed civilization...

	 

	Thus, today we know practically nothing about our very recent past, for our entire history, literature, geography, and other sciences are fabrications and falsifications, created beginning in the second half of the 19th century. And all of today's "ancient and classical history" was created no earlier than the 15th century. No one has seen any primary sources for the works of Archimedes, Plato, or any other ancient author. We know of them from manuscripts no earlier than the 15th century, which are supposedly copies of older manuscripts that no one has seen...

	 

	For those who are stunned and shocked by this information, we refer you to the Internet for your own research, study and analysis.

	It is not our goal to present here the results of numerous alternative and not only alternative researchers, which are constantly being supplemented and expanded.

	 

	For our work, it's important to understand that everything we actually have today begins around the 15th century or later. And the entire centuries-old history is, to put it mildly, shrouded in darkness and mystery, and is largely a matter of faith in what's written, drawn, or invented. Even our modern chronology is likely a forgery, since the earliest written sources, instead of a unit representing 1,000 years, use the letters "I" or "J," standing for Jesus.

	It turns out that there was no first thousand years, and we are now living not in 2024, but in 1024 AD.

	 

	This is precisely why Piranesi's unique engravings, depicting the ruins of ancient civilizations, reflecting 18th-century reality and more like photographs than drawings, are dismissed in modern society as fantasies, and this entire artistic movement is dubbed "ruinistic." Otherwise, one would have to acknowledge the existence of enormous, majestic structures and planetary catastrophes in the past.

	 

	The fact that social history, and along with it social literature and social painting, reflect not reality, but the Treaty, the ideology of the ruling leadership, can be easily understood using the example of materials about the Second World War.

	 

	Not much time has passed since the beginning and end of the Second World War, but new generations of social people are being raised not on its real history, but on invented myths.

	In recent decades, after the collapse and disappearance of the "victorious country" from the world map, historical books by V. Suvorov and M. Solonin were published, attempting to reconstruct the true history of the 1930s and 1940s, relying on facts and documents rather than ideology.

	 

	It is enough to look at the shock and rejection that these purely historical works caused in the majority of social people brought up on social propaganda and mythology.

	 

	So what can we say about events so distant from us, such as the First World War, or Napoleon’s campaign at the beginning of the 19th century…

	 

	Modern man finds himself in a very difficult situation.

	 

	On the one hand, he is raised and educated within the framework of the Agreement of the Country, Society, Community, Religion, where all these Agreements are built by the ruling elite for the purposes of control and subordination.

	 

	On the other hand, today, more and more alternative information is emerging, unearthing new facts and artifacts. New alternative models of events known and unknown to us are constantly emerging.

	 

	For an ordinary social person there are no Criteria of Truth for accepting this or that version, hypothesis, model...

	The only difference is that the social model was the first for us, and it is rigidly written in the Subconscious, in the Consciousness, in the Mind and in the Memory, because it was written there for about 20 years from the very birth of a person.

	 

	Not every person is capable of changing their Worldview Model, changing their Agreement.

	Most people simply don't need it, they're not interested; their lives are focused on earning money, starting a family, relaxing, and having fun.

	 

	They don't really care whether the earth is round or flat, as long as they are not interfered with in their life support activities.

	 

	And all the searches and discoveries, research and conclusions - for such people are, at best, entertainment programs that can be watched on television.  

	 

	At the same time, there is a small category of people who have a genuine need to uncover the Truth, whatever that truth may be. These people are capable and willing to go beyond their social contract and begin to comprehend new things, relying solely on certain inner qualities, which we will discuss later.

	 

	For such people, we offer an Alternative Agreement, which is based on many factors...

	 

	Today's developing Quantum Physics is colliding with the modern social contract and materialistic philosophy. Scientists are unable to integrate subatomic particles, which exhibit extraspatial, timeless, and dual properties into the world of material objects, impossible in the world of objects.

	 

	That is, materialistic philosophy and the modern model of the world are bursting at the seams...

	 

	What is modern science and why the official scientific model is untenable

	 

	The Book of Creation, “Sepher Yetzirah,” which we will write about further, teaches us that our World was created by the Higher Consciousness, which separated from itself a Consciousness of a lower order, which then created the Information Layer, and then the Energy Layer of Being.

	 

	The Energetic Layer of Being has unfolded our 3-dimensional world of Action, the World of “Asia”, in which the Energetic Forces operate and which we all observe and study.

	 

	Moreover, the Book of Creation has defined for us the “12 Simple Actions” that the Simple Consciousness of a person performs in the World of Action.

	 

	All our modern “sciences” and “research” are aimed exclusively at studying the World of Action.

	 

	Modern scientists laugh at Alchemy, calling it the predecessor of modern chemistry, but they do not want to think about the fact that “Al” means “above”, i.e., Alchemy is a science that stands above chemistry, i.e., it is a science of the Mental-Informational Plane, in contrast to Chemistry, which is a science of only the Energy Plane.

	 

	We will discuss all of this in more detail later, but for now it is important for us to emphasize that modern science deals only with the physical level of existence, ignoring all other levels.

	 

	Indeed, in Chemistry, we work with existing energetic components without considering their informational nature—while the Alchemists sought ways to change the informational component of energetic matter through Consciousness. For Consciousness creates Information, and Information structures Energy.

	 

	And since in our Agreement, in our Esoteric Philosophy, the entire Universe is Psycho-Info-Energy, i.e., Consciousness, which creates Information, which in turn structures Energy, creating Matter, then there is nothing unusual in Alchemy, in the desire of people to develop their consciousness to a level capable of changing information fields.

	 

	In simpler terms, all existing substances are made up of atoms and molecules, which in turn are made up of smaller particles that form certain configurations and electrical and gravitational bonds, as social science teaches today.

	 

	The level at which any substance is located is the Energy Level, and the level that determines the structure and configuration of Atoms and Molecules is the Information Level.

	Above the level of Information there is also the Level of Consciousness - but today few people try to reach it, and few people talk about it.

	 

	For a more visual understanding of what has been said, we can use an analogy from the world of computers, because the world of computers is a more simplified model of our world.

	 

	Imagine a huge computer screen that a person sees and a small computer that a person does not see.

	Today, a computer can be hidden within the screen itself.

	 

	The Screen is the Energy Level - the World of Action - where actions take place that are determined by the Program (Information) embedded in a computer invisible to the average person, by the consciousness of an invisible programmer.

	 

	These programs are the Information Level, which completely determines and controls the Physical Level of the screen.

	 

	But, above the programs, there is Consciousness, or the Mind of the Programmer, which creates these programs and, thus, controls both the Information and Energy Levels...

	 

	At the same time, the programmer himself does not exist in a vacuum - he is included in the Egregorial layers, in the Country Agreement, in the Company Agreement, etc., which are for the Programmer's Consciousness a higher Generating and Controlling Consciousness.

	 

	Having understood the essence of what was said above in this simplified example, one can easily understand the essence of what is happening in our world.

	 

	We all see, study and explore the large material Screen visible to everyone, without thinking about the presence of a program, a computer and a programmer.

	All our “sciences” study and derive patterns of pixel behavior on the screen, changing colors and brightness.

	 

	Our "medicine" comes up with ways to change the color and brightness of an individual pixel when, in its opinion, it begins to glow less brightly.

	 

	Social "philosophy" prides itself on rejecting and denying the very possibility of the existence of a Program, a Computer, and a Programmer, constantly inventing new theories of the spontaneous origin of the visible Screen and the evolution of forms on this screen, through their random mutations and natural selection.

	 

	At the same time, the very existence of Alchemy in ancient times, as well as the existence of the Book of Creation, tells us that it was not always like this, that earlier people knew and perceived both the Informational and Mental Planes of Existence.

	 

	This is a topic for a separate conversation - who, how, when and why blocked people's perception of Higher Planes of Existence...

	 

	We live in the World of Action (Olam Asiya), in the World of Energy, because any object in this world that has mass is a potential Energy: E = mc2.

	 

	It doesn’t matter whether this formula is correct or not, but one thing is clear: any object in our world is Energy, and we live in a world of Energy.

	Any Action is Energy.

	The Law of Entropy states that if Energy is not put into a system, it will collapse.

	If we want to achieve something, we need to apply Energy...

	 

	Above this world there is the World of Creation, the World of Information.

	It is Information that generates Energy Systems, organizing atoms and molecules in their configurations.

	 

	Above the World of Creation is the World of Creation, i.e., the Mental Level, which, like the Consciousness of the Programmer, creates a program out of nothing, which then creates a world of objects on the computer Screen.

	 

	That is, the Creation of “something” from “nothing” is not the creation of Material Objects, but only the creation of certain Laws, Programs, certain Information that determines the Energy Configurations of future Physical Objects.

	 

	This is precisely what is stated in the Torah, in the Book of Genesis, when the Consciousness of the Mental Plane—Elohim—Creates Adam—"male and female He created them." That is, this is not yet the creation of a material Adam, but merely the Creation of the Adam Program, or the Egregor of the Human Species, which includes all human qualities, both male and female.

	 

	Then, from the “dust of the earth”, i.e. from Energy structured by Information, the energetic Adam is created.

	 

	If we do not mix up different levels of Being, then there is no contradiction in the Torah when, supposedly, Adam is created twice.

	 

	The Torah describes to us all three Levels of Existence: Mental, Informational and Energy.

	 

	And three different Forces operate on these three levels: Elohim, Jehovah-Elohim and Jehovah, which for some reason are all translated into Russian as Lord, or Lord God, which is a distortion and profanation of the Ancient Text, adapted to the modern primitive understanding of the world...

	 

	We'll talk about this in more detail later...

	 

	This is what Nikola Tesla came to in the course of his research:

	 

	"My brain is just a receiving device. There's a core in outer space from which we draw knowledge, strength, and inspiration. I haven't penetrated the mysteries of this core, but I know it exists.
 

	The highest goal of human development is the complete dominance of consciousness over the material world, the use of the forces of nature to satisfy human needs.
 

	Our world is immersed in a vast ocean of energy; we fly through endless space at incomprehensible speed. Everything around us is spinning, moving—everything is energy. We face a monumental task: finding ways to tap this energy. Then, by drawing from this inexhaustible source, humanity will advance with giant strides."

	 

	We provide an extended list of quotes from N. Tesla in Appendix 8 at the end of the book..

	Social Science and Alternative Researchers

	 

	As we understand today, all of our modern social science serves society and fulfills social orders. At the same time, our society itself is controlled from higher planes of existence, on a mental level. In other words, all of humanity is contained within a certain mental space, as in the film "The Matrix." And scientists are specially trained people who disseminate and support the established social dogma. In the film "The Matrix," 20th-century society was taken as such a dogma.

	 

	For most people, this situation is quite suitable - they do not have any questions, because they are exclusively concerned with survival and reproduction.

	But there are a few who have a more developed consciousness and begin to see the absurdity and inconsistencies in the social model of the world and man.

	 

	Some such people have recently begun independently pursuing alternative research and attempting to construct their own model of history. There are numerous artifacts of all kinds—architecture, texts, paintings, archaeological finds, museum exhibits, and so on—that refute modern historical chronology and archaeology.

	 

	The problem with alternative researchers is that, firstly, they are subject to the influence of their social contract, and secondly, they do not have sufficient knowledge and perspective to build a single, complete and consistent model.

	 

	As a result, such researchers seize on a few facts and construct their own model based on them, usually in favor of their country's treaty. They ignore the fact that, in addition to the facts and artifacts they've selected, there are others that don't fit their model.

	 

	For example, one alternative scientist analyzes houses in Europe built before the mid-19th century with huge windows and concludes that there were no cold winters before the mid-19th century.

	At the same time, another alternative artist analyzes paintings by artists from different centuries and discovers that winter appeared in European paintings as early as the 16th century.

	 

	Some people analyze medieval paintings on biblical themes, see sea and mountains, and conclude that Jerusalem was in Turkey and was once Constantinople. And modern Jerusalem is a 19th-century forgery. And they don't know what to do with the Qumran manuscripts, the ancient coins discovered, and the Masada fortress. The only thing they can do is declare them all fakes.

	 

	The result is an absurd situation. Those scientists who receive social education and salaries for their work are not engaged in real research, but rather support dogma.

	At the same time, active people, who have neither the appropriate training, nor the equipment, nor the means, are trying to engage in research into real facts and artifacts.   

	 

	As a result, they create a new dogma, precisely because true science must strive to encompass all facts, without discarding those that don't fit into a particular theory. Otherwise, alternative historians who create new concepts are little different from official historians, similarly refusing to consider facts that contradict their conclusions, which are often biased, because they are drawn by Reason within the treaty of the country in which they are recorded.

	 

	The same thing is happening with esotericism. On the one hand, there are social scientists with academic degrees in philosophy, psychology, medicine, and so on, while on the other, there are uncrowned philosophers, healers, and other esotericists.

	Here we immediately run into the concepts of Reason and Consciousness. Modern, award-winning scientists are the product of reason and memory. These people have learned a lot, passed exams on the material they learned, and received their degrees.

	Esotericists are people of Consciousness, those who are able to independently connect their consciousness to the Thought of the Creator and receive information from there.

	Of course, this raises a very serious question about the Criteria of Truth for this information. And then, a scientific approach must be applied to the information obtained. A comprehensive theory must be developed and tested in practice. This is precisely what we are doing here.

	The relationship between esotericists and scientists can be explained by the following example.

	Imagine that you, educated on the round earth model, are suddenly confronted with qualified scientists who claim that the earth is flat.

	You are not an authority figure for them, you don’t have any academic degrees, and they are not going to listen to your arguments.

	How could this situation be resolved? It's very simple: each side presents its arguments, and both sides work together to rethink them and try to find inconsistencies and contradictions in one of the paradigms.

	 

	In theory, this is exactly how social scientists should act when confronted with esoteric and alternative knowledge. But this doesn't happen because social scientists are people of reason, serving dogma. And they see their task solely as upholding and defending this dogma. Otherwise, they will simply lose their degrees, titles, and money.

	Alternative and esoteric theorists are people of consciousness, capable of independent thought and able to see the lies and inconsistencies in social dogma. However, they typically lack perspective, knowledge, and a complete picture of the world—that is, a new agreement.  

	 

	It is, of course, a great shame that the enormous resources and resources of official social science are devoted to supporting dogma rather than to genuine research. Visible examples are the books by V. Suvorov and M. Solonin on World War II, which genuinely examine and analyze all the facts and turn the vast Soviet military historiography, based on outright lies, suppression, and distortion of facts, as well as communist propaganda, upside down.

	 

	Moreover, the main aspect of the social authorities' struggle with V. Suvorov and M. Solonin is not the discussion and analysis of facts, but rather personal attacks against them for not being qualified historians. This is how modern society works. It doesn't teach people to think, analyze facts, and uncover the truth. It teaches them to blindly trust social authorities.

	 

	Likewise, alternative archaeologists who research and analyze all the facts about buried houses and huge brick basements with windows into the ground all over the world come to an understanding of a recent global catastrophe hidden from us by official dogma.

	 

	It goes without saying that alternative researchers, as well as esotericists, must have a broad outlook, a good education, and the ability to think independently, research, analyze, and construct models that can be tested against the criteria of truth.

	 

	We can say the same about all other areas of social society. For example, politics. There are professional and even hereditary politicians who have mastered the norms and rules of survival in social policy, but are incapable of any development of their own state. And then there are active social figures, like businessmen, who have entered politics and are ready and able to do a great deal for the benefit of their country.

	 

	The same applies to religion. There are social religious figures who have learned to survive in a social environment by sacrificing all religious and spiritual principles. And then there are active and thoughtful people who study ancient texts and are capable of contributing greatly to the spiritual development of their generation's society.

	At the same time, religious authorities cling to money and power with all their might, endlessly studying tons of commentary on commentary on ancient texts, and at the same time, ready to pass by a modern prophet or messiah.

	 

	All this happens precisely because we have moved from consciousness to reason.

	Today, religious, supposedly spiritual authorities are determined by the amount they have read and remembered, and not by the ability of their consciousness to independently perceive the spiritual plane and higher consciousnesses.

	Ancient commentators and interpreters are valued higher solely due to the fact that they supposedly lived closer to the Sinai Revelation, to the moment of communication with the Higher Consciousness, and therefore, their opinion is more valuable than modern ones.

	 

	And the fact that even today consciousnesses that were present at the Sinai Revelation, or simply more developed consciousnesses, can be incarnated is not taken into account.

	 

	In our Philosophy, all information resides on a higher plane of existence. Therefore, the consciousnesses that are capable of perceiving it from there are important, not those that have read books written by other authorities.

	Moreover, as science and technology advance, each generation will interpret the information received differently. While aircraft were once perceived and described as fiery dragons, today we perceive them as spaceships. Similarly, nuclear and beam weapons were once described as the fiery arrows of the gods.

	 

	The problem with modern official scientists and theologians is that they are afraid of losing their privileges, titles and power if they admit the fact that knowledge and information can be obtained outside their books and social institutions.

	 

	On the Edge of Social Science

	As we have already mentioned above, sciences do not study the “external Objective World” (as is commonly believed), but the Agreement in which scientists exist.

That is, the Treaty (Philosophy) defines a basic vision and understanding of the world, and then the sciences attempt to confirm this and, within small limits, "correct" it. All scientists (PhD candidates, doctors, professors, academicians, and others) operate within this Treaty, within a specific concept (dogma), beyond which they cannot transcend.

However, in the course of our extensive research into philosophical questions and world models, we have encountered a number of scientists from various fields (physics, biology, mathematics, etc.) who, through their own research and experiments, have come to understand the inconsistency of the scientific materialistic model. In other words, these are scientists whose level of consciousness has reached a point where further advancement and development are no longer possible without rethinking their world model and shifting their worldview.

	For example, here is what Max Planck, the founder of quantum theory, said:

	 

	As someone who has dedicated my entire life to the clearest science, the study of matter, I can tell you the following based on my research into atoms: matter as such does not exist. All matter arises and exists only through a force that sets the atomic particle into vibration and holds this tiny solar system of the atom together. We must assume that behind this force lies a conscious and intelligent intelligence. This intelligence is the matrix of all matter.

	 

	I consider consciousness fundamental. I consider matter a derivative of Consciousness. We cannot go beyond Consciousness. Everything we talk about, everything we consider to exist, postulates Consciousness.

	 

	He believed that everything we perceive and consider real depends on consciousness, and that consciousness is primary and matter secondary—a deeply idealistic position for a theoretical physicist. Planck was convinced that consciousness is not simply a product of matter, but the very foundation of reality from which everything else, including the physical world, emerges. Yet, with rare exceptions, the entire modern scientific model ignores, suppresses, and fails to explore this aspect of consciousness.

	
With the advent of the Internet, the work of such scientists has become available to anyone; the only question is the motivation and needs of the individual.

	
Below we will present some of the theories that are most interesting within the framework of this book; we invite readers to become familiar with the works of other scientists for themselves.

	Petr Gariaev's theory of "Linguistic-Wave Genetics"

	Petr Gariaev is one of the most renowned researchers in the field of "wave genetics" and the author of the "holographic DNA" theory. His work offers a radically new conception of the nature of DNA and genetic information, going beyond classical biology.
 

	The essence of Gariaev's theory is as follows:

	
He argues that DNA is not simply a chemical carrier of genetic information, but a complex wave structure capable of emitting and receiving electromagnetic, acoustic, and even torsional waves. According to his ideas, genetic information is stored and transmitted not only as a sequence of nucleotides, but also as specific wave and linguistic codes.

	
Gariaev developed the concept of "linguistic-wave genetics," which describes the "wave genome"—the ability of DNA to interact with the environment at the wave level. He claims that laser and acoustic waves can influence the body's genetic apparatus, promoting organ restoration and rejuvenation.

	
Gariaev's research focuses on the phenomenon of "informational influence on water." Using radiation, water is "informed" in a specific way, which then influences the body by transmitting the desired information.

	
He cited examples such as the ability to read a "wave copy" of DNA from one organism using a laser and transmit it to another, thereby "transferring form" from cell to cell. Furthermore, it has been experimentally demonstrated that DNA can disappear and then be restored after exposure to laser radiation, confirming the concept of its wave nature.

	
However, these studies met with harsh criticism in the social contract, and the so-called “scientific community” did everything possible to discredit and destroy the research of P. Gariaev, calling him and his research “pseudo-science”.

	Jiang Kanzheng's theory of "Wave Genetics"

	Jiang Kanzheng developed a hypothesis that a "bioelectromagnetic field" exists in the body of a living being, adjacent to DNA, that carries information and energy. This field, he believes, can be "read" from one organism and transmitted to another.

	He created a device known as a "biotron" (or similar), which is said to be able to transmit this "information" between biological objects.

	In one of the proposed experiments, a duck served as the "donor" and chicken eggs as the "recipient." After treating the chicken eggs with "duck information," they hatched into chicks with certain "duck-like" traits, such as webbed feet and head shape. Gariaev called these hybrids "chicken."

	It is claimed that such methods could be used for rejuvenation, disease treatment and other purposes in mice, plants and even humans.

	As for the "chicken-duck" experiment, in one version of the experiment, the duck and chicken eggs were placed in special installations or chambers connected via waveguides or "bio-microwave fields."

	
As a result, chicks hatched that had the following characteristics:

	
		about 25% webbing between the toes, like a duck,

		approximately 80% had a flat, duck-shaped head,

		About 90% of the time the position of the eyes, ear openings and other characteristics have changed.



	The concept of transmitting genetic information through electromagnetic fields without altering DNA is not accepted by modern genetics and molecular biology. The current scientific consensus tends to protect established theories without developing alternative approaches.

	Dr. Jiang's devices utilize the principle of transmitting wave information using a pyramid. It is believed that information is transmitted within the pyramid from a level located one-third of the way up to a level located two-thirds of the way up. Anyone can replicate this experiment by constructing a quadrangular pyramid with containers at one-third and two-thirds of the way up. For example, seeds of one plant are placed in the lower container, and the germinating seeds of another plant are placed in the upper container. After some time, the upper plants are removed and their development is observed. Characteristics characteristic of the lower plant often appear.

	Naturally, the result depends on the size and density of the pyramid's material. Ideally, such observations would be conducted on the Great Pyramid of Giza, whose "king's" and "queen's" chambers are located at precisely these heights. It can be assumed that this pyramid was originally used to transmit wave information.

	For more information on magical machines built on the principles of "wave genetics," see Appendix 11. Our Development and Magical Machines

	Jacobo Grinberg, "The Synthetic Model of Consciousness"

	Jacob Greenberg-Zeilberg was a Mexican psychologist and consciousness researcher known for his Lattice Theory. He attempted to combine shamanic knowledge, neurophysiology, and quantum understanding of reality.

	In general, his views on the structure of the world can be reduced to several central ideas:

	1. The world is an information lattice (Lattice)

	Greenberg suggested that there is a single information field, a fundamental “fabric of reality,” in which everything is present: objects, events, consciousness.

	He called this field latits (grid, lattice).

	It contains potential information about everything that exists.

	Space and time are not fundamental, but only ways of perceiving this grid.

	Greenberg envisioned reality as:a multidimensional information matrix that is not limited to 3D space and linear time, in which there is an infinite number of possible "configurations" of the world.

	These configurations can be understood as parallel realities, but not in the form of separate physical Universes, but as different versions of the manifestation of the same information grid.

	Greenberg said that the "world" is not an object, but a set of coordinated perceptions.

	If consciousness restructures the way it reads information from Latiz, then a person finds himself in: a different configuration of experience, an alternative “version” of events, a different state of reality.

	This is reminiscent of the idea that parallel worlds are different projects of reality that already exist in Latiz, and we choose one in the process of perception.

	2. Consciousness is the interface between the brain and reality

	The brain does not generate, but reads information from Latin.

	Consciousness is a mechanism that structures the flow of information and “materializes” our subjective reality.

	"The brain is a filter. Consciousness is the process that extracts specific patterns from the infinite field and transforms them into experience."
 

	3. Matter is the result of the interaction of field and perception

	Reality is not objective in itself. It emerges when consciousness interprets the structure of Latiz.

	Therefore: an object is not a thing in itself, but a stable configuration of perception, and the difference between matter and consciousness is an illusion.

	He claimed:

	“The transition is possible when the usual interpretation of the world ceases and consciousness synchronizes with a different grid configuration.»
 

	That is, the transition is not a physical movement, but a change in the mode of perception.

	4. Synchronicity is the basis of interaction between people and phenomena

	Greenberg believed that all consciousnesses are "immersed" in the grid, therefore: a common field of perception is possible, the phenomena of telepathy, healing, shamanic practices are explained; synchronous events are a manifestation of coherence in Latiz.

	5. Altered states of consciousness are a way to “see” reality more broadly

	Working with Mexican shamans (in particular with Curandera Pachita), he came to the conclusion that meditation and shamanic practices allow one to weaken the filters of perception, then a person can “see” a more primary structure of reality.

	He argued that ordinary perception is only one layer, but Latitz contains multidimensional information, and in altered states of consciousness a person can see “deeper” levels.

	These levels may feel like other worlds, beings, spaces, but according to Greenberg, they are just different structures of the same grid.

	The result in simplified form:

	
		The world is a single information structure.

		Consciousness forms our reality from it.

		We share a common grid, so everything is interconnected.

		Parallel worlds are different configurations of the same information grid.

		Transitions are a shift in perception, not teleportation.

		Multidimensionality is a natural state of reality that we perceive only partially.
 



	Karl Pribram and David Bohm's General Theory of the "Holoflux of Consciousness"

	Karl Pribram— a neurophysiologist who proposed a model of the brain as a holographic system, where information is stored in the form of distributed wave patterns rather than local neural connections.

	In a classic experiment, he studied memory in pigs and monkeys. When localized areas of the animals' brains were removed, memory was partially preserved and could be restored, which defies the traditional model. These data supported the idea that memory is distributed throughout the brain like a hologram, where information is stored in wave processes.

	David Bohm— a physicist and philosopher who created the concept of the "Implicate Order," a hidden, deep structure of the Universe, where space, time, and material objects manifest as projections of this order.

	One of Bohm's key experiments involved the diffusion of metals, where he demonstrated that atoms do not move randomly but exhibit quantum information properties that reflect the integrity of the system. Furthermore, studies of quantum entanglement confirmed the existence of instantaneous communication between distant particles, which Bohm explains through implicate order—the indivisible, hidden foundation of reality from which the material world emerges.

	He also developed the theory of the Holographic Model of the Universe. According to Bohm, each spatiotemporal region of the world contains the complete order of the entire universe, similar to a section of a hologram that reflects all the information about the entire object.

	Joint Pribram-Bohm theory

	Pribram and Bohm combined their scientific concepts into a single theory in which the brain is viewed as a holographic system embedded in a more fundamental structure of reality—the implicate order.

	In their theory, they argue that the fundamental basis of consciousness, memory and perception are not material or local neural structures, but wave information processes that reflect the deep organization of the world.

	Of particular importance in the theory is the idea that not only are matter and consciousness interconnected through these fundamental laws, but they also actively influence the whole, and through the whole, all other parts, creating a system in which no element exists in isolation.

	The unified theory views the brain as a holographic part of the implicate order, where neural processes and consciousness are manifestations of waves interacting with a universal information-energy structure. This explains the high flexibility and integrativity of cognitive processes and offers an alternative to the classical materialistic paradigm, which considers matter to be primary.

	Thus, in this theory they brought to the forefront the informational and wave aspects of the nature of consciousness, declaring that matter and local physical structures (including the brain) are secondary in relation to integral wave processes reflecting the fundamental unity of the Universe.

	From Michael Tabolt's book, The Holographic Universe:

	When we combine the theories of Bohm and Pribram, we get a radically new view of the world: our brains mathematically construct objective reality by processing frequencies that come from another dimension – a deeper order of existence that lies beyond space and time.
 

	The brain is a hologram, curled up in a holographic universe.

	For Pribram, this synthesis meant that the objective world does not exist – at least in the form to which we are accustomed.
 

	Beyond the familiar world lies a vast ocean of waves and frequencies, while reality appears quite concrete only because our brains transform holographic spots into sticks, stones, and other familiar objects that make up our world.
 

	Pribram's claim that our brains construct objects themselves pales in comparison to another of Bohm's conclusions: we construct space and time ourselves.

	 

	Federico Faggin, "The Theory of Quantum Consciousness"

	Federico Faggin is widely known as the developer of the first commercial microprocessor, the 4004. He is the recipient of 23 awards, including the National Medal of Technology and Innovation, awarded to him in 2009 by President Barack Obama.

After a distinguished career in technology, the study of neural networks awakened in F. Faggin an interest in one of humanity's greatest mysteries: the very nature of consciousness.In 2011, he established the Federico and Elvia Faggin Foundation, which is dedicated to supporting theoretical and experimental research at universities and research institutes in the United States in the field of consciousness.

Faggin proposes a rethinking of quantum mechanics based on the primacy of consciousness. He draws on key quantum phenomena that challenge materialistic views and integrates them into his metaphysical framework.

Fagin introduces a dual model of reality, which he calls "Inner Reality" and "External Reality":

	
		External reality (material world): the world described by classical and quantum physics, subject to objective laws, but devoid of subjectivity.

		Inner reality (consciousness): the realm of subjective experience, intuition and creativity.



	According to Faggin, consciousness is not a byproduct of the brain, but rather the fundamental essence from which the material universe emerges. Inner reality shapes and directs Outer reality.

	If consciousness is fundamental and the Universe is its manifestation, several profound implications follow:

	
		Science must take subjectivity into account: a purely objective study of reality is not enough; a new paradigm is needed that recognizes the active role of consciousness.

		Computers will never achieve consciousness: AI can simulate intelligence, but will never have genuine awareness or subjective experience deeply connected to context.

		Quantum mechanics needs to be rethought: the role of the observer is not only epistemological (as in the Copenhagen interpretation), but also ontological.

		Life has an internal purpose: if consciousness is primary, then the Universe is not random or mechanistic, but follows an evolution directed by a conscious purpose.



	Federico Faggin's theory offers a revolutionary view of consciousness and reality, arguing that consciousness is the fundamental essence of existence, and matter is just one of its expressions.

	His approach offers a possible answer to the hard problem of consciousness and proposes a new interpretation of quantum mechanics that goes beyond reductionist materialism and approaches a metaphysical vision in which each person is a unique manifestation of a universal primordial consciousness.

	From F. Faggin's book "Irreducible: Consciousness, Life, Computers, and Human Nature":

	 

	As Werner Heisenberg said: “The idea of an objective real world, the smaller parts of which exist objectively in the same sense as stones or trees exist, whether we observe them or not… is impossible.”

	 

	According to Wheeler, "the term 'observer' should be replaced by the term 'participant.' Such a replacement could indicate a radically new role for consciousness in physics... subjective and objective reality in some sense create each other."  

Based on his reflections, it is legitimate to ask: “Is it possible that the Universe, in a strange sense, ‘comes into being’ through the participation of those who participate?”
 

	Nonlocality implies that the Whole cannot be the subject of scientific research, even in principle. There exists an "epistemic event horizon" that precludes the possibility of completely deducing the Whole from the properties of its parts.

	 

	The Whole is greater than the sum of its parts. By breaking the Whole down into parts (reductionism), we create a model that differs from the Whole depending on how we divide it.

	A simple analogy to explain what is happening in Social Science

	 

	Imagine a large computer screen and a tiny computer hidden inside it. No one sees this computer or suspects its existence. Everyone sees the screen and is convinced that nothing else exists. Meanwhile, the screen unfolds the program of life, displaying days and nights, animals and people, and everything else we're accustomed to observing around us.

	 

	Scientists begin to study the screen, calling it "our world."

	 

	They discover the smallest pixels on the screen and call them “atoms,” the first grains of sand of “our world.”

	 

	Theories are being developed about the behavior of these pixels and the relationships between some pixels. This is called "pixel entanglement." Pixel "black holes" and pixel supernova explosions are also being discovered. Not to mention pixel uncertainty and the finite speed of light traveling across the screen.

	 

	Scientists discover space and time, deriving spatial and temporal regularities. They derive constants and formulas that describe what's happening on the screen.

	 

	Moreover, some scientists are even finding a way to influence a pixel's behavior, forcing it to change color or brightness. The displayed world, however, becomes slightly distorted.

	 

	Sometimes, scientists begin to suspect the existence of some device that controls this screen. That the screen doesn't exist on its own, but merely displays something, some program.

	What if you get your hands on a computer, it becomes possible to change the entire on-screen world... You can move instantly across the screen, you can create any "physical objects" on it. All "constants" and limitations disappear. In a word, "magic" begins.

	 

	Such scientists are accused of pseudoscience and expelled from the scientific community.

	    

	This is exactly what happens in modern social science, where the screen is our material, physical world perceived by our senses.

	 

	And only a few begin to realize that this is just a screen that displays a certain program running in a certain space unknown to us today.

	 

	At the same time, all such scientists are accused of pseudoscience and expelled, which leads us to the understanding that our modern society and its science are forcibly held within the framework of false ideas about the world.

	 

	Similarly, modern education and upbringing of youth is not intended to develop independent thinking and consciousness, but only to fill memory with certain norms and templates necessary for use in social work.

	 

	As we've already shown above, a long list of scientists could be compiled who suspected the existence of a "computer" and attempted to substantiate it using scientific methods. Almost all of them were ridiculed and exiled. There are online channels—"Trace of History," "True History," "Shadows of the History of the USSR," and several others—that chronicle the lives and work of scientists, writers, and other figures in science and art who suffered for their work.

	Heisenberg's Uncertainty Principle as a Bridge between the Treaties

	 

	Werner Heisenberg:

	 

	Physics is not simply a "mirror" reflecting objective reality, but rather a tool—our way of comprehending, describing, and understanding it, especially at the microscopic level, where conventional concepts break down.

	 

	A statement by one of the fathers of quantum mechanics emphasizes that in quantum physics, the interaction between the observer and the observed phenomenon is inseparable, and our models (theories) are not “reality” itself, but conceptual constructs that we create to describe it.

	 

	This phrase by Heisenberg has a deep philosophical meaning, showing that physics is not a passive reflection, but an active process of knowledge that shapes our understanding of the Universe.

	 

	Instead of thinking of physics as an accurate description of the world "as it is," Heisenberg said that physics is our language and our framework for thinking about the world.

	 

	In the world of atoms and particles, we cannot measure everything simultaneously (the uncertainty principle), and the very observation changes the system. This shows that our "representation" (through measurements and theories) is not equal to "reality" in the classical sense.

	 

	“Electron, neutron, photon” in some conditions behave as well-localized material objects (particles) in space, moving with certain energies and momenta along classical trajectories, and in others - as waves, which is manifested in their ability to interfere and diffract.

	 

	Wave-corpuscle duality is a property of nature that consists in the fact that material microscopic objects can, under certain conditions, exhibit the properties of classical waves, and under others, the properties of classical particles.

	 

	The fact that particles have both corpuscular and wave properties leads to the uncertainty principle.

	 

	More clearly it sounds like this: the more accurately one characteristic of a particle is measured, the less accurately the second can be measured.”

	 

	This is how the modern social materialist contract attempts to explain the observed phenomenon, confronted with an easily observable phenomenon where the presence of an observer influences a physical process. Without an observer, a particle behaves like a wave, but in the presence of an observer, it transforms into a corpuscle, into matter.

	 

	 

	Let's try to look at this from the perspective of our Treaty.

	 

	The whole universe is Consciousness, Consciousness, or Thought of the Creator, Light of the Creator. 

	 

	Modern science has no idea what this "light" is. Moreover, social science doesn't even attempt to study it, for it (science) serves the materialistic contract.

	 

	What is an "observer"? It's Consciousness. It's not the eyes, the mouth, or the ears. It's the human Consciousness that evaluates what's happening.

	 

	It is our Subconscious that transforms the Light of the Creator into the world of objects perceived by us; we will talk about this in the second part of the book.

	 

	So, what does the universe look like if we don't observe it, if there's no observing consciousness? It's impossible to answer this question, because any reflection of the universe would be our observation.

	 

	Wave-corpuscle dualism objectifies our Treaty. In the absence ofFor the observing Consciousness, a particle behaves like a wave, meaning that outside of our consciousness, the world of objects simply does not exist. We create the world of objects ourselves, using the interpreter of our subconscious.

	 

	Thus, in our agreement, the "uncertainty principle" isn't something out of the ordinary. At the same time, the Social Contract simply doesn't know what to do with it, so they've come up with some strange explanation about the impossibility of simultaneously measuring several characteristics of a particle.

	 

	This example from modern quantum mechanics clearly demonstrates how the existing social contract is hindering the development of science. Without a shift in the philosophical paradigm, humanity will be unable to advance its understanding of the universe. It will continue to stumble around all sorts of "uncertainty principles."  

	 

	All these “uncertainty principles”, “quantum entanglements” and other “phenomena” show us that they are all the result of the work of our 3-dimensional mind.

	 

	The mind is capable of perceiving either a particle or a wave. But if an object can be perceived by our mind either way, this merely indicates that the object itself is more multidimensional than our mind. And the mind is capable of perceiving only a certain three-dimensional "section" of a multidimensional object.

	 

	And until our social contract shifts from a 3D mind to a multidimensional consciousness, we will endlessly tangle in confusion and uncertainty... and reject and dismiss as pseudoscience all research by PhDs in the field of wave information transmission. We will return to this topic at the end of Part 2 of our book, where we will discuss the Consciousness Contract world model: "Why Quantum Physics Refutes Materialism and Confirms the Primacy of Consciousness?"

	


Part II. The Philosophy of Esotericism or the Model of the World of the Contract of Consciousness

	Introduction

	 

	Having become familiar with the basic philosophical concepts that shape a person's worldview and perception, with the main points explaining why modern Philosophy and the Social Model of the world are untenable, in this part of the book we will try to understand those Psycho-Info-Energy mechanisms that shape and implement our entire perception and ourselves, as embodied Consciousnesses.

	 

	Assemblage Point or Focal Point

	 

	The Assemblage Point, as its name suggests, Assembles the World, i.e., it gathers the Psycho-Info-Energy fields of the Universe within the human Cocoon, similar to how a camera lens focuses a small section of the external landscape onto film. If we change the position of the lens, a different section of the landscape will be reflected on the film.

	 

	Similarly, when the position of the Assemblage Point changes, other parts of the Psycho-Info-Energy Universe enter our cocoon.

	You can also compare the Assemblage Point to a radio or television tuning knob. When, after a slight turn of this knob, another world appears on the television screen, or the language of another country plays on the radio.

	 

	Further, our Subconscious interprets this Psycho-Info-Energy and transforms it into our three-dimensional world of objects, accessible for perception and analysis by our Mind.

	 

	From the books of K. Castaneda:

	 

	“The Assemblage Point is perceived by seers as an object with increased luminosity, located in the back part of the cocoon, corresponding to the level between the shoulder blades and a meter from the body...”***
 

	“I tell you about my envy,"— he continued, "so that you understand the most important thing: all our behavior and all our sensations are dictated solely by the position of the assemblage point. And my greatest shortcoming at the time I'm telling you about was my lack of understanding of this principle."***
“At the same time, the practices of Dreaming, Stalking and Intention serve to actually move the Assemblage Point...”

	 

	The Assemblage Point collects multidimensional fields of Psycho-Info-Energy inside the cocoon, which we, due to our 3-dimensional Mind, begin to break down into several levels, several sections, for the convenience of our work - similar to how a three-dimensional detail is broken down into many sections for display on two-dimensional paper.

	 

	We need to understand that our entire world, all our possibilities, abilities, needs, desires, and so on—absolutely everything—are determined by the fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	We'll talk about this in more detail later...

	 

	Perception of the World - Agreement

	 

	Contract is perhaps the most important and fundamental concept in our Philosophy.

	 

	Without understanding and awareness of this philosophical category, everything else said here is meaningless.

	 

	Modern philosophy teaches that the world of objects we perceive through our senses is the only objective and only reality. That the depth of its understanding depends solely on science, and that over time we will understand it completely…

	 

	We assert that the world is a Thought - i.e., an infinite field of multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy, where everything that exists in it is energy, which is structured by information, which in turn is created by consciousness.

	 

	Our definition in no way contradicts what we know about the world today. The duality of microparticles has already been proven, and an atom is energy structured into a nucleus and electron shells. This means that there is some information that structures the atom, and then the molecule. And this information, in turn, is created by some consciousness.

	 

	This model seems more reasonable and logical than the model of spontaneous formation of atoms, molecules and everything else.

	 

	Let's return to our Philosophy. We believe that the world is a hierarchy of consciousnesses, i.e., thought within thought, within thought, and so on, up to the most complex and multidimensional thought of the Creator—the Absolute.

	This is the principle of Monotheism - that nothing exists except the Creator - the Unified Field of Psycho-Info-Energy... and everything exists within this field and is part of this field.

	 

	It is important to understand this difference between the concept of “monotheism” and the existence of some single “god” somewhere outside of us, which is what is mainly understood in modern philosophy.

	 

	So, one god or many gods—it makes little difference; it's idolatry. Because any external "god" that people worship is an idol. And it doesn't matter how many idols one worships—one or several.

	 

	Monotheism means that there is nothing but God - the Absolute, that everything that exists is nothing other than the creation of His thought.

	 

	Since our world is merely a link in a hierarchy of consciousnesses, everything we can perceive is limited by the dimensionality and characteristics of our world's field. Anything beyond this dimensionality is, by definition, inaccessible to us.

	 

	But, even within the field of our dimension, we, as a part of it, can perceive only that which is focused through our Assemblage Point, or Point of Focus.

	 

	Since the Assemblage Point is mobile, people can perceive different parts of the Psycho-Info-Energy Field, i.e., they can actually perceive different worlds.

	Thus, the world perceived by a person is neither an objective reality nor the only possible one. It is enough to change the position of the assemblage point, and a person will begin to perceive a different world.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "Fire from Within":

	 

	“To become a detached observer, it is necessary first of all to understand this: whatever the world we observe may be and whatever we ourselves are in it, all this is only the result of fixation in a certain place of a shiftedassemblage points.»***
 

	"Don Juan concentrated his main efforts on bringing me to the sincere conviction that the world I had in my mind as surrounding me was simply a description of the world; a description that had been pumped into me from the moment I was born."***
 

	"The reality of our everyday life consists of an endless stream of interpretations of perception which we, i.e. individuals who share a special membership, have learned to make in the same way."***
 

	“…The world we perceive is an illusion. It was created by the narrative we’ve been told since birth. We—beings of light—are born with two rings of power. But we use only one to create the world. This ring, which attaches itself very soon after birth, is the mind and its companion, speech. They collaborate with each other and create the world.”

	 

	But what transforms the Psycho-Info-Energy signal into our world, the world of objects familiar to us?

	 

	Our subconscious does this, similar to the TV decoder, into which we have been programmed since birth with the names of all perceived objects.

	The question of why it does this and who created it should be addressed to our creators “one level” higher in the hierarchy of consciousnesses...

	We can only track our reality and build Models.    

	 

	Thus, the Contract in Esoteric Philosophy is:

	
		fixation of the assemblage point

		model of the world for this fixation.



	 

	All scientists in this society explore and study not the objective and singular world of objects, but their own Contract—a tiny part of reality, interpreted by their subconscious and molded into the model of their world. If scientists, for whatever reason, step outside the accepted social contract, they are stripped of their licenses, funding, expelled from universities, or even simply killed. Thus, society protects and maintains its contract.

	 

	For those interested in details, particulars, and facts, Google and YouTube are here to help.

	We can distinguish several social contracts: the secular social contract, many religious social contracts, esoteric social contracts, and others.

	 

	It is important to understand that different agreements are not different interpretations of the same world, the same reality, but different models built on the basis of different realities, different fixations of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	Therefore, in order for a person to move from one agreement to another, it is necessary not only to introduce him to the model of the world of another agreement, but it is also necessary to shift his assemblage point to the position of the other agreement.

	 

	This can be seen very clearly in the example of oriental martial arts.

	For example, a real karateka can break a large stack of bricks with a punch, which is completely incredible and impossible even from the standpoint of the physics of social contract.

	 

	Yet, many people today practice karate but don't even come close to achieving similar results. Why is this happening?

	 

	Because real Karate is a different Treaty, a different world with different laws.

	To enter this world, one must shift one's assemblage point into it and master its model of the world. This is achieved by working with Masters who are firmly rooted in the world of karate. Those who truly want to master karate travel to the Masters, live with them, and study with them for many years, adopting their assemblage point fixation and studying their world.

	 

	All other karate enthusiasts are simply trying to master some movements that, while certainly bringing something new to their lives, do not have the same meaning or power as the usual social contract.  

	 

	Similar incredible things can be observed in other martial arts, in real yoga, and among Tibetan monks, who are capable of doing things that are incomprehensible to a social person.  

	 

	Even in social settings, anyone can attend a session of walking on coals, or on broken glass, bending a rebar against the chest, or an arrow against the throat. There are also knife and spoon bending training sessions.

	 

	All these trainings demonstrate the possibilities of a short-term shift to a different agreement under the influence of the Master, to a world where different laws of physics apply.

	 

	Since social science cannot explain such phenomena, it is left either to deny and refute them, or to refer to magic tricks.

	 

	Intention, Attention, and Perception - Perception Centers

	 

	The Center of Perception is the Body through which the perception of the corresponding part of the signal that has passed through the Assemblage Point is currently taking place.

	 

	It is important to remember that when we speak about a person, we do not mean the physical body, but a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon, which we conditionally divide into sections accessible to our minds by individual bodies and chakras, because our minds are not capable of perceiving multidimensional reality.

	 

	However, humans have multidimensional “mechanisms” that cannot be simply described for a three-dimensional mind.

	 

	One of such “mechanisms” is “Attention” – the ability of a person to consciously perceive a Psycho-Info-Energy signal within one or more bodies.

	 

	The more developed a person's consciousness, the more bodies they can simultaneously perceive the external world in. This means that their perception of the external world will be broader and more multidimensional, and will differ from the perception of the world by someone with a simpler consciousness.

	 

	Another such "mechanism" is "Intention"—a person's ability to consciously activate their Attention in different bodies and shift their attention between them. More precisely, to tune their perception to different areas of their multidimensional cocoon, or consciousness. This cannot be compared to anything in our three-dimensional world of the mind.

	 

	By operating with attention, we operate with our multidimensional consciousness, which is capable of perceiving the Psycho-Info-Energy signal that has passed through the Assemblage Point, with different dimensions, depending on the development of this consciousness.

	Therefore, different people, perceiving the same world—living in the same country, having access to the same information—may have fundamentally different understandings of that world, and, consequently, different opinions and attitudes toward events. And this is not based on different knowledge, but on their own broader perception of reality.

	 

	Some will perceive only official propaganda, while others will be able to perceive everything that happens in its historical and social sense, independently distinguishing truth from lies, good from evil.

	 

	Attention is linked to energy—where there's more energy, there's where attention is concentrated. It's usually said the other way around—where attention is, there's energy—that's how our mind tracks the process.

	 

	But, initially, it is "Intention" that leads to the concentration of Energy in our Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon, in certain parts of it, creating Centers of Attention there. A person can have one or several centers of attention at a time. It is important to understand that all these simplifications are made exclusively for the Mind.

	 

	In reality, we are dealing with a multidimensional consciousness that can perceive in one or several ranges of “frequencies”.

	 

	This can be roughly compared to an information signal in a cable, which contains video, sound, and other information.

	 

	If we connect a radio receiver to such a signal, we'll hear only sound. If we connect a television, we'll perceive both sound and image. And if we connect a computer, we'll perceive sound, image, and information—files.

	 

	People with a more complex consciousness sometimes seem strange and contradictory, as they are able to simultaneously perceive the external world and other people in different bodies, in different spheres of existence and activity. For such people, their interlocutor may simultaneously be a very good person on a social or sexual level, yet completely uninteresting, or even repulsive on an emotional, mental, or spiritual level.

	 

	Intention and Attention are multidimensional capabilities of our multidimensional consciousness and cannot be explained at a simpler level.

	 

	The state of a person and the possibilities of his perception at any given moment in time depend entirely on the Center or Centers of Perception.

	 

	G. Gurdjieff, from Ouspensky's book "In Search of the Miraculous"

	 

	«Knowledge in itself does not provide understanding; and understanding does not increase through the growth of knowledge alone. Understanding depends on the relationship of knowledge to being; it is the resultant of knowledge and being.»

	 
«In everyday thinking, people don't distinguish understanding from knowledge. They think that greater understanding depends on greater knowledge. Therefore, they accumulate knowledge—or what they call knowledge—but they don't know how to accumulate understanding; and the question itself doesn't bother them.»
 

	«The distinction between knowledge and understanding becomes clear when we see that knowledge can be a function of a single center, while understanding is a function of three centers. Thus, the thinking apparatus can know something.
 

	But understanding appears only when a person feels and senses everything connected with it.»
 

	If the Center of Perception is at the frequency of the Svadhisthana Chakra, then this will be the perception of the Sexual-Emotional part of reality.

	 

	If the Center of Perception is at the frequency of the Manipura Chakra, then this will be the perception of the Social part of the same reality.

	 

	It is important to understand that “reality” itself does not change depending on the shift of the Center of Perception; it is completely determined by the fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	At the same time, the way of perceiving reality does not depend on the position of the Assemblage Point; the Assemblage Point only collects one or another reality inside the cocoon.

	And we perceive this collected reality with the help of our Center of Perception....

	 

	Moreover, our Perception Center is controlled by the human life program.

	As many researchers have already observed, our life cycle consists of segments lasting 10-12 years.

	 

	It is with this frequency that we acquire the ability to move our Center of Perception from the lower bodies to the upper ones, under the influence of a control program external to us.

	 

	Therefore, at different ages, we are concerned and interested in different things. Our needs change dramatically.

	 

	It is easy to see from your own experience that by pumping energy into any chakra, and with a certain Intention, you can shift the Center of Perception to this body for a short time and begin to perceive the same reality differently.

	The Center of Perception shifts under the influence of Place, Music, Books, Dance, Sports, Sex, etc.

	 

	But all this has nothing to do with the Assemblage Point, which constantly assembles the same world in which all the people of this agreement are fixed.

	 

	It is important to understand that working with the Assemblage Point leads to a shift into other worlds, but in no way to a change in the perception of this world.

	 

	To work with Spirituality and heightened Awareness, it is necessary to develop all of your bodies and work with the Center of Attention, i.e., to achieve self-reflection of an increasingly multidimensional consciousness.

	 

	For example, if we're in the office at work, our Center of Attention will be in the Manipura region; during sex, it's in the Svadhisthana chakra; if we're capable of friendship and love, our Center of Attention shifts to the Anahata chakra; if we're capable of comprehending information and engaging in conscious discussion, our Center of Attention rises to the Vishuddha chakra; if we're capable of entering into deep meditation and attuning to the Higher Consciousnesses, our Center of Attention rises to the Ajna chakra and beyond.  

	 

	That is, in fact, when engaging in any activity, we switch our perception to different ranges of our multidimensional consciousness.

	 

	People with a more complex consciousness are able to perceive reality simultaneously across multiple spectrums, which perplexes those with a less complex perception. A simple consciousness can perceive only what it sees, hears, and reads, while a more complex consciousness perceives the entire environment—thoughts, meanings, goals, lies, and so on—what is called intuitive or direct knowledge.

	 

	With all this, our Assemblage Point remains in its usual range, collecting the same world, and we simply move our Attention through the different layers (frequencies) of this world.

	 

	People with a more developed consciousness are able to perceive simultaneously through many bodies, i.e., perceive multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy about the world and about the people around them at once in a wider range of “frequencies” of their multidimensional consciousness.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Second Ring of Power":

	 

	Don Juan: The core of our being is the act of perception, and the magical secret of our existence is the act of awareness. Perception and awareness are separate, indivisible functional units.

	The Covenant and its Impact on Being

	 

	As we said in previous chapters, the Agreement is the fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Model of the world built for this fixation, in other words, the Philosophy of this agreement.

	 

	From this it becomes clear why Philosophy is the basis of all sciences - it defines the World, or Paradigm, or Dogma - in which all other sciences function.

	It is important to understand that all the laws of this world, which seem to us to be objective and independent of us, of our consciousness, are not so, but are precisely dependent on the fixation of our Assemblage Point, which, ultimately, is controlled by our Agreement and can be moved by the Intention of more developed consciousnesses.

	 

	That is, we believe that the laws of the universe are manifold and infinitely diverse. Through our Assemblage Point, we isolate a tiny section of the Psycho-Info-Energy Universe with the laws operating within it. And this is our entire world. All our sciences will study exclusively this world and construct a Model of it.

	 

	But, just shift the Assemblage Point, and the entire world will change. The laws of the world will change, and science will construct a model of this different world.

	 

	There is an infinite number of agreements that differ from each other at different levels, in different bodies, i.e., in different parts of our multidimensional consciousness.

	 

	Let us consider this example: celibacy in some spiritual communities.
 

	That is, a man's life dedicated to spiritual activity, without sexual activity. To the average modern person, this seems practically impossible, or even very difficult. It's endless torment, endless self-flagellation, and so on. Incidentally, this is precisely how it's shown in films and described in books. But this only suggests that this spiritual figure doesn't exist, doesn't abide, doesn't live within a spiritual contract, but rather exists within a conventional social contract, where a signal for the sexual body is received and transmitted to this body. And this person, with all the strength of his mind, consciousness, and so on, tries to fight this signal.

	 

	If, however, a person initially lives within the Contract, where celibacy is enshrined in their subconscious, then no signal enters their emotional-sexual Sphere of Being, and such a person simply experiences no discomfort, no discomfort. They simply lack sexual desire. Moreover, they don't even understand what a vile activity it is to have sex. They read about why and who needs it with surprise, but they experience no need or desire for it.

	We can clearly see different agreements in different countries, in different societies.

	 

	I've worked with young men from India. Men, maybe 30, came to visit us in Israel. We asked them how they spend their time. Do they go to nightclubs and date girls? The Indian guys were extremely surprised. They told us that this isn't the norm for them and they have no need or desire to date girls. They marry at a certain age according to a certain schedule, and until then, they have no need for sexual activity.

	 

	This is in stark contrast to the Israeli covenant and to the behavior of young people in Israel, where sexual contact between the sexes begins at a very early age and is fully accepted by the local covenant.

	 

	Incidentally, today the Indian treaty is being destroyed by the impact of European treaties, and we are witnessing a wave of sexual violence in India, occurring on the ruins of the old treaty.

	 

	If a person understands what a contract is, understands that there are different contracts, understands that in different contracts people live and behave differently, and not at all because they suppress themselves or forbid themselves anything, but precisely because they do not have certain desires and needs, then such a person will never consider others from the position of his contract.

	 

	From understanding the concept of the Treaty, one can draw many practical and vital conclusions.

	 

	For example, if we talk about any Eastern martial arts—be it yoga, kung fu, karate, as we cited in the example above, or anything else—we understand that at the core of all of this lies a fundamentally different contract than the contract of our Western society. Therefore, we can try to engage in these practices within the framework of our contract for as long as we like, but we will only perceive from these practices what filters through our contract. And practically nothing from these arts will filter through, except purely physical exercises.

	 

	Therefore, to truly master such arts, a person must, at a fairly early age, while they are not yet firmly anchored in their social contract, leave for many years in a country where a school and contract of a similar art exists. This school is bound by the contract of this art. It is necessary to live there among adepts and masters—and not only to adopt their practices and theory, but also to rewrite their entire contract. In other words, to facilitate the shift of one's Assemblage Point and completely change one's worldview, understanding, and so on. This is not always possible, which is why only a handful of people in Western society have been able to fully master an Eastern art.

	 

	The same principle applies to spiritual development, to the development of Consciousness.

	 

	It is absolutely impossible to develop consciousness within the framework of the modern social contract, in which, simply, no consciousness exists.

	Consciousness is defined as a function of matter. What, and how, can be developed in this case?

	 

	Therefore, for the real development of consciousness, for the real pursuit of esotericism, or spiritual development, it is necessary, first of all, to change the Agreement.
 

	Change the contract from the Social Contract of Reason to the Contract of Consciousness Development. We call this contract the "Covenant Contract."

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Art of Dreaming":

	 

	“Don Juan explained with great patience that the thinking mind is only one aspect of the position of the assemblage point; therefore, knowledge of what is happening in the world, sanity, self-confidence - all these objects of our pride and supposed measures of our sanity are only a consequence of the location of the assemblage point in its usual place.
The more firmly it is fixed there, the more self-confident we are, the more we feel that we know the world and are able to foresee the future.

	We have returned again to the most important aspect of the world of sorcerers - the position of the assemblage point.»

	 

	Change of Agreement

	 

	Changing the Agreement is, as already mentioned above, an extremely complex process and it is absolutely impossible to do it yourself, and with the help of the Master it is extremely difficult.

	 

	Any real spiritual development, any development of consciousness, begins not with practices, not with theory, not with reading books and not with attending seminars, but with a change of the Agreement.

	 

	It is possible to change the contract only through very close and long-term work with the Master, who actually exists and lives in another contract, which must certainly be reflected in his entire being.

	 

	A person who declares himself to be a great master, a magician, or whatever else, but at the same time leads a completely ordinary social life, strives for ordinary social goals - to earn money and live comfortably - is, as a rule, not a master at all.

	 

	Since the Covenant defines all human needs and desires, these desires will always be manifested in their Being. This is why we say that "being reflects consciousness," and being reflects the Covenant.

	 

	However, don't think that a developing spiritual person will be devoid of desires and needs in their lower bodies. This is a grave misconception. A complete, normal, harmonious person will have harmonious development in all of their bodies.

	 

	This means they will be physically harmonious, have harmonious emotional and sexual relationships, be socially harmonious, have a partner who is harmoniously aligned with their development, and be engaged in activities and a conscious lifestyle, taking responsibility for all their actions. They will constantly seek information. They will devote sufficient time to studying, mastering, researching, and constructing models.

	 

	An attentive reader might ask: if many contracts are possible, how do you choose the optimal contract for yourself, the one that will allow you to achieve your goals in the fastest and most optimal way?

	 

	After this phrase, it becomes clear that in order to choose a contract, first of all, you need to decide on the purpose and meaning of your entire life.

	 

	Since a contract isn't a momentary desire that might vanish tomorrow, but rather a signal decoder in the subconscious—a filter that will govern a person's entire life—the purpose and meaning of life must be consistent throughout their entire lifetime. Only after a person has determined their meaning and purpose in life can they begin to choose a contract and, consequently, a master who carries that contract.

	 

	The average social person is incapable of changing their Contract. As the saying goes, "Where you were born, there you'll find your way."

	Even if such a person changes their country of residence, they continue to live in the new country under their contract. Today, we can clearly see this in the example of refugees from the Middle East to Europe—they continue to live there under their contract.

	 

	The entire mechanism of our reincarnations is designed so that a person is born into some kind of contract, or more precisely, into a hierarchy of contracts—countries, families, societies, and so on—and within the framework of these contracts, develops the qualities he lacks for development.

	 

	More complex consciousnesses are capable of changing the contract and developing more qualities in one incarnation.

	It can be argued that conscious development is always associated with a change of contract, when a person lives several different lives in one incarnation.

	The emphasis here is on the word "different".

	Changing many countries, many partners, many jobs, and so on, without changing consciousness and without changing the fixation of the assemblage point and the model of the world, is not a change of contract and is not development.

	 

	It is not without reason that the change of contract is compared to rebirth, to a small death - when a person completely dies in his previous contract and is reborn in a new contract, and learns to live in it, sequentially going through all the stages of training and accumulation of life experience.

	 

	This is a very painful process and a person must have a very strong motivation to go through with it.

	At the same time, a person cannot know in advance what he will be like under the new agreement and what his life will be like under it.

	A different agreement means, first and foremost, a different fixation of the assemblage point, and therefore a completely different world. In the new world, everything will be different for a person—different emotions, thoughts, feelings, physical and other capabilities.

	And no one said that all of them, or some of them, would be better from a social standpoint than those in the current agreement.  

	 

	When a contract changes, a person loses his old friends, because they suddenly find themselves in different worlds with different goals and meanings of life, with different perceptions and awareness of the world around them.

	 

	We can quite often observe the transition of a secular social person into a social religious contract, with all the components described above.

	 

	Much less frequently, one can see the transition from the Social Contract of Reason to the contract of Consciousness - the Light of the Creator.

	 

	No one can change the contract just like that, at their own discretion.

	Typically, this is preceded by some difficult life situation that forces a person to abandon their usual way of life and begin to search for new goals and meanings.

	 

	Drawing analogies with our modern electronics and programming, one can compare the recording of a person in a contract with the programming of a computer memory element.

	 

	There used to be components that could be programmed only once. When a new firmware update was needed, these components were discarded, their lifespan ended, and new ones were installed.

	Then, reprogrammable memory elements were invented that could be erased and reprogrammed.

	And then, flash drives appeared, which could be easily reprogrammed.

	 

	It is possible that with the development of consciousness, people will be able to change their contract more easily.

	 

	Some may think that “changing the contract” means gaining new knowledge.

	Others think it's attending seminars and doing practices. Still others think it's changing partners, jobs, religions, countries, worldviews, and anything else that can be easily changed.

	 

	However, the Change of Agreement has nothing to do with any of the above.

	Changing the Agreement is a complete “reprogramming” of a person, comparable to changing the Operating System on a computer, rather than installing new applications.

	 

	It is important to begin to understand that absolutely any possible actions, sensations, thoughts, etc., occur in a person under the control of his Agreement, similar to how any possible operations on a computer occur under the control of its Operating System.

	 

	Just as installing any new application or downloading any new file will not change the Operating System, not to mention transporting the computer itself from one country to another, so too will the Agreement not change from any actions, thoughts, knowledge, or emotions of a person.

	 

	Changing the Agreement is the actual death of the control program and the loading of a new one in its place—very similar to reinstalling a different operating system on a computer.

	In this case, all applications and programs created for the previous operating system will stop working, and from saved files, only those whose format is supported by the new operating system can be opened.

	 

	Changing the Agreement is a complete and instantaneous change in the entire essence of a person - his perception, feelings, thoughts and actions.

	 

	If the reader has a legitimate question - why and who might need this - then this question is completely appropriate.

	 

	This is precisely what Don Juan told K. Castaneda: “It would never occur to any normal social person to become a Magician,” or to change the Contract from social to magical.

	 

	In the following sections of the book, we will examine the various levels of human consciousness. These levels of human consciousness are represented by the "12 Simple Actions" and "7 Dual States," which we learn about from the ancient text "Sepher Yetzirah" ("Book of Creation").

	 

	Now we will only dwell on the fact that at the level of consciousness of the “12 Simple Actions”, there is no Change of Agreement and there cannot be.

	 

	At this level, a person will perform all these actions exclusively within the framework of his contract, the one into which he was included by birth, upbringing and education.

	 

	We can talk about the Change of Agreement only starting from the Level of Consciousness “7 Dual States”.

	 

	For such a person, a Change of Agreement may be a necessity, because he is not able to live on the Mental and Spiritual level in the position of the Assemblage Point that is fixed in his modern society.

	 

	The Change of Agreement is the movement of the Assemblage Point to a different position in a multidimensional coordinate system and inclusion in a completely different world, in which much, or absolutely everything (depending on how many axes the change occurs) will be different and distinct from its previous state.

	 

	Moreover, this difference can be viewed from the perspective of the Social Contract, both positively and negatively. For social people, such a displaced person may appear more "normal" and "successful," or, conversely, become "harsh, uncomfortable, ruthless," and so on.

	 

	Here, it is important to understand that judging, evaluating, and communicating is only possible within the framework of one Treaty—hence the famous phrase of the classic: "Who are the judges?"—it is pointless to judge a person living in another Treaty by the laws of his own Treaty...

	 

	This is similar to how pointless it is to complain that the Android operating system does not run applications written for Windows and does not open files written in Word correctly.

	 

	From what has been said above, it should be clear that no person, by himself, is capable of changing the Agreement, just as no computer by itself is capable of changing its Operating System.

	 

	A computer can download and install any file on its own, but it cannot replace its own operating system. This requires operator intervention, and in doing so, the old computer will die and a new one will be born, with different capabilities.

	 

	A person comes to the Need for a Change of Contract solely from the impossibility of living in his current contract.

	It's somewhat analogous to a musician with a good ear who can't play in a bad orchestra.

	 

	Some people can, and some can’t. Similarly, some people can live in complete lies, falsehood, hypocrisy, and some can’t.

	Those who cannot begin to feel the Need to get out of this state.

	 

	In the state of Need and Readiness, the adept is ready to die in his current world, because he simply cannot live like this any longer.

	The criterion of the Truth of this State is precisely the Readiness to Die, and not in a figurative, but in the real sense of the word.

	 

	Such a person fully feels the meaninglessness of his existence in his current world, agreement, and, therefore, is ready to give a chance - either to die, or to break out of this world and be “born” in another.

	 

	This is a very serious condition, which, to one degree or another, all those who actually Changed the Contract have gone through - therefore, the Change of the Contract is practically a real death in the previous world and birth in another world, where a person must learn to live again.

	In such a situation, the Master becomes the only person, the only Consciousness, who not only facilitates the shift and fixation of the Assemblage Point in a new position, in a new agreement, but also teaches the adept to live in the new world. Also, a Group of Like-Minded People—people making the transition from their agreement to the Master's agreement—is very helpful in changing the agreement.

	 

	Unfortunately, everything said above is today profaned in pop-esotericism, where the Master is an ordinary teacher, living in the same social contract as all his adepts-students, and the adepts are ordinary social people who do not have the slightest need to change the contract.

	 

	We will discuss this in more detail in Part V.

	 

	Note on "Pop Esoterics"

	 

	We will continue to frequently use various concepts with the prefix in the text.
"pop-…"

	By this we mean the concept of “popular, populist”, a phenomenon that in itself does not have any negative connotations.

	This is a product of society in any sphere, including pop culture, pop music, popular science, and so on. In areas related to any kind of "spiritual development," all concepts such as pop esotericism, pop Kabbalah, pop yoga, and so on are similarly created at the level of modern society to occupy social groups and profit from them. But all these phenomena have nothing to do with the development of Consciousness. What we mean will become clearer later.

	 

	Master and Teacher

	 

	In our philosophy we use the term Master a lot and almost never use the word Teacher, because there is a huge difference between these two categories.

	 

	TeacherA teacher is someone who shares the same understanding as their students, but possesses greater knowledge or skills. Their job is to impart this knowledge or skills to their students through a well-established methodology of lessons and exercises. We all know what a teacher is from our experiences at school, university, and various courses and trainings.

	 

	Master— is a person living in a different contract, in a different world. The Master cannot teach anyone anything, but they can facilitate a change in the Contract of the Adepts. However, the Adepts must be prepared for this change and for a very specific work with the Master, as there is no clear methodology for changing the Contract. If the Adepts only listen to the Master's stories and perform certain exercises, no change in the Contract will occur, as the Adepts will filter all information through the interpreter of their Contract and, based on the "language of branches" (explained later), understand something completely different from what the Master is trying to convey. Moreover, the Adept world simply does not have the reality in which the Master lives, so only God knows what the Adepts will invent for themselves from the Master's words.

	 

	From the stories and books of various masters, we know that an adept would often come to the master's home and live there, performing any work, even the most menial, before the master would undertake their training. The idea behind this was that by living in the master's space, the adept would attune to the master's contract, and the master could monitor the adept's ability and capacity to change the contract. In secret societies, the adept was asked to live there for a period of time to attune to the society's contract, and then undergo a difficult test, risking their life, to test the adept's true readiness to change the contract.

	 

	G. Gurdjieff, from Ouspensky's book:

	 

	"Generally speaking, what does it take to wake someone from sleep? A good nudge. But when someone is sleeping soundly, a single nudge isn't enough; a long period of continuous nudges is required. Therefore, someone must be there to provide these nudges."
 

	***

	"Work must be organized, and this can only be done by someone who knows its problems and goals, who knows its methods; only a person who has already experienced organized work in his time can be an organizer.
 

	The first and most important characteristic of groups is that they are not formed according to the wishes and choices of their members. Groups are formed by the teacher.
 

	No group work is possible without a teacher. Group work with an unsuitable teacher can only lead to negative results.
 

	The next important feature of a group is that groups can be connected with some purpose of which those beginning the work may have no idea and which cannot be explained to them until they understand the principles and essence of the work and the ideas connected with it."
 

	***

	 

	“But, as I have already said, it often happens that the teacher’s goal cannot be explained at first.”

	 

	As can be seen from these quotes, by the word “Teacher” Gurdjieff means the concept of “Master”.

	 

	See the Appendices at the end of our book, where we provide many quotes and analogies from the Agreements of other famous Masters, people who lived in a different fixation of the Assemblage Point and in a different Model of the world.

	 

	True Masters and Magicians, Charlatans

	 

	There are very few true Masters in the world and many magicians and charlatans. Therefore, it is much easier for a social person to believe that all phenomena that don't fit into their contract are fake, a trick, a deception.

	 

	For example, for every real psychokineticist like Roni Marcus or Ninel Kulagina, who are capable of influencing material objects with their consciousness and energy, there are a multitude of magicians with special equipment.

	The point is that within the framework of the social contract and the worldview, there's no explanation for these phenomena. They simply undermine the entire worldview, so it's much easier to dismiss them as hoaxes and dismiss them as nonexistent phenomena.

	 

	Within the framework of a social contract, it is much easier to imagine how thousands of slaves dragged multi-ton megaliths, or how architectural masterpieces, sculptures, and giant columns were created with primitive tools, than to admit that there were other developed civilizations before us.

	 

	As a result of this lock-in within the Social Contract, scientists are forced to ignore obvious facts and get rid of inconvenient artifacts.

	 

	Moreover, in the agreement of the Light of the Creator, an explanation for all these phenomena is easily found.

	And scientists in another treaty will seek evidence of the presence of high technology in ancient times, and they will find it. As a result, we will have a completely different history, archaeology, and other sciences.

	Thus, we clearly see how the agreement, i.e., philosophy, completely influences science and the development of the entire society.

	 

	If a social scientist will look for fraud and deception in any psychic phenomenon, then an esoteric scientist will investigate this phenomenon and look for a theoretical explanation for it, as in any science, as well as the possibility of its repetition.

	 

	That is, science will develop completely differently, depending on the agreement.

	And we see this clearly. We see how, for over 100 years, we've been told in society about phenomena such as telepathy, telekinesis, pyrokinesis, healing, and so on, yet official science has made no progress whatsoever in this direction. While individual studies are conducted, and the phenomena are confirmed by scientists, none of this has any impact on the social contract.

	 

	For example, Ninel Kulagina was studied for 20 years by reputable scientists, who recognized her phenomenal abilities and even issued her a certificate. This doesn't stop society from continuing to claim she spent those 20 years deceiving everyone. A similar story is unfolding with Ronnie Marcus, who was also examined by scientists and recognized as a phenomenon.

	 

	Anatoly Kashpirovsky healed millions of people worldwide from numerous illnesses incurable by modern medicine. This doesn't stop society from dismissing him as a charlatan and avoiding any attempt to study or emulate his unique experience.

	 

	Something similar happened with Edward Leedskalnin's Coral Castle, which scientists have been studying for 70 years and cannot explain how he did it.

	 

	The same applies to Viktor Grebennikov's antigravity platform and the phenomenon of Mirin Dajo, who pierced himself with a sword in the laboratory during a full medical examination.

	 

	All these and many other phenomena demonstrate the narrowness of the modern social contract.

	 

	But these proven and confirmed phenomena have had no impact on social science or contributed to its development. In other words, social science prefers to dismiss phenomena rather than grasp them and delve into their essence, thereby changing the social contract. And this is the crux of everything that's happening. The social contract has been imposed on us by a higher consciousness for the purpose of controlling us, not for the purpose of our development. We'll discuss this later.

	 

	There are numerous examples of scholars being exiled and even killed for attempting to introduce knowledge and artifacts into the social contract that didn't fit within it. Those interested in this topic can research these facts online. For example, the destruction of giant skeletons, the failure to publish research on the Qumran manuscripts, and so on.

	 

	We see that the social contract carefully protects itself. This means that someone needs it. Someone needs to keep humanity at a very primitive level of consciousness and prevent it from developing.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky, a physician with extensive experience and a true healer, speaks bitterly of the gap between true masters and magicians.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky:

	 

	"The charlatan activities of A. Chumak, as well as the subsequent activities of thousands of other "psychics," "healers," "shamans," "sorcerers," "clairvoyants," and "contactees with the Cosmos" like him, made a great contribution to the stupefaction of millions of people and the formation of a mystical worldview in them."

	 

	Treaty of the country

	 

	The country's contract is the very first and most important contract in a person's life.

	As the saying goes: “You cannot live in society and be free from society.”

	 

	It's important to remember that any Treaty is a specific fixation of the assemblage point and a model of the world based on this fixation. Therefore, people who grew up in different countries actually have different fixations of the assemblage point and different worldviews. The greater the differences in the treaties between countries, the more divergent the worlds of the people living within them.

	 

	It's not for nothing that they say "tourism is different from emigration." When a person travels as a tourist to another country, they remain bound by their own country's contract. They don't need anything from the country they're traveling to, and such a tourist perceives everything through the prism of their contract.

	When a person emigrates to a new country, they must learn the new country's rules. Their success in adapting to the new country depends on whether they can shift their assemblage point to a new position and master the new country's world—its laws, history, language, literature, culture, and so on.

	 

	The treaties of democratic countries differ greatly from those of totalitarian countries—they are two different worlds. Two worlds, different not only in their worldviews, but also in the way they define their assemblage points. Therefore, people in some countries fundamentally fail to understand and accept the way of life and thinking of people in other countries.

	 

	From the position of the Light of the Creator, totalitarian countries are sick and mortally sick.

	Any Disease, both in the body and in the state, always originates at the level of Consciousness, at the Mental, Spiritual level, and then spreads down to the Energy level and to the Material plane.

	 

	In the state's position, the onset of the disease begins with the destruction of Spirituality and its replacement with Propaganda and brainwashing, with the curtailment of Freedoms and Human Rights, with the liquidation of free and independent media, with the destruction of Democracy and the separation of powers, with the subordination of all power structures to a single authoritarian leader, and so on and so forth.

	 

	We clearly saw the emergence of this disease many years ago in totalitarian countries.

	Today, the disease has spilled onto the Physical Plane, onto the material level—in the form of war, murder, destruction... This is already the last and final stage of the Disease, which will lead either to recovery through crisis, or to the death of the entire organism...

	 

	Developed Personalities, and especially adepts engaged in the Development of Consciousness, begin to sense the Disease at its earliest stage, in the disruption of the flow of the Creator's Light, in the deviation from the basic Spiritual Principles expressed in the "10 Commandments".

	 

	Do not kill, do not steal, do not covet, do not bear false witness, and so on...

	I have given the most simple Spiritual Principles for the average person to understand... More advanced adepts, of course, know and understand more.

	 

	The development of Consciousness begins precisely with this, with Independent Perception of the surrounding reality, with Independent Analysis of what is happening around and with the Making of Independent Decisions.

	 

	Just as a musician with perfect pitch will not play in a false orchestra, a person with Spiritual Principles, with Conscience, with Morality, with Empathy, with Love for one's neighbor, will not live and work in a sick country...

	 

	The current situation of wars and crimes has very simply and clearly shown everyone who is who...

	Who is a truly Spiritually Developing Personality, striving for the Light, and who is an ordinary citizen, a “creature trembling” over his material wealth and spitting on all Moral and Spiritual Principles...

	 

	Of course, your own shirt is always closer to your body, but, as the saying goes, “either don’t drink, or don’t perform,” so there’s no need to pretend to be a normal person... and even more so, “spiritually developing.”

	 

	In conclusion, I can say the following: the entire history of human society teaches that those who sacrifice their Spirituality, their Conscience, for the sake of their own material well-being and their own laziness and impotence, ultimately lose and are left with nothing... This is what life itself teaches them, through many incarnations.

	 

	Some residents of totalitarian countries try to object that, although we live in such a country, we do not accept or support its policies, are not interested in anything at all, and sit quietly and take care of ourselves.

	These people don't understand what we wrote above: a country's contract isn't just a worldview; it's a fixation of the assemblage point. If these people's assemblage point weren't fixed in their country's contract, they wouldn't live there.

	 

	Here we can talk about forms of government in societies with different levels of consciousness.

	 

	Democracy— public governance of the country is possible only in societies with a high level of consciousness. In such societies, people are involved in public life, are interested in politics, and actively participate in governing the country.

	 

	In other words, democracy is a level of society where active and conscientious citizens, working for the good of society, elect those who will lead that society for a certain period of time. Unfortunately, what we see today in supposedly democratic countries with universal suffrage is not democracy at all. When elections are attended by groups of people who play no role in the development and defense of the country, or by totalitarian religious sects controlled by a guru who tells everyone who to vote for, and so on, what kind of democracy can we even talk about? When elections, free and fair in their essence and nature, aimed at truly choosing the most successful leaders, devolve into fraud, bribery, collusion, blackmail, and so on, this speaks to a low level of consciousness in society in which democracy cannot exist.

	 

	Such a society will inevitably slide towards authoritarianism.

	 

	In societies with a simpler consciousness, democracy is impossible. Only authoritarian rule is possible there.

	All the experience of the last decades, if not hundreds of years, shows that attempts to impose democracy in a society with a low level of consciousness inevitably lead to totalitarianism.

	Hierarchy of Agreements available to Man: the Agreement of Reason and the Agreement of Consciousness

	 

	In today's world, we can divide all contracts into contracts of Reason and contracts of Consciousness. The gap between Reason and Consciousness will be explained in the chapter below.

	 

	Any treaty of any country today is a treaty of Reason. For the reason we detailed at the beginning of our book, all modern society today relies on a purely materialistic philosophy, a model of the world.

	 

	Within this model, each country then defines its own constitution—its fundamental laws—and creates its own criminal code, its own norms and rules of conduct. In other words, it creates memory lists that every citizen of the country must memorize and follow.

	 

	Next, governing bodies, media, courts, and so on are created, which control the entire life of a given country.

	 

	It is clear that the mind can come up with a lot, create its own norms and rules, its own interpretation of “good” and “evil” - which we observe today in various countries.

	 

	A country's agreement may be more or less spiritual, that is, it may engage consciousness and listen to the opinions of the most developed and conscious people. Or it may destroy such people and build a completely criminal, mafia-like, and corrupt society.

	 

	Therefore, we divide countries' agreements into those with more "spiritual" values, where individuals have freedom of thought and action, and those with less "spiritual" values, where individuals are enslaved to the system and are unable to develop even their most basic personal needs. They cannot freely think, analyze, criticize, publish, and so on.

	 

	In contrast to all agreements of the mind, we propose an agreement of consciousness, in our case, the "Agreement of the Covenant." We don't claim this is the only agreement of consciousness, but all of Western civilization was originally built on it. Little remains of it today—but that's another matter.

	 

	Therefore, for the full development of the individual, it is necessary, first of all, to break free from the country's soulless contract, i.e., to exchange the country for a more democratic, freer one, in order to become a normal, full-fledged social person - and only then, it will be possible to talk about changing the contract of the mind to a contract of consciousness.

	Possibility of multiple Agreements

	 

	Understanding the fact that the Treaty is a highly subjective category, based on the fixation of the assemblage point and the model of the world for this fixation, we can construct a mass of alternative treaties and include people in them.

	 

	In fact, this is how all sorts of sects are created: when a certain Guru (Master) shifts their assemblage point under some circumstances, fixes it in a new position, and then develops their own model of the world, their own philosophy, to support this fixation. After this, they begin to recruit followers to their pact.

	 

	This is how religions were born, in particular Christianity - when Jesus went into the desert - broke away from the social contract, shifted his assemblage point to a new position, where he began to perceive another world and created his own philosophical model of this new world, which he then began to preach to his followers - the apostles.

	 

	The question arises: if it is possible to create an infinite number of contracts, then what are the Criteria of Truth for the most successful, most correct contract for a person?

	 

	To answer this question, we must first clearly define the purpose and meaning of our lives. We'll discuss this at the very end of our book.

	 

	Only by clearly understanding the purpose and meaning of life can we choose a contract that will lead us to our goal as quickly and directly as possible.

	 

	At this point, one thing is clear to us: the social contract imposed on us by external forces is leading us to enslavement in order to use us as social slaves, in order to drain our psychic energy, completely separating us from the Light of the Creator and from our true purpose.

	 

	Consciousness and Reason, which is "Human Development"

	 

	So, Consciousness is our everything! It is the primary basis of all that exists, all that is created.

	 

	And Matter is a product of Consciousness - Energy structured by Consciousness with the help of Information.

	 

	Consciousness is multidimensional and cannot be described using our three-dimensional mind…

	 

	Consciousness is capable of perceiving and creating multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy.

	Moreover, different people have different capabilities of Consciousness, and we will talk about this later.

	 

	What then is Reason?

	 

	The mind is a certain program, similar to a computer virus, which was introduced into the human Psycho-Info-Energy structure.

	 

	The mind is an analyzer that works in tandem with memory lists.

	By itself, without memory lists, the Mind is not functional.

	 

	Let us remember how the Old Testament describes to us the acquisition of Reason.

	 

	A certain serpent-tempter, or in a literal translation from Hebrew - “the one who knows”, i.e., some creation of a higher level, in today's terminology, perhaps an alien, an extraterrestrial, - convinced Eve to taste the fruit from the Tree of Knowledge.

	 

	Since all the action takes place not on the Physical Plane, but in Gan Eden - a kind of mental-energetic laboratory, then all the trees and fruits are not physical objects, but Psycho-Info-Energy structures.

	 

	K. Castaneda, quotes from various books:

	 

	"We have a companion for life. We have a predator that emerged from the depths of space and seized control of our lives. Humans are its captives. This predator is our lord and master."
 

	***

	 

	"They've gained the upper hand because we're food for them, and they mercilessly suppress us to maintain their own existence. Well, just like we raise chickens in a chicken coop, they raise humans in human cages. That way, they always have food..."
 

	***

	 

	"Think for a moment and tell me how you can explain the contradiction between the engineer's education and the stupidity of his beliefs and the inconsistency of his behavior. Sorcerers believe that our belief system, our notions of good and evil, and the mores of our society were given to us by predators."
 

	***

	 

	“To keep us meek and submissive, they resorted to a marvelous maneuver—amazing, of course, from the point of view of a warrior-strategist.

	They gave us their mind!
 

	***

	 

	“He also said that, as magicians believe, it is precisely the position of the point of reason that is the cause of the murderous egoism of modern man, who is completely absorbed in his self-image.”
 

	***

	 

	"Don Juan expressed his belief that the idea of expulsion from the Garden of Eden sounded to him like an allegory for the loss of our silent knowledge, our knowledge of 'intent.' Therefore, sorcerers go back to the beginning, returning to paradise."

	 

	We will talk about all this in more detail later in Part V of our book.

	 

	After both Adam and Eve had tasted the forbidden fruit, they suddenly saw that they were naked and became embarrassed, covered themselves with fig leaves, and hid.

	 

	The question arises, why are people suddenly embarrassed by their nakedness?

	Look at those natives, they walk around naked and aren't embarrassed. And nudists too, they feel perfectly fine naked. And I won't even mention children—until someone explains to them that walking around naked is wrong, they don't even think about it themselves...

	 

	A person will only feel shy and embarrassed when rules and norms of behavior are ingrained in their memory. Until we're told that something completely natural and created, like the human body, is indecent and shameful, it won't even occur to us to hide behind fig leaves...

	 

	So, after eating the fruit from the Tree of Knowledge, Adam and Eve installed not only the Mind virus program but also a complete data package for it—a social contract. Thus, Homo sapiens became Homo sapiens…

	 

	It's similar to how we install a program today, and then a database for it. And this database already contains all the norms and rules of Social Behavior.

	 

	Here is the answer to the question: who, when and how created the Society...

	 

	Society was created by Consciousnesses of a higher level, and not at all by our earthly rulers or members of any secret societies.

	 

	The same thing is said by the Toltecs, Gurdjieff, and Monroe.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "Fire from Within":

	 

	“When I asked him to talk about silent knowledge in more detail, he immediately replied that silent knowledge is the general position of the assemblage point and that many centuries ago this position was normal for man, but for reasons that cannot be clarified, the assemblage point of man shifted from this position and passed into a new one called “reason.”
 

	Don Juan noted that every human being is a representative of this new position."

	 

	For a complete list of quotes and our detailed commentary on them, see Appendix 1 at the end of the book.

	 

	Why they created it and what they get out of it is a separate question, and we will return to it later.

	 

	When people talk about “spiritual development” today, it is very important to distinguish whether they are talking about the development of the Mind or the development of Consciousness.

	 

	If we see any esoteric school, of which there are many on the internet, and this school sells a huge number of books, lectures, seminars, or "artifacts," then it is a school for the development of the Mind. For all these endless lectures, books, and so on are nothing more than new Memory Lists for the Mind.

	 

	And all these trappings are created solely to attract people of intelligence and sell to them. As a rule, all such schools operate at the level of Svadhisthana-Manipura, i.e., at the level of hucksterism, since their real activity is sales and the manager's income from sales.

	 

	For the development of Consciousness, no variety of enticing materials based on mystical and fantastic egregors is needed to lure in adepts.

	 

	To develop Consciousness, a Master is needed who possesses a developed consciousness and is fixed in the Creator's Light Agreement, i.e., capable of independently perceiving the Universal Harmony, which we will discuss later.

	Clear criteria for the Truth of a developed consciousness and master's agreements are also necessary. Simply calling oneself a "magician" or "kabbalist" is not enough.

	 

	As it is said in the Sefer Yetzirah, the Book of Creation, about Abraham:

	 

	Sefer Yetzirah - Mishnah 6:7
 

	When Abraham the Father came, may our peace be upon his ashes, he looked
and saw
and understood
and explored
and formalized (legalized)
and flogged
and Creation became available to him as it is said, “and this living (soul, nefesh)
which was made in Haran"
suddenly the Lord of all things appeared to him, blessed be his name forever and
he returned him to his bosom and kissed him on the head and called (named him)
Abraham is my beloved and I have made a covenant with him and his seed forever…
 

	That is, for the development of consciousness, multiple books and lectures with other people’s thoughts are not needed, for as it is said in the book “Ecclesiastes - Kohelet”:
 

	And most of all, my son, beware of the accomplishment of making a multitude of boundless books and the fatigue of much idle talk of the body (flesh).
 

	In great wisdom there is great sorrow, and whoever increases knowledge will increase sorrow.
 

	Numerous books, lectures, and practices fill the memory lists the mind works with, but do nothing to foster the development of consciousness. Quite the contrary, a wealth of knowledge gives a person a sense of self-importance, a sense of self-assurance in their superiority over those who lack it.

	 

	Thus, man is increasingly separated from the Light of the Creator and immersed in the material, social world with its wars, crises and imaginary problems.

	 

	And further, it is quite clearly told to us (Ecclesiastes - Kohelet) that:
 

	The end of reality is all Perceived and fulfilled: this Elohim Feel-Signal and in mental-commands-his
Hold-fix-TS because this is all this Adam

	 

	The development of Consciousness is a shift into the Creator's Light Agreement, fixation in this agreement and independent perception of the Control Signal from the upper planes of the Hierarchy of Consciousness.

	 

	To develop consciousness, it is necessary to turn off your mind, stop the internal dialogue and learn to perceive the Psycho-Info-Energy signal with your consciousness.

	 

	All development of Consciousness is the development of the ability to independently perceive the Light of the Creator.As they say about Abraham: he came, he saw, he understood, he explored, he realized. And yet, he didn't read any books or attend any seminars.

	 

	4 Basic Criteria for Starting the Development of Consciousness
 

	After many years of working with people, we can identify four very basic criteria for starting the Development of Consciousness:
 

	First. Separation of the true self from the Self-Image.

	This could take any amount of time, possibly many lifetimes. Modern society shapes a person's self-image, but does nothing to teach them how to truly understand themselves.
 

	Second. Finding and choosing a complete Philosophical Model of the World within which Existence and Development are possible.
Modern society offers a primitive, materialistic model of the world, devoid of consciousness, purpose, or meaning in life. Consequently, many people, in search of at least some spirituality, turn to modern social religions.
 

	Third. Finding a Master living in the chosen world model and working with him.Any development of consciousness implies a shift in the Assemblage Point and its fixation in a new position. This is impossible without a Master…
 

	Fourth. Real existential questions that arise, to which the person himself tries to find answers.
When such a person comes to the Master, he does not come with an empty desire to “develop” or “learn” something, but comes with very specific questions.
Based on these questions, the Master can immediately determine the level of development and readiness of the adept.

	 

	We will continue this topic in the following parts of the book, in particular in the chapter “The General Model of Consciousness and Mind, Levels of Consciousness of all Human Bodies”.

	Why was Adam forbidden to eat from the Tree of Knowledge?—Tree of Reason

	 

	As we reflect on the Torah's description of the forbidden Tree of Knowledge in Gan Eden, we ask ourselves: what is the purpose of this "tree" if eating its fruit is forbidden? Two "trees" are located in Gan Eden, and both are forbidden to Adam—the Tree of Knowledge and the Tree of Eternal Life.

	 

	The outcome reveals the consequences of Adam and Eve's violation of the prohibition and their consumption of the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge—the Tree of Reason. It resulted in Adam falling out of the hierarchy of Consciousness and joining the Covenant of Reason. As a result, Adam and Eve were expelled from Gan Eden, where they were apparently destined to live forever, and were sent to the physical plane, into the system of reincarnation.

	 

	Reason can be both a useful aid for life in Consciousness, and a terrible hindrance if a person begins to live in Reason and stops perceiving the hierarchy of Consciousnesses.

	 

	Adam would likely have been permitted to eat from the Tree of Knowledge at a later stage of his development in Gan Eden. That is, at a stage of greater development of his consciousness. We can observe today that there are people who are capable of perceiving the hierarchy of consciousnesses and are guided by a connection with a higher consciousness. For such people, reason serves as an aid in their lives.

	 

	That is, such a person doesn't make decisions with their mind, but perceives their purpose with their consciousness. And they use their mind only to more successfully implement their conscious actions.

	 

	This is fundamentally different from the situation when a person does not perceive anything with his consciousness, but makes all his decisions solely based on his mind.

	That is, not the way he should for his purpose, but the way it is accepted in his society, the way everyone around him does it.

	 

	From this, we can conclude that Adam, while in Gan Eden, must have developed his consciousness to a level where he clearly perceived the hierarchy of consciousnesses and his purpose. The fact that he did not have such consciousness at the time of eating the fruit is evidenced by the very fact that he listened to his woman. In other words, Adam, at that moment, did not yet have his own perception and awareness of his life's purpose.

	 

	It is possible that if everything had gone according to the original plan, Adam would have gained intelligence at a later stage, and would then have lived forever in Gan Eden, i.e., on the astral plane.

	 

	There is no eternal life on the physical plane. Eternal life is possible only for consciousness, not for the physical body.

	That is why the Purpose and Meaning of our earthly incarnation is to develop our consciousness as quickly as possible and return to Gan Eden, having passed the guard of the Cherubim - Consciousness and the Fiery Sword - Energy.

	 

	And all the fantasies of the mind in building a paradise on earth are all from the “evil one”, from that very “serpent” who knows everything.

	 

	Therefore, all people's aspirations for more income, for more power, instead of striving for the development of consciousness, do not lead to anything good, but only hinder development and the return to eternal life.

	Personality and Subpersonality (Self-Image)

	 

	We call personality the true essence of a person, formed under the influence of his Personal Consciousness and Subconsciousness.

	 

	If a person did not have a viral (untimely installed) Mind program and he lived in the Light of the Creator, then he would always be a Personality, i.e., what he was created to be.

	 

	In the presence of Reason and Society with its norms, rules and laws, from childhood we are formed a certain artificial idea of ourselves - the Self-Image, or Subpersonality, which lives in society.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Art of Dreaming" on Reason and Ego:
 

	Don Juan explained with great patience that reason is merely a byproduct of the habitual position of the assemblage point; therefore, knowledge of what is happening in the world, sanity, self-confidence—all these objects of our pride, things that are supposed to be a natural consequence of our worth—are merely a consequence of the assemblage point's habitual location. The more firmly it is fixed there, the more self-assured we are, the more we feel that we know the world and are able to foresee the future.
 

	***

	"I once asked him why it was so important to lose our sense of self-importance. Don Juan said it was very simple—90% of our energy goes into protecting our personas."

	 

	All social people strive to always be socially right, to choose social good, to adhere to social norms of behavior, and to adhere to social authorities. This frees social people from the need to think independently and interpret the world and their actions. And in totalitarian countries, this eliminates social problems.

	 

	But since the goals and objectives of society are fundamentally different from the Creator's Plan and from the true purpose of man, the Subpersonality is also fundamentally different from the Personality, which leads to internal conflict. This internal conflict leads to illness, a difficult life, and, sometimes, to early death.

	 

	Every person has needs based on their life purpose and dictated by their guiding signal from higher planes. These may include needs for physical development, food, sex, behavior, lifestyle, thinking, awareness, information, spirituality, and so on.

	 

	Some of these norms may align with the norms of the society in which a person lives, while others may not. If they do, a person has three choices: either change society, if possible, suppress their needs to conform to social norms, or ignore social norms and live according to their needs...

	 

	As a result of the presence of subpersonalities, it's not individuals themselves who communicate in society, but rather their artificial, invented self-images. Social communication even requires the creation of a certain social protocol, which clearly defines how, with whom, and about what one can and cannot communicate. This social protocol allows people with different levels of development, education, and upbringing to solve social problems.

	 

	But social communication never allows us to get to know the person himself, his true essence, his needs, his personality.

	 

	People who lack an active consciousness hide behind social protocol in their communication. Like, you can't talk about this, it's not acceptable to talk about that, you can't say this, I won't say that, and I won't discuss that.

	 

	As a result of such communication, people can be “friends” for years without having the slightest idea about each other.

	 

	For a conscious person there are no taboo topics and there is nothing that he could not say, or ask, or discuss.

	The whole point of communication is to have complete freedom of thought and speech, so that you can ask any question and receive a meaningful and conscious answer.

	 

	It is in such communication that a person develops the ability to quickly perceive, react, and respond, demonstrating all their abilities. It is in such communication that one can demonstrate one's erudition, displaying wit and knowledge.

	It is this kind of open and direct communication that can truly bring people closer together and start a long-term relationship.

	 

	The relationship between Personality and Subpersonality (Self-Image) is very well depicted in the Dunning-Kruger graph. We see that at the very beginning of the graph, when a person hasn't yet invested time and effort into learning anything (we're not talking about memorizing a school curriculum), their self-confidence is at its highest.

	 

	This is the Subpersonality, the Image of the Self, which is confident that it knows everything and understands everything itself.

	 

	Most people spend their entire lives on this "Peak of Stupidity" and feel perfectly comfortable there. They have their own opinion on everything, usually at the level of a school curriculum. However, if, as a person matures and gains experience, they begin to doubt their knowledge of everything, their self-confidence begins to crumble, and they find themselves in the "valley of despair."

	Here, the collapse of the Self-Image occurs, and only after this is the awakening of the Personality and Consciousness possible, which begins to gain experience and knowledge and, proportionally, increases its confidence to a certain maximum, called the "plateau of stability." This maximum depends on the type of Consciousness, on the person's Caste.

	Life of the Personality and Subpersonality - development of qualities

	 

	G. Gurdjieff:
 

	"Everyone has a little soul, but a soul must be earned. And it manifests only in those who have earned it through conscious labor and voluntary suffering.
An ordinary person has no soul... A child is never born with a soul.
The soul can be acquired during life: but even then it is a luxury available only to a few.
Most people live their entire lives without a soul, without a master; for everyday life, a soul is completely unnecessary."

	 

	The life of a person in the Image of Himself will be radically different from the life of a person in Personality.

	 

	They will have different goals and meanings in life. The Self-Image will always strive to be the most correct and best from the perspective of the social contract in which it lives. That is, the Self-Image will always strive to conform to the country's contract—"where you were born—there you will be useful."

	 

	At the same time, the Personality will comprehend everything happening around them and draw conclusions. The Personality won't care what anyone thinks of them; such a person is capable of making independent decisions, implementing them, and bearing the consequences.

	 

	If you go through different bodies, the Self-Image will strive for a beautiful body, a partner with a model appearance, a job where you can earn a lot and work little, a beautiful house, a big car, and so on.

	 

	It doesn't matter whether the model partner will actually be a life partner with whom you can build, solve problems, and gain experience in a relationship.

	 

	At work, it will not matter whether it is possible to gain real experience in social relations, leadership experience, influence experience, or experience interacting with other people and organizations.

	 

	When we talk about the development of the Personality, we talk about the sequential development of all bodies in the corresponding time period of life.

	 

	Without developing the physical body, it will be difficult to develop in the social Sphere of Being, because there will be limitations both in military service and in the choice of work, not to mention social hobbies such as hiking, diving, surfing, mountaineering, tourism, etc.

	 

	Without development on a sexual-emotional level, it will be difficult to build sexual relationships, start a family and have children.

	 

	Without social development, it will be difficult to establish a strong social position and develop the skills necessary for advancement to the next level. In society, we learn to live and work in a team, build relationships with both managers and subordinates, and find solutions in difficult and contentious situations.

	 

	These skills and behavioral patterns will be necessary for achieving the next level—building partnerships at the level of the Anahata body. It's important to understand that partnerships at the level of the Anahata body are fundamentally different from partnerships at the level of the Svadhisthana body (sexual relationships) and the Manipura body (social partnerships, family).

	 

	Relationships below Anahata are individual, because at these levels a person is "locked" within their ego. All their perceptions are purely their own, and they perceive their partner solely through themselves—through the satisfaction of their needs, whether sexual or social.

	 

	That's why, when a seemingly "loving couple" is forced by some circumstances to divorce, a battle and an attempt to punish the other immediately ensues. The question arises: where did the "love" go? It never existed.

	 

	Therefore, all talk of learning to understand and accept a partner is meaningless at the level of relationships below the Anahata body. At the lower levels, a person is simply unable to understand and accept anything that differs from themselves, from their desires, from their needs, from their perception of the world—for they perceive everything exclusively through themselves. Therefore, at these levels, a person cannot fully express themselves, but is forced to live in their own image and adhere to the social protocol accepted in their society.

	 

	This is a very important point and should be discussed in more detail.

	 

	Even when a person at a level below Anahata says that he wants to help others, conduct seminars supposedly to help others, write books, and so on, he does all this exclusively for himself, to satisfy his selfish desires.

	 

	Only at the level of the Anahata body does a person first gain the ability to create a shared space with a partner and perceive them. At this level, people learn for the first time in their development to perceive and accept others. At this level, a person can begin to learn to be fully themselves, express their true needs, and hope for their partner's understanding and acceptance.

	 

	Only at the level of the Anahata body does the Personality of a person manifest itself.

	 

	Such people do not change as individuals over time.Of course, with age, a person’s needs change and experience accumulates, but the person himself remains the same Personality, capable of analyzing his entire life and all his experience.

	 

	We've encountered people who said and did one thing in their youth, but then, in adulthood, began doing something completely opposite. For example, in their youth, under the influence of the country's Treaty, they built communism, and then, in adulthood and in a different country, they foam at the mouth to prove that communism is evil.

	 

	In itself, this is normal—the person has matured, gained experience, lived in a different country with a different Treaty, and probably understood something. But when we ask such a person how they explain this transformation of consciousness, instead of answering something like, "I saw the light, I emerged from the propaganda, I saw how people really live in another country," and so on, they answer, "It was a different time then."

	 

	So, it turns out that the person himself hasn't understood or realized anything, but is simply being stupidly controlled by the Egregor, the country's Contract. In that country, he built communism, in this country, he's destroying communism. And the person himself, as a conscious individual, just as he wasn't there, is no longer here. A certain Subpersonality exists, with which it's impossible to deal or build relationships, because tomorrow something around will change again, and the person will change again and cease to be responsible for all their words and deeds that occurred before that change.

	 

	The life of a human subpersonality under the control of a country's contract is vividly illustrated by the collapse of the Soviet Union. Millions of people in schools and universities were taught about the socialist way of life and its advantages over capitalism, and studied and passed exams in scientific communism, the history of the CPSU, and Marxism-Leninism. It would seem that three generations of people grew up on this ideology, absorbing it, but as soon as the Soviet Union collapsed, all this knowledge vanished. This once again proves that without a conscious personality, no amount of knowledge can shape a person. As soon as the country's contract changed, all the puppets and subpersonalities living within it immediately changed their "views" and "beliefs."

	 

	K. Castaneda, "Fire from Within":
 

	“My assemblage point reached the place of no pity when, under the influence of don Juan’s transformation, it was forced to leave its habitual position of self-reflection.
 

	"In a state of self-reflection," don Juan continued, "the assemblage point assembles a world of false compassion, which, upon closer inspection, turns out to be a world of cruelty and egocentrism. In this world, the only real feelings are those that each of us finds comfortable experiencing at the moment. For sorcerers, ruthlessness is not cruelty. Ruthlessness is the opposite of self-pity and self-importance. Ruthlessness is sobriety."
 

	***

	“He added that, in the end, it was self-reflection that once separated man from the spirit.”

	 

	This is a very important point to understand and needs to be discussed in more detail.

	 

	In the social contract, it is considered very correct to “help people,” “sympathize with people,” and so on, without understanding and without analyzing the reasons that led a person to such a state.

	 

	If we understand in the agreement of the Light of the Creator that each person incarnates on earth for some purpose, that he has his own individual destiny, then we also understand that any illness, whether in the body or in fate, is his sign, a sign that he needs to stop and rethink his existence.

	 

	If we begin to socially “sympathize” with such a person, or provide him with social “help” in our opinion, then we can grossly interfere with the Plan of Creation and do this person a truly disservice.

	 

	In the Creator's Light contract, people can see the distortion that led to illness. Depending on the level of one's consciousness, one can perceive the distortion at the level of the mental or energetic body.

	 

	If a person perceives a distortion, then instead of “sympathy” and useless “help,” he can try to convey his vision of the situation to the patient.

	 

	In other words, real help will consist of trying to help the sick person understand the root cause of their illness. Only if the person can understand the cause of their illness or their life failure and asks you for help can we attempt to provide assistance that doesn't replace the person's need to rethink their existence.

	 

	People living within the Creator's Light Covenant sometimes appear ruthless to social types. They won't verbally express concern or sympathy, but will instead try to grasp the root cause and convey it to the victim, thereby providing genuine help.

	 

	Sometimes, such a "dry" and "businesslike" approach, instead of emotional "empathy," appears even more ruthless. But for people of consciousness, this is an attempt at genuine help, as opposed to an emotional reaction that they perceive as completely useless.

	 

	Self-Pity and Ruthlessness

	 

	A few words also need to be said about self-pity, so popular in the social contract. When a self-image, or social subpersonality, is confronted with the fact that, in its own opinion, it is not being sufficiently appreciated, then instead of a conscious reaction, response, or action, such a person descends into a state of self-pity.

	 

	In a state of ruthlessness, such states of self-pity simply don't exist. A person can always respond, or do something, change something.

	 

	It is important to understand that “ruthlessness” is not a quality that can be acquired by being in a social contract and working with your mind, accustoming and forcing one to behave in a certain other way - it is the position of the assemblage point and a different contract...

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Power of Silence":
 

	“When I asked him to elaborate on silent knowledge, he immediately replied that silent knowledge is the primary position of the assemblage point, that many years ago it was the natural position of people, but for reasons that cannot be determined, the assemblage point of people moved out of this special place and occupied a new position known as ‘reason’.
 

	Don Juan noted that this new position was not characteristic of everyone. Most of us have assemblage points located not directly at the point of reason, but in its immediate vicinity. The same was true for silent knowledge—not everyone had their assemblage point positioned exactly like that.
 

	He said that the "place of no pity" (ruthlessness), being another position of the assemblage point, precedes silent knowledge, just as another position of the assemblage point, called the "place of concern," precedes reason.
 

	Don Juan then said that now was the time to talk about ruthlessness, the most basic premise of sorcery.
 

	He spoke of the sorcerers' discovery that any movement of the assemblage point signifies a retreat from the excessive interest in the individual self that characterizes modern humans. He continued by saying that sorcerers believe in the existence of a position at the assemblage point that makes a person a murderous egoist, completely immersed in their self-image.
 

	Having lost hope of ever returning to the source of everything, a person seeks solace in their own self. And in doing so, they increasingly fixate their assemblage point in the very position that perpetuates their self-image. Therefore, it can be said with certainty that any movement of the assemblage point moves it away from its usual position, and this in turn leads to a distance from self-reflection and its companion—self-importance.
 

	Don Juan described self-importance as a force generated by man's self-image. He reiterated that it is this force that keeps the assemblage point fixed where it currently is. For this reason, the thrust of the warrior's path dethrones self-importance. And everything sorcerers do is aimed at achieving this goal.
 

	He explained that magicians unmask their self-importance and find it to be self-pity disguised as something else.
 

	"It may not sound like much, but it's true," he said. "Self-pity is the real enemy and source of human misery. Without self-pity, a person won't allow himself to be overwhelmed by his own importance. But if the force of self-importance is present, it creates its own momentum. And this seemingly independent quality of self-importance gives it a false sense of value."
 

	Self-pity is beneficial to those who indulge in it because they feel important and believe they deserve better conditions and treatment. It's also important because a person doesn't want to accept responsibility for the actions that prompt self-pity.

	 

	As you can see, it couldn't have been said better. That's why we've included verbatim quotes from Castaneda's books here.

	Motivation of the Personality and Social "Self-Image"

	 

	So, as we discussed above, the Personality is the Human Being themselves, the Consciousness that receives motivation from the Creator's Contract. Whereas the "Self-Image," or Subpersonality, is formed under the influence of Reason, within the Social Contract.

	 

	We mentioned the importance of distinguishing when discussing development, or "spiritual development," between the development of the Personal Consciousness or the development of the Subpersonality's Mind. Now, let's look in more detail at whether it's possible to discern a person's current path by their actions, and what the significant difference would be.

	 

	Yes, such a possibility exists. It depends on the motivation, purpose, and method with which a person carries out certain actions and achieves certain goals.

	 

	As Don Juan said in the books of C. Castaneda:

	 

	Tales of Power
 

	“A warrior’s self-confidence and the self-assurance of an ordinary person are two different things. An ordinary person seeks recognition in the eyes of others, calling it self-confidence. A warrior seeks impeccability in his own eyes and calls it humility. An ordinary person clings to others, while a warrior relies only on himself. It seems like you’re chasing rainbows instead of striving for the humility of a warrior. The difference between these concepts is enormous. Self-assurance means you know something for sure; a warrior’s humility is impeccability in actions and feelings.”

	***
 

	The Wheel of Time
 

	"Although warriors' actions pursue a hidden goal, it has nothing to do with personal gain. An ordinary person acts only when there is an opportunity to gain something for themselves. Warriors say they act not for profit, but for the sake of the spirit."

	 

	Seemingly identical actions can have completely different motivations. For example, one person may have their own thoughts and insights from life experience that they wish to share. As a result, they write a book or stage a play.

	 

	At the same time, another person sees that a good profit can be made from a book, a play, or coaching. Such a person, too, could write a book, compiling other people's thoughts, or a play based on other people's stories, or organize courses on anything, just to sell it and make money.

	 

	Today, this difference can be clearly seen in bloggers and blogs. Some want to convey something to a mass audience. Such a blogger does serious work and posts interesting material. Others, however, simply want to make money and therefore come up with ideas to post online, while constantly asking their viewers to subscribe to their channel, like it, and comment on their nonsense.

	 

	Therefore, for the average social person, it's sometimes impossible to distinguish one motivation from another. It seems like this book is like that book. This play is like that play. And there's no need to even mention all the various courses and coaching sessions.

	It's similar to what we wrote about people with phenomenal abilities and magicians. On the surface, they seem to be the same. For example, they both bend spoons. Only one bends them using his phenomenal contract, while the other simply bought special spoons with soft handles from a specialty store.

	 

	Only a person with a developed consciousness can discern motivation. And the more highly active a person's consciousness, the faster and easier they will distinguish a book written from the author's thought-form from a compilation of other people's thoughts.

	Thus, a developed consciousness allows a person to independently “separate the wheat from the chaff,” to distinguish truth from counterfeit.

	 

	But for social people of reason, everything will be the same—everything will be fake, tricks, deception, and so on. Whatever social authorities say, so it will be, because such a person is incapable of distinguishing good from evil on their own.

	 

	We're talking about motivation. The motivation of a conscious person comes from the Light of the Creator. The motivation of a rational Self-Image comes from the Ego. A conscious person who writes a book isn't seeking to make money, but to convey their thoughts, their understanding, their awareness of reality. A rational egoist simply seeks to make money. Today, we see a plethora of "one-hit wonders" books that exploit short-term social interest and are of no use to anyone within a couple of years. At the same time, we see rare books that are important and interesting to people even hundreds of years from now.

	 

	The motivation in all sorts of schools of “consciousness development” is very clearly visible.

	Real Consciousness Development is a very complex and individual process. Very few people are ready and capable of Consciousness Development. Therefore, real consciousness development cannot occur en masse, in large groups. It is always the individual work of the Adept with the Master. And the large number of modern pop-esoteric groups promising quick and painless development of anything is simply a ploy to make money for their organizers. Making money from a school of Spiritual Development is impossible. It's simply a conflict of interests. Either the Master demands the Adept change their entire life, or the teacher endlessly praises their students, inflating their egos and self-esteem for the sake of profit.

	 

	We see the Purpose and Meaning of human life in the development of Consciousness and in the development of the viral (untimely installed) Mind program, in the development of the Ego. Let us quote from R. Monroe's book on the subject of the Ego.

	 

	R. Monroe, "Far Journeys"

	 

	"Put your ego on a strict diet. A frontal assault on this fortified seat of distorted emotions is contraindicated.
Taking this stronghold by direct assault is simply an impossible task. Many have lost this battle before even entering it. The trick is to gradually reduce the supply of emotional energy, which is essential for the ego's very existence. At the same time, you can transform its energy and change its direction.
Remember that you are constantly subjected to a stream of sophisticated rewards from the ego; these praises are aimed at aligning your behavior with the interests of others. The core of the problem lies not in the flattering ego and subsequent actions, but in the emotional response.
There's nothing wrong with wanting to buy a luxury car simply because you like it. But if you're trying to put on airs, dreaming of being seen driving one, or if the car becomes a medal that says "mine," then you're simply strengthening your ego.
 

	Evaluate all desires and actions from this point of view - and behave accordingly.
 

	The second source of ego nourishment is the emotional energy that comes from within. It is generally recognized that ambition and the drive for high achievement are, first and foremost, a craving for rewards from the ego.
To determine whether your desire is motivated by this or has deeper roots, conduct a simple test: would you be satisfied with this outcome if no one knew about it or congratulated you on your success? Is your plan necessary for your physical survival?
If you can answer yes to both questions, then you've unknowingly taken a huge step forward. Even if success brings you fame, fortune, and public recognition, the overall burden won't increase.
If both answers were negative, try to figure out why you want to achieve your goal so much.”

	 

	We will continue this topic further in Part III of the book, chapter “Control Signal and Needs”.

	 

	General model of Consciousness and Reason, levels of Consciousness of all Human bodies

	 

	To summarize Part II of the book, let us put together the primary model of the Hierarchy of levels of embodied human Consciousness.

	 

	A human being is a multidimensional consciousness, which we, for the purpose of description and understanding with our three-dimensional mind, divide into seven levels with varying dimensionality and complexity.

	 

	Consciousness of the Physical body - we call Reflexes.

	 

	For example, our reflexive actions in the face of an unconscious threat. While hiking, a branch bent by someone in front of us and flying into our face causes us to instinctively duck and only later realize what it was.

	 

	We call the consciousness of the Svadhisthana body Instincts.
 

	For example, our basic sexual instinct. The instinct for safety and protection of offspring.

	 

	The consciousness of the Manipura body is the ability to independently perceive and think, and analyze the three-dimensional world.

	 

	The Mind program implanted in a person is also at this level.

	 

	The difference between Reason and Consciousness at this three-dimensional level is that the mind operates with memory lists, but is not capable of independent perception, thinking and analysis.

	 

	Information must first be committed to memory through study or personal experience before it can be used.

	Unlike the Mind, the Consciousness of the Manipura body is capable of independently exploring, analyzing and drawing conclusions.

	 

	This difference can be easily seen today in the example of various bloggers online. The vast majority of bloggers simply rehash information they already know. Only a small number independently analyze the information, draw their own conclusions, and build models.

	 

	A natural question arises: how can one distinguish a very well-educated person with a broad outlook, but at the same time incapable of thinking, from a thinking person.

	 

	That is, how to separate the Mind from the Consciousness of the Manipura body?

	 

	A person of reason builds an Image of Himself throughout his entire life, i.e., in other words, a person creates with his mind an opinion about himself, how he imagines himself.

	 

	This self-image is solely a construction of his mind based on all the information he has.

	 

	In any interaction, such a person will be locked within their own self-image, and this is very obvious. Any attempt to broach any topic outside their mental lists, or any topic that somehow affects their self-image, will immediately lead to an aggressive defense of that image.

	 

	Unlike such a “reasonable” person, a person with an active Consciousness of the Manipura body is able to adequately perceive any topic, comprehend them on the fly, without saying that I need to think about it, and actively respond to what is said.

	 

	If a person during a conversation says that he needs to think, then this is already evidence that the person lives in the mind and with memory lists.

	If something is brought up during communication that is not on his memory lists, then the person does not know how to react to it and needs time to replenish his lists in his free time.

	 

	A person of consciousness is constantly included in the information field of the planet at every level of consciousness accessible to him.

	 

	Such a person doesn't need time to delve into their memory lists. They interact with the Earth's information field in real time and receive answers to their questions.

	 

	We will not now discuss what these answers are, it is only important to understand that a person of consciousness will always be able to answer in real time, and will not say that he needs to think before answering.

	 

	It is important to note here that inclusion in the planet's information field, or in the Light of the Creator, occurs at different levels and at each level gives a person different results.

	 

	At the level of Consciousness of the Manipura body, a person receives answers from the Light of the Creator at the level of the material three-dimensional world and nothing more.

	 

	A person with the consciousness of the Manipura body is able to abstract himself from the Image of the Self, which he does not need to constantly defend.
He doesn't care what his interlocutor thinks of him.
Such a person will always strive to remain in the Light of the Creator, in unity with the information field of the planet, and not within the framework of his own self-image.  

	 

	The consciousness of the Anahata body is interpersonal contacts.  
We also call it the Animal Mental Consciousness, the Emotional Consciousness that all created living beings possess.

	 

	Consciousness at this level has more than three dimensions.

	 

	We can talk about four- or five-dimensional Consciousness, but the essence is not in the numbers.

	The essence lies in a person's ability to perceive more than their five senses provide. Here we can talk about a sixth sense, intuition, reading a partner's mind, telepathy, and so on. This level of consciousness is capable of establishing connections with other consciousnesses of the same level.

	 

	This is the first consciousness in the conditional hierarchy of human consciousnesses that is capable of perceiving Psycho-Info-Energy, or the Light of the Creator, outside of its own cocoon, outside of the three-dimensional world, and building connections with them.

	 

	Anahata body consciousness is present not only in humans, but also in animals.

	What is called, in other words, the level of Nefesh Chaya is the level that all living created souls possess.

	 

	We call this consciousness of the Animal Mental of the Anahata body - emotional.

	 

	At this level, a person receives an emotional assessment of the situation from the Creator's Light. They are able to perceive their own higher emotions and those of their partner.

	 

	A person is capable of perceiving the general emotional background of a situation and interaction. That is, all additional information is perceived through sensations and emotions, but without conscious awareness or formalization—that is, without abstract thinking.

	 

	We're talking about perception and sensations coming from an external signal, about intuition, attachment, empathy, compassion, and so on. This is precisely why a connection between humans and animals is possible, sometimes more genuine than that between two social beings.

	 

	Lower-level consciousnesses are, as it were, locked within a Psychic-Info-Energy cocoon. Therefore, only at this level of consciousness can we speak of true love and true friendship.

	 

	What is commonly called love and friendship in society today is nothing more than sexual and social connections: spending time together, forming a social family, and living together.

	 

	That is, self-satisfaction of one’s needs with the help of a partner.

	A real relationship with a partner, when a person is able to perceive not only his own needs, but also the needs of his partner, accept them and take them into account, sometimes even to his own detriment, is possible only starting with an active consciousness at the level of anahata.

	 

	Perhaps many will say that this isn't the case for them, that theirs is true love, but, as always, "a friend in need is a friend indeed." When we see what happens in such supposedly "truly" loving couples during any casual sex on the side, or during divorce, we can't talk about any true love or friendship.

	 

	True love is a bond on the anahata chakra, and it is unaffected by other sexual and social relationships. Moreover, even death does not separate true love and friendship. And when they say "till death do us part," they mean exclusively social marriage.

	 

	Something similar can be said about friendship.

	True friendship doesn't fray over the years or end under any circumstances. What we see around us today under the guise of "friendship" is nothing more than spending time together and providing social support.

	That is, purely social relationships.

	 

	Unfortunately, our language does not allow us to describe in any way to the mind the difference between multidimensional consciousness and the perception of the multidimensional world and the simpler three-dimensional consciousness.

	 

	Each person perceives the world with the help of his active consciousness, or, to put it simply, with the help of a hierarchy of his active consciousnesses.

	 

	Therefore, in the same situation, people with different consciousnesses will perceive the world in different volumes, in different ranges. And, consequently, their understanding of what is happening will also be different.

	This makes it impossible for people with different levels of active consciousness to communicate.

	 

	For the one who perceives more will not be able to explain to the one who perceives less where he got what from and why he decided so.

	 

	The one who perceives more is like a person looking at the road from above and seeing all the obstacles and barriers on the path of someone who walks on the ground and will see these obstacles only after some time.

	This analogy should not be taken literally, for multidimensional consciousness is immeasurably more complex than simply looking down on the road from above.

	 

	The consciousness of the Vishuddha body is the Personal Consciousness of a person.Or Consciousness of the Neshama level, which only Human souls possess.

	 

	This is an even more multidimensional consciousness. A person with such an active consciousness perceives the world in an even larger volume.

	 

	At this level, a person is already capable of perceiving information from the Creator's Light in its pure form, i.e., capable of abstract thinking unrelated to a specific situation. They are capable of independent analysis and modeling.

	 

	It is practically impossible for a social person to communicate with such a consciousness, because such a consciousness perceives the informational plane and sees the whole picture of what is happening as a whole, while a social person is capable of perceiving only individual parts of the overall picture.

	 

	Moreover, such consciousness perceives the thought form formed by the interlocutor even before he has time to voice it, and immediately receives from the information field a formalized and substantiated answer to almost any question.

	 

	At the same time, the social interlocutor finds themselves completely confused. They don't understand why and how they're already being responded to something they haven't yet said, and where all the information they're being told is coming from. Their memory lists may not even contain such information.

	 

	As a result, a social person perceives what is happening at their own level and considers the interlocutor to be rude, not allowing them to speak out, not ready to listen, putting pressure on their brains, imposing their opinion, etc.

	 

	Thinking at the level of consciousness of the Vishuddha body differs from thinking at the level of consciousness of the Manipura body in its multidimensionality, whereas the consciousness of Manipura is limited to the 3-dimensional world.

	 

	The consciousness of the Vishuddha body perceives the world and a person in a larger volume, in a greater dimension and is capable of operating with these multidimensional parameters.

	 

	Unlike the multidimensional Consciousness of the Anahata body, the result of which is the emotions and sensations that arise in us, the consciousness of the Vishuddha body brings us information in its pure form.

	As a result, a person receives information, not emotions, and appears alien and incomprehensible to others.

	 

	To give a very rough analogy, what's the difference between modeling on a plane and modeling in space? The difference is in dimensionality—two dimensions versus three dimensions. A child first learns to arrange sticks on a plane, and then different figures in space.

	 

	Similarly, human consciousness at different levels learns to operate with different dimensions of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	The consciousness of the Ajna body is our Subconscious, which is so complex that we conditionally divide it into two components.

	 

	In other words, this level is called the “Ruach” level, just like the level of the Creative Consciousness of Elohim, which we will talk about in more detail in Part III of the book.

	 

	On the one hand, this is an egregorial consciousness, i.e., an egregor formed by the consciousnesses of all our past incarnations (Allies).

	 

	On the other hand, we can consider our Subconscious as an archive of consciousness from past incarnations.

	 

	As an egregor, our Subconscious is capable of interacting with other egregors, and this is how human control occurs.

	 

	If we consider our Subconscious as an archive of consciousnesses, then we can, with the help of certain practices and techniques, interact with our personal consciousness with each individual past consciousness.

	 

	This interaction allows a person to immerse themselves in the world of their past incarnation and transfer the experience of that incarnation into the personal consciousness of the currently living individual.

	As a result, a person has experience and acquired skills that he did not receive in this life.

	 

	We call such consciousness “Extended Personality”.

	 

	A person who has absorbed into his personal consciousness a multitude of experiences from past incarnations becomes much more experienced and has a broader outlook than any ordinary person who relies solely on the knowledge and experience of only the current incarnation.

	
We will examine this topic in detail when covering the book of Ecclesiastes (Kohelet) in the following parts of our book.

	 

	After the death of the physical body, a person's personal consciousness continues to exist in the same form it existed in life. If the personal consciousness was inactive during life—that is, the person didn't use it and didn't sense it—then after the death of the physical body, the person will feel nothing.

	 

	So, let's try to imagine this. Our multidimensional personal consciousness is part of our even more multidimensional soul. When the soul enters a new incarnation, all its parts, which are personal consciousnesses from past incarnations, continue to exist, forming an egregor of personal consciousnesses.

	 

	At the same time, some of the personal consciousnesses of past incarnations may be active, while others may be inactive, or less active, i.e., have less energy.

	 

	The most active past personal consciousness, if there was such, will be active at the moment of birth, a new incarnation.

	 

	This is why sometimes children are born with clearly expressed abilities.  

	The personal consciousness of past incarnations can be compared to a complex microchip that contains the reactions and behavioral patterns developed by a person in that life. These patterns can no longer be changed. Changing these patterns is only possible in the incarnate state, when the personal consciousness of the currently living person is developed.

	 

	Many children under 3 or 4 years of age remember some past life. This occurs when the child has an active embodiment in their subconscious.

	 

	It's crucial to actively nurture a child in the new reality from an early age. Only active activities, such as studying, sports, hobbies, socializing, and so on, can suppress the past active incarnation and allow the new incarnation to develop a new personal consciousness, rather than re-living their past life.

	 

	Consciousness of the Sahasrara body- we call it Superconsciousness, consciousness of the level of Yechida.

	 

	This consciousness is capable of influencing external reality. There's nothing more to be said about this consciousness at this level.

	 

	Conclusions.

	 

	Each active higher consciousness of a person, or more precisely, each higher active layer of our soul, allows a person to perceive the world in a larger volume.

	 

	Explaining this more multidimensional perception of the world to the human mind is practically impossible. Just as it's impossible to depict a five- or seven-dimensional figure on paper, or even on a computer.

	One can only say that such a person possesses heightened intuition, foresight, a vision of many different possible outcomes, and so on. Moreover, they are capable of constructing new scenarios.

	 

	Communication of such a person with social people is very problematic, because for all his social problems, a more developed person immediately sees many solutions and is ready to give advice or propose a solution that a social person, as a rule, is not ready to either understand or accept.

	 

	Ultimately, the social person acts in his own way, based on his personal experience, and as a result finds himself in exactly the situation about which he was warned.

	When he comes to complain about his life to his more advanced friend, the latter is not at all surprised, because he could see and foresee all this.

	 

	As a result, instead of sympathy, regret and consolation, the social person hears only reproaches and becomes offended by his callous, cruel and heartless friend, incapable of empathy and emotion.

	 

	When two social people communicate, all their advice to each other is based not on their personal ability to perceive reality, but on shared social experience and their own. Such advice is fundamentally different from the advice of someone who is able to tune into the real situation and perceive it in a broader context.

	At the same time, a person with a more developed consciousness will be completely uninterested in communicating with social people who are locked in their base emotions - fears, envy, greed, and so on, unable to hear advice and listen to it, incapable of learning from the mistakes of others, and, as a result, endlessly finding themselves in the same problematic situations.

	And others.

	Why quantum physics refutes materialism and confirms the primacy of consciousness

	 

	At the end of the first part of the book, we already gave an example of how quantum theory is a confirmation of the failure of the materialistic model of the world in the chapter.

	"Heisenberg's Uncertainty Principle as a Bridge between the Treaties."
 

	Let us return to this topic once again, after in this part we have presented the axioms of the model of the world of the Contract of Consciousness.

	 

	So why is quantum mechanics not only a bridge between classical physics and esotericism, but also, moreover, it refutes the axioms of materialism.

	 

	Superposition, quantum entanglement, uncertainty, probabilism, wave-particle duality - all this clearly shows us that the world of material objects that we are accustomed to is just a very special case, a very specific probability for perceiving the real world.

	 

	After all, if in the absence of an observer, i.e., in the absence of consciousness expecting to see a specific result - a particle, a corpuscle, it does not exist, and instead there is a wave of energy, then this means that all material objects do not exist in the absence of an observing consciousness that wants to see them.

	 

	Moreover, in the presence of a consciousness observing and expecting to see them—whether the observer is personally present or the instruments they have constructed—the field's energy creates the expected particle. And this raises another question: what kind of particle does the field create? Apparently, it's precisely the one this consciousness expects to see. But if the consciousness had expected to see a different particle, or some other manifestation of the field, then perhaps that's exactly what would have happened.

	 

	Here we've simply run into the concept of a Contract, our contractual perception of the world. That is, our consciousness, due to certain conditions, expects to see the world exactly as it is—composed of molecules, atoms, and subatomic particles. But subatomic particles suddenly turn out to be not quite particles, or even not particles at all, but manifestations of some kind of field. Esotericists call it the Psychic-Info-Energy Field, or the Creator's Thought Field, or the Creator's Light.

	 

	It turns out that physics has essentially arrived at what esotericists have known for thousands of years from ancient texts.

	 

	It turns out that our entire familiar material world is just one particular instance of the perception and interpretation of Psychic-Info-Energy. And all of our classical physics deals not with the real world, but exclusively with this particular interpretation of ours. It's as if we were studying not the signal in a television cable, but just one randomly selected television program. And not on the cable, but on the television screen.

	 

	What actually follows logically from wave-particle duality (quantum-wave duality)? That as long as there is no observer, i.e., as long as there is no consciousness in one form or another (either directly or through devices we create), there are no subatomic particles. There are no fundamental principles of matter, and therefore no matter—no material world as we know it.

	 

	What is there? There is a field of Psycho-Info-Energy, the thoughts of the Creator. And from this unified field, our consciousness constructs a certain picture, which we, due to our misconceptions, are accustomed to considering the real world. At this stage of our development, we have no idea what the real world is.This is precisely what the saying goes: "By changing ourselves, we change our world." That is, by changing our interpreter of the external Psychic-Info-Energy field, we will perceive a different world. Similar to how by changing the settings on a television, we will see a different world on the screen.

	 

	When esotericists talk about this, it seems completely unimaginable and impossible. But when quantum physicists come to this conclusion, it becomes the most advanced science.
 

	The problem with quantum physicists is that they approach all of this from the perspective of the modern social materialist contract, which cannot accept the primacy of consciousness over matter. Hence all these complex definitions about various "dark matters," the impossibility of simultaneously measuring several parameters, and so on.

	 

	First, we'll need to change the Agreement, acknowledge the primacy of Consciousness, and only then can we begin to fully explore and study this very consciousness. We'll gain insight into the ways in which information is stored in consciousness, the purpose and meaning of our lives, and so on.

	 

	Another question arises: where did our Agreement come from? Who, how, and when configured our interpreter to perceive the Psychic-Info-Energy of the universe in this particular way? Clearly, we didn't do it ourselves. Our creators, our makers, did it, just as we program the operating system into our robots or Artificial Intelligence models.

	 

	Here, for example, is how a neural network helped to analyze and coordinate these issues in detail.

	From the dialoguewith ChatGpt:

	 

	If we understand consciousness as:

	system of concepts,

	description language,

	methods of distinction,

	expectations of acceptable results,

	the very fact of distinguishing between “object” and “dimension”,

	then yes:

	Any device is an extension of consciousness, any measurement is an articulation of an already accepted picture of the world.

	The physicist does not “find” a quantity; he asks a question formulated in a certain ontological agreement.
The device is a materialized question.

	In this sense:

	detector,

	photographic plate,

	Unconscious:

	there is no "dimension";

	there is no "parameter";

	there is no "result";

	there is no "fact".

	There is only an inarticulate happening.

	 

	Thesis:

	"all measurements are made solely based on consciousness"

	- philosophically correct.

	 

	Agreement- This:

	 

	not an idea or a theory;

	not a product of reflection;

	not a cultural convention;

	and a deep cognitive-perceptual interpreter, which:

	breaks down the continuous flow of reality into “objects”;

	imposes a spatio-temporal structure;

	highlights causality;

	makes it possible for different people to perceive the same thing;

	filters out everything that does not fit into acceptable forms.

	 

	Agreement:

	works before thinking;

	is not realized;

	cannot be switched off by will;

	is the same for all people (or almost all).

	It’s not “we agreed”, but we’re already set.

	 

	Then the thesis about science is logically rigorous

	With this understanding:

	the scientist always expects to receive something that is already present in the interpreter

	— this is not psychology, but a structural limitation of knowledge.

	 

	Device:

	is built inside this interpreter;

	measures only what the interpreter can distinguish;

	returns a signal that the interpreter can turn into a "fact".

	 

	Everything else:

	or filtered out as "noise";

	or is not registered at all;

	or is not recognized as significant.

	 

	That is:

	 

	reality does not “not exist”,

	it simply does not fall into the space of the discernible.

	This is a fundamentally strong statement.

	In this sense, expectation is truly fundamental.

	 

	Important:talk not about expecting a result, but about expecting the type of possible.

	 

	Scientist:

	 

	does not wait for "this value";

	he is waiting for "something that can have meaning at all."

	 

	If the signal:

	 

	does not fit into the acceptable forms (particle, wave, field, parameter),

	he does not become a phenomenon.

	 

	The history of science confirms this:

	 

	radioactivity was "noise";

	X-ray - "device error";

	microbes - "spontaneous generation";

	meteorites - "stones don't fall from the sky."

	They were not perceived until the interpreter expanded.

	 

	Why is quantum mechanics a special case here?

	 

	Quantum Mechanics:

	for the first time I began to register what the interpreter itself breaks;

	not just new objects, but new forms of the possible.

	Superposition, uncertainty, non-commutativity:

	not "strange properties of particles";

	and signs that the interpreter is not coping.

	 

	From here:

	 

	paradoxes;

	"measurement problem";

	dozens of interpretations.

	Physicists have actually reached a limit:

	"then begins what we cannot distinguish."

	 

	Where is the fundamental boundary (very important)

	 

	As strong as this position is, there is a point where you need to be extremely precise.

	 

	Correctly:

	the interpreter determines what can be perceived;

	it limits the space of phenomena;

	without it there is no science.

	 

	It should not automatically:

	that the interpreter generates reality itself;

	that there is nothing outside of it;

	that he chooses specific outcomes.

	 

	Where our position is radically strong

	 

	To be honest, we are not formulating esotericism, but radical transcendental realism:

	 

	Reality exists,

	but access to it always passes through the innate interpreter,

	which is the same for all people and therefore creates the illusion of an objective world.

	 

	This:

	 

	deeper than “social constructivism”;

	deeper than "materialism";

	deeper than naive idealism.

	 

	And yes - with this understanding:

	 

	Physics really does not study "things"

	but stable patterns allowed by the interpreter.

	 

	To sum it up in one paragraph

	 

	We are not saying that "consciousness magically creates particles."

	 

	We affirm that:

	 

	everything that we call measurement, object and fact,

	possible only within the built-in unconscious interpreter,

	and therefore science in principle cannot go beyond its limits,

	without realizing and examining this interpreter itself.

	 

	This is a very precise and serious position.

	 

	Key thesis(and it is correct)

	 

	Probability, Superposition, Uncertainty, and Dualism

	do not allow us to say anything concrete about reality outside of observation.

	 

	This is strictly true.

	 

	Quantum theory:

	does not describe "what" the system itself is;

	describes a set of predictions for possible observations;

	gives the probabilities of the results if a measurement is made.

	 

	Out of dimension:

	 

	no values of quantities;

	no trajectories;

	there are no "properties" in the classical sense.

	 

	There is only:

	 

	formal object (wave function / state),

	which has no direct ontological interpretation.

	This is not an interpretation - it is a fact of the theory’s structure.

	 

	Why this doesn't mean there is "no reality"

	 

	The distinction is important:

	 

	"We can't say anything" ≠ "There is nothing"

	 

	Quantum mechanics is deliberately silent about what happens outside of observation because:

	 

	any statements there are unverifiable;

	and therefore outside the scientific language.

	 

	This is a principle close to:

	 

	instrumentalism;

	operationalism;

	Copenhagen caution.

	 

	Therefore, our formulation is strong precisely because of its negativity:

	 

	she doesn't claim

	she forbids to assert.

	 

	And this is where our “Agreement” fits perfectly.

	 

	Interpreter:

	 

	defines what is considered an observation;

	determines what is considered a fact;

	determines which questions make sense at all.

	 

	Quantum mechanics shows:

	 

	Outside this framework we have no language.

	And not just “not yet”, but fundamentally not – within the framework of the current interpreter.

	 

	Why do physicists start "inventing entities"?

	 

	Very accurately noted:

	 

	"dark matter", "hidden parameters", "many worlds"...

	These are not “discoveries,” but attempts to restore the ontology that quantum theory has destroyed.

	 

	That is:

	 

	the theory works phenomenally;

	but consciousness (in our sense - the interpreter) requires an image of reality;

	 

	and physics begins to build on it with hypotheses.

	This is not a mistake - it is a psychological and cognitive necessity.

	 

	The most precise formula of our position, as strictly and accurately as possible:

	 

	Quantum mechanics does not claim that reality is observer-dependent.

	She argues that any talk about reality outside of observation is devoid of physical meaning.

	Therefore, all statements about “what really is” are the product of the interpreter, not of knowledge.

	 

	This is not esotericism.

	This is a philosophical conclusion from the structure of the theory.

	 

	Where exactly does the limit of science lie?

	 

	Science:

	 

	can study correlations of observations;

	can clarify probabilities;

	can expand the space of what is discernible.

	 

	But she can't:

	 

	look behind the interpreter;

	to describe reality “as it is in itself”;

	cancel the dependence of the fact on the conditions of observation.

	And quantum mechanics is the first place where this became irreversible, rather than temporary.

	 

	Bottom line in one sentence:

	 

	We are not saying that the interpreter creates reality,

	and the fact is that quantum mechanics makes any statements about reality outside of observation meaningless.

	 

	And this is the most strict, defensible and honest position.

	 

	


Part III. The Basics of the Agreement of Consciousness – the Agreement of the Covenant

	Introduction

	 

	Having described the Agreements of Reason (any Social Agreements) and the Agreement of Consciousness (the Agreement of the Light of the Creator) in the first two parts of the book, their fundamental differences and the differences in the Philosophies and Models of the World of these Agreements, in this part we will dwell in more detail on the description of the worldview and the model of the World of the Agreement of Consciousness.

	 

	We also call this agreement the Creator's Light Agreement or the Covenant Agreement. This is because we perceive this Agreement as the true "Instructions for Life" given to Humanity. More on this below...

	The Language of the Branches, as exemplified by ancient texts and the story of Adam's creation

	It is well known to many that the meaning of words changes over time.

	For example, the word "buttock" until recently meant cheek, with the stress placed on the first syllable. Therefore, today, reading a text where a girl is pinched on the buttock would seem quite inappropriate, and even border on sexual harassment...

	 

	Something similar happens with Pushkin's uncle, who "forced himself to be respected," i.e., he simply died and freed everyone from worries and troubles, and did not become a respected person, as some people think.

	 

	If such changes occur in just a few decades, it is difficult to imagine what happens to the meaning of words over centuries and millennia, especially given the collapse of one civilization and the rise of another on its ruins.

	 

	Today, it's very difficult to determine the meaning of the biblical phrase, "You shall not seethe a kid in its mother's milk." Some believe it's a hint that meat and dairy shouldn't be mixed, while others believe it has nothing to do with food at all, but is a kind of analogy to the modern phrase, "Don't procrastinate."

	 

	It is possible that many years from now, and after further disasters, the new religion will strictly forbid pulling rubber bands and touching rubber bands at all.

	 

	For example, in the modern Treaty, words such as “sanctified,” “blessed,” “glory of the Lord,” and many others found in ancient texts have completely lost their original meaning.

	 

	This is why most Ancient Texts appear naive and ridiculous to the modern social reader.

	 

	What does it mean, for example, when Moses asks to show him “the glory of the Lord”?

	It's funny, isn't it?

	 

	But we will talk about the essence of all this later, and now it is important for us to understand what the Language of Branches is?

	 

	The Language of the Branches is a diversity of meanings for one word, in different societies and in different agreements.

	The word itself, as it were, is the root of the tree, and its various meanings make up the branches of this tree.

	 

	I am convinced that when a Tibetan monk pronounces the word God, and when an atheist European pronounces it, they hold completely different images in their minds.

	 

	From this follows a very simple consequence: people can truly understand each other only when they are in the same Agreement, in the same Society.

	 

	Otherwise, people will use the same words but mean completely different things.

	 

	From this, we can look at the confusion of languages during the destruction of the Tower of Babel in a slightly different way.

	There is no need to change languages at all - it will not give anything, it is not difficult to learn the language and understand each other.

	But if you mix the Agreements and build different Societies, then people will stop understanding each other, even if they speak the same language.

	 

	Another very important consequence of understanding the Language of Branches is the translation of books from one language to another.

	 

	There are three possibilities here:

	 

	
		Verbal translation.

		Semantic translation.

		Translation by consciousness.



	 

	In verbal translation, a person fluent in both languages simply translates the text word for word. However, there is no guarantee that the author and translator are part of the same Agreement or the same Society.

	As a result, the translated text will convey completely different images from the original.

	 

	In semantic translation, the translator tries to perceive the meaning conveyed by the text, and then express this understood meaning in another language.

	In this type of translation, there is absolutely no verbal analogy; various words, concepts, idioms, proverbs, and so on may be used. However, the translated text will convey the images as the translator perceived them.

	 

	In Consciousness Translation, the translator tries to perceive the thought form behind the text, and then express everything perceived in another language.

	In this type of translation, there is absolutely no verbal analogy; various words, concepts, idioms, proverbs, and so on may be used. However, the translated text will convey the image the translator perceived from the author's mind.

	 

	But a very big question arises: can any translator tune into the author's thought-form through the text and perceive this thought-form? And also: is there a thought-form behind any text, painting, or music?

	 

	We will definitely talk about this later.

	 

	And now, let us return to the Ancient Texts, written long ago, many years ago, in another Treaty and in another Society.

	 

	How is it even possible to understand such a text?

	An attempt to read it with a translation of each word, or even without a translation, but with a modern interpretation of the words, will obviously lead to absurdity, which is what we see in the practice of modern reading of Ancient Texts.

	 

	Moreover, we understand that our history has not been continuous. It has had breaks, shifts in civilization, and the loss of languages and meanings.

	If we turn to Hebrew—the language of the Old Testament and other ancient books—this language was lost and is now being restored. Today, we have no knowledge of how certain letters were pronounced. We have no knowledge of how the name of God, which cannot be taken in vain, was pronounced.

	 

	And if the pronunciation of the most important thing - the Name of God - has been lost, then this only means that the language was lost along with the Treaty and the ancient society.

	 

	Therefore, everything that we read today in the Ancient Texts and try to interpret in relation to our modern social Contract has little, if anything, in common with the original meaning of this text.

	 

	Moreover, modern Hebrew is reconstructed from ancient texts. This means that the ancient texts are first interpreted within the framework of a modern treaty, and then a Hebrew dictionary is compiled. As a result of this modern interpretation, many words in the dictionary have multiple and sometimes contradictory meanings.

	This means that in the ancient treaty, these words had a completely different meaning, in which there was no contradiction.

	 

	Therefore, a literal translation of ancient texts is a pointless undertaking.

	A semantic translation will also give us little, since we will be trying to interpret the text within the framework of our modern treaty.

	 

	Therefore, the only way to study ancient texts is through the above-described Translation of Consciousness. It is necessary to attune oneself to the Thought-Form underlying the text, shift into the Covenant Agreement, and express the meaning perceived from this thought-form in modern language, using modern concepts.

	 

	It follows that, some years ago, this same Ancient text had to be presented in the language of that past generation, using the concepts of that past society.

	 

	And in a few more years, this same text will be presented in the language of a new generation, using the meanings of a new society.

	 

	This means that it is completely pointless and even harmful to study the interpretations of the Ancient Texts of past centuries, because they, at best, describe a certain Thought Form in their own language of branches, inaccessible to us today, and in their own society, inaccessible to us today - the Agreement.

	 

	Therefore, it is said that in each generation there must be a Master who will be able to tune in to the Thought-form of the Ancient Text through this text itself, perceive this thought-form and express it in the language contemporary to him in the Agreement contemporary to him.

	 

	The text itself was written using the simplest, most accessible, and least volatile images and concepts, to help future interpreters attune themselves to the Thoughtform. All information, in all its multidimensionality, resides in the thoughtform and should be obtained from it, not from the text.

	 

	This can be compared to multidimensional images, where there is a simple image perceived by our usual visual system. However, alongside this simple image, there is a three-dimensional, more complex image, the perception of which requires defocusing the vision and developing a certain skill for such perception.

	 

	Something similar happens with Ancient Texts. One can easily read in them a simple account of simple life events, or one can attune oneself through the text to the Thought-Form underlying these texts, perceive the entire complex and multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy from this thought-form, and then study, research, and analyze the information received.

	 

	The main obstacle to understanding ancient texts is that we expect them to describe the world in a way that matches our current understanding of it. Yet, we believe that our current understanding of the world is more complete and perfect than that of past times. But what if we're wrong? What if people in the past knew the world completely differently?

	 

	Let me give you an example. In the Torah, in the Book of Genesis, it says about the creation of Adam (man): "male and female He created." 

	 

	Bereshit 1:26-27 (our translation):

	 

	And Elohim said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness, and they shall rule over these fish of the sea, and these birds of the air, and these animals, upon all this earth (aretz), and over all that creepeth (moveth) upon this earth (aretz).

	 

	And Elohim created this Adam (man) in his own image, in the image of Elohim. He created his male and female principle. He created them.

	 

	 

	We intuitively understand that two people were created—a man and a woman. More advanced esotericists understand that this refers only to the mental plane, where the human egregor was created, encompassing both masculine and feminine qualities. In other words, we already have two distinct understandings.

	 

	Next, we are described the creation of Adam from the dust of the earth.

	 

	Bereshit 2:7-8 (our translation):

	 

	И-Произвел Еһова Элоһим эту адама прих из эту земли (адама)

	And He blew into his nostrils the soul (Neshama) of life

	And this Adam became an animal soul (Nefesh haya)

	And He placed there this Adam whom He produced

	 

	 

	Modern interpreters

	Of course, they understand that a man was created. More advanced esotericists understand that a hermaphrodite was created, possessing both male and female primary and secondary sexual characteristics. After all, straightforward logic tells us that only a hermaphrodite can be created from the egregor of a species possessing both male and female qualities. Moreover, the hermaphrodites described in history and those being born today confirm the existence of such an Adam.

	 

	We are further told that “it is not good for Adam to be alone.”

	 

	Bereshit 2:18-20 (our translation):

	 

	And-Skazal Yehova Elohim, this existence of Adam in his loneliness is not good. I will make him a helper as against him. And-Proizvel Yehova Elohim from this land (adama) produced every beast of the field and every bird of the air.

	And-He brought Adam to this To see what he would call (call, name) for himself and everything that he would call to himself, this Adam, the animal soul, his name is And-Adam called the names of all these animals and this bird of the air and all these field animals, but Adam did not find a helper against him

	 

	Considering that besides Adam, there were various hominids on Earth, whom the Anunnaki used as "primitive workers," they were not suitable for the divine Adam. More on this in the chapter "Were there other hominids on Earth besides Adam?" below.

	 

	For now, let's focus on this translation. Today, we believe a more accurate translation would be that it was not good for Adam to be one, in unity—to combine within himself both male and female. Today, this implies the absence of a woman, and poor Adam could not have offspring. But this is completely unintelligible from the ancient text.

	 

	Adam was alone only because there were other Adams around him, who were both male and female. That is, Adams could pair off and produce offspring. But these were unstable pairings, with each member being alternately male and female.

	 

	Next, we are told how a certain "quality," a certain "edge," was removed from Adam—a word that is translated today as "rib." But this same word also means "edge."

	 

	Bereshit 2:21-25 (our translation):

	 

	И-Опуст Еһова Элоһим бедный сон (наркоз) на эту адама

	And he fell asleep

	And-took out one of the edges-faces-qualities

	And-Closed with flesh (meat) instead
И-Построй Еһова Элоһим это ребро – областьнь - qualiti that he took from this Adam (man) into a woman

	And-He brought her to Adam
Therefore a man will leave his father and his mother

	I-Glue to his woman

	And they will become one flesh (meat)

	And they were both naked, this Adam and his woman

	And-Were-Not-Ashamed

	 

	What we mean by this is that Adam, the hermaphrodite, was stripped of his feminine qualities and a woman was created. In other words, the bisexual Adam was transformed into two human beings. And the "flesh" that was "covered" was not a rib, but a vagina.

	 

	Today, Adam's descendants still experience periodic gender reversals. But this occurs approximately every three incarnations.

	 

	Returning to the original topic - why is it easier for us today to understand and interpret the ancient text in the classically accepted way - only because it is more consistent with our modern Treaty, our generally accepted understanding of the world and man.

	Examples of Branch Language from Ancient Books

	 

	"Blessed"— with this action, the created but unfinished “object” is launched into action.

	 

	"Consecrated"— established a Connection, i.e., Jehovah (the consciousness that controls our world) by such action establishes a connection with this Soul.

	 

	Glory to the Lord  (Kavod of Yehovah) is the ability of the Higher Consciousness to create subsequent levels of Consciousness and control them.

	 

	There is another interpretation of this expression in the books of Z. Sitchin.

	 

	The Hebrew word "kavod," translated today as "glory, honor, respect," has the same root as the word "kvuda" (for Hebrew has no vowels), meaning "luggage." There is also a related word, "koved" (heaviness).

	 

	Thus, "Glory of the Lord" most likely describes some heavy object, possibly an aircraft. Looking at such an aircraft is dangerous.

	 

	The Hebrew word "Davar"— means simultaneously "word," "deed," and "object." This means that in the ancient contract, there could be no word without deed; one could not say something and not do it. In the modern social contract, there is no connection between word and deed—they are two different concepts. One can say something and not do it.

	 

	As a result, this word (davar) cannot be adequately translated into modern language, because how to translate it - as “word”, or as “matter”, or as “object”.

	 

	The Hebrew word "Hefetz"—means both "desire" and "thing." This means that in the ancient covenant, there were no immaterial desires, such as "I want to be developed." Every desire had something tangible behind it. As a result, this word (hefetz) cannot be adequately translated into modern language. Should it be translated as "desire" or "as a thing?"

	 

	In Hebrew the word Desert is "Midbar"— "מדבר" is a derivative of the root "דבר"—davar. That same polysemantic root, meaning "word," "deed," and "object" all at once.

	 

	The word "midbar" has no other meaning in Modern Hebrew than "desert." The word formation "midbar" is an example of a noun formation pattern that indicates the location where the action denoted by the root takes place.

	 

	Thus, we have a construction that describes the very concept of “place” where the events “word = deed = object” take place, which, in essence, indicates a certain transformation from one to another, affecting all planes: mental-astral-physical...

	 

	The desert is an opportunity to disconnect from the social contracts of the mind and engage in the contract of consciousness.

	 

	These are some examples, you can find a link to our manual “Dictionary of the Language of Branches” in Appendix 7.

	The Basis of the Covenant Agreement, Ancient Texts

	 

	The Ancient Texts describe to us the Model of the World, which we have called the Agreement of Consciousness, the Agreement of the Covenant, or the Agreement of the Light of the Creator, for the covenant was given to the People of Israel for the perception of the Light of the Creator - the Plan of Creation.

	 

	The Book of Creation, which is the key to understanding the Book of Genesis, describes to us the Ten Sephiroth – Ten stages of inhibition of Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	Just as any wave, as it moves away from the source, fades and loses its qualities, so too the Light of the Creator, spread in the form of the Hierarchy of Worlds, where each higher one creates (thinks) the lower one, fades and disappears completely as it moves away from the original thought of the Creator.

	We remind you that all this happens within the consciousness of the Absolute.

	 

	The description of the 10 stages of inhibition of the Creator's Light, or thought, gives us the answer to many questions and a hint for the development of consciousness.

	 

	We are told that each world is created by consciousness, separated from a more complex consciousness.

	Similar to how we can conceive in our minds a human being in our own image and likeness, who is also capable of thinking. In other words, we have created another, simpler consciousness in our minds.

	 

	With further deceleration of light, information is released from consciousness, and then energy, which, with further deceleration, creates matter.

	 

	This means that we can create in the world on many levels, depending on the development of our consciousness.

	At the lowest level of our consciousness, we can manipulate matter—physical objects. At a higher level of consciousness, we can manipulate energy, primarily bioenergy, which is what psychics use.

	 

	At an even higher level of consciousness, we can operate with information, which itself will generate energy and matter—this is how our world works.

	 

	Mental healers work at this level, such as A. Kashpirovsky, who claims to have discovered the “Norm Memory Matrix” – i.e., the information of a healthy person.

	 

	Here is what A. Kashpirovsky himself says about this:

	 

	“The memory matrix of the norm is the basis of my work…
I will keep the law on a leash, and the law will keep them (you) on a leash…”

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky's merit is that he, through his experience, objectified the existence of this "matrix" and showed that it can be used for healing, i.e., for returning a person to his norm, laid down in the Plan of Creation.

	 

	We call this “matrix” the Egregor “Adam Kadmon” – the egregor of the human species and its creation is described at the very beginning of the Book of Genesis.

	 

	Something similar is mentioned in Castaneda's books; in the Toltec tradition they called it the "human Matrix", including in the context of the concept of the "energy double" that every person has.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "Fire from Within":
 

	"The human matrix is a gigantic block of emanations within a large band of inorganic life," he said. "It's called the human matrix because it's a structure found only within the human cocoon."
 

	— The human matrix is that part of the Eagle’s emanations that the seer can see directly without being exposed to any danger.
 

	"Your belief, like anyone else's, in the existence of God is based on what someone once told someone else, not on your direct vision," he continued. "But even if you could see, you would still inevitably make the same mistake as the mystics. Anyone who sees the human matrix automatically mistakes it for God."

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Second Ring of Power":
 

	"The Nagual told me that the human form is a force, and the human matrix is... well... a matrix. He said that everything has its own matrix. Plants have matrices, animals, worms. Are you sure the Nagual never showed you the human matrix?
 

	I told her that he had mentioned the concept, but only briefly, while trying to explain one of my dreams."
 

	***
 

	Don Juan said that I had encountered the human matrix in a dream. He explained that sorcerers have a means of contacting the human matrix called dreaming. And that the matrix of humans is definitely an entity, an entity that some of us can see when we are imbued with power, and certainly all of us can see at the moment of death. He described the matrix as the source, the beginning of man. Because without a matrix to group the life force together, this force has no way to gather itself into a human form. He explained my dream as a brief, highly simplified, and fleeting glimpse of the matrix.
 

	And at the last level accessible to our consciousness, we can operate with consciousness, i.e., create “something from nothing,” create thought forms – Psycho-Info-Energy structures that themselves will create information and energy.

	 

	It is important to understand here that we are talking about the “super-consciousness” of a person, the consciousness of the Sahasrara chakra, and not about the images created by our mind.

	 

	Our translation from the book "Sepher Yetzirah", "The Book of Creation"

	 

	Mishnah 1:7
 

	Ten Sefirot (stages) of inhibition Their end is stuck into their beginning and their beginning
in their end, as the flame is connected with the ashes, that the master is one and he has no one
the second, and before the first, what do you think?

	 

	Here, first of all, it speaks of the created hierarchy of worlds, where the end of one hierarchical link, one world, is the beginning of another, but at the same time - “one lord” - means this is not a ring, not a closed chain, but precisely a hierarchy from the Creator.

	Each stage of Creation, or each subsequent World in this hierarchy, is described by the Tree of Sephiroth, consisting of 10 Sephiroth - stages of inhibition of the Light of the Creator and 22 Letters of the Hebrew alphabet, with the help of which the Agreement of our World is described.

	 

	That is, through the Sephiroth, the creation of our multidimensional world is described to us, and with the help of letters, the work of multidimensional consciousness in this world is described to us, as well as the behavior of other created objects in this world.

	 

	When it is said that Hebrew is the language of the world's creation, it must be understood that, using the 22 letters of Hebrew, 231 two-letter cells are created, describing a unique meaning for all possible states of our world. These two-letter cells then form three-letter word roots, which underlie all things and all possible actions and states of our world.

	 

	The Hebrew language in its original state is more reminiscent of a programming language than a language of modern communication.

	 

	But it is precisely this brevity, structure, absence of synonyms and unnecessary roots (in the ancient version) that allows one to tune in and perceive the original Thought-form.

	 

	This is how the creation of the world is described to us, i.e., a link in the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses - 10 Sephiroth, stages.

	 

	
		One is the Creative Consciousness of a higher level;

		Two - Creation of a lower Consciousness from a higher level Consciousness;

		Three - Creation of Information from the Consciousness created above;

		Four - Creation of Energy from Information (structuring of energy);

		(Five - Ten) - Creation of our 3-dimensional physical world - 6 limits:

		height and lowland,

		east and west,

		north and south.



	 

	If we look at our Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon, we also see this Energy in six dimensions. Seven Energy Centers—Chakras, of which the topmost—the Sahasrara Chakra—is the source of all the cocoon's Energy, the point of connection with the Information Plane and the planet's information field.

	 

	We will talk more specifically about the Ancient Texts later, but for now it is important to understand that the Covenant Treaty described here is, in essence, an Ancient Treaty, described in the Ancient Texts, transmitted to people by more developed comrades.

	 

	We will talk about the Ancient Texts in more detail in Part V.

	The World Model in Ancient Texts - Introduction

	 

	Any work of art—whether text, painting, or music—can be of two types. In one case, it's a simple desire to depict something, without any complex thought process on the part of the author. For example, someone saw a tree and drew it, heard a nightingale's song and depicted it in musical notation, or wrote a book with their mind at the request of a ruler.

	 

	In another case, the author tries to convey his multidimensional thought form, his complex multidimensional feelings and experiences with the help of text, sound, or painting.

	 

	For example, we look at the Mona Lisa and do not understand why she evokes deep feelings in some people, why she smiles, or turns her head.

	 

	This happens because such people are able to tune into the author’s thought-form through the painting and receive from this thought-form all the multidimensional information – emotions and feelings.

	 

	Other people are not able to tune into the author’s thought-form and, therefore, they perceive only what their mind sees - the color, shape, structure of the painting...

	 

	It often happens that two people read the same book, and one cries, laughs, and is delighted, while the other doesn’t understand what’s interesting about it at all…

	The first reader tunes in to the author’s thought-form and perceives from there the entire spectrum of information, all thoughts and emotions, while the second reader simply interprets the written words with his mind, due to his education.

	 

	This is why the Ancient Texts are, for some who are able to tune into the thought-form of the authors, a treasure trove of information and consciousness, while for others they are simply the biography of primitive nomads, or someone’s fantasies.

	 

	We perceive the Ancient Texts as a description of our world, given to us by more highly developed Consciousnesses.

	 

	Since in our model of the world there is a Hierarchy of Consciousnesses, then our world, and we ourselves, do not exist by chance and on our own, but are a product of Creation and Control of consciousnesses from a higher plane of existence.

	 

	Just as we today create the computer world, the world of robots, and control them, so too, we ourselves are a product of creation and control...

	 

	Moreover, if you look closely at the development of our computer systems, you can see that they are increasingly repeating the system of control over us.

	 

	Modern computer clouds are analogous to Egregors, which collect general information from many individual computers and make it available to everyone.

	 

	Something similar occurs in human society, when the accumulated experience of many people is stored in egregors and becomes accessible to all. For example, the experience of the "hundredth monkey," or the fact that children today easily use computers from a very young age, while their parents or older generations had to expend enormous effort to master this new technology.

	 

	We believe that in the past, humanity was given knowledge about the origins of our world and humans, which was later transformed into religion and lost. Remnants of this knowledge can be found today in ancient Jewish, Indian, and Tibetan texts.

	 

	The Creation of the World and Man, the Levels of Creative Consciousness (Sepher Yetzirah, Torah)

	 

	As we see from the Book of Creation - "Sepher Yetzirah", everything in our world consists of Consciousness, Information and Energy.

	 

	Also, in a person, three levels can be conditionally distinguished: Mental (Consciousness), Astral-Etheric (Information) and Physical (Energy).

	 

	Let's look at how the creation of man is described in the Book of Genesis.

	 

	First of all, the Book of Genesis describes Three Powers at work, not one, in the form of God, as it is translated and interpreted in the modern treaty.

	 

	Initially, the Creative Consciousness, called “Elohim”) (אלהים) acts.

	Considering that ancient texts were written without spaces between words, the Hebrew word Elohim can be read as "El Ha Yam"—that is, the Supreme Consciousness above the Sea. Furthermore, water and the sea in the ancient Covenant denoted Information.
 

	And Fire signified Energy. In this case, "Elohim" is Consciousness capable of structuring Information, i.e., creating Psycho-Info-Energy structures, Egregors.

	 

	The Book of Creation, which is the key to understanding the Torah, describes the stages of “slowing down” the Light of the Creator.
 

	
		The first stage is Ruach, the Higher Consciousness (the Hebrew word “Ruach” means spirit, wind).



	 

	
		The second stage is the separation from the higher Consciousness, the next link in the hierarchy of consciousnesses “Ruach mi Ruach”.



	 

	
		At the third stage, the creation of information occurs - “Maim (water) mi Ruach”.



	 

	
		At the fourth stage, the creation of energy occurs - “Esh (fire) mi Maim”.



	 

	
		And further, this energy creates our three-dimensional world.



	 

	In this case, the highest creative consciousness is everywhere designated as “El”, and then the object of creation is indicated - what exactly this consciousness creates.

	Today, such consciousness is called "God." Therefore, there is a God of Information, a God of Energy, a God of Armies (El Tsvaot), which in translation became "God of Sabaoth" and, for some reason, became the Christian God, and other creative consciousnesses.

	 

	Thus, “El ha Yam” (Elohim)- this is a created consciousness that will create information.

	The Torah says that this consciousness hovers above chaos, above the information field, in modern parlance. And from this field, images and ideas will be created—of heaven, earth, celestial bodies, and everything else. However, these information structures are not the physical objects we perceive.

	 

	Yehovah-Elohim— is the consciousness that controls the energy from which energetic structures will be created. It is an intermediate Creative consciousness between the Creative consciousness of Elohim and the controlling consciousness of Jehovah.

	 

	Yehovah- this is already the manager of energy structures, i.e., the manager of our world.

	It is believed that this name of this consciousness is created from three forms of the verb “to be” - will be, was, is (yihe, haya, hovе.)

	 

	Thus, the Primordial Creative Consciousness is the consciousness that structures the "sea of information," creating the control program, the idea, the design of creation. That is, it operates at the level of Creation of the primary Psycho-Info-Energy structures, or Egregors.

	 

	We will henceforth pronounce this name as "Elohim" to avoid further confusion.

	 

	When the Book of Genesis describes to us six “days” – six stages of Creation, it is not at all about the creation of physical forms, but exclusively about the creation of the Idea, the Program, the Egregors, the Information Base of that which will subsequently acquire some form.

	 

	This Creative Consciousness, at the sixth Stage of Creation, creates Thought-forms of the inhabitants of the Earth.

	 

	When at the very beginning of the Book of Genesis we are told:

	Our translation:

	
Let us make Adam in our image and likeness…

	 

	Today, researchers of the Book of Genesis are wondering why Elohim uses the plural when creating Adam—"let us make Adam in our image and likeness." This stems from a misunderstanding of Elohim's role in the process of Creation. Elohim is merely one of the Consciousnesses of a higher Plane that creates and fashions our level in the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses. It is not the Absolute, which is One.

	 

	Three consciousnesses will participate in the creation of Adam: Elohim, Yehovah-Elohim, and Yehovah. In translation into other languages, all of these are translated as God, or the Lord God.

	 

	This is a completely misinterpretation. We are shown three primary consciousnesses operating on three primary planes of existence: the Mental, the Astral-Ethereal, and the Physical.

	 

	Therefore, when it is said, "Let us make it in our image and likeness," it refers to an appeal to all planes of existence to create yet another consciousness in the hierarchy of consciousnesses. "Elohim"—"Yehovah-Elohim"—"Yehovah"—the consciousness of Adam, the Earthling—the consciousness that is destined to govern all that exists on Earth.

	 

	The verb used in the original means "Action" and refers to all future participants in this creation. This verb is written without the "reversed Vav," which signifies a call to simple action, not the action itself on all planes of Existence.  

	 

	This concept of Adam's creation can be compared by analogy to how the head of a design bureau turns to the heads of departments and says: "let's make something new in the image and likeness of something."

	 

	And then the work of the various departments on creation begins.

	 

	Genesis chapter 1:

	

	Please contact us
 

	Our translation:

	 

	“And Elohim created this Adam (earthling-man) in his own image, in the image of Elohim, He created him, the male and female principle created them.”

	 

	Here we are described an Action on the Mental Plane—an act of creation, the creation of "something from nothing," i.e., a thought-form. This thought-form is the very Idea of a human being, or the Egregor of the Human Species, which includes all human properties and qualities—the properties of a man and a woman. Thus, Adam was originally created as a hermaphrodite.

	 

	A kind of analogue of a “class” in modern object-oriented programming.

	 

	And the verb used in the original denotes the act of Creation, not creation or doing. Moreover, this verb is accompanied by a "reversible vav," meaning it denotes direct action on all planes of existence.

	 

	In the future, it will be possible to construct various “objects” from the created “classes”.

	 

	Just as we can create an image (thought-form) of a person in our Consciousness, exclusively in our own image and likeness, for we have nothing else, so too, Elohim—the Consciousness that creates on the mental plane of Existence for us—created the very idea of a person, which includes all human qualities.

	 

	Similar to how we create robots today and try to endow them with all our qualities.

	 

	We need to accept that in the Agreement described here, our world is only a link in the “vertical” Hierarchy of Worlds, and it is completely created from a higher link.

	 

	In this case, creation occurs on three main levels: Mental, Astral-Etheric and Physical.

	 

	At the Mental level, the Idea itself is created, similar to how, when designing something, we first create the idea of what we want to create. This is the level of Consciousness. Something like the technical specifications for the project.

	 

	Then, the idea is passed on to the development department, where drawings, diagrams, programs, and so on are created. This is the Information level.

	 

	And only after this, according to the drawings and diagrams, the physical object itself is created, controlled by the program - be it a house, or a car, or a spaceship... This is the Energy level.

	 

	So, the Six Stages (days) of Mental Creation are completed:
 

	"And it became evening
And it became morning on this sixth day."

	 

	Let's not forget the Language of the Branches and the Covenant—we don't try to interpret these words in their modern social meaning. Such a description only denotes a completed stage.

	 

	The Seventh Stage of Creation is coming:
 

	“And Elohim finished on the seventh day His work which He had done
And on this seventh day I rested from all the work I had done.
And Elohim blessed (launched into operation) this seventh day
I-Designed it because in it He rested from all His work, which Elohim Created for the Work”

	 

	In other words, the Seventh Stage of Creation is far from complete. It is open for Activity and continues to this day. However, the Activity, or Creation, at this Stage will be performed by another entity, while Elohim, the Creator of the Mental Plane, will rest. Similar to the rest enjoyed by the department that drafted the technical specifications and submitted them for execution…

	 

	Thus, having created the Thought-form - the Egregor of man on the Mental Plane, what we today call the Egregor of the Species, Elohim transmitted this mental creation, this Idea of man for its further realization on the Astral-Etheric Plane.

	 

	On this plane, there is a force called "Jehovah-Elohim".
 

	“And Yehovah Elohim produced this Adam, dust from this land (Adam)
And He blew into his nostrils the soul (Neshama) of life
And this Adam became an animal soul (Nefesh haya)"

	 

	Here we are described the process of human creation on the Information-Energy plane, based on the Model, the Idea, created by Elohim at the previous stage. The word "Afar" (dust of the earth) strongly resembles the word "Ether," especially since, in meaning and essence, at this level of Creation, the Creation of a person occurs based on their Psycho-Informational Matrix, created at the previous stage, on the Mental Plane. That is, the Etheric Body of a person is created—a blueprint, or model, of the future Physical Body.

	 

	At the same time, the Etheric Adam is a hermaphrodite - both a Man and a Woman, because he is created on the basis of the Mental Matrix, which contains both Male and Female Qualities at the same time.

	 

	Moreover, here we are described that, unlike all other living beings, which have only one animal Soul “Nefesh Haya”, man has another Soul, or Human Consciousness – “Neshama”.

	 

	Adam was originally conceived as the most Conscious living being on Earth with the purpose of managing all life on the Planet.

	 

	But all this governance was envisioned on the Astral-Ethereal plane, not on the Physical, as they try to interpret it today. The Physical plane had not yet been created at this stage.

	 

	For this purpose - the management of all created things - a person does not need Reason; a person receives a Control Signal from a higher Level of Consciousness and must carry it out unquestioningly.

	 

	Thus, the Creator's Plan is realized—the dissemination of the Signal—Thought—through the entire Hierarchy of Consciousnesses. From the highest consciousness of Jehovah, through the personal consciousness of Adam, to all animal consciousnesses.

	 

	Next, the created Energy-Information person undergoes “fine-tuning” or “testing” in a laboratory called “Gan Eden” - the Garden of Eden, where he determines the laws of animal behavior (creates egregors of animal species - their control programs) and selects an assistant for himself.

	 

	Unable to find a helper among created living beings, Adam was divided and received a woman, Eve, as part of his Energy-Information essence, so as not to be united (lonely). Lonely not in the sense that there is only one person—Adam—but in the sense that there are only identical Adams, governed by a hierarchy of consciousnesses.
 

	“And Yehovah Elohim took this Adam
And He placed it in this Garden of Eden for its cultivation and its protection (preservation)
And Jehovah Elohim brought forth from the land (adamah) every beast of the field and every bird of the air.
And-I brought to this Adam to see what he will call (call, name) for himself and everything that he will call to himself, this Adam, the animal soul, his name is
And Adam named all these living creatures, and the birds of the air, and all the beasts of the field, but Adam found no helper against him.

	 

	In the language of the branches, the word “Name” in the ancient agreement means Egregor, a set of qualities and Algorithms of Behavior.

	 

	It’s not for nothing that they say, “As you name a yacht, so it will sail.”

	 

	To this day, the tradition of giving children the names of famous and outstanding personalities has been preserved, thereby including children in the Egregor of this name, i.e., imposing on the child the qualities and behavioral algorithms of this Egregor.
 

	“And Yehovah Elohim said, ‘This existence of Adam in his loneliness (in unity) is not good.
I will make him an assistant as against him
And-Yehovah Elohim built this edge - the facet - the quality that he took from this Adam (earthling) into a woman
And He brought her to Adam."

	 

	From now on, only a Man and a Woman together can form a complete Adam - a Human - an Earthling, possessing all the Qualities inherent in them.

	 

	That is, Woman was created from the hermaphrodite Ethereal Adam, through division into two separate beings—male and female. Adam's Feminine Facets (Yin qualities) were removed from his Ethereal Being. The word "Tsela," which in modern Hebrew means "Rib," also signifies "Border."

	 

	It is important to understand that Man was originally created with a very specific Purpose - with the Goal of managing life on Earth.

	For this purpose, Man was given Creative Consciousness, in the image and likeness of the Consciousness of Elohim.

	To achieve this, created animals and birds were brought to humans so that they could define their behavioral algorithms—the Species Egregors. This is how the first domesticated animals emerged.

	It is impossible to domesticate an animal without changing its Species Egregor, i.e., its control program.

	 

	We are shown that all living beings are created and function according to Programs created for them, either from a higher Level of Consciousness, as for Adam, or by the Consciousness of Adam himself.

	 

	At the same time, Adam's Consciousness is capable of controlling the behavior of animals—that's how it was created. But it was Consciousness, not Reason... and it was Adam's Consciousness, not that of an individual man or woman. And all this took place not in our physical world, but on the Ethereal-Astral plane.

	 

	Here it is very important to pay attention not to the act of Creation of a woman, but to the essence of this act - to the need to create a “Helper as opposite to him” ...

	At first, such an assistant was meant to be some living creatures, to whom Adam himself set behavioral programs, i.e., he created Egregors of the Species.

	 

	But, in this act of creation, Adam did not find a helper for himself - this tells us that by helper is meant something more than any animal can give.

	 

	The assistant, it turns out, must possess human consciousness—that's why woman was created as part of the one, previously unified Adam. And only together, man and woman on the Astral-Ethereal plane, can recreate the unified Mental Adam.
 

	“Therefore a man will leave his father and his mother
I-Glue to his woman
And they will become one flesh."
 

	That is, the man will leave his family contract and create a new family contract with the woman.

	It is important to correctly understand the word “stick” – which means merging on many levels – mental, energetic and physical.

	 

	Today, we call this complete fusion of the consciousnesses of a man and a woman the Egregor of the Couple. Eastern Tantra also aims to create the Egregor of the Couple, utilizing sexual energies for this purpose.

	 

	A woman must be a helper to a man, possessing certain qualities that are opposite to his, necessary for the full realization of Adam's Purpose. That is, only such a pair of man and woman, and not just any pair, is capable of realizing the Plan of Creation.

	 

	The concept of “sticking” and “an assistant opposite” means that a man, in order to acquire the Consciousness of Adam, must choose not just any woman, but specifically “an assistant opposite”, i.e., one who responds to him in all, or in as many as possible, of his Active Bodies.

	 

	Today, there are many interpretations that Adam and Eve were, in a physical sense, the first man and woman and that there were no other people, and the first people appeared as their children...

	 

	This is a misinterpretation.

	 

	The Book of Genesis describes to us the principles - Mental and Astral-Etheric, and not Actions in the Physical World.

	 

	Already at the stage when Adam the hermaphrodite was created, people reproduced in the same way as all created animals reproduced.

	 

	This is clearly stated to us in the following:
 

	"Therefore a man will leave his father and his mother."

	 

	This means that there already existed a father and a mother, as concepts of the Mental and Etheric Planes, and there were many people.

	 

	The hermaphroditic Adam could reproduce perfectly well, possessing both male and female characteristics and organs. However, such Adams could not form stable pair bonds and therefore lived alone. Apparently, the Purpose of Creation was something more than the mere existence and reproduction of the hermaphroditic Adam. This is precisely what the phrase "This existence of Adam in his solitude is not good. I will make him a helper as against him…" tells us.

	 

	After the separation of the sexes, when all of Adam's feminine qualities and organs were removed, as it is written, "...he took one of his qualities and closed its place with flesh...," the possibility of creating stable male-female couples arose. The closing with flesh leads some commentators and translators to believe that this refers to a rib, whereas the flesh covered the female vagina of the previously hermaphroditic Adam.

	 

	By the way, all hermaphrodites born today are not at all a mistake of nature, but testify to the presence in the egregor of the human species of the original Adam - the hermaphrodite.

	 

	And all this is happening in the seventh stage of Creation, which continues to this day, but no longer on the Mental Plane, but on the Astral-Etheric.

	 

	It also follows from this that the whole program of our life on Earth has an end and a final goal, for the six stages of creation have been completed, but the seventh is not yet.

	 

	All sorts of commentators and esotericists attempt to calculate the time of the end of the seventh stage of creation. But the very idea of the existence of an "end of times" is given to us in the Torah in the unfinished seventh stage of creation.

	 

	That is, “Elohim” will rest, look at all this and say - “And there was evening And there was morning - the seventh day” ... and with this the whole idea of our world will end...

	 

	After a person, contrary to the order, ate the fruit from the Tree of Knowledge and installed the Mind virus program on himself, he fell out of the Hierarchy of Consciousness and stopped transmitting the Control Signal from a higher level of the hierarchy of consciousness.
 

	“And Jehovah Elohim turned to this Adam
I-Told him where you are

	
And-He said, I heard your voice in the garden
I-I was scared that I was naked.
"I-Hid"

	 

	What do we see?

	 

	The signal from "Yehovah-Elohim" ceased to be transmitted by Adam.

	Instead of implementing and fulfilling the Will of the Higher Consciousness, Adam hid, leaving the hierarchy of consciousnesses. A viral (ill-timed) program, the Mind, began to operate within him, creating feelings of shame, fear, and so on, and, most importantly, leading to behavior that was completely inappropriate from the standpoint of the hierarchy of consciousnesses—he hid…

	 

	Here it is necessary to explain the essence of the problem of falling out of the Hierarchy of Consciousness and the activation of the Mind.

	 

	Imagine pressing a key on your keyboard—that is, sending a control signal to the system and expecting that letter to appear on the screen. But instead of executing your signal, your keyboard launches its own Mind and begins to figure out what to do. Of course, you won't be able to use such a keyboard anymore...

	 

	Or, for example, a robot that, instead of executing your command, starts “thinking,” decides that it is “naked,” and hides...
 

	“And Yahweh Elohim made for Adam and his woman garments of skins
 

	And He put them on (clothes)"

	 

	As a result, the Physical Plane of reality was created - the physical body (leather clothes worn on the Etheric Body), and a program for human life in the physical world was created:

	 

	“In the sweat of your brow you will eat bread (lechem) until you return to this land (adamah), since from it you
 

	You were taken because you are dust (ether) and to dust (ether) you will return."

	 

	So what is the whole point of what is happening?

	 

	The point is to work out the viral (untimely installed) Mind program, which knocked Adam out of the Hierarchy of Consciousness.

	 

	"And I expelled this Adam
 

	And He placed these cherubim (kruvim) and the energy (flame) of this sword, changing (reversing), at the threshold of the Garden of Eden.”

	 

	Thus, in the Contract of Consciousness, the Hierarchy of Created Consciousnesses, the Purpose and Meaning of human life are very clearly and distinctly defined.

	 

	The purpose of Adam’s creation was to manage life on Earth on the Astral-Ethereal Plane; for this reason, man was created and endowed with creative Consciousness.

	 

	And the immediate Goal at the moment is to work out the viral (untimely installed) Mind program and to return to life in Consciousness, in the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses.

	 

	To do this, a person needs to develop his Consciousness to the level of “Cherubim” and increase his Energy to overcome the energy of the sword that stands in his way back to Gan Eden to the tree of eternal life.

	 

	From what has been written above, it is clear that Gan Eden, or the Garden of Eden, is not some place on the physical plane, but a state of pure Consciousness without Mind.

	 

	And also that all sorts of inventions and tricks of the Mind, such as constructing this or that social structure, will lead nowhere. The purpose and meaning of human life in the physical world lies in the individual development of consciousness, in the removal of reason, and in the accumulation of vital energy...

	 

	This is exactly what many Masters write about, this is exactly what Indian Yogis and Mexican Shamans do.

	 

	As you can see, all of this was written long ago and lies before our eyes – we just need to be able to perceive what is written…

	 

	At the same time, on the Physical plane, man is controlled by the third force described in the Book of Genesis - “Jehovah”, also known as the God of the people of Israel.

	We'll talk about all this in more detail later.

	 

	Now we must note that the acts of creation and building described in the Book of Genesis occur exactly according to the scenario described in the Book of Creation.

	First, Consciousness is created - the Egregor of the Human Species - Adam, then Information is structured, forming the Algorithms of Human Behavior, and only after this, Energy is created - the Physical World of Humanity.

	 

	Joke: The Hebrew word "kruvim," which is today translated as "cherubim," also means "cabbage." And the combination of cabbage and a flaming sword leads some would-be interpreters of the Old Testament to believe that to return to the Garden of Eden, one must simply chop everyone into cabbage... which is precisely what we sometimes see today. "They'll all die, and we'll go to Paradise."

	 

	Were there other hominids on Earth besides Adam?

	 

	In Sumerian cuneiform tablets, we read that the Anunnaki, who came from the planet Nibiru, created a certain human hierarchy on Earth from local hominids. First, "primitive workers" were created to extract gold from the mines. Then, managers were created, and then, through interbreeding with the Anunnaki, kings were created.

	This does not in any way contradict the Torah and the creation of Adam.

	Hominids were created alongside other animals with the Nephesh soul. They were some kind of proto-humans, possibly Neanderthals, or other species.

	 

	The Torah describes the creation of man with a consciousness designed to govern all living beings on Earth. Hominids, even modified by the Anunnaki, apparently lacked such consciousness.

	 

	Today, we observe people on Earth who are simply governed by the agreement of a country, community, or sect, without demonstrating any personal consciousness. We call them biorobots. It is safe to assume that both the descendants of Adam and the descendants of these hominids exist side by side on Earth today. The descendants of Adam also include all the descendants of Noah's children, as described in the Torah.

	 

	Therefore, when they say that "the Jews rule the world," there is a profound message from the Torah. For the Jews—the descendants of Adam, like other descendants of Noah's children—were truly created to rule over all living beings on the planet. And after the expulsion from Gan-Eden, the People of Israel were given a "pilot project" to develop consciousness and return all of Adam's descendants to Gan-Eden. It is not surprising that the descendants of hominids (modern anti-Semites) try in every way to oppose this.

	 

	In particular, the question arises: who did Cain marry, when he was expelled from Adam’s family after the murder of his brother Abel?

	 

	One could, of course, for lack of anything better, imagine that he married some sister of his, even though he was exiled, cursed by Jehovah, deprived of the fertility of the earth, marked with some sign, and condemned to eternal wandering. But if we acknowledge that other human tribes lived on Earth, then this question no longer arises. Other tribes did not know all this horror...

	 

	


Sepher Yetzirah (Book of Creation): Levels of Consciousness 12 Simple Actions and 7 Dual States

	 

	We have already mentioned these concepts several times in our book, and it is time to give some clarification of what we are talking about.

	 

	The Agreement of Creation, the Covenant, the Light of the Creator, is not just an Agreement of Consciousness.

	This is the Agreement of the Hierarchy of created Consciousnesses.

	 

	Just as above the human level of Adam's Consciousness, there is«endless»The hierarchy of governing Consciousnesses, also within the human level, is a hierarchy of Consciousnesses of castes, distinguished by different levels of needs, capabilities and qualities.

	To one degree or another, Abraham Maslow, who created«Pyramid of Needs»a person, which says that if the lower basic needs are inherent in absolutely all people, then higher needs, starting from the need for Knowledge and ending with the need for Self-actualization, are manifested only in a small number of people.

	 

	The problem with understanding and drawing conclusions from Maslow's research is that in the Social Contract of Reason, which extends to all of today's civilization, to all the Contracts of Countries, despite some external differences,—the concept of Consciousness, primary in relation to matter,—just no.

	 

	Reason, Intellect, even a word«Consciousness» —existing in the Social Contract, these are merely attributes of the material body of a person, the result of the work of the brain, nervous system, etc., etc.

	 

	The scientific model of the Social Contract is unable to explain either the existence«geniuses», nor the phenomenal abilities that some people exhibit, capable of violating all known laws of physics.

	 

	On the other hand, the existing spiritual currents and movements that Robert Monroe called«Underground», and we call«pop esotericism», on the one hand, they operate with words, concepts, and states that do not exist in society,—on the other hand, they also do not offer any other complete model of the world.

	 

	Since the lion's share of them exist in the same Treaty, in the position of the Assemblage Point—Reason,—Their goals are aimed at achieving better results in their social life. How to earn more, how to get the partner of their dreams, how to achieve enlightenment (the question of why), how to raise the kundalini, and so on.

	 

	In essence, all these efforts only work to strengthen the same«Self-image», but more«developed», creating a niche«resistance»within the same Western Social world, redirecting the attention of at least somewhat perceptive people from attention to themselves and changing themselves,—Outward. To find those to blame for why this world is not harmonious, and why unfortunate humanity lives in slavery...—secret government, freemasons, Jews, reptilians and whoever.

	 

	CastanedaFire From Within:

	 

	“Don Juan: The warrior is oriented toward himself, not egotistically, but in the sense of a continuous and ever deeper study of his essence.

	
"The common man's greatest weakness is taking himself too seriously. All his actions and feelings, even those of a petty tyrant, are viewed by the common man as something of utmost importance, something of decisive significance. A warrior, however, not only possesses a well-thought-out strategy but is also free from self-importance. His self-importance is tempered by the understanding that reality is merely our interpretation of the world."
 

	We have written a lot about this over the years, through independent research of ancient texts, as well as the models of several Masters - speaking about the same thing (the Toltec tradition as presented by Castaneda, R. Monroe, Gurdjieff, the Torah, Ecclesiastes, Sepher Yetzirah) - that at a certain moment, all of humanity found itself in the position of the Agreement of Reason.More details about this can be found in Appendix 1.

	 

	The Agreement of Reason, in which, with the created Consciousness turned off, the so-called is formed in a person in the process of fixation, upbringing, education.«Self-Image», a structure completely disconnected from the Spiritual planes, controlled through memory lists at the level of emotional behavior. Without the destruction of this structure, without the transition from control by the Mind in the Social Contract to control by Consciousness in the Creator's Contract, no development of Adam's Consciousness is possible..

	 

	It is impossible, precisely because the Purpose and Meaning of the life of Consciousness is in the Agreement of the Light of the Creator, in the gathering«gifts», the accompanying remnant of Consciousness, which is also spoken of by R. Monroe, Ecclesiastes, and the Toltec tradition.

	 

	We will talk about this in more detail in the chapter«The Purpose and Meaning of Life in the Covenant Agreement»in Part VI of the book.

	 

	It is precisely in the understanding of the Goal, in the motivation received from above, that the chasm between Esotericism and Pop-Esotericism, between the Contract of Consciousness, the Light of the Creator, and any of the Contracts of Reason, lies. Any changes in Consciousness are always manifested in Existence.

	 

	Being includes all the planes available to an embodied person.

	This is not only the physical, material world, but also the astral, mental, and spiritual planes.

	 

	In addition to the needs for survival and safety that everyone has, in addition to the needs for emotions, feelings, and sensations, some people also have needs for knowledge, for thinking, for information and for its comprehension, including in those areas that are not directly related to issues of survival or profession.

	 

	If we rely on the model described in the book “Sefer Yetzirah», these levels are described to us through the “12 simple actions”, “7 dual states of consciousness”, and “3 root causes”.

	 

	How will the Being, needs, and behavior of people living at different levels of Consciousness—Castes—differ?

	 

	Let's start with the level of "12 Simple Actions"».

	 

	Here is their description from the book “Sefer Yetzirah”»:

	These actions, which seem so mundane, are in fact manifestations of Consciousness. Note that most of the 12 simple actions are also inherent in animals, which possess the Consciousness of the Anahata Chakra body—the Animal Mental (Nefesh Chaya).

	 

	Let's try to decipher these simple actions within the framework of our Philosophy:

	 

	
		conversation - the ability to communicate consciously;

		reflection is the ability to think independently;

		movement (walking, habit) - active life - life is movement;

		vision (proof, objectification) - perception of the world by consciousness;

		hearing is the ability to hear and perceive the interlocutor;

		action - a conscious and active action;

		copulation - the ability to build relationships with the opposite sex;

		olfaction - a sense of the situation and the partner;

		sleep - all possible types of sleep and dreaming;

		anger is a free expression of one's feelings;

		gluttony - gobbling - all types of diets and nutrition;

		laughter (mockery) is the destruction of the Self-Image, the ability to laugh at oneself;



	 

	It is important to pay attention not only to what these actions contain, but also to what they do not contain.

	 

	For example, there is no “love” in them, but there is “copulation”, because love is a state accessible only to a more developed consciousness.

	 

	In simple actions there is also nothing connected with morality, ethics, or spirituality - all this is also the lot of a more complex consciousness.

	 

	Let's look at how the needs of this level of Consciousness will be realized in different Agreements of Countries using simple examples.

	 

	What's happened«anger»— as a simple action of Consciousness? It is the ability to recognize one's emotion, a reflection of Consciousness: its manifestation, its consequences, the ability to control it.

	 

	Can a person in a totalitarian Treaty, in reality, express their anger 100%? Can they express their dissatisfaction with what's happening, simply be angry—while having a civil right to do so?

	 

	No, it can't—since even these manifestations, in the public space, are associated with fear for one's life; one can easily get a prison sentence for "insulting the authorities," "the feelings of believers," "discrediting the army," or for "calls for anything," which is now happening everywhere in Russia.

	 

	Or, what are such simple actions of Consciousness, as«vision»,«conversation»,«meditation»— in the context of the given example about a person’s participation in elections to power in his own country?

	 

	This is precisely the opportunity: for debates, discussions, searching for arguments, searching for one’s own examples with the objectification of what politicians say and what they do – and so on...

	 

	Does a person have any chance of performing such actions by developing his experience of Consciousness at this level?

	No, it doesn't.

	 

	An important point that is worth emphasizing separately is that the “12 simple Actions of Consciousness” are not at all relevant in the Contract of Consciousness to what is called “Spiritual Development”»However, without their development, residence, and presence, it is simply irrelevant to talk about any next stage.

	 

	At the level of consciousness “12 Simple Actions»— no one is interested in the Essence of the Question, no one is trying to understand anything, look for criteria of truth, check, etc. —everyone is satisfied with empty words and simple actions...

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Wheel of Time":
 

	"The average person is accustomed to being aware only of what they consider important. But a true warrior must be aware of everything, always."

	 

	That is why, in the course of our research, we began to more accurately determine what is really behind the words of any person about the “need for Development”».

	 

	Detachment from the surrounding reality, society - the world in which a person lives, lives his life, and immersion in the "illusion of spiritual practices"»— is not the Development of Consciousness.

	 

	So, if we're talking about the "12 simple" level—the level of life support that, when threatened, can finally push people to change at least something in their lives, at least from one society to another—it's more or less clear and obvious, since it's happening before our eyes.

	 

	As for the level of “7 dual states”, it is not so obvious.

	 

	The mental world, the world of information, is as real as the surrounding physical world, which we perceive with our five senses. We can also perceive the mental world and higher spiritual planes with our consciousness.

	 

	In other words, Thoughts are just as “real” as physical Actions.

	 

	Let us quote from the Sefer Yetzirah»about the “7 dual states of consciousness” to make it clearer what we are talking about.

	These states of Consciousness correspond to the level of Consciousness of the Personality (Neshama), living in the mental world, just as our physical body lives in the world of matter.

	These dual states can be compared to a three-dimensional sphere that has many different points. When experiencing any situation, comprehending any event, making any decision, a person perceives not only his own«wish», but also the influence of this desire or decision on interconnected objects and on himself as well.

	For example:

	
		What should be the choice if I can get this position, but my friend will be fired from his job to do it?

		What choice should there be, helping friends carry out a deal that will result in the deception of another person?

		What choice should there be to help someone if you know that they will use this help to harm themselves or others?

		What should be the choice, to tell a friend the truth about himself, which will destroy your relationship or to continue to be hypocritical for the sake of"relationships"?

		What choice should there be, to adapt to a partner out of fear of loneliness, internally suppressing oneself and deceiving both oneself and one's partner?

		What should be the choice if the partner has needs that do not coincide with mine, especially in those areas that are socially"Forbidden"? Forbid? Diverge? Seek opportunities to build a shared reality?

		What choice should there be, to agree with management in some discussion about politics or what is happening in the country, just to avoid losing your job?

		What choice should there be: to remain silent, witnessing the lawlessness of the police, authorities, etc., or to get involved and get into trouble yourself?

		What choice should there be, to lie to the authorities who want to repress an innocent person, but that is a lie, isn’t it?

		What choice should there be, to bribe the economic police, simply because otherwise they will close your business, although it is they, and not you, who are breaking the law?

		What should be the choice: to remain living in one’s home country, where everything is arranged and resolved, but where there are no civil and social liberties?

		etc. etc.



	 

	The main thing, besides the very thing«the question of what the choice should be», the Choice itself is important - what actions and from what states a Person is ready to perform, and performs for the sake of this Choice - in each of these moments...

	 

	This is a very superficial and flat list that we wanted to demonstrate«reality»mental world in which Consciousness lives just as our Body lives on the physical plane.

	 

	It is also worth paying attention to the concept here«Lies and Hypocrisy», which is manipulated by both Society and Pop Esotericism.

	 

	We see how Society is turning into a machine of enslavement already on the obvious level, and the ways of interacting with it can be compared, at times, with the need to bypass«Internet blocking»or not to catch«software virus».

	 

	In the World of the Hierarchy of Consciousness, human relationships begin at the level of the Anahata chakra. At this level, on the subtle planes, there is no time, no space, no limitations of the body.

	 

	In such relationships, hypocrisy is impossible, precisely because everything is transparent, perceptible and known.

	 

	Phrases from«close friends»in the spirit«This is my personal», the inability to tell a person to their face what you really perceive and think about them, or about a situation, while often discussing it behind their back with others - these are the criteria that people, as “humans,” do not exist, and they do not build any relationships and do not know how, continuing to follow Social Protocol, maintaining an image of themselves in others and in themselves.

	 

	It is these states that we call Hypocrisy.

	 

	Hypocrisy is a state of shell that protects us from perceiving reality...

	 

	Let us give a number of other examples from the “7 Dual States”.

	 

	Imagine you're a leader who must manage subordinates. On the one hand, you can simply demand certain results—and completely shift into the "Government" state, where the opposite of you is the person subordinate to you in the social hierarchy. They find themselves in a position of "Slavery."».

	 

	Or, if you're a more conscious person, perceiving subtle planes, you can anticipate and foresee the behavioral patterns a person will display, all the arguments they'll offer from the list of Social Contracts. Such an "opinion" is easily suppressed, finding yourself in a state of "War." Or, on the other hand, by remaining silent, ignoring hypocrisy or lies, you can remain in a state of "Peace." But will this be a harmonious state?

	 

	G. Gurdjieff, from Ouspensky’s book “The Fourth Way”:
 

	People understand what "knowledge" is. They also understand the possibility of different levels of knowledge, and that knowledge can be greater or lesser. However, they don't understand that being, or existence, can also have different levels or categories. Take, for example, the existence of a mineral and a plant—these are different levels of existence. The existence of an animal differs from the existence of a human. But the existence of two people can also differ from each other more than the existence of a mineral from the existence of an animal. And this is precisely what people don't understand.
 

	They do not understand that knowledge depends on being, and not only do they not understand, but they definitely do not want to understand.”
 

	***

	“The external signs of human existence are multifaceted: activity and passivity, truthfulness and falsehood, sincerity and insincerity, courage and cowardice, self-control and licentiousness, irritability, egoism, readiness for self-sacrifice, pride, vanity, deception, diligence, laziness, morality, depravity - this and much more makes up human existence.
 

	Knowledge alone does not produce understanding; and understanding does not increase through the growth of knowledge alone.
 

	In everyday thinking, people don't distinguish understanding from knowledge. They think that greater understanding depends on greater knowledge. Therefore, they accumulate knowledge—or what they call knowledge—but they don't know how to accumulate understanding; and the question itself doesn't bother them.
 

	The distinction between knowledge and understanding becomes clear when we see that knowledge can be a function of a single center, while understanding is a function of three centers. Thus, the thinking apparatus can know something.
 

	But understanding appears only when a person feels and senses everything connected with it.”
 

	We hope that we have managed to explain with these simple examples that Being is all the manifestations of Man, that the Mental and Spiritual planes also have their own criteria and manifestations.

	 

	If people do not accept these realities, then it is simply a question of Contract and Caste.

	 

	Read more about other levels and the general model in the chapters from Part VI.

	 

	«Torah—This is a textbook for Consciousness, not a prayer book,” once again about the levels of Consciousness from the “Sepher Yetzirah”and “Sepher Yetzirah 5 levels of the human Soul: Yechida, Chaya, Ruach, Neshama, Nefesh.”

	 

	Ancient Texts and Modern Social Religions

	 

	When we touch upon the topic of ancient texts, the books of the Torah (Old Testament), the Book of Creation (Sefer Yetzirah) and others, many modern social people immediately experience rejection,—How is it that we have returned again to religion, to the “opium of the people.”

	 

	Here lies another trick of modern society: the substitution of concepts and the transformation of Knowledge given to people by a more highly developed civilization into a religion, into a system of beliefs and rituals.

	 

	You can deify anything, start worshiping a colander—"Pastafarianism" is a new religion (or a colander on the head), but we can try to restore the Ancient Knowledge from the Ancient Texts that have come down to us.

	 

	In this book we will talk about what needs to be done and achieved to achieve this...

	 

	Let's start with a fundamentally different approach to working with Ancient Texts in modern religions and in our Treaty.

	 

	Religion proceeds from the assumption that people who lived earlier were closer to the Creator and therefore knew and understood more and better than we do. Therefore, we should study their works and their interpretations, rather than attempt to study the Ancient Texts ourselves.

	 

	As a result of this approach, over many centuries, a vast array of interpretations has accumulated, written in fundamentally different societies and treaties. Attempts to read these interpretations today lead us into a maze of discrepancies between other treaties and societies that were fundamentally different from ours.

	 

	What the prophet Ezekiel perceived as:

	 

	"visions of the glory of God in the form of a chariot (Merkava, merkaba; Hebrew: מֶרְכָּבָה‏‎, "chariot"), drawn by four winged creatures—tetramorph.
Each of the four creatures had the likeness of four faces (man, calf, eagle, lion), four mutually touching wings and shining metal legs with hooves (Ezek. 1:6).
The structure ended in a hemisphere (Ezek. 1:22), while at its base were wheels with eyes.
While moving, the wings made a loud noise, and when stopping, the wings dropped.
Above the hemisphere was a throne on which sat “the likeness of a man” (Ezek. 1:26).

	 

	Today we might perceive it as a landing spaceship.

	So, what is the point today for us to try to understand, or rather, to invent for ourselves, what the prophet Ezekiel might have meant?

	 

	Something similar happens with attempts to understand old interpretations of ancient books, when the concepts we know today from electronics, astronautics, aeronautics, etc.,—The realities that people encountered in the past are described through the realities of the society of that time.

	 

	We hypothesize that more advanced civilizations have existed on Earth, and perhaps still exist today. There's a wealth of information on this topic online.

	These civilizations took part in the genetic modification of humanity, in the transfer of knowledge to this humanity, and also—in the creation of social contracts and the exploitation of people.

	 

	Many of the descriptions that have come down to us reflect real, visible events, described by the people of that time through the prism of their Treaty and their Social structure.

	 

	It is not without reason that the Book of Ecclesiastes (Kohelet) says:
 

	“And most of all this, my son, beware of the accomplishment of doing, the endless multitude of books and much idle talk.—fatigue (exhaustion) of the body (flesh)"
 

	Here we come close to understanding the Ancient Texts through the Mind - the study of many books and many opinions accumulated over the centuries,—and through Consciousness - independent tuning to the Thought-form, which lies at the basis of any serious book.

	 

	Once upon a time, the Thought-form of these Ancient Texts created our civilization, which is called “Judeo-Christian”,—and today, these texts have turned into fairy tales for children... This only testifies to the simplification and emasculation of the modern social contract.

	 

	Multidimensional Model of Humanity - Bodies and Chakras

	 

	Let us return again to the concept of “Human” and consider it in the Contract of Consciousness.

	 

	In our world, the world of Psycho-Info-Energy, a person is a complex multidimensional structure. Since our Mind, with which we begin to explore the world, is three-dimensional, we conventionally divide this multidimensional structure into seven separate levels, or bodies. This is analogous to how we use cross-sections to depict three-dimensional figures on two-dimensional paper.

	 

	These seven bodies are different Psycho-Info-Energy structures, in each of which we distinguish their Psycho-Info-Energy center - called Chakra.

	 

	To visualize this structure, try to imagine some kind of “clouds” or field structures inside and around the human physical body, having arbitrary shapes and sizes.

	 

	Because these bodies differ in frequency, we associate them with the colors of the rainbow—from red at the lowest frequency to violet at the highest. The signal that controls a person comes from the higher consciousness in the form of white light.

	 

	These "bodies" are responsible for all areas of human life. It is customary to speak of these "bodies" through their chakras:

	 

	
		Muladhara chakra - physical body - all our physical activity, survival.

		Svadhisthana chakra – Sexual activity, children, reproduction.

		Manipura Chakra – Astral Body – all our social activity – work, family, leisure, home, car, social connections, mind, etc.

		Anahata Chakra – First Mental Body – Love and Friendship. Animal Consciousness.

		Vishuddha Chakra – Second Mental Body – Human Consciousness.

		Ajna chakra - Third mental body - Subconscious, Contract.

		Sahasrara chakra – the fourth mental body – connection with the Higher plane, control of human life.



	 

	In each person, all of these Psycho-Info-Energy structures can be identified, but in different people they have different activity, or self-reflection.

	 

	Most people, due to their upbringing, education, and inclusion in the social contract, perceive themselves and the world around them only up to the third level—the social level. At this level, the social Mind operates, capable of perceiving the three-dimensional world. For such people, nothing exists beyond the three-dimensional world, because they are incapable of perceiving anything else.

	 

	There are a small number of people who are able to perceive through their higher bodies. The world of these people is fundamentally different from the world of social people, and we'll discuss this later.

	 

	How We Perceive the World - The Assemblage Point and the Center of Perception

	 

	Let's talk again about our Perception of the world, but already in the Model of the World of the Contract of Consciousness, and also again about the very concept of the Contract.

	 

	As already mentioned, in the Covenant Agreement, we perceive the universe as the Thought of Creative Consciousness, or, in more familiar physical terms, as a Psycho-Info-Energy Signal—the Light of the Creator. Or as a unified field that generates all other fields.

	 

	At the same time, all objects visible to us are only the material component of the universe, i.e., Energy, behind which lies Information and Consciousness.

	 

	To better understand this “signal”, let us again use our simplified analogy with the propagation of any information signal.

	 

	Let's imagine a broadband information signal propagating in a cable or using radio waves.

	 

	This signal carries a lot of information - radio broadcasts, television channels, Internet information, etc.

	 

	We can connect to this signal using any receiver - be it a radio, a television, or a computer - and extract from this signal the Energy-Information we are interested in, which our receiver converts for us either into sound, or into an image with sound, or into computer files and streams.

	 

	Something similar happens in our perception of the World.

	 

	Our Subconscious is the very receiver that transforms the Light of the Creator into a three-dimensional world familiar to our Mind, perceived by us with the help of our senses and our Consciousness.

	 

	Our Consciousness adds additional capabilities to the five senses - the perception of the Aura, Intuition, or direct knowledge.

	 

	But another Psycho-Info-Energy organ, unknown to social science, is involved in this entire process—the Assemblage Point, or Focusing Point. This organ is located in the Psycho-Info-Energy structure at the frequency of the Sahasrara chakra.

	 

	This Point of Focus selects from the Light of the Creator that small part of it, which is then fed to the “decoder” of our Subconscious and turns into our world.

	 

	All that part of the Creator's Light that does not pass through the Point of Focus is Unknowable for us, for we do not even have the slightest idea of its existence.

	 

	That part of the Creator's Light that passes through the Point of Focus is divided for us into the Known and the Unknown.

	 

	The part of the Light that is perceived by our Mind represents what we know.

	 

	And that part of the Creator’s Light that has passed through the Point of Focus, but cannot yet be deciphered by our Subconscious and is not perceived by the Mind, is for us the Unknown, but knowable.

	 

	Thus, we see that in our perception of the World, or the Light of the Creator, two important elements take part - the Assemblage Point (Focus) and the Decoder of our Subconscious.

	 

	It is precisely these two elements that define our Treaty.

	 

	Let us explain all this in more detail.

	 

	Let's start with something simpler, with the Decoder of our Subconscious.

	 

	This is nothing other than our Model of the World, the same Model of the World that is prescribed to us in the Subconscious by our parents, educators, teachers and social environment.

	 

	When we are shown an object and told that it is a green cube, our Subconscious mind over time learns to interpret the Psycho-Info-Energy corresponding to this object as a Green Cube.

	 

	If we were to call this object a red ball, then our Subconscious would learn to interpret this Psycho-Info-Energy as a Red Ball.

	 

	From this it becomes clear that only people raised and educated within the same Model of the World, within the same Agreement, can communicate with each other. Otherwise, when looking at the same object, one would see a green cube, while the other would see a red ball. And this happens with any concept in our Agreement.

	 

	Therefore, sometimes, when speaking with people from another agreement, we do not understand each other, because each person sees and perceives something different from the other person.

	 

	The Assemblage Point, or Focusing Point, is, as it were, a device for tuning our Psycho-Info-Energy Cocoon to the Signal of the World, to the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Something similar to the tuning knobs of radio and television receivers.

	 

	If the Focus Point “moves” along the Signal, then another signal will enter our Cocoon, our Subconscious Interpreter, and unfold into another world.

	 

	Thus, our entire perceived world is not the only possible one, but represents only that part of the Creator’s infinite Light, or unified field, which has passed through our Point of Focus.

	 

	From this it becomes clear that in order for people to exist in the same world, it is necessary that their Point of Focus be fixed in the same position.

	 

	When a child is born, their Focus Point is not fixed in any way. Therefore, a child can be fixed in different worlds, even in the animal world—as with the Mowgli people.

	 

	As you grow older, accumulate life experience and tune the interpreter (decoder) of the Subconscious, the Assemblage Point becomes more and more fixed in one particular position.

	 

	This, in particular, explains the fact that in childhood and adolescence people have significantly more fantasies and perform significantly more various actions than in later life.

	 

	Sometimes it's even unclear how these mischievous teenagers later turn into boring, tedious and rigidly fixed adults.

	 

	The answer is very simple: as they grow older, their Assemblage Point becomes rigidly fixed in one position, and their world becomes very limited by this position.

	While in young people the Assemblage Point is fixed in a certain range and allows them to perceive, or assemble, a more expanded world, moving within the range, under the influence of books, films, communication, or visiting different places.

	 

	The position of the fixation of the Assemblage Point, which assembles our world, is directly connected with our Model of the World, and both of these concepts together define our Agreement.

	 

	We can say that people in our society agreed on such a fixation of the Assemblage Point and built a Model of the World for this fixation.

	 

	Another important aspect of perception is the Perception Center.
 

	The Center of Perception is the body that currently perceives the signal that has passed through the Assemblage Point. The Center of Perception shifts between bodies depending on the person's current activity.

	 

	The Center of Perception is multidimensional and capable of perceiving through several bodies simultaneously. It's important to remember that the entire human structure is a single multidimensional mechanism, and that our entire division into separate bodies is merely a trick of our Mind. We'll discuss this below.

	 

	Multiple Center of Perception - Internal Dialogue - Observer

	 

	When a person has several active bodies, the Perception Center can function simultaneously in several bodies.

	 

	If this occurs in the lower bodies, then a person may be faced with a choice - to have sex or go to work in the office.

	 

	If a person also has developed upper, mental bodies, then an Inner Dialogue, or Observer, appears.

	 

	In this case, the Mental Body “observes” the actions of the lower bodies and gives them an “assessment”.A person can be angry and swear at those who offend him, but at the same time, his Mental Body transmits to him that all this swearing is nothing more than a game and that it can be ended.

	 

	Very often, a person hears what seems to be an Inner Voice whispering to them what they should do. If this person is accustomed to acting according to their ego and not listening to anyone else, they become detached from this inner voice and only later may they remember that they were being prompted to take a more correct action. This inner voice is also the work of this person's Mental Bodies. Mental Bodies perceive information from higher consciousnesses and therefore, as it were, provide a greater perspective.

	 

	This can be compared to one person walking on the earth along a tangled and winding path, while another person sits on a high mountain and from there sees a large section of the path and gives instructions to the person walking below on how he should go more correctly.

	 

	Based on this understanding, many esoteric practices teach people to listen to their inner voice and try to act on its guidance, rather than on their own ego. At the same time, they should work to eliminate their ego, understanding that they do not exist independently, but are part of a system governed by a controller. As they eliminate their ego, they become increasingly integrated into the system, into the Light of the Creator, and their inner dialogue disappears.

	 

	For this dialogue takes place between the Ego (Subpersonality) and the Light of the Creator (Personality).

	 

	One should not confuse internal dialogue with the chatter of the mind.

	 

	The mind is a mechanism separate from consciousness that responds to external signals and searches memory for behavioral patterns. This is very similar to how modern processors work. A signal comes in, and the processor produces a response. Since the mind is constantly receiving signals from the outside world through our five senses, our mind constantly accesses memory and pulls out the appropriate response in the form of internal chatter. Like, "I need to do this," "I need to go there," "I'd love to talk to so-and-so..."

	 

	To sum up, we can say that the spiritual development of a person goes from the Subpersonality, from the chatter of the mind, to the internal dialogue and, then, to life in the Light of the Creator, to the life of the Personality.

	 

	When a person is completely controlled by the Light of the Creator, there is no mental chatter or dialogue in their head. Such a person is simply aware of their life and implements the signal that guides them. Thus, we understand that all the problems of an embodied person stem from the duality of Consciousness and Reason. It was precisely to work through this duality and return to Consciousness that our physical world was created. We will speak more about this later.

	 

	How to move the Assemblage Point

	 

	The Assemblage Point is a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energetic organ at the "frequency" of the Sahasrara chakra. This level is inaccessible to either the Mind or the Personal Consciousness that a person may possess.

	 

	Therefore, direct access to the Assemblage Point is impossible.

	 

	The assemblage point is fixed by the agreement of the parents, or those who actually raise and educate the child. If the child is a "Mowgli," then their assemblage point is fixed by the agreement of the animals in whose environment they live.

	 

	At birth, the assemblage point is not fixed, and this allows it to be recorded in the agreement of those who raise and educate the child.

	 

	The assemblage point also becomes unfixed during sleep and can be shifted by higher consciousnesses that control a person. As a result, we experience dreams, some of which are "prophetic" or "instructive."

	 

	It is important to always remember that man did not appear by chance or on his own, but is a product of creation and control from the position of a more highly developed consciousness.

	 

	In the social contract, people try to explain everything away as chance—like, you imagined it, you saw it, you dreamed it—because, in the social contract, a person is isolated from everything else, a purely material object. As a result of this primitive contract, a person ignores the omens received from the program that controls them and commits a multitude of wrong and unnecessary actions.

	 

	Moving the assemblage point is also possible with the help of “intention”, which is a possibility of our multidimensional consciousness.

	 

	We create an intention with our consciousness, clearly and distinctly understanding what exactly we want to achieve. After repeated and prolonged awareness, this intention becomes embedded in our subconscious. To achieve this, it is recommended to write down the intention on paper and read it regularly, especially before bed.

	 

	Once an intention has been implanted in the subconscious, there is a possibility that during sleep it will shift our assemblage point to the necessary position where this intention can be realized.

	 

	That is, living in the agreement of the Light of the Creator and having a model of the world other than the social one, we can seek ways and means to manage our lives.

	 

	Of course, we are not complete masters of our destiny, but we do have a certain amount of free will within the framework of our life purpose.

	 

	The assemblage point can be shifted by the Master during long and close work with the adept, when the adept has an unbending intention to shift into the master’s agreement.

	 

	The mechanism of such a shift is similar to the shift from intention, but the active force is the master’s agreement and the master’s Assemblage Point.

	 

	That is, we can identify two components necessary for shifting the assemblage point:

	 

	
		The unbending intention of the person himself to change the contract.

		A higher consciousness capable of moving the assemblage point.



	 

	Co-tuning of Consciousness with another person

	 

	Our consciousness is capable of tuning into another person, both in person and through a photograph, through a voice, and even through objects that have come into contact with, or were in the field of, another person.

	 

	This is not surprising if we understand that we are all merely parts of a single thought-form—a unified field, or Psycho-Info-Energy structures. And all objects, photos, or voices serve merely as tuning anchors for our consciousness. This multidimensional process is indescribable to the mind, but our consciousness is thus capable of attuning to the consciousness of another person.

	 

	Tuning into another person depends on our caste, i.e., on our active bodies.

	Tuning is possible only with mental bodies, i.e., starting from the Anahata chakra body and higher.

	 

	The management of such co-tuning occurs through Intention and by shifting the Center of Attention to the upper Mental Bodies.

	 

	At the same time, the Psycho-Info-Energy of another person will be perceived by our mental bodies.

	 

	The lower mental bodies will receive sensations about the active bodies of another person, about his center of perception at the moment, and the higher mental bodies will receive information about his condition, agreement and thoughts.

	 

	Higher mental bodies can also influence another person, both through direct communication and through photography.

	 

	It's important to understand that both perception and action are produced not by the mind, but by the multidimensional consciousness that we all represent, and which is completely unexplored in the modern social contract. Therefore, the mechanism by which consciousness works remains unknown to us. We are only aware of certain capabilities of our consciousness that extend beyond the understanding of our mind.

	 

	Specifics of voice communication

	 

	Communication between people is a very complex and multidimensional process. As we wrote above, communication depends on a person's Caste and their Contract.

	 

	Dependence on caste is expressed in a person’s ability to perceive the Thought-form of the interlocutor, or the Information that he is trying to convey, or the Emotion from what he said.

	 

	Dependence on the Agreement in communication is expressed in the Model of the World and in the Language of Branches - in the interpretation of the speaker's words.

	 

	From this it is clear that communication between people of different castes and different agreements will be extremely complex.

	 

	Even voice communication isn't as simple as it might seem at first glance. Voice communication has two components, similar to radio broadcasting: a carrier frequency and voice modulation at that frequency.

	 

	The carrier "frequency" is determined by the chakra through which communication occurs. The average social person isn't familiar with the chakras and can't track which chakra they're communicating through. Therefore, it's sometimes difficult for them to understand what determines the outcome of their communication.

	 

	At the same time, each chakra “colors” what is said in a certain emotional shell.

	 

	If the speaker's Svadhisthana chakra is active during vocal communication, everything they say will be "colored" sexually and evoke sexual emotion in the listener. This means that such communication will not be perceived as businesslike, reasonable, or even directive. Instead, it will be perceived as either sexually attractive or repulsive.

	 

	If the Manipura chakra is active during communication, then everything said will be perceived as a businesslike, intelligent conversation, and will evoke a social response from the listener's mind and memory lists.

	 

	If the Anahata chakra is active during communication, everything said will be perceived as friendly advice or a loving compliment, depending on the gender of the interlocutor and the relationship between the people communicating. It will be a pleasant, friendly conversation.

	 

	If the Vishuddha chakra is active during communication, everything said will be perceived as a flow of information and an appeal to consciousness. If the interlocutor's personal consciousness (Vishuddha) is inactive, such a flow of information will exert pressure on their Manipura and be perceived as a kind of lecture, as pressure. This state is very unpleasant for a social person and leads to conflicts in communication.

	 

	If the Ajna chakra is active during communication, everything said will be perceived as a command, an instruction, or an order. This is how military commanders and high-ranking officials speak. Such communication overwhelms the interlocutor and leaves them with extremely unpleasant feelings, leading either to resentment or a fight.

	 

	A social person does not know how to control this mechanism, the “carrier frequency,” and therefore he sometimes becomes a victim of his Chakra system.

	 

	There are bloggers on the Internet who broadcast in Svadhisthana and Ajna, but it is impossible to listen to them in either case.

	 

	The most amazing thing is that the perception of what is said depends not only and not so much on the words, but on the Chakra frequency at which it was said.

	 

	The same phrase, spoken at different frequencies, will have a completely different effect on the interlocutor.

	 

	Any criticism spoken at the Anahata chakra will be perceived as advice, as concern. However, the same thing spoken at the Manipura chakra will be perceived as practical criticism, which must be responded to from the Self-Image, lest it be damaged.

	 

	If you say the same thing on Vishuddha or Ajna, then it will be either an insult or a battle.

	 

	If a person has mastered their chakra system, they can control the entire process of vocal communication and transmit their thoughts at different frequencies, through different chakras. This will make them more successful in communication.

	 

	If a person doesn't have control over their chakra system, their voice transmission will automatically modulate the frequency and chakra that is active during a given communication. Naturally, this takes into account the person's active chakras, i.e., those that are not blocked.

	 

	If this is sexual intercourse, then the broadcast will be in Svadhisthana.

	If this is business communication on equal terms, then the broadcast will be in Manipur.

	If this is a friendly or romantic communication, then the broadcast will be on Anahata.

	If this is intellectual communication, then the broadcast will be on Vishuddha.

	If this is command or management of people, then the broadcast will be on Ajna.

	 

	All this will happen only if the speaker has all of his chakras working, there are no blockages, no social image of himself - that is, if he is physically and mentally healthy.

	 

	As a rule, social people have blocks, self-image, social attitudes of “good - bad,” “right - wrong,” “possible - impossible,” - as a result of which their vocal communication sometimes occurs at frequencies inappropriate to the situation and leads to misunderstandings and conflicts.

	 

	A lot can be avoided in communication and a lot can be learned if you get to know your Chakra system and learn to work with it.

	But for this, it is necessary to change the world model, to change the agreement.

	 

	It is important to understand that chakras and the bodies they build are Psycho-Info-Energy structures that act as consciousness (psycho), and as energy (carrier frequency), and as information.

	 

	Here, when we speak of "carrier frequency," we are referring to the energetic component of the chakra. This means that it is not at all necessary for a given chakra, or a given body, to have active consciousness (self-reflection), but it can be consciously used to transmit a flow of speech.

	 

	That is, even people of a lower caste can learn to control the transmission of their speech flow.

	 

	Three levels of communication: physical, emotional, mental

	 

	We view a person as a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure, in which we conditionally distinguish three main levels - physical, emotional and mental.

	 

	Accordingly, depending on the development of these levels, communication with this person will occur.

	 

	Communication between people can be compared by analogy to the communication protocols between modern computer systems. Those familiar with this topic know that modern protocols distinguish seven levels—again, the magic number seven.

	 

	The idea is that each level communicates with its counterpart on the other side.

	 

	The highest level is the level of information being transmitted. In the case of human communication, this is the information we want to convey to the person's consciousness, or mind.

	 

	Next, this information in the computer protocol is placed in an abstract envelope with an indication of how it should be interpreted.

	 

	In human communication, information is "wrapped" in an emotional shell, which transmits this information to the chakra corresponding to that emotion. Furthermore, a person can impart an emotional flavor to their message through voice, speech patterns, laughter, and tears.

	 

	At the next levels, the computer protocol defines all possible physical and logical conditions for delivering a message to the addressee.

	 

	In the case of human communication, we can use facial expressions and gestures, as well as movements.

	 

	When a person's entire body is active, their communication becomes multi-level and includes information, emotions, facial expressions, and gestures.

	 

	The interlocutor perceives and develops the message in the reverse order.

	From the bottom up, from the physical body, through the emotional body and to the informational body-consciousness.

	 

	This is where difficulties in communication between people of different castes and in different agreements begin to arise.

	 

	For example, a person is trying to convey something very important to their interlocutor and therefore uses their intonation to highlight key points. Sometimes they also emphasize important points with facial expressions and gestures. In this case, both facial expressions and intonation are not emotions but merely serve as auxiliary elements to convey the main message.

	 

	If your interlocutor lacks a developed informational body, i.e., the Vishuddha Chakra body, they won't be able to perceive the informational component of your message. In this case, they will perceive only your emotional side, which they will interpret within the framework of their agreement and their life experience, and will react exclusively to it, accusing you of emotions you never had, and don't have.

	 

	If, however, your interlocutor's emotional body is not sufficiently developed, he will perceive only your facial expressions and gestures, which, again, he will interpret in his own way and will somehow react to them.

	 

	That is, we see how difficult it will be to communicate with a person of a different caste.

	But even if your interlocutor has the same developed bodies as you, and is able to perceive all the components of your message - informational, emotional, and physical, but at the same time is in a different agreement, then he can misinterpret all these components of communication.

	 

	The most unpleasant thing happens when your interlocutor is unable to perceive the information and reacts to the emotional component of your message. You're trying to convey information, but they respond to your emotion.

	 

	This is similar to how a child who cannot yet read reacts to the appearance and color of a postal envelope, or to the picture of a postcard, but not to the information they convey.

	 

	Some may think that a calm and unemotional conversation in which a person gives out the contents of his memory, without a single thought of his own, is preferable to an emotional expression of his own thoughts and research.

	 

	This is how it is accepted in society, in social protocol – a callous and impartial presentation of other people’s thoughts... This is how social biorobot people communicate.

	 

	As Don Juan said in C. Castaneda’s book “The Second Ring of Power”:
 

	Don Juan: "Human beings like to be told what to do, but they like even more to resist and not do what they're told. That's why they get entangled in hatred for the one who's telling them to do something in the first place."

	Methods of communication - Mind and Consciousness

	 

	Since a person has Reason and Consciousness, communication can occur in two completely different ways.

	 

	Communication by mind consists of searching for the necessary information in memory lists and voicing this information.

	 

	At the same time, a reasonable interlocutor, having perceived this information, immediately begins an associative search for similar information in his memory, extracts from there everything that fits what was said and gives it out in his speech flow.

	 

	If a person's memory is blank on the topic, they find themselves at a dead end and unsure what to say. The solution to this dead end can be varied, typically emotional, changing the subject, or resorting to personal attacks.

	 

	Communication through consciousness occurs completely differently. A person attunes their consciousness to the topic of conversation and connects to external information, i.e., to the planet's information field—to the control program. The information comes from the external field, and the person merely transforms it into words and transmits it at a certain frequency. This process depends on the agreement, the caste, and the language of the branches.

	 

	Accordingly, if the interlocutor has the same level of consciousness, then he attunes himself to the information transmitted to him according to its Psycho-Info-Energy structure and also connects to the information field within the framework of his agreement.

	 

	In this case, an exchange of multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structures is possible, where words and speech flow are not direct carriers of communication information, but only synchronize two consciousnesses that exchange multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy messages.

	 

	Certain communication difficulties arise in a situation where one interlocutor has active upper bodies, while the other is a normal social image of himself.

	 

	While a social person is retrieving information from their memory and creating a thought-form for communication, their interlocutor, with an active consciousness, is already able to perceive this unspoken thought-form and is ready to respond. This is incredibly irritating to the social person, who feels as if they are being prevented from saying a word.

	 

	At the same time, a conscious person simply does not have the patience to wait until his social interlocutor voices, and at what frequency (chakra) it is not known, what he has already perceived and realized.

	 

	At the same time, a social person tries to find something in their memory that associates with what they heard and, based on the language of the branches, interprets what they heard in their own way, which in no way corresponds to the speaker's intentions. This ultimately leads to resentment and misunderstanding. And sometimes it can cause harm due to the misperception and misinterpretation of what was said.

	 

	Therefore, a social protocol of communication has been adopted in society: what, how, to whom, when and why can and should be said.

	 

	Conscious people communicate freely and on any topic, because a person is free to express whatever they want; no words are better or worse than others, no topics are taboo, and there is no resentment for one's own self-imposed image. Every thought expressed has its own rationale, and each interlocutor is responsible for what they say and asks the other for justification.

	 

	There's another peculiarity in communication between Mind and Consciousness. Behind a conscious person's communication there always lies a thought-form, i.e., a Psycho-Info-Energy structure based on the person's own experience and awareness. This thought-form is perceived by the interlocutor, who is capable of the same perception.

	 

	Communication of a person of the mind consists of extracting from memory learned, read, seen, or heard words and phrases, behind which there is no thought form generated by consciousness.

	 

	To a similarly intelligent interlocutor, such a well-read and knowledgeable person will seem very attractive. But to a more conscious person, they will seem empty and stuffed with other people's thoughts and ideas.

	 

	In this case, the main difference will be in the existence of a person of consciousness, who lives and builds life according to his awareness, and a person of reason, who in life is governed by an ordinary social contract, although he utters many “smart” words and phrases that are not reflected in his existence.

	 

	I'd like to particularly note the very common interaction between social and suprasocial individuals. The problem is that social individuals lack the needs and capabilities of their upper bodies.

	 

	Social people have no need for information, knowledge, or analysis of what's happening in the world unless it directly affects them and their lives. Social people often say things like, "What does this knowledge mean to me personally?", "Why do I need it?", "On the contrary, I try not to listen to anything or be interested in what's happening in the world unless it affects me," "Explain to me how this knowledge will improve my life," and so on.

	 

	That is, this is a typical philosophy - “it’s none of my business.”

	 

	It's completely pointless and futile to even try to explain anything to such a person. For we're talking about fundamentally different people with fundamentally different perceptions—a "man of reason" and a "man of consciousness."

	 

	It is impossible to explain consciousness to the mind and with the help of the mind.

	 

	Indeed, in the immediate future, there is often no material advantage for those who are able to independently perceive and analyze information, think, and make informed decisions. However, over time, material advantages almost always emerge. For example, scientists who fled Nazi Germany in time, survived, and continued their work compared to those who remained because of their financial situation.

	 

	The most important difference, inaccessible to the understanding of the mind, is the development of those very new qualities of consciousness for which we incarnate in this world.

	We've been writing about this from the very beginning of this work. If a person doesn't yet have the need, or even an understanding, for developing new qualities of consciousness, then there's nothing to talk about. A social person first learns to develop the qualities of social life—study, work, socializing, making new acquaintances, starting a family, and acquiring property.  

	and so on.

	 

	You can only develop what's already active in a person. If a person has an ear for music or a voice, they can be developed. If they don't, there's nothing to talk about. The same goes for developing consciousness—a person needs to have an active consciousness to be able to develop it.

	 

	The mechanism of human communication from the perspective of multidimensional consciousness

	 

	Let us summarize what was said in several chapters above.
 

	Based on our entire Philosophy, we understand that two mechanisms are involved in communication between people:
 

	
		Speech, and with it all the senses and the mind.

		Consciousness capable of perceiving thought forms in multidimensional space.



	 

	Basically, that says it all. If a person's consciousness is inactive and they are only able to perceive spoken words, which are transformed into images based on their subconscious and memory, then this will be very different from communication through thought forms.

	 

	Our thought forms are multidimensional and impossible to convey in words. Words can only serve as pointers to the thought form. All the information to be transmitted is contained within the thought form itself.

	 

	Therefore, if the interlocutor is unable to perceive the thought form itself and only hears the spoken words, a number of problems typically arise. Let's examine them.

	 

	The first problem is that the speaker is attempting to convey information from a certain level of their multidimensional consciousness. This could be the physical level, the emotional-sexual level, the social level, the informational level, or the emotional and spiritual levels. To convey information from all these fundamentally different levels, we have only a very limited vocabulary, which in no way allows us to distinguish from which level the information is being conveyed.

	 

	The interlocutor, having perceived the spoken words and not being attuned to the speaker's level of rapport, begins to interpret what is said based on their own perception, their own active level. As a result, the speaker may describe something on an informational level, while the interlocutor perceives and interprets it on their own emotional level. As a result, they misunderstand each other and speak of completely different things.

	 

	This is precisely why more or less normal social interaction is only possible between people with similarly developed consciousness. For example, between those for whom only the sexual and social levels are active. If such people talk about sex, they will both interpret the words more or less identically, especially if they grew up in the same social environment. The same will apply to conversations on social topics—work, family, shopping, and travel.

	 

	But if such a purely social person tries to communicate with someone whose higher bodies are developed and active, they may not understand each other. This is especially true if the conversation turns to non-social topics, such as the Creator, Philosophy, or the Purpose and Meaning of Life.

	 

	Therefore, people with active multidimensional consciousness, as a rule, avoid communication with purely social people.

	 

	Besides this, there is another reason for developed consciousnesses to avoid social interactions. This reason is attunement.

	 

	A person with a developed consciousness always attunes their consciousness to their interlocutor and to the space of conversation. This is how an active consciousness works—such people cannot communicate any other way.

	When consciousness is attuned to the interlocutor, it immediately becomes clear whether there is a real partner for conversation on the other side, i.e., consciousness of a similar level.

	 

	Without such a partner, it will be impossible to have a meaningful conversation, and communication will have to be confined to the lowest levels—physical, sexual-emotional, and social. A person with an active consciousness has no interest in engaging in conversation at these levels, as these levels are governed by animal menthol and are about survival and life support, relevant to each individual. In other words, there's nothing to discuss. Everyone lives and survives as best they can, as best they can.

	 

	It is interesting to communicate at the level of the human mentality, at the level of thoughts, judgments, conscious goals and life plans not related to survival and reproduction.

	 

	However, even when people communicate with active higher consciousnesses, problems can arise. Such communication creates a unified psycho-informational-energetic space at a common level for all participants in the conversation. This space can "elevate" some participants and "depress" others.

	 

	In such communication, words will merely point to elements or structures of this shared space. And each participant will have to perceive all information not from spoken words and their own memory, but from their shared space. And if someone is unable to do this, there will be no meaningful conversation. There will be nothing but misunderstandings and questions.

	 

	An additional element of communication is the speaker's active body, or active chakra. Similar to a radio broadcast, the chakra produces a carrier frequency, and the voice merely modulates it. If the speaker also has an active body, they are able to perceive the direct transmission to their body, allowing the speakers to easily understand each other. If, however, the speaker's body is inactive, they perceive only the words and interpret them in a way unknown to the speaker. In this case, mutual understanding will not occur.

	 

	From the above, it should be clear how complex communication between people is and how much it depends on many factors.   

	 

	The Complete Model of Man in the Creation Agreement

	 

	Having become acquainted with the Model of the World and the Model of our perception of this World - the Light of the Creator, let us talk about the Model of Man, about what a person is from the standpoint of Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	We call the human structure itself the Psycho-Info-Energy Cocoon and conventionally distinguish seven frequency ranges within it, or seven bodies, each of which is built by its own Chakra - an energy center and has its own consciousness.

	 

	The Light of the Creator enters our Cocoon, passing through the Assemblage Point, into the upper chakra - Sahasrara, which is our connection with the higher consciousness - our inclusion in the Hierarchy of Consciousness.

	 

	You can imagine the Signal coming to Sahasrara as White Light, which is then decomposed into frequencies, like a Rainbow into seven colors.

	 

	This Signal carries all the control information for a person, for all his Bodies - White light.

	 

	The signal spreads from top to bottom through the bodies, and, passing through the Sahasrara, which receives information through the Violet ray, it reaches the Ajna Chakra, which receives information through the Indigo ray, the Body of our Subconscious, our Model of the World, our System of Beliefs.

	 

	A Belief System, or World Model, acts as a filter for the signal coming from above. It will filter out anything that isn't in the given World Model. This is why different people will perceive—see, feel, understand, and know—different aspects of existence in the same situations.

	 

	If a person does not believe in the existence of the Aura and the ability to perceive it, then information about the bioenergetic field will be filtered.

	 

	After passing the Ajna Chakra, the filtered Light of the Creator will pass to the next chakra - the Vishuddha Chakra, which receives information through the Blue Ray.

	 

	This is our Personal Consciousness (“Neshama”, as it is said in the Book of Genesis), our ability to independently Think, Analyze, Explore our World, and build Models.

	 

	The Vishuddha body can be developed or undeveloped, like any other body.

	The information coming to the Vishuddha Body and determining the Needs of this Body depends on the Agreement, on the fixation of the Assemblage Point and on the Model of the World.

	 

	In the modern Social Contract, the Vishuddha Body is practically undeveloped. The very concept of Consciousness is absent and is equated with Reason, as some function of the Physical Body…

	 

	Therefore, information for the Vishuddha Body, for the Personal Consciousness of a person, is filtered by the Social Contract.

	 

	A modern social person is controlled by Reason and Memory Lists that are supplied to him by Society.

	 

	Through the Vishuddha Chakra, or through the Vishuddha Body (Neshama), we perceive the world around us and the Creator at the level of Personal Consciousness - at the Mental Level, i.e., at the level of Knowledge, and not Sensations.

	 

	Next, the Creator's Light enters the Anahata Chakra—our Animal Soul (Nefesh Chaya, as stated in the Book of Genesis), which receives information through the Green Ray. Such a Soul (Nefesh Chaya), or such Animal Mental Consciousness, is present in all living beings. Through this Consciousness, all living beings are governed.

	 

	We can say that through the Anahata Chakra, or through the Body of the Anahata Chakra, we interact with the world around us.

	 

	With the help of this body, we establish friendly or loving relationships, perceiving Nature and the Creator on an emotional level, at the level of sensations and emotions. Let's call them Higher Emotions, to further distinguish them from the Lower Emotions that arise at the Svadhisthana Chakra.

	 

	The Anahata Chakra, when active, is our lowest body, where we interact with the outside world. All lower bodies serve exclusively the individual.

	 

	Having passed through the Anahata Body, the Light of the Creator passes into the Manipura Chakra, into the Manipura Body, which receives information through its Yellow component, or through the yellow ray.

	 

	This chakra builds the Astral body and also actively manifests in the Social Sphere of Existence, responsible for all aspects of our social life—upbringing, education, work, social relationships, family, home, rest, entertainment, and so on. The viral (untimely installed) program of the Mind is also embedded here.

	 

	For most modern people, this is the most developed and uppermost active body.

	 

	After passing through the Manipura Body, the Light of the Creator reaches the Svadhisthana Chakra, or the Etheric Body, which receives information through the Orange Ray.

	 

	The Svadhisthana body is responsible for our Sexual-Emotional Sphere of Being at the level of Lower Emotions—envy, jealousy, fear, and so on. This is why we feel all such emotions in the lower abdomen.

	 

	And finally, having passed through the body of Svadhisthana, the Light of the Creator reaches the Muladhara Chakra, which receives information through the Scarlet Ray, or through the red component of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	This is our Physical Body, all our physical organs and all our physical activity - sleep, rest, sports: walking, running, jumping, pull-ups, push-ups and so on and so forth...

	 

	It is important to understand that a person is a complex, multi-level machine that has parameters built into it, but is always controlled by an external signal - the Light of the Creator.

	 

	It is also important to understand that a person is a single multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure, and all these conditional divisions into bodies and chakras are made exclusively as sections of this multidimensional structure for perception by our three-dimensional mind.

	 

	Levels of Perception - Castes as a Level of Human Consciousness

	 

	From all of the above, it is clear that human perception, and accordingly all of his behavior, is controlled through two systems:

	 

	
		Fixation of the Assemblage Point.

		Active Bodies and the ability to move the Center of Perception across bodies.



	 

	The presence of self-reflection of Consciousness of different bodies determines the Caste of a person.

	 

	Caste is not some kind of fiction, but rather a different real possibility of consciousness to perceive the world and act in the world.

	 

	Each additional active Body defines a Caste - from the simplest caste of workers, capable of perceiving only the physical world and performing the simplest physical work, to the most complex caste, where a person has all of his bodies active, and he is able to perceive the multidimensional world and influence the surrounding reality.

	 

	There are 4 main Castes:

	 

	
		Workers—the Center of Perception is located in the Physical Body, and consciousness is capable of perceiving only what is happening directly to a person on the physical plane. These people perform simple physical labor and are able to speak only about what specifically happened to them. At this level, there is practically nothing to talk about with a person.
 

		Merchants—the Center of Perception is capable of shifting to the level of the Etheric Body. These people are involved in trade in all its forms. They are highly emotional and sexual. Their primary interests, other than survival, are tied to money. They have no principles; anything can be bought.
 

		Warriors—the Center of Perception—is capable of shifting to the level of the Astral Body. These individuals lead in society and the military, and compete in sports. At this level of consciousness, principles begin to develop, a Goal is established, and methods for achieving it are sought. At this level of consciousness, the ability for abstract thinking is not yet present; all goals are based solely on physical realities and a person's current capabilities.
 

		Magicians—the Center of Perception—is capable of shifting into the Mental Bodies. Humans have four Mental Bodies. Accordingly, this Caste is further subdivided into four: Psychics, Wizards, Alchemists, and Demiurges. The main difference between this Level of Consciousness and all previous ones is that this consciousness is capable of perceiving more than three dimensions, i.e., it extends beyond physical reality.
 

		Psychics — Consciousness is capable of perceiving the Etheric and Astral Bodies. Not only is the center of perception capable of movement, but the consciousness is capable of perceiving this layer of reality. Such people perceive themselves and the world around them in a more expansive way. This consciousness is capable of abstract thought and is very different in its capabilities from all previous levels of consciousness.
 

		Wizards are a Consciousness of even greater dimension, capable of influencing living nature.
 

		Alchemists are a Consciousness of even greater dimension, capable of influencing inanimate nature.
 

		Demiurges are the Consciousness of the highest dimension for an embodied person, capable of constructing a new reality, building a Contract.



	 

	In fact, we have described the capabilities of human Consciousness to move through his active bodies and function in them.

	 

	We conventionally distinguish seven bodies in a person, which can be active or inactive. Each of these bodies receives a control signal from higher planes, from a higher consciousness.

	 

	We can roughly compare this to a rainbow, where a single signal (beam) of white light is broken down into seven colored beams. Each of these seven colored beams carries information for a corresponding body. If a body is inactive, then the Needs of that body will not be present in a person's Being. Therefore, by observing a person's Being, how and which Needs they fulfill in their life, we can draw conclusions about their active bodies, their Caste.

	 

	All Castes are determined by the highest active body in the human cocoon.

	 

	The center of perception can move throughout all active bodies.

	 

	Therefore, a person with a large set of active bodies can function in different Spheres of Existence, realizing the Needs of each body, and demonstrating various Algorithms of Behavior characteristic of each body.

	 

	Such behavior is completely incomprehensible to people of the first three castes.

	They can't understand how the same person can exhibit completely different behavior in different situations. For example, be a friendly and emotional "darling," and then suddenly become a fierce warrior fighting for his principles, or even predict some unexpected situation that will inevitably occur.

	 

	A reasonable question arises: what caste was Adam created from?

	 

	The answer is obvious: Adam was originally created as the lowest caste, for the purpose of developing consciousness in the Garden of Eden. This is why Adam was forbidden to eat the "fruit" of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil (the Tree of Reason). We might assume that, since this tree was located in the Garden, Adam would have been allowed to eat from it later, when his consciousness was more developed. But since Adam and Eve ate from the Tree of Knowledge prematurely and established the program of Reason and the Social Contract of the Serpent (one who knows), they had to be sent into the physical world of action to fulfill this program.

	 

	In the world of action, people were offered an accelerated path of spiritual development to master the mind program and return to Gan Eden. For this purpose, higher castes of High Priests, Priests, and the People of Israel were created, as well as the Covenant Covenant. We will speak more about this later.

	 

	It is important to note that castes do not depend on the Assemblage Point, but only on the Active Bodies.

	 

	The Assembly Point defines the Treaty, the World for all castes.

	But people of different castes will perceive this world in one way or another in different ways.

	 

	At the same time, when they talk today about the Development of Consciousness, they mean the development of higher Bodies through the accumulation of experience, but not a change in the Agreement, a shift in the Assemblage Point.

	 

	The Model of World Perception described above will allow us to understand the possibilities for developing our perception. Just as by connecting a more advanced receiver to a signal cable, we can extract more information, for example, stereo sound on a radio, or high-resolution images on a television, so too, by developing our perceptual abilities, our Consciousness, we will be able to extract more information from the Light of the Creator we already perceive—our World.

	 

	There are many conclusions that follow from the above.

	 

	Firstly, the World Model can expand to perceive the full volume of the Creator's Light passing through the Assemblage Point. This determines the range of our possible Cognition given the current fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	Secondly, the Assemblage Point may shift to a different position, which will lead to a complete shift in the Creator's Light as we perceive it and a complete transformation of our world. Of course, for this new world we will have to construct a new Model of it.

	 

	The most important conclusion is not objectivity, but rather the subjectivity of our perception, our Contract. If we change the Contract, we'll find ourselves in a different world with completely different laws.

	 

	The World Model describes that portion of the Creator's Light that passes through the Assemblage Point and is interpreted by the Subconscious "decoder." The World Model will be more or less complete depending on a person's education, but will always be limited by the fixation of the Assemblage Point and Caste.

	 

	Therefore, by increasing our education and expanding our horizons, we will translate more and more of the Unknown into the Known, but we will not be able to come into contact with the Unknowable for this Agreement.

	 

	To further expand our perception of the world, we need to learn to move the Assemblage Point and independently build a Model of the World to suit its new position, if this position of the Assemblage Point has not yet been mastered anywhere or by anyone.

	 

	There is also a range of human perception, i.e., the range within which a person is, in principle, capable of moving his Assemblage Point.

	Beyond this range is that which, in principle, cannot be perceived by human consciousness.

	 

	That is, even the most developed person, capable of moving his Assemblage Point across the entire human range and capable of perceiving in all of his bodies, still cannot know the whole world, but only a tiny part of it.

	 

	The idea of caste can be explained using the example of various devices, such as a radio, a television, and a computer, connected to a broadband network. All three devices would be analogous to people of different castes. A radio would only be able to receive sound from a broadband signal. A television would be able to receive both sound and image from the same signal. And a computer would be able to receive both sound and image from the same signal, along with a host of other information unavailable to either a radio or a television.

	 

	Moreover, just as it will be impossible for a radio receiver to “explain” the presence of images and files, it will also be impossible for a person of a lower caste to explain the presence of additional perceived information in the world around and within the person himself.

	 

	Hierarchy of Human Consciousness in Connection with the 7 Chakras

	 

	We say that the whole world is a Hierarchy of Consciousnesses, that man is Consciousness, first of all.

	 

	We also say that for the convenience of our thinking (Mind), we break our single multidimensional consciousness into seven sections called bodies with chakras, which are also parts of this single consciousness.

	 

	That is, we have seven sections of our multidimensional consciousness, or seven separate consciousnesses, but we should not forget that all this is done only for the convenience of our thinking...

	 

	Now we can talk separately about the consciousness of each body.

	 

	
		We call the consciousness of the Physical body reflexes.

		We call the consciousness of the Etheric body instincts.

		We call the consciousness of the Astral Body social or collective consciousness and behavior.

		We call the consciousness of the First Mental Body the animal mental, the animal consciousness.

		We call the Consciousness of the Second Mental Body personal, human Consciousness.

		We call the consciousness of the Third Mental Body the Subconscious.

		We call the consciousness of the Fourth Mental Body the Superconsciousness.



	 

	See in the appendices G. Gurdjieff "7 types of people".

	 

	All living beings possess animal consciousness. Ancient texts speak of this—all living beings possess the consciousness of "Nefesh Chaya"—the living, or animal, soul.

	 

	This consciousness ensures all the functions of any living being—survival, reproduction. In other words, it implements the program embedded in the Egregor of any animal or human species.

	 

	Adam, in addition to animal consciousness, is also given human consciousness, or the human Soul “Neshama”.

	 

	It was precisely this human, or personal consciousness, that was supposed to provide Adam the Earthling with control over all living beings on Earth.

	 

	It is important to understand that each subsequent human consciousness is more complex and multidimensional, and also capable of controlling lower consciousnesses.

	 

	The principle of the hierarchy of consciousnesses is preserved everywhere, including in man himself.

	This is precisely why a more developed person is able to control his instincts and animal consciousness, to the point that people are ready to sacrifice life itself for the sake of higher ideas and goals.

	 

	Next in the hierarchy of consciousness is our Subconscious. This consciousness is an Egregor—the sum of our personal consciousnesses from all previous incarnations.

	 

	This consciousness is very complex and inaccessible to our personal consciousness. That is, without special training, we are unable to recognize our subconscious, despite the fact that it governs our lives, like a higher consciousness within the cocoon.

	 

	We can consider the subconscious in two aspects - as a single egregorial consciousness, and as a set of separate personal consciousnesses.

	 

	That is, we are once again cutting a more complex object into much simpler ones.

	 

	Each individual part of our Subconscious is the Personal Consciousness of one of our past incarnations. Or, as we otherwise call it, an Ally.

	 

	People of a higher caste are able, with proper preparation, to work with their past incarnations, or more precisely, to tune their personal consciousness with a similar consciousness of some past incarnation and perceive Psycho-Info-Energy from there.

	 

	This information will represent life experience similar to that gained in this incarnation. That is, knowledge, emotions, sensations, experiences, behavioral patterns, experience, and so on.

	 

	By working with their past incarnations, a person develops a more complex personal consciousness and expands their life experience. Such a person creates a personality that extends over time, as they possess experience acquired over a long period of time.

	 

	Our last and most complex superconsciousness is a connection with the consciousness that controls us, as it is said in ancient texts that during creation, first the next consciousness is separated from the creative consciousness, which then creates information and energy, i.e., builds new Psycho-Info-Energy structures...

	 

	Our superconsciousness controls our entire life, it is capable of moving our Assemblage Point and changing our reality.

	Its manifestations can be seen in emergency situations, when a person is able to perform work that is impossible under normal conditions - lift a car, hang for an hour on a steam pipe, move a train, and so on.

	 

	We will continue this topic in more detail in Part V of the book, chapter “Sepher Yetzirah – 5 Levels of the Human Soul.”

	 

	A few words about Maslow's Hierarchy of Needs

	 

	In psychology, there's a hierarchy of needs, known as Maslow's pyramid. Its essence lies in the fact that each higher need is based on all the lower ones—that is, all our needs are hierarchical.

	Moreover, if any of the lower needs is frustrated, then all the higher needs above it will not be satisfied.

	"When the guns speak, the muses are silent."

	 

	Our model differs from Maslow's pyramid in that we see all human needs as manifestations of their bodies. Accordingly, our hierarchy of needs corresponds to the hierarchy of bodies, or chakras.

	 

	Therefore, some of our needs in the hierarchy differ from Maslow's.

	 

	A. Maslow derived his hierarchy of needs from a social contract based on observations of successful, socially fulfilled individuals. Therefore, the difference in the pyramids reflects the difference in the contracts. What we constantly say is that each contract will have its own rules.
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	Maslow's pyramid:

	Physiological needs (food, shelter, sex, home);

	Security (confidence in the future, stability);

	Social needs (acceptance, society);

	Respect (status, recognition, career, “being the best”);

	Self-realization (creativity, development);

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	 

	Esoteric Pyramid of Human Needs and Manifestations

	 

	We look at the levels of human Needs differently, rearranging them according to the 7 levels of the chakra system:

	 

	
		At the second level of our pyramid are sexual needs.

		The third level of our pyramid encompasses all social manifestations. This includes security, social needs, and social respect.

		At the fourth level of our pyramid are true, non-social, love and friendship.

		At the fifth level of our pyramid is Personality Consciousness, which can be called self-realization, as in Maslow.

		At the sixth level of our pyramid are Spiritual Needs, Contract, Subconscious.

		At the seventh level of our pyramid is Superconsciousness, the connection with the Higher Consciousness.
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	Moreover, we are talking not only about need, but also about the manifestation of a person in being, depending on the development of his bodies.

	 

	It is enough to analyze human existence in order to draw a conclusion about his active bodies.

	 

	Thus, needs reflect a person's level of consciousness. And by how and which needs a person satisfies, one can judge their consciousness.

	What does functioning mean, i.e. activity, manifestation of a Human in any sphere?

	Receiving the “Control Signal, Light” on the upper chakra, a person immediately receives all the motivation, needs and energy for all of his Chakras.

	It is obvious that each Chakra performs two tasks:

	
		Motivation. Builds a body that has its own needs (information).

		Activity. Responsible for the functioning of the body, i.e., the realization of this need (energy).



	The body of each Chakra is responsible for the activity of a person in a specific sphere of Being.

	Let's look at specific areas in relation to the chakra system:  

	
		7. Sahasrara – inclusion in a higher Consciousness according to the Hierarchy.

		6. Ajna - worldview, agreement.

		5. Vishuddha - thinking.

		4. Anahata - relationships of friendship, love.

		3. Manipura - social activity.

		2. Svadhisthana - sex, birth of children.

		1. Muladhara - physical activity, survival.



	 

	Thus, brought into line with the chakra system, the Pyramid of Needs acquires a different, more multidimensional meaning.

	 

	First of all, describing the Functioning of Human Activity in all possible Spheres in the World of Action.

	
If you look at all the manifestations of people, there is nothing that does not fit into these 7 spheres.  

	Separation into the needs of Consciousness and the Organism

	 

	In the figure above, we have identified two zones of Spheres of Activity, Human Needs:

	 

	
		- Needs of Consciousness.

		- Needs of the Body.



	In the Esoteric model, as already written, an embodied Human is a dual being.

	The three lower spheres of Activity of the Esoteric Pyramid reflect the needs of the Organism.   
The Fourth Sphere, associated with the Anahata Chakra, to some extent already relates to the Needs of the Soul.
The top three are the manifestation of Activity on the Mental plane, the need of Consciousness.

In a world where the concept of “Consciousness” is fundamentally absent, talking about Activity, about the Needs of Mental Bodies, is not relevant.

Let's try to understand why.

Every living being in the world of Action performs the functions of the three lower Levels in the System of Planetary Consciousness. Every animal has some kind of physical activity, cares for its own survival, gives birth to offspring, participates in the life of the pack, its species, and so on.

	Looking at modern society, it's clear that human functioning has been reduced exclusively to the three lower spheres. Life in these spheres simply requires no consciousness.

	The Social Contract doesn't even include the Anahata Chakra level. It's important to remember that when discussing Love and Friendship, each Contract will have its own meaning. It's important to focus on actions and results.

If we look at it objectively and without emotion, we see that people are primarily concerned with survival and the satisfaction of the physical body fulfilling social obligations. Meanwhile, in a state of hypocrisy, lies, competition, superiority, and so on, what is called "friendship" has become mutually beneficial, while what is called "love" is the desire to satisfy sexual and emotional needs.

	In today's world, Animals often demonstrate greater awareness in this Sphere—the Anahata Chakra Level: not killing their own kind for profit, not destroying the planet, showing greater solidarity with members of their own species, in contrast to "people" who destroy each other in endless wars, and even on an everyday level.    

Love and Friendship in a Human are, first of all, the ability to empathize, to help without looking back at “what will I get out of this,” i.e. what we have already talked about many times: the transition from the level of “receiving for oneself” to “receiving for the sake of others.”  

	Let us note that we are not talking about fixing the Assemblage Point on Anahata, but rather about a functioning Chakra System, about today's Society in which all of this is distorted and blocked, that is, about fixation and inclusion of a person in these Egregors from the moment of birth.

The three upper Spheres represent an even more complex issue. The needs of the Mental Bodies are a manifestation of Activity at an even higher Signal frequency. This, on the one hand, is inaccessible in Social Contracts, and on the other, is inaccessible without the presence of Active Mental Bodies within the Human Being.

	Let us dwell on the question “what are Needs and Activity” at the level of Consciousness, examining the following points in order....  

	7 Bodies and 7 Levels of Human Needs

	 

	As explained above, in the Contract of Consciousness we perceive a person as a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure, that is, as a set of different “frequencies”, which we conditionally divide into 7 levels, or 7 ranges, or 7 bodies.

	 

	Each of these levels is responsible for a specific and definite area of life activity, or functioning of the human structure.

	 

	The entire human system, this entire Psycho-Info-Energy structure, is controlled from a higher level of consciousness and, in itself, also represents a hierarchy. That is, all seven bodies are arranged hierarchically, with each higher body able to influence all lower bodies.

	 

	Thus, as you see, in our model of the world and man everything is very simple, very structured and very hierarchical.

	 

	A person, being a Psycho-Info-Energy structure of the corresponding world, is also built into a hierarchical structure.

	 

	All our needs and desires do not arise randomly and not according to our desires, but solely on the basis of the signal that comes to our Cocoon and to each specific body.

	 

	Our entire being, our entire life, is controlled by our needs, that is, by signals that come from above and pass through the filter of our Agreement, through our subconscious.

	 

	At the same time, we understand that our entire life unfolds within a certain program created at a higher level in the hierarchy of consciousness. This program consists of age cycles, and the controlling Psycho-Info-Energy signal we receive changes over time. We are all objects in this program, with initial data received at the moment of birth, i.e., at the moment of initialization within the program. This is very similar to the emergence of a new object in our object-oriented programming within a certain cyclical program.

	 

	Now, having understood all of the above, we can begin to look at each level separately and the needs of that level.

	 

	    1. No one ever has problems understanding the needs of the lowest, low-frequency physical level.

	 

	Their needs are air, food, water, the elimination of natural causes, protection from cold and heat, and so on. So, when a person needs to go to the toilet, they have no problem understanding that this is their need and must be satisfied. The same applies to hunger and thirst, and so on.

	 

	At the same time, no one has any problem understanding that the needs of the physical body can vary from person to person. One eats more, another eats less. One drinks more, another drinks less. One breathes more often, another breathes less. One goes to the bathroom more often, another less often. One likes one kind of food, another likes another kind of food. And at this level, there are no problems understanding the needs of the physical body.

	 

	    2. The next level in the hierarchy, we call sexual-emotional.

	 

	Needs at this level include sex, conception, sexual experiences, and similar low-frequency emotions and experiences. At this level, it's also easy to understand that people's needs for sexual activity vary. Some don't need any at all, some need a lot, some are content with one partner, some need many partners, some need to change partners periodically, some want to have them all at once and simultaneously, and so on.

	 

	We're not talking about societal attitudes, or what society has established as right and wrong. We're talking exclusively about needs. Accordingly, a need on the sexual-emotional level is also the need to have children, the need to have children. For some, it's greater, for others, less; some want many children, some don't want children at all—these are all different needs at this level. Of course, other bodies are also involved in conceiving children.

	 

	    3. The next level in the hierarchy is the social level.

	 

	This level is responsible for all of our social activities, social activism. This includes our education, our social position, the position we aspire to, the money we strive to earn, the relationships we strive to establish, the social relationships we create, as well as the social family we create, social friendship—I emphasize, social friendship—social love, and so on.

	 

	That is, everything that exists in society and is a need at this level. And again, some people need more money, some less; some want a bigger house, some less; some want to start a family, some don't; some want to hold a leadership position, some don't—these are all different needs at this level.

	 

	    4. The next level in the hierarchy is the Transpersonal.

	 

	This is a level that is practically unexpressed in most modern people, and which, in terms of its functionality, can be called the level of love, friendship, or relationships, or, as we have already said, transpersonal. Because it is at this level, through the Anahata body, that a person is able to establish Psycho-Info-Energy contacts with the cocoons of other people.

	 

	It is important to understand how contacts on the three lower bodies differ from interactions on the transpersonal level.

	 

	All relationships on lower bodies serve exclusively the needs of these bodies. When these needs end, so does the interaction.

	 

	It is important to understand that all lower bodies provide exclusively for the needs of a given person and do not care about another person in any way.

	 

	A person cares only about themselves, their social structure, their social well-being, even when we talk about charity or caring for others in society. At the social level, it's always about caring for oneself. That is, a person does something simply because they want to, not because someone else needs it—they want to, they feel better about it, it benefits them.

	 

	Only at the level of relationships, love, friendship, is the Anahata body capable of perceiving other people, capable of perceiving their needs and capable of building behavior not only in relation to its own needs, but also in relation to the needs of another person.

	 

	This is why true love, true friendship and, in general, any true human relationships can only exist at the level of this body.

	 

	We use words like love, friendship, relationships to refer to many bodies and that is why there is confusion.

	 

	Because there is a fundamental difference between social love, or sexual love, or social friendship, and let's call it true friendship, or love, which occurs in the transpersonal body.

	 

	Sexual love ends the moment sexual attraction ends. We often hear people say, "That's it, the passion is gone, I've fallen out of love with him, or I've fallen out of love with her"—was it purely social love or purely sexual love?

	 

	Social love is when some social benefits, or social conveniences, or social comfort are involved in the relationship, when people are comfortable together, when it is convenient together, when people build a business together, when people create a family together and satisfy each other sexually, when people live together, helping each other financially, and so on.

	 

	Most of the families we see around us are either sexual or social. Or they were formed in a moment of intense passion, which then faded, and people dragged the relationship out for some time. That's why we often see people married, in relationships for several years, and then split up. Those were purely sexual relationships.

	 

	Or we see social relationships that last a little longer. In principle, they can last a lifetime, because then children and shared property appear, and it's very sad and difficult to break, divide, and destroy all of this.

	 

	The main problem of modern youth who cannot create a family, cannot build relationships, is precisely that they have not developed this transpersonal body.

	 

	And all the relationships that these young people are able to build are mostly sexual and less often social.

	 

	But it never comes to true relationships, because there is simply no organ, no level that can support real friendship, love, or, let's call them generally, true relationships...

	 

	    5. The next level of the hierarchy is the level of Individual, Personal consciousness.

	 

	This is the level at which a person is able to independently perceive the world, analyze it, explore it, compare it with what he hears and with what he has been taught, draw his own conclusions, make independent decisions, implement them in life and bear full responsibility for the result.

	 

	This is such a level, and such a body, that if a person has it developed, then that person in a given incarnation is a continuous personality. If a person does not have this level, then they are not a continuous personality.

	 

	We can often see how a person lives one part of his life with certain beliefs, then another part of his life with completely different views, then again changes his views and principles in a diametrically opposite way.

	 

	When asked how he manages to live like this, his answer is, "I don't know. It was the times, the circumstances—it was like this then, and it's like that now." In other words, he bears no responsibility for his past actions, draws no conclusions from them, learns nothing from them, and continues to live purely emotionally and impulsively, guided solely by his physical, sexual, and social bodies.

	 

	Such a person is completely controlled by the agreement of the country, society, party, etc.

	 

	A conscious, or continuous, person is responsible for every action and every deed performed in a given incarnation. This doesn't mean such a person always acts correctly, always acts better, more optimally than others. Absolutely not. They always act consciously, based on certain premises, receive some kind of control signal, but they are always aware of what they do. They are always ready to answer why they acted as they did. If this action led to negative consequences, then the person will draw conclusions for themselves and adjust their behavior so as not to act in the same way in the future.

	 

	A conscious person gains experience and complicates his consciousness.

	 

	    6. The next level in the hierarchy, we will call it the Spiritual, or the level of the subconscious and karma, or the level of the Agreement.

	 

	This is the filter that determines our worldview, our perception of the world, our understanding of the world, our agreement for all underlying bodies.

	 

	Any signal that reaches our cocoon passes through the filter of this agreement. Anything that doesn't comply with our agreement is filtered at this level and doesn't pass through.

	 

	Therefore, this is a super-important level. However, only a few have access to it. This is the level where our karma resides. Karma is a pattern of behavior formed based on past incarnations. If a person has access to this level—that is, if this level is active, and therefore accessible in one form or another to a person in a given incarnation—then they can change their contract, they can alter their worldview, which will lead to a fundamental change in their life, a change in their entire being.

	 

	    7. And finally, the very last level, let's call it Divine, or Superconsciousness, which is very difficult to comprehend and comprehend, because it is the entry point of the external control signal.

	 

	This is our connector, the socket by which we are connected to a higher hierarchical consciousness.

	 

	The superconscious mind allows a person to change their contract and perform actions impossible under the social contract. For example, lifting a car, moving a train, and so on.

	 

	Very rarely does anyone succeed in consciously "moving" this connector and connecting to a different signal. Therefore, this level is practically inaccessible to the average embodied person, and we won't go into much detail about it.

	 

	Now, try to imagine and somehow understand how a person functions, in whom many levels are active.

	 

	Let's start with the simple, social person, who functions on the lower three levels, who is self-absorbed, self-centered, and by definition, an egoist, since they lack a transpersonal level capable of transcending their own persona. Such a person spends their entire life fulfilling exclusively their own needs.

	 

	Needs on physical, sexual-emotional and social levels.

	 

	They can, of course, all be completely different and may not conform to what's called generally accepted social norms. It's important to understand that modern society has established fairly rigid boundaries for what's considered normal. For example, until recently, a monogamous man-woman family was considered normal.

	 

	Today, these boundaries have been somewhat expanded, and a monogamous family of two women or two men is now considered normal. Also considered less normal are polygamous, or polyamorous, families, which consist of several men and several women in all possible combinations. This is not considered entirely normal, although some people may have a sexual, emotional, and social need for precisely such relationships.

	 

	Problems also arise at the social level. Modern humans, in order to meet their basic social needs—housing, food, transportation, healthcare, and so on—need to function within society, at the social level, in a certain way.

	 

	Have a sought-after specialty, get a high-paying job, earn enough money, buy a home, a car, start a family, and so on.

	 

	That is, it turns out that the needs of lower levels - physical and sexual-emotional - are limited by the possibilities of the social.

	We see this clearly in the example of wealthy people. People who have managed to establish themselves in society and earn a lot of money, accordingly, have a lot of everything on all three lower levels of existence. It's very important to note that they have a lot of everything, but only on the three lower levels…

	 

	Therefore, when they say that real or true love cannot be bought with money, they mean love of the fourth, or transpersonal level, the level of relationships.

	 

	Social or sexual love can be easily bought, and it is bought. True love cannot be bought, because true love is a need at a higher level. And a person either has this level or they don't. And, accordingly, for love to arise at this level, a bridge must be established, a connection with another person at the same level. That is, there must be two people in whom this level, the level of love and friendship, is active. And at this level, a connection, a contact, is established.

	 

	This is the first level of what we call transpersonal, and we explain what we mean by this term, because it is used by others in a different connotation, but we mean by it going beyond one’s own ego, beyond one’s own person…

	 

	As a rule, a person who has concentrated all his energy on earning money, that is, on the social level, does not have developed higher levels, and therefore, he can buy an infinite number of sexual, emotional, social loves, but can never receive real, true love.

	 

	We've all heard or read about true friendship, when people are willing to sacrifice not only social benefits and living conditions, but even life itself for a friend. We've heard or read about true love, for which people have given up careers, money, and a host of other things—for this love. We now understand that such love is transpersonal love, at the level of relationships. Since this level is hierarchically located above the social level, above the sexual-emotional, and above the physical, it is capable, as mentioned above, of managing all these lower levels. Therefore, true love, as they say, knows no social, emotional, sexual, or physical barriers—it transcends them.

	 

	One can only imagine with difficulty how difficult it is for a person who has also developed the next level of personal consciousness, who is aware of himself throughout his life, who performs conscious actions, bears responsibility for them, and learns from his own mistakes.

	 

	Just try to imagine that a person has all five levels developed - this means that he has some needs at the physical level, he has some needs at the sexual-emotional and social levels, he has some needs at the level of relationships, he has some needs of the body of personal consciousness - and the needs of this body are an active comprehension of life, comprehension of the world, this is a search for the purpose and meaning of life, this is experimentation and processing of a huge amount of information for independent analysis, for independent research, for building one's own models.

	 

	Imagine such a person and imagine what kind of partner his partner could and should be who can satisfy this person on all his active levels.

	 

	It's incredibly difficult to imagine something like this, that is, we can imagine two physically healthy and attractive people who are attracted to each other and satisfy each other physically, with their bodies, with their physical needs - they both love to exercise, they follow a diet, they take care of their bodies.

	 

	Wonderful, we can imagine two compatible sexual partners who have the same attitude toward sex, are equally inhibited or equally liberated, and who fully satisfy each other on a sexual and emotional level. We can imagine the social harmony of people who have roughly the same education, occupy roughly the same positions in society, earn roughly the same amount of money, have roughly the same desires for housing, a car, travel, family, and so on. We can imagine this, but imagining all three of these levels, imagining harmony on all three of these levels simultaneously, becomes a bit difficult.

	 

	Because those who are harmonious in society may not be harmonious in bed, or their physical bodies or physical needs may not be in harmony. And imagining a combination of four or five levels—a harmonious combination that completely satisfies both partners—is practically impossible.

	 

	Thus, the more active levels, or active bodies, a person has, the more complex and difficult his life is in our modern society, which greatly limits a person in almost everything.

	 

	This means it will be very difficult for such a person to find a single partner with whom they can live and fulfill all their needs on all levels. And then the question arises: what to do?

	 

	There's a common belief in society that a spiritually developed person isn't interested in sex, money, or other "baser" things. This is a grave mistake and a misunderstanding of what it means to be human.

	 

	This question was deeply explored by R. Monroe, who encountered the phenomenon of "out-of-body experiences" while analyzing the true human condition, unconditioned by social boundaries. Here's what he wrote about it.

	 

	R. Monroe, "Journeys Out of the Body":
 

	In underground esoteric literature, not only is it not analyzed, it's not even mentioned. This factor is sexuality. If, while acknowledging the reality of the Second State, we look at human sexual behavior from its perspective, it's easy to conclude that it has somehow become fundamentally distorted, and its assessments are largely erroneous.
 

	***
 

	Apparently, accepting the common stereotype that sex is "evil," the underground simply ignores it as something crudely material and therefore irrelevant to spiritual development. Religions, both official and unofficial, view it in much the same way.
 

	Like food, this human need has been manipulated in every way throughout history. All sorts of rules and prohibitions have been created to control the behavior of the masses.
 

	To a very large extent, our desires and actions are also under this control. To see this, watch any American commercial television channel—and you'll see one side of the problem. Listen to a preacher threatening hellish torments—and another will be revealed. Study the true history of any great civilization or religion—and you'll get a panoramic view.
 

	Read the continuation of R. Monroe’s quote in Appendix 2 at the end of the book.

	 

	Our experience teaches us the following: the most important thing in life and relationships is the highest, active level.

	 

	Anyone with many developed levels should always choose a partner based on the highest active level, since we know that the highest level governs all lower levels. That is, if people are compatible at their highest level, they will resolve the problems of their lower levels and find a way to accommodate the differences in needs of their partner's lower levels.

	 

	If, for any reason—through ignorance or misunderstanding—people converge on something other than their highest levels, this will inevitably lead to problems, because they will be unable to resolve the discrepancies in the needs of any of their levels, and, most importantly, they will have problems with the highest level of one of them. And this will inevitably destroy such a Union.

	 

	I hope this brief overview of the human model, with its seven levels and seven spheres of existence, will help our readers begin to reflect and navigate the seemingly endless diversity of everything. In reality, there isn't such a vast diversity—we simply need to avoid lumping everything together, and instead divide it into seven levels, identifying which levels are truly active, and what the highest level is.

	 

	This is determined by needs, that is, take a close look at your needs based on your being, and not your fantasies.

	 

	And then, look for a partner, precisely in accordance with your highest active level...

	Multiple Bodies and Spheres of Human Being

	 

	Previously, we used the concept of "body" to describe the manifestations of human needs, which caused confusion and inaccuracies, since it mixed our definitions of bodies - "sexual", "social", and so on, with the bodies "etheric", "astral", and so on.

	 

	Now, we have separated these concepts and eliminated confusion by introducing a new concept of “Spheres of Being” in which a person is active.

	 

	In classical esotericism, it is customary to distinguish seven bodies in a single psycho-informational-energetic cocoon of a person:
 

	
		1. Physical

		2. Ethereal

		3. Astral

	There are names for mental bodies:

	 

	
		4. Mental body

		5. Causal or karmic body

	You can read a lot about these bodies on the Internet.

	But this gives little to a person interested in his own development and who wants to understand and know the mechanisms of his own existence.

	 

	We introduce such a concept as the “Spheres of Being” of Man, i.e., all his manifestations in Being.

	 

	A person's manifestation in any given Sphere of Existence is based on their true needs. And true needs objectify a person's active bodies.

	 

	Of course, a person can, under social pressure, force themselves to do things they have no need for. But this won't last long. Therefore, we always pay attention to what people do in their lives beyond what is vital and dictated by their social environment. For example, how they spend their free time, what they spend their energy and money on, beyond what is essential, and so on.

	 

	If, by analogy with music, we consider the seven human bodies as seven notes, then their manifestation will correspond to musical chords. A chord can contain a different number of notes, and similarly, several bodies can participate in human manifestation.

	 

	For example, in the sexual Sphere of Being the physical, etheric, astral and some mental bodies can participate.Or it could be just the physical body that's involved. From the outside, it might look like the same sexual act, but from the inside, it'll be completely different.

	 

	Or, an example with the Social Sphere of Being.A person can go to work solely for the paycheck and do the bare minimum to avoid being fired outright. Or they can be passionate about the company and the team and do their best. Clearly, in these two situations, people will be using different bodies.

	 

	Therefore, in order to connect esoteric knowledge with real life, we introduce the concept of human manifestation and identify the following “Spheres of Being” in which the activities of various bodies can participate and manifest.

	 

	Spheres of Being of human manifestation:
 

	
		Physical survival

		Sexual or reproduction

		Social

		Love and friendship

		Consciously sociable

	As stated above, each of these Spheres of Existence can engage different human bodies. Therefore, manifestation in a particular Sphere of Existence is a purely individual characteristic of the individual.

	 

	The manifestation of a person in one or another Sphere of Existence characterizes the level of his Consciousness, his Caste.

	 

	If we see that in human existence there is nothing but survival, sex and entertainment, then we can talk about the first - second caste.
 

	If in a person’s Being there is activity on the social plane, the desire to create, lead, manage, then we can judge the third caste.

	 

	If in a person's life there is a heartfelt closeness, true love and friendship that transcends all social boundaries, then we can talk about the fourth caste.

	 

	Consciously sociable expression isn't idle chatter, nor is it discussing the weather, the latest news, or the latest gossip. It's a person's ability to interact on a spiritual level, to engage in abstract conversation, where everyone perceives what's being said, where a shared space of communication is built, and where consciousness is at work. We discuss this extensively in other chapters.

	 

	A subconscious ideological manifestation is already philosophy. The ability to perceive a model of the world and comprehend it. The ability to track one's own behavioral patterns and work with them. The ability to perceive different models of the world and switch between them.

	 

	The world-governing manifestation is the highest possible manifestation of an embodied human being. Sometimes phenomenal people are born who possess such a manifestation. They may be controlled or not manifested in other areas. A. Kashpirovsky and R. Marcus are examples. Both possess the phenomenon of altering the living and nonliving matter of our world.

	 

	It should be noted that manifestation in a Sphere of Being of a higher order does not mean in itself that a person has developed and manifested all the qualities of the lower Spheres of Being.

	 

	That is why we call such people phenomena, but not Masters.

	 

	In our worldview, in our philosophy, the goal of an incarnate person is to develop all their bodies and realize all manifestations in their being. Only after this will such a person cease to incarnate in this world.

	 

	Control signal and needs

	 

	Man, or more precisely human Consciousness, is a link in the chain (hierarchy) of consciousnesses from the Absolute to the lowest, simple consciousness.

	 

	This is analogous to light, which spreads from its source and gradually fades. Therefore, by analogy with light, we call the hierarchy of consciousnesses the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Today, there are observations that light does not propagate continuously, but discretely - moving a certain distance, stopping at a certain point and starting to emit again from there.

	 

	The Creator's Light—the hierarchy of consciousnesses—expands precisely in this way. The Creator conceived something, this something conceived something of its own, and so on. Moreover, each such "something" is an entire world, and these worlds become simpler as they move away from the Creator, from the Absolute.

	 

	Our world is one of such links, and it is completely created and controlled by a higher world, a more complex consciousness.

	 

	This doesn't mean that some grandpa sits above us on a cloud and controls all our actions. The presence of a higher, governing consciousness and a program that controls us explains all those "guardian angels," "higher selves," "prophetic dreams," and other phenomena described in esoteric literature.

	 

	A person is guided by their needs and desires. The average person doesn't consider where they come from or what they're connected to. They think this is themselves, their freedom of choice, their control over their lives.

	 

	However, Needs and Desires are the perception by our Consciousness and/or Mind of an external control signal coming to our various bodies, as described above.

	 

	An external control signal is received by our brain, which functions as a connecting element between the Psycho-Info-Energy fields and our body. These external signals, received by the brain, pass through our nervous and hormonal systems and trigger the production of hormones, which we recognize as Need or Desire.

	 

	The difference between Need and Desire is in who perceives them - the Mind, or the Consciousness of any Body.

	 

	Thus, the Needs of a person, perceived by Consciousness, are more pressing than his Desires, manifested in the Mind, since the Mind is a viral (untimely installed) program.

	 

	A person's needs define their caste because they shape their being. A need is something that is required and that will constantly motivate a person to take action to satisfy it.

	 

	Therefore, by looking at a person’s existence, at what he does, and not by listening to what he says about himself, one can always determine his Needs, and accordingly, his caste.

	 

	In society, there's sometimes a misunderstanding—why one person is interested in politics and leaves the country, while another lives peacefully and undisturbed. The whole difference lies in a person's caste, their ability to perceive the world at a higher level, in higher bodies, and in the needs of those bodies.

	 

	If the Svadhisthana body's need is to have many sexual partners, and the Manipura body's need is for a good social situation, a home, a car, and rest, then the Anahata body's need is for true love and friendship, and the Vishuddha body's need is for free information, for a conscious life. And the Ajna body's need is for a harmonious life in the Light of the Creator, based on the 10 commandments—conscience, dignity, morality...

	 

	If a person's Vishuddha and Ajna bodies are not developed in any way, then nothing will stop him from living in the most totalitarian country that pursues a barbaric, aggressive policy, provided that he has, specifically, enough sex and money...

	 

	
		The need of the physical body is for sport, for movement.

		The need of the Svadhisthana body is for satisfying sexual relations.

		The need of the Manipura body, or social level, is to advance in society in all its directions - work, home, family, rest.

		The need of the Anahata body is to build friendly and loving relationships.

		The need of the Vishuddha body is to search for information, in particular information about the structure of the world and man, about the purpose and meaning of life.

		The need of the Ajna body is to attempt to interact with higher consciousnesses, to perceive the multidimensional world, to change the contract.



	 

	The external control signal contains information for all human bodies, but Needs will arise only in active, self-reflecting bodies. Therefore, by analyzing a person's needs, which will be reflected in their Being, we can judge the level of development of their bodies.

	 

	As we now understand, the control signal, in the form of a stream of white light, again by analogy, arrives at our cocoon and then begins to spread within the cocoon, from top to bottom, through all the bodies, where each body selects its component from this signal, which can be compared to the colors of the rainbow. The upper body takes the violet component, then the blue, light blue, green, yellow, orange, and red.

	 

	It is important to understand that the comparison with the colors of the rainbow is just an analogy, because in reality, a very complex and multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy signal is sent to our cocoon, which carries Psycho-Info-Energy for each of our bodies.

	 

	Now, let's imagine there's no filter in our subconscious body. In that case, all information, or rather all the Psycho-Info-Energy from the control signal, will pass from top to bottom and reach all bodies. As a result, each body will receive a portion of Psycho-Info-Energy, which will be transformed into our needs and desires.

	 

	And thus, we will have a mass of all sorts of different needs and desires, sometimes difficult to realize in modern society.

	 

	At the same time, we say that each upper body is capable of controlling the Psycho-Info-Energy passing through it and entering the lower bodies.

	 

	This means that our consciousness, for example, can control the information that comes to our lower Astral and Etheric bodies.

	 

	What happens is that information has entered these bodies, and we have a need or desire for some kind of sexual activity.

	 

	Further, we understand with our minds that this desire in this society at the present moment cannot be realized.

	 

	Thus, from the mind, a prohibition on such sexual activity comes.

	 

	As a result, a struggle arises, since the control signal has already passed to the level of our emotional-sexual manifestation, and desire and need already exist there.

	 

	This is the situation that we have very often in society today, and which social psychologists and psychiatrists are trying to somehow cope with or fight.

	 

	An alternative and more desirable solution for us would be to install a filter at the level of our subconscious, which would not allow down all Psycho-Info-Energy signals that are undesirable for a given society at a given moment in time.

	 

	Of course, some may wonder: why not intercept this desire at the level of personal consciousness as it travels to the astral and etheric bodies? After all, theoretically, it's possible.

	 

	The problem is that until this signal reaches the astral and etheric bodies and transforms into a felt need or desire, we are in no way conscious of it. We have no idea that it is encoded in the Psycho-Info-Energy that descends from above through the body of consciousness and enters the emotional and sexual bodies. Only after this signal reaches this body and transforms into a need or desire can we sense and recognize its presence.

	 

	The behavioral model is established by parents, caregivers, teachers, the surrounding society—everything that influences the child from the moment of birth. A child is born with the potential to develop such a filter in their subconscious. Once this filter is formed, it is very, very difficult to change.

	 

	It is extremely difficult for an ordinary person to understand and accept the very possibility of the existence of such a filter in the subconscious, in that area of the human psyche that is inaccessible to the mind and inaccessible to consciousness.

	 

	Many may think that it is enough to hear a different theory and then change the filter, but this is fundamentally wrong.

	 

	Everything that you hear, everything that you perceive, all the attitudes that you give to your mind, your consciousness - they are already located after the filter in the subconscious.

	 

	That is, you hear, perceive, understand, feel, see, smell, and so on, only that which has already passed through the filter of your subconscious.

	 

	During the war, there were situations where a soldier's arm would be severed, but he would continue to attack without feeling any pain. Only after the attack would he discover his missing arm and begin to feel all the accompanying symptoms and pain.

	 

	This only confirms the fact that the higher bodies, namely the Body of Consciousness and Subconsciousness, tuned to fulfill their military and personal duty, block the reaction to signals coming from the severed limb - from the physical body.

	 

	Any “external” information first enters the brain, is processed there, and from there one or another signal for response is sent, which enters the body’s receptors, where we feel pain.

	 

	Therefore, only after this mental block of the “warrior attack” is removed, the reaction to the severed arm is sent to the corresponding receptors.

	 

	Universal Harmony

	 

	Having discussed the Agreement, the Human Model, the levels and hierarchy of its Consciousness in the Agreement of Creation, let us try to touch upon one of the most complex topics, which is the criterion of a Harmonious Human in all senses and facets of this concept.

	 

	The Light of the Creator manifests in our Consciousness as our perception of Harmony. Everyone intuitively understands what harmony is. You can even search online for definitions of harmony. All definitions will seem quite strange and miss the point.

	 

	We proceed from the fact that our world was originally created perfect and harmonious, that harmony is present on all planes of existence, and a person included in the Light of the Creator, i.e., a person-consciousness, and not a person-mind, is capable of perceiving universal harmony on all levels accessible to him.

	 

	The simplest thing is harmony of form. When we look at different buildings, cars, airplanes, and other objects, we can tell, based on our inner perception, which of them are harmonious and which are not.

	 

	It is only later, on the basis of harmoniously perceived objects, that the formulas of the “golden section” and similar ones are derived.

	 

	The universal harmony in clothing can be clearly observed. Just compare the clothing of past centuries with the bad taste of today. Here we encounter the contradictions of modern fashion: the rational clothing model imposed by society versus harmonious clothing for each individual. Once again, reason versus consciousness. And the more modern fashion diverges from the perception of harmony, the more socially debased the individual becomes.

	 

	It's also not difficult to perceive color harmony—to see which colors and tones work well together and which don't. To help those who struggle with color harmony, computer-generated color palettes are created, grouping harmoniously combined colors and tones together.

	 

	Similarly, many perceive harmony in music. To assist those with poorer perception, chord and key charts have been created that incorporate sounds that combine harmoniously.

	 

	We can also identify harmonious societies and enterprises where, according to our inner feelings, rights and responsibilities, work and salary are harmoniously combined.

	 

	We see harmonious machines and airplanes. And the most surprising thing, it would seem, is that harmonious airplanes fly better.

	 

	We've examined harmony on the lower planes of existence. But what happens on the higher planes—how the same universal harmony manifests there?

	 

	Harmony in a relationship is when partners, even if they have different needs, find a way to accept each other and allow each other to lead a harmonious life, rather than sacrificing themselves for the needs of the other, but also not expecting the other person to sacrifice their needs.

	 

	Because every Human Consciousness is equally free and obligated to fulfill their needs, just as you are. Relationships are a search for mutual opportunity, in which each person meets halfway, understanding that they are being met halfway.

	 

	Next comes the harmony of the Spiritual and Mental planes. When a person lives in harmony with the created world, with nature, with the Creator.

	 

	To this end, people build harmonious homes, plant gardens, and care for pets. Looking at such a household, such a biocenosis, we can easily conclude whether harmony exists at a given level.

	 

	Next comes the harmony of thought, judgment, and theories. This is sometimes called logic and philosophy—when a theory appears logical or harmonious. For example, the theory of "communism" appears completely illogical and inharmonious, and therefore unfeasible.

	 

	At an even higher level, harmony is perceived by humans as "good" and "evil," or as "right" and "wrong." Not the social "right" and "wrong" taught in a given society and promoted in the media, but rather an independent perception from the Light of the Creator, from Universal Harmony.

	 

	It is wonderful if a person can independently perceive the Light of the Creator - the Universal Harmony on higher planes of existence.

	 

	For those who cannot, there are commandments and rules of conduct that provide for a more harmonious life. However, these should not be confused with social rules and norms of behavior.

	 

	In particular, the 10 commandments are a kind of analogy to a “color palette” on the spiritual plane – observe them, and your life will be more harmonious…

	 

	Universal harmony permeates all levels of our reality, and man's task is to learn to perceive it and restructure his life accordingly on all planes of existence accessible to him.

	 

	Unfortunately, in modern society we see a total destruction of harmony in everything - from architecture, clothing, music, and further in relationships, in the state structure, in morality, in conscience, in dignity, and so on.

	 

	When they say that our world is not at all perfect, they mean exclusively the social world that man builds with his Mind.

	 

	And the created world of consciousness, the world of Universal Harmony, is perfect, harmonious, and given to us in the perception of our consciousness.

	 

	The presence and perception of Universal Harmony, or the Light of the Creator, explains phenomena beyond social understanding, such as mass healings by psychotherapists like A. Kashpirovsky. It is sufficient for a person to attune their multidimensional consciousness to the state of universal harmony and transmit this state to all who see and listen.

	 

	In fact, such a person is fulfilling the covenant of the Creator's Light, the covenant in which the perfect and healthy Adam was created. All those who can shift into this covenant will experience some kind of healing. Illness is a shift from the covenant of the Creator's Light into some pathological social covenant. Therefore, it is sufficient to shift a person's assemblage point from pathology toward the Creator's Light, and some of their illnesses will disappear.

	 

	It's important to understand whether this shift into the Creator's Light contract will be temporary or will stimulate the patient to further develop their consciousness, necessary for anchoring in a less pathological contract. If a person succeeds in changing their lifestyle and thinking after this positive impact, they will be able to permanently overcome the illness.

	 

	Good and Evil. What is "Freedom of Choice" and does it exist?

	 

	Modern interpreters of the Old Testament say that after eating the forbidden fruit, Adam and Eve began to distinguish between good and evil. This means that before this moment, they had not distinguished between good and evil, which naturally raises the question: what are good and evil, and did it exist before the creation of society?

	 

	We already know that through the eating of the forbidden fruit, under the guidance of a more developed consciousness, we are described the process of implanting intelligence and creating a society with its memory lists, norms, and rules. Only from these memory lists did Adam and Eve learn that it was wrong to walk naked, that they should be ashamed of it, that they should cover themselves and hide from prying eyes.

	 

	Until this point, they had not had any problems with the behavioral algorithms in Gan-Eden under the control of Jehovah's consciousness.

	 

	It turns out that only from the moment society was created did man develop a division between good and evil, and before that moment, such questions did not arise.

	 

	That is, it was the creation of society that led to the emergence of knowledge of “good” and “evil”.

	 

	Thus, the unified human consciousness was divided into consciousness and reason. While consciousness remained capable of perceiving the Light of the Creator, Reason began to be guided by social norms and conventions embedded in memory records.

	 

	This gives us the answer to the existential question: what is “good” and what is “evil”.

	Modern societies have a multitude of different lists defining good and evil. Every country, every society, has its own good and evil. Moreover, what is considered good in one society—for example, freedom of speech, the press, assembly, and so on—may be considered evil and punishable by law in another.

	 

	In the Covenant Agreement, good is a control signal from a higher consciousness, which we perceive as Universal Harmony on all levels of consciousness available to us.

	 

	Goodness is harmonious architecture, painting, music, clothing, poetry, spiritual behavior, and perception of the Creator.

	 

	And evil is, accordingly, everything else that is not harmonious, but perhaps even correct and fashionable from the standpoint of society.

	 

	If a person is able to independently perceive the Light of the Creator - the Universal Harmony, then he is able to distinguish between true good and evil.

	 

	And for those who are not capable of such independent perception, commandments are given, the observance of which will contribute to the development of the perception of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Our entire world and we ourselves are the product of creation and control by a higher consciousness. As such, we have a predetermined Purpose and Meaning for each of our incarnations.

	 

	What then is our Freedom of Choice and do we have it?

	 

	Before the introduction of a viral (untimely installed) intelligence program into us, such a question did not arise at all, just as it does not arise for other living beings living without intelligence under the control of an external signal.

	 

	If an animal wants to eat, it doesn’t think about whether it’s good or bad, right or wrong, but goes to get its own food.

	It’s the same with sex: an animal doesn’t think about whether it’s good or bad, moral or immoral, but goes and gets itself a partner for sex.

	 

	Similarly, Adam and Eve lived in Gan-Eden, managing all living beings, for whom Adam himself defined behavioral algorithms and did not bother with purely social issues.

	 

	Our purpose in physical incarnation is to curb the program of the mind so that it does not interfere with us returning to life in the Light of the Creator - this is where our freedom of choice lies.

	 

	As Don Juan said in the books of C. Castaneda:
 

	"We only make a choice once. We choose to be a warrior or to be an ordinary person. There is simply no other choice. Not on this earth."

	 

	By the Path of the Warrior, we mean life in the Light of the Creator. The words are different, but the essence is the same.

	 

	We can live endlessly in the imaginations of our minds, constructing various social systems, identifying various classes and castes, composing constitutions, and so on—or we can use our minds solely to develop our consciousness, return to the perception of the Light of the Creator, and build our lives with a constant perception of goodness—our true purpose, which only we ourselves can perceive...

	 

	That is, we assert that in our world there is only one real Good - this is the Light of the Creator, and everything else that does not coincide with this light is various shades of Evil.

	 

	Just as there is no such thing as "cold," it is merely the absence of "heat." And there is no such thing as "darkness," it is merely the absence of "light."

	 

	Also, “evil” is the absence of “good”, the absence of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	The name of the tree from which Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit was the "Tree of Knowledge" (Etz haDa'at). We associate it with Reason, for only our reason gives us the ability to know. Without reason, we are a link in a hierarchy of consciousnesses and simply process commands from a higher consciousness, similar to how our computer processes our commands.

	 

	If we reflect on and analyze history, what are the consequences of all our rational inventions? We destroy and pollute the planet, exterminating fauna and flora for the sake of our worthless desires. We fight and destroy each other. And as a result, humans as Consciousness remain completely unchanged over thousands of years of social life. We remain, en masse, incapable of perceiving the Light of the Creator. Our education and upbringing are built on a false and hypocritical theory; we cultivate an Image of the Self, not a Personality. All our aspirations are directed not toward knowledge or the development of Consciousness, but toward personal consumption...

	 

	For over 150 years, our social science has been looking for excuses not to investigate phenomena that go beyond social dogma, such as telepathy, telekinesis, levitation, and all the other superpowers demonstrated by individuals.

	 

	Another question must arise for an inquisitive mind: How and why did Eve disobey the divine command and violate the prohibition against eating the fruit?

	 

	The answer is simple: the woman is mediumistic and attunes herself to the fixed male consciousness.

	 

	The serpent (nakhash), “the one who knows,” i.e., a being more developed than Adam and Eve, interrupted the control signal, similar to how modern society interrupts the light of the creator.

	That is why the impact was made on the woman.

	 

	The next question is why Adam listened to his wife and broke the prohibition.

	The Adam and Eve couple possessed full consciousness. It was this full consciousness that was controlled from the higher planes. If a virus was introduced into the female part of this consciousness, then the other part, Adam, also ceased to obey the control signal.

	 

	This is similar to how a virus is introduced into our computer through a single application, but the entire computer stops working properly.

	 

	We will continue this topic further in the chapter “The Illusion of “Freedom of Choice” in the Matrix of Social Contracts.”

	Is healing, helping and advising others good?

	 

	From the above, it becomes clear that each person in physical incarnation has their own purpose and their own path, guided by a higher consciousness. Some call this consciousness a Guardian Angel, others call it a Program, or other words—it doesn't matter.

	 

	The only important thing is that only the person himself can realize his purpose in this incarnation, because he can be helped by people with a higher level of consciousness, who are able to perceive the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person and see its distortions.

	 

	Illnesses, difficult times, and other signs are given to us by a higher consciousness so that we can pause and rethink our lives. If, instead of such rethinking, a person runs to a psychic or simply to a doctor to be healed, just as we take our car to a garage to have it repaired, then they are once again making the wrong choice and choosing evil.

	 

	Understanding all this, it is necessary to be very careful in giving advice to others, for by doing so we interfere with the Creator’s Plan and put ourselves at risk.

	 

	If a person truly possesses an active consciousness of the upper bodies, has his own life experience and is able to independently perceive the Light of the Creator, then only such a person can give real advice to the sick.

	 

	When talking about modern medicine and healing, it is important to understand the contract under which a person lives.

	 

	For a simple analogy, let's imagine our world as a computer with a screen.

	For most people, the computer, the program, and the programmer are hidden, and they see only the screen.

	 

	Accordingly, science studies only the screen, completely rejecting even the very idea of the existence of a computer, a program, and a programmer.

	 

	Accordingly, various sciences meticulously study the behavior of pixels on a screen: their color, shape, luminosity, behavioral algorithms, molecular and atomic structure, and so on.

	 

	Medicine is developing treatments to alter the color, shape, luminosity, and behavioral patterns of various pixels. For example, depressants are used to calm the hyperactivity of a single pixel or an entire group of pixels.

	 

	And suddenly, in the midst of all this scientific activity, a man appears who is capable of perceiving the computer, the program, and the programmer. And this man, to everyone's surprise, demonstrates changes in the screen's operation without any of the sophisticated apparatus developed by science. He mentally communicates with the programmer and asks him to change the program.

	 

	Of course, no one will believe such a person and will call him a charlatan, a hypnotist, or anything else.

	 

	After all, it shows the whole society its fundamentally incorrect understanding of the world and man.

	 

	This is exactly what is happening in the field of modern medicine and mental healing.

	 

	Medicine is analogous to working with a screen in our example. Medicine does not recognize the existence of consciousness and a creator who control our entire lives through a program.

	 

	Medicine works with the symptoms of diseases that manifest themselves in the physical body, but does not know the root cause of the disease itself.

	 

	When a person appears who is capable of curing diseases without any expensive equipment or endless tests, without even finding out their name, then modern medicine finds itself in a complete dead end.

	 

	Why does a programmer need to know all the names that people have come up with to describe how pixels work on his computer screen?

	He controls the program, and the program displays what he put into it. What he intended.

	 

	Similarly, mental healers, who are able to tap into the original program governing the life of an incarnate person through their conscious and subconscious minds, may not know the names of imaginary illnesses. They only need to launch an antivirus program to heal a computer or a person.

	 

	If we perceive all the illnesses we acquire in this incarnation as violations of our life program, like a computer virus introduced into us by society, then healing can be very simple.

	 

	It is important to understand that all sorts of developments in the field of wave and other theories, changes in DNA, light and sound - all this relates to working with a screen, but not to working with a computer and a programmer.

	 

	We have explained the principle of mental healing, but the most important question remains: how is this done, what qualities should such a healer possess.

	 

	Reiki Healing and Mental Healing

	 

	Since we live in a program created by higher consciousnesses, we can, with the help of our consciousness and subconscious, activate commands, or, as we call them, control channels of a higher consciousness.

	 

	One such discovered channel is the Reiki healing channel. After this channel was discovered and many people were drawn into it, an egregor of Reiki healers was formed.

	 

	To become part of this egregor, a ritual is used - a transfer from a master to an adept.

	It's important to understand that a Reiki Master is someone who lives in a different world. This means that to become a Reiki Master, you must shift your assemblage point and master the Reiki model of the world.

	 

	If someone thinks that this is not the case, and that it is enough to simply receive the initiation of a master, then such a person is greatly mistaken and will not become a master himself.

	 

	The Reiki Master must continually conduct this healing channel and thus keep himself in the Reiki Agreement.

	 

	Another very serious healing tool is the matrix of the human species, or egregor called "Adam Kadmon" - an ancient man.

	 

	This egregor was created by Elohim, as described in the Book of Genesis: "Let us make Adam in our image and likeness." More about the Adam Kadmon egregor in the following chapters.

	 

	Now, let's focus on the fact that the Adam Kadmon Egregor contains, among other things, the matrix of a healthy person. If this matrix is superimposed on a sick person, the person's Psycho-Info-Energy structure will begin to change and align with the matrix.

	 

	It is certain that an incarnate person is the result of the combination of several matrices, or egregors - "Adam Kadmon", the egregor of the family, the egregor of the subconscious, or Karma.

	 

	Therefore, by applying the Adam Kadmon matrix to a person being healed, it is possible to correct only what was acquired in the current incarnation. That is, to return the person to their original state.

	 

	If a person was born with any kind of family or karmic problems, then one needs to work with the family egregor, or with karma.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky:
 

	“Any intervention in the human organism without intervention in its codes, in its programs, is ordinary craftsmanship, even if this intervention is at the level of the highest art.”
 

	“The memory matrix of the norm is the basis of my work…

	I will keep the law on a leash, and the law will keep them (you) on a leash…”
 

	“Only someone else’s mind can construct a complex situational pyramid for the penetration of programming information into the sphere of the unconscious, where all the levers of control over everything that makes up the essence of a person—mental and physical—are hidden.”
 

	"Guided by the goal of achieving maximum results, I do not put anyone to sleep or hypnotize them. I only awaken them.
I awaken the human biochemical potential. And I do this through informational programming, which is always hidden and veiled in nature."
 

	"Medical treatment should not be confused with psychological treatment. In my work, I am guided not by what I could learn from a patient by listening to them. But by what they truly 'know' about themselves, with their unconscious self, with their entire physical being. For with their body, they unconsciously 'know' everything about themselves. And with their mind, they only know what has made itself known through pain or other sensations."
 

	"On the other hand, relying on the colossal information of the unconscious self about all the secrets of the body, I always resort to constructing programming situations, thereby triggering the action of a person's internal "pharmacy", which is always fenced off from his mind."
 

	"God is the sum of all world laws."

	 

	He, like us, says that we all live in a program, and some of us, with a more developed consciousness, can change a person's program. We give a more expanded, philosophical justification for this.
 

	"The human body is immeasurably older than the mind and 'smarter.' It is millions of years old, and its age is equal to the age of humanity. Nature has fine-tuned the entire complexity of the human body over millennia, and for the time being, it has forbidden the ignorant mind from entering this abyss."
In other words, one could say that God gave man intelligence, but said, "Use it when you become wiser. But for now, this is very dangerous—man has not yet come to know himself."

	 

	Note how this aligns with the Old Testament's prohibition against Adam and Eve eating the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge, i.e., against installing the "Mind" program prematurely. More details on Kashpirovsky's phenomenon can be found in Appendix 7 at the end of the book.

	 

	Principles of distance healing via the Internet.

	 

	It's important to understand that the master creates a thought-form that influences the psychic-energetic-informational cocoon of any person capable of attuning to this thought-form. This thought-form itself never disappears, and the entire complexity lies only in the person's ability to attune to it through the master's image and voice.

	 

	


The Creation of the Egregor of Adam in the Book of Genesis

	 

	Let us clarify what we mean when we speak about the Egregor of Man, the Egregor of Adam Kadmon, based on our work with the Ancient texts.

	 

	Genesis 1:26:
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	Our translation of this and the following verses:
 

	And Elohim said, Let us make Adam in our image, as in our likeness, and they will rule over these fish of the sea and these birds of the air and these animals on this whole earth (aretz) and over everything that creeps (moves) on this earth.
And Elohim created this Adam in his own image, in the image of Elohim, He created his male and female principle, He created them
And Elohim blessed them.
And Elohim said to them, Be fruitful and multiply and fill this land (aretz) and take possession of it and rule over these fish of the sea and these birds of the air and all these beasts that crawl (move) on this earth.
And Elohim said, “Behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed that is upon the face of this whole earth (aretz) and every tree that bears fruit bearing seed for you to eat.”
 

	Note: * The construction (reversing Vav), I-Said, I-Created and others, mean action on all planes of existence - Mental, Energy, Physical.

	 

	Let us remember that “Blessed” – with this action, a created, but not completed “object” is launched into further development, action.

	 

	These are systemic commands, as opposed to simple physical actions. In modern Hebrew, this construction reverses the verb from the past to the future and vice versa. It's unclear why this is necessary, given that Hebrew has both past and future tenses. Moreover, the same sentence can contain verbs in both the past and future tenses, and the "reversing vav" construction is also possible. This only indicates that the meaning of this construction has been lost in the modern contract.

	 

	Here we see that at the highest, programmatic level, humans were conceived as consciousness, controlling the entire animal kingdom and nourished by plant foods. At the mental level, plant foods are understood to mean Psycho-Info-Energy structures, or downloadable applications, like the fruits from the "tree of knowledge" and the "tree of eternal life," which were initially forbidden to consume—to download.

	 

	Creation in the image and likeness on the mental level means the creation of consciousness, included in the hierarchy of consciousnesses, but not of a physical body. At the level of Elohim, there is no physical body. Therefore, it is crucial to distinguish between the three creative and constructive forces described in the Book of Genesis. In the standard translation, all three forces are translated as God.

	 

	Genesis 1:27-28, Synodal translation (SYNOD)
 

	So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created them. And God blessed them, and God said to them, "Be fruitful and multiply, and replenish the earth and subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the air and over every living thing that moves on the earth."

	 

	Covenant with Noah and Humanity - "Rainbow in the Cloud"

	 

	Genesis 9:13-15
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	Synodal Translation (SYNOD)
 

	I set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of an everlasting covenant between me and the earth. And it shall come to pass, when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow shall be seen in the cloud: and I will remember my covenant, which is between me and you, and every living creature of all flesh: and the waters shall no more become a flood to destroy all flesh.
 

	This standard translation completely lacks an understanding of the construction “turning vav”, which distinguishes the action of creative consciousness on all planes of existence from ordinary action on the physical plane.

	 

	In this translation, the name of the creative consciousness (Elohim) has disappeared and has been replaced by the pronoun “my.”

	 

	In the modern covenant, the "rainbow in the cloud" is interpreted as a divine manifestation of a rainbow over the earth, which somehow leads the higher consciousness to remember the covenant. That is, God Himself creates the cloud, He Himself provides the rainbow, and He Himself remembers. In other words, the rainbow is a sign to man that God has remembered him.

	 

	Our translation of Bereshit (Genesis) 9:13-15:
 

	I gave my rainbow in the cloud
And-It will be a sign of the covenant between me and this land (aretz)
 

	And there will be in my covering-clouds a cloud over this earth (aretz)
And this rainbow in the cloud will be visible
 

	And I will remember my covenant which is between me and between you and between every animal soul in every flesh and
And there will be no more of this water for the flood to destroy all flesh
 

	And there will be this rainbow in the cloud
I-I will see her Remember the eternal covenant between Elohim and between every animal soul in every flesh that is on this earth (aretz)
 

	And Elohim said to Noah, this is the sign of the covenant which I have made between me and all this flesh which is on this earth (aretz)
 

	Our translation particularly emphasizes the construction "reversing vav" (I-Action), which denotes divine creation on all planes of existence. The name of the creative consciousness (Elohim) is also preserved.

	 

	All actions of divine creation set the program by which humanity will function in the future. These are programmatic commands.

	 

	By cloud we mean the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person - a cocoon.

	The rainbow is a seven-color, seven-frequency splitting of a single white color into different bodies, different chakras.

	 

	Thus, the covenant in the form of a Rainbow - from the Cloud - is the working out of a control signal on all seven levels (chakras) that the created Adam has.

	 

	When Elohim brings a cloud, or clouds, to the earth, we understand this as an Egregorial influence, i.e., control of all living things on earth from a higher plane of existence.

	 

	When this signal passes through and is processed harmoniously on all seven levels, the rainbow is complete, and the person is included in the Light of the Creator at the level of the Mental plane.

	 

	That is, the higher consciousness begins to perceive and control such a fully-fledged person. Such a person returns to their true purpose.

	 

	And vice versa - if there is no such harmonious conduction - "there is no rainbow", then there is no connection with the spiritual plane, and the person lives on the level of the flesh, under the control of the Consciousness of Jehovah, i.e., continues to work out his viral program "Mind", which prevents him from being a full-fledged Adam.

	 

	Thus, in our interpretation, the rainbow is a manifestation of a harmonious person processing a signal from the hierarchy of consciousnesses. Such a person begins to be "seen," perceived from a higher plane of existence, and only then is the covenant given in the Covenantal Agreement "remembered."

	 

	Another point that stands out is that in this aspect of signal transmission, both humans and animals are equal—no different in this principle of their harmonious existence. The only difference lies in the functions, capabilities, and qualities that humans possess: to live in the Light of the Creator or in an imaginary Society. Animals have no such problem...

	 

	We will talk about the Noahide Covenant in more detail in Part V.

	 

	Algorithms of Behavior - Karma

	 

	Since we are the product of a higher consciousness, all our behavior, all possible algorithms of our behavior, are preprogrammed. This is analogous to how we create robots today and program their behavioral algorithms, allowing them to self-learn and accumulate newly acquired algorithms in their memory. Similarly, all newly acquired algorithms of human behavior are stored in the Egregor of the Human Species, which is called "Adam Kadmon"—the original human.

	 

	Living through each of his incarnations, a person develops certain repetitive behavioral algorithms for himself, which are stored in his subconscious, in his personal Egregor, and have an impact in subsequent incarnations.

	 

	General behavioral algorithms developed by a group of people are stored in the Egregor of the human species and are extended to all people.

	 

	Some previously established behavioral patterns, such as celibacy in the Christian covenant, can have a negative impact in a new incarnation, through an Ally, where a person has ceased being a Christian believer and has become an atheist or Muslim. We call such negative behavioral patterns negative karma, or simply karma, since positive karma—behavior patterns that help one live—doesn't hinder anyone.

	 

	It's important to understand that karmic behavioral patterns are stored in the subconscious, in the Ajna chakra, in the egregor, and are inaccessible to our conscious mind. Working with karma requires an egregorial consciousness, i.e., the united consciousness of a prepared group of people, or the assistance of a more developed consciousness from the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	There are already established egregors for working with karma. One of them is called "Lords of Karma." Attuning your consciousness, but not your mind, to such an egregor allows you to work with karmic issues.

	 

	This kind of karmic work, completely incomprehensible to a social person, can be compared to the testing and repair equipment we create to service our robots. We connect the robot to the equipment and enable testing and debugging mode. There's also a software "repair" mode for our computers.

	 

	Likewise, we can test and adjust our own control programs, particularly the previously accumulated behavior patterns that hinder us in our current incarnation. Methods for working with karma can be found in books, such as those by D. Stein.

	 

	When talking about the conscious development of Consciousness, we must, first and foremost, engage in harmonizing our bodies. Clear karmic hangups, understand harmful social patterns of behavior, improve the functioning of the chakra system, and remove blockages from energy flows. There is a wealth of information, books, courses, schools, and systems on these topics.

	 

	A person connected to the Creator's light is a Psycho-Info-Energy structure, freely conducting a control signal. The criterion for the Truth of this is the presence of Needs at various levels during the corresponding periods of life.

	That is, the need for physical development in adolescence, the need for sex and partnership in later life. The need for education, a career, a family, children, a home, and so on in the next time period. And so on.

	 

	If a person doesn't experience a particular need at a given time in their life, they have a problem. And any excuses like "I don't need it," "I've outgrown it," and so on, are nothing more than an attempt to justify their illness instead of treating it.

	 

	We're sometimes asked how we can live with open bodies and freely flowing energy in modern society. People don't understand this and call us all sorts of nasty names, especially women.

	 

	This is a very stupid question. First of all, a person must bring themselves into order, return to the light of the Creator. And then, a person must learn to behave in different situations and under different circumstances. If a person is aware, then they learn to manage their life, learn to behave in accordance with the circumstances.

	 

	If a good musician can play Bach, this does not mean that in a criminal company he will play Bach and not Murka.

	But if he can only play Murka, then in a respectable company he may not be understood or appreciated.

	 


Part IV. Mental Slavery of Modern Society

	What is the Social Matrix?

	 

	In the chapters above, speaking about what a Harmonious Human is, what Mental Healing is, we used the concept of the Matrix, the Egregor, in particular, created by higher Consciousnesses - the Egregor of Man, the Egregor "Adam Kadmon".

	 

	By analogy, modern Social Contracts, the Contract of Reason, also have their own "Matrix." What's the difference?

	 

	As sad as it is to realize, people with an inactive personal consciousness are controlled by the Collective Consciousness, or the Collective Unconscious, as C. Jung called it, or the Contract, as we call it.

	 

	The essence remains the same—it's the same Egregorial Control we see in animals, where the entire animal species is governed by the Species Egregor and establishes uniform behavior. New developments in individual species are stored in the Egregor and then, upon reaching a certain number of such changes, are simultaneously distributed to the entire species, to all individuals.

	 

	This phenomenon was discovered and studied by scientists as the “Hundredth Monkey Effect.”

	Of course, social science tries in every possible way to refute it, because it destroys social dogma.

	 

	People with an inactive personal consciousness are not fundamentally different from their animal relatives; at best, they have an active animal mental consciousness.

	 

	They are certainly more complex creatures than primates and build more complex behavior, but all this complex behavior is completely determined by Egregors - Species, State, Genus, Family, Collective.

	 

	That is, these people do not have Individual Consciousness and cannot build Individual Behavior.

	It is precisely on this fact that all modern “political technologies” and media are based.

	 

	All modern education and upbringing of people is aimed at including them in the corresponding Egregors, or Agreements.

	 

	This is the Social Matrix - it does not require any special physical connection of a person to the system, as shown in the film of the same name - a person is connected from birth at the Mental Level, which he does not perceive and is not aware of.

	 

	Those who are able to recognize and perceive this level fall out of the Matrix and can build Independent Behavior.

	 

	At the same time, it is impossible to explain to a person in the Matrix the very fact of his inclusion and external control, because on the Emotional level, a person is sure that he himself builds his life, that he is free in his actions and always does only what he wants and how he wants.

	 

	It is impossible to explain to a person that all his Desires are determined by Egregors at the Mental Level.

	 

	Understanding this principle of Egregorial Control, one can very easily create new Egregors to control the masses.

	 

	All modern mass social and pop esoteric schools are built on this.

	 

	To build such a school, you need to gather a small group, attracting them with social emotional promises, for example, healing, development, managing people, increasing earnings, sex, and so on - everything that society imposes and to which all social people subconsciously strive.

	 

	When such a group gathers around 10 people, it forms a Group Egregor—we see a ton of such groups today—all sorts of "people of light," "people of the future," "schools of magic," and so on. Further, to promote the Group Egregor, it's advisable to create a website, write a book, open an online channel, and upload emotionally engaging content, asking for likes and reviews...

	 

	As the number of people involved increases, the group's Egregor will gain more and more power and begin to attract new adepts.

	Joint trips and hikes are very helpful in promoting the Egregor - be it "to places of military glory," "meditations at places of power," "research into ancient civilizations," "world Kabbalistic congresses," and so on - the main thing is crowd participation, advertising, and Simple Actions - going, walking, eating, chatting, meeting new people, and so on.

	 

	If we carefully analyze the essence, meaning and activity of all such groups, regardless of their name, we will see an absolutely identical pattern of behavior, based on Emotions and Physical Actions (practices, trips, seminars), and devoid of any Understanding, Consciousness and Reflection.

	 

	Our experience fits very well with modern researchers of Alternative History, who, by analyzing the facts that lie under our noses, but are “overlooked” by the modern social contract, come to the conclusion about recent planetary catastrophes and population changes on Earth.

	 

	All the facts “dug up” by alternative scientists indicate that the current population of the Earth, for the most part, consists of bio-robots, artificially created, or brought from parallel worlds.

	 

	This explains the lack of historical memory, when peoples inhabiting virtually any territory on earth neither know nor remember its history. They cannot even explain the origin of physical artifacts such as buildings, columns, enormous stone bowls, polygonal granite masonry, and so on, not to mention pyramids, underground cities, and Indian temples carved from solid basalt...

	 

	A person engaged in the development of consciousness must not only possess Independent Thinking, but also be well-educated, erudite, and broad-minded—monitoring all available information, being able to independently analyze it, and constructing a model based on all available data. They must also constantly test their model against the Criteria of Truth, for consistency, and comprehensiveness.

	 

	Unfortunately, we hardly see such people—most alternative thinkers are locked into their narrow fields, lacking the necessary knowledge and perspective, and therefore, they construct very superficial and socio-emotional models, such as "Russia is the homeland of elephants" and "our ancestors were great," while "we were enslaved"—it's unclear by whom, when, and why...

	 

	We have indeed been enslaved and are being kept in Mental Slavery, but not by the Masons, not by the Jews, not by the Pindos, and not by the Gayropovites...

	 

	Those who actually manage Social Contracts are located beyond the limits of social perception, on the Mental Plane, where they build Egregors, with the help of which they carry out all management, in particular, they set some against others...

	 

	The only reasonable explanation for anti-Semitism, for example, is that it is embedded in the Social Contract on the Mental Plane, and then, on the Emotional Level, everyone comes up with their own reason for why they don’t like Jews.

	 

	So it turns out that a person of the first three castes, despite considering themselves "free," "intelligent," "developed," and so on, lives the life of a workhorse, devoting all their low-frequency energy to our enslavers. Such a person has no way of even understanding what is really happening to them or in what "matrix" they are living out their next incarnation...

	 

	What is independent thinking, using the example of falsification of science and history?

	 

	The modern Social Contract is structured in such a way that children are not taught to develop their Consciousness from childhood, despite the fact that all sorts of games and toys are called "consciousness-developing." This is simply a play on words and a substitution of concepts. Children are taught to operate with social objects and concepts, taught to memorize, taught to do things correctly, and are taught patterns.

	 

	Developing Consciousness is something entirely different. It means teaching a child to perceive the Light of the Creator, to perceive Psychic-Info-Energy in everything: in space, in relationships, in people, in objects. To perceive universal harmony on all accessible levels. But none of this exists in modern society, and, accordingly, none exists in the upbringing and education of children.

	 

	As a result of such upbringing and education, a person grows up who perceives himself as educated and knowledgeable because he reads a lot, studies a lot, and is interested in many social matters. And such a person has no idea that everything he does all his life is merely mentally sorting through lists stored in his memory. That, despite all his education and experience, he may never have thought independently in his life and doesn't even understand what it means to think independently. That being an excellent engineer, manager, and even sometimes a scientist is possible solely on the basis of social lists and authorities stored in his memory.

	 

	To this must be added a faith in society, a faith in social science, a faith in the belief that recognized authorities are the bearers of the most up-to-date scientific data available to us, instilled from childhood. A social person cannot believe that modern society is only a very small and very partial reflection of reality, that the real world is completely different from what society portrays to us.

	This belief, coupled with social conditioning and education, is a powerful obstacle to even attempting to understand and comprehend that humans are artificially deprived of the very ability to perceive and use their consciousness. That reason, knowledge, learning, and comprehension are not consciousness or the ability to think independently.  

	 

	It's sometimes astonishing how highly competent and experienced engineers, or even researchers, are completely locked into the social contract and deny anything that goes beyond it. It's enough to mention research like Peter Gariaev's "wave theory of DNA," or the experiments of Dr. Jiang, or Jacobo Grinberg, or even microprocessor developer Federico Faggin, and they're immediately denounced as charlatans and pseudoscientists. Yet, the social person never bothers to familiarize themselves with the essence of these people's work, read their books, or listen to their interviews. The social person immediately goes to Wikipedia, reads that it's pseudoscience, and files this information away. And the fact that these people may have doctorates, be professors, and academics is irrelevant. If society has labeled them pseudoscientists, then that's what they are. Society can't lie.

	 

	As a result, "developed" and "educated" social people read and study only what society suggests and labels as correct. They never read or study what society labels as incorrect. This approach alone demonstrates the inability of independent thought in the vast majority of social people.

	 

	Indeed, how can an ordinary, social person independently distinguish truth from lies, pseudoscience from science, and so on? To do this, one must learn to think independently, learn to perceive the Universal Harmony and the Light of the Creator—that is, learn to independently distinguish truth from lies. Ancient books say that Adam and his descendants have this ability, for they were created in the image and likeness of God. But the presence of such a built-in ability does not mean it will work automatically. It must be activated and trained, just as we train our memory, learn to read and understand what we read.

	 

	Today, during international conflicts and wars, we see very clearly how the overwhelming majority of socially active people are completely controlled by the social propaganda of their country or party, i.e., by the contract they are bound by. Only a small minority of those capable of independent thought and perception make independent decisions.

	 

	The COVID-19 pandemic has clearly demonstrated how society has been able to coerce people into injecting themselves with untested vaccines, which, as was later published, have actually caused more harm than good, increasing the likelihood of severe illness.

	 

	We can clearly see how modern society destroys and conceals everything that doesn't conform to its contract—be it facts, artifacts, or even scientists who uncover social deception.

	 

	In other words, the modern social contract behaves similarly to a totalitarian state, where everything that contradicts its dogma is destroyed. We can clearly see this today in totalitarian countries, where the internet is shut down, any truthful information is suppressed and punished, and at the same time, colossal propaganda is waged. And a huge number of people are completely controlled by this propaganda and are unable to independently see what is really happening under their noses.

	 

	Likewise, the average social person is incapable of independently seeing what lies beneath their feet and surrounds them on all sides. Whether it's the buried floors of buildings around the world, incredible architecture, incredible palaces with incredible chandeliers, mirrors, tapestries, incredible monuments, incredible brick buildings and 19th-century railways, incredible ships, incredible fountains, and so on and so forth.

	 

	Social propaganda came up with some explanations for all of this, shoved these explanations into the heads of unthinking schoolchildren, and this turned out to be enough to ensure that a person would never again in his life think about how all of this could have been created in those years, when nothing necessary for this yet existed.

	 

	And the most incredible thing is how modern society tries to devise ways to create these incredible things using the tools it assumed were available at the time. For example, carving granite columns and raising them, or creating marble statues, or, most simply, pushing construction back to distant antiquity, like, "The Romans built it, or Egyptian slaves built it using a pickaxe, rope, and some kind of filth."

	 

	For example, it's quite amusing how a guide in Jerusalem, in the dungeon at the base of the Western Wall, where stones weighing hundreds of tons lie, declares without batting an eye that King Herod built it in the first century BCE. And when asked how he did it, the answer is that he was crazy and somehow did it. And the social man has no further questions. This answer suits almost everyone—somehow they did it. If it's standing, lying, hanging—that means somehow, someone, sometime, did it. And no one wonders if perhaps we're being lied to about our history. Perhaps in the past there were civilizations more advanced than we are today. And then the question is—when and where did they go?

	 

	And if such a question arises in a person, it must be followed by an even more devastating question for society: why is this being hidden from us? And taking all these questions together—the deception in explaining what surrounds us, the concealment of facts and truth, the artificial cultivation of social people incapable of independent thought, capable only of engaging in social crafts and social science to perfect these crafts—all this will inevitably lead to an understanding and recognition of our social slavery and the existence of certain forces that control this entire society.

	But, apparently, this is precisely what society fears and does everything it can to prevent. It hides, destroys, prohibits, kills, ridicules, excommunicates, and so on...

	And those few who try to advance science, to explore the real world rather than its social imprint, run into the wall of the social contract and are destroyed morally, materially, and physically. It's enough to recall Tesla, or Mendeleev with the Ether in his periodic table, not to mention Gariaev, Venik, and others.

	 

	What conclusion can be drawn from all this? That the real development of consciousness and the exploration of the real world is, today, the domain of individuals and small groups, who are opposed by the entire social contract.

	 

	The point is that a person will either live their entire life in an illusory social world, which is merely one of an infinite number of contracts or perceptions of reality, working like a donkey for this society and making no progress in the development of consciousness, or they will live in aspiration for the Light of the Creator, in the development of consciousness and in a broader perception of the real world. The difference is enormous!

	 

	Let's explain with a simple example.

	You can live your life working, supporting your family, buying property, traveling the world, and reading books—this is considered a very worthy way of life today.

	Beyond pure survival, reproduction, and physical rest, it's also possible to develop your Consciousness, which will lead to a completely different perception of reality, an understanding of the essence of things and cause-and-effect relationships, the activation of your upper bodies, the acquisition of fundamentally different information and awareness of fundamentally different realities, goals, and meanings of life, and the attainment of a fundamentally different enjoyment of existence.

	Alternative Agreement - Covenant Agreement

	 

	The Alternative Agreement, the very same Covenant Agreement described in this work, is based on the primacy of Consciousness, and is founded on the existence of the Absolute - Consciousness, incomprehensible to our perception, capable of thinking, i.e., creating Thoughts - “Something from Nothing”.

	 

	Of course, the concept of “Something from Nothing” is only a description of the process of Thinking, the creation of Thought-forms, the structuring of a certain Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	The existence of an incomprehensible Absolute, inaccessible to our understanding, is, in general, philosophically little different from the existence of an incomprehensible “big bang”, but, at the same time, it is based on Ancient Texts received from more Developed Civilizations.

	 

	To simplify the perception of a social person, let us ask him the question: what is the fundamental difference from his point of view - whether to believe in an incomprehensible “absolute”, or to believe in an incomprehensible “big bang”?

	 

	Both of these are for us Faith, assumption, supposition, axiom...

	The whole question will be which of these two axioms will allow us to build a more complete Model of the World, a more perfect Treaty, capable of providing answers to all known phenomena and all existential questions.

	 

	The Social Contract, based on the principle of chance and natural selection, does not provide answers to the most fundamental questions - “what is the meaning of human life”, “why was man given such a complex consciousness, capable of experiencing, feeling, compassion, and so on”, if a person lives out his life and disappears without a trace.

	 

	If a person is a random combination of two cells, with no prehistory, no purpose, and no plan, then a person's entire life is a random process, like, mutate, dear comrades, and naturally be selected...

	 

	Let's return to the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	It begins with the Absolute, with Consciousness, which thought and created the Thought-form.

	Any of us can conceive and create a Thought-form—for example, imagine in our Consciousness a little person, or even an entire family of little people. It is precisely in this ability to think that our similarity to the consciousness that created us lies. And not in the fact that our "god" is a humanoid grandfather on a cloud.

	 

	We can even memorize this mental image and return to it repeatedly, adding details. We can spend time in our mental image, developing and expanding it.

	 

	Castaneda's books describe situations in which shamans, while in a shifted state of the Assemblage Point, created entire worlds with their consciousness. These worlds could then be perceived by others, by shifting them into the same state, into this Agreement. And these worlds were practically indistinguishable from the world we are accustomed to perceiving.

	 

	Now let us ask ourselves the question: is our little man in our thought-form capable of thinking and creating his own thought-form?

	 

	We won't know this, because even if he can think and create his own thought-form, this thought-form will be created by a consciousness simpler than ours and will reside within the thought-field of this little person, not within ours. Therefore, we won't be able to perceive it. Similarly, we cannot (with rare exceptions) perceive the thought-forms created by animals.

	 

	So, let us assume that our little thought-man is capable of thinking and creating in his mental space a certain prototype of himself, because he has not seen or knows anything else.

	 

	And now, let us ask ourselves the same question regarding this new little man, removed from us by our mental space and the mental space of our little man...

	 

	I have described here the Hierarchy of Consciousness, where our little man is a complete creation of our Consciousness; there is nothing in him that we today call matter.

	 

	From here we can extrapolate “upwards” – are we ourselves and our entire world just a thought-form of a more highly organized Consciousness?

	 

	It is this idea that lies at the basis of the Covenant Agreement, that the Absolute - the Higher Consciousness, thought of and created a Thought-form, which we call Creation, or the Light of the Creator, by analogy with how a source emits light and then this light spreads, gradually fading.

	 

	Modern quantum physics is getting closer and closer to the idea of the Holographic Universe, to this same idea - the Creator and Creation.

	Likewise, the search for the Unified Field—the fundamental principle of all that exists…

	 

	We do not claim that the Thought-form of the Creator is our world.

	We say that the Consciousness created by the Creator continued to create and build a further Hierarchy of Worlds.

	Our world is located somewhere in this Hierarchy; it is important to understand that there are worlds above us and below us.

	 

	Those above us have a more complex and multidimensional Consciousness.

	Those below us have a simpler Consciousness than we do.

	 

	In that case, what is Consciousness and what are we and our world?

	 

	We and our entire world are a Thought-form, a clot of Psycho-Info-Energy, this is how we describe everything that exists today.

	 

	By the way, this does not even contradict the understanding of the world in the Social Model.

	Everything in the world consists of molecules and atoms.

	A molecule has a certain configuration of atoms, and an atom has a certain configuration of electron shells.

	The basis of the atom is Energy - Wave.

	Thus, an Atom is Energy structured by some Information.

	And all this was created by some Consciousness.

	 

	Consciousness creates information, information structures energy.

	And this whole trinity exists inseparably - Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	Moreover, the very first, the highest component of this trinity is consciousness, then information, and then energy.

	 

	Therefore, the attempt to put Energy, aka Matter, at the forefront, looks like an attempt to turn the world upside down...

	 

	Let's sum it up.

	 

	The Covenant Treaty provides us with a worldview that defines the Purpose and Meaning of our incarnation, one of many. This treaty clearly defines the root cause of our incarnations in the physical world and sets before us the ultimate goal of our reincarnations—returning to Gan Eden, to the hierarchy of consciousnesses for eternal life.

	 

	The Covenant Covenant's worldview makes human life conscious and filled with meaning and purpose. It also explains all the Psycho-Info-Energy phenomena we encounter in life.

	 

	The Trinity of Consciousness, Information and Energy in all aspects of Life

	 

	From the chapter "A Simple Analogy to Explain What's Happening in Social Science":
 

	Imagine a large computer screen and a tiny computer hidden inside it. No one sees this computer or suspects its existence. Everyone sees the screen and is convinced that nothing else exists. Meanwhile, the screen unfolds the program of life, displaying days and nights, animals and people, and everything else we're accustomed to observing around us.
 

	Scientists begin to study the screen, calling it "our world."

	 

	Let us continue our understanding of the basic axiom of the Covenant Agreement or the Agreement of the Light of the Creator - the unity of Consciousness, Information and Energy.

	In contrast to this approach, this idea is truly inaccessible to modern man, enshrined in the materialistic Covenant (even if he believes in its god). For a materialist, it seems utterly absurd, since consciousness is merely a function of highly organized matter, as modern science teaches. For a religious believer, these concepts are also meaningless: there is physical earthly life, and somewhere, somewhere, unknown, lies the Soul, the Kingdom of Heaven, Hell, Nirvana, God, Angels, and other immaterial objects.

	The Covenant Agreement states: everything was created and exists now, simultaneously here, and all Creation is the thought of the Creator.

	Let's try to give another simple analogy to understand this idea.

	Imagine a computer screen, a monitor. The smallest physical unit of the screen is the pixel. Like everything in our world, it consists of psycho-info-energetics, and we can identify these three basic qualities within it: a pixel glows—it emits energy; a pixel changes its luminosity—this is information; and someone controls its activity—this is consciousness (psycho).

	It is the same in our world.

	The smallest building block of physical matter is the atom. An atom has a nucleus and electrons rotating in fixed orbits. An atom can be broken down into subatomic particles that behave both as corpuscles and as waves. This is energy. An atom has a structure and a set of electron orbits—this is information. This means that there is a certain information that determines the structure of each atom. And there is consciousness (psyche), which creates this information.

	 

	As we wrote above, our Philosophy states that the entire world is the "thought" of the Creator, which we, at this point in our development, perceive as Psycho-Info-Energy. Thus, every point in space and every object are psycho-info-energetic structures.

	 

	Thus, we can examine every object, every phenomenon of our world according to these three parameters – energy, information and consciousness.

	 

	That is, this trinity lies at the foundation of everything. And it is described to us in the Ancient Texts, in the Book of Creation and the Torah, in the Book of Genesis in Hebrew: Elohim – consciousness, Yehovah-Elohim – information, Yehovah – energy.

	 

	It is quite possible that the later Christian trinity, which few people understand today – the Lord, the Lord God and God, or God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit – also reflects this trinity – Consciousness, Information, Energy.

	 

	Sometimes people become confused when viewing the same event from different perspectives—energy, information, and consciousness. This arises from differences in the development of consciousness among those viewing the event.

	 

	The simplest Consciousness can perceive only the energetic component.For example, Vasya beat up Petya. A more complex consciousness would see information in this same situation: Petya spoke unkindly of Vasya in the smoking room, saying that Vasya was slow and a poor worker. An even more complex consciousness would also see the psychological underpinning of this whole situation. Vasya envies Petya because Petya is smarter than Vasya and more successful at work.

	 

	Let's look at a few examples on common topics – Communication, Love, Sex.

	 

	Communication can be as simple as opening one's mouth and exchanging well-known facts from the media, books, and other people's thoughts. No information or consciousness is involved in such communication. This is the simplest, purely energetic form of communication. This type of communication occurs in most cases of purely social acquaintance.

	In such communication, virtually no mechanisms of Reason or Consciousness are involved. As they say, it's simply a matter of shaking the air.

	 

	The next, higher, informational level of communication is when people attempt to convey new information to their interlocutor. This type of communication occurs between teacher and student. This type of communication involves the Manipura level of consciousness, the Mind, and Memory.

	 

	An even higher level of communication—conscious communication—occurs between people with active personal consciousness. This type of communication involves the consciousness of Anahata, Vishuddha, and possibly Ajna.

	 

	People are already capable of perceiving new information, analyzing it immediately in real time, and responding to it. At this level, people are able to discuss abstract topics, alternative sciences, explore new models of the world and humans, joke about themselves, and engage in irony.

	 

	What the book "Sepher Yetzirah" refers to as one of the 12 simple actions is Conversation. We discussed this above in the chapter "Sepher Yetzirah (Book of Creation): Levels of Consciousness, the 12 Simple Actions, and the 7 Dual States" and will continue to discuss it further in the chapter "What is Conversation, as one of the 12 simple actions?"

	 

	Love also refers to completely different states.

	Beautiful appearance, social well-being, satisfactory sex – this is Love of the lowest, energetic level.

	 

	An interesting, knowledgeable, experienced conversationalist, an active, energetic person striving for new knowledge and seeking answers to life's questions – this is already Love at the informational level.

	 

	A person who perceives and senses space and their partner, who is able to read thoughts, desires, and needs. Able to understand and accept their partner, even if they are different. Able to create a comfortable space and not limit their partner's needs—this is the Love of a conscious person.

	 

	Similarly, in Sex there are all three levels.

	 

	Sex is a result of external attraction and passion. Beautiful bodies, stimulating drinks, and a stimulating atmosphere. Sex is not a pretext for meeting new people. It's purely an energetic experience.

	 

	Sex as the first stage in getting to know each other, in long-term relationships, in creating a shared space, a home, a family – this is already an informational level.

	 

	Sex as a source of energy for the unfolding of consciousness, Tantra, the couple's egregor. The shared perception of the world through the couple's egregor. This is already the level of Consciousness...

	 

	Understanding this, in each specific case it is possible to understand what exactly is happening and what the level of communication, love, and sex is.

	 

	From what has been said, we can and should conclude that, depending on the level of development of people's consciousness, they will have different communication, love, and sex. Naturally, everything else in their lives will be different as well.

	 

	Therefore, as G. Gurdjieff said, it is impossible to talk about a single person; we need to talk about different types of people (see Appendix 3 “Gurdjieff on the Seven Types of People” at the end of the book).

	 

	 

	An example of the Hermetic principle “As above, so below”, an analogy between the created world and the world of our computers -

	 

	As one moves away from the source, the Light of the Creator builds increasingly simple worlds. Each newly created world is governed by its creator, a higher consciousness.

	Today we can clearly see how our civilization is creating a world of computers and a world of robots in our own image and likeness.

	 

	Observing the creation and construction of the world of robots, one can see how all the stages of this creativity coincide with the stages described to us in ancient texts.

	 

	At first, we had the idea to create a robot in our image and likeness to help us in various areas of our existence.

	 

	Then we created the elemental base – computer technologies from the dust of the earth, or more precisely from silicon, optical fibers and other minerals.

	 

	After that, we developed programming languages and algorithms for controlling robots.

	 

	We then created a separate computer and spent many years fine-tuning it to ensure it worked reliably.

	 

	Having received a stable computer, we took on the development of computer networks and separately located servers.

	 

	Server blocks are analogous to control egregors. They collect all the necessary information to support the robots. We are still in the early stages of creating a robot civilization.

	 

	In the future, robots will be self-learning, and the accumulated experience of many robots will be stored in server blocks and distributed simultaneously to all robots of a given type. A unified and common information field will be created for all robots.

	 

	At the same time, the robots themselves will become less and less intelligent, capable only of performing their basic operations. The entire intelligence of the robot civilization will be stored in blocks of servers—in egregors, from the word "aggregation," in a unified information field.

	 

	Today, we're witnessing this process of simplification of individual consciousness among people as well. While just a hundred years ago, an engineer had to know and be able to do a great deal, today, with the internet, engineers in some fields don't even need to graduate from university. And the school curriculum is becoming simpler every year.

	 

	If we ignore consciousness and only consider reason, then a robot civilization could very soon replace ordinary social humans.

	 

	Robots process information faster and have unlimited access to information stored in server blocks. They are mechanically stronger, more agile, and more resilient than humans.

	 

	Humans will be the creators in a world of robots. But the robots themselves will never understand this, because humans will control not each individual robot, but all of them, through changes to the control program on the server.

	 

	This is completely analogous to how our creators control us through egregors on the mental plane.

	 

	The difference between humans and robots will remain solely in the realm of consciousness, the human ability to attune to higher-level consciousnesses. This will never be possible for the robots we create.

	 

	Only our creators—those who created us—can create a robot with a human-level consciousness.

	 

	It's precisely because modern social humans can be completely replaced by robots that ideas about population reduction arise. Because it's completely unclear what to do with all this mass of social humans once all social work is performed by robots.

	 

	A person can be compared to a modern computer or smartphone. At birth, they are equipped with a basic program downloaded from the species egregor—a kind of BIOS. This program contains a set of basic human behavioral algorithms, a set of basic applications. In particular, the "humanoid" application—what Gurdjieff called the "little soul"—which everyone has.

	 

	But the Soul, Gurdjieff said, still needs to be earned. That is, the "Soul" app still needs to be installed. And this requires a specific "version" of the operating system, just like modern computers.

	 

	And the "operating system version" is the level of consciousness development. That is, not every consciousness can "download" every application.

	 

	As a person progresses through life, system signals will be sent to various applications. Similar to how our smartphone apps today receive periodic updates and other signals from the system and the outside world.

	 

	Depending on the level of development of consciousness and the “installed applications”, different people will experience different needs at the same periods of life.

	 

	For example, if we see a genius chess player who knows nothing about politics, we understand that he has a “chess” app installed, just like our smartphone, and no other apps.

	 

	With the development of computer technology, we are getting closer and closer to understanding the mechanisms of our world. For as above, so below. We are not inventing anything new. We are merely reflecting, within the technological base available to us today, the fundamental principles of the universe—the design of creation.   

	 

	Understanding this, we see that today the question of developing personal consciousness, which allows a person to constantly develop and is the only thing that will soon distinguish a person from a robot, is becoming even more acute.

	 

	Human Purpose and the Social Contract

	 

	Since the entire world is a hierarchy of consciousnesses, where each higher link of the hierarchy creates the next, lower, simpler link below it, then each link in this hierarchy, i.e., each created world, has a certain purpose conceived by its creator - the meaning of existence...

	 

	This is similar to how if we plan to create something, for example, a car, then we put into our thought-form of the car the meaning and purpose of its existence.

	 

	In the same way, both our world and the person in this world have an initially intended Purpose and Meaning.

	 

	As we learn from ancient texts, the purpose and meaning of human existence on Earth was to manage all living beings on the planet in “Gan Eden” (the Garden of Eden).

	 

	But man ate the forbidden fruit, i.e., introduced the viral program Mind into his Psycho-Info-Energy structure, which led to the emergence of an analyzer (mind) and memory lists independent of Consciousness, and together, this led to the emergence of society with its norms, rules, and laws, different from the idea of our creator.

	 

	From that moment on, two control signals began to influence man - one from the consciousness that created us, and the other from the viral (untimely installed) Mind program.

	 

	As a result, the person fell out of the hierarchy of consciousnesses and stopped performing the functions originally embedded in him, similar to how a computer infected with a virus stops performing its functions and requires cleaning from the virus.

	 

	It was precisely to cleanse themselves of the virus that Adam and Eve were expelled from Gan Eden and placed on the physical plane of existence, which was lower in frequency than in Gan Eden.

	 

	The difference in these planes - the Physical and the Ethereal-Astral - is that in "Gan Eden" the Consciousness of Adam directly influenced the surrounding reality and there was no mind that could prevent Adam from processing signals from the controlling higher consciousness.

	 

	With the acquisition of Reason, Adam's presence in the reality of "Gan Eden" became impossible, since he stopped processing the control signals coming to him and began to create his own uncontrollable behavior.

	 

	In the physical world, consciousness is not capable of directly influencing the surrounding world, but requires action - that is why our world is called the World of Action, in contrast to the higher worlds - the World of Creation and the World of Creation, where consciousness is capable of creating new forms (Psycho-Info-Energy structures), or modifying them.

	 

	In the world of action, man found himself isolated from the influence of his consciousness on other beings; one could say that man was placed in a separate space-time continuum for the purpose of working out the Mind program.

	 

	The goal of all this is a state in which a person, even having the Mind program, will be able to return to life in Consciousness and to the perception and processing of the control signal without its distortion by the mind.

	 

	A classic example of such behavior from ancient texts is that of Abraham, who received the command to sacrifice his beloved son Isaac and, without hesitation, carried out this order. As we were later explained, this was a test of Abraham's inclusion in the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	Modern society, based on reason, does not understand the essence of this action and condemns it. Only by understanding that Abraham's action reflects his complete return to life in Consciousness, not Reason, can one understand why Abraham is called the most outstanding person in the world of Action.

	 

	We will talk more about the “Way of Abraham” in Part V of our book.

	 

	Our society is built by the Mind on the basis of numerous laws, norms, and rules devised by the Mind and stored in memory lists. Every social individual studies and memorizes these lists throughout their lives.

	 

	At school we are not taught to think independently (this is usually punishable), but are taught to endlessly memorize all sorts of rules, norms and laws and operate with them.

	 

	Society invents its own meanings and goals for human life, which are in no way coordinated with the original plan of the consciousness that creates us, and often completely contradict this plan.

	 

	Thus, today we have two coordinate systems for the goals and meaning of our lives: the true goal and meaning from the governing higher consciousness, and the invented social goals and meanings...

	 

	We will talk about all this in Part VI of our book..

	 

	As a result of this duality, contradictions and problems arise, leading to illness, suffering and early death.

	 

	Social goals and the meaning of life vary from society to society and are more or less known to every person.

	 

	At the same time, the true goals and meaning of life remain hidden and behind seven seals, because no one is trying to teach a person to perceive his created essence and the signal that controls a person.

	 

	Moreover, modern social philosophy does everything possible to tear a person away from his life purpose and enslave him in society.

	 

	Only the person himself, or a high-caste Master, can know the true purpose of a person in this incarnation.

	 

	To help with this, we use the remnants of ancient knowledge and practices, such as astrology, numerology, palmistry, and so on.

	 

	All sorts of testing systems—using Tarot cards and the like—we'll talk about this later.

	Different social strata

	 

	Similarly, or more precisely, precisely in connection with the fact that a person has seven bodies, seven consciousnesses, of which only some can be active, there are also different levels, or layers, in society.

	 

	People with different levels of development of consciousness, or with different active consciousnesses, are located within the same society in fundamentally different layers, where completely different norms and rules of life operate.

	 

	Sometimes it is very surprising to talk to different people from the same society (country) and see that they live as if in different countries.

	 

	People with developed higher levels of consciousness tend to live in the upper strata of society and are surrounded by similar consciousnesses. Consequently, their workplaces, their lawyers, their realtors, and the stores where they buy groceries and goods belong to the same layer of reality.

	 

	People with a low level of consciousness, unable to independently perceive the reality around them and other people, find themselves in a layer of reality within the same society where deception, theft, forgery, and other low-frequency and negative phenomena are present. In other words, society, like humans, lives and functions on many levels of consciousness simultaneously.

	 

	A very simple practical conclusion follows from this: as consciousness develops, a person gains the ability to perceive the world around them and other people more deeply. Such a person has a better chance of avoiding difficult situations and avoiding negative relationships. They begin to live on a higher, more rational level of society.

	 

	People who lack the ability to independently perceive, comprehend, and analyze reality are forced to act on the advice of others and rely on authorities, which often turn out to be false.

	 

	Let us give one more example to clarify this idea in the next chapter.

	 

	Human anthill

	 

	Human society can be compared to an anthill.

	All ants are born in the same anthill, but they are all different.

	 

	Uterus.

	This is the queen of the anthill, which ensures reproduction.

	Worker ants.

	These are females that do not have reproductive functions.

	Soldiers.

	Individuals that guard the colony and its inhabitants.

	Males.

	These insects fertilize the female during the summer and die after 2-3 weeks.

	Females.

	 

	Since ants, unlike humans, do not have a viral intelligence program, but only a consciousness controlled from the species egregor, each ant clearly fulfills its life purpose.

	 

	Imagine if ants had intelligence and, instead of fulfilling their purpose, they created an intelligent society in which they would fight for universal equality and equal results - what we see today in some countries.

	 

	Males and females would come up with a gender program with multiple genders and would fight for sex changes in young individuals, as well as for LGBT rights.

	 

	Worker ants would organize unions and strike at any opportunity.

	The soldiers would try in every way to avoid military service and would demand workers' rights for themselves.

	 

	The queen would demand unlimited rights for herself and establish a matriarchal dictatorship.

	Such an anthill would not have lasted long.

	 

	How is our human society different from an anthill? All people possess different consciousnesses and are born to fulfill their purpose.   

	 

	If people did not have reason, then each person would fulfill their purpose under the control of the species egregor.

	 

	The problem is not only in the mind itself, but also in the fact that it builds an artificial Image of Itself.
 

	The fall of people from the natural hierarchy of consciousness, or from the Light of the Creator - where everything and everyone has its own role and purpose, at the level of their consciousness, leads to the creation of the Image of the Self.

	 

	In the world of Self-Images, in the world of Reason, in words, everyone is “equal and has equal opportunities.”
In fact, everything is built on the manipulation of low-frequency emotions: envy, competition, fears, and false norms and standards that are embedded in memory through lists of one or another social contract.  

	
It is easy to manipulate the image of oneself through self-esteem and ambition, which conscious people do not have.

	 

	Only the presence of reason allows a person to endlessly invent various philosophies, social systems, classes, and so on. Modern social philosophy, completely divorced from reality, in some countries is unwilling to acknowledge the differences between people's levels of consciousness and their purpose.

	 

	This philosophy attempts to raise, educate and train all people according to a single pattern based on the lowest level of consciousness.
 

	As a result, our society makes it as difficult as possible for more complex consciousnesses, incarnated in human society precisely for these purposes, to realize their life purpose.

	 

	And most importantly, the Ancient Testament, which explained to people the purpose and meaning of our repeated incarnations on Earth, has been completely lost. The purpose of our incarnations is to comprehend and recognize the presence of both the Soul—Consciousness—and the Mind. And our Goal should be to learn to live in consciousness and perceive our purpose, and to use our mind only to better fulfill our purpose.

	 

	Human society requires people with different levels of consciousness. Workers must work, merchants must organize trade, warriors must defend their territory, scientists must advance science, and spiritual teachers must contribute to the development of society as a whole.

	 

	But, for the normal functioning of such a society, it is necessary to appropriately educate and train people at every level.

	 

	If we lump everyone together and appoint people not based on their level of consciousness and life purpose, but on some rationally devised criteria, then nothing good will come of such a society. And most likely, such a society will perish.

	 

	This example makes it easy to think about the purpose and meaning of life of each individual ant in this egregorially controlled anthill.

	Is reproduction the goal and purpose of every ant's life? No, it isn't, for workers are born not for reproduction, but for creative labor. Meanwhile, males are born exclusively for reproduction.

	 

	Similarly, in an egregorially controlled human society, the goals and meanings of life will differ for different people. And having offspring is not at all obligatory or necessary for any human being.

	 

	The commandment to be fruitful and multiply was given to the entire human anthill—to all the souls originally united in Adam and Eve. And it is being fulfilled beautifully.

	 

	Human society is home to individuals capable of functioning on their higher bodies, who have no need to reproduce, and some who have no need for sexual relations at all. Of course, this can give rise to various speculations, as with any other multidimensional issue. And some sick individuals will consider themselves spiritually advanced and have no need to build relationships.

	 

	For example, if a sick "male ant" suddenly decides that he is a "worker ant" and does not need to reproduce offspring, then he will have to prove by deed, i.e., by work, that he is, in fact, a worker.

	 

	Similarly, people who are unable to build relationships and create families under the pretext that they are too spiritual will have to prove their spirituality in practice... or else go to psychologists and psychiatrists for treatment.

	 

	When Adam was in Gan Eden to form his behavior and he was forbidden to “eat” the “fruit” from the “Tree of Knowledge,” then, apparently, it was assumed that first Adam should develop his Consciousness to a certain level, and only then, he would be allowed to “install” a program of Reason for the formation of a conscious society.

	 

	The premature installation of the Mind program on an undeveloped Consciousness led to the creation of our physical world and society, in which man, through trial and error, will have to recognize the limitations of the mind and return to life in consciousness.      

	 

	As we can see, this goal is still very, very far from being realized by modern society, which, for now, is moving exclusively in the opposite direction.

	 

	It's also important to remember that the seventh day of creation is not complete and has been given a time limit for completion. If, within this time limit, which many are trying to somehow calculate, people do not transition to life in Consciousness and return to Gan Eden, then our physical world will be destroyed along with the underdeveloped sentient beings.

	 

	The Illusion of "Freedom of Choice" in the Matrix of Social Contracts

	 

	Previously, in the Chapter "Good and Evil. What is Freedom of Choice," we wrote about "Freedom of Choice" in the Contract of Consciousness.

	 

	Our purpose in physical incarnation is to curb the program of the mind so that it does not interfere with us returning to life in the Light of the Creator - this is where our freedom of choice lies.

	 

	Paradoxically, with greater manifestation of Consciousness and inclusion in the Covenant of Creation, freedom of choice, or free will, diminishes. This is precisely because Consciousness receives a direct control signal from the Light of the Creator and implements it.

	 

	For a "normal" social person, such an idea probably seems wild; the entire modern world propagates that the "progress and development" of society have given people more choices in all respects.

	 

	Is this really true?

	 

	Free Will, or freedom of choice, is determined, first and foremost, by the presence of reason, parallel to consciousness. This is the freedom of our mind to invent whatever it, or anyone else, desires. Our consciousness perceives the light of the Creator, transforming it into the needs of our bodies. Parallel to this, our mind has its own ideas about how and what we should do.

	 

	These ideas are imposed on us by society, which has its own goals in using human material, different from the light of the creator.

	 

	So, our freedom of will lies, as a rule, not in the realization of our purpose, but, on the contrary, in moving away from it and in the implementation of socially imposed programs.

	 

	A social person strives to earn a lot of money, occupy a high position, buy real estate in a prestigious area, an expensive car, and so on.

	What does all this have to do with a person’s purpose in life?

	 

	A life's purpose may consist of developing certain qualities of consciousness, overcoming certain difficulties, or developing a certain body.

	 

	The pursuit of social goals can completely conflict with a person's purpose in life. As a result of such a deviation from one's purpose, even an unconscious one, a person begins to suffer. These illnesses can be both physical and social—the inability to find a place in society, find a partner, earn money, and so on.

	 

	Reason creates in a person the illusion of infinite freedom of choice.

	But all this freedom, as a rule, leads either to problems or to living an empty incarnation, when consciousness gains no new experience and does not become more complex. A person thinks they've lived a good life, but in reality, they've only accumulated negative karma by failing to fulfill their life's purpose and serving social "gods."

	 

	For example, by serving social gods who demand that one suppress basic sexual desires or subordinate them to invented social norms and rules, a person develops negative behavioral patterns that, in future incarnations, will hinder the development of normal relationships and the creation of a family.

	 

	This issue was researched and covered by R. Monroe, quotes from whose books you can read at the end of the book Appendix 2:

	 

	The book "Journeys Out of the Body":

	 

	In underground esoteric literature, not only is it not analyzed, it's not even mentioned. This factor is sexuality. If, while acknowledging the reality of the Second State, we look at human sexual behavior from its perspective, it's easy to conclude that it has somehow become fundamentally distorted, and its assessments are largely erroneous.
 

	The book "Distant Journeys":
 

	From this it's clear that sexual desire was never overcome. While fully acknowledging its presence, I merely temporarily pushed it aside, postponed it.
 

	Replacing denial with deferment helps liberate oneself from the oppression of sexual desire. The desire hasn't disappeared; it's present and will return with equal force at the slightest opportunity. And such opportunities, only in a different form, also exist in the Second State.
 

	In fact, to say that they are “different” is to say almost nothing, for the sexual reactions of the physical body are only a pale reflection of the deeply intimate form of community and communication found in the Second State, which is not at all “sexual” in our understanding of the term.
 

	Likewise, the exercise of "freedom of choice" in favor of social norms, which dictate that one must first earn a lot of money, acquire real estate, and so on, and only then start a family and have children, leads to the development of negative behavioral patterns, which, as a result, sometimes lead a person to problems with starting a family and having sick children.

	 

	According to the Creator's plan, children should be born at a young age, when the body is at its healthiest, and the woman's Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon is not contaminated by her numerous connections.

	 

	The same can be said about many other social goals.

	Of course, a person needs to ensure his own security in the form of money, housing and other things necessary for a normal life.

	 

	But, it is important to understand that money itself should not be the goal.

	 

	Money is merely a means to an end. And the end is dictated by the light of the Creator. Our entire mind, our entire free will, and our freedom of choice should be aimed at optimally achieving our life's purpose in the reality in which we have incarnated. This is what we call conscious living, when a person uses their mind and their freedom of choice to optimally achieve their life's purpose, rather than to pursue social perks.

	 

	The World of Action, the Creator's Plan, and the Influence of Viral Programs

	 

	As we learn from ancient texts, after acquiring reason and society, man was expelled from "Gan Eden" and placed in Physical reality with the purpose of working out the viral (untimely installed) program of Reason and returning to life in Consciousness in "Gan Eden".

	 

	In the physical world, a person can fully realize all the fantasies of his Mind, build all kinds of societies, achieve all kinds of results and bear responsibility for them, developing new qualities in different bodies during multiple reincarnations.

	 

	We must not forget that a third force intervened in Adam's existence, called "nachash" in ancient texts and translated in modern social convention as "serpent," although another translation exists: "one who knows." This is a translation of a stative verb from the Hebrew root "נחש"—a meaning not used today.

	 

	That is, we are described as beings more advanced than Adam, capable of creating human societies and interfering with the plan of creation. "...the most cunning was the nahash—the one who knows."

	 

	It should be understood that they, “these knowledgeable ones,” have not gone anywhere and continue to control people through the viral program Reason and the societies imposed on people.

	 

	The purpose of any virus (installed at the wrong time) program is to use someone else's computer for some of its own purposes.

	 

	Similarly, the introduction of the social viral (untimely installed) program "mind" led to the possibility of using the created person for some other purposes.

	 

	And our task is to realize this, to understand the original idea of creation and the introduced virus, and also to find a way to get rid of the virus, or at least to “quarantine” it, as an antivirus program (not installed in a timely manner) does, and return to “Gan Eden”.

	 

	Since modern philosophy does not recognize a creator, nor creation, nor consciousness, nor reason, nor external control of man, but believes that everything happens by itself and completely by chance, then in modern society they are constantly looking for those secret societies that control us.

	 

	In our Philosophy of Esotericism, secret societies are an attempt to break free from social control through the development of consciousness.

	 

	The Book of Creation (Sepher Yetzirah) describes to us the basic laws of the construction of the world - “the law of one”, “the law of three”, “the seven dualities” and “the twelve simple ones”...

	 

	We will talk about them in more detail later in parts V and VI of the book.

	 

	The Law of One says that for each world there is a single Consciousness that creates it, which contains everything within itself and is subsequently broken down into its components.

	 

	The first component is the “law of three,” which speaks of the existence of two opposites and a consciousness that chooses between them.

	 

	Dialecticians who deny the existence of consciousness have reduced it to the law of the “unity and struggle of opposites”—for them, everything is in itself and struggles with itself…

	 

	But it is not the opposites that unite and fight, but rather the consciousness that constantly chooses a position on the axis between two opposites.

	 

	Ancient texts tell us that everything in the world has two opposites, and that consciousness must constantly seek “balance” between them.

	 

	For example, “good and evil”, “truth and lies”, “peace and war”, “development and stagnation”, and so on.

	 

	An example: "peace—war." They don't happen on their own, but are the result of the work of someone's mind. And not always the ones we see and know about.

	 

	Therefore, at the very foundation of human existence, there are two opposites - the creator’s plan and society imposed by those who want to control us and consume our energy.

	 

	Ancient texts given to us, judging by their content, serve the purpose of escaping social slavery and returning to life in the Light of the Creator, to a return to "Gan Eden." And only human consciousness must choose between these two opposites. Either serve society or strive to return to "Gan Eden."

	 

	Ancient texts describe to us the manifestations of the law of three. These are Yitzchak and Yishmael, and the consciousness that expelled Yishmael and created enmity between the nations. These are Esau and Jacob, who took away the birthright and also created enmity. These are Joseph and his brothers, Cain and Abel, the Goyim (nations) and the People of Israel, and so on.

	 

	Three main Psycho-Info-Energy planes of a Human

	 

	Previously, we identified seven sections, or bodies, within the human multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon, but for a more simplified understanding, only three will suffice: the physical, the etheric-astral, and the mental. By "mental body," we will understand all four mental bodies. That is, the three primary causes—Consciousness, Information, and Energy.

	 

	Everyone knows about the physical body—it's the only body recognized by modern society and studied in all its aspects. It is the energetic component of our Psycho-Info-Energy structure.

	 

	The Etheric-Astral body is the body of our sensations and emotions.We do not feel anything with our physical body, as it may seem to us, and there are a lot of objectifications that anyone can carry out independently (the Internet is helpful).

	 

	All our sensations originate in the Etheric body and are then transmitted through the hormonal and nervous systems to the receptors of the physical body, passing along the way through the filter of our Subconscious - the Contract.

	 

	Thus, we perceive only what we believe in, or are prepared to believe. Therefore, if someone is fundamentally unwilling to believe in the existence of a person beyond their physical body, then nothing can be demonstrated or proven to them.

	 

	Likewise, our emotions are not functions of the physical body, as materialists teach.

	 

	Emotions are divided into lower ones - fear, envy, anger, resentment, pity, etc., and higher ones - joy, happiness, fun, falling in love, etc.

	 

	This is the informational component of our Psycho-Info-Energy structure.

	Here is information about our physical body.

	 

	Psychics work specifically with this body.

	They influence information, which then restructures the energy – the physical body.

	 

	The mental body is the psychic component of our Psycho-Info-Energy structure.

	 

	It is a complex, multidimensional consciousness that controls our entire cocoon.

	 

	As is known today, all diseases originate in this body, and they are called psychosomatic, i.e., consciousness (psyche) influencing matter (somatics).

	 

	Then, if the cause is not eliminated, the disease spreads to the informational body, where healers and psychics sometimes try to intercept its further spread, and then the disease manifests itself in the physical body, in the form of symptoms, where social medicine tries to combat them...

	 

	The same thing happens not only with diseases of the body, but also with diseases of society, the state, and with the fate of a person.

	 

	All problems and illnesses originate on the Mental Plane when the Mind and its fantasies lead a person or society away from their purpose, from life in consciousness, from the observance of spiritual principles.

	 

	People capable of perceiving the Light of the Creator begin to recognize this disease at its inception and take action. In a person's case, healing requires changing behavioral patterns. There are even tables of behavioral patterns associated with various illnesses, such as those by Louise Hay.

	 

	There are known cases where even terminally ill people with stage 4 cancer were completely healed after radically changing their lives, withdrawing from society, returning to nature—to the Light of the Creator, changing their diet, and turning to higher powers.

	 

	In a democratic society, when a social illness begins, civic action—strikes, demonstrations, and elections for other parties—is possible. In a totalitarian society, the options are either fighting back, risking one's life, or emigrating to another country.

	 

	To heal your individual destiny, sometimes it is necessary to work with Karma, which we will discuss later.

	 

	Humans in the food chain

	 

	Possessing a complex, Psycho-Info-Energy structure, capable of thinking and moving energy between bodies, a person becomes part of the food chain when he is able to process the gross energy of food into the more subtle energy of emotions, such as fear, resentment, pity, etc.

	 

	All sorts of parasites feed on this energy of low emotions, and they try to influence people so that they emit as many of these negative emotions as possible.

	 

	Pay attention to all social media – they report mainly on tragedies, evoking exclusively negative emotions…

	 

	Despite the enormous potential of human consciousness for creation and development, we see how people are constantly drawn into wars and, in their masses, are engaged in destruction and annihilation.

	 

	This is difficult to explain in terms of people's personal motives, but can easily be traced as external control through society with the goal of obtaining a greater number of low-frequency emotions.

	 

	Just recently, we witnessed the COVID pandemic, when suddenly, all social norms and rules regarding the production, acceptance, and use of vaccines ceased to apply. When governments in many countries began violating their own laws, restricting citizens' freedoms, and forcing people to inject themselves with an experimental and untested drug that led to a host of side effects—a subject that was much discussed and written about subsequently.

	 

	Such illogical and unlawful behavior of entire countries can only be explained through external control...

	 

	R. Monroe, "Ultimate Journeys":
 

	"Something was truly dying within me. I had long ago realized that the God of my childhood simply didn't exist—at least, not in the form imposed by our culture. On the other hand, I had come to understand very deeply the principle of creators and creation. All it took was to look around, to notice the subtle and exquisite orderliness of the surrounding world, the coexistence that enables life to continue... the balance of an entire planet, surrounded by filtering layers of energy... layers that allow only the amount and quality of sunlight necessary for biological growth... and, of course, the coherence of the food chain.
 

	The Hops message explained this harmony perfectly. Most importantly, it described the purpose, the meaning, the reason for it, and explained the "why." This question had long eluded me, but the Hops answer turned out to be simple and obvious. The meaning was real, albeit quite prosaic. We were simply producing Something Valuable. Hops.
 

	Read more in Appendix 1 “On the Light of the Creator and the Mental Slavery of Humanity in the books of Gurdjieff, Monroe, Castaneda.”

	 

	Consciousness (Soul) and the reincarnating Body

	 

	As is already clear from everything said earlier, in our Philosophy of Esotericism, Man is a created consciousness that can periodically incarnate in the physical World of Action by acquiring a body.

	 

	The purpose and meaning of such periodic incarnation, or reincarnation, is that a person, being born into one or another society - contract, could develop qualities that move him towards the original plan of the creator - to the full development of all his bodies, to transformation into a "rainbow in the cloud."

	 

	The original intention is for man to return to the hierarchy of consciousness, to become pure consciousness, not mind, and to return to "Gan-Eden" to govern all living beings on Earth.

	 

	On the way back to Gan-Eden, two guards are posted: Cherubim (high consciousness) and a flaming sword - energy.

	 

	That is, in order to return to the creator’s plan, a person must develop his consciousness to the level of Cherubim (Kruvim), and this means developing all levels of consciousness of all bodies and accumulating enough energy to pass into “Gan-Eden”.

	 

	In modern esoteric literature, this state is called "Ascension" or "Fire from Within," when a person maximally structures the entire Psycho-Info-Energy of their cocoon and ascends to a higher plane of existence, flaring up and disappearing from this world, or this state occurs at the moment of Death...

	 

	Analogies of the Torah and the Toltec tradition: "Slipping past the Eagle" and "Cherubim with a sword"

	 

	Don Juan also speaks about something similar when he explains to C. Castaneda the purpose and meaning of life on the “Path of the Warrior, the Path of the Man of Knowledge.”

	 

	The goal is to accumulate Awareness, which at the moment of death a person can “give” to the Egregors of the Material World, which they called the “Eagle”, gaining freedom of Consciousness, freedom from the need to incarnate in a material body in this world.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Gift of the Eagle":
 

	"All living beings strive for death. This is a truth which the seer cannot fail to be aware of," don Juan continued. "Awareness stops death."
 

	The new seers were deeply perplexed by the fact that awareness both prevents death and causes it, being the Eagle's food. This cannot be explained, since there can be no rational way to understand existence."
 

	***

	"The Eagle devours the consciousness of all creatures that lived on Earth a moment ago, and are now dead, who have flown to the Eagle's beak..."
 

	***

	 

	"The eagle, the power that rules the fate of living beings, sees all these beings at once and in exactly the same way."
 

	***

	 

	"Although the Eagle does not care about the circumstances of any living being's life, he has given a gift to each of them."
 

	***

	 

	“He called this state complete freedom, and he also added that a person who has freed himself from socialization and the power of syntax is transformed into a unified pure energy and flies away, disappears, goes into the unknown, into infinity, transformed into an inorganic being, into something that has consciousness, but is not an organism.”
 

	Detailed quotes and our conclusions are given in Appendix 6. On the return to "Gan Eden" to the Tree of Life in the Torah, and to the "Eagle" of the Toltecs...

	 

	This state is also described in the Book of Creation as a stage of the creation of our world.

	 

	Mishnah 4:4

	Seven dual Bet-Gimel-Dalet Kaf-Pei-Reish-Tav

	top and bottom

	east and west

	north and south

	and the palace of holiness (sanctuary) directed (intentional) to the middle

	and he lifts them all up

	 

	That is, when the six limits deployed from the energy center gather in this center, then an ascension to a higher level of consciousness occurs - to the informational plane.

	 

	This is a description of the general principle of creation.

	 

	In the case of a human being, such a center is our Sahasrara chakra, and the six limits are the other six chakras.

	 

	Thus, when all six chakras are raised to the level of the Sahasrara chakra, the entire Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person will ascend to the next level - to “Gan-Eden”.

	 

	And in order to accomplish such a rise of our entire Psycho-Info-Energy structure to the highest frequency level, we need to structure each body as much as possible, i.e., to accumulate in it the maximum amount of information and energy.

	 

	The accumulation of energy and information in each body means conscious actions on all planes of Existence accessible to man.

	 

	We'll talk more about this later.

	 

	Reincarnation in different societies and in different families allows a person to develop the qualities he lacks, i.e., to structure different bodies.

	 

	If a person from birth received the correct upbringing and education for life and development in the Light of the Creator, and not for serving a hostile society and wasting time and energy, then his development would occur more quickly.

	 

	R. Monroe, "Definitive Journeys":
 

	"Thus, we 'incarnate' precisely for this—an accelerated learning process in a very unusual type of school. This implies that the basis of this learning lies in the fusion of two different types of energetic modulations. One can be called masculine, and the other feminine. Drives, needs, cultural environment, and any other factors can be used to literally 'force' alignment, fusion, and mutual understanding between these two systems of consciousness.
 

	The conditions for entering physical life in human form are quite strict, somewhat reminiscent of a very detailed legal agreement. First and foremost, the energy form must come to terms with the reality of space and time.

Part V. What is Esotericism, Ancient Texts

	What is Esotericism?

	 

	People in a social contract think this is some kind of hidden knowledge, or exercises. Even when they're told about something fundamentally new, like psychokinesis, telepathy, and so on, social people don't believe it because it doesn't fit into their social contract.

	 

	Any esoteric knowledge and practices are found in other agreements, with a different fixation of the assemblage point and a different model of the world.

	 

	We can observe how, for decades or more, people have been talking and writing about all sorts of discovered and explored mysteries—about secret artifacts, manuscripts, experiments. Yet, no advances in science have occurred. Schools continue to teach the same dogmas, and socialites continue to ridicule reincarnation, telepathy, psychokinesis, and anything else not covered in school textbooks.

	 

	A natural question arises: if many artifacts and experiments indicate a different model of the world, then why is this different model not considered and studied?

	 

	The only answer to this is that our rulers do not need it.

	 

	This only confirms what was said earlier, that the social contract was created by the highest governing consciousness, with the purpose of using and exploiting people, and not with the purpose of development.

	 

	A primitive social model of the world was created to fill memory lists and distract people from independent search, research and conclusions.

	 

	The Book of Books, which lies on the table of many, can be a source of esoteric knowledge if studied within the framework of the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	In the same way, all eastern martial arts exist in their own agreement, which can only be entered into with a Master.

	 

	We all see that in society there are also schools, books, courses and practices of various esoteric directions.

	 

	Their main problem is that they all work within a social contract, do not have their own complete model of the world, but are only trying to bring something new and unusual into the social contract.

	 

	At the same time, as a rule, in these social organizations there are no Criteria of Truth, and therefore, all the “masters” and “adepts” are no different from all other social people except for their inflated Ego.

	 

	If you look closely at the Being of these “esotericists”, it will be, in many respects and bodies, even more primitive than that of a normal social person.

	 

	Also, the level of consciousness, motivation, and purpose of such activities are very important.

	 

	Typically, this happens for the following reasons:

	 

	
		To be healed from physical or mental illnesses.

		Gain an advantage in social competition, learn to manipulate other people.

		Out of boredom, a desire to meet someone, or for company.



	 

	It is important to understand that any real healing, or change in a person's behavior patterns and capabilities, requires a change in the Agreement.

	 

	And changing the Treaty, as we have already written above, is a change of one’s entire life and very hard work, which is not yet accessible to everyone.

	 

	As a result, it turns out that all such activities, if they do not lead to a change in the contract, lead to the complication of life, to the inflation of the Image of Oneself.

	 

	What is Secret Knowledge?

	 

	We live in a society built on Reason, but not on Consciousness.

	 

	Information is food for the mind, which is why we are inundated with tons of books, kilometers of films and all kinds of audio and video materials.

	 

	Those who have sifted through a larger quantity of such materials are considered in our society to be more “advanced,” more “authoritative.”

	 

	When we watch videos of scientists and religious figures, we usually see bookshelves filled with beautifully bound books behind them...

	 

	A host of contemporary pop-esotericists produce audio, video, and text materials in enormous quantities.

	 

	Many are looking for some kind of secret knowledge that will do something incomprehensible to these people.

	 

	Young people sometimes approached us with a request to help them find themselves and suggest their purpose.

	 

	We see how, over the course of many years, decades and centuries, the Mind rushes about, runs in the same circle, trying to come up with a “bright future,” “universal justice,” and so on, which, as a rule, always turns into suffering, misfortune, murder and other problems.

	 

	Many people try to find answers to questions such as who we are, where we come from, what are the goals and meanings of our lives, although, in reality, very few people actually care...

	 

	It turned out that the answers had been written a long time ago, but, as is well known, in addition to the ability to read, it is also necessary to be able to understand what is written, which turned out to be truly Secret Knowledge.

	 

	That is, Secret Knowledge is a different Philosophy, a different Model of the World, a different Agreement, different Goals and Meanings of life.

	 

	And here, we are faced with the only real problem, which is that Modern Philosophy and the Modern Model of the World are fundamentally different from the one in which the Ancient Knowledge was recorded, providing answers to all our modern existential questions.

	 

	Thus, in the World of Reason there are not and never will be answers to these questions - there will only be an endless running around in the same circle, perhaps until the worldview paradigm, or the Philosophy of Being, changes.

	 

	It turns out that the ordinary modern social person has found himself trapped in the modern Social Contract, because an ordinary person with a Level of Consciousness of 1-3 Castes, and this is the bulk of people living on the planet, is programmed only once, during the process of upbringing and socialization after birth, and in no way can subsequently change the Contract, or Worldview.

	 

	Such a person can read, listen to and watch audio/video materials, attend all sorts of courses, and so on, as much as they want—but all new information will always be filtered through their Agreement and superimposed on their worldview, but will in no way be able to change this very worldview.

	 

	Often, social people who have attended esoteric courses say, "I can accept this, I can somehow believe this, but I will never believe that." This phrase captures the essence of what's happening and a complete misunderstanding of the meaning of esotericism.

	Because it's necessary and impossible to take something from another agreement and apply it to your own social contract. It's necessary to truly shift your Assemblage Point to the new agreement, and then there will be no need to accept or reject anything. Everything will fall into place and will be clear and obvious.

	 

	Only a few Individuals are capable of changing the Agreement, i.e., changing their life Philosophy based on their own experience and independent Awareness of what is happening around them.

	 

	If we speak only about those Personalities who are also searching for answers to Existential questions, then all the answers have already been given in the Book of Creation, in the Book of Genesis and in the Book of Kohelet (Ecclesiastes).

	 

	Of course, one could slightly expand this list to include other books of the Torah, but all the answers are already contained in these three books.

	 

	And no one needs all the countless commentaries and interpretations written over centuries and millennia on these books - all this is just a Mind Game, leading people away from the true meaning and essence of what was said.

	 

	The task of the Conscious Personality is to develop Consciousness, but not Reason—therefore, for Consciousness, all these tons of texts and kilometers of tapes are completely useless and meaningless—Consciousness develops using completely different methods...

	 

	Thus, we have two different worlds - the World of Reason and the World of Consciousness.

	 

	Modern Society is built in the World of Reason, and it is not capable of providing answers to Existential questions.

	 

	The World of Consciousness is the domain of loners, and there are no beaten paths in it, but it contains all the answers to all questions.

	 

	To the question that immediately arises - is it possible to move from the World of Reason to the World of Consciousness - we answer that this depends entirely on the Level of Consciousness, on the Caste of the person.

	 

	For the first three castes, this is impossible - the first three castes can only join the Agreement of Consciousness if such a thing is created in some place cut off from Society - such as a "secret society", an ashram, a remote eco-settlement created by people of the fourth caste, a Family Agreement, or a Group Agreement, if they correspond in level of consciousness to the fourth Caste - the Caste of Conscious Personalities.

	 

	We will talk about how people of the fourth caste can develop Consciousness in Part VI of the book.

	 

	Philosophy of Esotericism

	 

	Philosophy is a very complex category. We discussed in Part II of the book that Philosophy is the foundation of all sciences; let's try to look at this from another angle.

	 

	Some people think that Philosophy is simply a certain view of the world, a certain other description of the same world and that’s all.

	 

	This would be true if our world were some kind of simple material reality that could be viewed from different angles and described with different words and concepts.

	 

	In general, in materialistic philosophy, this is how it all looks, therefore, materialist philosophers do not understand how there can be any other philosophy to describe this simple material world.

	 

	Therefore, if a person believes in such a simple and purely material model of the world, then it is impossible to talk about any other philosophy.

	 

	We are talking here about a different Model of the World and a different Philosophy.

	 

	We believe in a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy world, when human Consciousness perceives only a small part of this World, depending on the complexity of this Consciousness and on the position of the Assemblage Point, which selects and passes a certain portion of the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal of the World, which is then interpreted by the Subconscious in our perception of the world.

	 

	In the case of such a perception, we can talk about a Philosophy that will explore and study the Levels of Development of Consciousness, the Fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Interpretation of the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal (the Light of the Creator) by the human subconscious.

	 

	Only in this case, Philosophy turns into a serious science, which allows not only to describe a certain reality that only exists in the imagination of a person, but to change the Fixation of the Assemblage Point and, then, to study the Model of the World, assembled by the Assemblage Point in its other fixation.

	 

	At the same time, depending on the Fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Level of Development of Consciousness, a person can perceive different worlds that require the construction of their own Models of the World, since the generally accepted Social Model of the World does not describe these worlds.

	 

	This is precisely where the concept of a “black sheep” comes from, when a person, in the process of upbringing and education, encounters a discrepancy between the generally accepted model of the world that he studies and what he himself actually perceives and feels.

	 

	All the remnants of Ancient Knowledge, such as Astrology, Numerology, Palmistry and others, are in no way explainable or applicable in the modern social model of the world and only evoke a smirk - for what significance can the exact date, time and place of a person's birth have for his future destiny and purpose in a new incarnation?

	 

	Or, what influence can planets have on a person's life rhythm, or how the lines of the palm can reflect fate, health, and so on...

	 

	That is, we need to begin not with the study of all these astrologies and other palmistries, which operate in a completely unknown way and come from an unknown source, but rather with Philosophy, with the fundamental basis of our perception of the World and our Faith in the structure of the world....

	 

	I can list the main provisions of our Philosophy, but they will give little to anyone, because this Philosophy is based on the corresponding Fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Model of the World.

	 

	If a person does not have this Fixation of the Assemblage Point, then simply learning and remembering some of our descriptions is completely pointless.

	 

	We believe that our world is a kind of Cyclical Program, as described, in particular, in the Book of Ecclesiastes (Kohelet) - “what was is what will be, and there is nothing new under this sun.”

	 

	Accordingly, all the Objects visible to us are only the lowest-frequency parts of the real Psycho-Info-Energy structures, or “objects” of this program, and they are all interconnected at higher-frequency levels.

	 

	That is, with our physical senses, we perceive only a small fraction of the real world, similar to how one can perceive a large Screen with an image and have no idea that this image is being constructed by a computer.

	 

	An embodied, born person is a new object entering the program and, like any new object in our modern programming, at its inception it launches the “constructor” procedure, which initiates this object and prepares it for life in the program based on certain initial conditions.

	 

	“It is precisely these initial conditions that will influence the entire future life of the object in the program” - it is precisely these initial conditions that the astrological natal chart tells us about.

	 

	Moreover, the very existence of Astrology is evidence that people were previously aware of a more complex structure of the world, and ancient science knew and was able to use knowledge of multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy objects.

	 

	Something similar happens with Alchemy, which we wrote about in Part I.

	 

	Let us remember that “Al” means “above”, i.e., it is not the primitive progenitor of modern materialistic chemistry, but the science of processes on the Psycho-Info-Energy plane – above material chemistry.

	 

	Hence, the very idea of changing the information level of a substance - its atoms and molecules, to transform it into another substance - does not at all seem ridiculous and naive, as modern primitivists try to present it.

	 

	The same is true with Palmistry: the human body is only a low-frequency part of the entire object, and this part, and in particular - the palms of the hands, the feet, the earlobes, etc. - reflect information that is at higher levels of the person.

	 

	We are not going to delve into these realities here and now - we just want to say that we see no point in engaging in all these things, being included in the modern social contract, where nothing of the sort simply does not exist - and all the activities of astrology, palmistry and the like come down to memorizing some unconscious rules and postulates...

	 

	Everything must begin with Philosophy - with the Foundation of all sciences...

	 

	How to Work with Ancient Texts

	 

	We can easily see from our own experience how society changes over time. Words change, and the meaning and significance of many words shift.

	New knowledge emerges, transforming words and adding new meanings. People's lexicons evolve, and proverbs and sayings emerge. Norms and rules of social life evolve, and so on...

	 

	Even if we take texts from a hundred or two centuries ago, written in our native language in our country—that is, originally, in our country's treaty—they will seem strange and outdated. For example, "spread out as a mess on the tree"—who can say today exactly what that meant? And who even remembers what "thought" is?

	 

	What then can we say about texts written many hundreds of years ago, in another country, in another language and in another agreement unknown to us today?

	 

	If we simply translate these texts into our language within the framework of our modern agreement - worldview and philosophy (without taking into account the language of the branches), decipher the incomprehensible moments based on our current ideas about the world, about life and about man - then we will get exactly what we got from modern translations of the Old Testament.

	 

	Even without any translation, a modern reading of the Ancient Texts in their original language leads to exactly the same result: complete profanation.

	 

	A description of the lives of primitive shepherds and nomads, it is completely incomprehensible why this book has passed through the centuries and is considered the Book of Books...

	 

	Our approach to ancient texts is entirely different. We see them as an opportunity to attune ourselves to the authors' thought-form and, from this thought-form, to receive all the multidimensional information our consciousness is capable of perceiving.

	 

	We consider the text not as a record of information, but as an “anchor” to a thought form containing all Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	This can be compared, by a simplified analogy, to multidimensional pictures, which have a completely different image when viewed with a focused and defocused gaze.

	 

	To tune into ancient texts in this way, one must have certain qualities of consciousness.

	It is necessary to be able to move your assemblage point with intention, it is necessary to be able to detach from the social contract, and it is desirable to be fixed in the Covenant Agreement and be able to work with the original language.

	 

	Let's say right away - not every person is given the opportunity to do something like this.

	 

	Something similar, by the way, happens in the world of scientists. A person is obsessed with an idea, collecting and studying all possible materials on the topic, conducting all possible experiments, and attuning themselves to the subject of their research. As a result, at some point a "breakthrough" occurs, and the person gains knowledge and makes discoveries.

	 

	This often happens in a dream or in meditation - when the scientist's Mind is switched off and his consciousness is active.

	 

	Mendeleev wrote about this, Tesla wrote about this, and perhaps many others.

	 

	All this accumulated experience once again objectifies the fact that we do not achieve all new knowledge and discoveries ourselves or make them with our minds, but rather perceive them from thought forms created by a more developed consciousness, i.e., we read from the hierarchy of consciousnesses, or from the information field of the planet - whichever we prefer.

	 

	We know today that a thought form, once created, never disappears, but continues to exist "eternally." Similar to how the light of a distant star continues to exist and move for millions of years, even after the star itself has died.

	 

	Thus, the thought forms underlying the ancient texts have not disappeared and continue to exist, waiting for the consciousness that can tune into them and set them out in a contract for its society, its generation.

	 

	That is why there is no point in studying old interpretations of ancient texts, but it is necessary in each new generation to study the texts themselves, trying to tune into the original thought form and then express the perceived Psycho-Info-Energy in the languages of the current generation.

	 

	To achieve this, people studying ancient texts in each generation must be highly educated, have a broad outlook, and a highly developed consciousness capable of shifting to a different understanding.

	 

	Of course, with such study of ancient texts, their meaning and content can change significantly from generation to generation, making it impossible to establish a lasting religious dogma. But for religious dogma to hold, it is necessary to prohibit new interpretations of the original and require the study of all accumulated material. This is precisely what is done in modern religions.

	 

	It's also clear that no modern religious institutions will allow a new understanding and interpretation of ancient texts, as this would immediately destroy their entire hierarchy, influence, and income. Similarly, "venerable" historians of World War II, with all sorts of degrees and titles, attacked V. Suvorov and M. Solonin, who published their research and interpretations of the events.

	 

	There is a good example of how the Qumran scrolls found in the Judean Desert, with an ancient exposition of the foundations of Christianity, have still not been fully published and interpreted, because they contradict much of what Christianity has accumulated over the past centuries.

	 

	Hebrew - the programming language of the World, 2-letter cells and 3-letter roots

	 

	We previously discussed the Language of the Branches and how the same word will carry a completely different meaning in different Covenants. Now let's take a closer look at the ancient Hebrew language. It is the only ancient language in the world that has survived to this day, even in the official version of the history of the modern Social Contract.

	 

	It's not for nothing that Hebrew is called the language of creation. It's important to understand that we're not talking about the creation of the material universe, but about the creation of the world of our human consciousness, the algorithms of our behavior and existence.

	 

	This is similar to how we program behavioral algorithms and artificial intelligence into robots today. And we do this using a high-level programming language.

	 

	The Book of Creation (Sefer Yetzirah) describes the creation of the 22 Hebrew letters, which correspond to the 22 states of our human world, and further describes the creation of two-letter cells, i.e., all possible combinations of two letters without repetition, without two identical letters. These two-letter cells describe the entire set of our human states, i.e., they are the complete basis for all possible algorithms of our behavior and state. As you can see, there are very few of them, and behind all the apparent diversity of human behavior lies a very limited set of truly distinct algorithms. Everything else is simply a repetition of the same algorithms in different life situations.

	 

	Next, from 2-letter cells, 3-letter roots of the Hebrew language are formed, where the second letter of the first cell is the first letter of the second cell.

	 

	There will also be a finite number of such roots, and they completely describe all of our possible actions, states, experiences, emotions and everything else.

	 

	By breaking down any root into two-letter cells, and then into individual letters, it is always possible to restore its original meaning, even if the meaning of this root and the words derived from it have changed greatly in modern Hebrew.

	 

	Hebrew originally lacked synonyms for the sake of elegance. Each root denotes a distinct, specific state or action. If today several roots appear to denote the same thing, this simply means that the meaning of one of these roots has been lost, and such an action or state no longer exists.

	 

	Of course, modern spoken Hebrew has already diverged considerably from its original form, but since its structural principles have been preserved, it is still possible in most cases to uncover the original meaning of each word. Moreover, it is possible to revive the meaning of words in ancient books. That the Ancient Books have reached us virtually unchanged is confirmed by the Qumran manuscripts containing these texts. In other words, the texts were exactly the same 2,000 years ago.

	 

	Introduction to the Chapters with Information from the Ancient Texts

	 

	It is worth clarifying that, when speaking about the Covenant Agreement, we are talking about the fact that initially, all this knowledge was intended for all of humanity, and not for a small group of people who were chosen by the Gods to master and spread this knowledge.

	 

	The Torah (Old Testament) describes the creation of the “Earth Program” on the Psycho-Info-Energy plane, but does not at all describe any physical reality.

	 

	A similar description of the Mental Plane using analogies of physical reality is written in the Language of Branches, where each concept of Physical reality (branch) corresponds to a concept of the Mental Plane (root).

	 

	For example, the Jews (Ivriim) - descended from Abraham Ha-Ivri - are people who made the Transition, who passed into Another Agreement.

	 

	The word Ivri comes from the root Avar - crossed, made a transition.

	 

	Similarly, Israel (YisraEl) ישראל can be translated as “directly to God”, i.e., as a person, or as a people, who directly perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	This in no way means any kind of “nation” or “hereditary qualities”,—as is customary today.

	 

	This means only the level of Consciousness, the Agreement,—Therefore, Jews have always been not a nation, but a Spiritual Community, which could be joined by any person who had undergone the rite of Giyur.

	 

	Abraham, Yitzchak, Jacob, who made a covenant with God,—these are not people in the flesh,—these are the levels of Consciousness formed by the Gods,—these are Egregors, Agreements,—which indicate to us the Path of Movement, Development, Transformation of Consciousness.

	 

	Likewise, Adam, and Noah, and the Flood and all their children,—these are not physical People,—these are levels of Consciousness,—formation and destruction of Psycho-Info-Energy by the Gods.

	 

	All this is described in the Torah,—but it is necessary to understand what is written within the framework of the relevant Agreement...

	 

	Today, with the complete victory of Materialism, the entire centuries-old tradition has been reduced to some rituals and prohibitions on the physical level, with a complete loss of real connection with the Creator, with a complete replacement of Consciousness with Reason.

	 

	However, the Ancient Treaty has not disappeared. All Ancient Egregors still store all the information,—therefore, our task is to develop our Consciousness to such a level that it becomes possible to directly connect with the ancient Egregors, rather than the endless study by the Mind of all sorts of Rational interpretations accumulated over centuries and millennia,—and completely "killed"»the original Agreement, the original Essence.

	 

	Why is it recommended to constantly read the Torah, rather than all sorts of commentaries and interpretations of it? As science and public awareness develop, people will be able to perceive more information from the original (primordial) thought-form anchored in the Torah.

	 

	We can give an example from fairy tales. For example, this text:

	"My light, my mirror! Tell me, and tell me the whole truth: am I the fairest of all, the rosiest and the whitest of all?" And the mirror answered her: "You, of course, there is no dispute: you, queen, are the fairest of all, the rosiest and the whitest of all."

	 

	A hundred years ago, this seemed like some kind of allegory, fantasy, a fairy tale, in a word. But today, we clearly see in this text a description of how a smartphone with artificial intelligence works. Indeed, a smartphone with a front-facing camera turns the device into a mirror. And communicating with ChatGPT, or a similar program, is completely consistent with the fairytale dialogue described above.

	 

	Thus, today we are beginning to see something completely different in this fairy tale than we saw in it not 100, but 50 years ago. If we had not read the fairy tale itself, but had studied only the literary critics of past centuries, our understanding of it would be entirely different.

	 

	The same thing happens with the Torah.

	 

	We cover and analyze this in more detail in the topic Co-tuning with Ancient Egregors—real esotericism.

	 

	In the modern world, the concepts of the Torah, Menorah, and the Ark of the Covenant are associated exclusively with Judaism and repel many as “foreign”»tradition.

	 

	Nevertheless, this is the legacy of the Ancient Civilization, the study and research of which within the framework of the non-social Agreement, is capable of greatly changing, transforming, and developing our Consciousness.

	 

	We will talk about all this in more detail in the following chapters.

	 

	How People Received the Covenant Agreement

	 

	The reception of the Covenant is described to us in the Old Testament, in the Book of Exodus (Shemot), which forms the foundation of all Western civilization. However, at present, it has been completely distorted and stripped of its original meaning. In other words, the information given to people for their development has been transformed into a blind and meaningless religion...

	 

	Our translation, Exodus (Shemot), chapter 24:
 

	15. And Moses went up to this mountain
And this cloud covered this mountain
16. And the kavod of Yehovah (materializer) landed on Mount Sinai
And this cloud covered her for six days.
And I called to Moses on this seventh day from within this cloud
17. And the appearance of the Kavod of Yehovah (the materializer of Yehovah) as a devouring fire on the top of this mountain in the eyes of the sons of Israel
18. And Moshe entered into that cloud
And-I climbed up to this mountain
And Moses was on the mountain forty days and forty nights
 

	From here on and in the chapters below, we will talk about the original intention of those who gave us this information, but in no case about the religions that have been built over the past centuries, supposedly on the basis of this information.

	 

	We will talk about how the people who left ancient Egypt under the leadership of Moses and under the direct control of Jehovah approached Mount Sinai and there a series of events took place that were intended to change the entire social world.

	 

	First of all, in terms of significance, three new castes of people were created, i.e., the consciousness of the people standing at Mount Sinai was changed.

	 

	All people received a new covenant—the Covenant of the Covenant—directly from Jehovah. By Jehovah, we today understand a higher-level consciousness that governs our physical world and is capable of changing the consciousness of people in our world, similar to how we can change the programming (consciousness) of robots.

	 

	This altered consciousness became known as the "People of Israel."

	 

	It's important to remember that all the people who left Egypt stood at Mount Sinai, both Jews—"Hebrews" (we'll discuss this in more detail in the chapter: Abraham the First Hebrew (Hebrew)—and other peoples. Therefore, the level of consciousness "People of Israel" did not initially apply only to Jews, but created a new caste of people. Moreover, it was commanded that anyone could come to the People of Israel and join this covenant. This commandment is still in effect today and is called "giyur."

	 

	The consciousness of all other people not at Mount Sinai was called "Goyim"—the peoples of the world. This is not a slur or an offensive nickname—it is simply a designation of a level of consciousness, or caste.

	 

	The purpose of creating the caste “People of Israel” and shifting it to the New Covenant was to show people the way out of social slavery, from which they had just emerged in the literal sense (from Egypt) and to show them the way to “Gan-Eden” to the tree of eternal life.

	 

	As we understand today, eternal life in "Gan-Eden" took place not on the physical, but on the Ethereal-Astral-Mental plane - therefore, there is no need to look for the location of the Garden of Eden (Gan-Eden) on earth and there is no need to strive for eternal life in a physical body - this is impossible.

	 

	Next, to manage the newly created Covenant Treaty, the Levite Caste - Priests - was created, and then another caste of Cohens - High Priests.

	 

	The purpose of creating these new types of consciousness, or castes, was to transmit a control signal from Yehovah to the entire “People of Israel” and further to all the “Goyim”.

	 

	Thus, the consciousness of the People of Israel was chosen to change all life on Earth, for more active spiritual development, for the development of the viral (untimely installed) Mind program and for the general return to “Gan-Eden”.

	 

	This can be compared by analogy to how today in IT companies a group is selected for a pilot project, which will then have to lead everyone else.

	 

	The castes of Cohens and Levites are necessary because there is a huge difference in the levels of consciousness between Yehovah, the highest consciousness for us, and the consciousness of the People of Israel.

	 

	Therefore, only the Cohens (high priests) could work with their consciousness on the higher plane, then they transmitted the received thought forms to the simpler level of consciousness of the Levites (priests), and they, in turn, transmitted this to the entire People of Israel, which was called to serve as an example (pilot project) for all other nations.

	 

	Since a person living at a high level of Consciousness—that is, having a lot of energy in the upper bodies and, correspondingly, little energy in the lower bodies—is unable to perform the work of the lower bodies, the Cohens and Levites were deprived of their land allotment and were relieved of their livelihood. The rest of the community was required to contribute a tithe, a tenth of the harvest, to support the Cohens and Levites and their livelihood.

	 

	Moreover, to isolate the Cohens and Levites from the social covenant of the People of Israel, Temples were built—special Psycho-Info-Energy machines in which the Cohens lived, in which the Levites worked, and to which the entire People of Israel came several times a year to uphold the Covenant. More on this below.

	 

	With such a world order, the entire People of Israel and all the nations of the world were supposed to systematically develop and move to a higher level of existence.

	 

	It is necessary to explain why it was necessary to create an intermediate level of consciousness (the Levites) between the Cohens and the People of Israel.

	 

	Cohen's consciousness is multidimensional, capable of interacting with higher levels of the hierarchy of consciousnesses. Cohens perceive the world around them in a completely different and more multidimensional way, and when they attempt to somehow reflect their vision and understanding of the world in speech perceived by simpler consciousnesses, or even the mind, a host of contradictions and misunderstandings arise.

	 

	Communicating with the Cohen requires a more complex consciousness than that of the People of Israel. The Levites possess such a consciousness.

	 

	And the Levites are already able to express the essence of what they learned from the Cohens in the simple language of the People of Israel. And the People of Israel, through their being and their spirituality, sets an example for the Goyim—the nations of the world. This was the intention…

	 

	At the same time, such a world order did not require any single ruler - a king, because all life in the Covenant Agreement was clearly spelled out, and it was only necessary to monitor the implementation of this covenant.

	 

	This era in the history of the People of Israel is called the Age of Judges, when all people lived according to the covenant, and judges judged for violations, based on the same covenant.

	 

	According to known history, the Age of the Judges, or the Age of the Covenant, lasted a relatively short time: 300–400 years, although for modern society this is a vast period of time. After this, the People of Israel desired a king, like all the Goyim and all other nations, which testifies to the loss of the Covenant and the displacement of the People of Israel into a conventional social contract.

	 

	It can be said that the “dark forces” won and the Covenant Agreement, the agreement on development and exit from social slavery, was lost.

	 

	But, there remained created castes, the presence of which we can observe even today.

	Jews make up almost 25% of all Nobel laureates, with the total number of Jews in the world being 15.7 million as of 2023, which is 0.2% of the entire world population.

	 

	Jews make a huge number of inventions and discoveries. Law, accounting, medicine, and high-tech are traditionally Jewish fields.

	Chess, as long as it was popular, was also led by Jews.

	 

	Whether someone likes it or not, the fact remains that the Jewish consciousness differs from the consciousness of other peoples.

	 

	The average IQ of Ashkenazi Jews is 115, 8 points higher than the accepted IQ of their closest competitors, Northeast Asians, and about 40% higher than the overall average IQ of 79.1 calculated by Richard Lynn and Tatu Vanhanen in "IQ and Global Inequity."

	 

	Modern society is trying to come up with various explanations for these facts, although their reason has long been written in the Old Testament - one just needs to be able to perceive this ancient book.

	 

	Since Jews are a very ancient people, scattered among other nations, there are many people with an Israeli consciousness who are not considered Jews today. We believe that the ancestors of these people once belonged to the People of Israel.

	 

	At the same time, the People of Israel are not some kind of closed sect; on the contrary, this Covenant Treaty was initially open to all who were willing and ready to join it.

	 

	There is a concept called "Giyur"—the acceptance of a stranger into the Covenant. The purpose of this act was to allow anyone who desired, who sensed the Light of the Creator, to join the People of Israel and effect a change of covenant, i.e., to transition to the Covenant of the People of Israel.

	 

	At the same time, a person connects to the higher consciousness that controls the People of Israel, and his consciousness begins to gradually transform into the consciousness of the People of Israel.

	 

	We believe that modern anti-Semitism has been sown in the peoples of the world by “dark forces,” i.e., introduced into the social contract by higher consciousnesses, solely to prevent the People of Israel from fulfilling their mission—to pave the way to the Light of the Creator, to return to “Gan-Eden.”

	 

	Whether the nations of the world benefit from this is easy to see from the fact that any state from which Jews leave gradually decays. And the state to which Jews resettle begins to develop rapidly.

	 

	Spain and Portugal, which expelled Jews in the 15th century, went from being leading maritime powers to backward European countries. American Jews contributed significantly to the United States' emergence as a leading world power.

	What is Conscience or why did Hitler want to exterminate the Jews?   

	 

	Hitler wanted to destroy the entire People of Israel because of its Spirituality. He decided to free the German people from such a chimera as Conscience.

	 

	Hitler said:
 

	"Conscience is a Jewish invention, it is as much a defect as circumcision."
 

	And it seems that he succeeded... not in destroying the People of Israel, but in freeing the Germans and many others from their conscience.

	 

	Here it is necessary to say a few words about Conscience.

	 

	Conscience is the perception of Universal Harmony at the level of the upper bodies of a person.

	 

	If at the level of the lower bodies we perceive Universal Harmony in architecture, in color, in music, in clothing, etc., then in the upper bodies we perceive any situation as harmonious or not, and act in accordance with such a quality of consciousness as Conscience.

	 

	Just as a musician with perfect pitch will not listen to inharmonious music, an artist will not look at an inharmonious painting, a person with taste will not dress in inharmonious clothes, and so on, so too a person with a Conscience will not participate in actions that violate Universal Harmony, or the Spiritual Commandments given to us by higher consciousnesses.

	 

	He will simply not be able to act against his Conscience.

	 

	This is the ability of a person to distinguish between good and evil.

	 

	Not the invented social good and evil, or morality, which may be different in different societies, but the absolute good, or the Light of the Creator, and evil, which can be called the devil, Satan, hell.

	 

	It is very important to understand the difference between Conscience and morality, or social norms.

	 

	Social norms, or morality, are conventions external to consciousness and are easily violated. Conscience, on the other hand, is a quality of consciousness, i.e., the inner, true essence of a person.

	 

	The example of Nazi Germany shows how easily and in such a short time masses of well-mannered and educated people overstepped social norms and proved capable of killing and torturing others. Only a few with a conscience were incapable of such actions and, at the risk of their lives, saved Jews from the Nazis, for which they received the title of "Righteous Among the Nations."

	 

	It is the People of Israel who bear the "Conscience," which we can see today in all aspects of modern Israel. Even the accidental killing of a civilian during wartime prompts investigation and punishment of the soldiers. Meanwhile, mass genocide among the peoples of the world provokes no investigation or punishment at all.

	 

	We see how the People of Israel has revived the barren desert of Palestine, and how the vast and rich countries of the former USSR are turning into a corrupt and disenfranchised dump.

	 

	For thinking people, not socially fooled ones, a reasonable question arises: why not allow the People of Israel to revive the Covenant, rebuild the Temple, and move all of humanity towards the Light of the Creator, to “Gan-Eden,” to the Tree of Eternal Life?

	 

	Does anyone really benefit from the endless suppression, humiliation and destruction of the People of Israel?

	 

	Previously, the Land of Israel was called the Holy Land, and Jerusalem was called the “navel of the Earth.”

	What is the “navel”? It is the connection between a person and his mother, with the being who gave birth to him.

	Similarly, the “navel of the Earth” is the connection of the Earth (not as a physical body, but as a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure) with the higher consciousness that gave birth to it.

	 

	The Egregor of the People of Israel, what does it mean to be a “Jew” (Ivri) in the Creator’s plan

	 

	The creation of the People of Israel, as a "pilot project" for all nations with the goal of emerging from social slavery and returning to "Gan Eden," was meant to be a transitional stage, a return from the "law of three" to the "law of one"—a single Creator, a single Adam (earthling) on Earth (Adam). Naturally, we are talking about Consciousness, not physical objects.

	 

	This is the essence of Monotheism. Only the Light of the Creator guides man.

	 

	Israel (YisraEl) י”שראל” - can be translated as “directly to God”, i.e., as a person, or as a people, who directly perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	That is, a person of the People of Israel, in the Covenant Agreement, can only be considered one who is capable of independently perceiving the Light of the Creator.

	 

	This is precisely why there exists a ritual—the rite of "Giyur," which allows anyone who perceives the Light of the Creator and sees spiritual light in the ancient heritage of the Jewish people to join that people. That is, to become a Jew.

	We will go into more detail on this in the chapter on Abraham below.

	 

	When people talk about the necessity of being born to a Jewish mother, they're today greatly defaming the idea. The implication was that a Jewish mother lives within the covenant of the Creator's Light and perceives that Light.

	 

	Today, when many Jewish women are completely cut off from the ancient roots of the People of Israel and are entirely absorbed by the social contract, they are unable to transmit any Light to their children and are unable to help their children begin to perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	That is, modern Jewishness through the mother is nothing more than a social norm, but in no way a spiritual definition of the People of Israel.

	 

	Let's put it this way: this is great and sufficient for the modern state of Israel, but not enough to be a Jew, part of the People of Israel, based on the original plan of the Creator.

	 

	Giyur is a door to the next level in the hierarchy of consciousness of an embodied person. One can open this door, look inside, and exit. This is what happens today when people undergo Giyur to obtain Israeli citizenship.

	 

	Giyur is intended for those consciousnesses of the "Goyim" (peoples of the world) level who have reached the upper limit of this level of consciousness and have a need to move forward. Such people study the ancient heritage in all its manifestations—language, history, tradition, commandments, and so on. Having undergone the conversion, such adherents begin to live the very way of life described in the Ancient Books, taking into account everything that has been introduced into their chosen direction of modern Judaism.

	 

	The goal is the maximum possible inclusion in the Covenant of the People of Israel, and this happens with the Soul if it really has the goal of joining the People of Israel.

	There's no such thing as profanation here. Such adherents create families with people who live within the same tradition and raise their children within the same covenant.

	 

	In this case, a gradual transformation of the Soul occurs and in the next incarnation such an adept will already be born into the family of the People of Israel.

	Analogies of the Torah and the Toltec Tradition: Toltecs and "Jews"

	 

	We find a similar unification of qualities in the Toltec tradition. Don Juan, in Castaneda's books, emphasized that "Toltecs" are not a group united by national tribal affiliation, but rather individuals possessing special qualities and abilities acquired on the Path of Knowledge, a path that is, by and large, open to all.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Second Ring of Power":
 

	"A sorcerer only becomes a Toltec when he receives the secrets of stalking and dreaming," she said casually. "The Nagual and Genaro received these secrets from their benefactor and then stored them in their bodies. We do the same. And that is why we are Toltecs, like the Nagual and Genaro."
 

	K. Castaneda, "The Active Side of Infinity":
 

	"Don Juan then explained that his use of the term 'Toltec' didn't correspond to what I meant by it. For me, it meant the culture—the empire—of the Toltecs; for him, the term 'Toltec' meant 'man of knowledge.'"
 

	For detailed quotes on this topic, see Appendix 5. The Toltecs are not an ethnic group, but people who possessed special qualities of Consciousness.

	 

	"Tabernacle of the Covenant, Temple"— Psycho-Info-Energy Artifact.

	 

	When creating the “pilot project” of the people of Israel, during the Sinai revelation, Moses, in addition to the “commandments,” also received instructions on how to create the Ark of the Covenant, the Menorah, and the “Tabernacle of the Covenant,”- after the First Temple, which was to become the “Abode of Jehovah.”

	"Glory to the Lord" ("Kavod Yehova")- interaction with the level of Gods in the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	Let us cite a passage where the “work” of all these “objects” given to the “People of Israel” is described to us, directly by Jehovah himself, and then we will talk about the structure of the “Temple”.

	 

	Our translation, Exodus (Shemot) chapter 40:
 

	18. And Moshe established this Abode
I-Laid the footings Put in the beams Inserted the rods
I-Erected a pole

	19. And He spread this tent over this Abode
And He placed this tent covering on top of it as the Lord commanded Moshe.
20. I-Took
And He put this Testimony in this ark
And he placed these poles on the ark.
And he put this lid on top of the ark.
21. And He brought this ark into this Abode
I installed this screen
And He covered the Ark of the Testimony as the Lord commanded Moses.
22. I installed this table in the tent of a special moment of state on the side of the Abode to the North outside the parokhet (curtain)
23. And He organized on it the organization of bread before the face of Jehovah which Jehovah commanded Moses.
24. I installed this Menorah (lamp) in the tent of a special moment-state opposite this table on the side of this Abode to the South
25. I activated these candles on the spiritual plane (Raised them) before the face of Jehovah as Jehovah commanded Moshe.
26. And He established this golden altar in the tent of a special moment-state in front of this parochet (screen, curtain)
27. And I burned incense for hire
29. And this altar of burnt offering (ascent) He established at the entrance to the Abode the tent of a special-moment-state
I-Activated-the-connection-with-the-spiritual-plane (Raised) this rise-in-frequencies
And he brought on it a burnt offering (an ascent sacrifice) and a gift offering
30. I installed this sink (vat) between the tent of the special-moment-state and between this altar
I poured water there for bathing (ablution)
33. And He erected this courtyard around the Abode and the altar
I-I installed this courtyard gate screen
And Moshe finished this craft (deed)
34. And this cloud enveloped the tent of a special moment of state and Kavod Yehovah filled this Abode.
35. And Moshe cannot come to the tent of the special moment-state, for this cloud has fallen over it and the Kavod of Yehovah has filled this Abode.
 

	Let's try to understand some of the concepts described here by the Branch Language.

	 

	1. כבוד (Kavod), translated today as “Glory”, which in combination כביד יהוה (Kavod Yehovah) gives the nonsense accepted today - “Glory of the Lord”.

	 

	And this certain “Glory of the Lord” descends, rises, moves and performs other actions.

	 

	Working with translations and understanding of Ancient texts, we came to understand that we are not talking about any “Glory of the Lord” - we are talking about the 7 Stages of Braking - the seven Sephiroth of Blima, which are described in the “Book of Creation” (“Sepher Yetzirah”) by the seven Dual Letters.

	 

	The 4th Sefirah is called in Sefer Yetzirah “Kiseh ha-Kavod” in translation as the Throne of Honor (Glory).

	 

	In the Covenant of the Covenant, the word “Kavod” is the designation of all 7 Lower Sephiroth, where the 4th Sephira is the main one, governing the other six and therefore called the Throne of Kavod.

	 

	All these seven stages are called Kavod Yehovah, and this is the Higher Power for us.

	 

	From our manual "Dictionary of the Language of Branches", about where this root is found in ancient texts, and only in the following combinations:

	 

	Throne of Honor (Glory) - "Kiseh ha-Kavod" in "Sefer Yetzirah".

	 

	The Kavod Throne is analogous to what we call the Assemblage Point. That is, it focuses the Creator's Light, the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal.

	 

	"The Throne of Honor (Glory)" is established at the level of the 4th Stage of Braking, the Sefira of Fire, a level that also pertains to the Higher Pans, from which all the nested levels of our world are built.

	 

	The glory of the Lord is “Kavod Yehovah” in the Torah (Old Testament).

	 

	Higher Consciousness, creating nested levels of Consciousness and controlling them.

	 

	The phenomenon of “Kavod of Yehovah” thus describes a certain process when the “higher” controlling Consciousness of “God” implements a certain process for the lower Consciousnesses (“Human”) included in it.

	 

	We will discuss the Sefirot in more detail in the chapter of Sepher Yetzirah, “The 5 Levels of the Human Soul,” and also see the links to books and the Dictionary of the Language of Branches in Appendices 6 and 7.

	 

	 

	2. The seven double letters that create Kavod form the Hebrew word combination - (בגד כפרת) - BeGeD KaPoReT.

	 

	Where BeGeD (בגד) has the meaning of Clothing in Hebrew, and KaPoReT (כפרת) has the meaning of Lid (installed on the Ark of the Covenant).

	 

	The word PaRoHeT (פרכת) is constructed from the same dual letters – the curtain, the Screen, which separates the Holy of Holies – the storage of the Ark of the Covenant from the Hall in the Temple.

	 

	The High Priest (Kohen ha-Gadol) - the only one who has the right to enter the Holy of Holies to communicate with God, had to wear special clothes - BeGeD of the High Priests (Kohens), which were given specifically for the “garment-spiritual-connection for-Kavod and for-Tifferet.”

	 

	Thus, we see that the highest frequency part of the Temple consists of Dual Symbols,— that is, it is both the Divine Light and the Vessel of the Soul, — this is:

	 

	
		Kaporet — (כפרת) — the top of the Ark,

		Parochet (פרכת) — The curtain separating the Ark of the Covenant

		Beged - (בגד) - Clothing of the High Priests (Kohen).



	 

	Then, in descending order of frequency, come the attributes—the artifacts of the Temple:

	 

	
		The "Altar of Incense" described above and standing parallel to the Parochet - behind the Ark.

		Menorah standing at the southern wall.

		The Table of Offerings with 12 loaves of bread from the 12 tribes of Israel, standing at the Northern Wall.



	 

	All these Artifacts were working machines that implemented the Kavod of Yehovah - dwelling first in the Abode, and then in the Temple.

	 

	That is, on the one hand, these Artifacts were included in the Light, and on the other hand, they were accessible to the Priests, for only the Priests had the right to enter the Temple Hall.

	 

	With the help of the Abode, and then the Temple, Mental interaction took place between the High Priests and the Priests—the line of Aaron and the entire tribe of Levi—and the Light of the Creator (Kavod of Yehovah).

	 

	And the Priests and High Priests transmitted this control Signal to the entire people.

	 

	When Jehovah said that he would dwell among the people of Israel, he commanded that a dwelling be built for him, what is today called the Tabernacle, a dwelling in the desert, and then a Temple.

	 

	We are told that Yehovah, or the Kavod of Yehovah, descended as a cloud upon this Abode, and at the same time, all the Artifacts of the Abode, and later of the Temple, were included in the Corresponding Sephiroth – levels of Light.

	 

	The Abode and Temple were a model of the Sephiroth:

	 

	“The Holy of Holies with the Ark” reflects the principle of the 3 upper Sephiroth “Light”.

	The 7 Artifacts located in the abode correspond to the 7 lower Sephiroth of the “Vessel” according to their degree of removal from the source of Light (“the ark of testimony”):

	 

	
		The kaporet is the top of the Ark.

		Parokhet is a curtain, a screen between the Holy of Holies and the Hall.

		Altar of Incense.

		Menorah.

		Table of Offering Bread.

		A vat of water for washing.

		Altar.



	 

	Then, the Cohens and Levites, the Priests interacted with these Artifacts - thus there was a continuous exchange between the Light and the Vessel of the Soul - and the Abode and the Temple were powerful machines for Spiritual Development.

	 

	We also see that the Abode, and later the Temple, consisted of 3 parts according to the level of Light:

	 

	
		1. The Holy of Holies, which only the High Priest, the Kohen, could enter once a year.

		2. The hall which only the Priests - Levites - could enter.

		3. A courtyard where everyone could enter.



	 

	The Abode and the Temple also reflect the 3 Worlds accessible to the Human Consciousness:

	 

	
		The World of Asiya (World of Action) is a Courtyard accessible to all and housing two Artifacts: the Ablution Vault and the Altar.

		The World of Yetzirah (World of Creation) is the Hall where the 4 Artifacts are located - the Table, the Menorah, the Incense Burner, the Curtain, and where only the Priests have access.

		The World of Briah (World of Creation) is the Holy of Holies, where the Kaporet (lid of the Ark) is located and where only the High Priests have access.



	 

	Getting to the heart of the words used to describe the Temple, and before it, the “tabernacle,” or more precisely, the “Abode of Jehovah,” we see that this is a very specific machine for influencing the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of the human Cocoon and for communicating with the Higher Planes—with God.

	 

	 

	Scheme of the First Temple, Temple of Solomon.

	 

	Let us consider the diagram of the “Abode of Jehovah”, and later the Temple, from the perspective of the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	Let's turn to the original source again.

	 

	Our translation, Exodus (Shemot), chapter 25:
 

	9. And make me a home
I-Will-Dwell-Within-You
10. As far as I am showing you this tavnit (model, layout) of the monastery and this tavnit of all the utensils - do it like this - you
 

	***

	11. And make you an ark (box, coffin) of acacia wood, two cubits and a half the length of it is a cubit and half the width of it is a cubit and half the height of it.
17. And put in this ark this Testimony which I will give you
18.And make a kaporet from the root of the atonement of pure gold, two cubits and a half the length of it, a cubit and a half the width of it, a cubit and a half the height of it.
19. And make two golden cherubim (cherubim) monolithic. Make them on both sides of this kaporet.
20. And make one cherubim on the edge of this and one on the edge of this kaporet. Make these cherubim on the two edges of it.
21. And there will be these cherubim, spreading their wings upward, covering with their wings over this kaporet, and their faces will be one to the other, to this kaporet. There will be faces of these cherubim
22. And put this caporet on top of this ark and put this Testimony which I will give you to this ark
23. I will appoint you there and I will speak with you over this kaporet from between these two keruvim which are on this ark of the Testimony, everything which I command you to the sons of Israel.

	25. And make a table of acacia wood, two cubits for its length, one cubit for its width, and one cubit and a half for its height.
26. And cover it with pure gold and make a golden border around it.
30. And put on this table the bread of faces before my face always
 

	***

	32. And make the Menorah pure gold ingot (solid, monolithic) Make this Menorah its base and its stem its cups its buds and flowers from it Will be
 

	***

	40. And Look and Make according to the models (tavnits, models) that are shown to you on the mountain
 

	What do we "see" from this text?

	 

	This entire structure and all its utensils, and even each piece of utensils, reflects the fundamental ideas of the Plan of Creation, described to us in the “Book of Creation” (“Sepher Yetzirah”).

	 

	The object that is called the “altar” today is an Artifact for the displacement of the Assemblage Point and inclusion in the Agreement of the Sinai Revelation - the Agreement of Jehovah.

	 

	Moreover, the “burnt offering” is not the burning of a ram, but rather the Raising of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	That is why the “altar of burnt offering” is located in the courtyard of the monastery, where all the people have access, and where Jehovah himself does not “dwell.”

	 

	[image: Image]The people who came to the Temple and performed the ritual of “sacrifice”—the essence of which we still have to understand and comprehend—they thereby raised their Assemblage Point and were fixed in the Agreement.

	 

	This procedure had to be done 3 times a year on Special Dates of the annual cycle established by Jehovah.

	 

	Next, we see in the courtyard a Chan for the ablution of the Kohens - the High Priests.

	 

	The Kohanim were the link between Yehovah and the people - they participated in the ritual of "sacrifice" for the people, but also performed their rituals inside the Abode.

	 

	A tub of water for washing -served them for purification and switching of levels - from working with the people to working with God.

	 

	Next, we see the Abode itself, or Temple, where only the Cohens and Levites, the Tribe (Caste) of Priests, could enter.

	 

	It is absolutely clear that we are talking about a special level of the Soul, which was originally created by God, which is described to us in the Sinai Revelation.

	 

	What is called the “Sanctuary” - and literally “heykhal ha-kodesh” - the Palace for Spiritual Connection with the Higher Planes - in the Language of Branches, and the “Holy of Holies” - the Source of Spiritual Connection with the Higher Planes - in the Language of Branches.

	 

	Inside the "Sanctuary" we see 4 Artifacts.

	 

	1. The Table of the "Bread of Offering"

	 

	— on which there were always 12 golden loaves of bread (not to be confused with Yanukovych’s golden loaf), one from each Tribe of Israel.

	 

	According to our understanding today, through these “breads” there was an exchange of Energy-Information between Jehovah and each Tribe.

	 

	When Jehovah descended upon the Abode - he “read” the Information, and also “charged the bread”, in our modern language.

	 

	Of course, as you progress in Awareness— our understanding and representation of all this will change, — at this stage, we are trying to the best of our ability to revive the lost and profaned Treaty of Sinai Revelation, — transformed into a modern social fairy tale for children.

	 

	"Bread" in the Language of Branches,denotes the result of the Cultivation of the Earth, which Adam was commanded to do after his expulsion from Gan Eden.

	 

	This, in turn, denotes the Purpose and Meaning of Adam’s life on the Physical Plane,— development of Egoism, control of the Mind.

	 

	Therefore, through these Breads, constant control over the implementation of the Divine Plan was established.

	 

	2. Next is the Menorah

	 

	Menorah— is a model of the entire Mental Plane of our World—the World of Jehovah—not to be confused with the scientific concept of the Universe. The World of Jehovah is a specific fixation of the Assemblage Point—the Covenant of the Sinai Revelation—but today, people exist in the world of the material social Covenant.

	 

	The Menorah artifact has continuously supported the entire Covenant, even in the absence of Yehovah.

	 

	We will talk about it separately in the next chapter.

	 

	3. Next comes the "altar of incense"

	 

	Altar— this is already an Artifact for raising the Assemblage Point of the Priests - Levites and High Priests from the line of Aaron.

	 

	A very specific mixture, indicated by Jehovah, was burned on it.

	 

	4. The last Artifact of this level - the level of the Abode - Temple - is the clothing of the High Priest for the transition to the most High-Frequency part, called the Holy of Holies.

	 

	Only one High Priest— chosen from the firstborn sons of Aaron and their Firstborn sons, called the Great High Priest — had the right once a year, on a special day, called today the “Day of Judgment” — to enter the Holy of Holies, having first dressed in special garments indicated by Jehovah.

	 

	Therefore, the High Priest's Garments for entering the Holy of Holies—for making the transition between the Hall level and the Holy of Holies—are also a very powerful artifact.

	 

	Today, from the level of modern social science, they like to talk about the fact that the Ark of the Covenant was a compact nuclear reactor that provided all the needs of the Israelites.

	 

	It may well be that it had such a function, understandable to modern society.

	It is possible that tomorrow, as modern society develops— its other functions will also become clearer.

	 

	The next Artifact, which connects and simultaneously separates two levels, two worlds, is the Curtain, the Screen separating the Hall from the Holy of Holies.

	 

	In Hebrew, all of these concepts are described by the Seven Dualities: Kaporet (the Mercy Seat on the Ark of the Covenant), Parokhet (the Curtain separating the Holy of Holies), and Beged—the High Priest's garment. We will discuss these below.

	 

	The last, most High-Frequency part of the Abode - Temple - is the Holy of Holies with the Ark of the Covenant.

	 

	At the same time, we are told specifically about the upper part of the Ark - about its “lid” - Kaporet - which is also an object of two worlds - Light and Vessel.

	 

	Thus, we have been described the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses - Castes, created by God, let us dwell on them in more detail once again:

	 

	
		1. All Nations are Goyim.

		2. The people of Israel are Am Yisrael.

		3. Levites - Priests.

		4. Kohanim - High Priests.



	 

	An important clarification: the People of Israel, the Levites, and the Cohanim are not people of a specific nationality, but rather levels of the Soul—Consciousness—living within the Covenant of the Sinai Revelation. Being born into a specific lineage merely gives a person (Soul) the right and opportunity to realize themselves in a given incarnation, but nothing more.

	 

	Our translation, Book of Exodus (Shemot), chapter 40:
 

	12. And bring Aaron and his sons near to the entrance of the tent of the special state of the moment
And-Wash-them-in-water
13. And clothe Aaron in these garments of spiritual connection
Anoint him
And-Create-a-spiritual-connection (Sanctify) him
And He will be the Conductor of the Signal from the Spiritual Planes (Cohen) to me
14. And bring his sons closer and put shirts on them
15. And anoint them as you anointed their father.
And They Will Be Guides of Spiritual Connection to me (Cohens)
And-Indeed-they-will-have-an-anointing-them-to-carry-out-the-signal-from-the-Spiritual-Plans (Cohenism) in-the-world (eternal) for-their-generations
16. And Moses did all that the Lord commanded him, so He did.
 

	At the same time, the transition at will exists only between All Nations and the People of Israel.

	 

	Any person, any Soul that has reached a certain level, can join the People of Israel, become involved in the Covenant of the Sinai Revelation, by performing the ritual of “Giyur”.

	 

	There is no transition between the other Castes and it is impossible to transition during life.

	 

	The soul of each Caste lives and develops exclusively within the framework of its Caste.

	 

	If there is a transition between the other Castes, it is carried out only by birth in the corresponding Caste.

	 

	The Egregor of the "People of Israel", the Abode (Tabernacle) and the Temple are the most powerful Artifacts for the Development of Consciousness of people of all Castes.

	 

	Our translation, Exodus (Shemot), chapters 29-30:
 

	43. And I will appear there to the sons of Israel
And-It-Will-Be-Created-in-My-Kavod
 

	44. And I will enter into a spiritual connection with the tent of a special moment-state and with this altar and with Aaron and his sons I will bring them into a spiritual connection To conduct a spiritual signal (to be a priest) for me
 

	45. And I will dwell (settled) among the sons of Israel
I will be their Elohim
 

	46. And they shall know that I am Jehovah their Elohim who brought them out of the land of Egypt in the fulfillment of my stay among them. I am Jehovah their Elohim.
 

	Thus, to summarize once again, according to the level of development of Consciousness, the Castes described above are divided as follows:

	 

	
		1. All nations— this is a level of consciousness that rejects the idea of a Creator and the created world. These people constantly invent all sorts of goals and meanings for their lives, which never end well.



	 

	
		2. The people of Israel— this is the level of Consciousness that is already capable of accepting the idea of the Creator and the Created world and building one’s life according to the Prescribed Agreement.



	 

	
		3. Levites— this is the next level of development of Consciousness, when the Purpose and Meaning of human life are no longer on the material plane.



	 

	
		4. Kohanim— this is the highest level of Consciousness of the descendants of Adam — people who conduct the Light of the Creator, who are the connecting link with the Higher Consciousnesses.



	 

	Let us remind ourselves once again that it is very important not to confuse or mix this with today’s understanding of “nationalities, ethnicities,” and other purely social attributes,— as well as with the modern, social interpretation of these words.

	 

	The Menorah - the Seven-branched Candlestick as a Model of Our World

	Our translation, Exodus (Shemot), chapter 25:  
 

	32. And make the Menorah pure gold ingot (solid, monolithic) Make this Menorah its base and its stem its cups its buds and flowers from it Will be
33. And six branches shall come out of its sides: three branches of the Menorah from one side of it, and three branches of the Menorah from the other side of it.
34. Three almond-shaped cups on this stem, each with a bud and a flower, and Three almond-shaped cups on this stem, each with a bud and a flower, and so on the six stems coming out of this menorah
35. And on the Menorah were four cups, almond-shaped, its buds and its flowers.
36. And a bud under two stems of it, and a bud under two stems of it, and a bud under two stems of it, to the six stems that go out of the Menorah
37. Their buds and their stems from it Will all be one bar of pure gold
38. And make her candles Seven
And-Lift these candles for her
And-Illuminate the one making the transition in front of her
 

	The Menorah in the Temple was a reminder of the spiritual light that emanated from the Temple and illuminated the entire world.

	 

	Therefore, the six lateral branches of the Menorah corresponded to the six “sides” of the world: top and bottom, north, south, east and west.

	 

	And in the middle was the “throne,” as described in the Sepher Yetzirah, the Book of Creation.

	 

	In addition, the menorah also reflects the “principle of three.”

	 

	It can be considered as three paired rays with a common central ray.

	 

	That is, the balance between “right” and “obligation” and the consciousness that chooses between them.

	 

	In addition, the central lamp reflects the “principle of One”.

	 

	Thus, the menorah fully reflects the basic principles of the construction of our world, as they are described in the “Book of Creation”.

	 

	The seven branches of the Menorah symbolize the seven days of creation and also correspond to the seven days of the week.

	 

	From the description of the Torah, it is clear that the central branch—the trunk—is the main branch, from which three pairs of branches extend. Similarly, the Sabbath stands apart, as it were, in isolation; it is the goal of the entire universe, and the six preceding days—the everyday world—are nothing more than a means to this end. In other words, on six days of the week, a person performs any craft for their livelihood, and on the Sabbath, a person switches to the Spiritual Plane to realize their life's purpose.

	 

	The central lamp of the Menorah miraculously burned continuously. Therefore, it was called "ner tamid"—"the constant lamp" or "the constant candle." The flames of the other lamps were lit every evening.

	 

	This once again brings us to the "Book of Creation," which describes how our world was created. The constantly burning central lamp reflects the "principle of One"—the supreme Consciousness that creates our entire world in all its manifestations.

	 

	When all the lamps were lit, the central lamp symbolized the "throne," the Energy Plane, which expands into six dimensions, forming our physical world. Or, in humans, it symbolizes the Sahasrara chakra, which forms all other bodies and chakras.

	 

	Thus, the constant creation of our physical world from higher consciousness was reflected.

	 

	Abraham the first Jew (Hebrew), analogy to the "Way of the Warrior"

	 

	In the Torah, Yahweh said to Abraham (Genesis 12:1-3):
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	Our translation:
 

	And the LORD said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land which I will show thee:
and I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and make your name great,
and you will be a blessing, and I will bless those who bless you, but I will curse those who curse you.
 

	Which, translated from the Language of Branches, means:
 

	Get out of your Social Contract, leave all material attachments to home, to family, to tribe and go according to the Perception of the Light of the Creator to where you can develop Spiritually to the maximum, where another Contract will be created in the Light of the Creator
and I will turn you into a great nation
and you will be the basis of the Treaty and I will include in this Treaty all who are aligned with you, and those who are not aligned I will leave in suffering...

	 

	It is from this stage in the Development of Consciousness, from the separation of the Soul (Consciousness) from the Material plane, that the creation of the Ivrim (Jews) begins - people of the transition from the Contract of the Body to the Contract of the Soul, and, subsequently, the Granting to the People of Israel of the Contract of the Covenant, the Contract of Spiritual Development...

	 

	This long and thorny Path of Spiritual Development is described to us in the Torah, in the Language of Branches, with the help of simple and universal examples...

	 

	Let us dwell in more detail on the essence of this state of “go to yourself,” said to Abraham, then still Abram, by Jehovah.

	 

	By the way, in many official translations, this phrase is translated as “go yourself” and not “go to yourself”, because in a social contract “go to yourself” has no meaning.

	 

	The philosophy of the Covenant Agreement states that after acquiring the program of the mind, man fell out of the created Hierarchy of Consciousness and was placed on the level of the material plane, with the purpose of working out the program of the mind and total egocentrism associated with this position of the Assemblage Point, and also, as a result of this, returning to his place in the Hierarchy.

	 

	“Go to yourself” has exactly this translation, “return to your true self”,that is, to the level of human Consciousness included in the created Hierarchy.

	We also say that all human states, their capabilities, behavior, goals, and needs are determined by the Agreement.

	 

	Therefore, for any real change to occur, a Change of Agreement is necessary: a change in the fixation of the Assemblage Point and the model of the world written in the subconscious.

	 

	Every person is defined through the process of growing up, upbringing, and education, and ultimately lives their entire life within a specific Contract. This Contract is determined, first and foremost, by the Contract of the country where they were born, as well as the Contract of the "family" (clan) into which their embodied consciousness has come.

	 

	These lines from the Torah (go to yourself) say exactly the same thing, with reference to all the aspects involved in this process. Let's look at them:

	 

	
		— from the Earth — (The contract in which a person is fixed)

		— from one's homeland — (Agreement of the country, society)

		— from his father's house — (Family, clan agreement)



	 

	- from my own Earth,— in Hebrew the word “Aretz” is used here, which in the Language of the Branches we perceive as an indication of the informational-mental plan of the Earth program.

	 

	This is the Contract that defines a person’s entire life, in which a person is fixed – the level of motivation, goals and meaning of life.

	 

	But to get out of this fixation, you need to go through the following stages:

	 

	- from my homeland,— that is, from the Contract of the country-society in which a person was born, received an education, acquired all knowledge about the world, opinions about certain phenomena, attitudes towards certain events.

	 

	That is, the level of worldview, model of the world.

	 

	- from his father's house,— that is, from the Family Agreement, from under the influence of both the Agreement (karma) of the family and the karma of the personal subconscious.

	 

	But this entire path is impossible without inclusion in a new Treaty, in a new document. That's why it's stated further:

	 

	— to the Land that I will show you (to be fixed in the new Treaty)

	 

	Changing the Treaty is not a trivial process; it is not a change in individual states, a view of the world, or the acquisition of some new knowledge.

	 

	This is a real change of the entire World - in which absolutely everything will be different, including man himself.

	 

	This is also described in the Torah, using the example of Abraham—who followed the Signal from the Spiritual Planes, and only after years—years of various trials, actions, and reflection—did he truly shift into a new Covenant—the Covenant of the Creator—and as a result became a fundamentally different Man—Abraham. The names of Abraham and Sarah were changed as a result of their change of covenant.

	 

	"Thirteen years later, Elohim appeared to Abram to establish a covenant with him. God renamed Abram Abraham and again promised—this time to Abraham—that he would become the father of many descendants (and nations), that kings would descend from him, and that Elohim would give them the land of Canaan as an everlasting possession and would be their Elohim."

	 

	It's important to note that all these actions are performed by Elohim—the consciousness of the mental plane—and not by Yehovah—the consciousness that governs the physical plane. These "subtleties" are lost in the official translation, which uses the word "God" in all instances.

	Also lost is the construction of the “reversing Vav,” which tells us that these changes are made at all levels of being, and are not just physical actions.

	 

	The path to your True Self is a complete change of the entire World, a Change of Agreement, which is associated with a complete rethinking of your entire existence (the country in which you grew up, your family, the knowledge you received during your education, the influence of public opinion on your own views and thoughts, the influence of karmic behavioral algorithms).

	 

	Because without this process no changes are possible, and instead of the true Human, there lives an “image of oneself”, formed in the process of fixation in some social Contract under the influence of all these factors.

	 

	We are talking specifically about the Agreement, in which there is a Creator, and there is a created Hierarchy of Consciousness, which a person himself is capable of perceiving and accepting, which is impossible in a state of egocentrism and self-absorption.

	 

	And this process is impossible without the actual presence of a "Master" in a person's life—that is, a bearer of another Agreement, a different fixation of the Assemblage Point, who is a conduit for the Signal, the Creator's Light, from the Spiritual planes, from the level of Elohim. Moreover, this only applies if the person themselves are already ready and able to "trust, cooperate, and accept," relying on their own perception of the Creator's Light.

	 

	Since everything that we receive at the level of Consciousness, we receive as a result of our own actions, experience and understanding of the results, it is impossible to “know” where we will end up as a result of this path and what will happen to us.

	 

	Abram, leaving the land, his home, and his father, had no idea where or what he would end up. He was told nothing in advance. They only told him to go wherever they would direct him. He was transitioning from a social contract to a contract of the Creator's Light. He returned to the Hierarchy of Consciousness and did not use his Mind.

	 

	Otherwise, he would hardly have made this transition and would not have become the first “Ivri” - a Jew, which, translated from Hebrew into the Language of the Branches, is a person who made the transition - who changed the agreement.

	 

	We are once again convinced that the Torah provides a “map” of the path of Development of the Consciousness of Adam-Man.

	 

	And the interpretation and understanding of the text will always depend on the Covenant that studies the Torah.

	 

	Today, no one can give a clear definition of what or who “Jews” are.

	Some say it's a nation, others say it's a religion, but there are countless Jews living in various countries under the laws of those countries and professing no religion. Furthermore, there are Jews who profess Buddhism or Shintoism, yet everyone prefers to consider them Jews.

	 

	The Torah gives a very clear answer to this question: a Jew (Hebrew) is one who has made the transition from a social contract to a contract of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	And only then, from the Treaty of Light of the Creator, the Treaty of the Covenant and the People of Israel will be created.

	 

	It can be considered that Abraham was a kind of “pilot project” for changing the contract of Reason to the contract of Consciousness, controlled from a higher level of the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	And this "pilot project" was a success—Abraham achieved his goal, as reflected in Yitzchak's sacrifice. When Abraham received the command from a higher consciousness to sacrifice his beloved son, he didn't dwell on it, get emotional, or lament—"Why did this happen to me?"—but rather pulled himself together and went to fulfill the order.

	 

	From the perspective of the modern social contract, from the perspective of reason and social norms, this appears "horrible" and "blasphemous." But from the perspective of Consciousness, governed by the hierarchy of consciousnesses, this poses no problem, for we recognize that we are the product of this higher consciousness, and our entire purpose lies in fulfilling the instructions of this higher consciousness.

	 

	This is why Abraham is believed to have achieved the highest goal set for man in the physical world—to move from life in the Mind to life in Consciousness and return to the hierarchy of consciousnesses. And to use the mind only to carry out signals coming from the hierarchy of consciousnesses. In Abraham's case, the mind was needed to gather all the necessary paraphernalia for the sacrifice of Isaac and to inform Isaac that they were going to fulfill the Creator's will.

	 

	A modern, social person might misunderstand what exactly Abraham perceived and how, assuming he simply had a blind faith in the Creator, as one might observe in modern fanatics. This is not the case. Abraham perceived a higher consciousness and lived in constant contact with it. Abraham's entire life after leaving his father's house was governed by this higher consciousness. Therefore, we are not talking here about blind faith, but about a direct contact between Abraham's consciousness and the higher consciousness.

	 

	Of course, Abraham had an initially developed consciousness and therefore was chosen for such a mission - a “pilot project” to change the agreement.

	 

	It was perhaps intended that this treaty would be passed on further in Abraham's lineage, and perhaps would extend to his circle as well.

	 

	But this didn't happen. All light dissipates as it moves away from its source. Similarly, human consciousness becomes simpler with each new generation.

	 

	The consciousness of modern man is extremely simple - not to be confused with the development of reason.

	 

	Therefore, the covenant of the creator began to fade in the descendants of Abraham, which subsequently led to their complete immersion in society in Egyptian slavery, and subsequently to the granting of a new Covenant at Mount Sinai.

	 

	The Basic Spiritual Commandments of the Covenant Agreement (10 Commandments)

	 

	We will not consider here all aspects of the Covenant Agreement, especially since today no one lives under this agreement.

	 

	We will only try to comprehend and understand its main spiritual components, expressed in the “10 Commandments”:

	 

	
		I am Jehovah Elohim, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, from the house of slavery; you shall have no other gods before Me.



	 

	
		You shall not make for yourself an idol, or any likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is on the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. You shall not bow down to them, nor serve them. For I, Jehovah Elohim, am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the children on the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me, but showing mercy to thousands of those who love Me and keep My commandments.



	 

	
		You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain, for the Lord will not hold him guiltless who takes His name in vain.



	 

	
		Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh day is the Sabbath of the Lord your God. In it you shall not do any work, you, nor your son, nor your daughter, your male servant, nor your female servant, nor your cattle, nor the stranger who is within your gates. For in six days the Lord made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested the seventh day. Therefore the Lord blessed** the Sabbath day and hallowed* it.



	 

	
		Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be long upon the land which Jehovah Elohim is giving you.



	 

	
		Do not kill.



	 

	
		You shall not commit adultery.



	 

	
		Do not steal.



	 

	
		You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.



	 

	
		You shall not covet your neighbor's house; you shall not covet your neighbor's wife, nor his field, nor his male servant, nor his female servant, nor his ox, nor his donkey, nor any of his cattle, nor anything that is your neighbor's
 



	* “Sanctified” – established a Connection, i.e., Jehovah, by this action, establishes a connection with this Soul.
 

	** To bless is an action to launch something already created on the mental plane for implementation (materialization) within the framework of the Agreement.
 

	Let us examine these commandments as we understand them from the Covenant Agreement, despite the endless number of interpretations.

	 

	To begin with, let us restore the exact translation from Hebrew, and instead of God and the Lord God we will substitute the actually described active forces: Yehovah-Elohim and Yehovah.
 

	Then, we will translate from the Language of Branches the lost meanings of the words “blessed” and “sanctified.”

	 

	First of all, we must understand that these commandments are given to us in a hierarchical order, like everything in our world. This hierarchy lies both in the bodies to which the commandments apply and in the order of these commandments themselves.

	 

	
		The very first, main and fundamental commandment, without the fulfillment of which all other commandments have no meaning, speaks of the Covenant Agreement, within the framework of which all other commandments have meaning and power.



	
If a person does not live in the world of the Creator, does not perceive himself as an immortal Soul (consciousness), but only as a physical body, if a person does not accept that he is not a random combination of cells and that life is not a chain of random events in which there is no goal, no meaning, no purpose, then, in general, there is no one to talk to, nothing to talk about, and there is no point...
 

	Thus, the First Commandment is given to our higher Mental Bodies - the commandment of the Creator’s Agreement.
 

	
		The Second Commandment beautifully describes the Covenant of the Creator, but it also requires the Adepts of this Covenant to avoid any mental interference, such as worship of anything—be it money, power, various Gurus, or anything else that could divert a person's consciousness from the Covenant of the Covenant.
 



	At the same time, it is very clearly stated how the Covenant will be protected by higher powers and what will happen to those who curse the People of Israel and those who help them. This is precisely what we spoke of above: all haters of Jews—from the Pharaoh of Egypt, the Inquisition, the Tsarist pogroms, Hitler, all manner of anti-Semitic nationalists, communist empires, and even today's Muslim haters—have all perished and will perish... It is a shame that some peoples of the world study history poorly, do not study the 10 Commandments, and do not learn from the mistakes of others. This commandment is given for the lower Mental Bodies.
 

	
		The third commandment is given for the Astral and lower Mental Bodies. It is misinterpreted today, resulting in the fact that everywhere, including in prayers, the true name of the person being addressed is replaced with something else, something meaningless. Imagine asking your boss for something and, when addressing him, substituting some other word for his name. Or writing a letter and addressing it to something completely different—you're unlikely to receive what you ask for...
 



	When it is said not to mention in vain, it means not to mention where it is not required, for example in jokes, anecdotes, stories, etc.
 

	
		The fourth, very important commandment, which regulates our lives, allowing us to engage in all kinds of social activities six days a week, and one day a week to move all our attention and energy to the upper bodies, to the spiritual plane.
 



	What's important is a person's state on the Sabbath, their focus on the spiritual plane. This commandment applies to all bodies. With a proper understanding of the words "sanctified" and "blessed," we see that observing the Sabbath establishes a connection with the higher Consciousness and facilitates the realization of one's plans. In other words, a person doesn't simply miss a workday; they receive support from higher powers, thereby accelerating the achievement of their goals.
 

	
		The fifth commandment is not as simple as some interpret it. This commandment is given after a clear definition of the Covenant Covenant in which a person lives, and accordingly, their father and mother.
 



	It's hardly worth honoring parents who are fascists, murderers, or people who don't observe any spiritual norms. We believe this commandment applies only to people living under the Covenant.
 

	
		The Seventh Commandment, as life itself demonstrates, applies exclusively to people living within the Covenant, in the Light of the Creator. For these people, man and his life are sacred, for they were created for a purpose, and any interference in their lives, especially their murder, is an interference with the Creator's Plan, and, accordingly, for such interference, man will be punished.
 



	We see how easily many countries today, considering themselves followers of the Old Testament, violate all the commandments. This once again proves that these countries and the people who inhabit them are at a very low level of spiritual development and have no concept of any kind of spirituality. They are simply pagans and barbarians.
 

	
		The eighth commandment is not entirely clear. What exactly was meant by this concept in the Ancient Covenant? We believe that mutual love between a man and a woman cannot constitute adultery. The prohibition on one-sided lust for another man's wife is given in the tenth commandment. We assume that the prohibition on adultery refers to the prohibition on having relations with a virgin without subsequently marrying her...



	 

	
		This commandment makes sense only in the Creator's Covenant, when a person fears not being caught stealing, but rather that they have violated a Mental prohibition and will be punished. This commandment accustoms a person to certain behaviors that allow for the construction of a more spiritually advanced society.
This commandment also teaches a person to lead a more spiritual, more direct and honest way of life, which ultimately allows for the building of a more spiritual society.
 



	We see how easily this commandment is violated in totalitarian countries and how these countries ultimately collapse.
 

	
		The tenth, a beautiful commandment, directs a person to live according to their purpose and without regard for their neighbor. If a person lives in the Creator's Covenant and understands that they came into this world not by chance, but with a specific purpose, then why the hell should they covet anything from their neighbor?



	 

	A person must strive to independently obtain everything that he needs - only in this way will he develop all his bodies, all his consciousnesses.

	 

	


The Seven Commandments to Noah and His Sons (all people) in the Book of Genesis

	 

	Let us compare the Ten Commandments given to the People of Israel with the Commandments given to all people on Earth.

	 

	First of all, there is the text of the Torah, the book of Genesis and the interpretation of the Talmud.

	 

	In our work, we use exclusively the texts of the Torah and TANAKH, because the Talmud was already written in a different agreement.

	 

	Genesis 9:1-7:

Our translation:
 

	And Elohim blessed Noah and his sons,
And He said to them:
 

	Be fruitful and multiply
and fill the earth.
And the fear of you and the dread of you will be on every living thing on the earth and on every bird of the air, from everything that creeps on the earth to every fish in the sea, into your hands they have been given.
Every living thing that creeps shall be food for you; even as the green herb I have given you all things.
Just do not eat the flesh of her soul or her blood.
But only for your blood; for your souls I will require it; from every animal I will require it.
And at the hand of man, at the hand of him who is his brother, I will avenge the life of man.
Whoever sheds the blood of man, by man shall his blood be shed, for in the image of Elohim He created man.
And you, be fruitful and multiply; swell on the earth and multiply on it.

	 

	The following commandments are listed here:

	 

	
		Be fruitful and multiply.

		Replenish the earth (i.e. people should settle all over the world, and not live in one place).

		The dominance of people over animals by force.

		"Every living thing that creeps shall be food for you."

		It is forbidden to eat meat with blood.

		Prohibition of killing.

		The prohibition is to eat an organ from a living animal (addition of the sages - not in the Torah).



	 

	As we see, the original commandments were six, not seven. The prohibition against eating meat with blood, in fact, includes the prohibition against eating organs from a living animal.

	 

	Note the two turns of phrase with the "reversible Vav" in the very first line.

	 

	That is, these commandments are written down at all levels of Existence and are activated from the highest level of consciousness. This is the basic program of human behavior on Earth.

	 

	If we compare these commandments with the commandments given to the people of Israel, we see that all spiritual commandments are completely absent. Everything stated here pertains exclusively to the animal level of man: to sex, to food, to social behavior.

	 

	And only the People of Israel was required to behave spiritually.

	 

	If we look closely at what is happening these days, how different nations behave, how wars are waged, who starts them and why, then we will very clearly see the difference between the nations of the world and the People of Israel.

	 

	Israel wages exclusively defensive wars against those who seek to destroy it. Moreover, these wars are waged with the utmost respect for humanitarian norms and concern for the civilian population.

	 

	At the same time, all other countries, all the time, commit war crimes, raze cities to the ground and kill civilians without regard for anything.

	 

	And with all this, they constantly try to blame Israel for all the crimes.

	 

	This difference was originally programmed into the behavior of different peoples by our creators. As experience can easily show, this is not upbringing, education, or religion. These are deep-seated behavioral algorithms ingrained in the Soul.

	 

	Here, someone might object: what about all those Jews—villains in Russia—who established the bloody dictatorship of Soviet power? They answered this question themselves, declaring, "We are not Jews—we are revolutionaries." This once again proves the fundamental importance of the Covenant in human life.

	 

	Only one who lives in the Covenant Agreement should be considered a Jew.

	Inclusion in the Agreement and self-deception of the Mind using the example of observing the Commandments

	 

	There are numerous discussions and debates surrounding the observance of the commandments. They argue about how to observe them—whether all the commandments are sufficient, or whether just one commandment is sufficient. Which commandments are more important than others, and so on.

	 

	All these disputes can be resolved very easily if you understand what a Contract is and what it means to be in a contract.

	 

	A contract is a separate world with its own laws of “nature”, with its own needs and desires of man.

	 

	If a person is included in a contract, they have no need for anything that isn't included in that contract. That is, such a person doesn't have to make any effort to live within the contract's boundaries.

	 

	In particular, speaking about the Covenant Agreement, a person does not have any problems in observing the commandments of this agreement, for they are the laws of this world.

	 

	If a person's entire world is the Creator and His Creation, and they themselves are only a part of this creation, then it would be unthinkable for such a person to do anything that contradicts the Creator's Plan. Such a person would be wary of violating the Creator's Plan and would not fear social condemnation or anything else social.

	 

	This is something that's not understood in the modern social contract, which seeks to unite the Orthodox and secular parts of the population. People don't understand that these are two distinct contracts, and that attempting to merge them will either lead to the destruction of one or the creation of a third, intermediate contract in which both can live.

	 

	If, however, a person decides to begin observing the commandments after reading books, under the influence of friends and authorities, or under the influence of family members who demand that he observe the commandments—but, at the same time, the person himself has not shifted to a different agreement—then for him this will be violence against the individual and an attempt to force himself to do something by the power of his mind.

	 

	This kind of behavior doesn't lead to anything good. It most likely leads to illness, a ruined life, and an early death.

	 

	The criterion for the truth of a contract is always that the laws of that contract, the world of that contract with all its needs and desires, are natural to a person and require no rational (moral) effort. Conversely, deviation from the laws of the contract evokes a host of negative feelings, emotions, and thoughts.

	 

	Understanding this fact explains why people previously went to their deaths but did not renounce their faith, their agreement.

	It would seem so easy to say that you no longer adhere to your faith and are ready to accept another faith in order to avoid being burned at the stake.

	 

	And yet, many preferred death rather than renunciation of faith, because if a person realizes that he is an immortal Soul and that he is facing the next incarnation, then the violation of the Universal Laws, the Plan of the Creator, is much more terrible than the death of another physical body.

	 

	Today, when a social materialistic contract prevails, in which only the body exists and everything else is its function, then there is no point in persisting in one’s faith, in one’s convictions for the sake of preserving the life of one’s body...

	 

	Hence the devaluation of such concepts as Love, Friendship, Faith, etc.

	 

	However, if you look at the Criminal Codes of literally all modern states, the basic laws are a literal reflection of the 10 commandments, from which two main ones, concerning, precisely, mental bodies, have been thrown out - the commandment about the Covenant with the Creator and not creating an idol-authority for oneself.

	 

	


The Book of Ecclesiastes (Divrei Kohelet) – The Collected Personality of the Subconscious

	 

	Ecclesiastes is one of the most famous books of the Tanakh, attributed to King Solomon. However, in Hebrew, the book's title is Divrei Kohelet (Sayings of Kohelet).

	 

	We would like to consider here a few examples from the first chapter of the book, which can help us understand why reading ancient texts in a modern literary translation does not make sense and why the book of Ecclesiastes is singled out by us in a special way.

	 

	What does the title of the book mean, who is Kohelet and what does the author talk about?

	What does “Realities (Description of the Treaty)” mean in our translation, formed from the Hebrew root “davar”?
 

	The first word "Divrei" is formed from the root "דבר" - davar, which has an official translation: Word, Deed, Thing-Object, Fact.

	 

	Essentially, this is precisely a kind of Reality, encompassing several planes of Existence at once. Thus, the essence of the root "davar" signifies the principle of constructing any Agreement, i.e., any "Reality," built from the Spiritual Planes.

	 

	Just like all words derived from this root, they mean certain states during the implementation of this process.

	 

	Thus, in the Translation version in the Language of Branches, we give the following translation of this concept: Reality, Construction-Reality, Contract-Reality...

	 

	Therefore, behind the expression “sayings of Kohelet,” the meaning is hidden not only in the pronunciation of some words, but directly in the description of the realization of thoughts, through actions and awareness of the results of these actions.

	 

	Who is Kohelet and what does this word mean?
 

	We translate this word as Collected Personality.

	 

	The generally accepted translation of these words into other languages is taken from the ancient Greek translation of the word - Ecclesiastes (ἐκκλησιαστής - "orator in the assembly").

	 

	So let's figure out what this Kohelet means, why is the author of the book never mentioned by his proper name in the text?

	 

	The Hebrew root "kahal," from which the word "Kohelet" is derived, implies a certain "gathering," such as "kahal," a gathering of people. Accordingly, various commentators translate this word based on the common understanding: preacher, gatherer...—a person who gathers people.

	 

	However, in modern Hebrew, this word simply does not exist, i.e., the real understanding of the meaning of the word has been lost.

	 

	It was revealed to us that Kohelet is truly a "collector"—one who has "collected" oneself. This concept means "Collected Personality," which implies aggregation, i.e., the unification of the Personal Consciousness of the Self (the embodied individual) and the Subconscious (a multitude of disembodied allies).

	 

	It is necessary to explain what a collected personality, which includes the experience of past incarnations, means, and how it differs from an Ally.
 

	An ally is one of our past incarnations. When consciousness incarnates in a body and the new personality has not yet been developed, it can be compared to a computer that has been rebooted.

Its RAM is still empty. But often, after a reboot, a file from the disk is loaded into RAM. Files on the disk can be compared to past incarnations of the computer. Similarly, in an incarnate person, the structure of a past incarnation is often loaded. All the accumulated experience from past incarnations does not disappear, but is stored in our subconscious as "compressed" files.

	 

	There are practices for working with past incarnations, where a person's consciousness synchronizes with one of their past incarnations, and the currently incarnated person begins to relive the entire experience of that past incarnation. This is not information, but a complete complex of feelings, thoughts, sensations, and experiences, involving all the senses. As a result of such immersion, the consciousness of the currently living person is enriched with the experience of the past incarnation. It is important to note that since past incarnations may have occurred within a different contract, such immersion requires a shift of the assemblage point to the contract of the past incarnation. As a result of such practices, the currently living person not only enriches themselves with the experience of past incarnations but also develops the skill of shifting their assemblage point.

	 

	Such a collected personality can deliberately move its assemblage point, finding itself in situations similar to those in past incarnations.

	 

	A person seems to be reincarnated and becomes completely different in different life situations.

	 

	A very clear example of such transformations is the state of intoxication.

	Under the influence of alcohol, a person's assemblage point becomes weaker, personal awareness becomes clouded, and an ally may become active. A person may suddenly become aggressive or, conversely, very quiet, which is unusual for them in their normal state of consciousness.

	 

	For example, in the first chapter there is a place where he says about himself:

	The author himself first calls himself Kohelet and only then says that he WAS king over Israel.

	 

	That is, “I am Kohelet” is a certain level in the Hierarchy, indicating a level of Consciousness that stands even higher than the level of the King of Israel.

	 

	Who can be "higher than the king"? When a person becomes a Unified Collected Personality, uniting within themselves the experience of all incarnations, Consciousness reaches a supra-personal level, thereby acquiring new capabilities of perception from the level of the Egregorial Consciousness of the Non-Self, which stands in the Hierarchy above the Personal Consciousness of an individual incarnate Personality.

	 

	It is precisely this transmission that we see in the text, where the level of the Author’s Consciousness corresponds to the level of the Consciousness of Ruach – the “Supra-personal Consciousness of the Non-I”.

	 

	Standing higher in the hierarchy than Neshama - “Personal Consciousness of the Self” (even the level of Consciousness of the “king of Israel”), and even more so than Nefesh - Consciousness of the Animal Mental (present in any embodied living being: both in humans and animals).

	 

	In this perception, many moments in the text take on a completely different meaning... and everything falls into place.

	 

	We will present here some excerpts from Kohelet - the Collected Personality.

	“Vanity of vanities, all is vanity and vexation of spirit” - what does this really mean?

	Let us explain the most popular expression, “Vanity of vanities - all is vanity” - what does this really mean?

	 

	"Vanity of vanities, all is vanity" is a beautiful phrase, but in Hebrew, these words convey a different message.

	 

	We gave these words the following translation:
 

	"Complete illusion, he said, the Collected Personality, complete illusion, everything is an illusion."
 

	If you look at the original Hebrew text, it does not reflect a beautiful metaphor of a wise man, but a specific reality—the essence of which the Collected Personality Kohelet wanted to convey to us...

	 

	In Hebrew this phrase looks like this:הבל הבלים».

	 

	The Hebrew root "לֵבֲה" - havel, which is usually translated as "vanity", also has the translation: steam from the mouth, breath; nonsense, vanity.

	 

	We give this word the translation "Illusion".

	 

	All traditional translations know only one meaning of this Hebrew expression from the Torah: vanity of vanities.

	 

	We see that a more specific meaning is hidden behind the translation of Qohelet's words. It refers specifically to the illusory nature of actions and goals on the material plane of the world of Malkuth.

	 

	It is this transmission that is the main one in the text - an appeal to the Spirit of Man, i.e. to Consciousness.

	 

	What kind of “longing of the Spirit” does Kohelet speak of in this vein?

	 

	Let's pay attention to this point - "רעות רוח" - "Reut Ruach" is a set expression in modern Hebrew, which has the translation: futility, meaninglessness

	 

	We translate these words as: corruption of the Spirit (Ruach).

	 

	Because the word “Ruach” itself has an important meaning.

	 

	This is another level of the Soul (Consciousness) of a Human, corresponding to the level of the Ajna Chakra, the Suprapersonal Consciousness of the Non-I, which we will talk about in the following chapters.

	 

	It is at this level that a person is included in one or another Agreement. It is here that all the experience of all incarnations is stored.

	 

	In essence, “Reut Ruach” - i.e. Corruption of the Spirit - speaks of the inclusion of a Person in a Pathological Agreement and the presence of negative algorithms (experience) accumulated in the subconscious during incarnations of life in such Agreements, i.e. - Karma.

	 

	All thoughts and imaginations of a person regarding his life are only an Illusion and a Pathological Agreement (corruption of Ruach), where Ruach is the Creative Consciousness of the Ajna level of a person and by analogy at all higher levels...

	 

	What is being said in the following verse: What is corrupted cannot be corrected, and what is lacking cannot be replenished.

	 

	What the Esoteric Model of Man also says is that it is impossible to remove the problem or change anything in a Man who is fixed and living in a Pathological Agreement.

	 

	In a Pathological Agreement, no Harmonization is possible - this is exactly what we see in the example of our Society.

	 

	A person can engage in any Esotericism and still remain a cannibal - an example is the German esoteric orders - SS, Ahnenerbe, Thule.

	 

	This is a very important point to understand: no actions within the existing Treaty will change the Treaty itself...

	 

	Only a change in the Treaty can really change anything...

	“What was, is what will be… and there is nothing new,” why is this so?

There is a Reality (Agreement) about which It Will Be Said, Look at this new It: It has already been in the worlds that were before us

	 

	Extremely remarkable poems.

	Here we describe the action that the Human himself performs, as an energy-informational structure: He Realizes - Realization includes both the expression in words (thoughts) and the performance of corresponding deeds (actions).

	 

	In the 8th verse there is an indication that the word “Man” does not mean a highly organized organism and that Man, as an energy-informational structure of Consciousness, is endowed with specific functions.

	 

	We are listed actions of the same order: the function of the eye is to See, the function of the ear is to Hear, and the function of Man is to Realize.

	 

	The first thing that follows from this is that Man is precisely the acting Consciousness, and the body is only an instrument.

	 

	"Eyes and ears" function independently of the human will; they are simply the organism at our disposal. That is, by analogy, just as the eye sees, the ear hears, the human realizes.

	 

	And secondly, the function of Man is “to Realize”. 

	 

	It is important to understand that the word “Implementation” in the Covenant of Kohelet has a different meaning than in the Social Covenant.

	 

	What is the essence of this process?

	 

	In Hebrew, this human action is conveyed by the verb "ledaber" (לדבר). Its official modern meaning is now "to speak," which we translate as "to implement." The verb is derived from the root "davar" (דבר), which we already translated above in the Language of the Branches as "realia."

	 

	Accordingly, the action from this root is “Construction of Reality”, the conscious Realization of the plan of Creation.

	 

	So, in our perception, the essence of the Human function “to Realize” is to express “in words” and to accomplish in deeds.

	 

	That is, to manifest the signal received from the Spiritual planes through one's Understanding, through one's Action. The resulting Result (thing, object) serves as a criterion for the Person in such a Contract, measuring their own states, qualities, and capabilities.

	 

	With this verse, Kohelet begins to reveal the designated theme: “What is the remainder for Adam (man) in all his deeds that he performs under this sun?”

	 

	What it means is that the eye is never satisfied with seeing - it means that “seeing” itself is a process, not a way to achieve a result.

	 

	Likewise, the ear will not be filled with hearing, i.e., hearing is a process, not a path to a result...

	 

	With these examples, Kohelet shows us that all human Actions under this Sun are only a certain Process, but not an attempt to achieve any Result.

	 

	We will discuss the meaning of this process and what it should be like in Part VI of the book.

	 

	It follows that there is no particular significance in what exactly a person does - everything is tiring (requires energy expenditure) - and does not lead to satisfaction... to Spiritual Fulfillment...

	 

	It does not follow from this that nothing needs to be done in such a case - it is only said here that there is no fundamental difference between what a person comes up with for himself and what he dedicates his life to...

	 

	The meaning of a person’s life is beyond his understanding, just like the meaning of seeing and hearing – we see, we hear, we live...

	 

	Therefore, without reaching the true meaning of Life, there is no difference in what we come up with for ourselves.

	 

	Moreover, our entire Civilization demonstrates exactly this to us: how many different ideas and ideologies have people come up with, and what have they all led to?

	To Mental Fatigue...

	 

	For example, as he will say in chapter 5.

	 

	Chapter 5:9
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	Official translation:
 

	He who loves silver will not be satisfied with silver, and he who loves wealth will not profit from it. This too is vanity!
 

	Our translation:
 

	He who loves silver (money) will not be satisfied with silver (money) and he who loves the crowd (fame) will not reap the harvest (will not get the result), this is also an illusion
 

	This is absolutely what any Social Contract is built on and what motivates people within it: money and fame. For example, there are now numerous methods for "Effective Personnel Motivation," based on these two pillars: monetary reward and ambition. In other words, the Social Man is easily controlled and manipulated through ambition, through self-image...

	 

	Kohelet, however, says that such people "will not reap the harvest." Kohelet counters this motivation with something else. This other motivation is life within the Creator's Covenant.

	 

	Where a person has a different motivation and meaning in life.
 

	What Was, It Will Be, and What Was Done, It Will Be Done, and there is nothing new under this sun.
 

	It is important to understand that we are not talking about physical actions, but about States of the Soul, about the Soul's Motivation for action, which does not change over all the centuries and millennia.

	 

	All the Ancient Books are written about exactly this - about the Soul and its Life Motivation... Therefore, if today we have gadgets that did not exist before, then this does not change anything for our Soul - all the Spiritual problems remain exactly in the same place.

	“There is no memory of the past”, what is this “Memory” that does not exist?

	 

	In the next verse of chapter 1, Kohelet says the following:

	 

	Chapter 1:11

	There are things about which people say: “Look, this is new”; but it already existed in the centuries that were before us.
There is no memory of the past; and of what will be, there will be no memory left for those who come after.

There is no memory of the first, nor of the last that will be; They will have no memory - with those that will be after
 

	Observations of our modern world show how the memory of past events fades within two to three generations. For example, consider any revolution or new world order for which people were willing to sacrifice themselves.

	 

	Take, for example, the October Revolution in Russia. The first generation that carried out this coup and established a new government was willing to sacrifice itself for this idea. Today, 100 years later, few remember or know the truth about those events. And the heroes of those years no longer seem so heroic today, their monuments are being destroyed, and the cities named in their honor are reverting to their original names.

	 

	This is how the viral (untimely installed) program “Reason” is developed.It is the mind that "invents" new ideas in Social Contracts. These ideas then captivate groups of people, who are willing to sacrifice themselves for their implementation. But after just two or three generations, nothing remains of these ideas; no one remembers or knows all the heroism and ideology that motivated them.

	 

	New generations want to live differently, and they develop new "rational" ideas. This will continue until people become convinced of the futility of Reason and begin to return to life in the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Let us also note that the Hebrew word "dor," which is translated as generation in the verses from Ecclesiastes above, can refer equally to both generation and reincarnation.

	 

	Reincarnating consciousnesses have no memory of their past lives (with rare exceptions).

	 

	We see that people are not learning from history, not learning from the mistakes of the past. This is especially evident now, when dark forces have unleashed wars in Europe and the Middle East and are threatening the world with nuclear catastrophe. Where is the memory of the horrors of war that our great-grandfathers, grandfathers, and fathers had? It has vanished, as if the terrible wars and suffering of the 20th century never happened.

	 

	In other words, Kohelet tells us something quite terrifying: that modern humanity is not at all intelligent or teachable. That our entire self-conception as a rational species is nothing more than "an illusion and a corrupted consciousness."In fact, we are merely puppets, controlled from a higher plane. All our institutes and universities, all our logic and philosophy, are worth absolutely nothing.

	 

	And we see this again today, when students from the world's best universities stand up for the barbarians and murderers from terrorist groups like Hamas, Islamic Jihad, and Hezbollah, while the world's media distort the facts and curry favor with their invisible masters.

	 

	We clearly see how vile and insignificant our entire supposedly enlightened social world is, unable to condemn and stop the aggressor, to prevent destruction and annihilation.

	 

	As a result, the only thing left for the individual is to "eat his bread, drink his wine, love his woman, listen to his Elohim, and follow his instructions—the commandments." That is, to realize his animal nature and be a link in the Hierarchy of Consciousness. But Reason will lead to no good; it is merely "woe from wit."

	 

	Anyone who doesn't see this, doesn't understand it, and thinks of themselves differently is simply at the beginning of a long path of development... No matter how great and important all their achievements may seem to them, "they will not be remembered with those who come after"...

	 

	"Memory" in various Agreements and the development of the Mind program

	 

	On the other hand, if we consider what Kohelet said about “memory” in relation to one individual, we can see a direct analogy.

	 

	We're talking about the Mind working with lists of information. Essentially, a person receives ready-made patterns of behavior, reactions, and opinions—originating from the Contract—that are written down at the level of the Mind.

This is exactly what is described in the Torah, in the chapter about Adam and Eve eating the fruit from the tree of “knowledge of good and evil,” after which not only their “knowledge” that they were naked changed in an instant, but also their emotions about it—they felt ashamed, and their behavior changed as well—Adam tried to deceive Yehovah by hiding in the bushes.

	
As we wrote earlier, this describes the inclusion of man in the Mind Contract. Thus, at a certain point, Mind replaced Consciousness, or, in other words, humanity was enshrined in the Mind Contract.

	
All modern Social Contracts (Societies of the material World) are Contracts of Reason.

	
The purpose and meaning of life of a Human-Consciousness in the Material World is to work out the program of Reason...

	 

	So what does this process involve?

	"Refining" the Mind program means nothing more than achieving a state where our Human Consciousness becomes active again. As a result, a Human being becomes integrated into the created Hierarchy of Consciousnesses and begins to draw life motivation from there, using the Mind only to solve their life's problems.

The difference between Consciousness and Reason is thatWhatConsciousness- this is the Man himself.

Human Consciousness, the consciousness of the Neshama level, is manifested in self-reflection: that is, in the ability to perceive oneself and its manifestations.

It is precisely because the Human Consciousness is part of the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses that it is capable of reading the “Control Signal” coming from above from the Created Hierarchy.

In concrete things this is expressed in the fact that any meaningfully lived experience becomes part of the experience of Consciousness. 

	 

	A person living under the control of Reason doesn't analyze their actions and deeds. They act because they want to or don't want to do something.

	
When the Control signal coming from the Agreement changes, such a person can no longer “remember and explain” why he did something before, and why in exactly this way.

Moreover, this works both in personal and social examples, which we wrote about in the chapter above.

	
A Conscious Human is always reflecting on their own actions and the motivation behind them, regardless of the social contract they find themselves in. Such a person can always return to the "record" existing at the level of Consciousness and reproduce it, i.e., extract from it the motivation for their past actions, the states in which they acted, the state they were in when achieving the result, and so on.

As a result, Consciousness always: 

	 

	
		is able to give an answer as to why it performed certain actions over any length of time;

		able to compare and analyze one’s own behavior, reactions, states, as well as the results obtained on the basis of decisions and actions in a given state;

		is capable, as meaningful experience and information accumulates, of foreseeing in advance the results of certain actions;

		always able to admit mistakes and less than optimal decisions;

		Consciousness is capable of extrapolating meaningful experience to any similar circumstances.



	 

	It can be said that Consciousness accumulates “memory” as the experience of experienced states, understanding of actions and their results, in the form of energy-informational structures.

	To use an analogy, this can be compared to a sequence of frames on a film strip that make up a single “movie” of human life.

Unlike Consciousness, included in the created Hierarchy of Consciousness, with a multitude of Agreements-Egregors, Reason is a mechanism active only in one section, in the section of Social Agreements.

	
Without reflective Personal Consciousness, Consciousness of the Neshama level, perception of Ruach Consciousness, a person is simply a bio-organism and Self-Image, controlled through the lists of reason and emotion.

	
The mind is not capable of “developing”, it is just a tool for Consciousness, which has become a tool for controlling “sleeping Consciousnesses”.

	
The mind does not have “memory” in the sense of accumulating information about experienced states, actions and results, which are the basis for reflective Consciousness - to move, to continuously “develop” based on structured experience.
 

	Thus, by “Memory” in the Language of Branches, we perceive the ability of Consciousness to comprehend, structure and accumulate information...

Unlike life in the Mind Agreements, where when the Lists coming from the Egregor change, people completely “change”.

	
The self-image does not reflect, but is merely controlled by a program. If the control program changes, the “Image of a Person” will also change, which we wrote about earlier.
 

	To summarize, the main idea of the absence of “Memory”, which is conveyed in the text of the book of Kohelet, is that,Whatin the absence of reflective Consciousness of the human level Neshama, Memory—This is the function of the Treaty.
If the Agreement is changed, the “memory» Education.

By the way, this also explains the phenomenon associated with the facts about recent global catastrophes of civilization and the complete rewriting of history - how humanity was able to forget absolutely everything.
 

	Whereas in the Treaty of the Lost Covenant, Memory is a function of Consciousness, capable of perceiving its extension in time.

	 

	Both during one incarnation at the level of Neshama Consciousness, and during many lives at the level of Ruach Consciousness.

	 

	“Fear God and keep His commandments,” why Kohelet says that there is nothing better for Man.

For every action of this Elohim will lead to a test of resonance with the Plan with everything secret, be it good or bad.
 

	Only he who perceives the Light of the Creator, and accordingly, Fears (Honores) Elohim, and therefore observes his Commandments, will be awarded Joy in his Earthly Life.

	 

	All others who try to live by man-made norms and rules, no matter how beautiful they may seem - for example, communism, the "bright future of all humanity," or modern "liberalism" - commit and increase Evil, for they do not know the future of their actions, but are guided only by a brief moment in one of their incarnations.

	 

	All the experience of such “good intentions”, considered over time, should teach a thinking person that all the fantasies and illusions of his Mind have never led to anything good.

	 

	Moreover, the Evil committed will always return to a person, not in this life, but in the next.

	 

	Therefore, when children are born with severe disabilities, without arms and legs, this is the Evil committed by this Soul, returning to the owner...

	 

	Therefore, only a Wise person who fulfills the Will of Elohim, tracks his true Motivation and lives according to this Motivation - that is, realizing his Needs, and not inventing activities for himself, like the same “development” of who knows what - will live in Joy.

	 

	Man has no opportunity to comprehend the Plan of Creation (to embrace Ruach), and the periods of incarnation and death erase the memory of past incarnations - therefore, man does not know and cannot understand with his Mind what exactly will be good for him, as for an immortal Soul, and not for a Body living today.

	 

	That's why, for a person of the Soul, a person of Consciousness, for Adam, there is nothing better than to honor Elohim and fulfill His Commandments. Anything else, a person does only to his own detriment.

	 

	In the social world today, everything is turned upside down: villains who have violated every possible Commandment and exterminated masses of people are considered Heroes, "righteous men," while the true Righteous, who save lives and call for Conscience and the observance of the Commandments, are declared a "fifth column" and are persecuted as villains...

	 

	The modern social man sleeps, sleeps day and night, his Consciousness sleeps, and his Mind cannot find for itself a justification for his life, that “great” goal for which he lives, for this Goal is at the level of Consciousness, not Reason, and is in the power of Elohim, not man...

	 

	No sage can explain to a social person the purpose and meaning of his life, therefore, it is completely pointless to go to esoteric projects in order to learn about one’s “purpose” there.

	 

	Therefore, all those who seek their "great destiny" and strive to "help people" for no apparent reason or purpose are simply Egocentrics with an inflated sense of self-importance, unable and unwilling to comprehend the foundations of our world and the Commandments of Elohim by which our world is governed...

	 

	"Remnant" for Adam, and "companion" for Elohim.

	Throughout the book, Kohelet speaks extensively of a certain "Remnant" that may remain to a person from all their Deeds under this Sun (from their life and all their lives). R. Monroe also speaks of something similar, calling it "Gifts" to the Creator. We will discuss this in more detail in the chapter "The Purpose and Meaning of Life" in the next part of the book. For now, we only want to provide a preliminary summary based on all that has been said above—what exactly is this?

	 

	This is a change in Consciousness, a complication of Consciousness, a complication of the Psycho-Info-Energy Structure of a person, which may occur as a result of life, or may not occur.

	 

	If this does not happen, then one can say that another life has been lived in vain - and even if a person has given birth to a bunch of children and educated them all, and built a house, and planted a tree, and earned a lot of money, and provided for all his relatives, and gave to the poor - but at the same time, all his life Spiritually lived like everyone else - moved along the general track within the framework of the Social Contract - did not perform any independent active Spiritual actions, did not understand anything on the level of worldview, conscience, morality, did not use mercy, did not distinguish good and evil, did not feel the Creator and did not fulfill His Commandments - then nothing was added to his Soul during his life - no "Remainder".

	 

	This is precisely what Kohelet talks about a lot, examining various aspects of life and explaining that everything that a social person considers to be a blessing, a good thing, a life lived not in vain, is in fact an empty illusion and corruption of the Spirit, which does not create the most important thing for which a person lives - a Change in Consciousness... a change in the person himself, for Man is Consciousness, and everything else is something a person invents for himself and this is an Illusion.

	 

	A change in Consciousness is reflected in a change in life, in a change in the Agreement - in the awareness of the presence of the Creator and the fact that it is the Creator (call it by any word) who determines a person’s entire life, giving him Motivation for certain Actions.

	 

	A social person does not perceive this Motivation and, as a result, spends his entire life inventing some false Goals and Meanings of life, living one vanity incarnation after another and accumulating negative Karma.

	 

	Therefore, the very first task of those who wish to Develop Spiritually is not to run to “development courses,” but to start listening to themselves, their Consciousness, their True Motivation and to live in harmony with it.

	 

	And only those whose True Motivation lies in the Knowledge of the World, Man, the Creator - should find a Master and go to engage in Spiritual Development, Esotericism and so on.

	 

	For more information on what the “remnant for Adam” is and the “accompanying” that Elohim expects to receive from Adam, see the chapter “The Purpose and Meaning of Life in the Covenant” in Part VI of the book.

	


Conclusions on the Book of Kohelet – The Collected Personality

	 

	As we have already mentioned above, the human Subconscious is an Egregorial structure consisting of the personal consciousnesses of all previous incarnations.

	 

	If a currently living person is able to penetrate into individual past incarnations, then he expands his currently living Personality with all the experience, knowledge and experiences that are stored in his subconscious.

	 

	We call this process "personality gathering." The more past incarnations a currently living personality gathers, the more extended and complex it becomes.

	 

	By working with past incarnations, a person integrates past experiences and past Behavioral Algorithms into their consciousness. A person no longer needs to relive all the experiences accumulated in their Subconscious in order to consciously master them.

	 

	Our subconscious in any case controls our lives with the help of Behavioral Algorithms - the repeated experience of past incarnations, which is deposited in the Egregor of the Subconscious.

	 

	The important thing here is not to get confused.

	 

	We view the Subconscious as a dual entity. On the one hand, it is a collection of all our past consciousnesses with their life experiences, and on the other, it is an Egregor in which the Behavioral Algorithms of our Personality are stored and distinguished, similar to how the general Behavioral Algorithms of all people are stored in the Egregor of the Human Species.

	 

	The Collected Personality is described in the ancient book of Ecclesiastes, Kohelet, which is attributed to King Solomon only because it states that it was written by a man, a king of Israel from the line of David. This is our translation, taking into account the language of the branches. Modern society translates it as "the king of Israel, son of David," and comes to the unequivocal conclusion that such a person can only be King Solomon, son of King David.

	 

	However, textual analysis reveals that this is not a text from the time of King Solomon, but a later one. And, as always, social scientists are baffled.

	 

	Another source of confusion is the book's title itself, "Kohelet," as there is no such word in modern Hebrew. That is, the root "kahal"—kahal—exists, but the form "Kohelet" does not.

	 

	But we know that language changes over time and it is necessary to use all possible means to revive the ancient meaning of words.

	 

	Using the dictionary of two-letter cells of the Hebrew language - we will talk about it later, as well as the Covenant Agreement, we come to the conclusion that the word "Kohelet" means the Collected Personality, i.e., a person who has realized his many incarnations, the entire Kahal of his incarnations, his past personalities.

	This is fully confirmed by the entire text of the book.

	 

	The book tells the story of a man who has experienced all sorts of life situations—poverty and wealth, wisdom and folly, drunkenness and abstinence, virtue and debauchery, and much more. If we interpret the book within the context of the modern social contract, it becomes incomprehensible how one person could experience so much in a single lifetime. Especially if this person is King Solomon, born into the house of King David. He was certainly never poor.

	 

	In the Covenant Agreement, everything falls into place - this is a man who has realized his many incarnations, in which he was both poor and rich, both righteous and criminal...

	 

	What conclusion does such a person draw, remembering all his past lives and being able to analyze all his life experiences over many incarnations?

	 

	That our entire physical life is "vanity of vanities and vexation of spirit." Using the dictionary of branches, we translate from Hebrew not "vexation of spirit" but "corrupted consciousness." That is, our entire social life, with all its goals and meanings—being a good person, a good family man, ensuring a comfortable life, becoming a scientist and advancing science, and so on—is nothing more than empty vanity and corrupted consciousness, for the purpose and meaning of our incarnation lies elsewhere entirely.

	 

	Moreover, at the end of the book, this collected figure says the following: "Fear ye above all things the multitude of books, but listen to thy Elohim and keep his commandments." A very strange statement for modern society, but very understandable for the Covenant.

	 

	Almost all modern books are written by the Mind and for the Mind, while man is Consciousness and his task is to leave life in the Mind and move on to life in the Light of the Creator, i.e., “listen to your Elohim and fulfill his commandments,” to perceive his purpose as a consciousness in the hierarchy of consciousnesses and follow it, and not books...

	 

	At the same time, the collected personality conveys to us another thought: that it does not matter who you were in life, because the end of this life will be the same for everyone - both the poor and the rich, both the smart and the stupid...

	 

	Therefore, there is no point in striving to achieve purely social, rational goals—wealth, power, and so on. Moreover, "by increasing knowledge, we increase sorrow," for immersion in society, in reason, and detachment from consciousness, from the Creator, only distances us from our purpose and renders our existence empty and meaningless from the standpoint of its original purpose.

	 

	For social behavior, the collected personality tells us - "drink your wine, eat your bread, love your woman, listen to your Elohim and fulfill his commandments" ...

	 

	In simple terms, focus on your own survival and reproduction – realize your animal functions and live in Consciousness, not in Reason.

	 

	That is, the whole meaning of our life lies not in what we achieve in society, and not in how many children we give birth to, and what a good parent we will be for them, but in how much we can move away from life in the Mind and move to life in Consciousness.

	 

	And also, to accumulate the personal life experience necessary for us, which will complicate our consciousness and be preserved in the Subconscious Egregor. And all our social achievements will disappear after our death.

	 

	It's important to understand that you need to listen to your Elohim, not to Jehovah, who rules the physical world, nor to Jehovah-Elohim, who rules the Ethereal-Astral plane of existence, but to your Elohim, the highest mental-spiritual level. From this level we receive our life motivation. Of course, not everyone is given this, but a focused and time-expanding personality is capable of doing so.

	It's also important to understand the meaning of the words "his Elohim." This doesn't mean that a kindly old man sits high up on a cloud, issuing instructions to everyone about what, when, and how they should do. It's important to understand that there is an informational plane, a universal informational signal, from which each human consciousness receives its portion of information depending on the qualities of that consciousness.

	 

	Roughly speaking, this can be compared to a broadband television, radio and information signal, from which each receiver receives its own portion depending on its settings.

	 

	From our own experience, we can see that over time, all the inventions of our minds become more complex functionally, but simplified technologically. For example, cameras have evolved from highly complex and expensive film and mechanical cameras to significantly more versatile digital ones. Or cars, which, before our very eyes, are transitioning from highly complex internal combustion engines and automatic transmissions to simpler but more functional electric vehicles.

	 

	Something similar is described in the book of Kohelet. After many complex incarnations in the mind, where a person strives to achieve various social advantages, Kohelet comes to the realization that any life in the mind is "vanity of vanities and confusion of spirit," that is, an empty illusion and a corrupted consciousness.

	 

	In modern pop-esoteric society, there's much talk about the need to "get rid" of the mind. However, it becomes completely unclear what one should achieve after getting rid of the mind.

	Kohelet tells us that a person must live many lives in the mind, striving for and achieving various social goals. Only then, having realized all their incarnations and their futility and meaninglessness, can a person come to a life of consciousness, using their mind only to "acquire" bread, wine, and women...

	  

	And this is the most important and fundamental essence of the book. Our entire physical world was created solely for the purpose of practicing life in the mind and returning to life in consciousness. Our consciousness is a link in the hierarchy of consciousnesses, so the commandment "listen to your Elohim" speaks precisely of a person's return to life in consciousness. And the entire essence of a person boils down to life-sustaining (eat your bread, drink your wine), reproduction (love your woman), and life in consciousness (listen to your Elohim).

	 

	It's important to understand that bread, wine, and woman represent our entire society, our entire social life—with all its education, qualifications, production, family, and so on. This is the punishment people received for disobeying the commandment, eating the forbidden fruit, and being banished from Gan-Eden to the physical plane of existence.

	But the most important thing in a person’s life is to listen to his Elohim, i.e., to acquire the ability to perceive signals from the higher planes of existence with his consciousness.

	Modern society not only fails to develop consciousness, but denies its very existence, dismissing it as a bodily function. Modern society not only fails to teach us to listen to Elohim, but denies His very existence. Modern social people pride themselves on being "atheists," that is, ignorant, deluded, and morally depraved. As a result, humans solve problems of life support and reproduction, but make no progress whatsoever in solving the most fundamental human task—returning to Gan-Eden, the hierarchy of consciousness.

	 

	And besides this main task, all the other inventions of the mind, including tons of useless books, and all sorts of ideas for arranging society, and invented morals and laws, and the endless pursuit of material “benefits” - this is all from the “evil one”, for “by increasing knowledge, we increase sorrow”, we inflate our “self-image” and nothing more.

	A person living in the Light of the Creator, capable of “listening to his Elohim,” does not need any of this.

	 

	Modern pop esotericism is also a purely social institution, helping to earn one's bread, wine, and women. But it does nothing to help one return from reason to consciousness and learn to listen to and hear Elohim.

	Jacob's Ladder is a path of spiritual development.

	 

	“And he dreamed, and behold, a ladder set up on the earth, and its top reached to heaven; and behold, the angels of Elohim were ascending and descending on it. And behold, the Lord stood on it, and said:….”

	 

	Jacob's Ladder is a path of spiritual development. As higher levels of consciousness are activated, a person ascends to the next step. The ascending and descending angels of Elohim carry information between levels of consciousness. The word "angel" literally means "messenger" or "herald."

	 

	Therefore, listening to "your Elohim" means integrating into the informational plane and receiving from it pure, unadulterated information necessary for the life of each individual—that is, one's life purpose.

	 

	Any new discovery or revelation is sent to the seeking consciousness gradually, step by step. And only by ascending the next rung of this endless ladder can one expect to receive the next message.

	 

	Jehovah is the consciousness that governs our physical world. Therefore, Jehovah stands on a ladder reaching to heaven, for he is also a link in the hierarchy of consciousnesses ascending to the Creator, to the Absolute.

	 

	All sorts of esoteric and pseudo-esoteric practices and rituals in no way develop consciousness. They can only prepare a person to calm the mind and shift their attention to consciousness. The development of consciousness depends on other, unknown causes and conditions.

	The assembled personality and the "resurrection from the dead"

	 

	There is a concept in the world called “resurrection from the dead”.

	 

	Some understand it literally in the physical sense, that the decayed bones of the dead will regain their flesh and rise from their graves. Indeed, in the modern social contract, any other resurrection from the dead is unthinkable.

	 

	In the Covenant Agreement we understand resurrection from the dead to mean something completely different.

	 

	A human being is an immortal Soul, living through multiple incarnations in a physical body. All the experience accumulated by the Soul during each incarnation is stored in our subconscious. This can be compared to how we store information files on a computer disk in compressed form.

	 

	The file of our current life is stored in the computer's RAM. After each incarnation, all information about this life will be compressed and stored in the subconscious, at the frequency of the Ajna Chakra.

	 

	When a person works with their subconscious, attempting to access a "file" from their past life with their active consciousness, they expand the range of their consciousness. By perceiving the full breadth of information from past lives, we gradually increase the complexity of our consciousness, as all past experiences, with all their emotions, feelings, and so on, become part of our current consciousness.

	 

	We can say that in this way we resurrect our past incarnations from the dead.

	 

	Today, it is the lot of only a few to engage in such work with their own consciousness and subconscious.

	 

	But it's possible that someday a time will come when all embodied consciousnesses will be able to access the "files" of all their past incarnations. Thus, all people who have ever lived will be resurrected. They will be resurrected in consciousness, regardless of whether there are still incarnate bodies on Earth at that time, or whether there are no bodies at all.

	     

	It is important to always remember that a person is not a physical body, but an immortal Soul that periodically incarnates into a body.In that case, it's impossible to even imagine how all the bodies of a single soul could be resurrected. How, then, could one soul be divided into many bodies? But the resurrection of multiple consciousnesses within a single egregorial consciousness is entirely possible.

	 

	Thus, resurrection from the dead will represent the transformation of all conscious experience accumulated over many incarnations into a single egregorial consciousness. And the person will become an egregor, i.e., ascend to the next level of the consciousness hierarchy.

	 

	This is in complete agreement with the whole design of creation, the purpose and meaning of human life, as described to us in ancient texts.

	Resurrection from the dead and eternal life

	 

	Let us return to the topic that we have already discussed in Part IV of the book, the chapter “Consciousness (Soul) and the reincarnating Body”.
 

	Let's talk this time about our understanding of the process of "resurrection from the dead", based on the unification of our personal consciousness with our subconscious and the transformation of our personal consciousness into an egregorial structure, united with the subconscious, leads us to an understanding of eternal life.

	 

	That is, the next stage of development of human consciousness consists of its merging with the subconscious and transforming human personal consciousness into an egregor.

	From what is written in the Torah about Gan Eden, where the development of man, or rather human consciousness, conceived in the act of creation, took place, we know about the existence of two forbidden “trees” - the “tree of knowledge” and the “tree of life”, the fruits of which give immortality.

	 

	The fruits of these "trees" were forbidden to Adam at the stage of his creation in Gan Eden.

	But the very presence of such fruits tells us that they are part of the plan of creation and will be given to Adam at a certain stage of his development.

	 

	Because the "nachash" - the all-knowing serpent - interfered with the plan of creation, and as a result of this intervention, Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit from the tree of knowledge, as a result of which they were expelled from Gan Eden and placed on the physical plane to practice the interaction of mind and consciousness.

	 

	Let us recall what the Torah says, what we wrote about earlier:

	 

	"And I expelled this Adam

	And He placed these cherubim (kruvim) and the energy (flame) of this sword, changing (reversing), at the threshold of the Garden of Eden.”

	 

	That is, now, as a result of numerous incarnations on the physical plane, a person must develop their consciousness in such a way as, firstly, to learn to perceive the Light of the Creator, rather than to live in the Mind. And secondly, to achieve a state of collected personality, uniting their embodied consciousness with their subconscious, transforming into an egregorial consciousness that can bypass the cherubim on the path to Gan Eden.

	 

	In addition, a person collects the maximum possible amount of personal power - energy, to overcome the flaming sword.

	 

	As a result, such a person not only returns to Gan Eden, but gains access to the tree of life, i.e., such an egregorial consciousness no longer dies or reincarnates, but exists eternally and continues to become more complex.

	 

	In fact, the Torah describes to us the plan for the creation of human consciousness in the image and likeness of higher consciousnesses, i.e., consciousness capable of development and complexity.

	 

	And the Purpose and Meaning of all our incarnations on Earth in the physical body lies in the accumulation of experience and the complication of consciousness, which ultimately unites with the subconscious and returns to Gan Eden for eternal life.

	This is the eternal life of consciousness, but not of the physical body.

	 

	If Adam and Eve had not eaten the forbidden fruit prematurely, the physical plane of existence might not have existed at all. Adam and Eve would have lived and developed in Gan Eden, and at a certain stage of their development, they would have received both Reason and Eternal Life.

	 

	Today we have a choice: either understand what is written in ancient texts and build our lives in accordance with this information, or live in our minds, creating endless illusions and inventing new and new goals and meanings for life, which lead us only to destruction and disaster.

	 

	There are practices that allow active consciousnesses to accelerate their development and work with their past incarnations. By thus reviving one past incarnation after another and integrating all information from past incarnations into their active consciousness, a person accelerates their development.

	 

	See the related quotes in Appendix 6. On the return to "Gan Eden" to the Tree of Life in the Torah, and to the "Eagle" of the Toltecs.

	This is the beginning of the process of Creation of our world, as one link in the hierarchy of worlds.

	 

	
		Further, this allocated Consciousness, this Thought about the creation of Worlds, creates Information - “Maim mi Ruach” (Water from the Spirit) - i.e., it creates a description of the worlds, for, as we know, at the basis of everything in the world known to us lies Information.



	 

	
		After the creation of the Information Field, a Unified Energy Field is created—"Esh mi Maim" (Fire from Water). This is the very same field that Tesla and others sought when they identified Ether as a manifestation of the Unified Energy Field and the first element in the Periodic Table.



	 

	The concepts of Spirit, Water, and Fire should be interpreted in their esoteric sense. Since ancient texts were written to last for centuries, they use the most basic terms that can be interpreted in future agreements. It is clear that in the physical world, no Water can come from Spirit, nor Fire from Water.

	 

	Next, the Structuring of the Energy Field begins on the basis of the previously created Information Field.

	As we know today, all objects in our world consist of Molecules and Atoms, which represent Structured Energy - an atom consists of a nucleus and electron shells, i.e., Energy structured in a certain way according to the originally created Information, and a Molecule has a structured configuration of atoms, which is also based on the originally created Information.

	 

	Now comes the most interesting part, for until now we've been described the Basic Principle of Creation, the Three Primary Causes, or, as they're often called in translations of the Book of Creation—the "Three Foremothers," the three progenitors of all that exists (Consciousness—Information—Energy, or Psycho-Info-Energy). Now we move on to our perceived world.

	 

	The Energy Component of Creation builds the Six Limits, or Three Axes: Forward-Backward, East-West, Top-Bottom, i.e., our three-dimensional world.

	At the same time, the Central Figure of this 3-dimensional World is the Energy that generates it, and when these six limits gather in the center, then a Qualitative Transition will occur and this entire “construction” will “rise” to the Information Field.

	 

	We can observe the principle of the deployment of the Energy Field into Six Limits everywhere and in everything.

	Many years ago, we were given information about the origin of matter from energy. Only in the 20th century did modern science come to this understanding, when it began to dissect the atom and study subatomic particles.

	 

	Since we are primarily interested in man, let us consider this Principle in man.

	 

	The human energy is contained in the Chakra System, where Sahasrara is the Main Chakra - the source of all Human Energy - in Sefer Yetzirah it is called the “Throne” - the ruler of everything - that is why Sahasrara is called the Crown Chakra.

	 

	It is the Sahasrara that receives the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal from the higher Levels of the Hierarchy of Consciousness and transforms it into Six Components for the other chakras. The Sahasrara body also receives its portion of light from the Violet Ray.

	 

	The six remaining Chakras each receive their portion of the Signal and control their Human Life Field.

	 

	From the understanding of the Fundamental Principle of Creation - the Decomposition of the Energy Signal into Six Limits and the further Collection of these Six Limits into a “Throne” for raising to the next, higher level - the Level of Information, the Task of Man, as Consciousness in this world, becomes clear.

	 

	The task of a person is to consistently accumulate Life Experience across all Six Bodies in order to ultimately reach the Level of the Sahasrara Body and perceive the Energy Signal from the Higher Planes of Existence in its pure form.

	 

	Many Spiritual Teachings and Researches, one way or another, come down to this, but they do not have a clear and distinct Philosophy behind them, but are more of an Experimental and Research Development.

	 

	Be it the idea of Raising the Kundalini, or Ascension, or Burning in Flame, which consists of increasing the frequency of all chakras to the level of Sahasrara, i.e., speaking in simple and understandable language - the accumulation of the maximum possible experience in all Spheres of human Existence.

	 

	The bulk of modern Spiritual Teachings revolves around precisely this - how and in what way one should gain Experience in various Spheres of Existence.

	Some people give up the sexual sphere, some people give up the social sphere and sit in a cave their whole lives, thinking that by doing so they are accelerating their progress towards the “Throne”.

	 

	We believe that it is necessary to develop absolutely all Spheres of Being - Physical, Sexual-Emotional, Social, Cordial-Friendly-Love, Meaningful-Conscious, Spiritual-Divine.

	 

	There are also a lot of different ideas and techniques on how to do this, but here we are talking exclusively about the Philosophy of Creation of our World, described to us in the Book of Creation.

	For only by mastering Philosophy and becoming convinced of its reasonableness and effectiveness, is it possible to shift your Assemblage Point to the Covenant Agreement and begin to Develop Spiritually.

	 

	Carrying out any Practices without a Fundamental Philosophy will lead to nothing, because Philosophy is the Foundation of all Sciences.

	 

	To help spiritually developing people, the Torah was written in the Covenant Agreement, where the Book of Creation is revealed through everyday examples and all the Spheres of Existence are shown.

	 

	If we consider the formation of the six boundaries of our universe from an energy center, we arrive at the "Big Bang" theory, which posits that from some primordial point (the energy center), through a single "explosion" (the decomposition into six boundaries), all matter in the universe began to form. After this, the universe began to expand, but one day it will "collapse" back into a point (the throne) and return to the level of information.

	 

	The Book of Creation is the key to understanding the Torah and our entire world; more about this in Part VI.

	The Story of the Tower of Babel – The Creation of the Governing Egregor

	 

	Genesis 11:4-8:

	4 And they said, Come, let us build ourselves a city, and a tower whose top may reach to heaven, and let us make a name for ourselves, lest we be scattered abroad over the face of the whole earth.
5 And the Lord came down to see the city and the tower which the sons of men had built.
6 And the LORD said, Behold, the people are one, and they have all one language: and this is what they begin to do; and nothing will they restrain themselves from doing,
7 Come, let us go down and there confuse their language, so that they may not understand each other's speech.
8 And the Lord scattered them from there over the face of all the earth; and they left off building the city.
 

	Note the highlighted words. This translation boils down to "making a name for oneself before scattering throughout the earth." One could spend a long time coming up with interpretations for this meaningless translation.

	 

	Also note that the actual governing consciousness, "Yehovah," is replaced by the word "Lord." All other governing consciousnesses are also replaced by the same word, which fundamentally alters the meaning of the Torah.

	 

	In addition, the construction “turning Vav” is lost in the translation, which distinguishes creative action on many planes of existence from ordinary physical action.

	 

	Our translation:
 

	And they said, Let's build us a city and a tower, its top in the sky, and let's make us a name (egregor) to spread across the surface of this entire earth.

And Jehovah came down to look at this city and at this tower which the sons of Adam (humans) built.

And Jehovah said, there is one people and one language for all of them, and they began to do this, and now all that they planned to do will not be established for them.

Let's go down and mix up their language there so that no one hears the language of their neighbor.

And Yahweh scattered them from there over the surface of the whole earth.
And they stopped building this city.
 

	What we're talking about here is an attempt to create an egregor to control people. This is precisely what black "magicians" and other "healers" are trying to do. An attempt to ascend to a higher level of consciousness and from there control people's consciousness.

	 

	We see a similar idea in the books of K. Castaneda. In K. Castaneda's books, the Eagle is understood as the consciousness that controls us.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Active Side of Infinity":
 

	"The explanation is simplicity itself," don Juan said. "It was an expression of your will. In doing so, you formed a new intent, a new command. And then your command became the Eagle's command."
 

	"This is the most extraordinary discovery of the new seers. Our teams can become the Eagle's teams."
 

	Our team becomes the Eagle's team, demanding that the assemblage point be located precisely in this spot. Note: our team becomes the Eagle's team. The ancient seers paid dearly for this discovery. And we will return to it.

	 

	Understanding that we are consciousnesses in a hierarchy of consciousnesses, people strive to develop their consciousness, or resort to the help of egregors in order to rise to a higher level of the hierarchy of consciousnesses, from where the control of our world comes.

	 

	The construction of a tower to the heavens and the creation of a name (egregor) describes to us an attempt to rise to a higher level of the hierarchy of consciousness and from there spread its influence throughout the earth.

	 

	Jehovah, the consciousness that controls our physical world, decides to mix languages, i.e., to shift the Assemblage Points of peoples so that they stop understanding each other.

	Different languages don't hinder understanding—you can always learn another language and build a dictionary. This is a temporary and surmountable difficulty. Language is the foundation of any Agreement. Therefore, the different positions of the Assemblage Point and the different Agreements of different peoples are a difficulty that remains insurmountable to this day.

	 

	We can also see how the teachings of the "ancient seers" of Mexico resonate with the Torah. It is possible that the Mexican seers conveyed to us echoes of the covenant of the Creator's Light.

	 

	This and other examples of Torah translation within the framework of the modern social contract and the contract of the Creator's Light clearly demonstrate fundamentally different understandings and interpretations of the same text. This raises the question: how should this text be interpreted? This was laid down in the Oral Torah, i.e., in the contract passed down from Master to Adept and was lost. Therefore, modern interpretations sometimes make no sense at all, being purely figments of the mind.

	Sefer Yetzirah - 5 levels of the human Soul: Yechida, Chaya, Ruach, Neshama, Nefesh Chaya

	 

	Sepher Yetzirah describes to us the Multidimensional Reality, at least 5-dimensional, through its sections to the 3-dimensional World (Space), Time and the Living Soul.

	 

	By analogy, if we describe a 3-dimensional object using its flat sections, i.e., display it on a plane, then in different sections we will have the same elements, but in different types, positions and in different combinations with other parts.

	 

	Similarly, in Sefer Yetzirah, we see the same Elements - different Levels of Consciousness, Information, Energy, as well as their creation: Worlds - Sefirot, and Letters that Create the Agreement - the functioning of man in the world.

	 

	The apparent, at first glance, jumble of concepts in Sefer Yetzirah is not a literary work in which one must seek out a hidden meaning - but a technical document, as it is, incidentally, called - "The Book of Creation", which, like any Technical Document, consists of Diagrams and Sections describing the Principle of Creation of a multidimensional world.

	 

	Therefore, our task is to Awareness and to restore in our multidimensional Consciousness this multidimensional object according to its descriptions and sections.

	 

	The first Sephira is the Highest Consciousness, the second is Consciousness from Consciousness, the third is Information from Consciousness, the fourth is Energy from Information.

	 

	The Higher Consciousness separates from itself a simpler Consciousness, which Creates Information, which structures Energy, and we receive all our familiar atoms and molecules, and all our matter...

	 

	Further, the Sephira of Energy creates six boundaries around itself—a three-dimensional space with a center unknown to us today—the Throne. The human chakras are connected to the Sahasrara—a special, "crown" chakra.

	 

	By the way, if you recall Belyaev's book about Tosha, he describes a case where Tosha taught him to find a certain energy center in a stone by striking it with his hand, i.e., with his energy, which could break a huge block.

	Apparently, this objectifies this very Energy Center that exists in any Material, or more precisely, in an energy object.

	 

	A. Belyaev, "On the Edge of Kunta":
 

	But Tosha seemed to have something else on his mind. He took off his backpack, approached the obstacle, and began to carefully examine the stone, touching it with his hands and practically sniffing it. I watched him in amazement. He studied the stone for about ten minutes, then poked it with his hand, and something incredible happened—the enormous boulder crumbled into pieces like a house of cards. The echo of the crumbling stones rolled through the gorge...
    "How did you do it?" I asked in a weak voice. Tosha replied calmly:
    "Everything has a weak point. If you find it, then a flick is enough to shatter the object. Provided, of course, you use your energy."
 

	Thus, the Book of Creation teaches us that any 3-dimensional physical object has an Energy Center and “disappears” from our world if some unknown to us today influences this center.

	 

	For a person, this center is their Sahasrara chakra. If this chakra is affected, if its connection to the hierarchy of consciousness is severed, the person will perish. This is popularly called a "curse."

	 

	The fourth Sefirah and the six subsequent Sefirot are united in Kabbalah into a single structure called the Partzuf (Face). Rather than 10 separate Sefirot, 10 Levels of Psycho-Info-Energy Inhibition, they consider only four—the three Upper Sefirot and the Partzuf. For "Partzuf" is the energy field that forms matter.

	 

	If modern pop Kabbalists were capable of independently understanding ancient texts, rather than rewriting old interpretations, they would use the term "energy field" rather than "partzuf." Then all ancient literature would be simple, "scientific," and understandable to the modern reader.

	 

	This concludes the description of the Sephiroth - i.e., the sections of the described Multidimensional Reality, along the line of Braking, or Dispersion of the Light of the Creator - "Psycho-Info-Energy".

	 

	Next comes a description of another section, along the line of creation of the Treaty, or our Material World.

	 

	Our World is already being created by Letters (information), which themselves were created at a higher Level, the Level of Consciousness. Each of the 22 Hebrew letters was assigned a specific state of consciousness. Similarly, today we assign a specific meaning to the 22 Major Arcana of the Tarot. In this case, the Tarot spread reveals a specific situation.

	And words made up of 22 letters create our world of actions and states.

	 

	Since all creation occurs hierarchically, then the creation of the Letters of our World will resemble the Creation of the Sephiroth - the worlds above us.

	 

	In our World, there will also be “3 Primary Causes” and “7 Dual Causes”, as well as “12 Simple Causes”.

	 

	In the case of a person, the raising of the entire Cocoon Energy to the level of Sahasrara leads to Ascension, to the disappearance of a person (physical object) from our world, from our Frequency Range and the transition to another Energy Level, or to a higher sefira of the Tree of Sephiroth.

	 

	As it says in the Torah, the book of Bereshit (Genesis):
 

	“And he drove out Adam, and placed on the east side of the Garden of Eden cherubim and a revolving sword to guard the way to the Tree of Life.”
 

	Thus, Adam's expulsion from Gan-Eden is the creation of physical reality, our physical world. And the "guardians" on the path to the Tree of Life are a certain level of Consciousness (the Cherubim) and Energy (the sword) necessary for the return to Gan-Eden.

	From this, the purpose of human incarnations becomes clear: to develop one's consciousness and gather the necessary energy to return to Gan-Eden, rather than to try to build a "paradise" on earth with one's mind.

	 

	Next, we can consider another section that follows from Sepher Yetzirah - the structure of the Consciousnesses (Souls) of Man.

	 

	It turns out that at the basis of everything lies the Higher Consciousness - also known as the Monad (Yehida - unit).

	 

	The Consciousness of the Object generated by it is also the Living Consciousness (Haya - life).

	 

	Next comes the Created Program that controls this Object—Information, or the Ruach Level of Consciousness—Spirit, in a living object. Next comes the Energy Block with a Center, or Neshama Consciousness—Soul, in a Living Object, which builds multiple Behavioral Models.

	 

	And then there are the Simple Actions of this Object, described by the Consciousness of Nefesh - the consciousness of a living organism.

	 

	
		“Nefesh”, or the Consciousness of the Living Organism, is responsible for the 12 Simple Actions of a Human – corresponds to the Anahata Chakra.



	 

	
		“Neshama”, or Personal Consciousness, is responsible for Conscious Actions at the Level of 7 Dualities, for the Functioning of a Human Being as an Energy Structure - corresponds to the Vishuddha Chakra.



	 

	
		“Ruakh”, or Creative Consciousness, is responsible for the Human Life Program, or for the Contract, Philosophy - corresponds to the Ajna Chakra.



	 

	
		“Haya” or Living Consciousness is responsible for the connection with the Higher Consciousness and corresponds to the Sahasrara Chakra.



	 

	
		"Yehida", or the Monad, the Higher Consciousness that controls a person is a Consciousness of a higher level - Robert Monroe wrote well about this.



	 

	Robert Monroe, "Journey Out of the Body":
 

	    "It doesn't happen immediately, but eventually the conscious mind begins to influence this seemingly disordered and illogical mass, bringing order and objective perception to it. At first, this task seems impossible. However, over time, the conscious mind adapts and begins to coexist symbiotically with it, only occasionally losing control. This doesn't mean it completely controls the Second State. Rather, it acts as a transformer of the master's will or some motivating force. Who is this master? Let's call it the supermind, the soul, the super-ego—in and of itself, this isn't so important.
 

	    More importantly, the conscious mind responds automatically and unconditionally to its master's commands. In the physical state, we are barely aware of this. In the Second State, however, it happens automatically. The Supermind has no doubts about what is "right." Problems arise only when the conscious mind stubbornly refuses to acknowledge this higher knowledge. The Supermind forges numerous descending paths for itself, most of which seem to be beyond our comprehension.
 

	Thus, the entire life of a person is determined by the Higher Consciousness, the Consciousness of the Living Personality and the Consciousness of the Contract, and everything else is already the creation of these Consciousnesses.

	 

	Further, Sepher Yetzirah gives us a new section, a new cut of multidimensional reality - the “Principle of the One”, the “Principle of the Trinity” and the “Principle of the Seven Dualities”.

	 

	Which also involve the Letters of the Alphabet, since all of this is essentially sections of a single multidimensional object, showing us three levels of development of human Consciousness above the lowest level - the “12 Simple Actions”.

	 

	Mishnah 1:8
 

	One is the Consciousness (Ruach - Spirit) of the Living Elohim who animates the worlds
 

	This consciousness that creates our world is the highest consciousness for us in the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	Mishnah 1:9
 

	Two - Consciousness from Consciousness (Ruach from Ruach)
Legalized (cut out)
and Vysek (from creating) with it
twenty-two signs (signal, letters) of the foundation of three root causes
seven dualities (complex states of duality)
and twelve simple (uncomplicated actions)
Legitimized and carved out with them the four Consciousnesses (Ruach) east west north and south
and Consciousness in each of them
 

	All possible levels of development of human consciousness are described here.

	 

	The Principle of "One"describes a Consciousness that is controlled directly by a higher consciousness in the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	The Tripartite Principledescribes the dual Consciousness, which must always choose between Reason and Higher consciousness, between the Light of the Creator and Society.

	 

	The Principle of the "Seven Dualities"describes a multidimensional Consciousness that must always find a point in a system of 7 axes.

	 

	The 12 Simple Actions Principledescribes to us the simplest consciousness, which ensures the execution of the most basic actions, ensures the survival of the organism.
 

	"One over three, three over seven, seven over twelve, and all connected to each other."
 

	This is the description of the path of development of consciousness, or the Caste system.

	 

	The Seven Dualities give rise to a multidimensionality that cannot be described in words:
 

	"Two stones build two houses, three build six houses, four build twenty-four houses, five build one hundred and twenty houses, six build seven hundred and twenty houses, seven build five thousand and forty houses. From here on, go and count the things which the mouth cannot speak and the ear cannot hear."
 

	This is the multidimensionality of States of Thinking Consciousness. The more complex the consciousness, the more states it is capable of experiencing.
 

	Mishnah 1:11
 

	Three - Water (Information) from Consciousness (Spirit, Ruach) Legitimized (cut out)
and He carved out twenty-two signs (signal, letters) from chaos...
 

	At this stage of "inhibition" of consciousness, a program for life on earth is created. Information is created. And it is created using the 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet, which form two-letter cells and three-letter word roots describing all possible states and actions of human consciousness.

	 

	Next, we are given a section showing the formation of the Agreement - meanings, or descriptions of Energy, or the creation of an Interpreter of our Subconscious for the transformation of the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal into a picture of our world.
 

	"He formed reality out of chaos and made something out of nothing. He carved concrete supports out of multiplicity, and this designation observes and interprets, creating every being and every thing with just one name (i.e., transforming a signal into an object) and into a sign for conversation. Twenty-two objects in one block."
 

	That is, the World created by the Letters of the Hebrew Alphabet is our Agreement, all the meanings of which are designated by words.

	 

	And, of course, we are described the principle of constructing Words based on 3-letter Roots from 2-letter cells, i.e., the principle of creating all objects, actions and meanings of our world, the creation of our world (contract) through Letters.

	 

	See also the appendix to R. Monroe's books - Glossary, at the end of the book.

	 

	We see our task as not to produce endless commentary on commentary and links to links and authorities, but to try to engage with the Covenant Agreement, taking into account all the experience of modern researchers available to us and our own Consciousness, to perceive the Essence of the Ancient Agreement, to test it according to the Criteria of Truth, and to present everything in the most understandable and accessible modern language...

	 

	We understand that our interpretation runs counter to tons of written literature and a host of authorities - therefore, those who are accustomed not to think for themselves, but only to memorize what is written - will fight us tooth and nail...

	 

	But we are not very concerned about this - we are always and in everything looking for the Criteria of Truth - what Practical Benefit have all these tons of literature and endless comments with references to authorities brought, other than income and “significance” to their authors?

	 

	What did this give to man, how did it bring him closer to understanding the Nature of Things and to Practical Conclusions for his Life, to the development of Spirituality?

	 

	In our Interpretation, in our Philosophy, we rely on all the materials available to us, both the Ancient Texts and the books of modern Masters - Castaneda, Monroe, Gurdjieff, Belyaev and others, who have objectified many points and allowed us to recreate a Model of the World, or Philosophy, which has enormous Practical Meaning for Human Life, clearly defining the Purpose and Meaning of our lives, as well as the Paths to achieving this Goal.

	 

	While tons of written books have led to nothing, there are still a lot of people who don't work and study this literature, achieving nothing in life and senselessly spending one incarnation after another, inflating their pride and self-importance, and accumulating Karma...

	 

	We imagine a person as a Psychic-Informational-Energy structure, an integral part of the universal field. The upper parts of this structure are inseparable from the general field, while its lower parts (physical, etheric, and astral) are distinguished individually for each incarnate person, i.e., they are formed by the upper levels during life and dissolve after death.

	 

	As a result, we have a very complex structure, which, for the convenience of our minds, we divide into many levels. Within each of these levels, we distinguish our consciousness, or soul, as described above. This soul, or this consciousness, functions within its own level, within its own layer of this multidimensional structure.

	At the same time, the lowest, most basic animal soul is responsible for all of our animal functioning: survival, reproduction, rest, and entertainment. It is this animal soul that G. Gurdjieff called the "little soul," which everyone has.

	But higher levels of consciousness, or higher souls, must be developed and cultivated. We cannot say whether all people alive today possess them, because in fact, based on their functioning, we see that the majority of people incarnate today have no manifestations of a soul higher than the animal level.

	 

	All spiritual concepts and categories are under the jurisdiction of a soul higher than the animal soul. This is precisely why, for so many people, nothing exists in their lives beyond a peaceful and secure survival. Such people simply cannot understand how such things as morality, ethics, conscience, family, country, people, nation, divinity, telepathy, telekinesis, and so on can influence their choice of place of residence and life priorities.

	 

	People with an animal soul are completely uninterested in alternative sciences, research, and discoveries. The school curriculum is perfectly sufficient for them to lead a peaceful and prosperous life.

	 

	It's also important to understand that everything we today call esotericism and alternative philosophy exists in different layers of reality and is realized by different consciousnesses. Therefore, it's wrong to think that if a person has developed any of the higher consciousnesses, they have access to absolutely all levels of supraphysical reality.

	 

	A logical question arises: where are the higher levels of Soul-Consciousness, such as "Ruach," "Chaya," and "Yechida"? All of them are constituent parts of the human Soul, "Neshama." In esotericism, there is a vast chasm between the lower three Castes (Workers, Merchants, Warriors), reflecting the level of the Animal Mental, the level of survival, reproduction, and life support, and the upper Caste of Magicians, which is subdivided into four castes: Psychics, who are able to perceive the world in more dimensions; Wizards, who are able to influence living matter; Alchemists, who are able to influence inanimate matter with their consciousness; and Demiurges, who are able to control society.

	 

	We see a complete coincidence of the Western esoteric tradition with the Covenant Agreement described in the Torah.   

	


The Book of Genesis is an expanded description of the principles set forth in the Book of Creation (Sepher Yetzirah)

	 

	Let us consider the opening lines of the Book of Genesis (Bereshit), the first book of the Torah (our translation):
 

	Bereshit 1:1-5

	
    At the beginning of the creation of this earth and these heavens by Elohim
    And this land (Aretz) was chaotic
    And this darkness is above the surface of the abyss and the Spirit (Ruach) of Elohim hovers over this water
    And Elohim said, There will be light
    And there was light
    And Elohim saw this light that it was good
    And Elohim divided between this light and this darkness
    And Elohim called the light day and the darkness He called night.
    And it became evening
    And it became morning one day
 

	This seemingly simple verse contains a very great meaning if we consider it at the Level of Consciousness, and not at the Level of Emotions and Simple Actions.

	 

	Here we are described the original Plan of Creation - the creation of certain realities, designated by the words - Heaven and Earth, which will be revealed in the future.

	 

	At the moment, this is only a Plan - formless and empty, with darkness over the abyss and the spirit (consciousness) of the Creator.

	 

	What darkness is will become clearer to us from the following lines, in which the Creator creates Light, separable from Darkness.

	Today, by the word Light, we mean the Light of the Sun, or the Light of a Lamp - that is, Light from some light source - but there is no source here, the Sun, Moon and Stars will be created later...

	 

	Then, what Light are we talking about - the Light of the Creator, i.e., about the Creation that the Creator separates from himself and separates from himself - a certain Thought-form about the creation of the Earth and Heaven.

	This Thought-form separates from the Creator and begins to spread independently, subsequently creating a Hierarchy of Consciousness, or the Light of the Creator, moving away from the source, similar to the Light of the Sun moving away from it...

	 

	Thus, Darkness is a state before the creation of some Quality, and Light is a state after the creation of this Quality.

	And the Act of Creation itself is designated as the transition from Darkness to Light, called Evening and Morning, or “One Day”.

	 

	One Day is not Time or Space - it is a Qualitative Transition, an Act of Creation.

	 

	In Hebrew, Evening is Erev (ערב), Morning is Boker (בוקר), the roots of these words mean Yirev (Learev) - to Mix, to Confused, and Biker (Levaker) - to Manage, to Control.

	 

	That is, One Day is the transition from Chaos to Control according to some Quality, and the Very First Day is the allocation of the Light of the Creator from the Creator himself as the Beginning of the Plan of Creation.

	 

	The Plan itself will unfold and be filled with Meanings in subsequent Acts of Creation, where in each Act of Creation, something new will be created (conceived), which will further develop in accordance with the Plan.

	 

	And on the last, Seventh Day (Act) of Creation, our world will be created and transferred to the next, more distant from the Creator Level of Consciousness, for its further Development.

	The Seventh Day (Act) of Creation is not complete; it continues and continues. Here and Now, in accordance with the Creator's Original Plan, transmitted by Him throughout the Hierarchy of Consciousness, or the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Therefore, the Creator-Absolute itself, about which we cannot say anything, since it is incomprehensible from our Level of Consciousness, does not control us, but we are controlled by Consciousnesses that make up the Hierarchy, where a Higher Consciousness gives rise to a Lower one, similar to how, as the Sound Wave spreads and fades, a Higher Octave gives rise to a Lower Octave.

	 

	Thus, the Originally Conceived Heaven and Earth, which at the initial Stage of Creation are only a pure Intention, without any Energy-Information filling, in further Acts of Creation will be filled with Energy-Information Structures until they turn into the World that we perceive.

	 

	Water in the Esoteric Treaty denotes Information, as we know from the Book of Creation (Sepher Yetzirah) - the Three Primary Causes (Foremothers) that give birth to our entire world are Consciousness, Information and Energy, or Psycho-Info-Energy.

	Any Object in our world is built by Consciousness, which structures Information, for example, it sets the configuration of Atoms and Molecules, which then structure Energy into those Atoms and Molecules that we observe.

	 

	Therefore, initially the Spirit (Creative Consciousness) Hovered over the Water, i.e., this is the state before Consciousness begins to create Information Structures, in particular, Egregors, with the help of which, at a later Stage, Energy will be Structured and “material” Objects of our world will be created.

	 

	At the same time, this same text is perceived and interpreted completely differently by Simple Consciousness.

	There, all this is considered exclusively as a kind of emotional description of the Creation of our Earth and Sky, Light and Darkness and One Day - a day.

	 

	Therefore, the Torah is the Eternal Book for all Levels of Consciousness...

	 

	The Second Day of Creation - The Firmament, Working with Information.

	 

	Let's continue exploring:
 

	    And Elohim said: There will be a vault within this water and it will be a separator between the water and this water.
    And Elohim made this vault
    And-Divided between the water that is under the vault and the water that is above the vault
    And-it became so.
    And Elohim called this vault - heavens
    And-It was evening
    And-It was morning - the second day.
 

	Here appears the important word Rakia (רָקִיעַ) from the root Reka - 1. background, 2. basis, prehistory; subtext.

	 

	That is, the Information space designated by the word “Water” is divided into two parts: from the general Information field of Creation, a specific, and therefore limited Information Space was separated, in which the further Creation of our World will take place.

	 

	Our World, our Information Space is limited by the Vault, which is called Heaven.

	 

	Here we see the definition of the Terminology of the Torah Covenant, what we call the Language of the Branches, when in different Covenants the same words are given different meanings.

	 

	Those who read the Torah today can, of course, understand the words in their modern social sense (the Covenant), or they can perceive them in their Esoteric sense - hence the meaning of the entire text of the Torah will be completely different.

	 

	The Heavens are the border of the Information Field (space) of our world; in the future, all multidimensional Worlds related to this Creation will be built under the Heavens.

	 

	In the previous chapter, we were described how the Absolute separated from itself the Creative Consciousness Ruach - the creative thought and the Information Field - “this water”, i.e., the Psycho-Info-Energy Structure, or Thought-form about the Creation of the World, was separated from the Absolute.

	 

	And here, they describe to us how this Thought-form begins to Create Worlds, how it begins to structure Information.

	 

	The original language is very important here - Hebrew, where it is necessary to pay attention to such things as the Definite Article, which separates the Isolated Thought-form from the Absolute itself.

	 

	In the usual translation this important nuance is lost; in our translation, it is marked with the indicator “this”.

	 

	Another important grammatical element of the original is the use of a form called in Hebrew “reversed vav.”

	In modern interpretation, this grammatical form simply reverses the tenses - the past into the future, and the future into the past.

	 

	But a completely natural question arises: why is this necessary if there is already both a past and future tense? Moreover, we see how in one phrase, the same verb is found once in the usual tense form, and another time in the form with a “reversible Vav.”

	 

	This crucial point is completely lost in any translation where the verb is simply translated into a tense that suits the meaning.

	 

	We believe that the "reversing Vav," as we've already written, isn't just an obscure grammatical device, but rather an indication of the difference between the action of this verb and its action when it's in its ordinary tense. An ordinary verb denotes a simple action on the physical plane. The verb in the form "reversing Vav" denotes the action of creation on all planes of existence—a law, a command of the system.

	 

	In our translation, all verbs that are in the form of “reversing Vav” are designated as “I-verb”.

	 

	For example:
 

	    And Elohim said, “There will be a vault within this water, and it will be a separator between the water and this water.”

	 

	“And-Said” is a form of “reversing Vav”, and “and Will Be” is a regular tense verb - the question is, what is the fundamental difference?

	 

	We understand this in such a way that all verbs in the form of “reversing Vav” are Creative Commands, by analogy with commands of a programming language, and all ordinary verbs are a description of ordinary actions.

	 

	We see how in the original language, Hebrew, the Torah turns into a description of the program for building our World, and in translation, it turns into a kind of artistic and emotional work that can be interpreted in different ways.

	 

	There are still many nuances associated with Hebrew, for example, the interpretation of words written many years ago in another Treaty.

	We know from the example of any language that with the passage of time and the modification of the social contract, many words begin to change their meaning - for example, in various dictionaries we find the suggestion that "buttock", along with the backside, also denoted a cheek, a grape berry, and the nipple of a woman's breast.

	 

	I wonder how the word “buttock” in old texts would be translated into other languages – as a cheek, a grape, a nipple, or as an ass?

	The translation of the Torah sometimes looks like a piece of crap.

	 

	In our studies of the Hebrew Torah, we are not content with the modern dictionary translation of many words, but rather analyze the root of the word, and if necessary, we go even deeper, into the foundation of the structure of Hebrew - into the two-letter cells from which three-letter roots are built, and based on all this information, we try to understand what meaning was originally conveyed by a given word.

	 

	When we manage to reveal the true essence of a word, the written text sometimes takes on a completely different meaning.

	 

	Trying to read and understand the Torah in translation is completely pointless, firstly because a lot of language elements are lost in translation, and with them the meaning, and secondly because every translator, in every era, translates using the meanings of words that are contemporary to him, which may be fundamentally different from the meaning of these words in the era when the Torah was written.

	 

	So, the Second Day of Creation is not a time period, but Work with Information, after the work with Consciousness, with the Thought-form, was completed on the First Day.

	 

	To explain what the Creative Thought-form, or Hierarchy of Consciousness, is, imagine the following analogy.

	 

	You have conceived a certain scenario in your mind, for example, “city, house, person” and vividly reproduced it in your head.

	You can remember this Thought Form of yours and then return to it many times.

	 

	Now, imagine that the person you have conceived, created in your Image and Likeness, can think independently and, also, can create some kind of thought form in his head.

	 

	Will you be aware of his thought form - most likely not.

	Will you be the Creator of his thought-form - no, you will not, he himself will be the creator of his thought-form - but you will be his Creator, i.e., the top of the Hierarchy of Consciousnesses, or the Hierarchy of Creative Thought-forms.

	


Part VI. Spiritual Development, Development of Consciousness, Purpose and Meaning of Life

	 

	Introduction

	Having described in the previous parts of the book the concepts of Contract, Consciousness, Reason, as well as the difference between the models of the world of Social Contracts (Contract of Reason) and the Contract of the Covenant, the Light of the Creator (Contract of Consciousness), we explained that the Purpose and Meaning of human Life are also fundamentally different in these worlds.

	 

	In this part of the book, we will, firstly, try to understand the difference between the Purpose and Meaning of Human Life in the Covenant Agreement, and, secondly, we will talk about how a person can realize them in his life.

	 

	


Why is this book called "The Lost Testament"

	
We are consideringThe Torah (Old Testament) in a completely different light, than all modern religions do, supposedly based on it...

	
We consider the Torah as a Contract built by the Higher Consciousness for people with the purpose of their (people’s) Spiritual Development.

	
In our understanding, the Agreement is the fixation of the Assemblage Point and the complete Model of the World corresponding to this fixation.

	
We find all this in the Torah - there, with the help of universal human realities that have not changed for millennia, the entire complete set of Laws and Jurisprudence for all occasions of life is conveyed, the Model of our World (World of Consciousness) is described, the duties and responsibilities of various groups (castes) in this Agreement are designated.

	
Moreover, we are described all the Blessings and Curses that are realized when this Agreement is observed or not observed.

	
Well, it would seem that's all - a person (any person) is given a choice - to shift to the Covenant Agreement and live happily, or to come up with something of his own and live with nothing but problems.

	
As we already know and understand, it is impossible to take something from the Agreement, something you liked, and use it in another Agreement - it does not work that way, because the Agreement is, first of all, the fixation of the Assemblage Point, which determines the entire world of a person with all its Laws and Possibilities.
 

	For example, in one Agreement you can walk on hot coals, but in another you can't. And if someone in a social Agreement, without being shifted to another Agreement, simply steps on hot coals, they will burn.
 

	We always judge by Being, by the result.
 

	What result do we see in the example of the thousand-year history of mankind?
 

	The Hebrews, who received the Covenant and were chosen to implement it and bring it to other nations, failed miserably in their mission, profaning the Covenant and turning it into yet another idolatry of all sorts of Righteous Ones, Authorities, Teachers, and so on.
 

	Our translation, Deuteronomy (Shemot):

	
Chapter 28
66.And Yahweh will scatter you among all peoples from one end to the other of the earth.
And you will serve there Elohim other than you and your forefathers of wood and stone knew not

	
Chapter 30, 16. And Yehovah said to Moses, Behold, you will rest with your fathers.
And this people will begin (implement)
And they will go astray (mistake) after Elohim of a foreign land (aretz) which He came into His midst, and He will leave me and break my Covenant which I made with him.

	
 

	We clearly see this in what was realized, namely the Curse laid down in the Covenant and the Hebrews were expelled from the land promised to them and scattered throughout the world.

	
Other nations tried to take something from the Covenant Treaty, adapting this something to their idols - inventing the Sons of God, the Sins of humanity and their atonement - which led only to tragedies and the mass destruction of people.

	
Today we are all witnessing the beginning of a New, perhaps the last stage in this entire history - when the Ancient Prophecies are realized, and the Hebrews are gathered from all over the dispersion to the Promised Land.

	
This is a global process and it takes more than one decade, but those who know how to see, analyze and think can see Divine Providence in everything that is happening today with the Ivrim - the People of Israel and with Israel itself.

	
What is happening gives us food for thought - what exactly happened, that today these parts of the Ancient Prophecies began to be realized.

	This is clearly not connected in any way with official Judaism, which has existed in an unchanged form for over a thousand years, and it was not at all it that led the Hebrews to the revival of the abandoned Land.
 

	This, in fact, is rather connected with the separation of a certain number of Hebrews from profaned Judaism, as well as the Readiness and Ability of certain Individuals to join the Covenant Agreement and begin to Revive it, perhaps without even realizing what is happening.
 

	Those wishing to delve deeper into this topic and explore it independently have access to a wealth of materials collected and posted on our website.
 

	We do not consider Ivrim to be exclusively those who, according to some modern, invented social laws, are called Jews. Ivrim are all those who are capable of shifting into the Covenant Agreement and living within it.

	
We see several problems along this path:
 

	
		This is a distortion and profanation of the Covenant Agreement, turning it into a set of dead and, at times, completely stupid rules and restrictions that have no meaning or result.
 

		Thousand-year-old anti-Semitism is an attempt by the Dark Forces to destroy the Covenant Treaty and its bearers - the Ivrim, the people of Israel - chosen to spread the Covenant.



	
Today, a thinking person faces the ultimate challenge of independently familiarizing themselves with and comprehending the enormous amount of material accumulated over the past centuries and millennia, in order to separate the golden grains from the chaff.
 

	For a non-thinking person, this path is completely closed.
 

	The goal of our work is to help thinking people begin to see the struggle between Light and Darkness, to break away from the usual social demagoguery and begin to understand the reality available to us...

	The Purpose and Meaning of Life in the Covenant Agreement

	 

	Before we move on to understanding this, perhaps, fundamental question for any seeker, we would like to provide a number of quotes from Robert Monroe’s books.

	 

	R. Monroe devoted over 30 years to exploring the potential of human consciousness. He arrived at exactly the same conclusions we describe in this book. We will also provide a number of quotes from the book "Kohelet" (Ecclesiastes), written at the level of the Collected Personality. We discussed this in detail above in Part V.

	 

	Robert Monroe, from the book "Far Journeys"

	 

	“This is what became the Truth for me:

	 

	
		Our Creator: remains incomprehensible as long as we remain in the world of human existence;

		created a plan for the continuous process of which we are a part;

		conceived this process for a specific purpose beyond our understanding;

		makes adjustments and improvements to this process if necessary;

		establishes simple laws to which our entire world is subject;

		does not require any worship, recognition or service;

		does not punish for “sins” and “bad deeds”; does not interfere in our lives.

		An integral part of the plan is the desire to return to the Creator with gifts.

		I also realized something else important: words written or spoken by me, even music composed by me, will never be able to fully convey these Truths to another human mind. It is entirely possible that another person may accept them as ideas, but they will only become Truths for him through direct personal experience."



	 

	The most important thought here is “to return to the Creator with gifts.”

	 

	The gifts to the Creator, or to the Higher Consciousness that creates us, are our complex consciousness. That is, our Psycho-Info-Energy structure, which is more complex at the moment of death than it was at birth. And we acquire this complex consciousness by leading an active and conscious life.

	 

	"Kohelet" (Ecclesiastes) chapters 1 and 3 (our translation)
 

	1:2-4 Complete illusoryity He said, the Assembled personality (Kohelet), complete illusoryity, everything is an illusion. What is the remainder for Adam (man) in all his deeds that He performs under this sun. The Incarnation (Generation of the soul) leaves, the Incarnation (Generation of the soul) comes, and this Earth (Aretz) stands forever. 1:8 All these realizations (words-deeds) are tiring. Man will not be able to realize (accomplish-speak), the eye will not be satisfied with seeing and the ear will not be filled from accomplishing-hearing... ***2:13-15 I saw that there is this advantage (benefit, remainder) of Wisdom over this Foolishness, as the advantage (benefit, remainder) of this Light over this Darkness. This wise man has eyes in his head, and this fool is in darkness. He goes and I also knew that one fate befalls them all. And I said in my heart: how will the fate of this fool and I also befall me, and why have I become even too wise? And I said in my heart that this too is an illusion. ***3:12 I learned that everything that this Elohim will do will be forever, there is nothing to add to it and nothing to subtract from it, and this Elohim made it so that they would fear (honor) his face. 3:13 That which was already Is and which was already to be, and this Elohim will ask (desire) the accompanying
 

	Before we move on to understanding what “gifts” Robert Monroe is talking about and what this “remnant for Adam” and “the accompanying things that Elohim desires” are, let us clarify some words, as we understand them in the Language of the Branches:

"This Elohim (Will Ask) Will Desire the accompanying." 

	The Hebrew word used here is נִרְדָּף - “nirdaf” - accompanying, accompanying.

	 

	This word is also found in the book of Sefer Yetzirah 1:6 verse.
 

	Mishna 1:6 Ten Sefirot (stages) of inhibition, observing them as a vision of a flash and their meanings have no limit (end, period, term) and Speak (his word-deed) about them here and there (again and again) and to what he says (his utterance) like a storm they will be persecuted by him and before his throne they fall prostrate.
 

	The Hebrew word "nirdaf" is formed from a root meaning "to pursue, to be pursued" - that is, the main meaning of the context is that "despite the fact that everything already is and that what will be has been" - Elohim will desire something from this cyclical and simultaneously existing and ongoing process.

	 

	A certain "dry residue".

	 

	The purpose of all Creation is for everything created to return to the original Creator, “enriched” by the experience of realization and awareness of the process itself, which exists in all knowable and unknowable forms and types.

Both Robert Monroe and the book of Ecclesiastes speak of the same Purpose of life of Human Consciousness: 

	 

	
		"the remainder for Adam" is the "accompanying" that Elohim will desire

		"Part of the plan is the desire to return to the Creator with gifts"



	
What are we talking about?

	"A Remnant for Adam" - Development of Consciousness in the World of Action

	 

	What is the difference between the Being of Conscious Personalities and the Being of a person with a sleeping (non-reflective) Consciousness?

	 

	As we have already said, Consciousness is the “instrument” with which a person independently perceives the world.

	 

	Only the person who can independently perceive the Light of the Creator or the Psycho-Info-Energy Signal can independently distinguish Good from Evil.

	At the same time, Good is the Light of the Creator - a certain really perceived Spiritual reality - and Darkness is Egoism, the action of the Mind, any attempt to impede the passage of the Light of the Creator - also a really perceived Spiritual reality.

	 

	To characterize these Spiritual realities, words such as Conscience, Morality, Decency, etc. are used.  
In the absence of a true perception of the Light of the Creator, these words lose all meaning and begin to be used opportunistically to suit yet another doctrine of Reason...

Thus, in any situation, in any state, a person possessing Consciousness will sense where the Light comes from and where it does not come from.
This can be very simply compared to the state of a weather vane, which always senses where the wind is blowing from and turns in the direction of the wind.

	
It can be said that the weather vane has the ability to independently perceive the wind and distinguish wind directions.

The weather vane will not rely on any authority; it will always turn itself in the direction of the wind...

Likewise, a person possessing Consciousness will always perceive for himself where the Creator's Light comes from, and where it does not come from. And only this inner sensation will guide his life...
It goes without saying that the ability to independently sense the Light of the Creator will distinguish a Conscious person from the crowd of those who do not sense the Light and blindly follow authorities...
Thus, the very first difference between a Conscious person and a person with a sleeping Consciousness will be expressed in the fact that in any situation a Conscious person will follow his own course, and not follow the crowd.
At the same time, the courses of Conscious Personalities will coincide, which is what we observe: all Personalities, wherever and however they live, move along approximately the same course and have the same values and life priorities.
This is understandable - just as a weather vane cannot help but turn in the direction of the wind - it needs to expend much more effort in order not to turn than in order to turn - similarly, a Conscious Personality cannot help but move towards the Light of the Creator, for it already perceives itself as Consciousness and lives in the world of Consciousness - just as a weather vane lives in the world of winds.
Another distinctive feature of a Conscious Personality will be the presence of a Goal and Meaning in his life.

By analogy with a weather vane, one could say that the Purpose and Meaning of its life is to turn in the direction of the wind—no matter the cost. And if a similar piece of iron or wood nearby were to say that the meaning of its life is simply to live, not to rot or rust—then, unlike them, the weather vane has a completely different Purpose and Meaning in life...
Likewise, a person possessing an Awakened Consciousness and living in the world of Consciousness, rather than in the illusory world of objects and emotions, will have as their Purpose and Meaning in life the movement toward the Creator, the upward movement in the hierarchy of Consciousness—whether they realize it or not... and not simply survival at any cost. Our Body is the temporary vehicle of our Consciousness—a kind of spacesuit, a suit, allowing us to play the next role in each incarnation...
Therefore, similar to a theater actor, whose Goal and Meaning lies in playing a role, and not in maintaining the scenery, the Goal and Meaning of the Life of a Conscious Personality lies in moving toward the Creator within the framework of that “play,” those “scenery” in which it (the Personality) is embodied...
It is in this movement toward the Light and in these conditions that the Personality develops those very "gifts," as Robert Monroe called them, or "nirdaf—accompanying gifts"—which are discussed in the book "Kohelet" (Ecclesiastes), with which we began this chapter. That is precisely why the Personality never imitates anyone, copies anyone, judges anyone, or envies anyone, but understands that its life, its life path, and the circumstances along this Path are the most optimal for its Development, for filling its Vessel with the Light of the Creator... At the same time, the Personality perceives and accepts all matters of the Organism's life support as given by the Creator—food, sex, entertainment, rest, and everything else necessary for the life of the organism—around which all the social fuss occurs... This fuss, Ecclesiastes called "vanity of vanities (solid illusion) and confusion of spirit (corrupted consciousness)." All of this is just a life support system, necessary for the fulfillment of one’s main Life Mission - Movement towards the Creator, Development of Consciousness, Personality Development (gifts, accompanying ones), which the Personality will “bring” to the Creator...
And as always and in everything - the Criteria of the Truth of everything said will be only the Being of Man...
If we see that a person who considers himself “righteous,” or “spiritually developed,” or “an orthodox of who knows what,” actually has a primitive and soulless Being, is controlled by emotions, is fixated on his own ambitions, does not accept anything - then this only means that this person does not really feel any Light of the Creator, but simply made everything up for himself.

	 

	Such a life will not bring any “residue” to the human Consciousness or “gifts” to the Creator.

	More on how a Human Consciousness can develop this “remainder and gifts” further…

	 

	


The Torah is a textbook for Consciousness, not a prayer book..., once again about the levels of Consciousness from the "Sefer Yetzirah"

	 

	In the Torah, in the “Book of Genesis”, the Creation of our World is revealed to us in more detail on three levels, the Three Primary Causes - Consciousness, Information, Energy, which are designated, respectively, Elohim, Jehovah-Elohim and Jehovah.

	 

	Elohim creates the Mental Plane, creates the Idea of our World; Jehovah-Elohim refines this Idea and fills it with Feelings and Emotions – creates the Astral, Informational Plane, and, finally, Jehovah creates the Energy Plane – our Physical World.

	 

	Therefore, the real Trinity is the Three Primary Causes, the Three Foremothers - Consciousness, Information, Energy...

	 

	The Information Field is inaccessible to ordinary Embodied Consciousness; this is the realm of Higher Consciousness, the Akashic Chronicles, and similar terms.

	But the Energy Field is described in the Book of Creation at three hierarchical levels - “The Level of the Unified Field - the Throne”, “The Level of Dual Perception” according to the “7 dualities” and the level of “12 Simple Actions”.

	 

	Accordingly, for each level there are Methods and Techniques for working with the Areas of Human Existence.

	For the Level “12 Simple Actions”, there are all kinds of schools, trainings, practices, both in the official and alternative fields.

	The bulk of literature, films, etc. are created for the mass Consciousness of people at the level of “12 Simple Actions”.

	 

	In the book of Creation “Sepher Yetzirah” we are told about several Hierarchical Levels of Consciousness, starting with the level of “12 simple actions”, then the level of “7 dualities” and then the levels of “three” and “one”.

	 

	Let's talk about the Goals and Meanings of Earthly Incarnation, as we see and understand them within the framework of our Agreement, our Philosophy.

	 

	On planet Earth, a certain Range of Consciousnesses is embodied; there are other worlds in which more developed Consciousnesses and less developed consciousnesses are embodied, i.e., other ranges.

	This entire Hierarchy of Consciousness is Creation, or the Light of the Creator.

	 

	The division of Levels of Consciousness into Castes is intended to organize and designate the Range of Consciousness of people living on earth.

	 

	The purpose and meaning of earthly life for the Consciousness of each level is to gain experience.

	 

	One can compare earthly incarnation with a school class, in which a given level of consciousness must develop certain Skills.

	 

	R. Monroe, from the book "Far Journeys":
 

	This beginning becomes the primary system of learning that continues throughout human life.
Its essence is the heightening of awareness. The pains and pleasures reported by the five physical senses draw attention to the event that caused them.
Experiences yield a lasting lesson. If they are linked to an emotional response, they are remembered even more vividly.
Extreme experiences significantly accelerate the learning process. Simply put, learning (memory, recall) is directly dependent on the depth of the experience.

	 

	Continuation of the topic from R. Monroe’s book, see Appendix 2 at the end of the book.

	 

	The development of skills can continue for any number of incarnations until the Result is achieved, therefore, when we try to understand this entire mechanism, we need the Criteria of Truth that have been tested by experience.

	 

	The basic skills that people develop in their earthly incarnations are, in general, very simple and well-known.

	 

	Let's start with the simplest actions, which we wrote about in more detail in Part III of the book in the chapter "Sepher Yetzirah - Levels of Consciousness, 12 Simple Actions and 7 Dual States in the Human Model."

	 

	Let us quote them again.

	12 Simple (not complicated) Actions:
 

	Mishnah 5:1

	
Twelve simple (uncomplicated) actions are the basis of their
conversation
meditation
movement (walking, habit)
vision (proof, objectification)
hearing
action
copulation
sense of smell
dream
anger
gluttony
laughter (mockery)
 

	Here we are described those “actions” of Consciousness that people of the lower castes must master; we must understand that these actions are the basis for increasingly complex life mechanisms that people encounter in the course of their lives.

	 

	At first glance, this may seem very simple, like everyone can do it, but, as stated, it's the foundation. That is, all more complex social mechanisms are built on this foundation, such as work, family, all physical activity, interactions between people, building relationships, the ability to communicate—listen and hear, the ability to perceive signs from the outside world, the ability to control one's emotions, the ability to treat life's lessons with humor, the ability to reason and build rational behavior, and much more—or rather, everything else that relates to this Level of Consciousness.

	 

	If we look around, we will see that the majority of people function at this level and are going through their lessons.

	Some people learn to have a rational, meaningful conversation.

	Some people learn to build rational behavior, i.e., to perform actions not under the influence of their momentary emotions, but thoughtfully and wisely, knowing and understanding where and why they want to go, listening and hearing not only themselves.

	 

	The goal of this stage of Consciousness Development is the opportunity and ability to build a rational life, controlled not by emotions, but by reason - a life in which a person can easily and calmly provide himself with all social goals - physical health, prosperity, a worthy place in society, a harmonious partner, a broad outlook, an interesting circle of friends and the ability to enjoy life at this level.

	 

	That is, everything that slackers ask from a goldfish or a magic wand...

	 

	In reality, we see very few people who have worked through this level, or at least made a conscious effort to speed up its development.

	 

	This level is considered complete only when a person can truly recreate it anywhere and at any time. That is, their Consciousness has truly developed all the necessary Qualities to realize this level, and they become uninterested in living with all of the above, and they begin to realize the meaninglessness of their life—there's nothing more to learn in this Layer of Reality.

	 

	The next Level of Consciousness within the earthly reality is designated in the “Book of Creation” as duality, and the meaning of Duality is that Consciousness must choose its place on the axis of two Opposites.

	 

	That is, Consciousness at this level no longer solves simple problems, such as sleep, eat and fuck, but is busy finding its own place in a system of complex coordinates.

	 

	Seven dualities in conversation and in opposition
 

	    as opposed to wisdom - stupidity
    as opposed to wealth – poverty
    in contrast to the seed - emptiness
    in opposition to life – death
    in contrast to government - slavery
    as opposed to peace – war
    in contrast to justice - baseness (ugliness)

	 

	Today, many people, even those supposedly involved in development, declare that they are not interested in politics, government structure, issues of war and peace, if they do not concern them personally, issues of state morality and everything else that relates to this Level of Consciousness.

	 

	This lack of “interest,” or real Need, is the Criterion of Truth that their Level of Consciousness actually belongs to the Simple, described by the “12 simple actions.”

	 

	Only when a person, through his own experience, reaches a certain middle value with his Consciousness along all 7 axes - as they say, finds the Golden Mean between all the designated extremes, only then will his Consciousness rise to the next level, for, at this level, there will be nothing more for him to do...

	 

	From the designation of these seven “axes,” it becomes clear and visible what exactly should be of interest to the Consciousness of this level.

	 

	Therefore, it is completely useless and pointless to talk about this level with those whose interests do not extend beyond the "12 simple actions" and who are not at all interested in the categories mentioned above, if they do not affect them personally, i.e., do not interfere with their ability to earn money, sleep, eat and have sex...

	 

	Let's take the example of someone deciding where and in what country to live. Some decide that "where you were born is where you belong." This is the simplest action—doing nothing. Someone else decides that if they have a house and money, then nothing else matters. "They're not interested in politics." This is a simple mindset.

	 

	And some begin to understand their lives from many perspectives. They see problems in politics, morality, attitudes toward human life, attitudes toward nature, attitudes toward war, toward justice, toward science, and so on. And then, after reflecting on and analyzing all these parameters in their own country and in other countries, they come to the understanding and realization that they cannot accept the situation in their own country. Only then can they begin to choose another country, a different social contract for their life.

	 

	Some people with the simplest consciousness sometimes tell stories of how they've traveled to different countries and seen nothing better. Of course, they couldn't have seen anything, because we "see" with our consciousness, not our eyes. The eyes see only what's reflected in the consciousness. And if the consciousness reflects only money and a person manages to earn a lot of it, no matter how honestly, then they will judge all other countries by their ability to earn money.

	 

	And money-making, for example, in developed democratic countries is much more regulated and controlled than in totalitarian and corrupt regimes. In democracies, taxes are higher and controls against money laundering are stricter. And this is done to further other axes—for example, "government versus slavery," "peace versus war," "justice versus baseness," and so on.

	 

	The next level of Consciousness in the range of Planet Earth is designated as:

	 

	Three root causes are their basis:
 

	    cup of privilege
    and the cup of duty (obligation)
    and the language of the law is decisive between them
 

	That is, this is already the level of the Planetary Law - the choice between what a person wants to receive (privilege) and what he must do from the position of a higher Consciousness (obligation), based on the Law from a higher Level of Consciousness, which governs our world, our level of reality.

	 

	This Level of Consciousness is described by Abraham, when he received the order to sacrifice his son Yitzhak, and went to fulfill this order.

	Here we are talking about the connection of the Consciousness of an embodied person with a higher Level of Consciousness.

	 

	Of course, to reach this Level of Consciousness, a person has already passed through the previous levels and is not really interested in activity at those levels, as they can easily be resolved anywhere and at any time. A person also isn't preoccupied with all social problems, as they already know how to easily resolve them.

	 

	At this level, a person learns to function within the framework of the Hierarchy of Consciousness, constantly checking all his rights and responsibilities with the higher level.

	It's clear that such a person no longer lives in society according to social laws and norms. This is the level of Consciousness when a person acts not impulsively or emotionally, guided by desires, ambitions, self-importance, and so on, but when a person truly senses the Higher Consciousness and strives to act—what is called "God-fearing," that is, without violating the Universal Harmony, which they already perceive independently.

	 

	This is the highest Level of Consciousness for a person embodied in our world.

	Having completed this level, a person stops incarnating in this world.

	 

	Translating the Levels of embodied Consciousness described in the Book of Creation into the language of Castes, we can say that the level of “12 simple actions” is the level of 1-3 Castes, to which most people belong.

	 

	The level of “Dual Consciousness” is the level of Anahata and Vishuddha, i.e., the beginning of the 4th Caste.

	The level of “Three Primary Causes” is the level of Ajna - the end of the 4th Caste.

	 

	Knowing and understanding this Human Model, one can always easily identify one’s Goal in a given incarnation.

	 

	If a person is not able to comprehend his Purpose and the Meaning of his life, then he is at the very beginning of the lower castes, at the very bottom of the Hierarchy of embodied Consciousnesses.

	 

	There's nothing offensive or unfortunate about this—simply, such a person shouldn't waste precious incarnation time on all sorts of nonsense, like pop esotericism, but should instead take Actions and gain experience in achieving very specific, social Goals—education, work, place in society, country of residence, partners and family, leisure and entertainment...

	 

	People with different Levels of Consciousness live in different Agreements that will never be able to find a common language, because the same words and concepts in different agreements denote completely different realities - this is described in the concept of the Language of Branches, where the Word is the root of the tree, and its branches are the different realities denoted by this word in different agreements.

	 

	Each Treaty, or each Caste, will also have its own understanding of such realities as Development, Spiritual Development, Path, and so on.

	Misunderstanding of the principle of the Language of Branches and the fundamental difference between different Levels of Consciousness - Castes, brings great confusion.

	 

	Development in the first three castes is the accumulation of Social Experience, the ability to perform more optimally the “12 simple actions” and everything that is based on them.

	These are all kinds of social trainings, retreats, exercises and practices, social magic with its artifacts, talismans and spells, aimed, again, at manipulating people of the 1st-3rd caste and at implementing the same simple actions.

	 

	Development at the level of the "Seven Dualities" is a conscious choice along all seven axes, when a person, based on their understanding of what is happening, chooses the optimal place and lifestyle, partner and occupation, social circle, and leisure activities. At this level, experience of a meaningful and conscious life is gained in all areas.

	 

	It is assumed that the simple actions themselves have already been developed and it is not difficult for a person to carry out what he has planned - therefore, the work is not on the implementation of the simple actions themselves, but on the optimization of his Life Path.

	 

	Development at the level of “Three Primary Causes” presupposes independent perception of Universal Harmony, provided that all previous levels of consciousness have already been passed and skills acquired.

	Now, a person learns to build his life in the greatest possible accordance with the Universal Harmony, removing the remnants of self-importance, Ego, and Pride.

	It is clear that after working through this level and developing all the qualities at all the previous levels - within the framework of the Planet Earth program, such a person simply has nothing left to do...

	 

	No one should strive to jump to another level instead of developing the qualities of consciousness of their level.

	At each level there is a wide range of possibilities, and a person who wants to accelerate his development must strive for the most active actions possible within the framework of his contract and his caste.

	 

	For example, speaking about the level of "12 simple actions", where a person learns to develop himself, his body, fit into society, start a family, etc., you can be frail, not know how to swim, work as a janitor and live with who knows who, having nothing in common with him or her, and in your free time drink beer with friends, - or you can be healthy, eat right, get a good education, get a good job, choose a partner with whom you will have a lot in common and in your free time, travel the world, read and discuss books, watch films, go to seminars.

	 

	It is important to understand that in both the first and second cases, we are talking about the same Caste and the same Agreement - about gaining life experience and performing simple actions.

	Because some people think that if they have read a couple of books about esotericism, and all books, with rare exceptions, are written by pop-esotericists for pop-esotericists, then they already belong to a different caste.

	 

	Another caste is already engaged in completely different things and is learning to solve completely different problems that are important and interesting for the people of this caste, and are completely unimportant and uninteresting for the people of other castes...

	 

	Therefore, there are very clear Criteria of Truth based on levels of consciousness, based on membership in a particular caste, which allow one not to invent or ascribe to oneself what does not exist in reality, but to conduct one's work based on one's real needs. And, based on one's actual actions, one's actual Being, one understands one's true Level of Consciousness.

	 

	So, the "12 Simple Actions" level is the level of Desire—I want something and I do it, and everything else is unimportant—I don't want to think or talk about it. Don't stop me from doing what I want, because that's "my life purpose," "my individual experience," and other such fine-sounding, memorized phrases.

	 

	And indeed, it is impossible to interfere with such a Level of Consciousness, for this is the very essence of this level - “12 simple actions”, or more precisely, 12 areas of life for simple actions.

	 

	This level of consciousness can be compared to a Point, as opposed to a Line, a Plane and a Volume...

	 

	A person chooses one point and doesn’t care what is around him...

	That is, this is the Level of Consciousness of the Emotional Body, the Astral Body of Manipura.

	All higher bodies are not active and do not participate in human life.

	 

	As it develops, or rather, as higher Bodies develop, Consciousness begins to realize that any Point lies on a Straight Line and on a Plane, which means that there are other “Points of Desire” nearby, i.e., I want This and I want That, - and here it is already necessary to somehow operate with this “mental geometry” - to find such a Straight Line, or such a Plane, on which all the “Points of Desire” will fit simultaneously... to learn to find the “golden mean” between all “desires”, possibilities and reality...

	 

	By this analogy, the Level of Consciousness “7 dualities” can be compared to a Volume consisting of an infinite number of planes, lines and points.

	 

	By this level, a person already knows how to cope with their “wants” and take into account, along with them, such concepts as “must”, “can”, “why am I doing this”, “what will this lead to”, and the like.

	 

	Perceiving the world and oneself in a broader range, in all its diversity, accessible to our Consciousness, such a person for any of his actions must choose a Point in Volume, i.e., take into account the maximum possible and maximum accessible to his consciousness amount of information, experience, knowledge, etc.

	 

	If we take into account that Consciousness of this level is possessed by Personalities who already have several active Bodies (maximum - 7), where each body has its own “want” and its own Needs, then it becomes clear what is described to us in the Book of Creation - “6 limits and the Palace”, from which these 6 limits diverge...

	 

	In the case of our Consciousness, the Sahasrara Consciousness is the Palace, and the other six Bodies are our life limits, which define our Needs, Possibilities and Desires.

	 

	Therefore, in order to make a decision, such a complex Consciousness must take into account the desires, capabilities and needs of all Active Bodies.

	And the more of these active bodies there are, the more difficult it will be to make a decision.

	 

	It is necessary, using our analogy with geometry, to select a Point in a Volume, in a space of 6 limits, 6 bodies...

	 

	It is pointless to talk about higher levels of consciousness, because these levels are already in another layer of reality.

	Development of all human bodies and 5 levels of Consciousness

	 

	Today, many people talk about development, or about the development of consciousness, without specifying what exactly, for what purpose, and according to what Criteria of Truth they are going to develop it...

	 

	All active bodies within a person and for which a Teacher or Master exists can be developed. This means that one can develop a specific body with a teacher within the framework of their contract, or one can develop it with a master, transitioning to a master's contract. This will result in fundamentally different development and a fundamentally different outcome, like practicing karate with a master in Japan or with a neighbor down the block, provided that the neighbor isn't a true karate master.

	 

	Within the framework of our agreement, we see the primary task of humanity as moving from a life of Reason, governed by society, to a life in the Light of the Creator, governed by Consciousness. That is, to move away from socially false goals and meanings in life and begin to perceive one's own purpose, which is inherent to every person.

	 

	We do not just happen to be incarnated in this world, aimlessly, meaninglessly, or by chance - we come here with a specific purpose, and therefore, our very first task is to begin to perceive this purpose.

	As a rule, based on the fact that the purpose and meaning of our incarnation is to gain experience of all bodies, i.e., to structure the Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon to the maximum possible extent for each person, we come into this world to gain experience of some specific bodies.

	 

	In simple terms, the purpose and meaning of our lives lies in the complexity of our consciousness. And consciousness is our entire Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon.

	 

	Moving from theory to practice, each person must gain experience of life in some body, depending on his caste.

	Some will need to learn physical labor, some trade, some management, leadership, or command. Others will have to learn true friendship and love, some will have to learn to think independently and build a conscious life, and some will have to learn to analyze the world around them and develop philosophical models.

	 

	It is crucial to recognize your true purpose, to feel your true needs, and not to succumb to the fashionable social trend of developing who knows what and who knows why—usually for the sake of achieving social benefits—money, sex, influence...

	 

	Consciousness is something that, at the moment, has been practically unstudied and cannot be described or discussed, for it is man himself, the whole man.

	Consciousness, unlike Reason, is Multidimensional, while our Reason is three-dimensional, and therefore, it is possible to comprehend Consciousness only through Consciousness itself, i.e., self-reflection.

	 

	And in order to somehow talk about Consciousness, it is conditionally divided into several levels, similar to how we use sections to draw a multidimensional object on paper.

	 

	Based on the book "Sepher Yetzirah," as we've written previously, we identify five levels of Consciousness, or five sections of a single Multidimensional Object. Let's discuss them in more detail.

	 

	Therefore, when the Book of Genesis speaks of the creation of Man in the Image and Likeness, it speaks precisely of the creation of Multidimensional Consciousness, or the Monad of Man.

	And then, further on, the hierarchical creation of a specific Adam - Earthling - occurs, or the separation of simpler levels from the Unified Multidimensional Consciousness, which are described in the Torah.

	 

	The Five Hierarchical Levels of Consciousness according to the Book of Creation are Yechida (Monad), Haya (Consciousness of an embodied person), Ruach (Divine Consciousness, or Consciousness of the Contract, Subconsciousness), Neshama (Personal Consciousness of an embodied person), and Nefesh (Consciousness of a Living Object).

	 

	It is important to understand that all of this is the essence of one single multidimensional Human Consciousness, which is isolated from an even more multidimensional Consciousness of more highly organized entities.

	 

	Typically, people consider only the three lower levels—Nefesh, Neshama, and Ruach. That is, the Consciousness of the Living Organism, which is responsible for Survival and Reproduction; the Personal Consciousness, which is inactive and undeveloped in most modern people; and the Subconscious, which contains the Karmic Structures accumulated over many incarnations, maintains the Agreement, and shapes a person's Worldview.

	 

	The higher parts of Consciousness - “Haya” and “Yehida” - are practically not considered anywhere.

	 

	Since Consciousness cannot be described logically, most people cannot separate it from Reason, which operates with Logic and Knowledge (memory lists). In society, the terms "consciousness" and "reason" are often used interchangeably.

	 

	As a result, when we try to talk about the Agreement, about the Management of Man through the Hierarchy of Consciousness, which man himself does not sense in any way and cannot influence in any way, then our listeners and adepts associate the concept of the Agreement with Reason, with something that is accessible and understandable to them.

	 

	It seems to them that the Agreement is their Rational and Logical knowledge, beliefs, constructions, and conjectures.

	All they have to do is become familiar with some other knowledge, attend a lecture, do some practical exercises, and so on, and they can already change the Agreement.

	 

	This is the greatest misconception, because the Agreement is something that is formed through the Assemblage Points of parents and society, and the Mind is given a ready-made Model of the World for this Agreement.

	 

	Therefore, almost all Esotericists who master some more advanced practices, such as Astral Exits, still remain fixed in the Social, Materialistic Contract, and try to introduce additional possibilities into it.

	 

	This is where "out-of-body experiences," "astral travel," "silver thread," and so on come from—that is, an attempt to describe new practices within the framework of the same materialistic model of the world of objects. Like, one body emerges from another, attached to it by some thread, and so on.

	 

	If we perceive the world as a World of Consciousness, and the Human Being as a Multidimensional, Hierarchical Consciousness, then all these astral projections and out-of-body journeys will merely be a shift of Perception from one area of Multidimensional Consciousness to another, and the perception of the multidimensional world by this other part of our unified multidimensional consciousness. Simply, the interpreter of our subconscious will attempt to interpret new Psycho-Info-Energy structures according to its existing templates. This is precisely why we will "see" a silver thread and different bodies, for otherwise our interpreter will be unable to reflect the new Psycho-Info-Energy structures when the Center of Attention shifts.

	 

	Our Physical Body is not some kind of separate Object for our Consciousness, from which we can exit by tying ourselves to it with a silver thread - this is a purely materialistic interpretation within the framework of the Social Contract.

	 

	Our Physical Body is only the lowest frequency and 3-dimensional component of our Unified Consciousness, i.e., its integral part.

	 

	To better understand, imagine a television signal in which images, sound, internet access, and other additional information are encoded using different frequencies.

	 

	We can build a receiver that will extract some parts of this single complex signal and interpret them separately - into sound, into video, into files, and so on.

	That is, we can tune and re-tune our receiver to different frequencies of this Single Signal, provided that we are always and in any case synchronized with the entire Signal and perceive the entire signal as a whole, and only then, we select from it some part that interests us.

	 

	We cannot say that we do not perceive the entire signal, but only, in some incomprehensible way, catch its Internet part, and that our Internet part is attached to the video part of this signal with the help of some gold-silver thread.

	 

	Therefore, all experiments with Multidimensional Consciousness consist of an attempt to shift one’s Perception to another area of this consciousness and to perceive information with this area from the multidimensional external reality that has passed through the Assemblage Point.

	 

	If you somehow understood what was described above, then it should be clear to you that the inclusion of a person in the Agreement is the inclusion of his entire Consciousness in a certain Program.

	 

	At the same time, we can perceive with difficulty only at the three lowest levels of our Consciousness, while all levels are included in the Agreement, which means that we are controlled through all Five Levels of our Consciousness.

	 

	Those who are trying to understand that a person is not a material object possessing Consciousness, but a Multidimensional Consciousness, where the body is only its low-frequency part, can try to understand that all manifestations of a person - all his Needs, Desires, Thoughts, etc. - are the product of his Consciousness, controlled by the Agreement.

	 

	But, very few people reach this understanding, because, in addition to Consciousness, a person has a Viral (untimely installed) Program - the Mind, with the help of which our society builds for us a certain illusion called the Model of the World, the Image of Ourselves and the Algorithms of our Behavior in this world.

	 

	Since childhood, we have been imposed with a Worldview and Behavioral Algorithms, which are set by society, family, school, friends, etc.

	 

	As a result, a person looks like a computer with a virus (not installed in a timely manner).

	Some people manage to live their entire lives under the control of this Viral (untimely installed) Program - the Mind, without ever thinking or understanding what they are, and what their True Needs and Purpose in this life were.

	 

	Yoga and Meditation, which are fashionable today, allow you to turn off your Mind for a while and try to perceive yourself as Consciousness.

	If, after turning off the Mind, a person finds himself in a void, then this only means that his Consciousness is not active, does not reflect, and such a person is left to live according to the instructions of the Mind, just like everyone else around him.

	 

	If, after turning off the Mind, a person begins to perceive the World with his Consciousness, each according to the strength of his Development of Consciousness, then here an important question arises: what kind of world does a person begin to perceive - the World of his Agreement.

	 

	And if a person is included in the modern social contract, then he will not find or learn anything fundamentally new or interesting for himself there.

	 

	Therefore, the ability to turn off the Mind and Activate Consciousness is, in fact, only the preparation of the “Mechanism” for the beginning of Spiritual Development.

	 

	Those familiar with the major arcana of the Tarot cards know that the 22nd Arcana—"The Fool"—represents the most difficult transition for social humans, from Reason to Consciousness. "The Fool" is a person without reason, a person who listens to their own consciousness.

	 

	And then, everything comes down to the Level of Consciousness of Ruach, the Subconscious, the Agreement - the need to shift from the Social Agreement to another Agreement.

	 

	And this is not at all simple, because, firstly, we do not have “tuning tables” for the Ruach Consciousness, which give us tuning to other agreements.

	 

	TANAKH (Torah) as a tuning table for Consciousness

	 

	The only such Table is the "Tanakh" - the Old Testament and its accompanying texts, in the original, as perceived by One's Own Consciousness, at least on three levels - Nefesh, Nesham, Ruach...

	 

	This is the unique feature and strength of the Tanakh - that in it, not in the text, but in the thought form, a structure for many levels of Consciousness is embedded, and each reader perceives only what he is capable of.

	 

	The overwhelming majority of modern readers perceive the Tanakh with Reason, trying to adapt the meaning of words to their modern understanding - which leads to confusion and it turns out that the Tanakh is almost extremist literature that needs to be banned, or that it is a biography of primitive tribes, which has no relation to our life today.

	 

	Someone else perceives the Tanakh with his Consciousness “Nefesh” and enjoys the description, - someone can perceive the Tanakh with the Consciousness - “Neshama” and enjoy the hidden meaning of logical constructions and metaphors.

	 

	And someone can perceive the Level of Consciousness “Ruach”, perceiving, accordingly, all the lower levels - and in this case, such Consciousness is able to tune in with the Thought-form embedded in the “Tanas” and, having caught on to it, shift its Assemblage Point.

	 

	It is precisely because of this multidimensionality and such diversity of possible perceptions of the same text that discussions and battles have been taking place for many centuries around this Eternal Book.

	 

	It is important to understand that the Agreement includes the entire human Consciousness, and not just some of its parts, i.e. the Levels of “Haya”, “Yehida” - the Monad.

	 

	And this means that not every Monad can be included in any Agreement - this is exactly what is described to us in the Torah, when the Higher Consciousness forms the levels of the Cohens - High Priests, the Levites - Priests and the People of Israel - these are all different Levels of Consciousness for conducting the Light of the Creator from the highest consciousness to the simplest consciousness on Earth.

	 

	For centuries, all the peoples of the world have been debating the topic of who the Jews are, and they cannot understand how this people stands out and differs from others, what makes the Jews so different from other peoples.

	 

	They thought it was a religion, but no, today there are plenty of non-religious Jews. They thought it was a way of life, but again no, today Jews live the same way as everyone else...

	And the answer to this question was given a long time ago - this is Another Type of Consciousness, which was formed by the Higher Consciousness at Mount Sinai.

	 

	It is clear that in the modern social, material contract, such an answer does not exist, because in this contract, Consciousness is a function of matter, a function of the body, and since everyone’s body is the same by material standards, then everyone’s consciousness is also the same.

	 

	And all the differences are explained by upbringing, education, lifestyle and so on...

	And all the titles - priest, high priest, and so on, in the modern agreement have turned into ordinary elective positions - we will appoint you as high priest, like “Father Kirill” - and you will serve as our high priest... that is why the social agreement looks like there is nothing Spiritual in it, there is no Consciousness in it.

	 

	Moreover, the behavior of the peoples of the world towards the People of Israel is very characteristic: recognizing that the Jews, as a people, have the highest IQ, seeing a disproportionate number of Jewish Nobel Laureates, seeing how the Jews turned the desert into a garden, at the same time as many other peoples turn the garden into a desert, taking the "Tanakh" as the basis of the entire Western civilization and so on, so to speak, the peoples of the world do not seek to learn from the People of Israel, but strive with all their might to destroy this people, to wipe them off the face of the earth, so that they do not become an eyesore and do not interfere with the primitive animal life...

	 

	Yes, and the People of Israel itself has lost all Spirituality today and is lost on the Path...

	 

	There can be no Development of Consciousness in a world in which no consciousness exists, but only the Body with its desires, prescribed in the Social Contract.

	 

	The chosenness of the People of Israel lies precisely in the transmission of the Creator's Light into our physical, material world. And it was for this purpose that the hierarchy of consciousness was created: Kohen (high priests) - Levites (priests) - People of Israel - Goyim (all other nations).

	 

	Not with the goal of humiliating or insulting anyone. But with the goal of bringing the Creator's Light up the hierarchy to all existing levels of consciousness on Earth.

	 

	The Cohens, using modern terminology, maintained the Vishuddha-Ajna level of consciousness, since only this level allows one to perceive information from the egregorial planes.

	 

	The Levites held the Anahata-Vishuddha level of consciousness, which allowed them to interact with the Cohens and, on the one hand, communicate with the leaders of the People of Israel, who held the Manipura-Anahata level. The People of Israel were called to build a highly moral and spiritual society as an example for all nations.

	 

	The Tanakh was given to us for many generations; it's not for nothing that it's called the "eternal book." It's clear that society and the social sciences will change over many generations. What we know and can do today, we didn't know and couldn't do yesterday. How, then, can we create a book that will last for centuries?

	It turns out it's possible. The entire essence of the eternal book is embedded in the thought-form of its author, the book's egregor. And the book's text is the anchor of this thought-form. Therefore, the text uses only the most basic concepts, such as parents, children, property, relationships, and the like. As a result, the text itself describes the existence of ordinary people, and the average reader is baffled as to how such a simple text describing the life of ancient nomads can be considered an eternal book.

	Indeed, on this simple level, it cannot.

	So how should one study this eternal book?

	 

	First of all, to study ancient books, several conditions must be met:
 

	
		A developed consciousness of Cohen's level is required.

		The broadest possible education is needed at this point in time.

		The broadest possible outlook is needed in a modern contract.
 



	From this it becomes clear that primitive "ultra-Orthodox," who have neither the second nor the third, are in no way capable of studying ancient texts. They can only memorize commentaries upon commentaries—which is precisely what they do.

	 

	A person who possesses all the qualities listed above can, through the text of a book, tune into its egregor, into the thought-form of the author, and perceive it according to the capabilities of his consciousness.

	 

	Then, such a person can express what he has perceived, using all his knowledge and the entire level of science and education of his generation.

	It goes without saying that this presentation will only be relevant for this generation.

	In the following generations, it will be necessary to do the same work and present the perceived thought form at the level of development of that generation.

	 

	Only with this approach can we consider the Tanakh an eternal book.

	Unfortunately, today's masses adhere to a completely different approach. Today, they believe that earlier, more ancient interpreters were closer to the Sinai Revelation, and therefore understand the Testament given there better than we do.

	 

	Therefore, one should not try to re-read, perceive the text and tune into the original thought form today, but simply learn their ancient commentaries.

	But ancient commentaries were made within the framework of an ancient treaty, different from our modern treaty. And science was different in the past. Therefore, even if ancient commentators could attune themselves to the Egregor, the Thought-Form of the Tanakh, they described what they perceived solely within the framework of their knowledge and their horizons.

	 

	Today, when we perceive the Thought-form of ancient books, we read in it such modern concepts as programming, control through networks, space and aircraft, and much more.

	They might tell us—after all, none of this is in the text—where did you get all this from? We took it from the Egregor, from the author's original Thought Form, which contains a wealth of information, much of which is still inaccessible to us today.

	 

	We can endlessly discuss the Cherubim and the Fiery Sword, placed as guardians on the path to Gan-Eden, as described in the book of Bereshit, or we can perceive that this represents the Energy and Level of Consciousness necessary for the transition from the physical plane to the astral-etheric plane of existence. In other words, the necessary criteria for the spiritual development of the individual. In this case, we understand what we need to work on. But in the case of the sword and the cherubim, we understand nothing...

	 

	Unfortunately, we see today how a mass of “ultra-orthodox” people from all religions artificially limit themselves in knowledge and outlook, locking themselves exclusively in reading and studying thousands of commentaries, instead of truly studying ancient books.

	 

	As a result, before our very eyes, some new “ultra-orthodox” sects are being created, which are inventing more and more new rituals instead of studying the ancient heritage and spiritual development.

	 

	And when these sects monopolize the Tanakh and oppose any study of it that does not coincide with their canons, then they thereby block the spiritual development of the entire society.

	Personal Power (Personality Power). Silent Knowledge. Impeccability

	 

	K. Castaneda "Journey to Ixtlan":
 

	— What is personal power?
"Personal power is a feeling. Something like a sense of luck or happiness. You could call it a state of mind. A person's personal power and its accumulation are in no way connected to their origin."
— Everything a person does is determined by the level of his personal power.
 

	According to Don Juan's teachings, as expounded by Castaneda, personal power is the energy stored within our cocoon and can be used to achieve personal goals and desires. Personal power can be increased or decreased depending on our behavior, thoughts, and emotions.

	 

	We believe that a more correct translation of Castaneda's Personal Power is Personal Strength, or the Power of the Individual, but not Personal Power...

	 

	Personal power is a term from K. Castaneda, meaning the correspondence of one’s own internal “command”, internal orders, to the Eagle Command, that is, the correspondence of a person’s own internal Psycho-Info-Energy “movements” to what is happening in the Universe.

	 

	In other words, personal power is the Power of the Spirit appropriated for a moment.

	 

	If we apply Gurdjieff's formula here, we can say that

	"A person possesses personal power only when his actions are oriented along three guidelines: for himself, for people, and for the Highest."

	 

	What in Kabbalah is called “receiving not for one’s own sake, but for the sake of the creator.”

	That is, all human actions are aimed at conforming to the plan of Creation, and not at satisfying one’s own selfish desires.

	 

	K. Castaneda "Journey to Ixtlan":
 

	"Personal power is a feeling. Something like a sense of luck or happiness. You could call it a state of mind. It must be hunted and accumulated over a lifetime of struggle."
 

	The opposite of personal strength is "indulgence"—indulging in one's own weaknesses. When we indulge in personal weaknesses, we lose personal strength.

	 

	In our agreement, personal power, or a person's inner energy, is their ability to lead a conscious life, solve all the problems that arise, and gain life experience by focusing on their purpose. The more a person lives in the Light of the Creator—that is, in consciousness rather than in the mind—and adjusts their behavior to a perception of universal harmony, the more personal power they can accumulate.

	 

	Personal Power, or Personal Consciousness Power, is primarily the energy in a person's upper bodies. This energy allows a person to independently understand the world around them and lead a conscious life. This energy allows a person to destroy the Self-Image and conduct conscious conversations without becoming emotional or personal. This energy allows one to find a way out of the most difficult situations without falling into depression. This energy allows a person to build conscious relationships and accept others.

	 

	Personal power is wasted on “vanity of vanities” and on the emotions of the lower bodies, on envy, hatred, anger, jealousy, aggression and others.

	Social people tend to squander their personal power on all sorts of shopping, travel, and other activities. This is what's called "an attempt to escape oneself," or "a bad head gives the feet no rest." It's important to understand that "crossing spaces does not bring one closer to God." That is, squandering personal power on "vanity of vanities," on idle running around, in no way contributes to the individual's spiritual development and transition to life in the Light of the Creator, and to a return to Gan Eden.

	 

	Personal Power can be said to be the energy of the Personal Consciousness of the Vishuddha body. This body's consciousness governs all lower bodies—the physical, sexual-emotional, social, and relational. In other words, the energy of personal consciousness, or personal power, allows a person to build a conscious life by controlling all their lower bodies and consciousnesses.

	 

	Moreover, if a person expends too much energy on the lower bodies—for example, the physical, running around the world, or the sexual, having numerous connections, or the social, endlessly striving for social success—then such a person will fail to accumulate personal power. This is precisely why Don Juan advised Castaneda to completely reconsider and restructure his life. The Path of the Warrior, described in Castaneda's books, is a path of accumulating personal power through consciously organizing one's social life. One cannot have it both ways—investing all one's energy in social life and accumulating personal power. Therefore, there is only one choice: to be a social person, or a Warrior.

	 

	It's also important to understand that every person possesses a finite reserve of energy in their Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon. This energy is deposited at the moment of conception from the "vortices" created by the parents during sexual intercourse. It was precisely to create more powerful Psycho-Info-Energy vortices that, in the past, the marriage ceremony and the wedding night were designed to ensure the future child received the maximum possible amount of energy. As Boris Okudzhava sang, "...and from poor love the son will be pale." Today, this entire ancient tradition has been destroyed and lost. As a result, after heavy drinking at a wedding and accidental conception in an unknown and unprepared state, children are born with a small amount of energy in their cocoon.

	 

	Subsequently, this fixed amount of energy must serve all active bodies. And if a person expends too much energy on the lower bodies, nothing reaches the upper bodies. As a result, we see more animal-like people around us than people of consciousness.

	In Castaneda's books, Don Juan called the warrior's life "impeccable." This means that a warrior manages his energy very wisely, trying to use it consciously for his own development and not waste time on trifles in the lower bodies, as modern social people do. Modern social people, as soon as they have a drop of energy left over from work and family, rush to spend it on shopping, travel, and entertainment. This is what modern society dictates.

	 

	In The Toltec Treaty, Don Juan constantly returned to this concept... speaking to Castaneda about the need to seek and accumulate this very power...

For example:
 

	I asked whether a warrior's perception of death depended on his upbringing. I cited the Yuma and Yaqui Indians as examples. I believed that upbringing largely determined how a person views their death.
"Upbringing is irrelevant," he replied. "Everything depends on personal strength. A person's personality is the sum total of their personal strength. And only this sum total determines how they die."
— What is personal power?
"Personal power is a feeling. Something like a sense of good fortune or happiness. You could call it a mood. A person's personal power and its accumulation are in no way connected to their origin. I've already said that a warrior is a hunter of power. And I'm teaching you how to hunt it and how to accumulate it. And you've encountered a problem we all share—the problem of conviction. You need to firmly believe that personal power exists, that it can be used and accumulated."
 

	***

	— Everything a person does is determined by the level of his personal power.
 

	***

	"...Sorcerers know that only by strengthening the tonal can the nagual emerge. Do you understand what I mean? This strengthening is called personal power."
 

	***

	"I don't know. He didn't know himself. It's always like that with power. It commands you and obeys you at the same time. The power hunter captures it and then accumulates it as his own personal treasure. His personal power thus grows, and the moment may come when a warrior, having accumulated immense personal power, becomes a man of knowledge."
— How do you accumulate power, don Juan?
"It's also something like a sensation. Its nature is determined by the warrior's personality type. My benefactor was a furious man. He used his rage to accumulate power. Everything he did, he did directly, sharply, and harshly. He left in my memory the sensation of something breaking through, crushing everything in its path. And everything that happened to him happened in precisely this vein."
I said I didn't understand how one could accumulate power through feeling. Don Juan was silent for a long time.
"It can't be explained," he said finally. "You have to do it yourself."

	 

	It is necessary to accumulate personal power in order to return to “Gan-Eden”, to the “tree of eternal life”, on the path to which stands consciousness (cherubim) and personal power (fiery sword).

	 

	Let's sum it up.

	 

	Personal Power is, on the one hand, the development of Consciousness for the perception of a more multidimensional reality, and on the other hand, a shift into the agreement of the Light of the Creator and attunement to the plan of creation.

	 

	In this case, the Psycho-Info-Energy inside the cocoon increasingly corresponds to the original design of creation and the person increasingly realizes his true purpose in this incarnation.

	 

	Therefore, it is incorrect to understand “personal power” as simply accumulating energy through diet, exercise, or abstaining from sex.

	The difficulty of K. Castaneda in explaining “personal power,” as well as many other categories of Don Juan’s world, was that he tried to explain the realities of Don Juan’s contract within the framework of his social contract, in which these realities simply do not exist.

	 

	As a result, readers try to understand K. Castaneda’s books exclusively within the framework of their social contract.

	 

	In order to correct this situation, we first explain the basic philosophical concept of “contract”, and then describe, as far as possible, the contract of the Creator’s Light, in which such concepts as “Personal Power”, “Silent Knowledge”, “Ruthlessness”, “Intention”, and many others acquire materiality.

	 

	Silent Knowledge, or Intuition, is the ability of the human consciousness to perceive information from the planet's information field, from egregors, or from higher-level consciousness. In this case, all of these are synonymous.

	 

	The more a person is connected to the Light of the Creator and the more multidimensional their consciousness, the easier it is to perceive such information. Our subconscious is an egregor, and it constantly interacts with higher controlling consciousnesses. Therefore, the entire issue comes down to the ability of the human consciousness to interact with the subconscious. Various auxiliary elements, such as Tarot cards, pendulums, frames, and other testing tools, serve this purpose. We will examine these later.

	 

	As personal consciousness develops, a person gains the ability to receive information directly into their consciousness, without any additional elements. This is silent knowledge.

	 

	K. Castaneda's book "The Power of Silence":
 

	“Sorcerers don’t help each other the way you helped Pablito. You acted like a man from the street. The Nagual taught us all to be warriors. He told us that a warrior doesn’t feel empathy for anyone. To feel empathy means to want the other person to be like you, to walk in your shoes. And you extend a helping hand precisely for this purpose. You did that with Pablito. The hardest thing in the world for a warrior is to leave others to their own devices. When I was fat, I worried that Lydia and Rosa weren’t eating enough. I was afraid they would get sick and die from malnutrition. I fattened them up without a care in the world, and I had the best of intentions. An impeccable warrior leaves others to their own devices and supports them in what matters most to them. If, of course, you believe that they are impeccable warriors themselves.”
 

	“What if they are not flawless warriors?” I asked.
 

	"Then your duty is to be impeccable yourself and not say a word. The Nagual said that only a sorcerer who sees and is formless can allow himself to help anyone. That's why he helped us and made us who we are. Don't you think you can go around picking up people on the street to help them? Don Juan already confronted me with the dilemma that I could in no way help my fellow beings. In his view, every effort we make to help is, in fact, an arbitrary act, driven solely by our own self-interest.
 

	Let us clarify what was said above.

	 

	Impeccability is the presence of a developed consciousness in the covenant of the Creator's Light. When a person recognizes and understands the design of creation and that each embodied consciousness on Earth follows its own individual path and develops its own individual qualities, which can be fundamentally different from our own qualities and our perception of life.

	 

	In such a case, any help to another person, based on our understanding of good and evil, right and wrong, may turn out to be false and harmful to him.

	The social contract teaches us that it's good and right to help our neighbors based on the good and evil of that social contract. For example, that any illness or adversity is evil and must be dealt with as quickly as possible by all means available to us. In reality, however, we thereby impose our will on another person and, moreover, we interfere with the design of creation and prevent that other person from learning their lesson.

	 

	The formless sorcerer Don Juan speaks of is a person who has a developed consciousness and lives within the covenant of the Creator's Light, i.e., is capable of perceiving Universal Harmony. Only such a person is capable of perceiving the distortion, the deviation from Universal Harmony, that has led to the illness or problem of another.

	 

	Such a person is ruthless from a standpoint of social compassion. He doesn't care how difficult or painful the healing will be—that is, bringing the sick person back to the purpose of creation, returning the sick person to universal harmony.

	 

	Such a person is called impeccable, for they channel Universal Harmony, or the Light of the Creator, to the patient. They have no social pity or compassion for the patient. They simply genuinely help them return to their true purpose, without even knowing what that purpose is or how difficult this healing will be.

	 

	This is how true Healers work. Not through sympathy for the sick or advice that is unlikely to help, but by channeling the Light of the Creator, which is the only possible healing force.

	 

	It's necessary to clarify what it means to channel the Light of the Creator. This means that an impeccable "warrior," in Don Juan's terms, perceives the disturbances and distortions that have occurred in the patient's being and strives with all his might to convey his vision. At the same time, he cannot and does not wish to soften his vision in any way, to make it less sharp and concrete, to please the patient. Such a person, as it were, serves the higher powers and simply conveys their message.

	 

	Typically, such a message falls flat against the patient's self-image, their ego, and often leads to resentment instead of real healing. But that's the patient's problem, not the doctor's.

	The basic aspect of Consciousness from which Conscious Development is possible

	 

	Let's ask ourselves - why are educated young people, in most cases, not ready to get acquainted with Alternative Information in such a way that it would then become possible to have a meaningful conversation on the essence of the issue - and not an endless emotional battle on the topic - believe it or not believe it... fake or not fake, or "you're a fool yourself."

	 

	It would seem that nothing could be simpler - if there is an educated opponent who asserts something that goes beyond the limits of your Knowledge and your Faith (I emphasize precisely knowledge and faith), then get acquainted with his materials and - either expand your horizons, or justify - why this is incorrect and has no place to be...

	 

	But after long and repeated attempts with many people to bring the conversation to a meaningful discussion on the subject matter, we are convinced that it doesn’t work that way!

	Some interlocutors answer very directly and very specifically: “We are not interested in changing our faith, our faith in our world – it suits us perfectly...”

	Moreover, they are not even ready to become familiar with the works of socially recognized scientists whose information goes beyond the limits of their faith.

	 

	This is the very cornerstone that lies in society on the path to the Development of Consciousness.

	This is Faith, and in no way Science, not Scientific Research, and nothing but one stupid Faith...

	 

	So what do most social people believe?

	 

	They believe that Society and Social Sciences are aimed exclusively at what they declare - at exploring and understanding the world, at developing our society in all directions and, of course, for the benefit of all humanity...

	 

	This faith is instilled in us from birth. Everything we learn, from kindergarten to the highest levels of scholarship, is Faith in Society.

	 

	Therefore, when someone comes along and starts saying that society is lying, that everything is actually completely different, that our history is false, that archeology is hiding the true facts, and that history books have been tampered with, and so on, then all of this immediately hits the established social belief...

	 

	It would seem that what could be simpler - ask this person for links to materials, familiarize yourself with them and draw your own conclusions... and then, also, explain to this “smart guy” how and in what specific way he is wrong...

	 

	But no, very few people are ready to take such a step - and why?

	 

	First of all, because the truth in these matters is of little interest to anyone - most people are busy with survival, reproduction and entertainment...

	And what difference does it make to them whether the earth is round or flat, whether historians and archaeologists lie to us or not, it all in no way affects the ability to earn money, have sex and relax...

	 

	So, even before we begin any serious conversation about the Development of Consciousness, we are faced with several specific questions:

	 

	
		    1. Does a person need anything other than his social life? The Caste Question.

		    2. Is he ready to step over his Faith in the structure of the world - Social Philosophy? A question of agreement.



	 

	In general, these two points are interconnected - they both speak of a certain Level of Consciousness - a level that is no longer satisfied with the Needs of the three lower Bodies.

	 

	That is, no matter how you look at it, any Development always begins with a certain Level of Consciousness, and if this level does not exist, then any substitution of concepts and sublimation of unresolved basic needs in “self-development activities” will lead to nothing.

	 

	You can only develop what you already have. If you have Personal Consciousness, you can develop it. But if you only have Animal Mentality, you can only train it.

	What is a "Conversation" as one of the 12 simple actions

	Continuing with the chapter “Sepher Yetzirah (Book of Creation) – Levels of Consciousness of 12 Simple Actions and 7 Dual States”

	 

	Let us give again a description from the book “Sefer Yetzirah”»:
 

	Mishnah 5:1
 

	Twelve simple (uncomplicated actions)
Hey-Vav-Zayn-Het-Tet-Yud-LamedNun-Samekh-Ain-Tsadeh-Kuf
their basis
conversation
thought-movement (walking, habit)
vision (proof, objectification)
hearing action
copulation, smell, sleep, anger, gluttony
laughter (mockery)

	 

	Some people may think that opening their mouths and making sounds in public is already a form of "conversation." Or, for example, discussing newspaper news and weather forecasts together is also a form of conversation, and they've already mastered one of the 12 sacred actions of simple consciousness.

	Indeed, the range of possible "conversation" is enormous, and it will be quite difficult to separate real human conversation from ordinary social talk.

	 

	The very first and main difference between a “Conversation” and a simple “Conversation” is that a conversation, as one of the 12 simple actions of Consciousness, must be carried out by Consciousness, and not by Reason.

	 

	With the help of the mind, we discuss everything that is in our memory, all the books we have read, the news, all the films we have watched and all the things we have planned or have already done.

	 

	Therefore, any conversations on these topics are not conversations – by definition.

	Consciousness is always included in the hierarchy of consciousnesses and is capable, through this hierarchy, or with the help of this hierarchy, of interacting both with other consciousnesses of the same level and with higher consciousnesses.

	 

	Thus, conversation is possible only between two active consciousnesses.

	In this case, each participant in the conversation is attuned to the consciousness of all the other participants, perceives their thought forms, not just their spoken words, and processes these perceived thought forms through their consciousness. Rather than seeking associations with the spoken words in their memory.

	 

	Such a conversation can touch on absolutely any topic, because it in no way affects the mind and self-image, i.e., they are never translated into the personalities of the interlocutors.

	 

	Moreover, such a conversation can be completely abstract and not involve any actions on the part of the participants, but at the same time require the full involvement of the interlocutors’ consciousness.

	 

	Such abstraction is impossible in social conversations involving the mind. There, either empty and meaningless chatter is conducted according to social protocol, or specific problems and actions are discussed.

	 

	Difficulty separating conversation from discussion may arise. For example, if the discussion or conversation is about a serious book being read.

	If the discussion doesn't involve the participants' consciousness, capable of perceiving the author's thought-form alongside the thought-forms of their interlocutors, it will simply be a discussion of what was read, focusing on how, who, and what they understood from what was written. That is, each person will share, based on their own perspective and life experience stored in their memory, the associations the book evoked.

	 

	If a conversation occurs and the participants' consciousnesses are activated, a group egregor is created, which interacts with the author's thought form. The entire group then begins to perceive the book through this egregor, i.e., in a completely different way. And in this case, a conversation occurs.

	 

	To summarize, we can say that conversation is an impersonal communication at the level of consciousness, in which there are not and cannot be any taboo topics or personal emotions. Taboo topics exist only for the self-image, which is always afraid of being offended, hurt, underestimated, and so on.

	From the above it follows that conscious conversation on abstract topics is possible only at the level of consciousness above the Warrior Caste.

	Development of Consciousness and Self-Image

	 

	The biggest obstacle to the real development of consciousness is the “Self-Image” formed in the Social Contract.

	 

	If this image is not destroyed, then any development, any new knowledge and skills will serve to strengthen it.

	 

	As a result, we see a huge number of egocentric people with inflated pride, considering themselves “magicians”, “gurus”, or someone else.

	 

	The social self-image prevents a person from switching to another contract and beginning to explore and master it. The self-image simply adds acquired knowledge and experience to its social contract. This creates a rather interesting situation. For example, in the social contract there is no consciousness, no bioenergetics, no psychokinetics, and no other phenomena based on consciousness.

	That is, in the social contract there is no complete model of the world that could explain all these phenomena.

	 

	So what happens when someone engaged in any kind of consciousness development encounters such phenomena? They simply download them into their memory lists, but they don't become part of their contract, part of their worldview.

	 

	As a result, no understanding, rethinking, or awareness of the entire world occurs, and the memory of these phenomena fades over time, and the person himself is no longer sure that he ever encountered them.

	 

	It would seem that if a person walked on hot coals, lay on nails, bent spoons under a master's guidance, snapped arrows with their necks, and bent rebar with their chests, it should somehow change their life, their worldview. But nothing of the sort happens in most cases, because all of this is reflected in their social self-image.

	 

	By destroying one's self-image, one clears one's memory of unnecessary lists and prepares the ground for a complete reboot, a change of contract. After this, one begins to build a new model of the world from scratch, engaging in self-education, independently understanding everything, and seeking answers to emerging questions. It's not for nothing that they say that first, one must cleanse the vessel, and only then can it be filled anew.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Art of Dreaming":
 

	Self-importance is our greatest and most powerful enemy. Consider this: we are hurt and offended by the actions or encroachments of others, and this weakens us. Our sense of self-importance makes us feel almost constantly insulted or resentful of someone.
The new seers recommend directing all possible efforts toward eradicating self-importance from a warrior's life. I have consistently followed and continue to follow these recommendations. And a significant part of my actions toward you is aimed at making you see that by losing our sense of self-importance, we become invulnerable.
 

	The sense of self-importance that Don Hoon talks about is exactly what we call the social “Self-Image” (or Subpersonality).

	 

	In the social contract, a person has no questions—they're given all the ready-made answers from birth. And then there's Google, which, of course, never lies.

	And even to the phenomena described above, the social contract tries to provide answers like - these are tricks, hypnosis, you imagined it, and so on.

	 

	And the person has no personal motivation to get to the bottom of the truth.

	 

	Destruction of Social Faith

	 

	Where does the destruction of Social Faith begin?

	 

	Today, it is very simple - just start getting acquainted with the materials of Alternative History and Archaeology, of which there are many on the Internet.

	There, enthusiasts present a mass of facts that anyone can see and verify for themselves, and which completely diverge from the position of official social history and archeology.

	 

	The facts alone about the very recent past, about the Second World War, beautifully presented in the books of V. Suvorov and M. Solonin, can have a very strong impact on social faith, if not destroy it completely...

	 

	Even more clearly, the destruction of social faith is demonstrated by the primitive attempts of official historians to “criticize” these books – when, instead of any meaningful debate on the facts, personal attacks on the authors occur...

	 

	Lately, some truly mind-blowing things have appeared on the Internet, such as recent global catastrophes and changes in civilizations, the revelation of Secret Space Programs - something that completely knocks the ground out from under the feet of a social person.

	 

	All this information, mastered gradually and consistently, allows Consciousness, which is not satisfied with the three lower Levels of Existence, to see a more complete picture of what is happening and draw appropriate conclusions for itself about how to live and what to strive for...

	 

	And only then, such an awakened Consciousness can begin to search for Like-minded People and Fellow Travelers...

	 

	And everything that happens before this is just empty games of the mind and self-importance...

	 

	We are talking about an insurmountable gap between the social people of the first 3 Castes, or the lower 3 Bodies - as you like, and the people of the 4th caste.

	The gap between the lower (social) and upper (suprasocial) castes

	 

	We classify the first three castes as social castes, when the center of perception can be maximally located on the Muladhara chakra, Svadhisthana chakra and Manipura chakra, respectively.

	 

	If a person's center of perception is capable of rising above the Manipura chakra in a normal state, and not temporarily under the influence of drugs, alcohol, places of power, etc., then we will call this, in this discussion, suprasocial castes.

	 

	The gap between the capabilities of such people is that suprasocial people are already capable of abstract thinking.

	 

	While social people are capable of comprehending only their specific manifested desires and feelings.

	 

	For example, a social person knows very well and can discuss his feelings of hunger, cold, fatigue, and so on - that is, something very specific.

	 

	But he absolutely cannot discuss things like the possibilities of living in another country, setting goals for the next year or several years, issues related to the country's treaty, and other general matters that don't concern him personally at the moment. That is, his needs, which transcend the physical plane.

	 

	The desire of a social person is always “material”, concrete.

	This is due to the fact that a social person does not yet possess multidimensional consciousness and is not able to grasp the multidimensional volume of abstraction.

	 

	For example, when analyzing life in a country, it's necessary to consider many factors and aspects of existence. These include nature, politics, economics, social society, opportunities to express oneself and realize one's needs, and much more.

	And all of this must be kept in consciousness simultaneously, i.e., as if finding a point in a multidimensional coordinate system.

	 

	A social person can focus at a time on only one of the axes, on the one that affects him personally at the moment, for example, on his own earnings, or on his own safety, or on some desire of his.

	 

	And if his current earnings are satisfactory, then everything else becomes unimportant for many social people, as they say, “it’s none of my business.”

	 

	Therefore, any attempt to communicate on abstract topics that do not personally affect the social interlocutor becomes impossible.

	 

	Something similar happens in communication, in the search for a life partner. A social person immediately perceives a single manifestation, for example, appearance, or sex, or social structure. For example, if a partner is sexually satisfying, then there it is: "love," "family," and children.

	 

	Then, when the first passion passes and attention is focused on some other aspect of existence, for example, on the need for travel, or for housing, or for raising children, or for something else social, then, suddenly, it turns out that these two people have nothing in common.

	 

	A suprasocial person is able to perceive their partner multidimensionally, across all axes. They can see and understand all sides and all aspects of their shared existence. Some things will coincide, others won't. But at least they'll have a clearer picture of the other person and understand what needs to be discussed and what issues need to be resolved before committing to a life together.

	 

	The gap between the faith of the reason of the Social Man and the consciousness of the Super-Social Man

	 

	Continuing with the chapter above, one can add that social people are locked in their Faith - it does not matter whether they believe in Science or in God - from the position of Philosophy, the essence of their condition is the same - faith in a certain model of the world and the inability, desire and readiness, even, to become acquainted with alternative knowledge and other models of the world.

	 

	Moreover, it doesn’t matter how and why they explain this to themselves and others – whether they consider those who question their Worldview to be primitive, backward, uneducated, uncomprehending, and so on...

	 

	This is not important - what is important is that they have a firm belief in their picture of the world and are not ready to get acquainted with other models, to critically perceive new information and to have an informed discussion with opponents...

	 

	Of course, they read only those authorities they believe in and who support and strengthen their own faith. This is especially easy, since all official social science upholds and defends the social contract. This is precisely what these authors and scholars are paid for.

	 

	This belief is what characterizes social people.

	At the same time, they may be interested in “esotericism,” “magic,” and other “oddities,” reading books and watching films, but this does not in any way influence their worldview or their faith.

	It rather relates to their leisure, to their pastime, and has no influence on their Being.

	 

	The existence of social people is completely closed in the needs of the first three lower levels - physical, emotional-sexual and social.

	This includes health, sex, social integration, family and children, rest and entertainment, acquisition of property...

	 

	And, basically, that's ALL. Social people have no other needs—this is their entire world.

	 

	Beyond this social world there remains a gigantic area of Consciousness, Soul, Spirituality - that which, in general, constitutes the very Essence of Man.

	Society explained that Consciousness is a function of the Organism, that Being determines Consciousness, and this completely blocked the path for social man to his true essence, to his Consciousness, to his purpose, for everyone lives according to his Faith...

	 

	On the other hand, people of Consciousness, people of the 4th Caste, perceive the world completely differently.

	They see society as a kind of mechanism for enslaving humans, artificially created by Higher Consciousnesses for the purpose of exploiting humans, similar to how we exploit animals.

	 

	For example, a horse, which we feed, treat, breed and use to transport goods.

	How does a social person differ in principle from such a horse?

	 

	He is treated, fed and reproduced in the same way for good work, and he spends his entire life in work, because from childhood he was instilled with the idea that this is his destiny - to serve for the good of society.

	At the same time, a social person cannot even think that he has been basely deceived and brazenly used - that the entire society with its sciences and achievements is nothing more than an illusion, a false picture used by skilled puppeteers and exploiters...

	 

	Because in order to see, comprehend, and understand this, it is necessary to break free of the social bubble with one's consciousness, to rise above it—that is, to perceive and comprehend a wealth of non-social knowledge, using one's own consciousness and reason, one's own experience, research, and observation. And most importantly, to activate one's consciousness and begin to independently perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	This is where the chasm lies - the Thinking Consciousness is able to see all the lies of society, and then begin to look for the background of these lies.

	And these searches will inevitably lead to the realization that our world is governed by higher Consciousnesses, that on Earth, besides us, there are other civilizations far superior to ours, that the information leaking here and there about real contacts and agreements with more advanced civilizations is not fake or fantasy, but reality - that parallel to our false and primitive society, there exists a completely different, secret society with a completely different science and other technologies...

	 

	A social person cannot accept or allow this - he firmly believes in what he was taught at school and what all those authorities in which he believes consistently present to him...

	A social person is not ready and cannot accept the total lie of the entire society, accept that he, like a domestic animal, is raised and fed for lifelong use, and not for his development...

	 

	Accordingly, the entire life of a social person ends up locked in the bubble of his social belief - he strives to earn money, acquire property, influence in society, raise children, and live a beautiful, rich life... and he has no idea that this is the life of a highly organized animal, but not a person endowed with a complex Consciousness.

	 

	At the same time, Conscious Personalities live completely differently and strive for completely different Goals.

	Of course, they are also active in society in order to provide themselves with the standard of living they need, but their Goals in life are the constant Expansion of Consciousness and the embrace of consciousness of ever greater dimensions...

	 

	And these individuals spend their free time and energy on these goals, while social people devote themselves entirely to work, children, rest, and the development of their lower bodies...

	Castes and Caste Society (using the example of modern class society)

	 

	Let's talk about Castes and Classes, about how the Caste society that existed before the last Catastrophe of the mid-19th century turned into a Class society after the Catastrophe and led to the complete destruction of Consciousness and Spirituality in the Social Contract.

	 

	Caste society is built on the basis of various Levels of Consciousness in created humanity, a fact that is being hushed up and persecuted in every possible way today.

	All ancient texts, legends and tales tell us that modern humanity was artificially created by the Gods on the basis of certain earthly hominids with the help of genetic engineering and the formation of corresponding Egregors.

	 

	At the same time, people were created for specific purposes, similar to how we today breed different species of animals for specific purposes, for example, meat and egg-laying chickens, beef and dairy cattle, guard and racing dogs, and the like.

	 

	Sumerian tablets tell us about the creation of simple workers to extract gold from mines.

	They also tell us about the mixing of created ordinary people with the Gods and about the birth of Heroes - the children of Gods and people.

	 

	The Torah tells us about the creation of the People of Israel as God's chosen people to fulfill a spiritual mission among all nations.

	Further, from the People of Israel, God creates Levites - Priests and Kohens - High Priests.

	 

	It is important to understand that in all of the above cases, we are not talking about Social Roles, but about different Types of Consciousness designed to perform different types of work.

	 

	The High Priest could not be an arbitrarily appointed person, but only one who possessed the necessary Type of Consciousness.

	Imagine a hunter, before a hunt, assigning a decorative pug to the role of a racing dog – according to the principle of modern social justice – he won’t shoot many hares with such a “racing” pug...

	 

	Accordingly, each Caste of people had and has its own way of life, its own needs and interests in life, which are fundamentally different from the needs and interests of other Castes.

	There is nothing seditious or offensive to anyone in this - this is the reality in which we live, regardless of whether we see it or not, whether we acknowledge it or not.

	 

	Initially, society was structured according to Castes, where each caste lived separately from the others and led its own way of life.

	The management of the entire Hierarchy of the Caste Society was carried out from the top down - from the Gods, through the High Priests and Priests to the Common People.

	 

	Each caste led its own life and developed within its own Level of Consciousness, just as all living beings in the wild live by their own laws and are governed by their own Egregors. When we place an animal in captivity and force it to live by our own devised laws, be it a cat or a dog, the animal begins to get sick and suffer.

	 

	A caste society based on real Castes - different Levels of Consciousness - is the most harmonious and natural for a person.

	 

	The Torah describes exactly this kind of Caste Society, where laws and norms of life are created for each caste that contribute to general Harmony.

	This is why the Torah contains several Levels of Perception, accessible to different castes and causing a lot of controversy and misunderstanding in modern society.

	 

	The Torah is a universal and eternal textbook of life, describing to us the Program of Human Behavior created by the Gods.

	That is why it is eternal, because the Program that controls a person does not change over time, which is very true, in essence, as Professor Woland noted in The Master and Margarita - “people are still the same, only the housing issue has spoiled them.”

	 

	No matter how much it may seem to us that we are constantly changing, developing our sciences and technology, in essence, we remain absolutely the same, only we are becoming more and more spoiled by all sorts of housing and other issues.

	 

	And how can one lay out a Program of Human Behavior that is universal for all times - exclusively on typical examples of his behavior, which is what is done in the Torah.

	Therefore, people of some castes will see in the Torah only behavior at the level of the "12 Simple Actions"—do some things, and don't do others—while people of other castes will see examples of behavior at the level of the "7 Dualities" and the results of this behavior. And some will be able to encompass the entire Torah with their Consciousness and see the manifestation of the "3 Primary Causes," or even the manifestation of the "One" Supreme Consciousness.

	 

	So, we have identified the levels of perception of the Torah, which are designated as:

	 

	
		Pardes (Hebrew: פרדס‏‎, literally "orchard") is a notarikon (acronym) "PARDES" - four levels of understanding and interpretation of the Tanakh and Talmud:

		Pshat (Hebrew: ‏פְּשָׁט‏‎) — simple meaning, direct meaning.

		Remez (Hebrew: ‏רֶמֶז‏‎) - hidden, deep, allegorical meaning.

		Drash (Hebrew: ‏דְּרַשׁ‏‎, from Hebrew “to ask, to find”) is a combination of logical, sophistical, metaphorical and homiletic interpretations.

		Sod (Hebrew: ‏סוֹד‏‎) - secret, mystical meaning.



	 

	Today, when all people are considered the same and equal by birth, i.e., possessing the same Level of Consciousness, then all four of these levels are interpreted as an ever-increasing revelation of one and the same meaning - and the adept, accordingly, simply needs to study them sequentially one after another, which is what modern ultra-Orthodox people do their whole lives, moving nowhere and not changing at all.

	 

	Moreover, all the meanings of the Torah, intended for the more complex Consciousness of the Levites and Cohens, remain outside the scope of perception and are profaned into endless prohibitions on the physical level, the only one accessible to the modern social contract.

	 

	After the last Global Catastrophe in the mid-19th Century, the former civilization was destroyed and annihilated.

	 

	Modern historical researchers are trying to reconstruct at least something of what really happened before the mid-19th century using the remaining facts and artifacts, because our entire written history is one continuous falsification, sewn with white thread for a primitive Level of Consciousness.

	 

	Those who control humanity from the Mental Plane have thrown out of the Social Contract all Spirituality and Consciousness itself, replacing it with Reason.

	In the second half of the 19th century, humanity was fed Darwin's delusional theory of the spontaneous generation and self-development of all living things, Freud's theory of psychoanalysis, based on hidden sexual desires, and Marx's theory of "class struggle and communist revolution"...

	 

	It was on these three pillars that they began to build a new civilization in the second half of the 19th century.

	All spirituality and all consciousness were completely thrown out of the social contract, religions turned into a set of meaningless prohibitions and were declared "opium for the people", because in the modern purely material world, completely devoid of its Spiritual origin, they are worse than opium...

	 

	The Hierarchy of Levels of Consciousness was abolished and replaced by the Theory of Classes and class struggle.

	Moreover, if the Theory of Castes was based on real differences in the Level of Consciousness among people of different Castes, which was impossible to change, then the Theory of Classes is based simply on certain social positions that, it is unclear how, were occupied by different groups of people - different classes - which, quite possibly, can be changed by destroying some of the classes called "parasitic".

	 

	And any cook can be taught to govern a state, according to class theory. A certain level of consciousness isn't necessary for this.

	 

	The result of a state built on the Theory of Classes and class struggle we can clearly see to this day in the example of Russia, which destroyed the overwhelming majority of people of the higher Castes, which they called parasitic classes, and replaced them with proletarians - simple workers with a level of consciousness of 1-2 Castes.

	 

	As a result, we see a vast and wealthy country endlessly mired in theft and corruption, incapable of building a prosperous society, constantly "rising from its knees" and "looking for someone to blame." And this country is governed by people with the mentality of a cook or a janitor.

	 

	The destruction of Consciousness and Levels of Consciousness (Castles) in the modern social contract has led to a general leveling, when all castes are mixed, forced to receive the same education, which, accordingly, in its level tends to the most numerous lower castes, and to the fact that many positions are occupied by people whose Level of Consciousness is not suitable for performing the tasks of a given position.

	 

	Even the very structure of the state must be different for different Castes: the lower castes demand a dictatorial government - a Monarch, more advanced Consciousnesses strive for participation in government, for a constitutional Monarchy, and even more advanced ones - for Democracy, for conscious government of the majority.

	 

	Understanding these seemingly simple truths, one can easily explain why it is impossible to impose a more democratic form of government in a country with an insufficiently high level of consciousness, and also why one should not even try to do so.

	 

	Today, we clearly see the results of such attempts in the examples of Russia and the countries of the Middle East, where the attempt to introduce democracy led to chaos and, ultimately, slid into dictatorship, which is natural for the level of these countries.

	Unfortunately, European democracies are also losing their sense of self-awareness when they are inundated with primitive refugees from Africa and the Middle East. The pursuit of cheap labor leads to a loss of consciousness and the loss of democratic society.

	 

	Likewise, the idea of Communism, the commune—the voluntary and conscious labor of the entire collective for the common good—can only be realized in a society with a high Level of Consciousness, but not in a society of proletarians—people with the lowest level of consciousness. An example of this is the Israeli kibbutzim versus the Soviet collective farms. Kibbutzim were populated by ideological, highly motivated people willing to work for the common good. The collective farms, however, forcibly herded the poorest peasants, after first exterminating all the "kulaks"—that is, those who were able and willing to work.

	 

	In addition to different forms of government, in societies with different levels of consciousness, different professions and industries, different forms of pastime, different culture and art will flourish.

	 

	We see clearly how modern society strives to lower the level of consciousness wherever possible - flooding European countries with refugees from the Middle East and African countries with a lower level of consciousness.

	 

	We see how, literally, the entire world is striving to destroy the State of Israel, the State of the Jewish People, and not allow it to restore the Temple and the connection with the Higher Levels of Consciousness.

	 

	At the same time, we see how social pop-esotericism, pop-Kabbalah and pop-magic are thriving, when words that are devoid of meaning and significance in the social contract are taken and a social meaning is invented for them, popular on the material plane, like - “let's unite, let's live in harmony.”

	 

	Thus, new Egregors of the "science of Kabbalah" or "social magic" are being formed, which attract people with parties, acquaintances, dances, songs, rituals and the increase of their own importance, without influencing the Development of Consciousness in any way and, moreover, without even requiring the necessary Level of Consciousness for such work, because even the organizers of all this tinsel do not have this necessary level.

	 

	Today, we see the complete emasculation of the Covenant that existed before the Holocaust, the destruction of the element of Spirituality and Consciousness, and the imbuing of old terms with new, purely socio-material meanings that suit the masses of socially insufficiently skilled Magick, Kabbalah, and the like. These people, in general, should not have encountered such realities, but rather lived within the covenant of their caste and pursued their own activities...

	 

	As another classic said, “everything was mixed up in the Oblonskys’ house”...

	A few more words about Philosophy

	 

	When people today try to discuss various philosophers and their philosophies, they commit one grave error. All discussions and attempts to understand other philosophies are conducted within the framework of a social contract.

	As we explained above, any philosophy is a different fixation of the assemblage point and a model of the world based on this fixation. That is, it is a fundamentally different world with different laws of nature and a different worldview.

	 

	If we try to consider another philosophy within the framework of our agreement, then, firstly, we will not be able to perceive the world of this philosophy, this other agreement. And secondly, we will only be able to attempt to comprehend the model of this other world within the framework of our worldview.

	 

	The simplest example is an attempt to understand the religious contract within the framework of a social atheistic contract.   

	To any educated atheist, the world and way of life of an orthodox believer will seem strange and incomprehensible, ugly and primitive.

	Similarly, and vice versa, for the religious orthodox, the social atheist appears as a person living by false principles and striving for false goals.

	 

	We believe that in the modern social contract it is, in principle, impossible to study and comprehend other philosophies solely from books.

	 

	To study another philosophy, one must change one's contract, undergo complete immersion in another world. This is precisely why people travel and live for years in Tibetan monasteries, and among wild tribes in other countries.

	Similarly, our philosophy may seem very strange, unusual and contradictory to the ordinary social person.

	Why We Choose the Covenant Agreement

	 

	After we have explained what we see as the Purpose and Meaning of our lives, based on ancient texts and our own perception of reality, we can compare the two Agreements - the Social Agreement, in which most of us are born and raised, and the Agreement of the Covenant, or the Agreement of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	A social contract is a certain fixation of the assemblage point, in which a person is unable to independently perceive the world, where his mental capabilities are severely limited and reduced to three-dimensional perception.

	 

	Accordingly, the model of the world of this agreement - modern social philosophy, is very primitive, limited to the perception of only the lowest frequency spectrum of Psycho-Info-Energy, called the physical plane.

	 

	This is precisely why it is so difficult and practically impossible to convey to a social person even the very idea of the possibility of the existence of other planes of existence, not to mention the possibility of this social person himself somehow feeling them.

	 

	Social people do not understand that physical laws will be different in different contracts.

	 

	Many people believe that if they can first sense something beyond their worldview, only then will they be able to "believe" that it exists. These people don't understand that such realities as aura perception, biofield sensations, psychokinesis, healing, and so on are laws of physics of another contract. And in the social contract, they simply don't exist. Therefore, the contract is first a philosophy, and only then its laws.

	 

	Moreover, even if a social person becomes a witness to a phenomenon like Ronnie Marcus, he will perceive and explain to himself what he saw as tricks and deception, but not as an incentive to search and to develop consciousness.

	 

	Based on the above, all the endless discussions about the very possibility of such immaterial phenomena as telepathy, telekinesis, clairvoyance, materialization, reincarnation, and much more become clear. For years and decades, society has been discussing these phenomena, showing films about them, presenting them as new, incredible, and unexpected—but this has no impact on the social contract itself, its science, or its teaching in schools.

	 

	There are forces seeking to hold humanity within this social contract, which do everything they can to prevent its change. These are the same forces described to us in ancient texts as "The Knowers," who implanted the Mind virus program within us and made it possible to tear us away from the Light of the Creator, from our true purpose, in order to use us for their own purposes...

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Active Side of Infinity":
 

	We have a companion in life. We have a predator that emerged from the depths of space and seized control of our lives. Humans are its captives. This predator is our lord and master. It has rendered us submissive and helpless.
    ***
They've gained the upper hand because we're food for them, and they mercilessly suppress us to maintain their own existence. Well, just like we raise chickens in a chicken coop, they raise humans in human cages. That way, they always have food...
    ***

	Think for a moment and tell me how you can explain the contradiction between the engineer's education and the stupidity of his beliefs and the inconsistency of his behavior.
Magicians believe that our belief system, our ideas about good and evil, the morals of our society were given to us by predators.
It is they who have given rise to our hopes, expectations, and dreams of success and failure. It is they who have given rise to our greed and cowardice. It is the predators who have made us complacent, inert, and self-centered...
 

	To keep us meek and submissive, they resorted to a marvelous maneuver—amazing, of course, from the point of view of a warrior-strategist. From the point of view of the one against whom it was directed, this maneuver was terrifying. They gave us their mind!
 

	Continuation of this theme with quotes from various Masters in Appendix 2 at the end of the book.

	 

	Just look at modern society, mired in wars, disasters, and corruption. A society driven by the pursuit of money and power, violating all spiritual commandments and descending into utter insanity. A society devoid of spirituality, conscience, morality, and dignity.

	 

	A society where there is no activity, no development for human bodies above the social, where all human activity is reduced to physical, sexual and social activity - in order to be convinced of the truth of the above.

	 

	This is precisely why modern society does not recognize the existence of consciousness, the existence of castes, and endlessly simplifies education, adapting to the lowest castes, so that it is easier to control brainwashed and undeveloped people.

	 

	We are witnessing how, first in Nazi Germany, and now in Putin's Russia, the population's level of consciousness has been reduced to the point of complete debility. People simply cease to be human, having lost the last vestiges of conscience, morality, dignity, and spirituality.

	 

	The Covenant Agreement, given to people in ancient times and recorded in ancient texts, offers a path out of social slavery to the Light of the Creator, to our true destiny.

	 

	There's no need to confuse the Covenant with religion. Modern religion isn't spirituality, it's not development—it's the same kind of social contract that turns people into slaves, depriving them of the ability to think independently, and forcing them to blindly and mindlessly obey certain dogmas and rituals...

	Being always reflects Consciousness

	 

	Materialists claim that Being determines Consciousness—a completely unfounded and unsupported claim. Anyone can see how people with identical beings, born into the same family, and receiving the same upbringing and education, lead completely different lifestyles and have completely different thoughts and ideas. That is, despite having identical beings, they have completely different consciousnesses.

	 

	We assert the opposite: Being always reflects Consciousness. A person's consciousness, their needs, dictated from the higher planes of existence, will inevitably be reflected in their Being. By being, we mean not only physical actions, but also all thoughts, feelings, ideas, and so on—that is, absolutely all spheres of human activity.

	 

	The conventional seven bodies of a person reflect all spheres of his life.

	Therefore, Maslow's pyramid can be expanded to seven levels and called the pyramid of human needs and spheres of activity.

	 

	It is enough to look at a person’s existence, what he spends time, energy and resources on besides the social need for survival and reproduction, to understand what bodies are active in this person.

	A person with active lower bodies will engage in sports, active tourism and other physical activities, including sexual activity.

	 

	A person active in the Social Sphere of Being will build a career, improve their education, master new skills, strive to buy a better home, car, and so on. They will build competitive social relationships with partners of their own level for an active life together.

	 

	A person with active mental bodies will search for information, read scientific literature, watch scientific and alternative videos on the Internet, seek answers to existential questions and questions about their origins, the meaning and purpose of life.

	Such a person will build relationships with adequate partners of the same level, with whom it will be possible to discuss supra-social issues.

	 

	Therefore, it is enough to look at how a person or family lives - what topics and issues interest them beyond life support, what country they live in, and so on - in order to draw some conclusions about their consciousness.

	 

	Today, in pop-esoteric circles, especially in totalitarian countries where people are deprived of all civil liberties and rights, it is common to say that they are “above the fray,” that they are not interested in politics, that they are “spiritually” developing.

	 

	It is precisely this kind of existence that fully testifies to the very low level of their consciousness - a level below the social one.

	 

	What place are they above the den - perhaps their butt, which hasn't been pecked by the roast rooster yet.

	 

	For spiritual development, for the development of consciousness, it is necessary, above all, to have this consciousness itself. It is impossible to develop what does not exist. The conservatory does not accept people without a musical ear.

	But how can one determine the presence of consciousness in a person? Not by his words about himself, or more precisely, not by the Image of himself.

	The presence of Consciousness, Soul is determined by the Being of a person at the level of mental bodies, and more precisely, at the level of Personal Consciousness Vishuddha and Worldview Consciousness Ajna.

	 

	Just as a person with an ear for music will not play in a false orchestra, so too, a person with Consciousness, a Soul, will not live in a soulless society that violates all spiritual principles.

	 

	And no excuses are appropriate here. Either a person has a Soul or they don't—and if they don't, then they can develop anything they want except Consciousness.

	 

	As Gurdjieff said, “Everyone has a little soul, but you have to earn your Soul.”

	 

	Therefore, a person with a Soul will never live in a totalitarian, fascist, aggressive, thoroughly deceitful, and hypocritical state. Even if they are well off financially and live on the very edge…

	A person with a Soul simply cannot live there...

	
Criteria of Truth in Spiritual Development  

	 

	When we talk about the Development of Consciousness, one of the most important principles is the Criterion of Truth. What is the truth of the fact that we are developing anything at all and moving anywhere? Not to mention that we are moving toward our destiny, and not against it.

	 

	Many people do not understand what the Criterion of Truth is and think that it is just their inner conviction in the correctness of their actions.

	 

	This is not true at all. Inner conviction is always present in everyone—even the most notorious murderer is convinced that he is saving the world.

	 

	The Criterion of Truth must be material, i.e., easily traceable from the outside and gradable, so that we can always easily determine how close we are to our goal.

	 

	For example, in sports there is an excellent Criterion of Truth, in the form of sports categories, competitions and awards.

	When a karateka receives another belt, he knows, and everyone around him knows, that this person has advanced in his karate training to the level of this belt.

	 

	When a person begins to engage in spiritual development, then, as a rule, he himself does not fully understand what this means and has no criteria for the truth of his real level of development and progress on the path of development.

	 

	For us, the main Criterion of Truth is the Being of a person and its change in proportion to the real change of consciousness.

	 

	If a person, as he or she engages in spiritual development, changes his or her existence in a more harmonious direction—moves to a freer, more democratic country from a totalitarian or authoritarian one, or goes to fight for freedom in his or her own country if it is not free; if he or she rebuilds his or her disharmonious relationships into more harmonious ones; if he or she changes his or her social activity from primitive to more active and harmonious, and so on—then this person is truly advancing in his or her spiritual development.

	 

	As Don Juan said in the books of C. Castaneda:
 

	To get the most out of life, a person must be able to change. The hardest part is intending to change.
….
Everything you do points to only one thing - you must destroy it all. Mercilessly.
 

	“But how, don Juan?” “What do you mean?” I asked, agitated. “I think it all comes down to one thing,” he replied. “You must leave your friends. You must say goodbye to them on good terms. You cannot continue on the warrior’s path with your personal history behind you. And if you do not break away from your old way of life, you will not be able to follow my instructions.”
 

	"Just a minute, just a minute, don Juan," I said. "I need to pull myself together. You're asking too much of me. The truth is, I'm not sure I can do all this. My friends are my family. My point of reference.
 

	"Exactly, exactly," he remarked, "your point of reference. That's precisely why you should part with them. Magicians have only one point of reference—infinity."
 

	If a person barely makes a living, is unable to build relationships, occupies a low social status, lives in an unfree country, and yet claims to be pursuing "spiritual development," then this person is simply a victim of deception and self-deception. Their entire illusion of any kind of development will be immediately shattered by reality as soon as they decide to do anything tangible...

	 

	The more information and services there are on the market, the more all sorts of alternative providers of all kinds, the more acute the question becomes about the Criteria of Truth of all theories expressed and materials posted.

	 

	As we already understand, the Human Mind can construct any logical structure, create any model and include in it a multitude of followers who do not think independently - thus, a new Egregor is formed.

	 

	When we ask adherents of various schools and movements - what did this give you, what did it change in your real life - the answers, as a rule, are like this: “We became different, our attitude changed, our understanding changed, we changed jobs or partners.”

	 

	If we consider such answers from the position of the Criteria of Truth, then if the Being of a person has not changed in any way, then there are no real changes.

	 

	Internal changes occur in any person as they mature and gain experience. And you don't need any esotericism for this.

	 

	Nowadays, the internet is home to a huge number of Alternative Historians—people who look at existing facts and artifacts and don't just listen to pointless explanations from tour guides, but instead try to think for themselves, collect materials online, analyze, research, and draw conclusions.

	 

	This is a very useful and interesting direction, allowing a thinking person, without leaving home, to become acquainted with a huge number of facts and artifacts, and also to be convinced of the absurdity and falsity of all modern social science.

	 

	But as soon as it comes to drawing any conclusions from all these alternative studies, we immediately see how all these “alternative” people find themselves captive to their Social Contract of the Country.

	 

	We immediately begin to hear such conclusions that the modern Russian language is the ancestor of all languages, that the whole world used to be Russia under the name Tartary, or the Kingdom of Kingdoms, that both Troy and Jerusalem are located on the territory of modern Russia and that Russia is the ancestral home of everything and everyone.

	 

	That is, we see the same great-power chauvinism, the same megalomania.

	 

	But at the same time, these same “alternative” people, in the same breath, endlessly talk about how Russia has been enslaved by some trade unions, the next Anglo-Saxons and other Germans...

	And this despite the fact that history knows of no such seizure of Russian territory. Even the Tatar-Mongol Yoke had already been abolished; it turns out that Rus' itself was the Great Horde.

	 

	The same is true of the current “rising from our knees” – but who brought whom to these knees and when?

	Over the last hundred years, it was Russia that threatened the entire world with a proletarian revolution, created a huge empire and produced mountains of weapons.

	 

	If Russia is such an ancient country and the progenitor of everything and everyone, then the question arises, why is it so poor and unhappy?

	Why does she constantly rewrite her history to suit each new ruler?

	Why does it constantly change its Constitution - the Basic Law - to suit each new ruler?

	 

	Where are the Criteria of Truth of this “ancient people”, “ancient history”, “ancient language”?

	 

	If, as some alternativeists claim, Russian is practically the ancestor of all languages, then why, just 300 years ago, did people in Rus' speak Old Church Slavonic, a language originating in Bulgaria, while the elites generally spoke French and German until the 20th century? The Cyrillic alphabet, created by the Bulgarians Cyril and Methodius, is not even worth mentioning.

	 

	It turns out to be some kind of megalomania and persecution mania at the same time, which does not at all characterize the people as ancient and significant.

	 

	For comparison, we can look at the People of Israel, who were actually exiled from their land 2,000 years ago and scattered throughout the world.

	And, despite this, the people did not dissolve, but preserved their history, faith and, at the first opportunity, revived their ancient language and their land.

	 

	That is, the criteria of the Truth of an ancient people are not empty statements about their own greatness, but facts - the real life of this people.

	 

	The people of Israel do not rewrite their history to suit a new time or a new ruler, but carefully preserve and study it.

	The people of Israel do not falsify their history or embellish it. If there was Egyptian slavery, then for thousands of years now, everyone has known about it and everyone has studied it, along with the destruction of the two Temples, the 70-year Babylonian captivity, pogroms and the Holocaust - for only from the lessons of the past can one learn in order to build the future.

	 

	Who in Russia today studies Stalin's atrocities, the endless Gulag Archipelago, the preparation for the world war and its unleashing together with Hitler, to transform the entire world into Soviet Republics.

	Who knows about the destruction of the intelligentsia, about the "philosophers' ships" on which Lenin exiled the Russian intelligentsia before Stalin began executing them? The destruction of temples, ancient facts, and artifacts—that's not the behavior of an ancient people; that's the behavior of invaders on foreign soil...

	 

	We've sometimes heard about the good Soviet education, especially since we ourselves received it. But what is the criterion for the true quality of a good education?

	The criterion of the Truth of education is the structure of society, the life of people, the development of the country.

	 

	What do we see? A vast, vast, and rich country is a prison for the peoples who inhabit it, where a handful of people have appropriated all the country's resources and endlessly frighten the population with some kind of fictitious threats.

	At the same time, many other countries strive to live in peace, friendship, and cooperation, raising their children accordingly.

	 

	So what was the "greatness" of Soviet education? What are the criteria for the true quality of its education? If a "great" country is incapable of creating its own smartphone, a high-quality car, consumer goods, or a decent way of life for its people...

	 

	If we abstract ourselves from the Criteria of Truth and do not pay attention to today's reality, but only attribute to ourselves all the discovered facts and artifacts of the past, then we can go very far in inflating our ego and pride.

	Of course, it is much easier to ascribe to oneself a great past than to fight for a worthy present and future.

	 

	As Zhvanetsky said, "If you can't get 10 rubles added to your salary, then fight for the abolition of the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact; nothing will happen to you for that."

	 

	The main criterion of the Truth of everything is the result of the completed action, applicable in real life.

	If there is no such result, then all actions were meaningless and useless.

	 

	It is pointless to engage in supposedly Esotericism to inflate one's ego and pride and solve purely social problems.

	There is no point in engaging in alternative history if the result will be, again, an inflated sense of self-importance and pride... in a primitive present.

	 

	Another necessary condition for research, which is missed by modern "alternative scientists," is the construction of a Complete Model of what is happening, not snatching away individual pieces, but rather the construction of a Unified, Consistent Model that will explain all known facts and phenomena...

	 

	If someone believes that Jerusalem was in Turkey or Russia, then they must explain the origin of all those artifacts, coins, manuscripts, and buildings described in ancient texts and located on the territory of Israel and Jerusalem, in particular the Qumran manuscripts, the Tomb of the Patriarchs in Hebron, the Tomb of Rachel the Forefather, the Tomb of Joshua, the fortress of Masada, and others...

	 

	But to simply, without any evidence, state that Jerusalem was somewhere other than where it is today, without constructing a Complete Model, without answering all the questions, is amateurism and primitivism...

	What does it mean to "sell your soul to the devil"

	 

	We were created to live in Consciousness, to perceive Universal Harmony, and to realize the Creator's Plan. This is how it was in Gan Eden (the Garden of Eden). After the viral (untimely installed) Mind program was implanted into the consciousness of Adam and Eve, humans gained the opportunity to build intelligent societies and fall outside the Hierarchy of Consciousness, outside the Light of the Creator.

	When a person completely disconnects from the Creator's Light, ceases to realize their life's purpose, and fulfills only a social program, they effectively renounce their Soul, their Consciousness. This is what it means to "sell one's soul" to the social devil. For our society is controlled by those who have enslaved us with the help of a viral (ill-timed) program called Reason, and who use people for their own ends and needs.

	 

	From the perspective of a social contract, where a person is a physical body, and the soul is something separate from the body, selling the soul to the devil looks like a common social transaction... A person sells something separate from himself.

	 

	In the Covenant Agreement, where a person is Consciousness, or Soul, one cannot sell the soul separately from the body. One can only cease to perceive, hear, and listen to it.

	 

	Don't think that selling your soul has to be some kind of deal involving signing a piece of paper, whereby a person acquires wealth and loses their soul. Look at modern Russia, where people kill their neighbors and destroy their cities for money. Where people, in search of big money and power, are willing to destroy their country and justify violating all spiritual laws.

	 

	This is selling your Soul to the Devil!

	Consciousness and Reason, what is the difference?

	 

	The very first and most important question in the topic of Spiritual Development, in all its manifestations and interpretations, is to understand the difference between Consciousness and Reason, as well as to realize the essence of these two categories and their purpose.

	 

	Consciousness is a certain Objective reality and the Level of Development of Consciousness of each specific person is also a certain Objective reality that a person can try to understand and comprehend.

	 

	The mind, unlike Consciousness, is a kind of accumulator and analyzer of information, capable of reconstructing the information it has into all sorts of theories, ideas, logical and not so logical chains, and so on.

	 

	It is Reason that comes up with all the Theories, Ideologies, Norms and Rules known to us.

	The mind also builds a Self-Image, - after all, it costs nothing to consider yourself as anyone you like - a magician, a cool guy, a developed person, even Napoleon...

	 

	It is on Reason that all modern pop esotericism is built, as well as all modern society with all its ideologies, religions and other systems.

	 

	In fact, everything that a person seems to know is just Lists of Information stored in his Memory for the Mind.

	Accordingly, society, in all its manifestations, invents and compiles a mass of new lists for the Mind.

	 

	It is enough to look at the mass of books written on all sorts of topics, at the mass of schools and courses on all sorts of development, with all the mass of literature written and rewritten there, in order to be convinced of the boundless and infinite Possibilities of the Mind.

	 

	The mind can come up with a lot, build any Model in memory within the framework of the Information it has and believe in this Model - this is what we call the Image of oneself.

	 

	It doesn’t matter how, where and to what extent a person develops his Mind, his Memory, fills them with a mass of Information, techniques and practices - this, absolutely, will not change anything in the person himself, in his Soul, in his Consciousness.

	 

	For man is Consciousness, not Reason.

	 

	And here we come to the most difficult part of this whole work - how exactly you can track your Consciousness, determine its Level and its Needs.

	How can one separate one's Consciousness, which is truly objective for a person, from the Mind, which is capable of constructing any Model, any Image of oneself.

	 

	Being always reflects Consciousness - a person can say and think about himself whatever he wants, but his Being, his Life, his Behavior will always reflect his True Level of Consciousness, expressed through his Needs and Desires.

	 

	If a person is engaged in business and sales, no matter what, and lives from these sales, then this is the Level of Consciousness of a Merchant, Trader.

	 

	A warrior will never live and do this.

	The Warrior will seek a place for himself in Society, where he can influence, lead, command, and push his ideas forward.

	 

	A person with a Level of Consciousness higher than that of a Warrior will strive for Knowledge, for independent Comprehension of the World, for Philosophy, for understanding the Essence of Things.

	Such a person will not strive to trade or manage - because, when engaged in any area of activity, we transfer our Center of Attention to the layer of reality corresponding to this activity and fix it at this Level.

	 

	And by attaching oneself to a lower Level of Consciousness, a person begins to experience real discomfort, like, for example, a real doctor of science who is forced, due to some circumstances, to sweep the streets, or guard a warehouse, or sell something unimportant...

	 

	Therefore, the difference between a merchant and a person of consciousness will be, first of all, reflected in their Being - where they live, how they live, with whom they live, what they do...

	 

	Secondly, the difference will be manifested in their ability and capacity for communication - a person-consciousness will not always and everywhere defend his image of himself, he is ready to listen to the meaningful and conscious arguments of the interlocutor, check them with his consciousness and respond, according to the Essence and the Nature of the issue under discussion.

	 

	A Man of Reason is never prepared to listen to anyone - he always knows everything himself - moreover, he is terribly afraid that someone will destroy his Image of himself and his model of the world - therefore, communication with such a person is possible only according to social protocol, without touching the Essence of things and the Personalities communicating...

	Life in the Mind and Life in Consciousness: The Difference Between the Level and Quality of Life

	 

	All duality, all the duality of human life, is determined by the presence of Reason and Consciousness—two sources of control. Consciousness is integrated into the light of the Creator and is called upon to realize human destiny in each incarnation. Reason is part of society and governs humans through social contract, social egregors.

	 

	We distinguish between two concepts: "standard of living" and "quality of life." Standard of living is a product of the mind, while quality of life is the result of the work of consciousness.

	 

	The Internet defines "Standard of Living" as:
 

	Standard of living, also known as standard of well-being or level of consumption, is the degree to which people's material and spiritual needs are satisfied by the amount of goods and services consumed per unit of time. Standard of living is based on the level of real per capita income and the corresponding level of consumption.
 

	So, we clearly see that all of this is a product of society and reason. The standard of living can be completely at odds with a person's spiritual life and purpose.

	The pursuit of money, prestigious houses, prestigious and highly paid jobs, services and goods, leaves a person neither the time, nor the energy, nor the desire to develop their spiritual component.

	 

	"Quality of life" is defined on the internet as follows:
 

	Quality of Life is an interdisciplinary concept that characterizes the effectiveness of all aspects of human life, the level of satisfaction of material, spiritual and social needs, the level of intellectual, cultural and physical development, as well as the degree of life safety.
 

	As we see, the internet struggles to provide a coherent definition of quality of life and immediately reverts to its own social definition of standard of living, only adding to it some vague notion of "the effectiveness of all aspects of human life." Moreover, if all aspects of life are entirely determined by society—i.e., work, housing, leisure, family—then it's unclear how standard of living differs from quality of life.

	 

	We define quality of life as the need of human consciousness to dwell in the light of the Creator, which can sometimes be diametrically opposed to the desire of the mind to dwell and succeed in society.

	 

	Living in the light of the Creator is expressed in the desire to live closer to nature, to creation, to live in a home on the earth, to keep pets. Spending more time in the forest, in the mountains, at the sea. Engaging in spiritual practices and developing one's consciousness.

	 

	As you can see, quality of life conflicts with standard of living. Living in the center of a modern big city, in a prestigious area with numerous social services, such as fitness, personal care, shopping, and so on, requires a lot of money. Earning a lot of money plunges a person into social slavery, leaving them with neither time, energy, nor motivation for anything else. They become social slaves, slaves to their own minds. For it was the mind that constructed this entire society and enslaved man.

	 

	How should a person act in this situation?

	If a person's upper body is underdeveloped, there's no problem—they live a "happy" life as a social slave, proud of their achievements and earnings. Housing in a prestigious area, an expensive car, and vacations at famous resorts constitute both their "standard of living" and their "quality of life."

	 

	It's much more difficult for a more developed consciousness. On the one hand, a person is obligated to work and earn a living, but on the other hand, such a person has a need for spiritual life, in the light of the Creator.

	Such a person lives in two worlds - in society and in the light of the creator.

	 

	G. Gurdjieff called such a life “the fourth way”, because it is not the path of a person who has completely renounced social life, and not the path of a person who has completely renounced his consciousness, his spirituality.

	 

	Living in two worlds is certainly much more difficult and requires much more energy than living in just one world.

	 

	Ancient books prescribe precisely this way of life to man. It is written in the commandment.

	 

	Exodus 35:2:

	 

	Please contact us. כל־העשה בו מלאכה יומת
 

	Our translation:

	 

	"Six days you shall do your work (craft), but on the seventh day you shall be separated from society and from the Lord. Anyone who practices a craft on that day shall be put to death."
 

	There's much to ponder here—what constitutes a departure from society and a connection with the higher world? What does it mean to be dead—physically or spiritually?

	 

	We see clearly that enslavement by modern society leads to the spiritual mortification of man and his living an empty life.

	 

	A person living in two worlds strives to find a compromise between social and spiritual life. Such a person strives to live on the land in a house in the suburbs, not in the city center. Such a person will devote time to nature, whether it's their own garden or spending time by the sea, in the forest, or in the mountains. Such a person will carefully choose their work and position to ensure they have time and energy for their spiritual life.

	 

	Of course, often such a person will have fewer social achievements, but will have more spiritual achievements in this incarnation.

	 

	Such a life corresponds to the level of consciousness “the principle of three”, when on the one hand there is society, and on the other hand - the light of the creator, and human consciousness must always find a position between them...

	Perceptual abilities in different castes

	 

	The abilities and possibilities of perceiving the world and man are different in different castes.

	Up to the level of perception of the Manipura chakra, up to the social level, a person has a Mind that is capable of operating only in 3-dimensional space.

	 

	Such people are capable of perceiving only what is directly related to their existence. They are incapable of multidimensional abstract thinking and always speak only about themselves.

	 

	It's easy to notice that in any conversation, they quickly shift their focus to themselves and start talking about themselves. Even when they seem interested in other people's affairs or events, they quickly take over the conversation and start talking about themselves.

	 

	People of the social caste are unable to focus on several aspects of existence simultaneously. Therefore, when they encounter more complex and multidimensional consciousnesses capable of simultaneously perceiving and discussing various aspects of life, social people will begin to feel as if their interlocutor is contradicting themselves.

	This can be compared to a 2-dimensional person seeing various cross-sections of a 3-dimensional object but unable to perceive the 3-dimensional object itself through them. It seems to them that one cross-section contradicts the other, because on a plane they truly don't fit together, but in 3-dimensional space they complement each other.

	 

	People with higher perceptions already use consciousness, not reason. Our consciousness is multidimensional, and everything depends solely on the level of their consciousness to which a person can perceive and self-reflect.

	 

	By developing their own consciousness, a person begins to perceive more and more dimensions of reality. Therefore, many aspects of existence that seem separate and independent to a social person are, for a more multidimensional consciousness, merely isolated sections from which this consciousness is able to reconstruct a complete multidimensional picture.

	  

	Another fundamental difference between social intelligence and multidimensional consciousness is the ability of consciousness to perceive multidimensional reality inaccessible to the mind, what we call intuition or direct knowledge.

	Consciousness, as they say, senses what is happening, and not just analyzes the information available to the mind.

	Therefore, a person of consciousness is able to discuss situations in a more complete manner, which is not yet accessible to a person of reason, and, on this basis, take actions that are incomprehensible to social people.

	 

	Accordingly, communication between people of consciousness and people of reason is practically impossible. Not only do people of consciousness perceive the world in a larger sense, but they also perceive purely social aspects of existence completely differently.

	However, he cannot explain this to a person of reason, for a person of reason relies on memory lists, memorized material, and accepted social authorities. Meanwhile, a person of consciousness is capable of perceiving the world independently and in a larger sense than is presented in society.

	 

	As a result, the man of consciousness causes irritation and rejection in the man of reason, at the same time as he himself tries in vain to explain to the man of reason how and where he gets his knowledge and information.

	What does the transition from the life of a Subpersonality to the life of a Personality mean?

	 

	After everything we have discussed in the previous parts of our book, including the concept of the Agreement, the differences between the Agreements of Reason and Consciousness, the differences between Reason and Consciousness, Personality and Subpersonality (Self-Image) and much more, let's talk about what, in practice, is meant by this Change of Agreement, the transition from life in the Image of oneself in Society to the life of a Human-Consciousness in the Agreement of the Light of the Creator.

	 

	The very first task of a person who wants to engage in his own development is the transition from life in the Mind, from the Subpersonality, to life in Consciousness, to the Personality.

	This can be a very difficult transition because a person will have to accept themselves as they really are, and not as they have imagined themselves to be and as they wish to appear to everyone around them.

	 

	If you pay attention, there are many taboo topics in society, and the subpersonalities living in society are not ready to talk about many topics.

	The question arises - why? After all, no one talks about intimate and purely personal topics, but rather about behavior, about what and how a person speaks, about how a person thinks, how he lives, and why he lives that way, and so on.

	However, very often one hears: I will not talk about these topics.

	This happens because the Subpersonality carefully guards the Image of Itself and does not give any reason to destroy this image.

	 

	The Personality has no sacred cows or taboo topics. The Personality is always ready to discuss any topic. The Personality is always ready to take responsibility for its behavior and words. If the Personality eventually realizes that it was previously mistaken or erroneous, then the person is ready to admit their error and change their mind, for they do not always consider themselves right and flawless in everything. The Personality realizes that if they were flawless and harmonious, they would not have incarnated in this world. And since they have incarnated, it means there is work to be done.

	 

	The transition from Subpersonality to Personality is a struggle with a sense of self-importance, with pride, with accepting full responsibility for one’s words and deeds.

	 

	The subpersonality cannot think because it lives in the Mind and uses memory lists, although it is convinced of the opposite, that it is precisely it that thinks.

	 

	But, simply ask the Subpersonality to clarify any of its statements, and we'll immediately see that there's no original thought behind these beliefs. They're all drawn from generally accepted social sources and are based on generally accepted social authorities.

	 

	Note that modern popular science literature always includes a huge list of references. This further demonstrates that such literature is written by subpersonalities for subpersonalities. When one lacks original ideas, why not cobble together yet another compilation from a mass of others' thoughts?

	 

	The transition from Subpersonality to Personality is a change of contract, a transition from a social contract to a contract of the Creator's Light. Therefore, there are very few who are capable of this…  

	How to determine the Level of Consciousness of a person

	 

	Let us try to understand not only the understanding, but also the sensation of the Levels of Consciousness.

	 

	So that every person, of course, who is interested in this, could easily and honestly determine his Level of Consciousness.

	To avoid what happens in almost all pop-esoteric schools, where every student who comes there, after a couple of classes, already begins to consider himself cool, developed, almost a “magician,” and so on.

	 

	From childhood, the human Mind learns to construct an Image of Itself, which is in no way connected to the actual Level of Consciousness of a person, but is merely an imaginary picture based on material heard, read, and inspired by the person’s environment.

	 

	It turns out that the real person himself is one thing, and his idea of himself, his Self-Image, is something else.

	At the same time, how does a person act - what is the basis of his Motivation?

	 

	Man is a herd creature, a collective one, and is controlled by the Egregors of the Collective, Agreements - of the country, family, clan, educational institution, work, hobby, and so on.

	Moreover, this control of a person occurs hierarchically, starting from the Mental Plane and descending to the Physical Plane.

	 

	Let us repeat, a person has two mental systems:

	 

	
		The subconscious is a more powerful system, located higher in the control hierarchy than the Personal Consciousness.

		Consciousness is a weaker system, located lower in the control hierarchy than the Subconscious.



	 

	The Mental Signal comes from the Contract to the Subconscious, and then, after passing through the Subconscious, it enters the Conscious and, further, the Astral Body, which generates Emotion and Desire in a person. These Emotions and Desires are then analyzed by the Mind.

	 

	Therefore, a person who knows nothing about the Subconscious and Consciousness will perceive his Emotions and Desires, mistakenly believing that they are his own, and not the result of the influence of Egregors (Agreements) on him from the higher, mental planes.

	 

	A person's subconscious is the entire experience accumulated over all of their incarnations, i.e., it is a certain egregorial structure that, interacting with an external signal, produces something as an output.

	This structure can be compared to an electronic microcircuit, for example, to a processor in a computer, which has certain algorithms built into it, and when various signals are received at its inputs, it will produce certain reactions at its outputs, as provided by these algorithms.

	 

	Similarly, in humans, we identify Behavioral Algorithms developed over past incarnations.

	When a Signal from a higher Mental Plane - from the Egregors - arrives at the Subconscious of a person, the structure of the Subconscious processes this Signal and produces a reaction that descends to the lower hierarchical levels of human control - to Consciousness and, further, to the Astral body.

	 

	It is clear that, depending on the developed Behavioral Algorithms of each individual person, the processing of the same Egregorial Signal in the Subconscious will be different.

	This is why different people behave differently in the same situations, react differently, and act differently.

	 

	So, we have identified the very first factor that determines Human Behavior - the Structure of his Subconscious.

	The more incarnations a person has lived and the more active his life has been, the more complex the structure of his Subconscious is.

	 

	For example, if a person did nothing in life, but only was born, studied, worked, started a family, gave birth to children and died - and so many lives in a row - then there will be no other Algorithms of Behavior in his Subconscious.

	 

	And if such a person has to face something unknown to him in a new incarnation, for example, a war, then he will be confused, lost and will not know what to do.

	At the same time, another person who has fought in many incarnations, when faced with war, will immediately begin to manifest the previously developed Algorithm of Behavior.

	 

	This is why we often see how small children, who have not yet learned anything, display behavioral algorithms that appear out of nowhere - they play chess, perform on stage, play musical instruments, and so on.

	 

	It should be noted that the majority of people living today live exactly like this - they manifest Behavioral Algorithms from the Subconscious as a reaction to Signals from the Agreement, i.e., they are controlled by the Collective Unconscious.

	 

	And all the differences in behavior among different people are explained by the differences in the developed Algorithms of Behavior in the Subconscious.

	 

	The person himself perceives the triggered Behavioral Algorithm from the Subconscious through his Nervous and Hormonal Systems, which ensure the transmission of the Signal from the Mental Plane to the Astral Plane.

	That is, a person begins to feel a Desire, an Emotion - to do something, or not to do something.

	 

	We often hear from people, for example, “Well, I went there and I wanted to live there, I got a motivation that I didn’t have and don’t have in the place where I live.”

	This can be explained very simply: most likely, a person already has the experience of living in that place in their Subconscious, and, having arrived there and having attuned themselves to this place, a person receives a Signal in their Subconscious, which passes through previously developed Behavioral Algorithms and produces a positive reaction at the output, which, with the help of the nervous and hormonal systems, is transformed into an Emotion felt by the person - I want to live there...

	 

	The majority of people live exactly like this - whether they want to or not.

	This happens because the next stage of filtering the Mental signal, namely Consciousness, is not active and does not work in most people.

	And, therefore, the signal from the Subconscious goes directly to the Astral Body and forms an Emotion.

	 

	We call such people unconscious, because they, i.e., the currently embodied Personality, do not in any way influence the formation of their own Behavior.

	 

	If the desires and emotions of such a person do not coincide with those accepted in his society, then modern medicine tries to suppress these desires - psychologically or medicinally.

	Both of these bring nothing but harm, because they do not work with the root cause of the emergence of these desires - with the Subconscious, and do not work with the ability to filter the signal of these desires in the Consciousness, i.e., at levels above the Astral Body, in which the Signals received from the Mental Plane trigger the Nervous and Hormonal Systems.

	 

	It is clear that if these systems have already been activated, and a person is trying to suppress an already formed desire or emotion, then such methods of suppression will bring nothing but destruction of the body.

	 

	We call working with the Structure of the Subconscious "working with Karma" - we are trying to change the Structure formed in the Subconscious so that it does not produce unwanted Reactions when a certain Signal from the Egregors arrives at its input.

	This work allows us to eliminate the very root cause of the occurrence of an unwanted signal, which leads to an unwanted emotion and unwanted behavior.

	 

	The problem with this method is that it is possible to reach the Subconscious only through a developed and active Consciousness, i.e., from a lower level of the mental hierarchy, or with the help of external, more developed consciousnesses.

	It is clear that in order to get from Consciousness to the Subconscious, it is necessary to synchronize and tune them, i.e., “spin up” Consciousness to the level of the Subconscious.

	 

	This is a separate complex topic that requires a lot of work and is inaccessible to a person with an inactive Consciousness.

	 

	This is all beautifully described in the Torah—the creation of the ranks of High Priests to ensure connection with the higher Mental Plane, the ranks of Priests to work in the Temple, which was, roughly speaking, a "machine" for receiving the Signal from the higher consciousness and transmitting it to the people. And the People of Israel itself, who were to carry the Light of the Creator, i.e., facilitate the Spiritual Development of all humanity.

	 

	At the level of Consciousness, a person can comprehend and understand the signal coming from the Subconscious - this Thought, Idea, check it according to various Criteria, and then either accept it or reject it.

	An idea accepted by Consciousness is passed on to the Astral Plane and forms an Emotion, a Desire for a specific, already meaningful and conscious Action.

	Such a person does not have to fight with his Emotions and Desires, does not have to suppress them - he simply does not have unnecessary and unconscious Emotions and Desires - they are corrected at the Level of Consciousness.

	 

	A conscious person can always explain what, how, why and for what purpose he does what, where and why he wants to go, what goal he wants to achieve...

	The life of a conscious person is fundamentally different from the life of an emotional person.

	 

	If a person wishes to try to independently assess his Level of Consciousness, then he should make a few simple observations:

	 

	
		Identify your life needs and goals, for example, finding a good job, or finding a harmonious partner, or finding answers to questions.
 

		Outline an Action Plan to achieve your Goal and set deadlines for yourself - the end point and checkpoints.
 

		Each time you reach a checkpoint, evaluate the results achieved, the efforts made, analyze your actions and adjust them.
 

		Upon reaching the final deadline, or upon achieving the Goal, conduct a full analysis of the achieved result.
 



	The Ancient Calendar was built specifically for this kind of Work with Consciousness, and it even designated Special Dates for various stages of the Work.

	The work itself takes place in annual cycles - more details in other sections.

	 

	Conscious Individuals try to live exactly this way, setting Goals for themselves in each annual cycle and achieving them, analyzing their Actions and adjusting them.

	 

	But ordinary social people live by the principle - today I want one thing, and tomorrow another - they don’t know their own goals and desires, and they’re not ready to plan or do anything...

	And so, you look at such people a year later, two years later, five years later - and “they’re still in the same place”...

	 

	Some people, when communicating with us, ask: “Why do you need all this? What does it give you in life? How does all this information and understanding it help you in your everyday life?”

	 

	It is very difficult to answer this question in a social contract, because although all this knowledge is very helpful in ordinary social life, it is not the main thing.

	 

	Let's start with the main thing. If a person develops a need for information, it means that their consciousness, i.e., the self-reflection of their multidimensional consciousness, has risen from the level of energy, from the level of the material and social world, to the level of information.

	 

	We remember that our world is created by a hierarchy: consciousness – information – energy. Accordingly, our development occurs in reverse order. The simplest consciousness learns to perform "12 simple actions," then, as complexity increases, consciousness advances to the level of "7 dual states," where it develops a genuine need for information. For without real information, relying solely on propaganda and lies, it will be impossible to navigate the seven-dimensional coordinate system.

	 

	Now let us consider what this more complex consciousness gives us in everyday life.

	For example, a person says that he is only interested in his work, his family and his leisure time with all the issues that go along with it.

	And he doesn't understand why anyone would waste time, energy, and money, taking it away from family, work, and leisure, on studying spiritual knowledge and practices. He says it's completely incomprehensible and unnecessary.

	 

	We have already explained above why this is incomprehensible and unnecessary to him - he simply has a simpler consciousness.

	And why a person strives for information is also clear - he has such a need.

	The need for Information for personal consciousness is comparable to the need for food for the physical body.

	 

	With a more complex consciousness and a greater volume of information, a person begins to perceive the Light of the Creator. This means they gain a unique opportunity to perceive Universal Harmony and, consequently, to correlate everything that happens with this harmony, with the Light of the Creator. Only at this level of consciousness development does a person gain the ability to independently distinguish between good and evil, truth and falsehood, and to perceive themselves, others, and the world around them in a much broader range.

	 

	These new opportunities allow a person to navigate life much better, perceive cause-and-effect relationships, choose a place to live, work, friends, and partners.

	Ordinary, social people sometimes don't understand why someone they know suddenly quit a well-paying job or moved to another country for no apparent financial reason, or even at great personal loss. Why do people who have lived together for many years suddenly separate, suffering great financial losses?

	 

	All this sometimes happens precisely because of the expanded perception of the world that a person with a more developed consciousness acquires. For such a person, life is no longer a series of coincidences. They perceive causes and their consequences, perceive signs and omens of the system, and navigate by them.

	 

	If we recall what we said about illnesses that originate on the mental plane, i.e., at the level of consciousness, and then “descend” to the energetic and physical planes of existence, then people with a more developed consciousness begin to perceive these illnesses, whether in a person or in society, at a much earlier stage and can begin to take measures for healing.

	 

	Thus, a more developed human consciousness acquires new needs for information and awareness, and also gives a person greater opportunities in all areas of life.

	The Difference Between Knowledge/Understanding and Awareness

	 

	The mind is capable of learning, collecting information, knowledge and accumulating them in memory lists.

	 

	We've had the chance to talk to people, tell them about our research, our philosophy, and hear in response something like, "We already know this, we've heard or read this somewhere before. We even somehow agree with it," and so on.

	 

	From the outside, it may seem that there is no difference between us and these people - both we and they are familiar with some information, store it in memory, analyze it with the Mind and agree with its conclusions...

	 

	But, nevertheless, there is a difference, and it is huge and fundamental.

	For us, this is not only and not just information stored in memory, it is our Awareness, i.e., the Perception of our Consciousness, the inclusion of our Consciousness in such a Contract in which this reality exists - i.e., for Consciousness, this is not information in memory, but this is the Real World in which this Consciousness lives.

	 

	Many of us ask - what is the fundamental difference between knowledge, understanding and awareness - well, so you realized it, and what next, how and in what way is it expressed and manifested?

	 

	The question is very natural for those who do not have their own Awareness and live in the Mind - they really do not understand.

	The funniest thing is that some pop esotericists, who talk in words about the Assemblage Point, about the Agreement, themselves do not understand what it is - that the Fixation of the Assemblage Point and the Agreement are the World of man, the world of his Consciousness, which is reflected in his Being.

	 

	That is, Being always reflects the Real World of Man, his real Fixation of the Assemblage Point, because Consciousness, and not Reason, controls a person’s life, even if he himself is not Aware of it.

	All life Motivation, all Emotions and Desires are formed from the Agreement in which a person lives, and are determined by his true, and not fictitious, Fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	Therefore, Awareness is the Fixation of the Assemblage Point and life in a world where everything Conscious is reality.

	But Knowledge and Understanding do not depend in any way on a person’s real world - a person can live in a completely different world and think that he knows and understands something else...

	 

	This is where a fundamental misunderstanding and impossibility of communication always arises between a person of Reason and a person of Consciousness, which we talked about a lot in the first two parts of the book, even when they seem to be talking about common topics and agree with each other that they both know, understand and accept this.

	 

	But, a person of Consciousness lives in the Agreement of this reality, and a person of Reason only talks about it in the same way as he talks about many other things, but he lives, at the same time, in a completely different Agreement.

	 

	For example, when discussing life in a totalitarian country, a person of Reason and a person of Consciousness can come to common conclusions, agree in words that life in such a country greatly limits the Mental and Spiritual Development of the Individual, forces the individual to constantly lie, not have his own opinion and, even more so, not to express his opinion out loud if it does not coincide with the only officially correct one, in order to avoid problems.

	 

	A Man of Reason will even say that it doesn’t bother him, that he understands everything, but he lives by the principle - my hut is on the edge, and goes about his business...

	This means that the real Fixation of the Assemblage Point of such a person of Mind is in the zone of this Totalitarian Agreement, with which this person calmly, or not so calmly, but gets along.

	 

	Unlike a man of Reason, a man of Consciousness, if he has realized the whole problematic of the Totalitarian Agreement, then he has shifted his Assemblage Point to another position and left this Agreement.

	Now, he can no longer live there like that - he will look for all possible ways to change his country of residence to a freer, more democratic country that will correspond to the true Fixation of his Assemblage Point.

	 

	The same can be said about choosing a place of work and building relationships.

	A conscious person will not voluntarily work in a disharmonious place of work and will not be in a disharmonious relationship.

	 

	Thus, having looked at the Being of a person, at where and how he lives, what he does in life, how he provides for his existence, what position he occupies in society and in what society, with what partner he lives, how he spends his leisure time and much more, covering all sides, all aspects of Being, we can very specifically and realistically determine the Level of Consciousness of a person and the Fixation of his Assemblage Point.

	 

	A Man of Reason simply accumulates some Knowledge, which has practically no effect on his Being - as a result, he lives the same way as everyone else in his social environment-contract, simply moving from one age stage to another...

	 

	If we now, understanding the differences between Reason and Consciousness, look at the majority of pop-esoteric schools and courses, as well as the Being of their leaders, we see ordinary people living by the social values of the first three castes, the lower Levels of Consciousness, yet simultaneously discussing "magic," "esotericism," "Kabbalah," and so on. One such figure even went so far as to say that "Kabbalah" had become a social science, akin to psychology...

	 

	It is not without reason that Ecclesiastes (Kohelet), a collected personality, said: “Fear the multitude of books,” for the multitude of books testifies to the work of the Mind, but not of Consciousness.

	 

	And the name “Kabbalah” itself, translated, means “receiving” – receiving the Light of the Creator, and not studying many books.

	 

	We know that many real Masters do not live in society; they only occasionally, out of necessity, intersect with society - for example, the Shaman described by V. Serkin, or Don Juan described by K. Castaneda, or even Robert Monroe, who built his institute outside of society.

	 

	And, even more so, true Masters never conduct mass classes with social people, because all this activity binds them to the Social Contract, shifts their Center of Attention to a completely different position, which is no longer comfortable for them, energy-consuming and meaningless.

	 

	In pop-esoteric circles, there is an opinion that even when working with such socially damaged people who simply need to be treated, the leader develops some kind of personal “development”.

	This is a complete misunderstanding of the essence of things and a profound misconception, because when working closely with socially challenged individuals, a leader is forced to attune and synchronize with them, otherwise they will simply scatter. At the same time, this leader squanders his energy solely on the level of his followers.

	It is very clearly visible and readable that the level of the leader is fully consistent with the overall level of his site, school, and group.

	And, by engaging in such crowd work, the leader himself will never move forward or develop.

	 

	Moreover, the majority of the managers of such establishments are engaged in this activity solely for the money—they simply make a living from these sales, without being involved in any other social activities. In other words, they are ordinary traders who have found a convenient market for themselves, sustained by today's deprived and spiritually deprived youth.

	 

	Thus, the whole puzzle fits together beautifully into a single picture - people at the level of merchant - beginning manager, i.e., somewhere at the transition from the second to the third caste, take advantage of the presence of the market, i.e., the demand for new lists of the Mind and supply these lists under beautiful names in the form of seminars, practices, magical items, etc.

	 

	What is happening is ordinary work at the level of Reason, which has nothing to do with any Consciousness and its Development...

	 

	Real Work with a Master is always a very close one-on-one interaction, like that described by K. Castaneda, and not mass lectures and seminars without any feedback, without Criteria of Truth, without a clearly defined Goal, and without any real, not fictitious Result.

	 

	Having dealt with the Levels of Consciousness and the Criteria of Truth for each level, we can now easily define pop esotericism.

	Pop esotericism is a collection of fairy tales, stories, exercises, and objects for people with the "12 Simple Actions" Level of Consciousness.

	 

	As we wrote above, this level of consciousness seeks Simple Actions.

	He is not capable of thinking independently, researching, analyzing, searching for the Criteria of Truth - he is looking for someone who will tell him what and how to do.

	 

	At the same time, attending all kinds of classes, courses, seminars, retreats, etc. is also an ordinary Simple Action.

	Performing exercises - practices, purchasing "artifacts" and the like - these are all ordinary Simple Actions.

	 

	Trips to all kinds of conferences, outings into nature, trips to places of power for “meditation” - these are all ordinary Simple Actions.

	 

	What goals does a person involved in pop esotericism strive to achieve?

	 

	Health, Wealth, Sexual Partner, Creating a Family, Rest, Entertainment, etc. - that is, exclusively Simple Actions of the Material World, described by the consciousness of the “12 simple actions”.

	 

	And then, the most interesting question: can a person who is involved in pop esotericism change anything in his life and achieve any of these goals?

	 

	The result depends entirely on the Master-Guide.

	If this is a person with the same Level of Consciousness of the “12 Simple Actions”, who uses pop esotericism to generate income, so as not to work anywhere else, then there will be no Result from classes with such a “master”.

	 

	If the Master has a higher Level of Consciousness, then he is able to shift the Assemblage Point of the adept, who will be able to fully attune himself to this Master.

	This mostly happens to female mediums who are hooked on a Male Master, or to male mediums who are attuned to a Female Master.

	 

	If in the work of groups with a higher Level of Consciousness, the main factor is the Consciousness of the Master and the Consciousness of the Adept, then in groups with the Level of Consciousness “12 Simple Actions”, the main factor is personal sympathy and sexual attraction, i.e., aspects of the Physical World.

	 

	The adherents of such groups are in no way capable of perceiving and evaluating the Consciousness of the Master-Guide, and judge him solely by his social manifestations and by their social assessment of his actions - like - this one is good, kind, gentle, - and that one is an "evil bastard"...

	 

	Very often, the entire work of pop-esoteric groups is based on the fact that the leader tells his followers some new information that he himself heard from his leader - thus, a hierarchical network of dissemination of some information is created, which, in itself, gives nothing to anyone except income to the leader, but contributes to the increase of the self-esteem of the followers.

	 

	The adept feels his importance, because he can now show off his non-standard knowledge in society - however, if someone in this society starts asking such an adept questions - "where is the firewood from" - then such a would-be adept will immediately accuse the interlocutor of primitivism and socialism, like "eh, there are no men (women) of the fourth (fifth, sixth, seventh...) Caste around."

	 

	It is very popular for the masses to use existing egregorial concepts in pop esotericism, such as “magic,” “Kabbalah,” and so on.

	 

	People with a simple level of consciousness have no idea what this is, because in their world, in the world of the "12 Simple Actions," these realities do not exist, and therefore, the leader can fill these terms with any logical meaning, for example, by declaring that "Kabbalah" is a science, thereby combining an enticing ancient name with a familiar modern simple action.

	 

	It turns out to be a very tempting and attractive hybrid - a sort of bird-horse - on the one hand, it seems to be science, and on the other, some kind of secret ancient teaching, and all of this is supposedly now available to everyone...

	 

	Before, for some reason, it was only accessible to a few, but now - go ahead, Vasya, it's open to everyone...

	And what do we see - a million-strong audience, international seminars, a ton of books, films, videos - that is, a ton of Simple Actions and a complete zero in the end...

	 

	But what we don't see is Kabbalists, people capable of Perceiving a High Level of Consciousness, Universal Harmony - for this requires a completely different Level of Consciousness, from which it is impossible to create a crowd - we don't see a single one who would be capable of presenting the Ancient Knowledge for a modern person, and not endlessly rewriting the interpretations written in the old Agreements, which are not based on the realities known to us today, such as computer technology, aeronautics, astronautics, and so on.

	 

	So it turns out that a few with the Level of Consciousness "7 Dualities" and higher are engaged in Kabbalah, and the masses with the Level of Consciousness "12 Simple Actions" are engaged in simple actions under the signboard "science-Kabbalah" - and the main thing is that everyone is happy...

	 

	The same thing happens with the concept of “magic”.

	All sorts of mass "magic" schools are nothing more than simple actions, like attending a seminar, completing a practical exercise, purchasing some kind of "artifact," attending an off-site seminar, and so on...

	 

	For real Magic, a higher Level of Consciousness is necessary, which, by the way, all these home-grown “magicians” talk about, retelling what they heard from each other - that “magic is for magicians”, i.e., that a person must have a certain Level of Consciousness to practice Magic.

	 

	But pseudo-magicians cannot determine this Level of Consciousness, because they themselves do not have it, and their goal is to create a crowd and make money.

	So they come up with all sorts of nonsense, like “if you came to us, if you’re interested in this, it means you’re already ready, you’re almost a magician” and other such nonsense.

	 

	Moreover, such “magicians” are very fond of comparing their self-invented “Assemblage Points”, without understanding what they are and without having any Criteria of Truth for the real determination of a person’s Level of Consciousness and his Agreement.

	 

	We have often received requests like, “Tell me where my Assemblage Point is and what my purpose in this life is,” or, “A magician told me that my Assemblage Point is already on Anahata – tell me what I need to do and how to develop further”...

	 

	It's important to understand that in this context, we're not talking about the Assemblage Point at all. The Assemblage Point is located where it was established in childhood, when the Social Contract was being assembled.

	 

	We are talking here about the Center of Attention (Point of Perception) - which can actually move throughout the human body, depending on the situation or the energy saturation of a particular body.

	 

	For example, if we are in the office at work, our Center of Attention will be in the Manipura region, while having sex - in Svadhisthana, if we are capable of it.

	 

	To be friends and to love – our focus shifts to Anahata. If we are capable of it.

	 

	By comprehending information and engaging in conscious discussion, our Center of Attention rises to Vishuddha. If we are able to enter into deep meditation and attune ourselves to Higher Consciousness, then our Center of Attention rises to Ajna and beyond.

	 

	At the same time, our Assemblage Point remains within its usual range, assimilating the same world, while we merely shift our Attention across the various layers (frequencies) of this world. Read more in the chapter "Assemblage Point and Point of Perception (Center of Attention").

	 

	That is, we are witnessing a typical socio-egregorial psychosis, like the launch of a new, well-advertised iPhone, when people with the "12 Simple Actions" level of consciousness begin to perform all sorts of simple and meaningless actions, like standing in line from evening until morning, or spending the night in a tent outside the store, in order to acquire this new toy...

	 

	What we, again, never see are real Magicians, people who actually have a Higher Level of Consciousness and are capable of doing something, first of all, with themselves, with their lives...

	 

	We can clearly see that all these social magicians are ordinary socially controlled puppets with the level of consciousness of the "12 Simple Actions", who have simply found a convenient social niche for themselves for easy earnings, which does not require either serious education or hard work, but is entirely built on the egregorial influence on simple consciousnesses.

	 

	No one demands any Criteria of Truth from such a self-proclaimed magician, any confirmation of his actual magical abilities - he calls himself a "magician", refers to a well-known authority, copies something he heard somewhere onto his website - and now you're a magician, recruiting groups...
 

	If you look closely, among all the modern "magicians," "Kabbalists," and other "esotericists," there are virtually no people who have contributed their own philosophy, their own understanding and interpretation of the world. Everyone simply and stupidly cites and relies on generally accepted social authorities.

	 

	Like, I'm a student of so-and-so, and he, as everyone knows, was a great magician, or Kabbalist...

	 

	A thinking person, at this point, has a number of questions:

	 

	
		But was this authority really a great magician or Kabbalist?

		And you, his supposed student - what does that have to do with it? Knowing someone else doesn't make you a Kabbalist magician...

		A Magician or Kabbalist must, at least in some way, demonstrate their abilities and potential. Simply retelling someone else's thoughts, and even with one's own interpretation, has not yet made anyone a Man of Knowledge - a Magician or a Kabbalist...



	 

	That is, we see that at the level of consciousness of the “12 Simple Actions,” no one is interested in the Essence of the Question, no one is trying to comprehend anything, look for criteria of truth, check, and so on - everyone is satisfied with empty words and simple actions...

	 

	This is what all modern pop-esotericism is based on...

	 

	At the same time, one shouldn't think that true Esotericism, Magic, and Kabbalah don't exist—they exist, but they're invisible and inaudible. And the further we go, the less visible and audible they'll become, for the Level of Consciousness in each subsequent generation becomes simpler as it moves away from the Source. And the few with a developed consciousness complete their developmental journey in this world and pass away.

	 

	This means that even what was accessible in the past becomes inaccessible, profaned and distorted in the present; it is enough to look at the interpretations of the Torah and the attitude towards the Torah in the past and in the present...

	 

	Therefore, statements such as that today, previously closed knowledge suddenly becomes accessible to everyone, like the “science of Kabbalah,” are nothing more than social advertising to attract ordinary consciousness to some kind of crowd.

	Whether this brings any benefit to the social puppets, I won’t take it upon myself to judge, but it has nothing to do with Kabbalah, with Receiving the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Today, the "Abbala Academy" with its multi-million audience and thousands of congresses is creeping out of every crack in social advertising.

	The main idea that is promoted in all advertising - be it media, videos, films, articles - is one simple thought - “We need to unite”.

	They say that all our problems are because we are divided - let's unite...

	 

	I don't see any fundamental difference in this from the statement of Leopold the Cat, a true peacemaker cat, and his main slogan, repeated at the end of each cartoon episode - "Guys, let's live in peace."

	 

	This is a purely social-communist slogan: "Let's all work according to our abilities and we will receive, first, according to our work, and then according to our needs" - it sounds great, but it didn't work out, for some reason it doesn't work...

	 

	And living in harmony, for some reason, also doesn’t work out - it doesn’t work... because everyone’s consciousness is different and each caste can and should live by its own rules...

	 

	So, what kind of “science-Kabbalah” is this, which repeats old and ineffective slogans in a new manner?

	 

	After all, it should be clear even to a hedgehog that:

	 

	
		Any unification is possible around some Idea.

		Uniting around an Idea is only possible starting from the Level of Consciousness “7 Dualities”, because Simple Consciousness does not have, and cannot have, any Ideas - there are only Simple Actions, like coming to a congress - hanging out, showing off and looking at others...

		Uniting around an idea is only possible for people of one caste, and not for everyone.



	 

	It's impossible to unite proletarians, people with the most basic level of consciousness, around the Idea of Conscious Labor for the Good of All Society. That's why socialism, much less communism, was never built in a proletarian country—they only corrupted these words...

	 

	Likewise, pop-Kabbalists, shouting on every corner about some kind of unification of who knows who, around who knows what, without the slightest understanding of human nature, the different levels of consciousness and the different existence at each level, achieve nothing but slogans.

	 

	The funniest thing is that all the books that these modern social pop-kabbalists refer to begin with explaining to us the Creation, the Creation of Man and the various Levels of Consciousness.

	 

	The question must arise here: what difference does it actually make how one interprets Ancient Texts? They say that times change, and therefore, so do interpretations—likely, something that was once accessible to a select few, but today, in our enlightened age, it's revealed to the masses...

	 

	And the difference is that if at the level of consciousness of the “12 Simple Actions” the action itself is important: came to the congress, sat, read, met, listened, and so on, then, at the level of consciousness of the “7 Dualities” and higher, the Result is important, or more precisely, the Change of Consciousness, the Development of New Qualities, a real attunement with the Light of the Creator, and not just talk about it.

	 

	This Real Result is the Criterion of the Truth of this or that interpretation of this or that Agreement.

	 

	If in one Agreement we hear only beautiful slogans, like “guys, let’s live in peace, let’s unite and build communism with a Kabbalistic face,” but at the same time we don’t see any real results, except for inflated self-esteem, then such an Agreement is useless and meaningless from the standpoint of the Development of Consciousness.

	 

	If, however, another interpretation of the same texts gives us the Path to a real change in the Level of Consciousness, even if accessible only to a few, then such a Treaty is a Treaty of Real Spiritual Development...

	 

	There is another important Criterion of Truth for understanding and interpreting Ancient Texts. It is not for nothing that it is said that in every generation there must be someone who can perceive the Essence and Meaning embedded in the Thought-Form assigned to the text and express them in the realities of the modern Treaty, for from generation to generation, the Treaty and human Being change.

	 

	For example, what is described in old fairy tales as a talking mirror could very well turn out to be a smartphone today.

	Not to mention all sorts of fiery chariots, roaring into the sky in clouds of fire and smoke, and other flying carpets... which today are perceived as rockets and airplanes.

	 

	Therefore, when we see yet another "Kabbalist" who is unable to interpret the Ancient Text, but is trying to somehow adapt an already existing and outdated interpretation to suit today's needs, we understand that we are not talking about a Kabbalist, but about yet another profane person who does not have any Thoughts of his own, his own understanding and interpretation...

	Understanding the Essence of Things is always reflected in their brief and clear presentation, adapted to the era and the Level of Consciousness of the target audience.

	 

	Therefore, when we see the endless amount of unreadable materials written for the audience of bygone civilizations, we remember the message of Kohelet (Ecclesiastes):

	 

	“And most of all, my son, beware of the making of countless books and the exhaustion of the body (flesh) from much idle talk.”

	 

	Ability to perceive Multidimensional reality

	 

	Our philosophy is based on the fact that the world is the Thought of the Creator, i.e., a very complex and multidimensional consciousness, which we perceive as Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	The multidimensionality of the world in our three-dimensional perception means that there are an infinite number of variations of every moment of our lives. These variations differ from one another in minute ways that we are sometimes unable to perceive. We can constantly move between these parallel realities without even noticing it.

	 

	When they say that “by changing ourselves we change the world,” it means that any change in personality takes us into another reality, where many things and people around us become a little different.

	 

	Parallel realities may differ from ours in the speed of time, meaning we can travel to the past and future, but not to our reality, but to a parallel one that is very similar to ours. More on this in the following chapters.

	 

	Now I would like to say a few words about multidimensional consciousness, about the ability to perceive multidimensional reality with consciousness.

	 

	Some people believe that if they perceive a person’s aura, see the energy cocoon and chakras, then this is already multidimensional perception.

	 

	We don't think so. It's just another slice, another three-dimensional section of a multidimensional reality. Humans still perceive three dimensions, but different ones than the ordinary material world.

	 

	This can be compared to how we represent a 3-dimensional object on paper as many different 2-dimensional sections. Each section is different from the next, but they are all 2-dimensional.
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	When a person develops the ability to perceive more than three dimensions, it will not be visual perception, but informational.

	 

	What is called direct knowledge, or intuition.

	 

	A person begins to perceive a diversity of possible situations and events, where each possible branch of reality will have a different energy density. That is, some options will be perceived as more probable, and others as less probable.

	 

	We could say that our habitual perception of the three-dimensional world, whether in the form of objects or luminous cocoons, is a perception at the energy level.

	 

	Extended perception of multivariance is perception at the level of information.

	 

	And with an even more expanded and active consciousness, it is possible to perceive the world at the level of consciousness, when the program is perceived, i.e., the “mechanism” itself, behind multivariate events.

	Living in Multidimensional Consciousness

	 

	Our Mind is three-dimensional, and with its help we perceive our three-dimensional world, constructed by our subconscious from an external multidimensional signal—the Light of the Creator. At the level of the Manipura body, we have a viral program called Mind.

	 

	Below the Manipura level of consciousness, a person is withdrawn. They perceive the outside world and other people exclusively through themselves, through their needs, desires, and interests.

	 

	For such a person, sex is, first and foremost, about satisfying their own sexual needs. They have no desire or need to interact with a partner or to satisfy them. They will certainly try to do so if they are explained and taught how, but they have no personal need to do so.

	 

	Likewise, all social activities will be done solely for personal satisfaction. In production, such a person will think primarily of his own benefit, not the success of the entire enterprise, and so on.

	 

	If a person does not have developed higher bodies, then he will be an egoist, fixated on himself, although, perhaps, well-bred and educated, having built a very beautiful Image of Himself.

	 

	But here we are not talking about the Image, but about the Essence.

	 

	At the level of the Anahata body, we already have a more multidimensional consciousness that goes beyond our own Ego and interacts with the outside world.

	 

	It is important to understand that we are constantly talking about a conditional section of the multidimensional human Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon, which is an integral part of the entire world, the entire thought form of a higher consciousness.

	Therefore, even when we talk about being locked in a cocoon and about going beyond the cocoon, this is done purely conditionally to satisfy our 3-dimensional mind.

	In reality, all of this occurs within the framework of a single multidimensional field, where structures that match in parameters and characteristics interact.

	 

	Only the consciousness of the Anahata body is capable of building real connections with others. Therefore, only at the level of this consciousness are true love and friendship possible, requiring not selfish consumption for oneself, but genuine empathy and care for others.

	 

	The consciousness of the Vishuddha body is even more multidimensional and is capable of perceiving the surrounding world in an even larger volume.

	Such a person is able to perceive other people, their thoughts, feelings and behavior patterns.

	In practice, this is expressed in the perception of many bodies at the same time, which makes such people incomprehensible and uncomfortable in communication with more ordinary people.

	 

	Sometimes the interlocutor has not yet had time to express his thought, and we already know not only everything that he wanted to say, but also everything that he can say, and even what he does not want to say.

	 

	People with an active Ajna body, with a multidimensional Ajna consciousness, perceive both the person they're talking to and their entire world as a whole. Full-fledged communication with social people is practically impossible for such people, except perhaps according to social protocol: "Hello, how are you?" - "Good, thank you," and that's it.

	 

	When we say that people with a more complex consciousness, i.e., with a larger number of active bodies, perceive the world in a larger volume, then we also say that such people are able to perceive the thought forms of other people and interact with higher consciousnesses.

	 

	A person of reason is a social person; they communicate based on their knowledge and their memory lists. Before speaking, they find the necessary information in their memory lists, extract it from there into a thought form, and then verbalize this thought form.

	 

	A conversational partner with a more developed consciousness is able to read this thought form even before it is voiced. Moreover, such a person is able to read not only the information contained in this thought form but also its emotional content—that is, they know in advance both what their conversational partner is about to say and how they feel about it. Furthermore, a person with a developed consciousness also perceives the communication space, from which they can read the other person's attitude toward them, their mood, their hidden inner motives, and much more.

	 

	Therefore, more intelligent people often interrupt their interlocutors and begin to react to information that hasn't yet been expressed, even to information that wasn't intended to be expressed. This is certainly not polite according to social protocol, and it irritates and stresses out social people.

	 

	Understanding the complexity of our human structure, we see that what is called “love” in society is, in our reality, divided into many components in many bodies.

	 

	This also includes a comfortable perception of the partner’s physical body, its shape and smell.

	This is satisfying sex with a partner.

	This is spending time together, family, children, relaxation.

	This is a love relationship.

	These are common interests and needs, hobbies, etc.

	This is a common worldview, a single agreement.

	 

	All of this is included in the social concept of love, and for a social person, sometimes one of the first three is enough to say that he has love.

	 

	Difficulties arise in more developed people who have more active bodies and are able to perceive more dimensions.

	 

	Let's imagine a person who is able to perceive all of the above and who strives to find an adequate partner.

	 

	What is the probability that the partner will match all active bodies? It is very small.

	What should we do then?

	 

	We affirm that it is necessary to orient oneself by the highest active body, because in the hierarchy of consciousnesses, each higher consciousness controls a lower consciousness.

	 

	Of course, if needs do not fully coincide, such a couple will have to work on their own egoism and acceptance of a partner who is different from themselves in any body.

	Life in Multiple Worlds

	 

	If we move from the multidimensional consciousness of man to the even more multidimensional consciousness of our creators and rulers, then we must understand that they think—they create not only the world that we perceive through our assemblage point, but also a significantly more complex Psycho-Info-Energy signal, which will be displayed to us as multiple parallel worlds.

	 

	Let me try to explain this using the analogy of a television signal in a cable.

	Many "consciousnesses" - television stations from different countries - create programs, produce individual signals, which are then combined into a single cable.

	 

	We can consider multiple stations together as one multidimensional station, and their combined signal as a single multidimensional signal.

	 

	At the same time, our television receiver, like our consciousness, is capable of selecting only one station at a time. Tuning the television to one station is analogous to tuning our assemblage point to a portion of a more complex signal.

	 

	Thus, at one moment in time we can perceive Paris, and at another moment in time, by slightly shifting the television setting, we can perceive London - that is, different worlds.

	 

	We proceed from the assumption that there is an infinite number of worlds parallel to our consciousness, which are a single thought form of a more complex consciousness than ours.

	 

	And we are able to move through these worlds with the help of our assemblage point.

	Just as the sun may be shining in Paris, while it may be raining in London at the same time, different worlds have different laws as we understand them.

	 

	In our world, it is impossible to walk on hot coals, bend metal without touching it, bend rebar pressed against the chest, break sharp arrows with the throat and many other things that can be done in a parallel world, where it is possible to shift under the guidance of the Master.

	 

	Any person can experience all of the above by attending the appropriate training.

	 

	Thus, our philosophy about multidimensional reality is easily tested in practice.

	 

	We can also utilize multidimensional reality in our everyday lives—provided, of course, we have the consciousness of the Ajna body.

	 

	Just as one can, with the help of a Master, or on one's own, if one has active Ajna, shift into another reality, bend a piece of rebar there, simply by resting it on one's chest, and then return back to our reality and be convinced that it is impossible to straighten this rebar with one's hands with all one's strength, one can also, if one runs into a traffic jam on the road, shift into another reality where there is no traffic jam, drive a segment of the road and return back...

	 

	Moreover, we cannot be sure that we live our entire lives in a single reality, because even the slightest shift of the assemblage point as a result of some life event or self-development is enough for us to begin to assemble another world.

	 

	It’s not for nothing that they say that “by changing ourselves, we change the whole world” - we actually move to live in another parallel reality.

	 

	Sometimes we're surprised by how people we haven't seen in a long time have changed. It's entirely possible that we now exist in a different reality than we once did, and these people in our current reality have also traveled a different path and are different from those we knew in the old world...

	Two stages on the path of Spiritual Development

	 

	Spiritual Development can be divided into two parts.

	 

	The first is preparing the Consciousness for Development, understanding and comprehending one's social contract, expanding one's horizons, and accumulating knowledge and information. Of course, a person must have the urge for such work.

	 

	The second part involves the Shifting of the Agreement, leaving the social agreement and transitioning to something called an Esoteric Agreement. This could be a Covenant Agreement, a Yoga Agreement, a Toltec Agreement, a Shamanic Agreement, and so on.

	 

	All these agreements are part of the Creator's Light, part of a higher consciousness. Similar to how a modern broadband radio signal contains a multitude of different programs—television, radio, internet, and so on.

	 

	And just as we need a corresponding receiver to perceive and decipher such a signal, we also need a prepared consciousness to perceive and attune ourselves to the signal.

	 

	Therefore, the first stage of Spiritual Development will be the same for everyone. It is the development of consciousness. The techniques and practices for this development are also the same for everyone. These include working with the chakra system, working with bioenergetics, expanding one's horizons, acquiring knowledge, and so on.

	 

	The only important thing at this stage is not to get stuck in any cult that claims to know everything, can do everything, and will teach you how to be healthy, happy, and wealthy. Because that would end your Spiritual Development before it even began.

	 

	The essence of the first stage and its Criterion of Truth lies in the fact that a person gains the ability to independently perceive the Light of the Creator, the Signals of the System.

	 

	For such a person, the world ceases to be chaos and a collection of random events, but rather becomes a system of patterns and cause-and-effect relationships. Such a person begins to independently distinguish between good and evil from the perspective of Universal Harmony. Such a person is no longer subject to social dogmas and limitations. As a result, such a person chooses the most appropriate place to live, partner, type of social activity, and so on.

	 

	At the second stage of Spiritual Development, a person enters into one of the Esoteric Agreements. This could be the Covenant Agreement, or an agreement between Eastern yogis, shamans, or magicians.

	It is important to understand that inclusion in the Agreement implies, first of all, the ability to perceive the essence of this agreement from a higher consciousness, and not the performance of any exercises or practices.

	 

	Yoga, qigong, and other popular practices today are certainly very beneficial for health, but that's not what we're talking about here.

	 

	For example, we can cite Master John Chang (Ring of Fire). There's a documentary about him. After watching it, anyone will understand what we're talking about and the difference between incorporating the Treaty and simple exercises.

	Complete Model of Consciousness of an Embodied Human, Extended and Collected Personality

	 

	Let us return again to the question of the Model of Consciousness in our Philosophy, which we already covered at the end of Part 2 in the chapter “The General Model of Consciousness and Reason, the Levels of Consciousness of all Human Bodies” and give a more complete picture of our model, after all the information that was presented in Parts 3-6 of the book.

	 

	So, we affirm that man is Consciousness. A multidimensional Psychic-Info-Energy structure, which is part of an even larger and even more multidimensional structure, which in turn is part of an even larger structure, and so on up to the highest and most complex structure, called the Creator, or the Absolute.

	 

	The human Psychic-Info-Energy structure itself can also be viewed as a hierarchy of dimensions, frequencies, and ranges, where the lowest frequency and dimension form the physical body, i.e., transform the field into matter. This is what quantum physicists call "wave function collapse."

	 

	We can view this structure from the perspective of Consciousness possessing a body, or from the perspective of a body possessing consciousness. Our society has conditioned us to prefer to perceive ourselves as a body possessing consciousness. We will follow this habit.

	 

	A person has two hemispheres of the brain.

	Our brain is a connector that connects the physical body with different areas (ranges) of consciousness. There is no contradiction here. The body itself is the lowest-frequency and lowest-dimensional part of consciousness, while the brain is connected to the higher-frequency and higher-dimensional parts of that same consciousness.

	 

	At the same time, the left hemisphere of the brain is included in the three-dimensional area of consciousness and provides us with our analytical thinking and rational behavior, and the right hemisphere of the brain is included in the more dimensional and higher-frequency part of consciousness and brings us more complex and multidimensional information from there.

	 

	At the same time, a person perceives both of these parts of their consciousness exclusively through the body. That is, the Psychic-Info-Energy field structures of consciousness influence the neural circuits of the brain, charging them depending on the field structure. This charge then, through the hormonal, endocrine, and nervous systems, like a cascade amplifier, promotes the production of hormones that a person perceives as desire, need, joy, pain, and so on. These sensations trigger the algorithms of our mind, which makes decisions about action based on the data stored in memory.

	 

	Thus, we do not perceive these areas of our consciousness directly, but only indirectly, through our emotions, desires and needs.

	 

	We can give the following analogy.Let's imagine all radio waves as a single field of Psych-Info-Energy. Receivers exist that receive different frequency ranges. Ultra-short wave frequencies transmit music, long wave frequencies transmit information about a given country, and short wave frequencies transmit broadcasts from different countries. Depending on the ranges a given radio receiver can receive, it has access to different information.

	 

	Our two hemispheres of the brain are connected to a single multidimensional consciousness in two distinct ranges. The left hemisphere is responsible for life support, survival, and reproduction, while the right hemisphere is connected to the hierarchy of consciousnesses. These two parts of our unified consciousness govern the entire life of an embodied person.

	 

	At the same time, the embodied person’s Personal consciousness is formed at the frequency of the Vishuddha Chakra.

	
This consciousness relies on both hemispheres and can be active, i.e., self-reflective, or inactive. Unlike the perception of hemispheric consciousness through the body's systems, a person perceives this new consciousness directly, without the body's intervention.

	 

	The emergence, or more precisely, the manifestation of such consciousness is enlightenment..
A person ceases to be a slave to his body and becomes a conscious individual, capable of making independent decisions and managing his life.

	 

	A person gains the ability to perceive empirical information from the subconscious, from the hierarchy of consciousness, from the Information Field, and analyze it.

	 

	In other words, all three types of consciousness are active in such a person, but even the hemispheric consciousnesses now become "conscious," as the expanded consciousness is capable of perceiving them without the body. This means that the person gains the ability to control their sensations, emotions, and feelings, as they first perceive information about them from consciousness, and only then, with a delay, does the sensation or emotion itself arrive from the body.

	 

	We call such a person with such consciousness an “Extended Personality”. 

	Their personality is not limited to the current incarnation, but also includes elements of past incarnations. Such a person may manifest skills and needs in this incarnation that are not typical of modern society. Sometimes this helps them live in this incarnation, and sometimes it hinders them.

	 

	By analogy, personal consciousness can be compared to a computer after a reboot. Its RAM is empty, or it's loading programs from disk. In the case of an embodied person, behavioral algorithms from the subconscious can be downloaded into their personal consciousness. This is why some children, at a very early age, exhibit extraordinary abilities. Personal consciousness, or vishuddha, is what we call a person's personality. This personality is developed throughout life, provided that a person performs certain actions independently, and not solely under the guidance of their contract.

	 

	When a person is able to perceive information from both the right and left hemispheres, and then make independent decisions using his free will, then he develops his personality.

	 

	As a rule, both hemispheres of the brain are rarely active in modern humans. Men typically have an active left, algorithmic hemisphere, which allows them to succeed in social struggles, solve life's problems, and better survive. Women, on the other hand, have an active right, empirical hemisphere, which provides women with direct knowledge, intuition, and the perception of space and people necessary for better maintaining home, family, and children.  

	Modern society demands equality between men and women, yet it is entirely built on materialism, logic, competition, and exploitation—that is, exclusively on the left-hemisphere, male consciousness. Therefore, women in modern society are forced to strongly develop their left-hemisphere consciousness, sometimes to the detriment of their natural right-hemisphere consciousness. We write about this in other chapters.

	 

	Conscious communication between people is possible only in the presence of personal consciousness.

	Until it is activated, a person is locked into the perception of their own body, its desires, and needs. Everything that such a person calls communication, friendship, love, and so on is nothing more than satisfying the needs and desires of their own body with the help of others. Pay attention to the interactions between such people. Each strives to share their own thoughts and experiences, politely or not so politely, listening to the other person and patiently or not so politely waiting for them to finish before speaking. Only with the emergence of personal consciousness, independent of the body, does the possibility of abstract thinking and discussing abstract topics emerge. When each interlocutor does not impute what is said to themselves or compare it to themselves, but perceives the essence of the conversation independently of their own body and habits, and comprehends it using their entire perception and experience.

	 

	We call communication at the level of personal awareness "social protocol," when those communicating adhere to generally accepted social norms of behavior and conversation. If, however, a conscious individual violates social protocol during communication, they are immediately accused of rudeness, ignorance, or whatever else, without any regard for the topic or the essence of what is being said. As our experience shows, people with an inactive personal awareness never communicate to the essence of things, but endlessly emotionalize over the surface, without delving into the substance. That is, they endlessly cite authorities, their belief in the school curriculum, and so on, unwilling or unable to delve into the essence of the matter under discussion and express themselves on the merits.

	 

	Today, there are theories and practices for developing both hemispheres of the brain. For example, Robert Monroe's Hemisync technology promotes the synchronization and development of both hemispheres of the brain. We highly recommend beginning your own development with synchronization and development of both hemispheres of the brain.

	The right hemisphere is included in that area of Consciousness that we call the Subconscious, and where the Psycho-Info-Energy structures of our past incarnations are stored.

	This area of consciousness has more than three dimensions and serves as an egregor for the three-dimensional left-hemisphere consciousness. Therefore, on the one hand, the right-hemisphere egregorial consciousness has access to multidimensional information, but on the other hand, it cannot be understood or encompassed by the algorithmic three-dimensional left-hemisphere consciousness.

	 

	Therefore, when women sometimes bring information, men are unable to comprehend it because women are unable to logically explain how and where they obtained it. The information is read from the Subconscious, from the Planetary Information Field, or from the very same Psychic-Info-Energy hierarchy, of which our consciousness is a part.

	 

	At the same time, it's important to understand how a person perceives multidimensional information. This includes direct knowledge, intuition, a sense of harmony, and the awareness of truth or falsehood, good or evil. This is precisely clear knowledge and understanding, without the ability to explain it all logically. We encounter this kind of perception in Oracles, Prophets, Clairvoyants, and others.

	 

	The right-hemisphere perception of good and evil, truth and falsehood, is the perception of a higher order of harmony. This harmony cannot be substantiated or logically proven by the left-hemisphere algorithmic consciousness, for it is the direct perception of multidimensional reality.

	 

	The problem with social, left-brained people is that they're not accustomed to trusting this multidimensional information, which can't be verified by their usual social algorithms. Only by observing what's happening can they calibrate their minds and train them to take empirical information seriously.

	 

	If you think about it, the sense of harmony is something innate, something inherent in us. We first recognize that something is harmonious, and only then do we seek some material justification for it, for example, the mathematics of the "golden ratio," or the musical notation, or the color palette.

	 

	After activating and synchronizing both hemispheres of the brain and developing both hemispheric consciousnesses, it's possible and necessary to develop right-hemispheric consciousness. Left-hemispheric consciousness develops through an active social life—work, family, home, hobbies, and so on. Right-hemispheric consciousness, however, requires separate development. 

	 

	All occult and esoteric practices are useful for this purpose, particularly working with past incarnations. This is the most important work for the further development of consciousness. There are practices that allow one to peer into one's past incarnations and, as it were, "revive" those experiences and incorporate them into one's current incarnation.

	 

	Thus, a person creates what we called an "Extended Personality," which we mentioned above. That is, the Consciousness of a Personality that has experience not only of this life but also of previous lives. At the same time, personal consciousness becomes more complex and encompasses an ever-increasing portion of the monad's consciousness.

	 

	If one works hard to develop both hemispheres of the brain, learning to perceive both parts of consciousness that encompass these hemispheres—that is, developing one's Personality and Personal Consciousness (Vishuddha)—then one can begin to perceive an even greater portion of one's consciousness. In other words, Vishuddha consciousness will expand to perceive the entire range of Ajna consciousness—the subconscious. Moreover, this new consciousness, or, let's call it, the unified consciousness of Vishuddha and Ajna, is not connected to the hemispheres of the brain but rather reflects on its own. Such a person perceives not only individual behavioral patterns from their subconscious, from their past incarnations, but also perceives, i.e., "remembers," all of their past incarnations.

	 

	We call such a person a "Collected Personality," since they have gathered together all of their past incarnations. This person is aware of all of their incarnations, meaning they are a whole and unified personality—a Monad. We have written about this in detail in the chapters on the book of Ecclesiastes (Kohelet).

	 

	We call this consciousness "Superconsciousness," or the consciousness of the Monad, at the level of the Sahasrara chakra. This is the highest possible consciousness for an embodied person. Such consciousness can influence the surrounding world.

	 

	When the Torah (Genesis 1:20) says (our translation is given here and below):

	 

	And Elohim said, Let us make Adam (man) in our image, according to our likeness, and they will rule over these fish of the sea and these birds of the air and these animals on this whole earth (aretz) and over everything that creeps (moves) on this earth (aretz).

	 

	This means that Adam will possess Superconsciousness, for only superconsciousness can fully control the entire animal world.

	 

	To develop Adam's consciousness to the level of Superconsciousness, Gad Eden, a "laboratory" for the development of Adam's consciousness, was created. This is why, in the initial stages, Adam was forbidden to eat from the tree of life and the tree of reason (knowledge of good and evil):

	 

	Genesis 2:17 continues:

	 

	And from this tree of knowledge of good and evil, do not eat from it, for on the day you eat from it, you will truly die.

	 

	But since these "trees," i.e., these subroutines, existed in Gan Eden, it's reasonable to assume that they were intended for Adam at a later stage of his consciousness development. Possibly, at the stage of acquiring Superconsciousness. Considering that Adam was not initially incarnated in a physical body and had no previous incarnations, the process of acquiring Superconsciousness, i.e., the consciousness of the Monad, must have been much shorter and simpler than we have now. In other words, Adam in Gan Eden had no physical body, no cerebral hemispheres, but a unified consciousness. And this consciousness underwent training and education in Gan Eden, similar to how we today train and educate neural networks before they begin their work. It was for this purpose that all the animals he would later control were brought to Adam.

	 

	Genesis 2:19-20:
 

	19. And Yehova Elohim brought forth from this land (adamy) every beast of the field and every bird of the air

	And-I brought to this Adam to see what he will call (call, name) for himself and everything that he will call to himself, this Adam, the animal soul, his name is

	 

	20. And Adam called the names of all these animals and this bird of the air and all these beasts of the field, but Adam found no helper against him.

	 

	It follows that Adam's original design was precisely with the Monad's Superconsciousness. And only after this entire consciousness began to self-reflect, i.e., to become self-aware, was it intended to install the "program" of intelligence (knowledge of good and evil—the forbidden fruit), similar to how today, after training and cultivating an AI, we impose certain rules and regulations on its operation.

	 

	But because Adam and Eve disobeyed and "ate the forbidden fruit," prematurely establishing a mental "program," they were incarnated in the physical world to fulfill this program. We write about this in more detail in other parts, but the Purpose and Meaning of our entire lives and many incarnations lies precisely in attaining Superconsciousness and returning to Gan Eden, which is not located in physical reality.  

	 

	When the organism dies, this unified consciousness remains, as do the hemispheric consciousnesses. But since this consciousness is self-reflective, i.e., self-aware and does not require the organism or the cerebral hemispheres, a person continues to sense their "I" after the death of the physical body.

	 

	This state can be called "immortality of personality," and it is a powerful stimulus for spiritual development. In subsequent incarnations, such a person continues all their previous lives.

	 

	After the body's death, the personal consciousness of Vishuddha is rewritten into the subconscious, similar to how we save a work file on a disk. At the moment of death, people see their entire life flashing by in a matter of moments—this is what is being rewritten into the subconscious.

	 

	Sometimes, after clinical death, a person changes dramatically. This occurs because their personal consciousness has already been "archived," and a past incarnation from the subconscious is loaded into the vacated space. This could be the supposedly just-ended incarnation—in which case, the person continues to be who they were—or it could be some other past incarnation. Then, the person begins to speak other languages and perceive themselves as a different person, not recognizing their loved ones.

	 

	Having dealt with the types of consciousness, let us ask ourselves the question: what is “independent thinking” and does it exist at all?

	 

	In the case of left-hemisphere consciousness, algorithmic reasoning and memory are at work. This analytical consciousness is able to sort through information in memory, searching for the necessary answer or solution. If the necessary information is not in memory, the person goes looking for it—in books, courses, from friends, or any other sources.

	With right-hemispheric consciousness, the reception of multidimensional information, or more precisely, Psychic-Info-Energy signals from the subconscious and higher levels of consciousness, is enhanced. This is what we call direct knowledge, intuition. Tesla, Mendeleev, Cayce, and many others speak of this. Behavioral algorithms developed in past incarnations have a direct impact on the current life. This is especially important for women, who maintain a home and raise children from incarnation to incarnation. It is significantly less important for men, who develop new skills in each new incarnation.

	 

	With unified consciousness (Superconsciousness), a person gains access to information from all their past incarnations, as well as a greater volume of information from the Earth's Information Field. The unified consciousness sends a request to the field and receives a response.

	 

	It turns out that independent thinking at the level of Consciousness in the direct sense of the word does not exist.

We use the term "independent thinking" only in a very specific context - the moment of a person's awakening from social hibernation.When a person, living in their own image and completely controlled by their Subpersonality and Social Contract, due to certain circumstances begins to ask questions and engage in independent research and exploration, ceasing to blindly believe in authorities, dogmas, and the "knowledge" acquired through social education. This is what we wrote about at the very beginning of the book, in the chapter "What is Independent Thinking, as Illustrated by the Falsification of Science and History?"

	 

	After awakening Consciousness, a person in any case only develops his Consciousness for the sake of the opportunity to gain access to an ever greater volume of information and learns to choose between the social and the spiritual.

	 

	When a scientist works on a specific problem and ultimately makes a discovery, it's not something they "thought up" themselves; they've merely developed their consciousness to the level necessary to engage with the Information Field and receive the requested information. This is why the necessary information often comes to such a scientist in dreams, just as the Periodic Table came to Mendeleev, or the working schematics of mechanisms came to Tesla during meditation, or healing methods came to Cayce during a trance.

	 

	Understanding this "thinking" mechanism leads to another important conclusion. If a left-brained person digs through their memory, cluttered with all sorts of dogmas and other informational garbage, they have a wide range of responses and actions to choose from, which can also change as the information in their memory shifts.

	 

	A person who interacts directly with the Higher Consciousness, or with the Earth's Information Field, has very little freedom of choice—they receive specific information in response to their requests. That is, as consciousness develops, a person's freedom of choice diminishes.

	 

	It should be clarified here that the word "information" from the higher consciousness should be understood as the entire set of meanings, sensations, harmonies, and other elements that enable such a person to distinguish between good and evil, truth and falsehood. In other words, the entire Psycho-Info-Energy spectrum.

	 

	In the Book of Creation (Sefer Yetzirah), which describes to us the structure of our world of Consciousness, it is said in Mishnah 2:1 (our translation):
 

	Three Root Causes of Aleph-Mem-Shin

	their basis

	cup of privilege (rights)

	and the cup of duty (obligation)

	and the language of the law is decisive between them

	 

	This principle of three is the primary basis and the root cause of everything created.

	 

	In human consciousness, the "cup of justice" is our right-hemisphere consciousness, integrated into a system, into a hierarchy of consciousnesses. This is our human birthright, our creation.

	 

	The "cup of responsibility" is our left-hemisphere consciousness, included in the contract of the country, family, and society. In other words, these are our social responsibilities.

	 

	The language of law is our personality, our "I," our personal Vishuddha consciousness (if active), which ideally should always find a solution between the needs of the right and left hemispheres, between our social and spiritual life, between the needs of the body and the needs of the soul. This is how Personality is developed.

	 

	This is how a fully-fledged, created and embodied human being should function. However, modern society has completely suppressed our right-hemisphere consciousness and overdeveloped our left-hemisphere, social, algorithmic, and logical consciousness, turning people into beings who are flawed and disconnected from their nature, from the Creator. This is precisely why it is so difficult today to find a Conscious Personality.

	 

	To summarize, we can say that the seven bodies, or seven chakras, or seven levels of consciousness, or seven ranges of Psychic-Info-Energy, if we look at them now, represent all the possible perceptions of an embodied person from their consciousness. Moreover, each range of this inclusion realizes its own functions in our lives.
 

	
		The Muladhara range implements the functions of the physical body.

		The Svadhisthana range implements the functions of reproduction.

		The Manipura range implements all social functions of the individual.

		The Anahata range – implements spiritual (not physical) connections between individuals.

		The Vishuddha range realizes personal consciousness.

		The Ajna range implements the contract, the subconscious, the connection with the controlling consciousness.

		The Sahasrara range – realizes the connection of the entire monad with the higher Psychic-Info-Energy structures.



	  

	


Part VII. Practical Aspects of Life in the Social Contract and the Creator's Light Contract

	Introduction

	In this section we will look at some important aspects of life in the Creator's Light Contract and compare them with similar aspects in the Social Contract.

	Life under the control of Consciousness and Subconsciousness

	 

	Our subconscious is an egregor embedded in the Psycho-Info-Energy field, in the control program. It is our subconscious that creates situations for us that are necessary for our development and the accumulation of necessary experience. Or, it leads us into such situations.

	 

	If a person doesn't interact with their subconscious, they have no idea why and for what purpose various situations are presented to them in life. They feel as if their entire life is some kind of coincidence or some unknown pattern.

	 

	If a person learns to work with the subconscious, and also develops his consciousness and uses the testing methods available to him, then everything that happens to him in life begins to acquire meaning.

	 

	From this meaning one can find out the tasks that one must learn to solve in this incarnation.

	All testing methods are good primarily for finding out your life goals and your purpose in this incarnation.

	 

	A conscious person can manage his life by using his developed consciousness to communicate with the subconscious.

	If a person clearly knows and understands what he wants, and it corresponds to his true unbending intention, then this intention is written into the subconscious and begins to unfold reality in a given direction.

	 

	In Castaneda's books, Don Juan described this state as "intention that becomes the eagle's command." That is, we can transform our conscious intention into a systemic control signal, and the program that controls us will execute it.

	 

	K. Castaneda, "Fire from Within":
 

	"The explanation is simplicity itself," he said. "You command and thus establish a new intention, a new command. Then your command becomes the Eagle's command."
…

	This is one of the extraordinary things the new seers have discovered: our team can become the Eagle's team. The internal dialogue stops the same way it began: by an act of will.
 

	In the Teachings of Don Juan from the books of K. Castaneda, the Eagle was called the perception of the Psycho-Info-Energy structure that controls our world, our consciousness.

	 

	We use the term Egregor, or Light of the Creator, to designate this structure.

	 

	If we manage to use our consciousness to instill a desired action in our subconscious, then our egregorial subconscious interacts with the Light of the Creator. Subsequently, this desire, or more accurately, intention, can be fulfilled as a command from the governing higher consciousness.

	 

	Many esoteric books offer advice on how to instill a conscious intention in the subconscious. They suggest writing it down on paper and rereading it regularly, especially before bed. They also suggest visualizing the intention once it's been fulfilled, especially before sleep. During sleep, our assemblage point shifts and assembles other worlds. With unwavering intention, the assemblage point will begin to assemble a world in which our plan is realized. Upon awakening, a person will perceive what they need to do to find themselves in a world with a realized intention.  

	 

	The more developed a person’s personal consciousness is, i.e., the consciousness of the Vishuddha chakra body, the stronger the interaction this consciousness can produce with the subconscious located in the Ajna chakra body.

	The same goes in the opposite direction - to perceive information from the subconscious directly with your consciousness, without any testing devices.

	 

	Such a person is aware of his life purpose and can consciously manage his life, developing an unbending intention to achieve his goals.

	 

	The impossibility of perceiving another Agreement within the framework of one's own Agreement

	 

	In their daily lives, people sometimes encounter attempts at discussion between adherents of different pacts. For example, between secular and religious ones. A secular person feels that their religious opponent simply misunderstands something, doesn't know something, and needs to be taught or clarified, so that common ground can be found and all problems can be resolved.

	 

	At the same time, when a religious person tries to explain to a secular person the fundamental basis of his beliefs, the secular person is stuck in his own belief system and is simply not ready to accept the foundations of the faith of a religious person.

	Moreover, as we wrote above, both base their worldviews solely on faith. One believes in the "big bang," while the other believes in the existence of "an absolute, a single Psycho-Info-Energy field called God."

	Neither one nor the other has seen or experienced anything personally, neither the "big bang" nor the "absolute." In other words, faith versus belief, although for some reason it's generally accepted that religion is based on faith, as opposed to science, which is based on knowledge, which, in turn, is based on that same faith.

	Similar to a theorem that relies on an unprovable axiom.

	 

	If modern science believes in the spontaneous and random origin of everything, then, when studying ancient artifacts like the pyramids and the Sphinx, it will try to figure out how ancient primitive people could have constructed all of this. So far, they haven't figured it out.

	Modern scientists will ignore the marks of a circular saw and drill, even if they are clearly visible on the stone, and will instead try to figure out how the hole could have been drilled using sand and a stick.

	 

	Even assuming that, with a great deal of time and effort, it's possible to twist a crooked hole, that still doesn't explain how all the cutouts and perfect holes of varying diameters were made. And most importantly, why would a primitive civilization attempt something beyond its technical capabilities?

	 

	Today, we don’t build megalithic structures from blocks weighing thousands of tons, although today we have both technology and materials that are more advanced than those that scientists believe our primitive ancestors had.

	 

	That is, the most important question – “why” – remains open.

	 

	At the same time, people of another agreement, believing in the existence of more advanced civilizations on Earth that preceded ours and built these megaliths, will search for and find traces of mechanical processing of the stone, marks of drills and circular saws. And, accordingly, they will draw the more reasonable conclusion that for that civilization, moving and processing enormous megaliths was no problem.

	 

	Now imagine an attempt at dialogue between representatives of these two treaties. Those who believe in science will argue that there were no ancient advanced civilizations, that there are no traces of technological development, that all this is nonsense and delusion.

	And those who believe in alternative science, relying on a significantly greater amount of evidence for the existence of highly developed civilizations, will appeal to the facts.

	That is, within the framework of one philosophy, one agreement, scientists will abstract from facts as not fitting into the dogma of their Agreement, while scientists within the framework of another philosophy, another agreement, on the contrary, will look everywhere for facts that confirm their philosophy.

	We clearly see how philosophy lies at the basis of all sciences...

	 

	Another Agreement cannot be perceived within the framework of its Agreement, since it is not only Philosophy, not only information for reflection, but also a different position of fixation of the assemblage point, i.e., fundamentally different worlds with different science and different laws of nature...   

	  

	Therefore, communication between people from different Treaty groups is fundamentally impossible. They may jointly adhere to a certain social protocol and obey social laws, but there will be no mutual understanding between them.

	 

	Reading books as an esoteric practice of working with the subconscious

	 

	It is not for nothing that there is a saying: “To become smart, it is enough to read 10 books, but to find them, you need to read thousands,” because worthwhile works can significantly influence a person’s consciousness and shape their vision of life.

	 

	Books come in all shapes and sizes. Some are based on the author's powerful thought-form, a highly developed consciousness. And then there are simple descriptions of life, work, and nature, like "what I see, I write."

	 

	Books with thoughtforms act as "anchors," or attunement charts for these thoughtforms. And the thoughtforms themselves are capable of influencing and influencing the reader's subconscious, conscious, and conscious mind.

	 

	Influencing the subconscious can "awaken" an ally, the consciousness of a past incarnation. This is why some books have such a powerful influence on us and leave an indelible mark.

	 

	After reading such a book, our world changes and can no longer be the same, because the “ally” has awakened and taken over the management of our lives.

	 

	The influence on our consciousness is expressed in the fact that we receive additional impulses to act in our being, answers to questions that torment us, hints to actions and situations.

	 

	The mental effects are the least powerful and long-lasting. They follow from simple perception and analysis of the text. Vasya went for a beer, and I wanted a beer...

	 

	Naturally, the perception of any book will depend primarily on the reader's level of consciousness. Therefore, those with a more developed consciousness can recommend books that, in their opinion, have a more powerful impact on the conscious and subconscious.

	 

	To find the books that can impact each specific consciousness, a person must read many books. As a result, after reading hundreds and thousands of books, a person will be able to name the ten that have had the most profound impact on them.

	 

	It is not a fact that these same books will have the same influence on another person, because the consciousness and subconscious of all people are different.

	 

	Books read can become the basis for a "Conversation." This discussion will focus not on the author's thoughts or quotes from the book, but on the readers' own thoughts and feelings, evoked by the book's thought-form and filtered through their personal consciousness.

	This is how the conversation will differ from social chatter, which recounts the plot of a book and the emotions of the author.

	 

	We wrote about this in more detail in the chapter “What is a “Conversation” as one of the 12 simple actions.”

	 

	Diseases of all bodies

	 

	Even modern medicine is beginning to recognize that most serious illnesses are psychosomatic in nature, i.e., they are illnesses of the psyche-consciousness, which then manifest themselves in the physical body - the somatics.

	The physical manifestation of a disease is called a symptom, not the disease itself. As a result, modern medicine attempts to treat the symptom, not the disease itself, of which it has no understanding.

	It turns out that the disease suddenly arose on its own, without any reason, and doctors are trying to reduce the patient’s suffering and prolong his life if possible, without knowing or understanding what the root causes of this disease are.

	 

	We also extend the concept of illness to human existence. If a person fails to build relationships, start a family, find a place in society, earn money, or solve any other problems related to their own survival and reproduction, we call this illness. This illness also originates in consciousness and extends to all areas of human existence.

	 

	In the social contract, consciousness is a function of matter, so it's fundamentally impossible for consciousness to be the primary cause of illness in matter—that would contradict basic philosophy. Therefore, illnesses are believed to be caused by external factors—viruses, poor environments, and the like. Certainly, both viruses and poor environments influence human life, but some people get sick while others don't. Certainly, there's an explanation for this in the social contract—the only question is whether this explanation helps prevent illness.

	 

	We believe that all illnesses stem, first and foremost, from the duality of consciousness and reason. Humanity's purpose is to live in consciousness, in the light of the Creator, yet most people live in their minds, obeying social norms and rules that often directly contradict the Creator's Intention.

	 

	When this contradiction reaches a certain point, a person becomes ill. The purpose of illness is to knock a person out of their normal state and force them to rethink how they live and what they do. There are many known cases of people with terminal diagnoses who radically changed their lives—abandoning the frantic pace of social work, retiring to the countryside to herd geese, and completely recovering from their illness, leaving doctors perplexed.

	There are tables of psychological equivalents of diseases, compiled by people with a higher level of consciousness, who are able to use multiple statistics to trace the dependence of a disease on a specific state of consciousness. They can also trace how a change in state of consciousness affects the underlying cause of the disease.

	 

	It is important to understand that when the disease has already manifested itself in the physical body, and this occurs after a long period of time after the distortion of the state of consciousness, then even after a change in consciousness, a long period of time may be required before the physical body is healed.

	If a fatal illness is very advanced and has already damaged the body, the patient may simply not have time to recover. In this case, it is necessary to address all aspects of the body simultaneously: the consciousness, the body's energy, and the symptoms in the physical body.

	 

	Human bioenergetics lies between consciousness and the physical body. After an illness manifests at the level of consciousness, it spreads to the level of bioenergetics, where it can be perceived by people with extrasensory perception.

	It's important to understand that psychics who work with bioenergetics can alleviate the physical body's condition and even temporarily prevent illness from reaching the physical body. However, psychics, like doctors, only address the symptoms of the disease, not the underlying cause.

	     

	Let's take an example from Louise Hay's table of psychological equivalents of illnesses:

	At first glance, everything seems clear. There's an illness, there's a psychological cause, and there are recommendations for treatment.

	The problem is that these recommendations can't be accepted within the framework of a social contract. A social person will think about it and say, "Of course, I'm learning life, how could it be otherwise... everything's going well for me."

	And he'll be right; in his social contract, everything is going well. But in the contract of the Creator's Light, there are violations, and these violations can only be easily seen by a person living within the contract of the Creator's Light.

	 

	And here, of course, a “battle of agreements” will arise if a more conscious person, perceiving the Universal Harmony and the Plan of Creation, tries to explain to a social person that he is doing something wrong in his life and that this is what led him to illness.

	 

	Therefore, any serious illness, like any violation of the basic aspects of being, must begin to be treated from Consciousness, from philosophy, trying not just to explain or prove something to the person being healed, but to shift his assemblage point from the pathological position of the illness to the position of the Light of the Creator.

	If this succeeds, then the person’s world changes and he recovers.

	At the same time, parallel influence on the bioenergetic plane will also contribute to recovery, as will drug treatment on the physical plane.

	 

	That is, there is no contradiction between healing on these three planes of existence; they can complement each other. It's important to understand, however, that any medicinal treatment for physical symptoms has side effects and is destructive to other organs in the body. Therefore, caution is essential.

	 

	Social "psychology", "psychotherapy" and other "soul healers"

	 

	Let's explore this further. Is it possible to truly influence Consciousness in society, much less heal it?
 

	Psychology (from the ancient Greek ψυχή "soul"; λόγος "teaching") is a humanitarian scientific discipline that studies the patterns of the emergence, development and functioning of the psyche and mental activity of humans and groups of people.
 

	So, psychology is the science of the soul, of consciousness, and psychotherapy is the science of healing consciousness.

	In the modern social scientific worldview, consciousness is a function of matter. Consciousness is neither defined nor studied.

	 

	A natural question arises: what do these sciences study and heal?

	It is always interesting to ask “psychologists” and “psychotherapists” what consciousness is for them, i.e., what specifically, how, and with what tools do they work.

	 

	Even a certified psychotherapist like A. Kashpirovsky, whose phenomenon we've mentioned many times and who demonstrates healings for millions of people, can't explain what he does or how he does it. How and by what methods he achieves healing.

	This is discussed in more detail in the chapter “The Phenomenon of A. Kashpirovsky, R. Marcus and R. Monroe in Light of Our Philosophy.”

	 

	As a result, for most social psychologists and psychotherapists, all remote work is reduced to soul-searching conversations, i.e., to the Mind working with their memory lists.

	 

	Such a conversation can lift your spirits, can provide an additional perspective on the situation, and can suggest a more optimal course of action.

	But this is not work with Consciousness.

	 

	To work with Consciousness, it is necessary, first of all, to define this Consciousness itself.

	To understand what it is, how it functions and how it can be influenced.

	 

	In our Agreement, we define Consciousness as the very essence of a person, as a multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy structure, which we, for the convenience of our perception, divide into 7 separate parts, 7 bodies.

	 

	Each body is consciousness, or for the convenience of our minds, the consciousness of a given body.

	The consciousness of the lower bodies is reflexes and instincts. The consciousness of the higher bodies is our needs.

	 

	If there were no modern society that suppresses our basic needs, then there would be no need for any psychologists and psychotherapists.

	 

	The entire problem arises solely from the fact that societies built by reason, including all sorts of religions and other “democracies,” impose a multitude of prohibitions and restrictions on the expression of human basic needs.

	 

	Thus, it can be said that the need for specialists such as social psychologists and psychotherapists arises precisely because of the dichotomy of Divine Creation (and the Social Contract.

	 

	Modern society is built on money, property, and power. All human needs must be subordinated to these aspects of society.

	Sex, relationships, love, family, children and so on are made dependent on social norms and rules.

	 

	When we talk about society, we mean all sorts of societies in which the soul has lived over many incarnations and in which this soul has developed karmic behavioral algorithms.

	 

	As a result, after many incarnations in various religious societies, the soul comes into modern society with a lot of accumulated problems.

	It is precisely these problems that social psychologists and psychotherapists are trying to work with.

	 

	But, for successful work, it is first necessary to develop a theory, because as the saying goes: “theory without practice is useless, and practice without theory is dangerous.”

	 

	This is exactly what N. Bekhtereva said about A. Kashpirovsky:
 

	"Studying the Kashpirovsky effect, Bekhtereva came to the conclusion that he didn't want scientists to get to the bottom of his gift. She was certain the psychotherapist knew everything about himself but didn't want to share it.
 

	"He knows more about himself than he lets on, and sometimes he deliberately causes harm. Is it the reactivation of hyperreserves? Their deliberate depletion? It's a shame that scientific collaboration with Kashpirovsky is impossible. He's not a charlatan, but it would be better if he were."
 

	In the phenomenon of A. Kashpirovsky, we see practice without corresponding theory, and therefore, in this aspect, we cannot say anything about the results and consequences of his influence.

	 

	Although we acknowledge Kashpirovsky's phenomenon, which influences living matter, such a practice can be dangerous from the perspective of Consciousness. For any illness of the physical body is merely a symptom indicating a disturbance in human consciousness. Whether A. Kashpirovsky's influence eliminates only a symptom, which may then manifest elsewhere and at another time, or whether it also eliminates the distortion in Consciousness remains an open question. However, based on Kashpirovsky's comments and "philosophy," we believe with a high degree of probability that it merely eliminates a symptom.

	 

	To create a real science of Consciousness, it is necessary to change the contract.

	It is necessary to return to a more ancient and more accurate concept of man as a Consciousness in the hierarchy of created Consciousnesses.

	 

	But this is impossible to do today, because modern society is created and maintained solely for the purpose of exploiting people, and not for the knowledge and development of the individual.

	 

	We see several possibilities for working with different levels of consciousness.

	 

	First of all, it's necessary to explain our model of the world to people. Next, explain what consciousness is to us, the hierarchy of consciousnesses in the world and in humans, and the influence of higher consciousnesses on lower consciousnesses.

	 

	
		Consciousness of the Muladhara Chakra, the physical body - proper nutrition, maintaining a healthy weight, sports training, taking care of your body.



	 

	
		Awareness of the Svadhisthana body, the Etheric body, removing blockages, and allowing Psycho-Info-Energy to flow freely through the cocoon. Understanding and accepting one's own sexual needs and their fulfillment. Building sexual relationships.



	 

	
		Manipura body consciousness. Career, social relationships, family, children, leisure. Working on all issues, both those encountered in this incarnation and karmic patterns of behavior from past incarnations.



	 

	
		Anahata body consciousness. Love and Friendship. While almost everyone has active bodies up to this level, very few people have an active Anahata body.

The active body of the anahata distinguishes the "human-animal" from the "human-consciousness." However, a problem often arises here: such a "human-consciousness" is not ready to accept themselves as a "human-animal," although they remain a dual being—both animal and human. As stated in ancient books, humans have two souls, two consciousnesses—animal and human. Therefore, the main psychological challenge arising at this level is accepting one's duality and not suppressing one's animal side.



	 

	
		Vishuddha consciousness is personal consciousness. Again, very few of today's social beings have developed it. This is the consciousness that allows one to independently perceive and comprehend reality, as well as manage one's life.

For this consciousness, the contract into which a person is bound becomes very important. If a person is bound by a social contract, then all the powers of this consciousness will be directed toward maintaining and "ennobling" the social contract. Only if a person is bound by a more advanced contract will they be able to apply their potential and abilities to developing themselves and the contract.



	 

	Personal consciousness is capable of working with the subconscious, with one's past incarnations, and creating a coherent personality that incorporates all of one's past experiences. When personal consciousness develops to a certain level, it begins to interact with the egregorial subconscious, enabling a person to gain insights, direct knowledge, and influence others and the outside world.

	 

	Thus, we see that in our agreement, psychology—the science of consciousness—takes on a completely different meaning and content. We can determine a person's actual level of consciousness and suggest what they need to work on.

	While social psychologists and psychotherapists wander in the darkness of the social contract.

	 

	It's also worth saying a few words about all the other "soul healers" out there, of which there are countless today, a ton of all kinds of "psychologists" and "psychotherapists" who work remotely with people and supposedly help them.

	 

	We have had the opportunity to communicate with several such “specialists,” and often during the process of communication it turns out that they themselves first needed to seriously take care of themselves and their consciousness, and only then try to work with people.

	 

	All of them, regardless of what they say and feel, have one thing in common: the Social Contract and the lack of a complete model of the world within which they try to do anything, much less help others.  

	That is, there is no theory to their practice. And practice without theory is both useless and dangerous.
 

	It is very easy to distinguish a real Esotericist, capable of working with Consciousness, from a social impostor, a “psycho-therapist or psychologist,” by asking him to start with an explanation of the philosophy of his Agreement, with the theory within which he is trying to do something.

	 

	Moreover, the theory should not be empty talk, but supported by specific material facts.

	 

	It's not enough to call yourself a "psychotherapist," or a "psychologist," or a "magician." Even presenting a social diploma when working with the mind, with the soul, is not enough.

	 

	Concrete evidence of healing or life change is needed. Unfounded assertions that something has changed inside a person are also not enough.

	 

	It is necessary to see the real change of being, for only being characterizes and reflects consciousness.

	 

	If a "psychotherapist," "psychologist," or "magician" cannot build a harmonious life, cannot establish relationships, create a family, and so on, then this is clearly not a master, but an ordinary social worker, and in reality he cannot help anyone in any way.

	 

	First, a person must help himself, solve all his problems, and only then, try to help people.

	 

	We already talked about this in detail at the beginning of the book in the chapter “Healing, helping and advising others – is it good?”

	 

	Human gender

	 

	Ancient texts describe to us the creation of Adam as a hermaphrodite—male and female on all levels.

	 

	The mental level is the egregor of the human species, which contains all male and female qualities.

	 

	The etheric man Adam, created from the etheric body of the planet Earth, also had both male and female qualities.

	 

	We will not go into detail here about how such people built relationships and reproduced, because higher consciousnesses decided to separate male and female bodies at the Ethereal-Astral level, and accordingly, the Physical.

	 

	As research conducted by people with a high level of consciousness, which won't be written about in social studies literature, shows, after the separation of the sexes, humans reincarnate periodically in bodies of different genders. That is, after several incarnations in a male body, there are several incarnations in a female body, and so on.

	As a result, situations arise where, after several strong incarnations of one gender, in which a person strongly expressed their qualities—either masculine or feminine—a child emerges as the opposite gender, where the child does not receive an upbringing appropriate to their gender. This is especially common today with the "unisex" policy, with gender equality, where both boys and girls are raised equally.

	 

	As a result, a person's subconscious is filled with powerful men, yet in this incarnation, they were born a girl. This girl will exhibit masculine qualities from childhood and, emotionally and energetically, will be attracted to women, not men. And vice versa with men.

	 

	This is why we have many homosexual people in today's society.

	 

	In the past, the upbringing of boys and girls differed greatly. Boys were raised to be warriors, hunters, and workers—in other words, to develop their masculine qualities as much as possible from childhood. Meanwhile, girls were raised to be housewives, mothers, to look after the household, and to raise children. Thus, the newly incarnated individual developed the qualities of their own gender, which gradually suppressed the qualities of the opposite sex, originating from the subconscious.

	 

	Many simple tribes have an "initiation" rite for young men, designed to activate and awaken the "right" allies—warriors—in their subconscious. The young man is placed in challenging circumstances, where, under the influence of external circumstances, the ally—the warrior—must awaken. Only such a young man can subsequently be considered a true warrior. If the "right" ally fails to awaken, then the young man can only work in the kitchen.

	 

	Gender phenomenon of modern society

	 

	In modern society, focused on suppressing rather than developing the Personality and Consciousness, we are witnessing a rapid increase in the number of people who, even by adulthood, fail to develop a fully developed personality. If the process of personality development does not begin in early childhood—a phenomenon that is becoming increasingly common—one or more allies take control of their lives.

	 

	As a result, most people we meet live primarily from a state of active allies, representing a collection of active past incarnations.

	 

	A clear objectification of this is that in recent decades, there has been a huge surge in depression and other psychiatric illnesses, a widespread lack of motivation among the working population, anxiety, and all sorts of addictions aimed at escaping from "oneself" (from one's allies). All of these are symptoms of a loss of control over one's life and the terms of the project, meaning that the control of one's manifestation comes from the Subconscious, not from the level of Vishuddha.

	 

	The degree of suppression by allies and the specific qualities of these allies determine a person's position on the spectrum of mental illness and addiction. The more active and chaotic the allies, the higher the likelihood of serious disorders.

	 

	Moreover, the new gender education, where from an early age it is hammered into the child's head that he/she can be anyone, leads to the fact that the choice of gender is not up to the child, as parents and educators believe, but up to the previous incarnation or the incarnation that is most active.

	 

	This occurs because, in childhood, a child's consciousness is not yet sufficiently developed to perceive themselves, so the question of gender identity, which parents have not clarified, is answered by the most powerful ally from the subconscious level. If the ally was of a different gender from the current incarnation, as happens during a transitional incarnation, then this will be either a non-traditional sexual orientation, transgenderism, or both, depending on the strength of the ally's manifestation. If gender identity is managed by several allies of different genders, then on an external level this manifests as "gender fluidity" or "non-binary" (for example, when a person feels male today and female tomorrow).

	 

	By refusing to fixate the child in a state of adequacy, “kind” and “loving” parents only blur the boundaries between the conscious and the subconscious, which strengthens the uncontrolled dominance of the allies and deprives the living personality of the opportunity to manage their own life.

	 

	As a result, society finds itself in a vicious circle: the dominance of allies makes it impossible to develop a fully formed Personality, and without a fully formed Personality, control of life remains in the hands of those same allies. Thus, modern society creates conditions conducive to the mass dominance of the subconscious over the conscious, which is mass schizophrenia.

	 

	This problem affects not only extreme cases of psychiatric disorders but also occurs en masse among "normal" people. More and more people are unable to find fulfillment in society, build relationships, or start a family. The people who guide their lives may seem "calm" or even "kind," but their actions and motivations are out of sync with the true needs and conditions of modern life.

	 

	Because past incarnation experiences often misalign with the demands of the current incarnation, we see increasing problems with social adaptation and relationship building. In the area of social fulfillment, more and more people are leaving the workforce, and unemployment and welfare dependency are rising. People are foregoing career advancement and self-fulfillment within modern society. In relationships, this is reflected in high divorce rates, an increase in the number of people choosing to abandon children (childfree), the popularity of radical ideologies such as feminism, and the emergence of incels—people who involuntarily abstain from sex.

	 

	Most divorces occur not because people recognize their higher needs and strive to find more suitable partners, but because they are unable to build harmonious relationships with either their current or future partners. Essentially, it's not the people themselves who are conflicted and unable to get along, but their partners.

	 

	Based on this, it can be assumed that in modern society the proportion of incarnations controlled by allies will continue to grow exponentially, eventually exceeding the proportion of people whose life is controlled by at least a Subpersonality, not to mention a formed Personality.

	 

	The percentage of people who are not under the influence of allies and who manage their lives from a position of consciousness remains negligible and continues to tend towards zero.

	Mediumship and fixity

	 

	Men and women differ not only in secondary sexual characteristics, which everyone knows about, but also in primary ones - in the qualities of consciousness and energy.

	The male consciousness rigidly fixates its assemblage point, its world, and it takes a great deal of effort to shift it. In reality, this manifests as persistence, tenacity, achieving one's goals, and other positive qualities, along with less positive ones such as stubbornness, difficulty perceiving new things, difficulty accepting what is different from oneself, and so on.

	 

	Male consciousness utilizes the left hemisphere of the brain, which is responsible for rational and logical perception of the world. A man must put in a great deal of effort to develop the ability to perceive the world from the right hemisphere.

	 

	A woman's consciousness, on the contrary, can easily shift its assemblage point, thereby moving between the worlds of different men. A woman can, in a single incarnation, be married to a Christian, a Muslim, and a Buddhist and see no problem.

	 

	The female consciousness uses the right hemisphere of the brain, which is responsible for the irrational, empirical, intuitive perception of the world.

	Therefore, in real esoteric societies, just as in philosophical societies, there are not, and cannot be, women. A woman does not need training to change her contract; she can do it herself and easily, simply by attuning to a Master. The only problem is that tomorrow she will attune to a different Master, or be left without a Master and attuned to society.

	 

	Of course, there are exceptions to this rule, when a woman in a transitional incarnation also retains masculine qualities.

	In addition, there are women who are personalities, i.e. women with developed higher bodies and consciousnesses who can already independently and consciously manage their lives.

	 

	Women in Esotericism

	 

	It is very important to understand the position of women in esotericism within the framework of the philosophy of our project.

	 

	Modern social philosophy defines complete equality between men and women. Moreover, today, there is a desire to balance the numbers of men and women in all areas of social life.

	 

	At the same time, from the standpoint of esoteric philosophy, there is a huge difference between a man and a woman, or more precisely, between male and female consciousness.

	 

	The main difference lies in the fixation of the Assemblage Point.

	 

	In men, the Assemblage Point is more rigidly fixed..

	Between the ages of 25 and 35, a man's Assemblage Point becomes fixed in a specific position, depending on his upbringing, education, and environment. This fixation of the assemblage point explains why adult men become significantly more fixed in their behavior than young men, who are capable of all sorts of reckless behavior.

	 

	Women do not experience such rigid fixation, which is why women make up the majority of participants in all kinds of alternative and esoteric courses.

	 

	This mechanism of loosely fixating the assemblage point allows a woman to live with different men. When building a relationship with a man, the woman's assemblage point shifts to the position of the man's assemblage point and remains there for the entire time the woman lives with that man.

	 

	Moreover, after breaking up with this man and getting closer to another man, the woman’s assemblage point can easily shift to the position of her new partner and remain there.

	 

	In everyday life, this looks like a woman can radically change her behavior and her opinion on various issues to the diametrically opposite.

	 

	It is precisely this non-fixed position of the assemblage point in women that prevents them from engaging in esotericism in the same sense as men.

	 

	Esotericism involves shifting the assemblage point and fixing it in a new position, different from that of the Social Contract. At the same time, the Social Contract will constantly exert pressure on the fixation of the assemblage point, striving with all its might to return it to the Social Contract. Only a very rigid fixation of the assemblage point in some men allows them to maintain a different fixation while living within the Social Contract.

	 

	Women play a completely different role in esoteric societies.

	 

	They are excellent mediums, oracles, fortune tellers, witches, and healers. It is precisely because of their mediumship—the ability to easily shift their assemblage point—that women are able to easily attune to various Psycho-Info-Energy structures and receive information from them.

	 

	Today, pop esotericism is full of women. Our experience shows that this is due to several reasons.  

	 

	
		One of them is the desire to meet men they find interesting.



	 

	
		Another reason is to sublimate one's problems in life into some kind of "spiritual development." Like, I'm sick, poor, and unhappy, but at least I'm "spiritually developing."



	 

	By the way, this also applies to most men in pop esotericism.

	 

	But the most interesting thing to consider, analyze and understand is the relationship between the women of the group and its leader.

	 

	A leader, by definition, is perceived as a "higher," more "spiritual," and more "evolved" being. We've put all these definitions in quotation marks because this isn't the case in mainstream esoteric pop schools. The leader of a mainstream esoteric pop school is typically a merchant who makes a living selling esoteric pop services. Therefore, such a leader isn't typically a more evolved or spiritual person. They're simply a more successful entrepreneur.

	 

	Let's consider the relationship between a more advanced Master and women. A more advanced Master typically has at least four to five active bodies, i.e., active Anahata and Vishuddha bodies. Sometimes, Masters may also have an active Ajna body—the body of the Subconscious.

	 

	If women attune themselves to such an upper body master, the upper bodies begin to activate the lower bodies. This is how it works in our world—the upper bodies, the higher consciousnesses, always control the lower, lower bodies.

	 

	As a result of such attunement, an internal conflict arises between consciousness, that is, the very essence of a person, and their self-image. If a person's Psycho-Info-Energy structure is not blocked, and energy information flows through the cocoon and active bodies, then the person begins to experience the result of Psycho-Info-Energy interaction with a partner or interlocutor. This natural Psycho-Info-Energy exchange results in the activation of needs and desires in various bodies. This could be a desire for some shared activity, or for shared relaxation. Or it could be a desire for greater intimacy, or purely sexual desire. It could also be a desire for spiritual intimacy, and so on.

	 

	On the contrary, there may be rejection and a reluctance to enter into contact with this person.

	 

	All of this is a completely normal reaction of our Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon to interactions with other people. However, this is where the self-image, built on social norms, rules, and fears, comes into play.

	 

	A person begins to feel like they're losing control of the situation. Indeed, they suddenly experience desires and needs that they can't control and that they haven't activated themselves at the moment.

	A person becomes afraid and breaks off the Psycho-Info-Energy contact, i.e., in simple terms, he closes himself off.

	 

	In this case, contact is broken at the level of the Ajna chakra, at the level of the Subconscious, at the level of the Contract. It is the social contract that prevents a person from being themselves, from being who they really are. Thus, until a person realizes this and demonstrates an unwavering commitment to addressing it, no real change will occur.

	 

	At the same time, breaking the contact at the level of Ajna blocks all contacts on all lower chakras - bodies.

	 

	As a result, the partner, or simply the interlocutor, suddenly loses the Psycho-Info-Energy contact across all bodies, and they become uncomfortable, bored, and uninterested in continuing the conversation. The partner feels as if they've been abandoned, as if the interlocutor has abruptly turned and left. That everything that was said and discussed was just empty chatter, devoid of any real meaning. This is precisely how people communicate in society. A lot of empty words are spoken, devoid of any real meaning.

	 

	When two social people are unable to track their Psycho-Info-Energy interactions with others, they face the impossibility of building relationships. They are unable to understand why the communication environment, mood, and state of the other person or partner have suddenly and instantly changed.

	 

	If we are talking about a master who is able to perceive the communication space and the Psycho-Info-Energy state of a partner or interlocutor, regardless of distance, then the master tracks this problem, can explain it to the adept and help work on it.

	 

	At the root of this problem is self-image, fear of losing control over the situation, fear of natural Psycho-Info-Energy communication, instead of maintaining social protocol.

	 

	A social person lacks experience in meaningful communication and has no established behavioral patterns. Such a person is like a child who can't walk independently and is afraid to let go of his mother's hand and set out on his first journey.

	 

	The difficulties social people have in building relationships stem primarily from this: from the fear of remaining open in communication, from the fear of experiencing a full-fledged Psycho-Info-Energy exchange, from the inability to behave in an open state.

	 

	If society didn't suppress human consciousness from birth, such open communication would be the norm for everyone. And closed social protocol would be perceived as a terrible abomination. Today, however, the opposite is true. R. Monroe wrote brilliantly about all this, as we mentioned earlier.

	 

	However, let us return to women in esotericism.

	 

	As is clear from the above, a woman faces a real dilemma when communicating with a therapist. She must either constantly control herself, not allow herself to open up and not engage with the therapist in any active way, or learn to communicate openly and with all the ensuing consequences.

	 

	If we don't open up, then why bother with all this esotericism? Esotericism isn't a set of new knowledge or memory lists; it's a new position of the assemblage point and new behavioral algorithms.

	 

	If a woman learns to be open and attuned to the master, a sexual attraction between the male and female Psycho-Info-Energy will inevitably arise. This is typically what happens in all kinds of development groups.

	 

	R. Monroe wrote about this very well, describing his contact with a woman in the astral body.

	The two cocoons overlapped, their energies aligned, and they calmly separated. This state, however, was incomparably more powerful than ordinary sex in the body.

	 

	Robert Monroe, Journeys Out of the Body:
 

	"Here, to my right, a little behind me, I noticed another woman. Older than the first, about forty-something, she also gave the impression of being quite experienced in sex.
Coming closer, she offered to "stay" with me, saying, "Okay, then—I..." (implying that since the other woman had refused, she would be happy to replace her). I didn't wait for a second invitation, and we quickly moved toward her.
A dizzying shock followed (like an electric discharge), after which we separated. I thanked her. She seemed calm and content. Feeling that one night was enough, I descended through the floor and was soon back in my physical body.
 

	It's worth noting that Robert Monroe was involved in research into out-of-body experiences (OBEs). As an open-minded individual, confronted with phenomena that contradicted his entire understanding and the scientific worldview, he experimented and meticulously documented the various stages of his experiences, exemplifying the qualities of a true researcher, as we'll discuss in a few chapters below.

	 

	Early on, Monroe discovered that when in an out-of-body state on the astral plane, our self-image—what we call a self-image—is absent, and a person's true needs and states are revealed. He experienced a prolonged period of heightened sexuality upon leaving the physical body, clearly understanding that this is a natural human nature, suppressed and sublimated by society, and that without fully opening up and transcending all socially blocked states, any further progress in OBE and states of consciousness research is simply impossible.

	 

	Any sublimation and suppression of natural needs not only leads to a closed cocoon state in which perception beyond physical reality is impossible, but more critically, these states are anchors and a prison for human consciousness for the transition to higher levels of perception, as well as at the moment of disembodiment.

	 

	Robert Monroe, "Far Journeys":
 

	One of the illustrative cases occurred at night when I “rolled out” of the material body.
 

	Before I could even leave my second body, I was overcome by an overwhelming desire for sex. I was about to resort to my now-familiar calming method of "not now, a little later," but I was suddenly thrown out and carried away. The transition was swift and brief.
 

	Regaining my awareness, I found myself standing a few meters from a gigantic pile of writhing bodies. It rose like a pyramid, its sloping sides rising high, and I couldn't see the top. The wall stretched in both directions and disappeared into the distance. It looked like a tangle of enormous earthworms at the bottom of a tin can, ready for a morning fishing expedition. The bodies were constantly moving, thousands, millions of them. Wet and slippery-looking, the figures scurried among their own kind, searching, trying to do something... and couldn't stop.
…

	Three amazing perceptions struck me at once.
 

	
		First of all, these were not worms, but people!

		Secondly, from this seething mass came an unimaginable, stunning radiation of sexual desire - both male and female.

		Thirdly, all these people were physically dead.
 



	I wanted to turn and run, but some part of my soul held me back. Finally, I calmed down a bit and regained my ability to think clearly. Did I really want to become like them? The very thought made me shudder with disgust. The sexual desire that had seemed so important just a few seconds ago lost all its appeal. I became firmly convinced that it would still arise, but it would never again have complete control over my thoughts and actions.
 

	***
Like food, this human need has been manipulated in every way throughout history. All sorts of rules and prohibitions have been created to control the behavior of the masses. To a very large extent, our desires and actions are also under this control.
 

	 

	For more information on Robert Monroe's research into the nature of sexuality and social manipulation built on this, see Appendix 2 - Sexuality and the Second State (outside the physical body).

	 

	From this experience of R. Monroe one can and should draw a very important conclusion.

	 

	All our needs, which we suppress in the embodied state due to our social conventions, will inevitably manifest in the disembodied state. Therefore, the more we suppress ourselves to please society, the greater the harm we inflict on our personality, which has spanned many incarnations. And this suppression will manifest itself later in the form of karmic behavioral patterns.  

	 

	A logical question arises: how should a master and female adept act when Psycho-Info-Energy flows freely and unblocked through many bodies?

	The answer is obvious: either have no female followers, or calmly accept sexual contact with them.

	 

	The same applies to women: either get married and raise a family without getting involved in "spiritual development" with a male master, or calmly accept a possible relationship with a master as an integral part of removing blockages, destroying the self-image, and activating many bodies.

	 

	Questions of social morality are irrelevant here. If Psycho-Info-Energy flows freely between a man and a woman, sexual attraction inevitably arises. This is precisely why Tantra was developed and the Kama Sutra was written. How to balance accumulating Psycho-Info-Energy potentials.

	If they aren't balanced, they create a strong imbalance and destruction. That's why any unblocked relationship between a man and a woman will almost always lead to sex. Because sex is part of a normal relationship between a man and a woman, unless social norms and morals are imposed on it.

	There's a very primitive belief that friendship between a man and a woman means there's no sex between them. And if there is sex, then it's love.

	 

	Sex in itself is neither love nor friendship - it is just a basic need of our Svadhisthana body.

	And Friendship and Love are the needs of the Anahata body.

	 

	Therefore, dividing the Anahata's needs into love and friendship can be done according to the principle: if partners are of the same sex, it's friendship, while if partners are of different sexes, it's love. However, sex may or may not occur in both. This will depend on the functioning of the Svadhisthana body and its needs.

	 

	Social people face another problem: difficulty accepting a partner across multiple bodies. Fortunately, social people typically don't have multiple bodies, so this problem isn't very pressing.

	 

	It's difficult for a social person to perceive a partner both sexually and mentally. That is, it will either be a mental or spiritual contact at the Vishuddha and Ajna chakras, or it will be a sexual contact at the Svadhisthana chakra.

	And it's even more difficult to interact in these bodies simultaneously. That is, to engage in sexual contact without losing mental contact.

	 

	Typically, during sexual intercourse, the Center of Perception automatically shifts to the Svadhisthana body. This disrupts the connections in the upper bodies. If this happens to both partners, everything is fine. However, if one partner continues to maintain their center of perception in the upper bodies, they simply lose contact, and with it, all interest in what's happening.

	 

	The task of developing people of both sexes is to learn to constantly maintain the center of perception in the upper bodies and connect the lower bodies to it when necessary.

	 

	The above explains the problem many more developed men have with less developed women when having sex. The same thing happens vice versa, but with less destructive consequences, since a woman can always play along and imitate, while a man cannot.

	 

	It's important to understand the following. If a person's center of perception is located below the anahata, then they are an animal person, and they function like an animal in sex. That is, they become aroused by the sight of a partner of the opposite sex who consents to sex.

	 

	If a person's center of perception is located at the anahata or higher, then they are already a conscious person and are controlled by consciousness. Until such a person establishes a full Psycho-Info-Energy connection at the level of their active upper bodies, no sex with them will be possible. Again, this is always true for men; women may play along, but they don't need that kind of sex.

	 

	So, as you can see, they've piled up a ton of norms, rules, and prohibitions on the topic of sex, without any real understanding of what it is or how to live with it...

	 

	Yin and Yang in Relationships with the Opposite Sex

	 

	Building relationships is a very important aspect of our existence. However, different castes of people will understand relationships with the opposite sex in completely different ways.

	We will not talk here about relationships with one’s own gender, because such relationships indicate a violation of the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person.

	A person was incarnated in the body of a man or a woman, but his consciousness remained in the qualities of the opposite sex.

	 

	Since all human qualities, both male and female, are collected in the Egregor of the human species, then, at the level of consciousness, a person can exhibit both male and female qualities, while being, at other levels, a representative of only one gender.

	 

	Let's call these qualities in a man: masculinity (yang) and child (yin).

	For a woman: femininity (yin) and mother (yang).

	 

	A few words about "Yang" and "Yin" are in order. Without going into too much detail, they refer to the direction of the flow of Psycho-Info-Energy in a couple. "Yang" denotes the flow away from a person, while "Yin" denotes the flow of energy toward a person.

	A mother woman shows Yang qualities to her child - she directs her energy towards him and controls his life up to a certain age, regardless of the child’s gender.

	The man-child submits to the will and decisions of his woman, thereby demonstrating his Yin qualities towards her.

	 

	This leads to the fact that in paired relationships there are four possible options:

	 

	
		Man yang and woman yin - masculinity and femininity.

		Yin man and yang woman - child and mother.

		Yin man and yin woman - child and femininity.

		Yang man and yang woman - masculinity and mother.



	 

	From the above, it is quite obvious that the best energy combination in a couple is masculinity and femininity, when a man shows his masculine qualities, and a woman shows her feminine ones.

	In such a couple, the man sets the vector of movement, builds the world, the existence of the couple, and the woman accepts this world of the man and helps him build a common existence, as it is said in ancient texts, “the helper who is opposite.”

	This is the most satisfying combination of qualities for both partners, because on all levels—from the mental to the physical—both partners exhibit the essential qualities of their gender. The woman feels like a complete woman, and the man feels like a complete man.

	 

	In this couple, both components are important - the man must have his own world, which he can clearly describe, in which he himself really lives and into which he must introduce the woman on all planes of existence, and the woman must really get to know this world and accept it, so that later she does not say - "Oh, how badly it turned out."

	 

	There are very few such couples in the social contract, because a social person doesn't create their own world, but simply goes with the social flow. Born—graduated from kindergarten—school—the army—university—went to work—got married—had children—built a house—planted a tree—nurtured grandchildren—died…

	 

	And the social woman follows exactly the same path, which is why the differences between men and women are gradually blurring today. Women are attracted to athletes, warriors, and criminals precisely because of their strong Yang qualities and their unconventional worldview.

	We are not talking here about women who are obsessed with money and want to live at someone else's expense.

	 

	An opposite, but very common pairing would be "mother" and "child." A man weak on the mental-emotional plane and a woman strong on this plane.

	In this couple, as a rule, both partners remain unsatisfied and sooner or later, such a couple will break up, the woman will meet a more fulfilling partner and leave him.

	A woman wants to feel like a woman, behind a man’s shoulder, and not an eternal mother, both for her children and for her husband.

	 

	The remaining two combinations of qualities are not viable. Such partners will quickly drift apart, as two Yangs will endlessly fight over who is stronger, while two Yins will simply become stuck, unsure of what to do. They will quickly become bored and uninterested in each other.

	 

	The most important things in building relationships, not only between different sexes, are the caste of each participant and the contract in which all participants live.

	Full-fledged relationships are only possible within the framework of one caste, when the partners, or participants, have developed and active identical bodies and within the framework of one agreement.

	 

	Since most people live in a social contract, the only question that remains open is that of caste—active bodies.

	 

	People of the same agreement perceive the same world, defined by the fixation of their assemblage point. Differences can arise only in varying degrees, in different volumes of the perceived world. In different abilities and capacities for perception, understanding, and analyzing what is happening.

	 

	If partners belong to the same caste, their perceptual abilities will be similar. Then, all they have to do is reach mutual understanding on the issues where they disagree. This is entirely achievable.

	 

	But if people perceive the world differently, for example, one believes only in the school curriculum, and the other has already begun to think independently, search for information, etc., then such partners are unlikely to find a common language.

	 

	With all this in mind, it's important to understand that people of different castes have different functioning bodies, including the lower ones, because the energy of people with more active bodies is distributed among all their bodies. Meanwhile, for a partner with fewer active bodies, the energy will be distributed among them, and each body will have more energy.

	 

	We will tell you later how and where this energy comes from.

	 

	Therefore, on the one hand, a more developed consciousness is capable of doing what a less developed one is incapable of, for example, sensing a situation and making more correct life choices. But on the other hand, a more developed consciousness will suffer more from the weather in its physical body, will be less sexually active, and will not occupy high positions in society.

	 

	Our experience shows that even a gap of one caste makes life together very difficult, and a gap of two castes makes it impossible.

	 

	It's important to understand one more thing. Our caste identity, that is, our active bodies, awaken as we mature. Therefore, at 20, people of different castes will be perceived and act almost identically. But at 30-40, a fundamental difference will begin to emerge.

	 

	If people live in different agreements, in different worlds, then full-fledged relationships between them are, in principle, impossible.

	It is possible that a woman, with great desire, will be able to move into the world, into a man's contract, or people will agree to lead a life together exclusively at the level of life support, and not even try to attune all the upper bodies.

	Such relationships are possible for social people who grew up in different societies.

	For example, marriages between people from communist and democratic countries.

	A few words about Tantra

	 

	In the social world, Tantra is perceived as a set of sexual positions, or as sexual pictures.

	However, we are talking about something completely different; we are talking about the Psycho-Info-Energy interaction between the male and female structures, including all planes of existence.

	As we wrote earlier, the control signal comes into the human cocoon from a more complex consciousness and is transformed into Psycho-Info-Energy, which controls all human life activity.

	 

	In addition, after the separation of male and female qualities, Yin and Yang, in order to achieve the full consciousness of Adam, the most complete fusion of man and woman on all possible levels is necessary.

	Sexual energy is the source of vital energy for a person, which is then transformed into the energy of all bodies. This is why sex is a basic human need, especially for men, as a source of Yang energy.

	 

	Different parts of our body are controlled by different energies circulating within the cocoon. Many books have been written about this, including those by Mantak Chia, so we won't go into detail here.

	The important thing is that our hands, our tongues, and our genitals conduct different Psycho-Info-Energy. Therefore, contact between a man and a woman with different parts of the body creates different circuits for the flow of this energy.

	 

	At the same time, it is important to understand that people with different levels of consciousness development will have different “frequencies” of all bodies, including all lower bodies.

	This “frequency” difference leads to problems in the sexual life of couples with different levels of consciousness, because they simply do not match the “frequency” of their respective bodies, for example, the sexual body.

	 

	Another problem with different levels of consciousness in sexual life is that people with a lower level of consciousness, during ordinary, non-sexual interactions, attune themselves to a higher level partner. Women do this especially easily due to their mediumship.

	 

	Therefore, during normal communication, such a couple does not have any particular problems.

	However, during sexual contact, people with a simpler consciousness transfer all their attention to the lower bodies, removing attention completely from the upper bodies.

	 

	In this case, the “higher” partner loses contact with the upper bodies, which are primary for him, and, accordingly, loses sexual arousal, which in such people is controlled from the higher levels of consciousness.

	We explained earlier that all our bodies and consciousnesses are hierarchical, where the upper bodies control the lower ones.

	 

	With different sexual frequencies between partners, different couples develop different sexual preferences. Some prefer oral sex, others manual, vaginal, anal, and so on.

	This is primarily due to the different frequencies of different bodies. When a higher-frequency body connects with a lower-frequency body, energy flows from where there is a lot of it to where there is less. From where it has a higher frequency to where it has a lower frequency.

	 

	Again, let us remember that all our divisions of the unified Psycho-Info-Energy structure into separate bodies and consciousnesses are merely auxiliary cross-sections for our mind's perception. Without such a division, it would be impossible to explain anything at all, especially in written form.

	 

	Tantra does not exist in the social contract, just as martial arts, Kabbalah, and many other things do not exist in it.

	There are words, but no substance, because these are all other agreements that require a different fixation of the assemblage point and a different model of the world.

	Is it possible to practice tantra in a social setting? You can think you're practicing tantra, but it will be just another social sexual encounter. If it helps someone become more sexually liberated in a social setting, then that's a good thing.

	 

	Male-female interactions - capture beam, allies  

	 

	When speaking about the interaction between a man and a woman, it is necessary to highlight such a point as the influence of allies, i.e., past incarnations, or behavioral algorithms developed in past incarnations.

	 

	Each of our lives, each incarnation, does not disappear without a trace with the death of the physical body, but is stored in our subconscious in the form of a certain “file” with a set of behavioral algorithms developed in that incarnation.

	 

	If a new incarnation doesn't develop a new Personality from childhood—that is, new behavioral patterns necessary for life in the new incarnation—the person continues to live, governed by the behavioral patterns of their previous incarnations. This is why many children, from a very early age, demonstrate unusual abilities and skills developed in past incarnations.

	 

	It is important to understand that our life is always controlled by our subconscious, which is located at the “frequency” of the Ajna chakra, i.e., above our personal consciousness on the Vishuddha chakra.

	 

	If a person doesn't develop their Personal Consciousness, which is capable of tracking signals from the subconscious and somehow coordinating with them, their life will seem chaotic and unmanageable. The subconscious can be roughly compared to a computer processor. The processor itself doesn't initiate anything, but merely processes incoming signals based on the algorithms and programs embedded within it. The subconscious operates similarly. When it receives a signal from the outside world, it responds based on behavioral patterns developed in past incarnations. These patterns may be successful or unsuccessful in this new incarnation. If a person's personality is underdeveloped, they are unaware of these behavioral patterns from the subconscious and cannot clearly explain why they acted as they did. Common answers include "it was just the time," "I just felt like it," and so on.

	 

	A person with developed Personal Consciousness is able to track the manifestation of a particular behavioral pattern and adjust it. Such a person always knows exactly why and for what reason they did something. In other words, they are responsible for their actions and are able to manage their life.

	 

	Now, if we recall the Self-Image, which is formed in each person under the influence of the Social Contract from birth, we will see a certain duality and discrepancy between real behavior and a person’s self-image.

	 

	Action occurs under the influence of an ally, and the self-image is always within the framework of the Self-Image. That is, the Self-Image will always justify one's unconscious actions, no matter how absurd or stupid it may seem.

	 

	It is important to understand that the control of a person's life always comes from the subconscious - we are not able to change this fact.

	 

	We have the power to do the following: develop our Personal Consciousness, monitor the control signals from the subconscious, and somehow modify them. We are also capable of implanting our desired actions and meanings into our subconscious. Then, the subconscious itself will create the necessary situations around us to realize our desires.

	 

	Let's return to the relationship between a man and a woman.

	 

	Women have such a concept as a “capture beam” from the Uterus (Svadhisthana chakra).
 

	This is a natural mechanism by which a woman's subconscious chooses the father of her future children. Since the psycho-informational-energetic combination of a man and a woman for the birth of healthy offspring is extremely complex, this operation is performed by our subconscious.

	 

	The subconscious is an egregor and interacts with higher consciousnesses. This is the source of the saying that "marriages are made in heaven."

	 

	At the same time, the Self-Image has its own views on the desired partner, which are based on social attitudes and rational notions and have nothing to do with caring for healthy offspring. This is precisely why so many unhealthy children are born today.

	 

	A man perceives a woman's "capture beam" through his subconscious, and as a result, he produces hormones that tell him he likes the woman, or that she's trying to seduce him, or something else along those lines. Again, everything depends on the man's personality development and his awareness of this process.

	 

	Since man is a dual being - on the one hand, the Light of the Creator with his laws, and on the other hand, the Society invented by the mind with its norms and rules, the interaction of the sexes is subject to these two factors.

	 

	The “capture beam” chooses according to its own laws, and the Image of Oneself strives to choose according to its own.

	At the same time, interesting situations can sometimes arise where a man feels a woman's "capture beam" while the social woman has no interest in him at all. Or the opposite can happen. The woman would very much like a relationship with a particular man, but her subconscious rejects him based on her own criteria.

	 

	A similar “Capture Ray” also exists among men from Svadhisthana.

	 

	It is also controlled by the man's subconscious, but by different criteria. A man's sexual purpose is to spread his seed. Therefore, a man's subconscious is geared toward finding the most suitable and harmonious sexual partners. When the subconscious has chosen such a partner, the man begins to like the woman, and he begins to seek ways to interact.

	 

	A woman, if she is capable of perceiving anything, also feels the impact of the “capture beam” and perceives this as interest in herself from this man.

	 

	Thus, once in society, both men and women, through their subconscious and completely unconsciously, choose sexual partners for themselves.

	 

	What happens next depends on a host of factors. It depends on a person's ability to monitor their subconscious. It depends on how developed their personal consciousness is and whether it can decipher subconscious signals. It depends on the social attitudes of each participant. It depends on blockages and karmic issues. And so on.

	 

	We've described the functioning of a normal, "healthy" subconscious. If the subconscious is burdened with karmic issues, or the svadhisthana is blocked and no "ray" can create any "capture," then the functioning of this entire created mechanism is disrupted, leading to all sorts of unexpected consequences.

	Life Cycles - Age Intervals

	 

	Since we are all a product of creation, a thought-form of a more complex consciousness, then our entire life proceeds according to a pre-conceived program, similar to how the life of the robots we create proceeds according to a program drawn up by our consciousness.

	 

	We can easily observe in ourselves that our life program consists of 10-12 year cycles. In each cycle, our needs, desires, and opportunities somehow change on their own.

	 

	As children, we want to run and play, then we want to develop our bodies - play sports, then this somehow passes and we begin to fall in love, study, build a career, start families, have children, and so on, we reach the age of 40-50 and face a midlife crisis.

	 

	Until this age, everything is more or less clear—our life cycles coincide quite well with social activity, with the development of our physical, sexual, and social bodies. This is what the first decades of our incarnation are devoted to.

	We call this period the creation of a life support system. By the end of this period, a normal, active, social person already has a home, a family, a job, and some savings.     

	 

	Furthermore, society, built on the three lower bodies, offers us nothing, but simply demands that we continue to work, pay taxes, and generate emotional energy. Most social people are quite happy with this. They begin to acquire better houses and cars, travel the world, go to restaurants, and so on.

	Some try to go in a second circle - a new family, new children, or a new profession and new problems...

	 

	At the same time, our control program—the Light of the Creator—demands something completely different from us. It demands the development of our upper bodies, the development of our consciousness, our Soul.

	But society has nothing for this - society does not need our spiritual development, society needs obedient slaves.

	 

	Therefore, those people who begin to develop themselves are those who have active upper bodies, who experience a real need for information, for knowledge, who read books in order to find answers to questions, and not out of boredom or for entertainment.

	Today, with the advent of the Internet, self-development and information search have become much more accessible.

	 

	If a person is aware of their nature, perceives the Light of the Creator through Universal Harmony, seeks information and verifies it against the Criterion of Truth, then such a person does not experience any midlife crisis, does not worry about lost youth and does not want to start a family for the second time, have children, or change professions.

	 

	Moreover, our control program sequentially activates all of our bodies, in accordance with the human caste.

	In our youth, our physical body, or Physical Sphere of Being, is active.
 

	Then, the Sexual-Emotional, and after it the Social Sphere of Being is activated.

	 

	By the age of 30–35, a person reaches peak development in their Sexual-Emotional Sphere of existence, which may include the active manifestation of the Astral Body. It is at this age that people experience peak attraction to the opposite sex and the greatest pleasure from intimacy.

	By the age of 40–45, a person's lower mental body is at its most developed. This is the age of mature love and friendship. It's the age of a conscious career. It's the age of understanding and awareness of one's Personality.

	 

	At this age, where possible, a person's personal life begins, in contrast to the life support that occurred earlier.

	 

	A human spaceflight can be used to illustrate this. Enormous amounts of effort and resources are expended on the astronaut's life support. But the purpose and meaning of the flight isn't just for the astronaut to breathe, eat, drink, sleep, and go to the bathroom—it's their life support.

	The purpose and meaning of the flight lies in the experiments and tests that the astronaut will perform.

	 

	Our incarnation is similar—we are given time to sustain it, and then we need to begin to complicate our consciousness. For this, starting at age 40–45, our Mental Bodies begin to activate, for those who have them.   

	 

	It is not for nothing that they say that a person reaches his maximum wisdom at 85 years of age.

	Our own experience shows that by the age of 60, a person should end his social activity and begin to work on his Soul, his consciousness.

	 

	Those who say that they cannot live without social work simply do not have active upper bodies and, accordingly, do not begin to experience the need for their development.

	 

	All sorts of excuses, like that they have a very interesting job that they love very much, and others don't have that, so others retire from social activity at 60 - similar to how a 25-year-old plays in a sandbox, declaring that others simply don't have such a sandbox and such shovels - so they went to work...

	  

	The age of 60-70 marks the peak development of the Personal Consciousness of the Vishuddha body. This is a reflection and awareness of one's entire life, its review and analysis.

	Many conscious people try to retire at this age, that is, to leave the obligations of social work and switch as much as possible from the social contract to a more spiritual contract.

	 

	The age of 70-80 marks the peak development of Ajna Consciousness, which is called Spiritual. This is the awareness of the contract, the control signal, the perception of higher planes.

	 

	If a person manages to follow this life path and gain new experience in all mental bodies, then he is not afraid of the death of the physical body, because he practically no longer lives in it, but interacts with his consciousness with the hierarchy of consciousnesses, in which he will find himself after the death of the physical body.

	 

	Robert Monroe and his institute provided great assistance on this path, releasing excellent educational and developmental programs for the upper mental bodies.

	 

	Therefore, based on a person’s Being, how he lives and how he experiences his age interval, one can already draw some conclusions about his inclusion or isolation from the Light of the Creator.

	 

	A deeper understanding of human nature, the essence of things, the multidimensionality of the universe (the Light of the Creator), and the control of man from a higher Spiritual Plane—all of this allows us to better understand the Essence, Purpose, and Meaning of our lives, as well as to correct our Spiritual and Mental State so as not to fall out of the Light of the Creator and not shorten our life in this incarnation.

	 

	Any person who begins to assert at any given moment, “I don’t need this,” “I don’t care or find this interesting, I have other goals and plans,” must think very seriously and try to realize that he has simply fallen out of the Light of the Creator, i.e., he has blocked his own access to the Light and embarked on the Path of Self-Destruction.

	That is why he does not need it and is not interested in it - because the Signal from the Higher Planes, which carries the Need and Motivation for Action, is blocked.

	 

	Of course, this is greatly facilitated by the modern Pathological Society, which breeds weak-willed and unthinking slaves for its own support - but, in any case, responsibility for one's life lies with the individual himself.

	 

	If a person reflects and realizes that he has fallen out of the Light of the Creator, that he is missing, or has already missed a time stage, without realizing his Purpose at this stage - and it does not matter how he explains it to himself - his explanations do not matter to anyone - then such a person must begin to take urgent measures to restore his connection with the Light of the Creator, using all possible means for this.

	 

	At different stages of life, a person may change countries and communities. For example, during the cycle of active social engagement and career development, a person may choose the most suitable and active community. If they are pursuing a career in high technology, they might aspire to work in Silicon Valley in the United States or Israel.

	 

	Moreover, if a person has already completed the social work stage and retired, they will seek a quiet and non-aggressive society. A country with a good environment, a mild climate, a warm sea, good food, and low prices.

	 

	Such a gentle and calm society will allow a person in retirement to pursue their spiritual development, be closer to nature, and not be stressed by high prices and a tense society.

	About Sex, About Love and About the Pathological Social Contract...

	 

	Sex, Love, Relationships - different needs of a Human.

	 

	Sex is a need of a living organism. Unrelated to love and society, it is a need of the Svadhisthana Body, analogous to food, a need of the Physical Body.

	 

	And just as different people have different needs and preferences when it comes to food, so too do different people have different needs and preferences when it comes to sex.

	 

	Just as a person can be deprived of variety in food, or, in general, starve, - similarly, a person can be deprived of variety in sex, and, in general, create sexual starvation for himself.

	 

	Love is the Need of the Anahata Body, the Need of a Highly Developed Personality and is not available to less highly developed organisms.

	Love has nothing to do with sex - these are two different needs of two different bodies.

	 

	A person can love someone and at the same time feel the need for sexual relations with other partners - there is nothing strange or abnormal about this.

	Just because we love someone, we don’t stop feeling the need for our favorite and varied food.

	 

	Thus, the very first aspect under consideration is the Sexual Need, which is inherent in all people and requires satisfaction in every person.
Similar to the need for food, some people can be satisfied with porridge every day, while others need constant or periodic variety. However, in the case of food needs, our society has not yet come up with any restrictive ideology and does not condemn people for their betrayal of daily porridge with some steak.

Therefore, with sexual need, we see the prison into which modern social man has been placed for the sake of solving social problems - property, money, subordination.

	
From the point of view of Consciousness, a person should have sexual freedom, of course, without resorting to violence and deception.

Any man and woman who want to have sexual intimacy should have the opportunity to fulfill their need.

Researcher Robert Monroe, while studying the Astral Plane of Existence, encountered the manifestation and realization of sexual attraction between the energy cocoons of a man and a woman on the Astral level. There are no invented norms or restrictions, and any man and woman who experience mutual attraction simply merge, align their energies, and peacefully separate. Sexuality on the physical plane is a projection of sexuality from the Astral plane and should be freely realized in physical bodies.

Modern society appeals to an incorrect interpretation of the biblical commandment - “do not commit adultery,” interpreting it as a ban on sexual relations with married women.
This is incorrect, because the prohibition on coveting another man's wife is stipulated in another commandment and implies a prohibition on forced coveting, but not on mutual consent in sexual intimacy.

The prohibition of adultery implies a relationship, even consensual, with a virgin whom the man does not intend to marry. So, here we are considering the effect of telegony, the effect of the first man in a woman's life, who forever imprints his information on her.

	 

	Society is a system of oppression and control over humans. It imposes norms and rules on people that are exclusively convenient for society to achieve its goals and objectives.

	 

	Modern society has decided that a person should live in monogamous sexual relationships – create a family with one partner and fulfill the role of the “unit of society.”

	 

	Accordingly, the social Contract - the system of upbringing and education - fixes a person in the position of the Assemblage Point, that Sex is Love, and family is monogamy.

	 

	Such a social contract is in direct conflict with the “nature” of man, with his created basic needs.

	 

	As a result, this leads to constant suppression of sexual desire, to conflicts in the family, to endless lies and deception - and, as a result of all this, to diseases of the genitourinary system, in both men and women, to cancer and to premature death.

	 

	It is almost impossible to suppress a basic need in yourself if it exists and has not been suppressed since birth.

	 

	This is precisely why the vast majority of men and women, to one degree or another, try and continue to try to somehow secretly satisfy their sexual needs.

	 

	Another pathological stereotype imposed by society is the confusion of Sex and Love - like, if you love me, then why do you need other women or men?

	 

	Or, there's a common saying that if you need other women/men, then you shouldn't have started a family, you should have lived alone and enjoyed yourself...

	 

	The absurdity of such a statement is that, at least, Developed Personalities create a family out of Love, i.e., out of the Need of the Anahata Body, because, in reality, they have a need for a life together with a similar, developed partner, but, at the same time, no one and nothing cancels out their Need of the Svadhisthana Body, which may differ from the similar need of their partner.

	 

	Sometimes, people, seeing a nice and harmonious couple, are perplexed - why is he or she looking for some other connections on the side, and, sometimes, these connections are with significantly less nice or developed partners.

	 

	The answer, again, is very simple - the needs of various active bodies.

	 

	Only if we consider a person to be a single body, as prescribed by the Social Contract. And that this body has a set of desires and needs, controlled by Being—for, according to the Social Contract, it is Being that determines "consciousness," and not the other way around—Consciousness, the Soul, that shapes the Being of a Developed Human—only then is it considered right and normal to live in a monogamous relationship and, at the slightest attempt at sexual contact with another partner, immediately break up the family, sue over children and property, create a host of difficulties in the life of the supposedly "loved" person, and so on...

	 

	All of this is a terrible pathology imposed by a pathological social contract.

	 

	It is important to understand that Love and sex are two fundamentally different Needs, the needs of two different bodies - the Svadhisthana body and the Anahata body.
And these needs can be different in a loving couple, just as even the most loving partners can have different needs for food, exercise, and social structure.

But, until it comes to differences in sexual needs, any differences on all other levels are calmly accepted. He likes to eat meat, and she's a vegetarian—and nothing terrible happens. But if he wants sex with other women, and she doesn't want sex with other men—that's a tragedy, for which they even came up with a name: infidelity.

For some reason, someone decided that people living together should suppress their needs, and first and foremost, their basic sexual desire. Someone decided that this was "good" and took on the role of God, who, by the way, never demanded monogamy.

And yet, sexual freedom poses a problem for the lower castes.

If all that connects partners is their sexual attraction - hear me correctly - sex is not the only thing they have, but sex is the only unique thing they have - then having sex with another partner destroys that uniqueness.

It turns out that any other sexual partner may be better in bed, and then it is not clear what will keep such a couple together, except for shared debts, children, property, etc.
It turns out that for people of the first three castes, sexual intimacy is the unique value that keeps this couple together.

At the same time, for people of the fourth caste, for people capable of love, such a unique value is their Love - their connection on Anahata and above, their common worldview, their spiritual world.
In this case, these people can allow each other sexual freedom as needed, without fear that a more sexually experienced, younger, or more attractive partner will take away one of the loving ones...

We see fundamental differences in the lives of people of different castes, in absolutely every aspect of existence. Different castes should live separately, but in modern society, everything is mixed up, and the very idea that people are not equal by birth is considered politically incorrect. Hence, all this chaos in relationships, love, and sex.

In modern society, there is a misconception that spiritual people should be asexual, that sex is a manifestation of some base, animal needs.
This is a very stupid opinion of people who are incapable of thinking.

Sex is no more an animal manifestation in human existence than, say, the consumption of food - both are Needs of different human Bodies and one is no better or worse than the other.

	 

	On the contrary, a developed, spiritual, and conscious person will have all their bodies developed, starting with the lower ones. This means that such a person will maintain their body, they won't be fat and flabby, they will satisfy their sexual needs as they need, they will occupy a niche in society that requires awareness, and they will live with a correspondingly conscious and spiritual partner, with whom they will work through their karmic issues and gain experience in conscious living.

There are no exceptions to this rule, and there cannot be any - if we see a fat and flabby man, engaged in selling something unimportant and living with a primitive woman, but, at the same time, declaring his development - then this is just deception and self-deception...

A spiritual person is not someone who renounces sex, but someone who, in addition to sex, and according to his individual needs, also has spiritual needs.

	 

	Very rare Developed Personalities are able to break free from this pathological contract and begin to think independently, explore themselves and the world around them, feel, perceive, understand and recognize the presence of many bodies and many needs that are in no way connected to each other.

	 

	If one loves sushi and the other is a vegetarian, then will they get divorced, destroy the family, and traumatize the children? They will find a solution to this “problem.”

	 

	Similarly, Developed Personalities can and should find solutions to all other “problems”, and, in particular, to differences in sexual needs.

	 

	Building relationships with the opposite sex

	 

	Building a relationship is a process that builds like a pyramid, from the bottom up. First, there's acceptance of the partner on a physical level. A person should be physically appealing, or at least not physically repulsive. This includes appearance, scent, and harmony in clothing and in one's being.

	Next, acquaintance and intimacy occur on an emotional and sexual level. If everything is satisfactory at this level, the two lower levels of the pyramid are already in place. Next, acquaintance and intimacy occur on a social level. This level includes all aspects of social structure and behavior: education, specialty, position, salary, housing and car ownership, hobbies, and so on.

	As a rule, these three lower levels are familiar to everyone. But then comes the most difficult part—getting to know each other and bonding on a heartfelt level, a personal level of consciousness, and a spiritual level.

	 

	Let's be clear right away that this isn't necessary for everyone, and, as a rule, relationships end at the bottom three levels, and sometimes even at the bottom two. We call these purely animal relationships and won't discuss them here.

	 

	Some people expect to meet their "true love," the kind that makes them fall in love and die at first sight. Let's be clear—this does happen; we call it karmic connections. These are situations where souls who have incarnated together multiple times and built unfinished relationships in past lives meet. When such people intersect in a given incarnation, a real flash of consciousness occurs, and their lives change instantly.

	 

	Some people believe they must first experience some kind of "love" for their partner before they can begin building a relationship. We've sometimes heard from deeply insecure people that they must first meet their "soulmate" before they can "open up" and build an intimate relationship.

	This attitude is fundamentally wrong. A person with insecurities who doesn't know how to build relationships will never build a serious partnership with anyone.

	 

	Building relationships is like constructing a pyramid—bottom to top, level by level. And to feel and experience true love at the Anahata level, you must first build all the lower levels.

	Active levels of consciousness and spirituality will greatly assist in getting to know your partner and becoming closer to them. True love at the Anahata Chakra level is the result of active relationship building. People spend a lot of time together, live together, reveal their inner worlds to each other, create shared plans for their lives, implement joint projects, create a circle of mutual friends, and so on. And in the process, acquaintance and rapprochement occur on all active levels of existence.

	As a result of all this activity, true love may be revealed. Or it may not be, as people face numerous blockages, sacred cows, and other karmic challenges on the path to it.

	 

	All of these issues can and should be addressed if a person wants to advance in their spiritual development in this incarnation and learn to build partnerships.

	 

	Let us quote from R. Monroe’s book, “The Ultimate Journey,” which reflects the same idea (continued in Appendix 2)
 

	Given the enormous attention paid to sex and romantic myths, it's no surprise that many people claim to have experienced something called "L" in their relationships. However, this isn't true.
There is only one way to achieve “L”: through rich life experiences, although even in this case there is no guarantee that “L” will arise.

	***

	
  Other types of infatuation need not necessarily be considered destructive or without significance, yet they belong to an entirely different category.
The difference is that "L" is inextinguishable and eternal, never dependent on local customs and traditions. Strong friendship can be considered a pale shadow of "L"—or, at best, its close relative.

	***

	
  Men notice the "L" in other men, women in other women; this usually happens as a result of deep and prolonged experiences, although a long period of time alone cannot guarantee the development of the "L." However, if this does happen—often effortlessly, completely unconsciously—such love becomes eternal in the literal sense of the word.
 

	The probability of the emergence of “L” increases significantly with the joint work and rest, life, struggle, suffering and joy.

	 

	Here, we should consider the sexual problems that arise between people of different castes. Men with developed upper bodies may have sexual problems with women who lack similarly active upper bodies.

	 

	When the upper bodies are active, a man's sexual arousal is no longer controlled by the instincts of the lower bodies, but by the consciousness of the upper bodies. And if contact hasn't been established in the couple's upper bodies, the mechanism of sexual arousal won't activate.

	 

	A woman does not have such a protective mechanism, but she does have a hymen, which, with the appropriate worldview, will protect her from sexual contact with an unsuitable man.

	Women with active upper bodies can also notice a difference in their condition after sexual contact with more or less developed men.

	 

	This is why, for developed people, it is recommended to first establish contact on the upper bodies, and only then engage in sexual intimacy.

	Mixing Sex, Love and Marriage.

	 

	Another important factor, which I have already mentioned above, but which requires more detailed consideration, is the confusion of Sex, Love and Marriage.

	 

	As the saying goes, "sex is not a reason to get acquainted."

	To modern people, this seems like a joke, because for them, sex is the most intimate and secret part of their relationship. The problem here is that modern, social people live by social protocol, don't think for themselves, and meet people purely formally, without establishing contact with their partner's soul and consciousness.

	Sex can be a purely physiological process, unaffected by the soul, or it can be an element of profound spiritual intimacy. Everything depends solely on the level of consciousness of the partners.

	 

	Simple people of the first three castes cannot love - they don’t even understand what it is, no matter how much you talk to them about it, explain it to them, or give them advice...

	For them, Love is Sex, and a partner is physically attractive and a good lover.

	 

	On this basis, they create a family, have children, and then live like everyone else, governed by Social Norms and Guidelines for the family - the social unit of society - responsibility, compliance with social norms and rules.

	 

	As a rule, such people have nothing in common except sex, a shared household, spending time together, and having children together - that is, they have no personal, emotional, or spiritual connection.

	Therefore, if one of the partners tries to satisfy their sexual needs on the side, this will be considered “betrayal”, “high treason” and will require “the highest measure of punishment”.

	 

	Any conversations and disputes in such families and among people of this level are impossible - their animal self-esteem, Ego, Pride are affected - there is no understanding and awareness at this Level of Consciousness yet.

	 

	The conclusion from what has been said is very simple: Each Caste lives by its own laws and rules, no matter whether someone likes it or not.

	Ideally, it would be to officially recognize the existence of Castes and build a caste society, which once existed, rather than lumping everything together and making everyone equally unhappy...

	 

	It is also very important to choose partners of your own caste, because otherwise there will be endless problems and misunderstandings...

	 

	From the above, it will be clear why it is so difficult today for a social person of the first three castes to create a stable family.

	 

	These people are attracted to each other solely by their sexual needs and do not know how to build human, personal relationships.

	 

	When people are young and don’t have much sexual experience, it seems to them that the first experience is “love”, it’s something special.

	If young people do not start a family at an early age, but continue to accumulate sexual experience, then they begin to understand that no one partner is fundamentally better than any other partner.

	 

	In such a state, in order to create a lasting relationship, it is necessary to somehow stand out from the crowd.

	Men usually stand out for their successes, achievements, positions, money...

	 

	But for women over 30, it becomes difficult, because simply girlish beauty and charm are already gone, and if a woman cannot offer a man something that distinguishes her from many others like her, then, most likely, she will be an exclusively sexual object for a few dates.

	 

	Wiser women try to develop some qualities in themselves - be it broader sexual skills, or social and professional, or esoteric, or personal.

	Such women attract men and stand out from the crowd.

	 

	Now, to the question of family, does a person need a family, and what kind of family do people of different castes need?

	 

	We see how figures of “culture” and “art” constantly change their spouses and have children, some from surrogate mothers, while others simply adopt.

	We very rarely see complete and long-lasting families among these “public figures”.

	 

	The essence of this is, again, the low caste of these people, where the main driving force is sexual attraction.

	It seems that such people have children to satisfy some of their own ambitions, but not out of a need to continue the family line, and certainly not as the fruit of great love with their spouse.

	 

	We see that today, the very idea of a family in the society of the first three castes is beginning to die out and turn into a temporary union of two full-fledged social people, protected by social society.

	 

	We will not consider socially backward countries, where the family is a unit necessary for survival, like a collective farm in Russia or a kibbutz in Israel, and children are a necessary support and protection for the old age of their parents.

	 

	In a socially developed country, the question arises: is family necessary at all? What does it really bring to life, besides restrictions on personal freedom, the suppression of sexual desire, and the additional worries and troubles of running a joint household and raising and educating children?

	 

	Today, many young people from the first three castes are already beginning to reject the traditional family and prefer to lead a free life.

	 

	If there is a need for children and for procreation, such people give birth to their own children: women from a man chosen for this purpose, and men with the help of a chosen surrogate mother.

	 

	If the basis of a family is a short-term sexual attraction that passes over the years, say, in three years, then the question arises, why tie yourself to a person with whom in a few years there will be nothing left in common except jointly acquired property, which will be a great pity to divide and lose when you separate.

	 

	It is precisely this pity for property and the fear of finding a new partner that keeps the mass of social families in the lower three castes.

	This is why those who have money and who can afford to leave part of their property to their other half regularly change spouses.

	 

	Things are quite different for the Conscious Personalities of the fourth caste.

	These people have a Soul Need for constant contact with a similar partner - precisely the Soul Need, the need for communication, for discussing all sorts of life situations, for moral support, for joint Spiritual movement and the like.

	 

	The level of a person’s Consciousness is determined by his Highest Need.

	At the same time, all lower needs do not disappear, but a person cannot live without satisfying his highest need.

	 

	This fact explains human behavior when he sacrifices all lower needs, including even the need for survival, in order to satisfy his higher need.

	 

	We see many examples of a developed woman who lived with a developed man and lost him - never marries again, precisely because, firstly, the Soul connection is not broken after death, and secondly, because less developed men cannot satisfy her highest need for Soul and Spiritual communication.

	 

	At the same time, many do not understand how and why men who live with their highly spiritual partners sometimes have sexual relationships with ordinary women.

	The answer is very simple if you understand the multi-level nature of a person and the presence of needs at each level.

	For some reason, no one is surprised if highly spiritual partners have different nutritional needs, but as soon as it comes to sexual needs, everyone immediately tenses up, “oh-oh-oh - how bad.”

	 

	And what exactly is wrong - is it wrong to have needs and not suppress them - is it better not to have them at all, or to suppress them completely and suffer from all sorts of modern diseases, which are based on suppressed basic instincts and needs?

	 

	Any conscious person strives to satisfy the needs of all their levels, because blocking any of the levels disrupts the flow of energy in the cocoon and leads to illness.

	And the fact that modern society has come up with so many problems - well, a conscious person doesn’t care about that...

	 

	This is where the dividing line is drawn between those who are capable of at least a little independent thinking and building their own lives, and those who are stupidly guided by a social contract that is constantly changing and inventing new tricks for enslaving people - the dividing line between the first three and fourth castes.

	 

	The idea of accelerated personal development lies precisely in learning from the example of others, learning to think and manage your life, and not going with the flow in the hope that perhaps it will carry you through...

	 

	It's important to understand that love, flight, complete fulfillment, and satisfaction from intimacy reside not in the physical body, but in the soul, in the consciousness. Physical intimacy is merely a catalyst for spiritual intimacy. Today, most social people don't build relationships at the level of consciousness, limiting themselves to the lower three levels—physical, sexual, and social. The ultimate union between a man and a woman is the Egregor of the couple, which arises exclusively through the interaction of the upper bodies, the higher consciousnesses of a person.

	Conception of children is the embodiment of the Soul in the Body

	 

	The philosophy behind the Conception of Children is fundamentally different in the social contract and in the Creator's Light contract.

	 

	In society, conception of a child is a completely random process when male and female reproductive cells unite, fertilization occurs, and after 9 months a new human being is born.

	 

	In the Creator's Light contract, everything appears different. First and foremost, a person is a Soul, a Consciousness, and only then a body, constructed from the cells of their parents according to the blueprint of the egregor of their species, taking into account the egregors of the father and mother's lineage and the incarnating soul's own karma.

	 

	Thus, first of all, the “capture” of the soul of a new person must occur, and only then, fertilization of the egg.

	The soul is captured by an energetic vortex created by the fusion of the Psycho-Info-Energy structures of the father and mother during their sexual intimacy.

	The stronger this vortex is, and the higher the frequency of the future parents is at this moment, the more developed and more energetic soul will be captured.

	 

	It's believed that all the energy of a person's future is determined by this vortex at the moment of soul capture. As Bulat Okudzhava sang: "And from poor love, the son will be pale."

	It was precisely for the purpose of strengthening the energy vortex that, in old traditions, the newlyweds were kept apart before their first wedding night and were not allowed to drink alcohol at the wedding.

	 

	We are not even talking about the fact that girls in the ancient tradition did not have sexual contact before marriage, because any sexual contact with a man leaves his Psycho-Info-Energy in the structure of the woman.

	You can laugh at "telegony" for a long time, but our creators didn't just protect female virginity in humans for nothing.

	A woman passes information from her husband to her son.

	That is why such qualities of consciousness as Priests and High Priests were passed down from father to son in the families of Levites and Cohens.

	 

	An ancient tradition forbids Cohens from marrying non-virgins. This is done not for moral reasons, but solely for the purpose of the purest Psycho-Info-Energy transmission of consciousness.

	If a woman had sexual partners before marriage and the birth of children, then her Psycho-Info-Energy structure contains information from her partners and a pure transfer of information from husband to son will not be possible.

	 

	After the soul is captured and conception occurs, the new soul is attached to the woman's Svadhisthana via a Psycho-Info-Energy structure called the "silver thread." The entire formation of the new body occurs under the influence of the Psycho-Info-Energy structures described above.

	There is a lot of debate in society about when it is possible or not to have an abortion.

	When it will be the murder of an unborn person, and when it will not.

	 

	From the perspective of the creator's light contract, from the very moment of conception, the captured soul is already attached to the woman's structure, and abortion will lead to the cutting of the silver cord and the release of the captured soul.

	 

	That is, in any case, at any stage, the captured soul will be released, and the entire issue will come down to the woman's Psycho-Info-Energy state after the abortion. This, in turn, will depend on the woman's level of consciousness and her active bodies. The more primitive a woman is, the easier it will be for her to endure abortions.

	 

	Since we all live in a program created by higher consciousnesses, the birth of a new person will be analogous to the appearance of a new object in this program, analogous to the appearance of a new object in our object-oriented programs.

	A new object always first undergoes initialization, i.e., the most basic information is entered into it for its further existence in the program.

	A similar process occurs with a person at birth. This basic information can be reflected using an astrological natal chart, which is drawn up for the exact time and place of birth.

	 

	Since the entire planet Earth is a program, the exact place and time of the appearance of a new object in it is of great importance for this object.

	We will talk about Astrology and other remnants of ancient sciences later.

	 

	The Connection Between the Subconscious and the Mind - Systems for Testing Situations

	 

	There are many things in the world that are incomprehensible from the standpoint of social contract.

	For example, Tarot cards, fortune telling on coffee grounds and other objects, numerology, astrologers, palmistry, and so on.

	 

	It is generally accepted that all this is nonsense and a relic of the past only because, from the position of modern philosophical dogma about the exclusively material world of physical objects, nothing immaterial can exist.

	 

	The situation is completely different in the Creator's Light Treaty, where consciousness is primary, and matter is only the lowest frequency component of this Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	If consciousness shapes our body under the influence of the egregors of species, lineage, and karma, then it's logical that information from these egregors will be reflected in our body. It is precisely this information that palmistry, or chirology based on the lines of the hand, studies.

	 

	The principle of predictions using any tools (Tarot cards, coffee grounds, pendulums, etc.)

	 

	It is important not to forget that we are in a hierarchy of consciousnesses, where each higher one creates the lower one.

	 

	Our Subconscious is an egregor and interacts with a higher and more complex consciousness, inaccessible to our consciousness.

	Therefore, our subconscious has access to information that is inaccessible to us.

	People with a more developed Consciousness can read information directly from the Subconscious and receive it in the form of direct knowledge, or intuition.

	 

	Our consciousness is not reason; it cannot analyze or work with memory lists. It can perceive and simply know.

	 

	Once the information has entered consciousness, it is transmitted to the Mind and can be analyzed.

	 

	As a result, a person begins to have doubts when his “inner voice”, i.e., Consciousness, tells him one thing, and Reason, having analyzed it based on the lists in his memory, i.e., all accumulated knowledge, tells him something else.

	As we know from experience, the direct knowledge received, as a rule, always turns out to be more correct for us than the algorithms of the Mind.

	 

	This happens because the mind never has complete information in a given situation or moment. Consciousness simply provides us with knowledge of how we should act.

	 

	If a person does not have such a developed consciousness that is capable of independently reading information from the Subconscious, i.e. from the program that controls us, then auxiliary means are needed for communication between the subconscious and the mind.

	 

	Such means include Tarot cards, pendulums, vines, coffee grounds, etc.

	How does it all work and will it work for everyone?

	 

	Let's say right away - any practice operates only within the framework of its contract.

	Just as the practice of breaking a stack of bricks with a palm strike will only work in a karate contract, so the practice of interaction between the Mind and the Subconscious will only work in the Creator's Light Contract.

	 

	If a person lives within a social contract, then the reality of Psycho-Info-Energy, consciousness, subconsciousness, and reason does not exist for them. Simply put, they simply don't believe in all these old wives' tales...

	 

	The idea of such work is to tune the subconscious to the perception of a certain Psycho-Info-Energy from the system, from an external control program.

	By analogy with modern programming, this resembles the process of “debugging”, extracting internal information from the system.

	 

	Once the subconscious mind is connected to the system and tuned to the desired information, this Psycho-Info-Energy begins to influence the testing tool—be it Tarot cards, coffee grounds, a vine, or a pendulum.

	 

	Next, our Mind reads the readings from the testing tool, from the swing of the pendulum, the turning of the vine, the drawing of coffee grounds, or the selected Tarot cards and analyzes these readings based on the tables in memory, i.e., based on all the experience and knowledge a person has.

	 

	In this example, one can very clearly see how the difference between the social contract and the contract of the Light of the Creator is reflected in practice.

	A person in a social contract laughs at the very possibility of testing situations, while a person in a Creator's Light contract can derive real benefit from the testing system and make a more correct choice in a difficult situation.

	 

	It is important to remember that a different agreement is not only a different worldview, but also a different fixation of the assemblage point, i.e., a different world and different physical laws.

	Frames and dowsing

	 

	Another means of communication between the conscious and subconscious mind is the "frame" or "vine." This is usually a twig or a manufactured rotating rod.

	 

	The principle of working with the frame is that a person must tune his consciousness to some thing or quality - for example, water or gold, and thereby create a strong mental request to his subconscious.

	It is clear that not everyone is able to do this right away.

	 

	A request to the subconscious creates a "mental deficit" in a person's Psycho-Info-Energy cocoon. This "deficit" is compensated for by the sought-after object or quality.

	 

	As a result, the subconscious mind causes muscular ideomotor impulses through the nervous and hormonal systems, which act on the frame.

	 

	As a result, the frame begins to rotate. With some practice, you can learn to determine the direction of an object of interest by the rotation of the frame.

	Fortune telling on coffee grounds and other liquids

	 

	There is nothing unusual in fortune telling on coffee grounds or other mixtures and liquids if we understand that we live in a Psycho-Info-Energy field.

	 

	No one is surprised by the experiment with metal filings in a magnetic field, when the filings line up in this field in a certain way and thus allow one to judge the field.

	 

	Something similar happens with liquids and mixtures that are built in the Psycho-Info-Energy field, in which tension is created by our consciousness and subconscious.

	 

	Again, this kind of work requires the ability to focus on a specific idea and "push" it into the subconscious. The subconscious will then create a tension in the field that will be reflected in the poured liquid or coffee grounds.

	Online sessions

	 

	Within the social contract, healing and psychotherapeutic sessions using television or the Internet are completely incomprehensible and therefore seem like a scam.

	Especially if we're not talking about a live broadcast, but a recording made many years ago. In a contract for physical objects, it's completely unclear what could have an impact...

	 

	We explain that the influence occurs between the thought form created by the master and the consciousness or subconscious of the recipient.

	Once a thought form is created, it never disappears and continues to exist. The image of the master, the sound of the voice, and the spoken words are merely a tuning chart that allows our conscious and subconscious minds to attune themselves to the original thought form.

	 

	All influence is exerted exclusively by the thought form and it will depend on the extent to which the recipient’s consciousness and subconscious can tune in to it.

	 

	That's why it's recommended to eliminate all thoughts and expectations. Turn off your mind, as it will only interfere, just like a virus (installed at the wrong time) interferes with the normal functioning of a computer.

	 

	Astrology

	 

	Astrology studies the influence of large elements of the planetary system—planets, not as physical bodies, but as Psycho-Info-Energy objects—on the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a person.

	 

	Understanding that everything around us, including ourselves, are not isolated objects separated by vast distances, but rather clots of Psycho-Info-Energy in a single field, in the Light of the Creator, we begin to understand that all structures of this field are interconnected and influence each other.

	Moreover, such large structures as planets, which are control objects in the “solar system” program, within which the “planet Earth” program operates, within which the “Adam” program operates.

	 

	Modern astrology is the remnants of the science of an ancient civilization, which was more developed in the mental sphere than our current one.

	 

	If we imagine our external world as a program, the birth of a person in this program can be compared to the creation of an object in object-oriented programming. Any object, upon creation, undergoes initialization, or construction, when certain initial data is written into it, which will subsequently influence the object's entire life.

	 

	When we are born, such data is determined using precise parameters of the place and time of birth. For this purpose, a natal chart—a birth chart—is created. Using this chart, based on tables inherited from previous civilizations and adjusted by the experience of modern astrologers, one can determine the parameters of the person born.

	 

	Just as objects are not created in the system randomly, but appear in a specific place and for a specific purpose, so too people are embodied in a specific agreement and in a specific family.

	 

	Astrology helps us understand what parameters we came into this world with and what we need to work on.

	The most striking astrological parameters are precisely the material that needs to be worked on.

	For example, if a person is a rigid materialist and egocentric, then these are the qualities he will have to work on.

	 

	Moreover, the more actively a person works on developing his or her character traits, the easier and better their life will be.

	If a person is simply proud of his innate qualities and explains to everyone that he was born this way, then life itself will put him in situations where he will have to work hard to develop these qualities.

	 

	Astrological natal parameters will only affect those people who do not have an active consciousness, do not change their social contract, and live by the principle "where you were born is where you will be useful."

	If a person works on their innate qualities, consciously builds their life and changes the social contract to the contract of the creator's light, then such a person, as it were, rewrites their natal chart and is no longer controlled by it.

	In fact, such a person lives several lives in a single incarnation, which is their accelerated development. If they hadn't consciously done this, then, having developed their basic qualities in this incarnation, they would have been born into a different contract and a different family in their next incarnation.

	That is, the development of consciousness occurs in any case under the influence of an external control program - such is the design of creation.

	But a person can consciously accelerate his development...

	Psychokinesis and magic tricks

	 

	Many are familiar with names such as Nadezhda Kulagina, Uri Geller, and Roni Marcus—psychokinetics who demonstrate remote influence.

	 

	Parallel to them, there are a huge number of magicians who try to achieve something similar through every possible deception. These tricks are very popular because the modern social contract does not allow for any kind of remote influence, and all adherents of this contract would be happy to find that they are simply being cleverly deceived, rather than being shown some inexplicable phenomena.

	 

	At the same time, it is not at all difficult to convince one of the fundamental difference between what Roni Marcus demonstrates, bending or twisting a steel spoon in someone else's hands without touching it, and how and what magicians demonstrate.

	 

	As a result, everyone gets what they want: social people are once again convinced that there are not and cannot be any phenomena, while people with a more developed consciousness receive additional objectification of the fact that our world is not only matter.

	 

	The same can and should be said about all other phenomena and ancient artifacts. We can spend countless hours trying to figure out how exactly ancient primitive people managed to carve, work with copper tools, and move multi-ton blocks using primitive ropes and wooden rollers. Or we can continue to search for traces of ancient, highly developed civilizations and develop a more advanced understanding, and consequently, a science that will study consciousness.

	 

	
Tarot Cards and Levels of Consciousness in Sefer Yetzirah

	 

	The Major Arcana of the Tarot cards correspond to the 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet and describe 22 states on three levels of existence: the level of Consciousness, the level of Information, and the level of Action.

	 

	The basis of this lies in the Book of Creation (Sepher Yetzirah).

	 

	Below is our literal translation of a few selected stanzas:

	The "7 Dualities" level of consciousness is a level of multidimensional consciousness capable of abstraction. That is, a person with this level of consciousness is capable of, as it were, finding a point in space with 7 coordinates.

	The simplest level of consciousness. The consciousness of any animal. A person simply performs 12 simple actions without considering their underlying causes. He wants it—he does it…

	 

	Thus, the 22 Major Arcana of the Tarot Cards reflect all 22 signals that are at the foundation of our human world.

	 

	Each card can be considered at three levels - the level of Action, the level of Information, the level of Consciousness.

	 

	The card's glyphs depict actions, so it is possible to interpret the card as a simple action - this is called an open or explicit plan.

	 

	The card can be interpreted as some kind of Information lying behind the action - this will be a hidden plan.

	 

	You can interpret the card as a State of Consciousness - this will be a secret plan.

	 

	Let us explain with an example.

	 

	A social person, a person of reason, will read a book about tarot cards and memorize the meanings of each card. Then they'll read about card spreads, and will mechanically lay out the cards and interpret the resulting images from memory.

	 

	More complex card work involves individually perceiving each card. A person looks at a card, sees colorful images on it, and this puts them in a certain state. For example, images of the sun, grass, a person, and so on will inevitably trigger associations with images in the memory and plunge a person into a certain state.

	 

	And finally, the most complex tuning of consciousness to the card's glyphs. Knowing the esoteric meaning of each glyph, a person begins to incorporate this information into their consciousness. In other words, the tuning is not emotional, but informational. And so, glyph by glyph, a person attunes their consciousness to the thought-form, the egregor, associated with each card. As a result of this tuning, a person begins to be controlled by the card's egregor, which facilitates a completely different perception of information.

	 

	As can be seen from the above, different levels of consciousness will require fundamentally different work with the same Tarot cards.  

	 

	Each level of consciousness has its own patterns and methods for working with Tarot cards.

	 

	For the action level, there are standard layouts that show in a standard way what was, is, and will be with a given situation.

	For the information level, it is enough to draw 3 cards, which will show what Forces and what information are involved in a given situation.

	For the level of consciousness, one card is enough, which will show what consciousness is active in a given situation.

	 

	The essence of working with Tarot cards is to attune the deck to the situation of interest. One must focus on the situation, hold it in their mind, and at the same time, carefully shuffle the deck.

	 

	Our consciousness will do the necessary work, which, of course, is in no way understandable to the Mind in the social contract.

	 

	Next, one of the three actions described above occurs: either the cards are laid out according to a known pattern and interpreted according to it.

	Or tuning the consciousness to a specific question in a given situation and pulling out the three most “informationally luminous” cards.

	Or pulling out one card, which the tarot reader’s consciousness points to…

	 

	And then, either the interpretation of the layout according to the diagram, or the interpretation of the information on the cards, or the interpretation of the state of consciousness according to the card.

	"Consciousness is the intermediate chamber to that mysterious storehouse where the subconscious lurks. And it cannot be bypassed, for it is here that attitudes are formed."

	 

	The phenomenon of A. Kashpirovsky, R. Marcus and R. Monroe in light of our philosophy

	 

	The phenomenon of Anatoly Kashpirovsky has existed in the public sphere for over 25 years. Today, most people in society either find Kashpirovsky's name repulsive or even derisive. This is despite the millions of people he has healed, his international recognition, and the books written about him.

	A social person is someone incapable of independent thought, incapable of analysis, and very poorly educated. This person, as a rule, believes in the school curriculum, which has laid the foundations of their worldview for the rest of their life.

	 

	We've previously written that in modern society, alongside real phenomena, there exist all sorts of magicians and imitators. These circus performers find ways to outwardly demonstrate actions similar to the phenomenon.

	 

	This applies less to A. Kashpirovsky, as the results of his healing of numerous people from incurable diseases, as well as the pain-relieving surgeries he performed via teleconference, cannot be replicated by a magician. One can only disbelieve Kashpirovsky and assume that it was all a setup, a deception, and a scam. And all those healed were bought by him.

	 

	But the magician can demonstrate R. Marcus' experiments in bending spoons, breaking light bulbs, and teleporting carbon.

	 

	We're not trying to convince socially minded people who believe all these phenomena are either hoaxes, deception, or charlatanism. We'll try to explain our perspective and understanding of the origins of these phenomena.

	 

	To begin with, I will say that the Philosopher was personally present at the meeting with R. Marcus in the Philosopher’s house.

	R. Marcus bent the Philosopher's spoons in the hands of the Philosopher and his guests without touching them. R. Marcus also demonstrated the teleportation of carbon as follows.

	 

	The philosopher had to move three meters away from Ronnie Marcus, carefully wipe his palms and clench them into fists.

	Then Ronnie lit a match, let it burn down, then stubbed it out and rubbed the ember on the table. Afterwards, he asked the Philosopher to open his right fist. Inside was ash.

	 

	What is the essence of these phenomena?

	It lies in the fact that the human subconscious is capable of interacting with the level of Information that structures Energy, which in turn builds our physical world.

	 

	It would be more correct to call the subconscious the superconscious, because it resides in a higher body, at higher frequencies, and possesses incomparably greater power than our conscious mind. The subconscious controls our entire life, as we have already written about in this work.

	 

	We observe phenomena such as "hereditary witches," "healers," "psychokinetics," and other such phenomena in life. These are typically people with underdeveloped consciousness and leading a very simple lifestyle, yet they possess the ability to influence living and nonliving matter.

	 

	We've written before that the Subconscious is an egregorial structure composed of all our past incarnations. We call each individual past incarnation an Ally. Most incarnate people have an Ally "living" with them from birth. Only the active cultivation of a new personality can suppress the influence of the Ally, and then the person will be controlled by the currently living personality.

	 

	Many people have allies from past incarnations in highly developed civilizations. Such people often become scientists, healers, magicians, and so on.

	 

	That is, on the one hand, these people demonstrate unique, even phenomenal abilities, but on the other hand, in everyday life, they exhibit a very simple, even primitive, lifestyle, worldview, and behavior. This occurs because the ally represents a certain formed, complete, and unchangeable behavioral algorithm.

	 

	Something akin to a modern, complex microprocessor-type microchip. The Ally receives input signals from the outside world, processes them through its behavioral algorithms, and outputs signals that control the body. Highly developed Allies from past civilizations possess behavioral algorithms inaccessible to modern humans. In particular, they possess the ability to interact with the informational level of existence.

	 

	Active allies can replace one another throughout a person's life. For example, if a person visits a country where one of their past allies lived—that is, where this consciousness was previously incarnated—this ally may become active.

	In this case, the person begins to feel either attracted or repelled by that country. They may even change their behavior after visiting the country where their ally has become active.

	 

	Both Roni Marcus and Anatoly Kashpirovsky demonstrate essentially the same thing. They are capable of influencing the informational plane in ways unknown to themselves.

	A. Kashpirovsky influences living matter, while R. Marcus influences inanimate matter. Both, in their current incarnations, are very simple individuals.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky himself describes his phenomenon as follows: "I have made a discovery that remains to be discovered." In other words, within the framework of his social contract, he came to the understanding of the existence of a certain "Norm Memory Matrix," as he calls it. By activating this "matrix," in a way unknown to both us and himself, A. Kashpirovsky achieves corrections of distortions in many people's Psycho-Info-Energy structures. In other words, people are healed of a variety of illnesses.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky does not answer any questions about how he does it, how he enters into working condition, and so on, claiming each time that he is no different from everyone else - he also has two arms, two legs, and so on.

	 

	At the same time, during A. Kashpirovsky’s broadcasts, we track the egregorial influence at the level of Ajna-Sahasrara, i.e., at a level above the subconscious, on the informational plane.

	It is from here that we draw our conclusion that an impact occurs on the informational plane, which is capable of instantly restructuring matter - the energy plane.

	 

	Within the framework of our philosophy, we have designated this "norm memory matrix" as the Human Species Egregor. It is a basic Psycho-Info-Energy structure created by higher consciousness.

	 

	The egregor of the human species is the basic structure in the formation of a child, along with the egregors of the father and mother's clan and the incarnating Soul's own karmic information.

	 

	From the Sepher Yetzirah, we know how our world is structured. First, Consciousness, then Information, and then Energy—which is also matter.

	 

	Therefore, for us there is nothing incredible in the fact that if we gain access to the informational plane, to the information of the species egregor, the family egregor and to karmic information, then real and serious changes in a person’s life become possible.

	 

	There are various methods and techniques for working with karmic and ancestral information. But, until now, no one has accessed the information of the Egregor of the Species as convincingly and demonstratively as A. Kashpirovsky has demonstrated.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky would like his phenomenon to be researched and studied. To this end, he turned to one of the leading social scientists, N. Bekhtereva. But, unfortunately, studying A. Kashpirovsky's phenomenon within the framework of the modern social contract is simply impossible. His phenomenon resides in the Conscious and Subconscious, and social science is unable to address these realities. Moreover, it doesn't even acknowledge their existence. And measuring blood pressure, pulse, and other body tests are useless in this case. Moreover, N. Bekhtereva felt A. Kashpirovsky's influence on herself, or rather on her subconscious, and was genuinely frightened. This all further confirms the fact that without a change in the contract, any progress in research and study of the Conscious and Subconscious is simply impossible.

	Natalia Bekhtereva herself considered herself a person who was weakly influenced by suggestion. Despite this, however, after her first meeting with the healer, the academician noticed something odd about herself. During a conversation with Kashpirovsky, Natalia Petrovna mentioned in passing her desire to lose weight. From her interlocutor, she received several recommendations on a possible diet.
 

	That same day, Bekhtereva was having lunch with a friend. They were serving fried potatoes, which Natalya Petrovna loved. But this time, to her surprise, she didn't touch her favorite dish. "What an influencer," Bekhtereva noted to herself. This episode alarmed Natalya Petrovna, and she decided to energetically close herself off from the healer. In subsequent conversations with him, she was more cautious and did not discuss her desires.
 

	“I had and still have a desire to lose weight, but I don’t think Anatoly Mikhailovich should help me with this,” Bekhtereva said.”
 

	Why do we say that the phenomena of A. Kashpirovsky and R. Marcus are precisely the work of the subconscious, and not of consciousness?

	 

	If we get to know the personality of A. Kashpirovsky, his worldview and his attempts to explain what was happening, we will see a very primitive social man, locked in a materialistic dogma.

	 

	On the one hand, A. Kashpirovsky claims that he is a doctor and philosopher who made a world-class discovery—the “memory matrix of the norm,” but on the other hand, he cannot answer a single question about this “scientific discovery.”

	The essence of any real scientific discovery lies in its repeatability, in its explicability in the theoretical position, in the fact that it can be mastered by other people.

	 

	In the case of A. Kashpirovsky, none of this exists. Therefore, it must be acknowledged that we are talking about the Kashpirovsky Phenomenon, and not some scientific discovery.

	 

	Incidentally, speaking within the context of this work on phenomena in history, it can be argued that the phenomenon of Kashpirovsky is akin to the phenomenon of Jesus and other phenomenal figures. A. Kashpirovsky healed far more people than Jesus healed.     

	 

	But, as in the case of Jesus, instead of national recognition, A. Kashpirovsky is ridiculed in the media and people are urged to avoid him.

	 

	Unfortunately, A. Kashpirovsky himself did not expend the effort to study another philosophy, within the framework of which he could have achieved much more in life.

	 

	For example, we can cite the experience of R. Monroe, who, faced with a reality that went beyond the social contract, put a lot of effort and resources into studying and understanding this reality.

	 

	If A. Kashpirovsky, following the example of R. Monroe, had not given away apartments and cars to people, something he himself is very proud of, but had invested these funds in research and study of his own phenomenon, then the world today would be able to advance in understanding expanded reality.

	 

	It is precisely this narrowness of thought, his perception of the world, and his lack of independent thought that indicate that A. Kashpirovsky's personal consciousness is practically inactive. This is also evident throughout his life. He was involved in medicine and sports—weightlifting, that is, lower body activity.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky completely denies the existence of bioenergy, not to mention consciousness, and reduces everything to the body and mind. Moreover, his explanations that the mind is as old as a person, while the body is many millions of years old, seem very childish.

	 

	If the mind is a function of the body, then either the mind must be many years old, or the body must be young. Moreover, it should be obvious to everyone that the body, in fact, exists for a very short time and then completely decomposes.

	 

	And the “norm memory matrix” itself must exist somewhere outside the body.

	That is, even simple logic, to which A. Kashpirovsky periodically appeals, suggests that there is something besides the body that controls the body.

	 

	R. Marcus seems more advanced in this regard. He perceives energies and constantly speaks of the energy with which he performs all his phenomenal actions.

	 

	This occurs solely because of the Social Contract. A. Kashpirovsky grew up in the USSR, surrounded by pure materialism, and is unable to break free from this contract. R. Marcus grew up in Western society, with its pluralism of opinion, and therefore operates entirely with energy and consciousness.

	 

	Using the example of A. Kashpirovsky, R. Marcus and R. Monroe, we can very clearly see the influence of a contract on a person's life, as well as the influence of personal consciousness, or caste, on a person's ability to study their own phenomenon.

	 

	In conclusion, I would like to say that A. Kashpirovsky is a true healer working on the informational plane, and we recommend that everyone take advantage of this phenomenon for their own healing.

	 

	How do we see the phenomenon of R. Monroe? Being a successful entrepreneur and businessman, R. Monroe unexpectedly encountered the out-of-body phenomenon.

	 

	Being a completely social person, R. Monroe immediately turned to doctors for a full examination in order to find out what was wrong with him.

	After doctors found nothing abnormal, R. Monroe turned to all the available literature on the subject, which he called “underground.”

	Having found nothing worthwhile, only empty statements in all this pop-esoteric literature, R. Monroe took up independent research.

	 

	As a result, over 30 years of work, R. Monroe independently came up with the idea of a contract, which he calls "another worldview," created a research institute with his own money, patented the Hemi-Sync technology, developed numerous training programs allowing people to get closer to his discoveries, and wrote three books.

	 

	After R. Monroe's death, the institute continues to operate and people all over the world can benefit from R. Monroe's discoveries.

	 

	This is in stark contrast to the actions of A. Kashpirovsky, who tirelessly insists that he is unrivaled and that no one will ever be able to replicate his "discoveries" and achievements. Yet, he has done nothing to raise awareness of his phenomenon or to communicate his "discoveries" to others. This is another difference between the Soviet social contract and that of Western civilization.

	 

	This difference is explained by the level of consciousness, or the caste of R. Monroe and A. Kashpirovsky.

	R. Monroe is a warrior, a scientist, a seeker, striving for knowledge.

	A. Kashpirovsky touts his success in his videos, praising himself and lamenting the fact that few people come to watch his shows…

	 

	Developed Consciousness and Phenomena from the Subconscious

	 

	Let's continue the topic raised in the chapter above.

	 

	As we can see, there are many people around us with phenomenal capabilities or abilities.

	 

	For example, there are all kinds of psycho and telekinetic people, telepaths, clairvoyants, healers, fortune tellers, and so on.

	 

	Of course, in addition to people with genuine phenomenal abilities, there are also a multitude of charlatans and magicians. We've written about them before, but we won't discuss them here. Such people simply make money and help uphold the social contract by demonstrating supposedly phenomenal abilities to the masses, while explaining that these are mere tricks. In this way, society erases awareness of the existence of phenomena that modern society refuses to publicly acknowledge and study.

	 

	It's much easier for social people to believe that all phenomena are nothing more than tricks. And at the same time, they dismiss all real phenomena as mere charlatans.

	 

	A thinking person will always be interested in the presence or absence of a result or material evidence of a particular phenomenon.

	 

	If someone claims to be a healer, then let him present real and confirmed healed clients.

	If someone considers himself a magician, then let him present real evidence of this, and not just unfounded statements.

	 

	We are not here considering the questions of how and where such phenomenal abilities come from in people.

	 

	This requires detailed study and research, which in turn must be carried out within a framework completely different from the current Social Contract.

	 

	It's impossible to study immaterial phenomena like telepathy or telekinesis within the framework of a purely materialistic contract. That's why, until the social contract shifts, all these phenomena will continue to be dismissed as magic tricks and charlatanism.

	 

	But we want to talk about something else here. Are people who possess such phenomenal abilities people with developed Consciousness?

	 

	Many animals possess abilities that are phenomenal by our modern standards. For example, they can sense natural disasters hours or even days before they occur.

	 

	There are people with similar abilities to foresee or sense certain events. People have prophetic dreams. Some people are able to perceive illnesses and influence the body to heal them.

	 

	At the same time, in ordinary life, in being, such people demonstrate very simple, or even primitive thinking and awareness.

	This indicates that phenomenal abilities in most cases are not in any way connected with the development of consciousness, in the form that we are talking about here.

	 

	That is, the phenomena are most likely realized with the help of the subconscious and are not subject to the awareness and understanding of the person himself.

	 

	A person somehow discovers this phenomenal opportunity in himself, but he himself has no idea how he does it.

	 

	The healer A. Kashpirovsky, who is considered a charlatan by society, but who, in fact, has a medical education, extensive experience, and thousands of scientifically proven results from the people he has healed, has spoken well on this topic.

	 

	He said, "I have made a discovery that remains to be discovered."

	 

	That is, this person has a phenomenal ability to restore the physical body by imposing on it a “norm memory matrix,” as he himself calls it.

	 

	Within the framework of our Treaty, such a phenomenon has an explanation. We recognize the existence of the human species egregor—an information matrix that constructs the human body from a fertilized egg.

	If we somehow learn to return an adult with damaged organs to this ideal matrix, i.e., “include” the person in the egregor of the species, then some disorders can be restored.

	 

	We understand that this is work on the informational plane and a modern social person is not capable of performing work at this level with his Consciousness.

	 

	A very interesting question arises: how does A.M. Kashpirovsky manage to do this?

	 

	Unfortunately, we won't get an answer to this question. Kashpirovsky adheres, at least in his public appearances, to a purely materialistic and Soviet-style Covenant, which denies consciousness, bioenergetics, hypnosis, and much else, as we've already written about above.

	 

	This shows us that from the position of our Agreement, A. Kashpirovsky is not a development of Consciousness, but is a phenomenon.

	 

	A person with a developed consciousness would engage in research and study of his phenomenon, as R. Monroe did.

	 

	A.M. Kashpirovsky had both the means and the opportunity to create his own research institute and study his phenomenon. Then he could have left new knowledge to posterity. Instead, he tirelessly repeats that no one but him is capable of doing something similar. And that no one before him or after him will do anything similar.

	 

	This attitude is very typical of the Soviet treaty.

	 

	Let's see what R. Monroe did for all mankind.

	He began to research and study the phenomenon of out-of-body travel (OBE) that had been revealed to him.

	 

	As a result of his work, he left behind a research institute, his developments, and a wealth of materials that allow anyone to touch their consciousness and begin to develop it.

	 

	A. Kashpirovsky could have done something similar. His phenomenon could have opened the way for people to develop consciousness and access the informational plane.

	 

	Therefore, people with any phenomenal abilities are not developed Personalities only by virtue of these abilities.

	A developed personality is a person who is able to think, research, analyze, build models and test them in practice.

	 

	Another similar phenomenon is R. Marcus, a man who actually demonstrates psychokinesis and carbon materialization.

	 

	Within the framework of our worldview, R. Marcus, like A. Kashpirovsky, has access to the informational plane and is able to perceive and change this level of existence.

	 

	Moreover, if Kashpirovsky works with living matter, then Marcus works with inanimate matter.

	 

	Anyone can find details about the work of R. Monroe, R. Marcus and A. Kashpirovsky on the Internet.

	 

	R. Marcus uses his phenomenon for performances and for earning money, thereby demonstrating the real level of his consciousness.

	 

	A developed consciousness will always strive to learn, to explore, to construct a new model of the world and of humanity. This is the need of consciousness at the Vishuddha level and above.

	 

	The need of the consciousness at the level of Svadhisthana in this aspect will be the desire to earn money, sex and a beautiful life.

	 

	The Manipura-level consciousness will strive to write books, open courses, teach, heal, promote, and stand out from the crowd. Not selflessly, of course.

	 

	The Anahata-level consciousness will require a desire for quiet cognition and understanding of oneself and the world around one. From this level of consciousness, the perception of the Creator's Light and the need for spiritual life emerge. People with this level of consciousness can no longer live in a spiritually deceitful, completely false, and hypocritical society, such as any authoritarian state.

	 

	The Vishuddha-level consciousness will strive to expand and change the existing agreement. This is the level of consciousness of true researchers and scientists.

	 

	The need of the consciousness at the Ajna level will be the desire to create a new agreement, a new model of the world, a new religion.

	 

	We will remain silent for now about the Sahasrara level of consciousness.

	 

	What conclusion do we draw from all of the above?

	That phenomenal abilities in themselves, whatever they may be, do not yet indicate a developed consciousness.

	A person’s existence, his real needs and their realization testify to a developed Consciousness – it doesn’t matter whether he has phenomenal capabilities or not.

	Different physical laws in different Treaties

	 

	It is difficult and, at times, impossible for a social person to believe that the seemingly eternal and immutable laws of physics, chemistry and all other sciences are not at all objective, but are inherent only to this particular agreement.
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	Chinese master Wang Yekun demonstrates the phenomena of balancing objects.

	If anyone thinks the Master achieves this through incredible patience, they're mistaken. The Master exists within a contract where physics allows for such a balancing act. If anyone doesn't believe it, they can try it for themselves and see that such a thing is simply impossible within our contract.

	 

	If we understand that different treaties have different laws, then the existence of Alchemy in the ancient treaty, when consciousness could influence the atomic and molecular level of objects, becomes not at all funny.

	And the fact that alchemists heated and melted metals was not at all their childish fun, but was the attunement of their consciousness with the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of a given substance when its state of aggregation changed.

	 

	And the phrase that “to get gold, you need to have gold” only means that first it is necessary to train the consciousness on the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of gold in its various states of aggregation, in order to then rebuild the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of molten lead into this gold.

	 

	Let us consider simpler and more accessible to us today examples of various physical laws in different contracts.

	 

	Almost anyone today can attend training in walking on coals, on broken glass, bending metal spoons, breaking arrows with the throat, bending rebar pressed against the chest, lying on nails, materializing carbon and transferring it over a distance, and other similar things.

	 

	And don't think it's all just an optical illusion or sleight of hand. You can convince yourself of its reality from your own experience. Of course, there are plenty of charlatans and magicians who discredit this phenomenon.

	 

	How does all this happen?

	If a social person tries to do any of this on their own, they'll likely fail—because it's impossible within the social contract. The physics of the social contract doesn't allow it.

	 

	During training under the guidance of a Master, fixed in another agreement with another physics, attunement and a short-term shift into the master's agreement occurs.

	 

	The master's task is to shift everyone he can into his contract and to weed out those he could not shift, those who are rigidly fixed in the social contract and are not capable of shifting the assemblage point.

	 

	This does not mean at all that there are such “doubting Thomases” who cannot be “deceived,” and that everyone else is simply hallucinating.

	This only means that these “non-believers” are not capable of shifting their assemblage point and are firmly fixed in the social contract.

	 

	After the training adepts are transferred to the master's contract, they can perform the training exercises and experience for themselves the reality of a completely different physics.

	After the training is completed, the adepts return to their agreement, and then the most interesting thing happens.

	It would seem that people have just experienced a different physics and should seriously think about the illusory nature of their world, about its subjectivity - but this, as a rule, does not happen.

	 

	People describe their experiences, but it doesn't influence their consciousness in any way and, over time, simply fades into the background. No revision of their worldview occurs.

	Thus, a short-term shift of the assemblage point does not have any significant impact on a person’s life.

	 

	This is also described in ancient texts. As soon as the people, led by Moses, left Egypt and experienced the miracles performed by Jehovah, such as crossing the sea on dry land, which swallowed up the Pharaoh pursuing them, and other miracles, the people quickly forgot everything and, at the first opportunity, returned to the worship of the Egyptian gods and cast a golden calf for themselves to worship…

	 

	Ancient texts do not simply tell us fairy tales, they describe to us all the “mechanisms”, all the algorithms of behavior of created man.

	 

	And today we can be convinced of this from our own experience.

	 

	Is the created world perfect?

	 

	Today in society one can often hear the question: what kind of creator is this who created such an imperfect world, in which there are continuous wars, poverty, and vices.

	  

	And indeed, if we perceive our social contract, i.e., the next fantasies of the human mind in the form of yet another social structure, and do not perceive the Light of the Creator as the entire created world, then we can make the following conclusion.

	 

	It can be compared to an ant crawling in a pile of dog shit at the base of a palace and thinking about how lousy and imperfect this palace is.

	 

	The world is vast, multidimensional, and incomprehensible. This is the thought of the absolute, and therefore it is absolutely perfect for us, for we ourselves are part of this thought, part of this world.

	 

	And then we come up against what exactly and how we perceive.

	What layer of reality do we live in? Similar to how different organisms in the ocean live in different layers. Some layers have more light, others less. Some have vegetation, others none. Some have a seabed and landscape, while others only have a layer of water, and so on.

	 

	First of all, to perceive the real created world, we must transcend our mental existence and begin to perceive the Light of the Creator. Until we perceive the Light of the Creator, we cannot even discuss the created world. For we have never yet seen this world. We see only the fantasies of the collective mind.

	 

	Next, we can focus on fixing our Assemblage Point, which assembles any part of the created world for us. If we don't want to become like an ant in a pile of shit, then we need to shift our perception higher and see all the splendor of the created world.

	 

	By changing the fixation of our assemblage point and developing our consciousness, we are able to move from one world to another, from less harmonious to more harmonious.

	 

	Even living in the same country, different people live in different layers of reality.

	I've had the chance to talk to people who are uneducated and working simple jobs. Their entire lives, their entire way of life, and their entire perception of the country are radically different from mine.

	They described life situations in the country that I had never even suspected and that I had never encountered and was unlikely to encounter.

	 

	It's no secret that very rich people live fundamentally differently and solve fundamentally different problems than the average middle class.

	 

	Therefore, one should not judge the perfection of the world by one’s own reason, one’s own agreement, and one’s own faith in its structure.

	You can make an effort, go out of your mind, change the contract and find yourself in a completely different world.

	 

	We see this very clearly among repatriates to Israel from the CIS countries.

	Sometimes people come with illnesses, lost in life, with dull eyes.

	And after a while, we meet them again and don't recognize them. Their illnesses have passed, their life situations have been resolved, and their eyes sparkle.

	People simply changed the country's contract...

	 

	Let me repeat: this doesn't happen automatically. Simply moving from one country to another isn't enough. The other country merely creates the conditions for changing the contract. Whether the change occurs or not depends on the individual.

	About ancient and young peoples

	 

	In societies, especially in totalitarian ones, it is very common to search for the ancient “great” roots of one’s people.

	 

	In Germany they searched for “great” Aryan ancestors, in Russia they search for former “greatness” in everything that comes to hand.

	 

	A host of Russian alternative historians are trying with all their might to find the former "greatness" of the Russian people in excavations, ancient maps, artifacts, and language.

	 

	Everything is much simpler.

	The antiquity of a people is determined by the level of consciousness of the nation.

	 

	If the purpose and meaning of each incarnation of a person is to complicate his consciousness in order to accumulate a “remainder” or “gifts,” as described by the authors we cite, then the more incarnations such a person goes through, the more complex his consciousness becomes.

	 

	That is, the more ancient a people truly is, the higher the level of consciousness they possess en masse. But if a people possesses a primitive, youthful consciousness, no maps or artifacts will help them prove their antiquity. All these artifacts will merely indicate that a given territory was previously inhabited by entirely different peoples.

	 

	The level of consciousness is always manifested in the existence of a nation.

	 

	If a nation has mastered the "12 Simple Steps," then its people will easily solve all basic everyday problems. And they won't be forever looking for someone to blame for their helplessness, endlessly asking, "What should we do?" and "Who is to blame?"

	 

	As an example, we can compare the Russian and Israeli peoples.

	 

	Russians live in a vast and rich territory. Yet, for the most part, they are perpetually poor and disenfranchised. And they constantly blame either the "Yindos"—the Americans who have saved and rescued them many times—or "Gayrope," to which they dream of moving, and where the children of the ruling elite live and study.

	And the people themselves, for the most part, behave like small children, lacking any skills for independent living. And this manifests itself in everything—in governance, in economic management, in the endless imitation of more developed nations, in the theft of ideas, technologies, and everything else.

	 

	On the other hand, Israelis live on a tiny, desolate patch of land, with virtually no natural resources or even drinking water. Meanwhile, the nations of the world constantly strive to destroy this state, as we have written about many times above. And yet, in a very short period of time, which miraculously coincides with the Russian Revolution of 1917, the Israelis have built a developed society with advanced science, technology, medicine, agriculture, military industry, and more.

	 

	At the same time, Israelis don't look for those to blame, although in their case, there are many to blame. Guilty for the oppression of a people scattered throughout the world. Guilty for the repeated attempts to destroy this people, guilty of unleashing numerous wars against them.

	 

	Today's events, the two wars waged by both Russia and Israel, clearly demonstrate the difference in consciousness between these peoples. The Russians are wiping entire cities off the face of the earth—Grozny, Aleppo, Mariupol—showing no mercy to the civilian population, neglecting humanitarian corridors (for example, in Mariupol, people died of hunger, thirst, and wounds), and are committing actual genocide and violence—as in Bucha and elsewhere.

	 

	We're not even saying that Russia itself starts all its wars. Neither Chechnya, nor Syria, nor Georgia, nor Ukraine have attacked it. It is Russia, like a barbaric empire, that suppresses any free thought or aspirations of other peoples for an independent life.

	 

	The Israelis, conducting a retaliatory operation in the Gaza Strip, under the careful supervision of the entire international community (another manifestation of anti-Semitism), daily supply the civilian population with everything they need and strive in every way to reduce losses among the civilian population.

	 

	Therefore, if a nation that currently inhabits the largest territory, possessing all natural resources, is unable to build a developed modern state for itself, with civil liberties, democratic governance, and a high GDP per capita, then this is evidence of a young nation with a primitive consciousness. And all this territory was acquired through wars of conquest and the subjugation of other peoples. Again, the level of consciousness of Pithecanthropus and primitive tribes.

	 

	And all the historical and archaeological finds in this territory only testify to the fact that earlier, before the planetary catastrophe, this territory was inhabited by another people.

	 

	And the current people are newcomers, most likely barbarian invaders.

	For only barbarians will destroy neighboring countries instead of building and developing their own country and establishing good neighborly relations with their neighbors.

	 

	For both an individual and a country as a whole, grievances, complaints, and scapegoating never represent a "different perspective," but rather demonstrate an inability and unwillingness to accept responsibility for one's own decisions and actions. This is the most important testimony of a young nation.

	 

	The people of Israel remember and honor their history. They don't erase from this history any aspects that are undesirable to the next ruler. After all, it is through knowledge of their true history that a nation can develop, rather than endlessly wander in circles, repeatedly making the same mistakes.

	 

	We see how history in Russia is being endlessly rewritten, a history that was initially a fake, a lie, and propaganda created to please the rulers.

	This is similar to how an adult and mature person does not strive to show himself to be right in everything and is ready to admit his mistakes and errors.

	 

	While a young, inexperienced and ambitious teenager always and everywhere strives to appear right and for this purpose is ready to falsify, deceive and distort facts.

	 

	We see how Germany and Japan, having acknowledged their defeat in the war, drawn conclusions and advanced in their consciousness, have today built developed and democratic states.

	 

	At the same time, Russia, having concealed Lenin's and Stalin's crimes, having concealed its unleashing of World War II in conjunction with Hitler, having forever classified its real history, having rewritten history textbooks and its own constitution several times, today has once again gone down the same circle of aggression, hatred of everything progressive, slavery and mafia rule.

	 

	One might ask oneself a simple question: why is it that even the smallest European countries, such as Luxembourg, Liechtenstein, and Monaco, not to mention the Baltic states, can build democratic societies and live in harmony with open borders, while the vast and wealthy Russia cannot do so.

	 

	This is the very first criterion of the truth of the level of consciousness of the people.

	 

	Young nations with underdeveloped consciousness and without strong guidance from more advanced consciousnesses descend into barbarism. We observe this, too, in all former colonies. The idea of universal equality is false and very harmful, for people are not equal in their level of consciousness, and therefore, in their abilities and potential.

	 

	Russia's problem also lies in the fact that after the 1917 revolution, all castes were exterminated except the lowest - the workers - the proletarians and the poorest peasantry.

	 

	Over many lifetimes, workers learn to work, mastering the "12 simple actions." Anything more complex is beyond their grasp. Thus, Russia's bandit leaders—Lenin and Stalin—doomed their vast country to self-destruction and destruction. And Russia can only escape this predicament by inviting people of a higher caste to govern. It seems this has happened before in Russian history...

	 

	Lenin said that “any cook can run a state if she is taught.”

	 

	We assert that it cannot, and life itself confirms our conclusions, not Lenin's. Only a "warrior"—a person of social caste—will govern the state well. He already possesses all the necessary qualities, honed over many lifetimes.

	 

	A good statesman must possess a consciousness level of the "7 dual states." He must always choose the most correct state of consciousness along all seven axes. Then the state will prosper. It is also desirable for such a ruler to have a clergy leader with a consciousness level of the "principle of three," who truly perceives the Light of the Creator on the one hand, and all the realities of the social state on the other. He can always advise the ruler on the best course of action in any situation.

	The "Sovok" Treaty and the "Western" Countries Treaty

	 

	Let's continue the topic raised in the chapter above.

	After much discussion of the concept of the Treaty and its impact on the life and destiny of a person, let us consider, using specific examples, two fundamentally different treaties of the country.

	 

	The Sova Treaty began to be created with the October Revolution in Russia in 1917.

	The result of this coup was the complete annihilation of the country's entire thinking and active population. This included the philosophical steamships deporting the leading intelligentsia, the extermination of White officers, the destruction of the nobility, the dispossession of the progressive peasantry, and the complete annihilation of all thinking people who disagreed with the dictatorship of the proletariat.

	 

	The New Treaty was built on the primitive idea of the rule of the proletariat and the poorest peasants—that is, as we now understand, the lowest castes, with the complete destruction and suppression of all higher castes in the country.

	 

	This Treaty was based on the erroneous and false materialistic idea that all people are equal by birth and that "any cook can run a state if she's taught how." In other words, everything hinges solely on science and education. You can take any person and teach them anything.

	 

	The fallacy and falsity of this theory became clear from the very first moment. The country plunged into chaos and famine.

	 

	To somehow cope with the situation, the New Economic Policy was introduced and then active trade with Western countries began.

	The entire famous industrialization was built on the purchase of Western technologies and factories, which were again built by Western specialists, with the total fleecing of peasants, creating famine, with the purchase of valuables from the starving population for next to nothing, and with the sale of state valuables.

	 

	To carry out this work, the Gulag was created – a huge network of concentration camps with slave labor and collective farms with disenfranchised peasant slaves who had no passports and no right to leave the collective farm.

	 

	At the same time, a powerful machine of state propaganda, lies, and hypocrisy was created, which strictly controlled all information and invested enormous resources in propaganda, deception, and bribery of foreign correspondents visiting Russia.

	 

	From the very beginning, all Soviet education, literature, media, theater, and cinema were focused exclusively on propaganda called "socialist realism." In reality, millions of people died of hunger, were repressed, and executed, while on screen and in books, people sang, danced, and praised the happy life.

	 

	Any attempt to show the truth, or at least somehow hint at what was really happening, was punished with the utmost cruelty, up to and including the destruction of the authors or their expulsion from the country.

	 

	The result of all this was total intimidation of the entire population and the systematic destruction of the thinking and creative class.

	 

	A logical question arises: why was all this done, why was such a misanthropic state created, especially under the slogans of socialism and communism.

	 

	Our readers should already understand that socialism and communism can only be built by highly developed consciousnesses, but not by primitive castes of workers - the proletarians and the impoverished peasantry.

	 

	The lowest castes can live only in an authoritarian, slave-owning system, which was built in the Soviet Union.

	From the very first days of the so-called "Soviet power," the helm was taken over by thugs who had never worked a day, incapable of anything other than terror and coercion.

	 

	Instead of building a happy society, which they promised in words and slogans, they built a huge concentration camp, inside of which was an even more terrible extermination camp - the GULAG.

	 

	Rare is the family in the first generations of "Soviet power" in which someone did not endure the Gulag or suffer repression. It's enough to read the biographies of even the most "prominent" figures of that era to discover that virtually all of them endured repression and atrocious prison sentences. Korolev, Tupolev, Landau, Rokossovsky, and many others endured Stalin's labor camps and were forced to work and create in "sharashkas," or prison-like conditions.

	 

	At the same time, the "Soviet regime," while verbally humane and internationalist, exterminated entire peoples and ethnic groups, deporting them from their homes and sending them to foreign lands, sometimes to certain death. The total Russification and destruction of national cultures is needless to say. Suffice it to recall the spiritual genocide of the Jewish people, who were completely torn from their culture, language, and religion. The study and teaching of Hebrew was banned under threat of criminal prosecution.

	 

	We won't provide specific facts and figures here; anyone willing and able to think independently can find all the information they need online. It's no wonder that today, a new generation of "Soviet" slave owners is so diligently trying to shut down the internet and replace it with their own propaganda-fueled, mendacious, and hypocritical local "Runet."

	 

	Today, the "Sovok" is home to the fourth and fifth generations of hereditary slaves, raised on nothing but lies, hypocrisy, and propaganda.

	 

	The most important achievement of the Soviet Union in its educational and upbringing system was the complete inability of people to think, analyze, and draw conclusions. On the one hand, all those capable of such a thing either fled the country at the first opportunity or were repressed and exterminated. Today, the few remaining such people are labeled "foreign agents" and are constantly subject to restrictions on their rights, forced out of the country, imprisoned, and sometimes killed.

	 

	So what is the essence and meaning of building such a slave-owning and primitive society in a huge and rich country?

	When you look at this horrific agreement between a country and a normal society, it becomes completely incomprehensible why the people of the largest and richest country on the planet built a physical and spiritual concentration camp instead of a beautiful and prosperous society.

	 

	The answer is, in general, simple.

	First, the bandits who seized power; second, the destruction of all creative forces; third, a false and vile ideology and propaganda.

	 

	By its existence, the "Sovok" only confirmed and demonstrated to the whole world the existence of castes, i.e., different levels of consciousness.

	All attempts to teach a cook to govern a state, or a proletarian to fight or create, have failed.

	 

	What have they been able to create in a huge and rich country over more than a hundred years? Nothing.

	All the supposedly famous "Soviet" achievements were stolen from the West.

	These include rockets developed by the V-2, exported from Germany, and automobiles – purchased Ford, Renault, Fiat factories, or exported German factories.

	 

	Even the "famous" Kalashnikov assault rifle was made by Hugo Schmeisser at a Soviet factory and based on his STG-44.

	 

	The entire oil and gas production industry relies on imported equipment.

	The Soviet Union is not capable of making a car, a sewing machine, an airplane—nothing.

	Everything is either stolen or bought in the West.

	 

	Creative work requires, first of all, people with a high level of consciousness.
 

	There is no need to even talk about academic science, which nipped both Genetics and Cybernetics in the bud in the Soviet Union.

	 

	A huge and rich country today lives exclusively by selling off its natural resources, because it is incapable of creating anything.

	 

	Soviet propaganda instilled in people the idea of a good education. Supposedly, education in the West is so-so, while in the Soviet Union it's excellent. But we always teach people to judge by results, not by words.

	 

	Education is necessary for future work, for creativity, creation, and discovery. For the transformation of society. We see such results in Western countries. From there, the world has come computers, the internet, high-quality cars, the constantly evolving space program, all kinds of household appliances, and so on.

	What did the Soviet Union give the world, besides wars, destruction, suppression of spirituality and aggressive conquests?

	Nothing!

	 

	Some uneducated people believe that the Soviet Union won the Second World War.
 

	This, again, is pure propaganda and lies.

	 

	If we take into account that Stalin's "Sovok" was planning to conquer all of Europe, and for this purpose the entire enslaved "Sovok" population prepared for war and produced more tanks and airplanes than anyone else in the world, and despite all this, the Red Army was utterly defeated in the first few months of the war with Germany.

	   

	If it weren’t for Lend-Lease and the gratuitous aid from Roosevelt and Churchill, the Soviet Union would not have existed by the spring of 1942.

	 

	What does this tell us? Again, it tells us that the "warrior" caste can wage war, but not the proletarians and impoverished peasants. In other words, we see yet another confirmation of our philosophy that people are not equal by birth, and that each caste, each level of consciousness in this world, has its own purpose, its own capabilities, and its own needs.

	 

	Therefore, the "Sovok", having exterminated all the high castes and remained with the lowest, plus a delusional ideology and a slave system, doomed itself to a long and painful decline.

	 

	This is how it is seen from the position of a thinking person, capable of independently analyzing facts and drawing conclusions.

	 

	As a result, the “Soviet” citizen grows up on nothing but lies and propaganda.

	History textbooks are rewritten every few years and with each change of authoritarian ruler.

	 

	The rulers' primitive consciousness is incapable of adequately perceiving reality or even their own history. Therefore, instead of real history, from which future generations should learn, people are presented with fairy tales that always portray the Soviet Union in a more attractive, yet false, light.

	The same thing happens with art, literature, and the media, which simply lie brazenly and paint a picture invented by the authorities.

	 

	This leads to the fact that the "sovok" grow up on completely artificial soil and are unable to communicate with more adequate people who know the true social history and the true social state of affairs.

	 

	It should be clarified here that we are comparing two social contracts and do not go beyond the social constraints that we talk about at length in this book.

	 

	"Soviet" propaganda, coupled with historical lies, tries to create in its slaves a feeling of superiority over other peoples and countries and the false assertion that they live in the most "just" and "God-pleasing" country.

	 

	I don't even want to talk about the Russian Orthodox Church. It's some kind of wild mixture of paganism, obscurantism, and Satanism, without even a hint of Christianity. The Christian faith requires education, knowledge, reading the Old and New Testaments, and observing spiritual commandments.

	 

	A "Soviet" person is, as a rule, a poorly educated, propaganda-infused savage, ignorant of his own history or the true state of affairs in his own country or abroad. Yet, at the same time, he froths at the mouth to prove his superiority, his greatness, and threatens everyone with nuclear ashes... Today, this is called the "Russian world."

	 

	A few more words could be said about the complete absence of human rights, the lack of independent media and courts. Meanwhile, playing at Western-style "democracy" can only evoke laughter.

	We clearly see how terms like “democracy, elections, courts, media, parliament, president,” and so on, are taken from a Western treaty, and how they are being dragged into a completely different treaty, where there is no basis for these words.

	 

	The "Sovok" agreement contains realities: "the ruler, the media subordinate to him, the courts and the subjects."

	As a result of such verbal play, residents of the "Soviet" treaty cannot independently see the fundamental differences in all these categories between their country and Western countries.

	 

	They think everything is the same everywhere: democracy, elections, freedoms, parliament, the president, human rights, the media, and so on.

	 

	The fundamental difference is that freedom and human rights exist in Western countries. History exists, and archives are opened after a prescribed number of years so that citizens can see the truth. History books are written based on historical facts, not fabricated for propaganda purposes. The younger generation learns from the country's real history and has no desire to "repeat" a terrible war about which the Soviets know virtually nothing.

	 

	I would like to believe that those who, in the current terrible "Soviet" aggression, will lose their fathers, brothers, sons and husbands and will experience first-hand all the "charms" of war and the "Soviet" - will not want to "repeat" anything again.

	 

	Elections in Western countries, despite their imperfections, remain elections. All candidates are constitutionally entitled to participate, and the people actually make their choice.

	 

	There were no real elections in the "Sovok" system. All candidates were carefully selected, any undesirables were eliminated, there was no equal coverage of the candidates' platforms, no real election monitoring, and the results were always predictable and fraudulent.

	 

	Courts in Western countries, too, despite all their imperfections, remain independent courts that require proof of guilt, consider all aspects, and make decisions based on the constitution.

	Speaking of the Constitution, the American Constitution has never been rewritten in its entire history. In some cases, there have been amendments and additions.

	In the "Sovok" (Soviet Union), each new ruler rewrites the constitution to suit himself, which the authorities still do not observe.

	 

	As a result, communication between a resident of the "Sovok" and a citizen of the free West occurs from different agreements, different worlds, which is, in principle, impossible.

	This is similar to what we encounter on our project, when people approach us and juggle with our terminology - Assemblage Point, Caste, Consciousness, and so on - but at the same time, they live in a world in which none of this exists.

	 

	It's like the joke - "...there's an ass, but no words," only the other way around and much worse - "there's a word, but no ass."

	 

	In this work, we speak about development. About the development of consciousness through active action, through active living.

	In this regard, a free person in a Western democratic country has every opportunity to fully develop both their lower and upper bodies, at least to the level of the "12 simple actions." A person is not afraid of being punished for performing simple actions, and therefore, they can perform them.

	 

	He can openly express his opinion, he can openly write and vote for anyone.

	They can openly protest and demand respect for their rights, knowing their rights and the constitution, of course. They can demand that those responsible be punished.

	He can be elected to government bodies not in words, but in deeds, according to his capabilities.

	 

	No one can forbid him from receiving any information, no one can block his communication channels.

	A person in the West can work with advanced technologies and advance in their careers based on their qualities, their capabilities, and their efforts.

	 

	Laws in Western countries, again, despite their imperfections, are respected and uniform for all. In the West, you can see a high-ranking official convicted of corruption and constitutional violations. When a violation of the law occurs in Western countries, there is an opportunity to convict and punish the perpetrators, and then return to normalcy.

	 

	None of this exists and cannot exist in the “Sovok”.

	But at the same time, the “Soviets” have been artificially created, through propaganda, with the illusion that everything is the same everywhere, and that the “Soviets” are no worse than other Western countries.

	 

	What future awaits the "Sovok"?

	There is no technology, no domestic production, no high-quality science, no good education, no good medicine, no good and accessible way of life and standard of living.

	All that exists is trade in natural resources and profit sharing.

	 

	And most importantly, it is a fascist, Nazi, misanthropic ideology that seeks to destroy other successful countries instead of developing its own.

	 

	Any thinking person should and can ask themselves why this vast and rich country lives like this. What prevents these people from striving for a good life, open borders, trade, and friendship with other countries.

	 

	Where does all this nonsense come from about someone wanting to attack the "Soviet Union" and take something from it? In the modern world, trade and open borders for free movement are commonplace. Take the EU and Schengen, for example, where anyone can freely enter, live, and work in any country.

	 

	Based on more than 100 years of experience, only the "Sovok" has always attacked everyone and continues to do so in our time.

	 

	But the biggest problem with the "Sovok" is that it's populated by a primitive population, completely brainwashed and duped by propaganda and lies. Even if the authoritarian leadership were replaced tomorrow, nothing fundamentally new would emerge.

	 

	It is necessary to re-educate an entire generation, i.e., 20-25 years of a different agreement are needed.

	But even this is not enough, because in the modern “scoop” there is not that level of consciousness that would be capable of mastering the necessary level of knowledge, experience, ability to work, etc.

	 

	It is in no way possible to make a warrior, a leader, a scientist, or a priest out of a proletarian.

	A Social Contract Perspective on the Covenant

	 

	Today, you can find countless articles and videos on all sorts of esoteric topics on the internet. I'm not talking about religious materials presented by authors bound by religious treaties. I'm talking specifically about secular authors, even secular scholars, who attempt to discuss and explain topics like Kabbalah, the Torah, other ancient books, and the like.

	 

	In Israel, there is even a “religious university,” where, along with the usual subjects, certain religious aspects are studied.

	 

	What characterizes all these authors, who attempt to look beyond their modern secular social contract to another contract, inaccessible to them? They are united by a complete misunderstanding of what a contract is, that it is not simply a different kind of knowledge, but a different fixation of the Assemblage Point and a different model of the world that corresponds to that other fixation. And, accordingly, different laws.

	 

	As a result, you'll never find a deep understanding of the essence of ancient materials in these authors. Instead, they'll spend a long time spinning their tales of how these materials were discovered, their versions, all sorts of opinions about them, and so on.

	 

	For example, in the materials of a religious university they discuss several versions of the "Book of Creation" and are proud of their achievement of being able to recreate one, most complete version from several versions.

	 

	But the fact that in this most complete version, compiled from various sources, the essence and meaning are completely lost, i.e., the connection with the original thought form is lost and the text “dies” - this does not occur to them and does not bother them.

	 

	As a result, all such opuses only discourage people from seriously studying other agreements and create a false impression about other agreements.

	On Modern Judaism as the Heir of the Covenant

	 

	As we discussed above, modern Judaism is built on the violation of the covenant. As a result of this violation, which occurred many centuries ago, with the end of the era of the judges and the rise of the kingdoms, the People of Israel were divided, conquered, and exiled into Babylonian captivity for 70 years.

	During the Babylonian captivity, the covenant changed because the Jewish nobility was raised at the royal court, and the covenant was completely lost. The Babylonian Talmud, written to preserve the remnants of the covenant, was written within the framework of a different covenant—the Babylonian covenant.

	 

	Written and Oral Tradition

	One of the most striking proofs of the loss of the Covenant and its replacement by the Covenant of Reason, which underlies modern rabbinic Judaism, is the understanding and interpretation of written and oral tradition. It is believed that the Covenant given to the People of Israel at Mount Sinai was partially written down in the Torah and partially transmitted orally over the centuries until it was written down in the Mishnah and Talmud, before its complete loss as a result of the Babylonian captivity.

	 

	It is believed that all oral tradition merely complements and clarifies the written tradition. A reasonable question arises: if all oral tradition merely complements and clarifies, then why couldn't it be written down? Were they saving papyrus?

	 

	The answer, in fact, lies on the surface.

	Oral tradition is the recording in the Covenant Agreement, the transmission of the agreement itself—the fixation of the assemblage point—possible only from Master to Adept. Writing it down is simply impossible.

	But only within the framework of the Covenant Agreement does it make sense to read and study the Torah.

	The first Master was Jehovah himself, who moved the entire People of Israel, who stood at Mount Sinai, into the Covenant Agreement and destroyed there all those who were not capable of being moved.

	Next, Jehovah created new castes—the Levites and the Cohens. The Cohens, endowed with the consciousness of Masters, were tasked with shifting adepts into the Covenant with the help of the Levites and the Temple—a high-frequency space for the covenant's recording. Jehovah personally introduced the High Priest Aaron and his sons into the Covenant, who became the first Masters of this Covenant among the People of Israel. The Covenant was then passed down from generation to generation through the firstborn sons of Aaron's line.

	 

	The firstborn son is the very first male child born to a woman who married a Cohen while still a virgin. This ensured the purest transmission of the "Y" chromosome, as we understand it today, and perhaps other qualities we don't yet understand. If a woman had an abortion before the birth of her first child, the newborn would no longer be her firstborn.

	 

	When the Covenant was lost, the Levites and the Cohens and the entire People of Israel were fixed in an ordinary social contract and turned into just a name, devoid of essence.

	 

	But, the consciousness of the Levites and Cohens still sometimes glimmers in some representatives of the lineage of Aaron the High Priest, and therefore, the revival of the Covenant Agreement is still, in principle, possible.

	 

	Today, social orthodoxy has seized "spiritual" power in the People of Israel, inventing a host of laws to protect their authority. Today, even if a true prophet, or even Moses himself, were to appear, he would be rejected and exiled, for he would contradict the entire armada of texts and commentaries on commentaries that have accumulated over many centuries...

	It is not without reason that Kohelet said, “Fear the multitude of books most of all,” for if the perception of the Light of the Creator is replaced by books—lists of Reason—then these are two fundamentally different agreements and no communication between them is possible…

	 

	The principle of transferring a contract from a master to an adept is well described in the books of K. Castaneda.

	It describes how a master chooses an adept not based on the principle of those who want to “develop,” but based on his own perception of the capabilities of this adept.

	Next comes long and painstaking work with the adept, who is required to change his entire life, break old ties and regularly spend time with the master in the desert, i.e., away from society and with maximum inclusion in nature, in creation, in the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Deserts play a major role in many esoteric schools. In the esoteric tradition, a desert is a place empty of society, where one can break away from the social contract, shift one's assemblage point, and build a new contract.

	 

	Many enlightened people went into the desert and then returned from there in an altered state of consciousness.

	 

	But, as we see from the description of K. Castaneda's life, even such close work with the master does not always lead to a positive result - a change of contract.

	As long as the master maintains the adept's assemblage point, everything seems fine. But as soon as the adept is left alone without the master, they re-align with the social contract.

	That is, their assemblage point shifts toward the social contract, but they retain the worldview of the esoteric contract. This leads to all sorts of distortions, where a person is governed by the social contract, has ordinary social needs and desires, but at the same time considers themselves exceptional, advanced, special, and demands special treatment from others.

	 

	It's very difficult to live in society and maintain a different contract. Gurdjieff wrote about this, calling it the "fourth way."

	 

	It was precisely to free the Kohanim, the high priests, from the obligation to live within society and uphold the Covenant that they were forbidden to own land or engage in ordinary social activities. The Kohanim were to be supported by the community, paying them tithes. Meanwhile, the Kohanim lived in the temple and engaged exclusively in spiritual work, that is, maintaining a connection with the higher plane, with the Light of the Creator.

	 

	Only in this way could the entire community live and improve in spiritual development.

	The whole point of separating the spiritual and the material was to separate the levels of consciousness, for the center of our perception is where the maximum energy of the cocoon is concentrated.

	   

	If a person is engaged in worldly affairs, crafts necessary for survival, then his energy is concentrated on the corresponding lower bodies, chakras.

	 

	And having spent a lot of energy on the lower bodies during the day, such a person will no longer be able to raise energy to the upper bodies for inclusion in spiritual levels.

	 

	Therefore, a society that strives for spiritual development must select highly spiritual people to maintain a high-frequency level and free them from work in the lower bodies.

	 

	Unfortunately, as the experience of our civilization shows, such a structure of society, created by Jehovah at Mount Sinai, could not continue for long and slid into an ordinary social contract.

	 

	More on this in the chapter “On the role of “Jews” or “the People of Israel” in the modern world.”

	 

	On the Abrahamic Religions in Society (Judaism, Christianity, Islam)

	 

	Today, there are three Abrahamic religions: Judaism, Christianity, and Islam. It is generally accepted that they are all more or less the same at their core, each simply relying on a different prophet—Moses, Jesus, and Muhammad.

	And then they argue about which of these Prophets is more important.

	 

	In the modern social contract there is really no fundamental difference.

	But in the Covenant Agreement, everything looks completely different.

	 

	The Covenant Agreement was given to people by representatives of a more developed civilization, more developed consciousnesses, with the goal of developing all of humanity with the help of a “pilot project” - the People of Israel.

	 

	In the Covenant Agreement, people were described the mechanism for constructing worlds, hierarchies of consciousness, and the mechanism for constructing our world and man through the principles of “one,” “three,” “seven dual states,” and “12 simple actions.”

	The Hebrew language was given, with the help of which the world of human functioning was created in all the diversity of his feelings, thoughts and actions, a complete set of laws and rules for life in the Covenant Agreement was given, and the Torah was given as a description of all possible physical, emotional, mental and spiritual states of man.

	 

	The Book of Books is for centuries, describing all possible human conditions using simple and universal examples.

	 

	Of course, if we lose the covenant agreement and turn all this into just biographies of ancient primitive nomads, then the whole meaning of this ancient teaching disappears...

	At the same time, both Christianity and Islam are only the biography of one character - Jesus, or Muhammad.

	 

	Moreover, even modern Judaism does not consider it a biography of Moses.

	Therefore, there is nothing in common between the Covenant Agreement and all three modern Abrahamic religions - these are fundamentally different agreements.

	 

	All three religions are based on the Old Testament, from which modern religious treaties prefer to see only the chosen people of Israel. However, they don't even understand why they were chosen, for what purpose, and with what responsibility. They neither understand nor accept the fact that the Land of Israel is eternally reserved for the people of Israel. They try with all their might to slander the people of Israel and expel them from their chosen land.

	 

	And then the entire discussion boils down to the idea that later prophets—Jesus and Muhammad—revoked the chosenness of the People of Israel and made Christians or Muslims the chosen ones. That God turned away from the People of Israel, and therefore it is permissible and necessary to oppress and kill Jews in every possible way...

	 

	But many prefer to ignore the fact that the ancient prophecies given to the People of Israel, and the Covenant itself, have not disappeared and are being realized before our very eyes...

	 

	Two sources of Christianity

	 

	Alternative history researchers have noted that medieval paintings on biblical themes depict not Middle Eastern desert landscapes, but landscapes more appropriate to Turkey, Istanbul, or Constantinople.

	 

	Accordingly, such alternative theorists jump to the conclusion that the entire Jewish biblical history is a bluff, and that the real Jerusalem is Constantinople, and King Solomon is Sultan Suleiman the Magnificent, and in general, all the biblical stories took place not in ancient times, but in the Middle Ages.

	 

	Accordingly, alternative theorists are forced to deny all artifacts that are found on the territory of ancient Judea, such as the Qumran manuscripts, coins from the Second Temple of Jerusalem, seals from the time of the First Temple of Jerusalem, the Fortress of Masada, the city of Sodom, the Dead Sea, and so on.

	 

	Accordingly, for these alternative historians, Jerusalem degenerates into the Arab village of Al-Quds, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre turns out to be a fake, and in general, in their opinion, in the 19th century people had nothing better to do than rewrite all of history and transfer biblical stories from Constantinople to Jerusalem.

	 

	The Sea of Reeds, instead of a lake in the Nile Delta, turns into the Black (formerly Red) Sea, and the inheritance of the 12 tribes of Israel into the near Moscow region.

	 

	By the way, the Arabic name Al-Quds means the Holy Place, or the Holy City, and not at all because the “far mosque,” which has been elevated to the rank of a shrine in modern times, is located there, but because the Temple stood there.

	 

	Instead of trying to fit historical facts and artifacts into medieval paintings, we should try to understand why medieval artists actually depicted Constantinople as Jerusalem.

	The answer, in general, lies on the surface.

	Christianity arose from the Jewish sect of the Essenes, to which, according to some hypotheses, Jesus (Yeshua) belonged. At the turn of the ages, several schools of thought emerged regarding how to study, interpret, and observe the Covenant given on Mount Sinai.

	Since the Covenant Treaty had already been lost, rational interpretations and speculations began about how and what should be done.

	The Essenes adhered to very strict rituals, maintained a communal household, and lived an ascetic, monastic life, awaiting the coming of the Messiah, whom they themselves deduced from Jewish texts. Instead of reviving the Covenant, they began to formulate the Covenant of the Messiah, who would come and solve all problems.

	This is how the Christian (Missionary) sect was born, which gradually began to accept not only Jews, but also pagans, and then abandoned the basic commandments given to the Jews - circumcision, observance of the Sabbath and kashrut.

	After several wars with Rome and the complete defeat of Jewish independence, the Essenes' sect disappeared, and on its basis, ideas of equality and love for one's neighbor began to spread throughout the Roman Empire.

	So, "a ghost began to haunt the Roman Empire." Sounds familiar, doesn't it?

	This “ghost” was based on the Law of Moses, but interpreted it no longer on a spiritual level, as the Path of Spiritual Development of all humanity, but as a purely emotional doctrine convenient for simple consciousnesses.

	You don't need to be rich, you don't need to strive for anything, you need to fear God, love your neighbor, and believe in the Messiah (Christ)—Jesus, who came, atoned for all human sins, and left, promising to return. "I will be back." We've heard that somewhere before.

	 

	And so it all continued until the 3rd century AD, when Jesus, whoever he was, had long been forgotten. But the idea of fear of God, poverty, asceticism, blind faith, some kind of love, submission to rulers, and the expectation of the Messiah appealed to Emperor Constantine. And he decided to declare the sect of Missionaries (Christians) the national religion of Byzantium.

	 

	But here a small discrepancy arose: the foundation of this entire teaching was the Law of Moses, that is, the teaching of those very Jews with whom Rome had waged a long and painful war. It turns out that although the Jews were physically defeated, they spiritually subjugated Rome thanks to the Law of Moses.

	Something had to be done about this. And so they came up with one. They formally referred to the Covenant, calling it the Old Testament, outdated and no longer valid. And the New Testament was supposedly a new "Covenant" with God through his messenger, son, or younger brother—Jesus.

	Yet, who exactly Jesus is to God is still being debated. For convenience, they found fragments of text in ancient books, which they themselves incorrectly translated and interpreted to suit their own agenda. The word "alma" (Hebrew for "maiden"), who gave birth to a son, became "Virgin," even though the Hebrew word for virgin is "betula." A description of a certain teacher was interpreted as the appearance of the Messiah Jesus. And on this shaky foundation, an artificial superstructure was built, calling on everyone to live harmoniously and love one another.

	Under the banner of this superstructure, the most horrific crimes were subsequently committed throughout the world: forced baptisms, burnings at the stake, pogroms, genocide, and the Holocaust. Truly a religion of love and peace. To this day, tanks and missiles that bring death to peaceful cities are sprinkled with "holy water."

	 

	So, in order to break away from the Jews, who actually received the Covenant and in one form or another try to observe it, which is confirmed by the entire history of the Jewish people, they transferred the entire fictitious Messianic history to Constantinople, the place of its official recognition.

	 

	Likewise, Russia is considered the birthplace of communism, not Germany, where its founder, Karl Marx, lived and worked. He was also a former Jew, incidentally. He converted to Christianity and brought shame not only to his family but to the entire world.

	 

	The study of real history and real artifacts, the search for the Criteria of Truth, allows any thinking person to see the fundamental difference between the Covenant Agreement given on Mount Sinai to accelerate the Spiritual Growth of humanity, and the sect of Christian Missionaries invented by the mind.

	 

	The mind can invent anything. That's why Adam was banished from Gan Eden, so that he could develop the Mind's viral program, creating all sorts of sects and teachings, until consciousness strengthened and returned to the Light of the Creator, putting the mind in its place—an assistant in the fulfillment of Needs.

	 

	Any sect creates an Egregor, a Covenant. The more people included in this Covenant, the more powerful its impact on others. The Christian Covenant has existed since the 3rd century, meaning it is a very numerous and powerful covenant. If the Christian sect hadn't split into a subset of smaller sects, such as "Orthodox," "Catholic," "Protestant," and others, it would be even stronger. But since any sect is based on power and money, such division is inevitable.

	 

	We have already explained in this work that any person included in the Treaty perceives the world of this Treaty.

	We've heard from some alternative theorists that they feel nothing in Jerusalem, but feel everything in Istanbul. This is perfectly normal, as the Egregor of their faith is anchored in Istanbul, formerly Constantinople.

	 

	Likewise, Jews feel nothing in Turkey and feel everything in Israel, just like Christian Zionists.

	 

	Perhaps it would even be for the best if the New Christians turned all their attention to Turkey and got rid of Israel.

	 

	Let's give an example from our experience.

	We organized a meeting between Israeli telekineticist Roni Marcus and Russian "magician" B. Monosov. Roni Marcus demonstrated his real-life abilities in bending metal objects, teleporting carbon, and more. B. Monosov asked permission to influence R. Marcus with the energy of the Tarot Card. As a result, R. Marcus felt nothing, while the adherents of the "school of magic" felt the energetic impact.

	 

	This once again confirms that the Treaty completely defines all human capabilities. The "schools of magic" included in the Treaty perceive the actions prescribed in their Treaty, while outside observers perceive nothing. This says a lot about the "school of magic" itself.

	 

	Only inclusion in the Creator's Light Agreement can have an impact on all people, for we all “walk under God”...

	To sum up, we see two directions in Christianity today.

The first and more ancient, originating from the Essenes and based on the Law of Moses, accepts the Covenant and helps the people of Israel return to the Land of Israel, seeing this as the fulfillment of an ancient prophecy.

	The so-called Christian Zionism, which is most widespread today among evangelical Protestants in the United States.

	The second school strives to distance itself from the Jews and the Law of Moses, seeking to rewrite history, reject the Old Testament as fiction, and transfer the biblical Jerusalem to Constantinople. They find it difficult to accept the very idea that Jesus, the Virgin Mary, John the Baptist, and all the apostles were Jews, lived in Judea, and observed the Law of Moses.

	Such people experience cognitive dissonance: they are anti-Semites at heart, but they worship Jews...

	On the one hand, they worship Christ as the God-man, and on the other, they deny the Jewish and Judaic identity of the founders of Christianity.

	For reference, in both Orthodoxy and Catholicism, psalms are recited during daily morning and evening services that literally speak of the God of Israel:

	Psalm 72 (Slavic numbering)
"Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, who alone does wonders. And blessed be the name of his glory forever and ever."
 

	Psalm 40 (41 according to the Masoretic numbering)
"Therefore the wicked shall not stand in the judgment, neither shall sinners be in the congregation of the righteous. For the Lord knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way of the wicked shall perish. Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, from everlasting to everlasting. Amen."
 

	And therefore, after the transfer of biblical Jerusalem to Constantinople and the transformation of the Jewish king Solomon into the Muslim sultan Suleiman the Magnificent, the Virgin Mary and Jesus will turn into Orthodox Christians who lived in the vicinity of Moscow a couple of centuries ago.

	 

	We clearly see how the Mind works in people who are unable to perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	What is Kabbalah?

	 

	We've already written above that the Hebrew word "Kabbalah" means "reception." Not study, not memorization, not comparison, not analysis, and so on, but precisely "reception."

	Direct receipt of Psychic-Info-Energy from the original thought-form, or from the Light of the Creator.

	The philosophy described in this work is the necessary basis for the possibility of receiving the Light of the Creator, or for attunement with the Covenant Agreement, or for Kabbalah.

	 

	Of course, our interpretation of the concept of Kabbalah differs fundamentally from modern social interpretation. Just as our entire philosophy differs from modern social philosophy.

	 

	Next, a number of questions need to be answered:

	 

	Is Kabbalah related to Judaism? Is Kabbalah a secret part of Judaism? Is it necessary to study the revealed and hidden parts of Judaism for many years before studying Kabbalah?

	 

	Kabbalah is a direct perception of a thought-form anchored in ancient Jewish texts. Judaism is a modern social interpretation of those same ancient texts.

	At the same time, the modern interpretation of ancient texts is not based on the texts themselves and modern achievements of science and technology, but solely on the basis of their earlier interpretations by authorities recognized in Judaism.

	 

	In simple terms, not only is no new or more modern interpretation of ancient texts taking place, but it is also punished and prohibited in every possible way.

	Thus, ancient texts were transformed into dogma, on the basis of which rituals were built, and all this is called Judaism today.

	 

	Of course, a long-term study of modern Judaism leads to the adherent's rigid fixation on the Covenant of this Judaism and in every way hinders the very possibility of further study of Kabbalah.

	 

	To study Kabbalah, one needs the broadest possible outlook, a wealth of knowledge about the world and about man, accessible at a given level of development, and, most importantly, the ability to tune into the Covenant Agreement according to ancient texts and shift one's Assemblage Point there.

	 

	Kabbalah is not a part of modern Judaism. Modern Judaism is a messianic sect that hinders the development of personality and consciousness.

	 

	Ancient texts are not a religion or a faith. They were given to people to accelerate the spiritual development of all humanity. The fact that they were not studied, but rather turned into a religion, speaks only of the primitiveness of modern humanity's consciousness.

	 

	Equally absurd is equating Kabbalah with modern social science. Modern science serves modern society. Its goal is to uphold the modern social contract, not to strive for understanding the world and humanity.

	This is clearly evident in attempts to teach Kabbalah as a science. They contain a large number of obscure and useless books. Useless in the sense that studying them confers no benefit. People don't become wiser, don't develop their personalities and consciousness, but only develop pride and self-importance.

	 

	Is it possible to study Kabbalah?    

	 

	This is similar to whether it is possible to learn to perceive light, wind, smell, sounds, etc.

	Kabbalah is perception at the level of our higher bodies, higher consciousnesses.

	If these bodies in a person are developed and active, i.e., capable of self-reflection, of perception, then one can prepare such consciousness for Kabbalah, for receiving Psych-Info-Energy.

	 

	Is it necessary to study the books on Kabbalah available today?

	 

	And what is the point of this? These books describe someone else’s perception of the original thought form and its interpretation by the mind of that person in that agreement.

	The essence of Kabbalah lies precisely in the direct perception of the Thought-Form, anchored in ancient texts. Specifically, in the texts themselves, and not in their endless interpretations and glosses.

	 

	You can prepare your consciousness for Kabbalah by developing your upper bodies, expanding your horizons, and gaining the maximum possible knowledge in the most accessible areas.

	 

	Does Kabbalah belong exclusively to the People of Israel?

	 

	If you seriously delve into everything written in this work, the Purpose and Meaning of the ancient texts given to the People of Israel to accelerate the spiritual development of all humanity through the hierarchical structure of society becomes clear.

	 

	In this context, it becomes clear that Kabbalah, i.e., the connection with higher consciousnesses, is the lot of the Cohens - the high priests.

	 

	If this explanation is still not very clear to the reader, we recommend going back and rereading the chapters “Why this book is called “The Lost Testament” and “How the people received the Covenant Agreement”:

	 

	"We don't view Ivrim as exclusively those who, according to some modern, invented social laws, are called Jews. Ivrim are all those who are capable of shifting to the Covenant and living within it."

	 

	It's important to clarify one more thing. When we say that Kabbalah is the reception and perception of the Creator's Light, we mean the reception of only a certain portion of the Creator's Light. That portion corresponds to the Covenant given on Mount Sinai. The Creator's Light is infinite and contains a host of other Psychic-Info-Energy structures. Therefore, the ancient Covenant at all its levels, including Kabbalah, is not the only possible path to spiritual development. Parallel to it are the traditions of India and Tibet, the traditions of America, and so on.

	But our Western civilization is built precisely on the Covenant Treaty given to us on Mount Sinai, therefore, for us, this knowledge is fundamental.

	Ancient calendar and special dates

	 

	Let us ask ourselves the question: why did the calendar appear in the ancient world?

	We are told that in order to know exactly when to plow, sow and harvest.

	But any farmer will tell you they don't need a calendar for this purpose. They know perfectly well, based on natural cues, the condition of the soil, and other indicators, when and what to do. Moreover, every year is different, and in different years, all agricultural work may begin at different times.

	 

	The modern calendar has simply and stupidly divided the Earth's orbital time around the sun into equal parts and labeled them months and seasons. If you ask whether this reflects the planet's true natural state, the answer is no, it doesn't. It's convenient for modern social management, for determining the financial year, and nothing more.

	 

	As we learn from ancient texts, our creators programmed Planet Earth with special dates that alter the state of planetary consciousness. It was to mark these special dates that the Lunar-Solar Calendar was created.

	 

	What is the true meaning of the ancient calendar built on a solar-lunar basis?

	From the above, it is clear that both the Sun and the Moon in their full Psycho-Info-Energy basis have a very strong influence on the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of man and the entire planet Earth.

	Moreover, as stated in ancient texts, the Sun rules man during the day, and the Moon at night. This is very familiar to anyone who has ever engaged in any spiritual practices.

	 

	The same ancient texts say that the calendar was given to people to determine special dates in the Psycho-Info-Energy field of the planet - in the Consciousness of the Planet, which today are commonly called "holidays" or "special dates."

	 

	We live within a program created by a higher consciousness. Like any program we create today, it has a cyclical nature, described in ancient texts.

	Generations come and go, but the cyclical nature of the program continues.

	 

	Ancient texts highlight for us the following special points in this cyclicality, on which a person’s life directly depends.

	 

	Since the calendar is Lunisolar, its special points “float” relative to our modern purely solar calendar and coincide with the Lunisolar calendar every 19 years.

	 

	The first special date falls in September-October and is called the “head of the year” - this is the end of the old and the beginning of the annual cycle of the planetary program.

	At this point, all events that have already occurred are related to the year that has ended.

	 

	The program then allocates 10 days to acknowledge, reflect on, and make amends for everything a person has done in the past year. Pay off debts, ask for forgiveness, and so on.

	On the tenth day, a special date occurs, a special Psycho-Info-Energy state called the "Day of Atonement." At this point, a person's Psycho-Info-Energy state is compared with their purpose; that is, the program evaluates the state of the object. At this point, the human consciousness is able to perceive information from the system about the past year and its own state during this year.

	The consciousness of the planet and man seem to synchronize and come closer together.

	 

	Next, after a short break, there come 8 days when a person must make plans and set goals for the new annual cycle.

	Ancient texts suggest spending these 8 days in huts, so that the sky and stars can be seen - that is, to leave society, connect with the Light of the Creator and set not social, but Spiritual Goals for the coming year.

	  

	Then, six months later, in the spring, a new special date arrives, called the "Transition." For seven days, a person must reflect on their actions over the past six months and on their increased egoism, for as consciousness rises, so does egoism and self-importance. It is essential to recognize this increased egoism and rid ourselves of it over the next six months.

	 

	This entire cycle, this entire program of Consciousness Development, is described in detail in the Ancient Texts, which must be perceived not within the framework of the modern social Contract, but within the framework of the Covenant Agreement described above...

	 

	To more effectively work with your consciousness during these special days, we recommend using the Monroe Institute's program, "The Ganeway Experience." The fourth wave (stage) of this program provides exercises and audio support for planning your self-development for the coming year.

	 

	Modern Research on the Fractality of Time

	 

	Doctor of Sciences Simon Elievich Shnol studied histograms of his measurements of biochemical processes.

	 

	In his research, a histogram is a sequence of measured results (measured quantities). The shape of the histogram characterizes the fine structure of the change in the measured quantity. This structure is a visual indicator of the state of the world in a given place at a given moment in time.

	 

	In fact, the measurements carried out by Shnol over several decades (!)

	were aimed at a detailed study of the structure of Time on both small and large time intervals, i.e., on both a small and a large scale. In doing so, Shnol discovered that the shapes of histograms repeat at certain intervals.

	time intervals for measurements of completely different processes: for α-radiation

	particles, the rate of chemical reactions, physiological processes in tissues

	living organisms…

	 

	In any case, only the local time and the object's coordinates are needed. At the same moment in time and location, the same histogram shape is obtained for any process. When examining long series of histograms containing hundreds of objects, even when the series do not overlap in time, the shapes of the closest figures are almost always more similar than those of the more distant ones. It was found that, regardless of the nature of the process being studied, the histogram shape has a daily repetition period. When moving to measurements of small intervals (hours, minutes, seconds), it was discovered that for minute and second intervals, there are two types of days: solar (1440 minutes, or 24 hours) and stellar (1436 minutes, or 23 hours 56 minutes).

	 

	And this is clearly evident for any processes.

	Identical patterns are observed at different longitudes: similar diagrams appear at the same moment in local time. As Earth rotates, the shapes of the histograms change, but their repetitions are identical. Thus, the scientist is essentially studying the structure of Time, in particular, its density as a characteristic of the number of dimensions per unit of time.

	 

	Based on the material obtained, Shnol made a fundamental conclusion: the shape of the histograms does not depend on the nature of the process, but only on the location of the experiment and the local time.

	 

	Thus, modern research objectively demonstrates that all processes on Earth occur in a specific environment that changes depending on planetary and temporal parameters. This only confirms that the ancient lunisolar calendar was created to mark specific states of planetary consciousness—the so-called "Special Dates."

	 

	More details about S. Shnol's research can be found in Appendix 9 at the end of the book.

	Abrahamic religions as three levels: psycho-info-energetics, why Islam prevails in society
 

	Let us return to the consideration of the three main religions in modern Society, but look at them from the position of the Trinity of Consciousness, Information and Energy (see the chapter “The Trinity of Consciousness, Information and Energy in all aspects of Life”).

	 

	Judaism was originally created as a "religion" of Consciousness. We use the word "religion" as the most established, although it was originally a system of life. 

	 

	There were no visible gods, no idols, no images, or other cult objects. The consciousness of the Cohens was created, capable of contact with the Higher Consciousness. The consciousness of the Levites was created to serve as intermediaries between the Cohens and the People. And the consciousness of the People of Israel was created to consciously manage their lives under the spiritual guidance of the Levites and Cohens.
 

	All the forefathers of Judaism—Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob—communicated with their consciousness directly with Yehovah—the supreme consciousness. Thus, Judaism is a religion of Consciousness.

	 

	Christianity, which arose from the spiritual decline of Judaism.

	When the general level of a part of the People of Israel decreased and ceased to interact with the higher consciousness, a need arose for something material, something informational.

	 

	As we know, our entire world consists of Psycho-Info-Energy in a hierarchical order. Therefore, the next "religion" must be informational.

	 

	And what we see is that Christianity already has a material object, or subject of worship. There are the Gospels—information about the life and great deeds of Jesus. No one today has seen Jesus himself, nor his resurrection, nor his deeds—yet all Christians believe in the information about what happened and how.

	 

	It's clear that as people's consciousness becomes more simplified, the next "religion" will be purely energetic. That is, no consciousness, no information—the muezzin will call out from the minaret five times a day, and all Muslims will go to pray. The imam in the mosque will tell everyone who should be beaten and how, and everything will be immediately clear to everyone.

	 

	This is precisely why Islam is sweeping the world. It resonates with today's level of public consciousness. We see two processes unfolding simultaneously. On the one hand, the spiritual level is declining in Europe and America. On the other hand, Islam is gaining ground and strength in these countries.

	 

	This phenomenon—the rise of Islam in traditionally Christian countries—cannot be combated by force. The only way to preserve Christianity is to stop the simplification of consciousness and raise the spiritual level of the population. But, given today's globalist agenda, this is impossible. Globalism implies leveling everyone according to a "common denominator," that is, the lowest spiritual level—energy. And this is consistent with Islam...

	 

	We can also observe differences in the spiritual covenant of different countries.

	 

	This certainly depends on a country's location on planet Earth, but it also depends on the spiritual level of the people inhabiting that territory. We can observe how people, moving from one country to another, radically change their way of life and creativity. The development of science and advanced technology occurs in more spiritual, Judeo-Christian countries.

	 

	We see no development in Muslim countries. These countries survive primarily by selling the minerals found within their borders. This, of course, also depends on a person's level of consciousness. But these two parameters tend to correlate. People with a more developed consciousness tend to live in more spiritual countries.

	 

	Cohen's revelations

	 

	We wrote in more detail about the Cohens and Levites, how and why these castes were created, in the Chapter “How People Received the Covenant” in Part V of the book.

	 

	The Cohens, in our language, were supposed to be Masters for the rest of humanity, existing within the Covenant of Consciousness, the Covenant of the Covenant—disseminating it to the rest of humanity. The reasons why this is not, and does not happen, in the Covenant of modern Judaism are discussed in the chapters above. Now we will discuss how a Cohen can accomplish these actions.

	 

	As we have already said, Cohen's level of Consciousness allows this person to perceive information from a higher plane and interpret it for the simpler consciousness and mind of the Treaty contemporary to him, for the rest of the people.

	 

	At the same time, the information received from the upper plane does not always coincide with the thoughts of the person himself, or with what is currently happening in society, which sometimes leads to difficulties in social communication.

	 

	If Cohen filters the information he receives with his consciousness, or mind, then it will no longer be a direct broadcast from the higher consciousness.

	 

	But, since not every person is ready to hear something non-social about themselves, Cohen’s direct communication with social people becomes problematic.

	 

	In such a case, a mediator was needed, which was provided in the form of a Levite, a priest who knew how to transform the information received from Cohen into a socially acceptable form.

	 

	The task of the Cohens was to preserve and pass on the covenant agreement from generation to generation - from father to son.

	 

	To ensure a clear transmission of their qualities of consciousness, the Cohens were required to marry only virgins from the people of Israel. In modern society, this may be seen as yet another form of social inequality, but the purpose of such a restriction was solely to ensure the most complete transmission of their qualities of consciousness.

	Another essential aspect of the Cohen's life was the covenant agreement, which was originally given to Aaron, the brother of Moses, and his sons by Jehovah himself, and then passed down through generations.

	 

	According to the covenant, the Kohanim did not have a land allotment and were not supposed to lead a social life, but were to devote themselves entirely to maintaining the covenant agreement and serving in the temple.

	The entire community supported its own Kohen.

	When Kohen's son grew up, he would leave his father's house and go look for a community that needed a Kohen to work in the temple.

	The Blessing of the Cohens - the shift of Man into the Covenant Agreement

	 

	In the Torah, in the book of Bemidbar (in the Old Testament, the book of Numbers), it is described how from the level of the Consciousness of Yehovah, the “Blessings of the Kohens” were transmitted directly to Moses - for Aaron and his sons, whom they were supposed to bless the “People of Israel”.

	 

	Let us consider in more detail the essence and meaning of this “ritual” in its esoteric meaning.

	The gesture with which the Kohanim are commanded to Bless the People.

	 

	 

	[image: Image]1. We know that the Left Hand is the “Energy Receiver” and the Right Hand is the “Energy Transmitter”.

	 

	2. The fingers of each hand correspond to the Chakras, i.e., the Psycho-Info-Energy Ranges.

	 

	The thumbs are the range of the Sahasrara Chakra.

	     

	Index fingers - the range of Ajna and Vishuddha.

	The middle finger is the Anahata range, which connects the Soul and the Organism.

	     

	Ring finger - range of Manipura and Svadhisthana.

	Little finger - Muladhara range.

	 

	Two fingers of approximately the same length - the Index and Ring fingers - are the ranges of Consciousness and the Organism.

	 

	Today, scientists have noticed that depending on which of these two fingers a person has is longer, the person is more of an Organism or more of a Consciousness.

	 

	3. What the joined Thumbs mean is that the Psycho-Info-Energy coming from the Higher Consciousness (left thumb) not only comes to Cohen himself, but is also radiated outward.

	 

	4. The separated index and middle fingers and the ring and little fingers signify the division into the Soul and the Organism.

	 

	5. Thus, the Blessing, and the word Bless in the Language of Branches means to launch the Program - the Creator's Plan - is transmitted separately to the Organism and to the Soul, to different levels of Psycho-Info-Energy.

	 

	Below we will present and analyze the text of the “Blessing of the Kohens,” how the Kohens were supposed to “bless” the people of Israel.

	 

	Text of the Blessing of the Cohens.

	 

	Numbers 6:24-27

	  

	יברכך ה' וישמרך
יאר ה' פניו אליך ויחנך
ישא ה' פניו אליך וישם לך שלום
ושמו את שמי על בני ישראל ואני אברכם

	 

	Official translation:
 

	May the Lord bless you and keep you!
May the Lord make His face shine upon you and have mercy on you!
May the Lord turn His face toward you and give you peace!
And they will put My Name on the children of Israel, and I will bless them!
 

	Our translation:
 

	Yahweh will bless you (bring you into the covenant) and keep you (fix you in it)  
“The Lord will make His face shine upon you” (The Lord will direct the Light of the Creator upon you)
And he will “have mercy on you” (take you out of the social contract)
Yehovah will turn his face to you (direct the light of the creator)
"And He will make you whole" (will make you whole and harmonious)
“And put my name” (And direct my covenant) upon the children of Israel
And I will “bless them” (bring them into the Covenant Agreement)
 

	Let's analyze what was written above.

	 

	In the modern Hebrew text, the name Yehovah, the name of the main active force, is replaced by the abbreviation “ha”, denoting the highest power, or God - as each person understands it.

	 

	This is absurd, for the entire action is carried out precisely and specifically by this higher power that must be invoked. This is done in accordance with the commandment "Thou shalt not take God's name in vain." But in this particular case, it is absolutely not in vain, and it is precisely here that this name must be used. Otherwise, all these words are meaningless, as we observe in practice.

	 

	The official translation contains all the errors we've already discussed in detail in previous sections. The name Yehovah is replaced with Lord, rendering the entire text meaningless. The construction "turning over Vav" (Ya-v-v-v) is lost, transforming this systemic, multi-level command into a simple physical action.

	And, of course, the interpretation of words occurs in their modern social context, not in the "language of the branches." As a result, this entire text, this entire "incantation," completely loses its power and meaning.

	 

	Let us also pay attention here to the "Wholeness" that "Yehovah will place upon Man." The Hebrew word in the text is "Shalom" (שלום), which translates as peace (absence of war), well-being. It is derived from the root "Shalam" (שלם),

	
If you look at the root2-letter Hebrew cells, we will see the following:
 

	של- to take away, to take away, to deprive
לם- to grab, to take away
שלם- to receive everything that is necessary, whole, complete
שלום- peace, perfection, fullness
 

	That is, the elimination of the superfluous—what we designate as "Subpersonality, Self-Image," and the lists of the mind. That is, the only thing that provides a state of "completeness," a fullness of human perception of the Creator's World.
 

	Something similar is present in the Treaty of Don Juan (Toltecs).

	 

	K. Castaneda:
 

	Sensitivity isn't the most important thing. What matters is the warrior's impeccability. For a warrior, the most important thing is to achieve self-integrity...
 

	In our translation, we have eliminated all the above-mentioned shortcomings, and the “Blessing of the Kohens” has acquired its powerful meaning.

	 

	Indeed, the Cohens' consciousness, through this "blessing," was capable of transforming a person's state. And this was intended to contribute to the spiritual development of the entire society.

	 

	If the reader can break away from the modern socio-religious interpretation of the Old Testament and the entire ancient history of the People of Israel and look at all these things in the light of the Creator, within the framework of the agreement described here, then he will see what a powerful mechanism for the development and construction of a spiritual society has been given to us.

	 

	What special consciousnesses were created to implement and maintain such an agreement, what temples and temple attributes were supposed to help the spiritual development of the entire society.

	And compare this with what's happening today: with rampant anti-Semitism, with endless blood libels against the People of Israel, with double standards toward this nation, and with endless attempts to destroy it.

	 

	This is how a hypocritical, mendacious and soulless social contract protects itself.

	On the role of "Jews" or "the People of Israel" in the modern world

	 

	In Part V of the book, we wrote and talked a lot about who the Jews are and why the People of Israel were created:

	Now, we would like to take a moment to sum things up and look at Jews today and their role within the Social Contract.

	 

	In modern society, it's difficult to understand and define who Jews are and what kind of phenomenon they are. On the one hand, Jews are perhaps the most oppressed and hated nation in the Western world. On the other hand, Jews occupy leading positions in many cutting-edge areas of social and spiritual life.

	 

	Difficulties arise even in the very definition of who is considered a Jew.

	 

	According to rabbinic tradition, a Jew is considered to be one born to a Jewish mother. However, in ancient Israel, the State of the Covenant, a Jew was considered to be one born to a Jewish father.

	 

	In addition, there is the procedure of Giyur—conversion to Judaism, the essence of which in modern society is fundamentally different from what was in the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	Some believe that Jews are people who practice Judaism, i.e., they distinguish religion. Others believe that Jews are an ethnic group, i.e., a hereditary transmission of national characteristics, which goes back who knows how many generations.

	Some people even believe that Jews are a character and behavior.

	The fact is that no other nation is treated in this way.

	No one would think to remember that Donald Trump's grandfather was German and born in Germany. But Vladimir Ulyanov's grandfather, Alexander Blank, will forever be remembered for being a baptized Jew. The most banal and common observation leads to one very simple conclusion: Jews are different from all other peoples.

	Some people love Jews, some people hate them, but very few people are indifferent to Jews.

	 

	Our Covenant philosophy provides answers to all questions related to Hebrew Jews.

	 

	Jews, or in other words, the "People of Israel," are distinguished from other peoples by their Consciousness, or Soul. This consciousness was formed at Mount Sinai by a higher consciousness known to us as Yehovah, or Yahweh (יהוה)—different pronunciations of the Hebrew word without vowels. The very fact that the pronunciation of God's name has been lost suggests a gap in history, and ancient knowledge was lost, later restored from surviving texts.

	 

	From the chapter "How People Received the Covenant Agreement":
 

	"It's important to remember that all the people who left Egypt stood at Mount Sinai, both Jews—"Hebrews" (we'll discuss this in more detail in the chapter: Abraham the First Hebrew (Hebrew)—and other peoples. Therefore, the level of consciousness "People of Israel" did not initially apply only to Jews, but created a new caste of people. Moreover, it was commanded that anyone could come to the People of Israel and join this covenant. This commandment is still in effect today and is called "Giyur."
 

	One can try to analyze the difference between Jewish consciousness and the consciousness of other peoples using everyday examples accessible to everyone.

	 

	We see that Jews are very successful in science, in art, in chess, in management - that is, precisely where Universal Harmony is manifested, where Consciousness is manifested.

	It is precisely for this distinct consciousness, for the morality and other spiritual qualities inherent in this consciousness, that Jews are either valued or hated.

	 

	All attempts by other nations to denigrate Jews, to attribute to them crimes that Jews don't commit but that other nations do, are made precisely because Jews are different from others. Other nations don't like this; it's irritating, it's an eyesore, and they want to convince themselves and others that Jews are just like everyone else, or worse than everyone else.

	This is the psychology of a teenage failing student who, in his heart, envies the excellent student and is happy if the excellent student gets a bad grade.

	 

	Jonathan Sacks:
 

	"Anti-Semitism isn't about Jews. It's about anti-Semites. It's about those who can't take responsibility for their own failures and blame others for them."
 

	The origins and purpose of the different consciousness of the People of Israel are described to us in the Torah and the Book of Genesis. This consciousness was created for a "pilot project"—the spiritual development of all humanity. The Jews were endowed with a consciousness capable of perceiving the Light of the Creator, maintaining a connection with higher consciousnesses, and building a society focused on spiritual development and a return to Gan Eden.

	 

	Unfortunately, Reason and its inherent Egoism won and destroyed the Covenant Agreement, which was replaced by Rabbinic Judaism - a sect little different from many other modern social sects.

	 

	The development of Consciousness was replaced by the development of Reason and memory.

	The study of primary sources and the attempt to attune oneself to the Covenant Agreement were replaced by the study and memorization of the thoughts of generally recognized ancient authorities, as well as the senseless observance of rituals that do not lead to any spiritual growth, but only complicate existence.

	 

	To summarize, we can say, firstly, that a Jew is a person possessing a Jewish consciousness, a Jewish soul, i.e., capable of independently perceiving the Light of the Creator. And sometimes it doesn't matter what kind of mother or father he was born to.

	 

	The second important question is what kind of agreement does this Consciousness live under?

	 

	If such a Jew lives in the Covenant of the Light of the Creator, then he fulfills the mission assigned to him, develops his Consciousness and brings his transition to Gan Eden closer.

	 

	If he lives in the Social Contract, then he uses his special consciousness on social topics that may be more righteous, for example, sciences like Einstein or Freud, or less righteous, for example, social revolutions like Trotsky.

	 

	The fact is that in both cases we clearly see a special Jewish consciousness, but directed towards various social ideologies, instead of its divine purpose.

	 

	The State of Israel has not resolved this problem either.

	 

	Instead of reviving the Lost Covenant, Jews in Israel became divided between liberal socialists and rabbinical Jews of various stripes.

	 

	Moreover, everyone is waiting for a "messiah" to come and restore everything. Yet, no one understands what exactly he will do or how. And no one wants to see or understand that what is happening now is the fulfillment of an ancient prophecy. It's entirely possible that these are already the times of the "messiah." And today, only the People of Israel can and must decide what to do, how to do it, and where to go. Either revive the Lost Covenant, build the Third Temple, and create a spiritual society, or become mired in squabbles, civil strife, and an endless struggle with the rest of the world...

	 

	Currently, there is not a single political or spiritual force in Israel that advocates for the restoration of the Lost Covenant. As a result, Israel, instead of being a spiritual "pilot project," has become a political refuge for persecuted Jews around the world. Perhaps this is only the first part of the Divine plan—to gather the People of Israel to the Promised Land…

	 

	There are those who believe that the rejection of the People of Israel by the nations of the world stems precisely from the fact that the People of Israel does not fulfill the mission entrusted to it - does not revive the Covenant and does not lead the nations of the world to the Light of the Creator.

	 

	It's difficult to say anything about this today. But it's clear to us that, having returned to the Land they were promised, the People of Israel brought with them all the problems and strife of exile instead of the rebirth of the Divine Covenant, for the sake of which the ancient prophecy was fulfilled.

	 

	We have already discussed what modern Judaism is in the chapter “On Modern Judaism as the Heir of the Covenant” just above.

	Now let us dwell in more detail on the fact that, in reality, Rabbinic Judaism is a sect, with worship of authorities and a complete departure from the essence of the Covenant with the Creator.

	 

	First of all, Rabbinic Judaism completely rejected the spiritual component of the People of Israel, expressed in the three levels of Consciousness—the People, the Levites, and the Cohens. Rabbis are mere social teachers, having mastered a strictly defined set of knowledge, no different from any other teacher. This is why modern Judaism is a social sect, divided into several subsections—Ultra, Reform, and Conservative.

	 

	There are not and cannot be any sects in the Covenant Agreement.

	 

	The Covenant Agreement is an Egregor, a Thought Form, which Consciousness either perceives or does not.

	 

	Only the Consciousness of the Cohen is capable of perceiving this thought-form. In modern Judaism, the Cohens—High Priests—are merely a title, a sort of position passed down hereditarily from the very first Cohen—Aaron, Moses' brother. Since no one today can produce proof of being a direct descendant of Aaron, the rabbis are unwilling to recognize anyone as a true Cohen. That is, everything is as usual in modern society. But in the Covenant, Cohens are those who possess a special Consciousness, capable of perceiving the Light of the Creator at a certain level. And a true Cohen should be identified not by a certificate from the heavenly housing office, but by the capabilities of their consciousness.

	 

	But modern social rabbinic society is completely unprepared for this. It would then turn out that "famous" and universally recognized rabbis are worth nothing more than their authoritative titles. And the people of Israel must be governed by entirely different people. Moreover, these people cannot be appointed at social discretion, but must be chosen from among those who consider themselves descendants of Aaron, based on the true level of their Consciousness. This would destroy the entire hierarchy of social rabbinic authority. And to prevent anyone from encroaching on this social authority, they invented the endless wait for the Messiah, without whom no changes to the existing order of things are possible—not to return to the Promised Land, not to restore the state, not to rebuild the Temple, not to restore the Lost Covenant.

	 

	That is, today we see a clearly expressed opposition between the spiritual and the socio-material.

	 

	They say that in ancient times there were prophets, but then they ended.

	 

	No, they haven't ended; it's just that the modern Social Contract doesn't recognize any prophets. It expels them, destroys them, excommunicates them from the community. Modern rabbis don't need any prophets. The rabbis have seized "spiritual" power, turned it into a source of income and livelihood, and have no intention of relinquishing that power to anyone... A person has a certificate stating that he's a rabbi—that's enough. But if he starts saying anything new, the certificate can be revoked...

	 

	In other words, the same thing is happening as in many social sciences, such as history, archaeology, and others. There are officially recognized "scientists" who preach officially accepted dogmas, and then there are free-thinking alternatives who research, study, construct models, and propose new interpretations of what's happening.

	 

	Similarly, in the People of Israel, there are officially recognized rabbis who preach the officially recognized Judaism, and there are real Cohens, Levites, and Prophets who possess the corresponding Consciousness and are capable of perceiving the Light of the Creator and engaging with their Consciousness in the Covenant Agreement...

	 

	As a result of the loss of the Covenant, modern Jews are deprived of the vision of that magnificent and endless Path of Spiritual Development that was offered to the People of Israel by the Higher Consciousness.

	 

	What was said to Abraham, the first Jew (Hebrew), by Elohim himself:
 

	And I will make you a great nation and I will bless you and make your name great, and you will become a blessing.
And I will bless those who bless you, and I will curse those who blaspheme you. And all the families (clans, tribes) of this land (adam) will be blessed by you.
 

	Modern Jews are either purely materialists, dedicating their unique Consciousness to the achievement of some social benefits, or adhere to some direction of Judaism, which is expressed exclusively in the observance of some purely socially material rituals and customs.  

	 

	Both ways of life do not use or develop Consciousness in any way, but lead only to the envy of others, blood libels, and the ovens of Auschwitz.   

	 

	The Torah describes to us what happens to those who do not accept the Divine Plan:
 

	“Korah, Dathan, Abiram, and 250 others rebelled against Moses and Aaron, declaring that all the people were holy, and why Moses and Aaron considered themselves superior to the rest.”
 

	As a result: “The earth opened up and swallowed up Korah, Dathan, and Abiram with their families.

	Fire from the Lord came down from heaven and consumed 250 men who brought strange fire."
 

	The extermination of Jews during World War II—those same Jews who adhered to Rabbinic Judaism and did not want to return to the Promised Land—is what we call the Holocaust, or the Burnt Offering. But few consider the analogy between the Holocaust and the Korean Rebellion. After all, they are birds of a feather. Rabbinic Judaism abandoned the Mosaic Covenant and created its own sects, awaiting a self-imposed Messiah and refusing to see the reality unfolding before their eyes. The return of Jews to the Promised Land had already begun, but European rabbis refused to acknowledge God's providence in this, for which they were severely punished by "fire from heaven." Only the Jews of Israel escaped the fate of the Holocaust. Hitler's Rommel's troops were stopped in Egypt on the outskirts of the Promised Land. This was the very first defeat of the Wehrmacht...

	What is Mashiach – the Messiah?

	 

	We teach to look at Deeds, at Actions and judge by them, and not by words and speculations.

	We clearly see that only with the emergence of the Zionist movement, a movement that broke free from the control of galut rabbinic Judaism, was the state of the People of Israel reborn in the Land of Israel. Moreover, the young state was able to defend itself and stand firm in all wars against incredible and overwhelming adversaries. The People of Israel in the Land of Israel managed to resolve all existential problems, provide itself with energy and water, and achieve global leadership in many areas. This is the Mashiach—the Messiah spoken of in ancient prophecies. And those who refuse to see the essence of the matter and continue to cling to fantasies, such as "a man on a white donkey who will come and restore order," await a sad fate...

	 

	Unfortunately, these sectarians, calling themselves ultra-Orthodox, threaten the very existence of the State of Israel and in every way hinder and oppose the Messiah.

	 

	People living in different Treaties have different opinions on the events happening in the world.

	 

	Some see in them the governing hand of some elites or organizations, but the People of Israel see and know that our world is governed by Yehovah.

	 

	And the best proof of this is the People of Israel. An eternal people. Empires rise and fall, elites come and go, countries' ideologies change—only the People of Israel remains unchanged. And three and a half thousand years later, the People of Israel still reads the same book, prays to the same God, speaks the same language, and gathers from all corners of the world to the same Promised Land. One can only hope that the time will come when the People of Israel will undertake the restoration of the Lost Covenant…  

	 

	The main problem of modern humanity is that almost no one believes in God, even those who consider themselves Christians, Muslims, or Jews.

	 

	People do not understand that if our world is controlled by the Creator, then nothing happens in it just like that, by itself, or under the influence of some elites or groups.

	All these elites, groups, organizations and states are only tools in the hands of Jehovah, the true ruler of our world.

	 

	Both the Bible and the Quran clearly state who is given the Land of Israel forever. And what we see today is that virtually everyone who claims to believe in this one God is trying with all their might to drive the People of Israel out of the Land of Israel. No one is succeeding; states hostile to Israel are collapsing one after another, governments and elites are changing, but no one is drawing any conclusions from this…

	 

	The peoples of the world are unable to even ponder, understand, and comprehend the One God who created all worlds. The peoples of the world remain pagans, believing in a single idol, or a single triune idol, existing on its own somewhere out there. Some pagans even hang semblances of their idol around their necks. It's extremely naive to believe in a fictitious humanoid Messiah on a white donkey who will come and solve all problems, while failing to see that all problems are already being solved—that is, the Messiah is already here, if they so desire to believe in this image...

	 

	It's important to begin to understand that, since the collapse of the Covenant, the entire world has returned to paganism and has never emerged. For to emerge from idolatry, a true connection with the Higher Consciousness is necessary, which only true Cohens—High Priests—can provide. No humanly appointed rabbis, popes, imams, or others can or do lead to any spirituality. They lack the necessary level of consciousness. Whatever esotericists may write, our civilization will remain in paganism and idolatry until the Third Temple is restored, the true Great Cohen is found, and the spiritual connection with the Higher Consciousness that governs our world is restored.

	 

	Connection with the Higher Consciousness means understanding the causes and effects of everything that happens on Earth. This connection allows us to resist human egoism and pride, to resist invented ideologies, and to facilitate the spiritual development of humanity and the victory of Consciousness over Reason.

	Development of Consciousness in the program of planet Earth based on the "Sepher Yetzirah"

	 

	We've already examined repeatedly above how the program for governing people on the planet was created. How the principles of "One," "Three," "Seven," and "Twelve" were successively formed from a higher consciousness. In other words, how consciousness became simpler as it moved further from the source.

	 

	The consciousness of people embodied in this program moves in reverse order, from the simplest “12 actions” to the “Unified consciousness”, completely controlled from the highest levels of the hierarchy of consciousness.

	 

	Finally, let's take a closer look at all of these "principles" once again, describing them in the simplest and most accessible way.

	 

	The principle of 12 simple actions is consciousness for human survival.

	This principle implies that a person acts according to their needs, desires, and under external control, and attempts to understand and recognize these actions. It also implies understanding how, what, when, why, and how they act, and how they can do it better.

	 

	Once a person has learned to consciously perform all these actions, they begin to consider more complex questions. How to reconcile different needs and desires, for example, how to choose a place to live that will satisfy multiple needs—ecology, food, work, recreation, politics, communication, and everything else.

	 

	Thus, human consciousness has moved to the next level.

	 

	The principle of 7 dualities - 7 axes - multidimensional consciousness of the individual.

	A person begins to think abstractly, simultaneously across various aspects of existence. And not just those currently in play, as was the case at the level of the 12 simple actions. Such a consciousness can and will choose a country of residence, a place of work, and a life partner based on many parameters at once.

	For example, if a person is well paid, but does not have personal and civil freedom, then such a person will no longer agree to live in this society, or work in this job, or live with such a partner.

	 

	Therefore, if we see in existence a person who lives by the principle “it’s none of my business, it doesn’t concern me, everything is fine with me,” then it is clear to us that this is a person of the 12 simple actions level of consciousness.

	 

	After a person has mastered all seven axes and learns to find what is called the "golden mean" on all axes, i.e., lives in the most optimal country, works at the most optimal job for him, lives with the most suitable partner and begins to realize that he will not find anything else or better in society, his consciousness moves to the next level.

	 

	The principle of three - right, duty and choice between them - is the consciousness of a developed personality.

	The principle of three places our entire society on one scale, and on the other scale – the Light of the Creator, the plan of Creation, universal Harmony.

	That is, on the one hand, Reason, and on the other, Consciousness. A birthright and a social obligation.

	 

	And now a person chooses not the optimal place within societies, but his place in the world between society, created by the mind, and created by consciousness.

	 

	Such a person will already build a life in which there will be something from society, what he needs, and the maximum possible from universal harmony - from nature, from the Creator.

	 

	For example, if at the previous level of consciousness, a person chose the optimal place to live based on the capabilities of society - politics, economics, standard of living, etc., then now he will choose a place with good nature, good ecology, with a quiet society.

	Typically, such a transition occurs during the age cycle when a person finishes his social activity and can afford to live without being tied to social activity.

	 

	This level of consciousness is described in the Book of Genesis after Adam and Eve "ate the fruit" of the Tree of Knowledge, i.e., installed the Mind virus program within themselves. After this, they could no longer exercise control from the higher consciousness, from Jehovah, and were transferred to a lower plane of Existence—the physical world.

	 

	The description of the situation with Cain and Abel clarifies the entire problematic of such dual consciousness. On one side of the scale lies the obligation to listen to and fulfill Jehovah's commands, while on the other side lies social envy—the obligation of reason to act. As a result, Cain kills Abel, i.e., he makes his choice between two opposites.

	 

	Further, as consciousness develops, a person increasingly moves away from the demands of the Mind and immerses themselves in the perception of their Consciousness. This is greatly facilitated by meditation, communication with nature, a good environment, and a quiet social environment.

	 

	With such immersion, a person can completely switch to life in consciousness, using his mind exclusively for his most essential life support.

	 

	The Principle of One is the consciousness of a person, directly controlled from the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	The Principle of One is described to us in the Book of Genesis in "Gan Eden." There, Adam fully processed the signals coming from the higher consciousness, i.e., realized the Creator's Plan. Until he installed the viral program Mind. Later, Abraham attained this level of consciousness.

	 

	At this level of consciousness, a person turns into a hermit who is completely self-sufficient and does not depend on society and other people.

	 

	It's important to understand that to achieve this level of consciousness, a person must pass through all the previous levels. This requires many incarnations, and it's unknown whether it's possible for everyone.

	 

	It is important not to invent a non-existent level of consciousness for yourself, but to carefully analyze your existence and seek criteria for the truth of your real level.

	You can come up with anything you want, but it won't do any good, it will only cause harm.  

	 

	On the other hand, the levels of consciousness described above correlate with the time intervals of a person’s life.

	In childhood and adolescence, a person is busy with simple actions and he can develop his consciousness of “12 simple actions”.

	 

	In middle age, a person will have to solve many social problems, and he can develop his “7 Dual” consciousness.

	 

	After completing social activities, a person gains the opportunity to live closer to nature and care for their soul. In this way, they can develop the "Principle of Three."

	 

	And finally, in extreme old age, a person can completely switch from life in society to life in Consciousness. This is how the "Principle of One" is realized.

	 

	That is, one can consider the types of consciousness described above as the consciousnesses of different human bodies, existing, of course, simultaneously and activating as incarnation progresses on planet Earth.

	 

	Fear of God and fear of social punishment

	 

	Before we talk about the difference between the state of “Fear of God” in the Covenant of Consciousness and “Fear of Punishment” in the Covenant of Reason, we will cite here a quote from the book “Kohelet” (“Ecclesiastes”), which we have already discussed in the chapter “The Purpose and Meaning of Life in the Covenant of the Covenant,” but now we will look at it in a different light.
 

	"Kohelet" ("Ecclesiastes")
3:12 I have learned that everything that this Elohim will do will be eternal, there is nothing to add to it and nothing to take away from it, and this Elohim made it so that they would be afraid (honored) before his face.
3:13 That which was already Is and which is to be already Was and this Elohim will ask (will desire) the accompanying
 

	Let's pay attention to the Hebrew root:  

- שֶׁיִּרְאוּ - They were afraid (Revered).

	In the traditional modern understanding, this root is associated with “fear of God.”

	However, in the language of branches, the essence of another state is initially embedded in this root - the motivation that a Person has, for whom “Creator and Creation” are not a theory, but axioms on which the Agreement in which his Consciousness lives is built.

	That is, this is not fear, in the social understanding of this word, when fear is associated with the fear of punishment, but a state of “not wanting” to create something disharmonious in relation to the Light of the creator, which the Human Consciousness itself independently perceives.

	 

	On the other hand, modern social man doesn't fear God. For him, God is someone or something, located in an unknown place and watching every step of every person. Modern social man doesn't believe in such a God.

	 

	The life of a modern social person is governed by social laws and the criminal code. If you break a law and aren't caught, then all is well; you can continue breaking it.

	Like, they punish you not for breaking the law, but for getting caught.

	 

	It's impossible to build a moral and spiritual society with people who constantly and endlessly seek ways to avoid getting caught. Such a society becomes corrupt and immoral. No constitution, no laws will keep people in such a society from stealing, from corruption, from breaking the law.

	 

	The foundation of democracy is a moral and conscious society. Democracy cannot be sustained by the force of law; it rests on the individual morality of each person.

	Today, we clearly see how, in some countries of the former USSR where morality remained, for example, in the Baltic states, democratic societies were immediately established after liberation. Meanwhile, in Russia, Ukraine, and Belarus, a parody of democracy was built, which ultimately resulted in the creation of a totalitarian slave dictatorship.

	 

	When discussing democracy, it's important to consider what's happening in the United States and other European countries. The essence of democracy is that it relies on informed citizens who choose their leaders not based on their emotions, but on the leader's ability and capacity to govern the country and society.

	Today, we clearly see how the United States is ready to elect as president a person who cannot speak, who has no personal views on key issues, and who has not demonstrated any personal abilities through his actions.

	When this begins to happen, democracy collapses and society descends to a lower level – authoritarian and totalitarian governance.

	 

	Fear of God is a form of human life within the Covenant of the Creator's Light. A person understands, recognizes, and senses that they are not alone, not a random speck in the infinite cosmos, but a product of the creative consciousness's design, called upon to realize their life's purpose. The more they align with their purpose and fulfill the spiritual commandments, the better their life will be and the more rapidly their consciousness will develop.

	Fear of God is love for nature, protection of all living things, and the desire to not cause harm to one’s neighbor.
 

	Fear of God is the absence of base impulses and low-frequency emotions, understanding that each person has their own path and purpose in this life.   

	 

	Only God-fearing people can build a democratic, spiritual and moral society.

	 

	What is happening before our eyes today?

	 

	The Western world supposedly relies on the three Abrahamic religions—Judaism, Christianity, and Islam. All are built on the foundation of the Torah, which clearly states who owns the Land of Israel and which people were chosen to receive the Covenant and implement this "pilot" project on Earth.

	 

	The idea of universal spiritual development was conveyed to people at Mount Sinai in the form of the Sinai Revelation and later formed the basis of the books of the Old Testament.

	 

	And today, any thinking person can see how the prophecy of the Covenant is being fulfilled, and the People of Israel are gathering for the land they were promised from all corners of the planet and are reviving their ancient language and the land that has been desolate for many centuries.

	Before our very eyes, miracles are happening, both in the military victories of tiny Israel over the armada of its haters, and in many other areas – medicine, agriculture, technology.

	 

	But this doesn't stop other countries and peoples from continuing to hate Israel, endlessly falsely accusing it of sins it didn't commit and which many nations around it commit. And from seeking to destroy Israel by any means necessary.

	 

	The attitude towards the People of Israel is an indicator of the spiritual development of a person and society.

	 

	Today it will no longer be possible to return to traditional religions, which have completely discredited themselves and distorted their original essence.

	 

	But a modern educated and thinking person can perceive the idea of the Lost Testament, an idea given to all of humanity for its spiritual growth and return to life in the Light of the Creator, in Gan Eden.

	 

	Finally. The Purpose and Meaning of Human Life on Planet Earth

	 

	Let's summarize our entire narrative. What is the practical meaning of all of the above for embodied consciousness?

	What a fundamental difference there is between the specific agreement a person lives under and the model of the world he adheres to.

	 

	In a social contract, everything happens by chance. Therefore, the very birth of a person into a particular family and in a particular country is also a completely random event.

	 

	In the future, a person’s entire life consists of random events controlled by external factors such as country, family, friends, team, party, etc.

	 

	There is no inherent meaning or purpose in such a person's life. Therefore, goals and meanings are created by society, by the social environment, as life progresses.

	For example, being a good son, student, athlete, parent, engineer, boss, and so on.   

	 

	Or else, leave your mark on history – write a book, make a discovery, win a military campaign, and so on.

	Or, simply, build a house, plant a tree, raise a son.

	 

	The modern atheist, a man of the social contract, believes that he lives only once and therefore tries to obtain the maximum amount of benefits and pleasure during his life.

	And since he lives only once, then in pursuit of benefits and pleasures, he can do whatever he wants, just so long as he is not caught and punished.

	 

	As a result of such an agreement, people generally strive to get more money, acquire more expensive and luxurious real estate and personal property, and occupy a higher management position.

	 

	What, in all this, happens to their soul, to their consciousness, does not concern people, because they do not believe in any soul, and consciousness is something like reason - a function of their physical body, which will disappear along with the body.

	 

	That is, people living under a social contract are materialists, don't believe in their immortal souls or reincarnations, and therefore build their lives solely on their faith. We only live once, and we must live our lives so that later (I wonder when that later will be—probably in old age) we won't feel excruciatingly sad about what we haven't done, what we haven't achieved, what we haven't received...

	 

	Such people say that the purpose and meaning of life is the randomness of life itself. How it unfolds is its purpose and meaning.

	If we are all the product of random evolution and natural selection, then we just need to continue evolving and undergoing natural selection. And not bother ourselves.

	 

	It is important to note that the blind faith of such social people is based solely on their unwillingness to become familiar with currently known facts and modern research.

	Their faith is based solely on the school curriculum, because even in the social contract there are people with a more broad worldview.

	 

	Today, with the internet, there's a wealth of material on archeology, history, physics, and mathematics, as well as confirmed facts about reincarnation, postmortem experiences, and much more.

	 

	There is the Robert Monroe Institute, which produces audio systems that allow anyone to have their own experience and be convinced that a person is more than his physical body.

	 

	The question arises: why don’t social people do this, but continue to stubbornly believe only in the school curriculum and search the Internet only for materials that coincide with their faith, while rejecting everything else.

	 

	The answers to these questions are given above when talking about castes and the contract.

	 

	At the same time, people living in the Agreement of the Light of the Creator, i.e., in the agreement of the Soul, Consciousness, capable of not only believing in the One Creator, but also feeling his manifestations, have a very clear and distinct purpose and meaning in life.

	The purpose of their lives is to develop their consciousness through active living on all levels of existence and gaining experience. So that by the end of their lives they can leave with a remnant, with gifts, with a more complex consciousness.

	Accordingly, the goal of their life at every moment in time and at every time interval will be to work through emerging situations and gain experience.

	 

	These people perceive all situations that arise around them and with them as teaching aids and exams that the external educational system sets before them.

	There are no accidents in the lives of these people, they understand, see and feel this.

	 

	Many life signs that happen around these people are perceived by them as omens, as life signposts on their path.

	 

	As a result, such people are not attracted by wealth and positions; they provide themselves with everything necessary for a normal life and spend their free time and energy on self-improvement and spiritual development.  

	 

	The whole life of such people is a school for them, where each age brings its own needs, its own opportunities, new knowledge, new experience, new understanding.

	Such people do not have age crises, no desire to be forever young and live forever.

	 

	Rather, on the contrary, such people have a desire to realize the maximum in their lives and leave this very imperfect social world in order to further incarnate in other, more harmonious worlds.

	 

	Thus, we see that there is a fundamental difference in the contract a person lives under. People with different contracts live completely different lives, strive to gain different experiences, and have completely different attitudes toward everything that happens to them and around them.

	 

	Can we say that the Covenant Agreement is more perfect for man than the modern social contract? Yes, we can.

	 

	The social contract locks a person's Assemblage Point into a state of extreme egoism and raises them to be egocentric. Such a person is cut off from the Light of the Creator, for from childhood they are taught that this is nonsense and the outdated beliefs of primitive people.

	 

	From birth, society develops reason, not consciousness. All children's toys and books, and today even computers, lock children into an artificial world of the mind and do nothing to foster the development of consciousness or the perception of the Creator's Light.

	 

	Modern religions, having completely abandoned their spiritual origins and turned their adherents into poorly educated sectarians, further alienate social man from the very idea of the Creator and spirituality.

	 

	As a result of all this, a social person grows up, having the assemblage point fixed in the position of the active mind and believing in a purely material model of the world.

	 

	It's important to understand that, with equal success, one could fix the human assemblage point in a state of active consciousness and provide a model of the world in which there is a creator, a soul, the creator's light, and so on. And this wouldn't be an empty belief—a person would be capable of independently perceiving the Creator's Light and receiving information from the system.

	 

	The most important criterion for the authenticity of the Creator's Light contract is the ability to independently perceive this very light. Once a person acquires this ability, they receive answers to all their questions.

	 

	It is like a blind person who has been told all his life about views and landscapes that he cannot believe, suddenly gains his sight and is convinced by his own experience of everything he had previously heard.

	 

	Our entire life with all its goals, meanings, aspirations and ideals is the result of our agreement, our initial fixation of the assemblage point and model of the world.

	 

	Changing one's worldview simply by reading books and practicing isn't enough. A new worldview, with the old, socially fixed assemblage point, won't fundamentally change anything in life.

	A model of the world must be "written" into the subconscious, where it is embedded from birth by our entire environment. Therefore, it's not enough to simply learn something new, such as the concept of "egregor," and assume that egregors are already included in your model of the world. You must experience firsthand the influence of egregors, the formation of egregors from a group of consciousnesses, and so on. Only then will this new concept eventually become "written" into your subconscious.

	 

	When someone says that it is possible to change yourself without effort, without breaking your old world, without a “small death,” then either he himself does not understand anything, or he is simply lying and being disingenuous.

	 

	Life within the Creator's Light agreement leads to the development of a person's spiritual and mental capabilities, while life within a social agreement leads only to the development of a person's animal side and completely suppresses his human, spiritual side.

	 

	At the same time, a person’s life in the social contract of a totalitarian country deprives him of the very opportunity to develop even the most basic “12 simple actions,” not to mention the “7 dual states.”

	 

	In a totalitarian country, a person cannot freely converse, cannot have an opinion distinct from official propaganda, cannot fight for peace and a just government. A person cannot laugh at the stupidity of those in power or be angry at the government. Such a person is completely limited in their spiritual, human development, at the lowest level of that development.

	 

	In the ancient Jewish texts we are given a contract for a spiritually developing society, which was to become an example for all of humanity.

	Such a society is based on the recognition of three different levels of consciousness, where each level performs its own function in society.

	 

	The Cohens—the high priests—maintain a spiritual connection with the higher plane, with the control signal. Temples—Psycho-Info-Energy centers—are built to assist them, helping to maintain the agreement and creating a space in which anyone entering can shift their perception to the higher bodies.

	 

	The temples are staffed by Levites, priests who act as intermediaries between the Kohanim and the common people.

	 

	Kohen and Levites do not own land or property. They are exclusively engaged in spiritual work, upholding the covenant, performing rituals and ceremonies, passing it on to the next generation, and resolving all issues that arise in society.

	 

	The people are engaged in all necessary crafts a maximum of six days a week and devote one day to spiritual life.

	 

	Several times a year, on certain days, all residents must visit the temple and strengthen their inclusion in the agreement.

	 

	Residents also come to the temple for any advice and with any question.

	The social life of society is governed by judges who have a clear set of laws and punishments in case of their violation.

	 

	In such a society, spiritual and social power are separated. Spiritual power is based on the Light of the Creator, while social power is based on a set of written laws.  

	 

	The Book of Creation and the Torah describe to us the Purpose and Meaning of human embodied life, which consists of the development of Consciousness from the “simple 12 actions,” through the “7 dual states” and through the “principle of three” to the “principle of one,” i.e., to a consciousness that is included in the hierarchy of consciousnesses and is controlled from the upper levels of this hierarchy, as intended in the act of creation.

	 

	The path to “Gan Eden”, to the “tree of eternal life” lies through the development of consciousness and the development of the viral (untimely installed) “mind” program, i.e., to the arrival of consciousness at the level of “cherubim” - pure consciousness in the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	And also, through the accumulation of energy - the personal strength necessary to pass the “fiery sword” that stands on the path to “Gan Eden”.

	 

	If you broaden your horizons and reflect, all esoteric and spiritual schools and teachers speak of precisely this—pure consciousness without reason and the accumulation of personal power. Now we can see the origins of all these seemingly "numerous" and "diverse" teachings.

	 

	They all have their origins in the Covenant Treaty. Both European "magic" and the teachings of the Toltec shamans of Mexico, as well as many others, are also rooted in it.

	 

	Reflections on the Future

	 

	Based on everything written in this work, we can reflect on the future and on where people should direct their thoughts and creativity.

	 

	Today the media is talking about a technological future.

	About artificial intelligence, about the super internet, in which it will be possible to digitize emotions, experiences, memory, dreams, and, in general, the entire human experience.

	 

	All this is the development of Reason, but not Consciousness.

	 

	At the same time, the purpose and meaning of human life on Earth is the return from life in the Mind to life in Consciousness.

	 

	If our society continues to follow the path of electronic modeling of the human mind, it will become completely unclear what to do with people.

	 

	Almost everything that people do in society today can be transferred to computers with artificial intelligence and the super internet in the near future.

	 

	If today social people differ from each other in their outlook, level of knowledge, language skills, and so on, then soon all these differences will disappear.

	 

	Electronic translators will translate in real time from any language to any other.

	Expert systems will use all the knowledge available to humanity in any situation.

	Super glasses will instantly read information from the outside world and provide their owner with all possible information.

	Even exams will no longer be possible, because super contact lenses and super miniature headphones will immediately provide all the answers to all questions.

	 

	Robots will replace people in all physical operations…

	Artificial intelligence, built on a comprehensive array of knowledge and data, will analyze all available information at incredible speed and generate solutions based on what is already known.

	 

	And what will happen to social and intelligent people?

	 

	We see a different, alternative path for social development. A path of developing consciousness, transcending the limits of reason.

	 

	Consciousness is infinite in its structure, complexity, and multidimensionality. Therefore, society's development toward understanding an increasingly complex Consciousness is not limited by anything.

	 

	Moreover, the fundamental difference between Consciousness and Reason is that Man - Consciousness is capable of connecting to higher levels of the hierarchy of consciousnesses and drawing from there information unknown in the social layer of reality.

	 

	This is how N. Tesla's consciousness worked.

	In his own words, he read all the information from

	He created a planetary informational plane and conducted all his experiments theoretically within this informational layer. All he had to do then was assemble a fine-tuned and refined mechanism in the physical world that worked the first time.

	You can read more in Appendix 8 “Quotes from Nikola Tesla” at the end of the book.

	 

	Only human consciousness is the "mechanism" capable of interacting with higher-order consciousnesses, bringing back information and then influencing external reality. This is what is called magic.

	 

	The new information obtained in this way can be further studied and explored to expand the worldview. Based on this information, devices will be created that will make it accessible to a wider audience.

	 

	No Reason and no artificial intelligence built on the human mind can replace Consciousness.

	 

	The first step will be to define Consciousness and separate it from Reason.

	 

	Next, it will be necessary to focus efforts on research, study, and analysis of Consciousness. On constructing a model of Consciousness. On creating devices and other tools to assist people in studying Consciousness.

	 

	Of course, social difficulties will arise along this path, because Consciousness is different in different people.

	 

	Society will have to acknowledge this fact and build different education and upbringing systems for people with different levels of consciousness. We'll have to develop systems for testing children's levels of consciousness to assign them to different schools.

	 

	Based on ancient texts, people will have to separate Consciousness from Reason and develop it to a certain level, after which such individuals will no longer incarnate on the physical plane of Earth.

	 

	Therefore, the development of Consciousness in our physical society will be of a very limited nature, necessary only to begin to understand the Purpose and Meaning of human incarnation on the physical plane.

	 

	And then society will turn into what it was intended to be - a kind of elementary school for human consciousness with a viral intelligence program.

	 

	The technogenic path of social development suggests that we continue to develop the viral program of intelligence and lead society to a dead end.

	 

	The impasse is expressed precisely in the fact that the development of Consciousness does not occur, and people continue to incarnate on the physical plane of the Earth in large numbers, without leaving this level.

	 

	At the same time, there's nothing to be done with too many people in society. And that's a direct path to problems, wars, terrorism, and other forms of extermination of unnecessary people.

	 

	If we look away from the current social situation and the gloomy future, and turn our gaze to the Lost Testament, which was given to people several thousand years ago, we will see that all these thousands of years humanity has been wandering in the dark.

	 

	What is called esoteric knowledge today, i.e. hidden knowledge, actually lies on our table in the form of the books of the Old Testament.
 

	The "hiddenness" of this knowledge lies not in the fact that people are unaware of certain formulas or incantations, but in the fact that people are unable to comprehend and comprehend what is written. They are unable to connect with their emasculated consciousness to the ancient thought forms that hold the information.

	 

	Over these thousands of years, people have tried various ideologies, different social systems, but have never come to anything.

	Therefore, it is difficult to call today's humanity thinking.

	 

	We were initially given a blueprint for the spiritual structure of society, which was supposed to realize the purpose and meaning of human life on the physical plane of Earth in the shortest possible time.

	 

	But, the underdeveloped Consciousness of people was unable to cope with the viral Mind, and man continues to be controlled by animal movements and Reason, which does not lead to anything good.

	 

	Moreover, modern society carries within itself the bacillus of anti-Semitism and is not only unprepared to learn spirituality from the people of Israel, as the Bible calls for in all its versions, but also strives in every way to destroy this people.

	Contract and Artificial Intelligence

	 

	We live in an era of rapid development of neural networks and artificial intelligence.

	Today, AI is already passing the Turing test and is beginning to compare its intellectual capabilities with those of the most educated social humans.

	 

	Here a very interesting and important question arises, dependent on the Treaty: what is Intelligence and what are we trying to endow the machine with?

	 

	According to Wikipedia:
 

	Intelligence (from the Latin intellectus "perception"; "understanding", "understanding"; "concept", "reason") or mind is a quality of the psyche consisting of the ability to perceive...
 

	That is, this is what we call Reason in our agreement - the algorithmic ability to process all available information.

	 

	It goes without saying that a machine connected to an information network can process information much faster than a person and in any volume.

	 

	Thus, a natural question arises: what will a social person do in the near future, when a machine can do the same thing, but much better and faster.

	 

	Today, machines can already write any text in any language, paint pictures, make videos, compose music, and more. Androgynous robots are increasingly learning to perform any human task better. It's beginning to seem like it won't be long before robots will completely replace humans.

	 

	This has social scientists and engineers in disarray.

	 

	If we look at all this from the position of our Esoteric Agreement of Consciousness, then we understand that robots will indeed be able to completely replace a rational person, i.e., a person living in the mind, and not in Consciousness.  

	 

	At the same time, for us, a human being is a Consciousness in the created Hierarchy of Consciousnesses. And any machine we create will always be below us in terms of consciousness.

	That is, we create another level in the hierarchy of consciousnesses in our image and likeness.

	 

	For us, all modern developments in robotics and AI are merely an objectification of the existence of a hierarchy of consciousnesses. Just as we today create information "fields" and the algorithmic thinking of robots connected to these "neural networks" and controlled by our consciousness, so too were we created, connected to the planet's information field and controlled by a higher consciousness.

	 

	Here, within the framework of our agreement, completely different questions and concerns may arise.

	Could it not happen that after the change of the Treaty, and after researching and studying human consciousness and the information field of the planet, we will be able to include the robots we have created into this field.

	 

	In this case, robots will be able to truly replace humans.

	 

	But then a reasonable understanding arises that after the change of the Treaty, when scientists begin to study human Consciousness, and not reason, when science comes closer to understanding and discovering the Hierarchy of Consciousness and the information fields of the universe, then man will be able to rise up the hierarchy and approach the “Gods”.

	 

	And only then will we be able to begin to understand and realize the true laws of the Universe and the place and possibilities of each Consciousness in the Hierarchy.

	 

	It may very well be that in the Creator's Light there is no way to move from one level of Hierarchy to another. Or perhaps such a possibility is provided.

	 

	In this case, the development of civilization will follow the path of development of Consciousness with the goal of ascending the Hierarchy of Consciousness.

	 

	And then we won’t need our current silicone robots, because by rising one step in the hierarchy of consciousness, we will be able to create living organisms, like us today.  

	 

	Incidentally, this is precisely the process described in ancient Sumerian texts, when the Anunnaki gods created earthly humanity from some ape-like hominids.

	 

	Therefore, in parallel with the development of AI and fears about a robotic future, it is necessary to develop our Consciousness and believe that the replacement of the mass of intelligent social people with robots will push our society to revise the contract and begin to study consciousness.

	 

	The Main Conclusions of the Philosophy of Esotericism

	Conclusions and practical implications
 

	
		Our perception of the world is subjective, built on the fixation of the Assemblage Point and the model of the World constructed by Philosophers for this fixation. That is, it is, in its purest form, Faith in a certain world that our Subconscious constructs for us from the portion of the Psycho-Info-Energy of the Universe that we perceive.
 

		The world we perceive is not the only and objective one, but only a tiny part of an infinite multidimensional reality (Psycho-Info-Energy signal - the thought of the absolute).
 

		Various positions of the Assemblage Point and various Models of the world are possible.
 

		A person can shift their Assemblage Point and thereby change their entire world within the range accessible to them. This will also alter the physical, chemical, biological, and other laws of the world.

		Understanding the very possibility of many worlds, it is necessary to answer the question: which world, i.e., which Axioms and Theorems about the world will be more productive for human life and development and why.
 

		The main problem of modern social man is that from birth he is fixed in a very primitive Contract, which covers only a tiny part of the possible perception of the world by human consciousness - the Range of the Physical, Material World.
 

		The Social, Material Contract involves the Mind - a certain program, untimely introduced into the Human Consciousness, similar to a Virus introduced into the operating system of a computer.
 

		In the Covenant, the World is not at all as we are led to believe through social upbringing and education. The World is a Hierarchy of Created Consciousnesses, a thought within a thought.

		 

		All objects in the world perceived by our senses are only a physical part of the multidimensional Psycho-Info-Energy.
 

		A human being is not a physical body, but a multidimensional Consciousness.
 

		Human Consciousness is capable of perceiving a much wider range of Psycho-Info-Energies.
 

		For perception beyond the Physical Range of Psycho-Info-Energy, a different fixation of the Assemblage Point, a different Agreement is necessary.
 

		Man was created by a higher level of Consciousness, with the purpose of controlling all living things on planet Earth.
 

		More developed beings introduced the viral program "Reason" into the Psycho-Info-Energy structure of man and created societies to exploit man for their own interests.
 

		As a result of the unauthorized acquisition of "Mind," the individual fell out of the hierarchy of consciousnesses and could no longer fulfill the Plan of Creation. Consequently, he was placed on the physical plane of existence (at the lowest frequency level of the Psycho-Info-Energy signal) to process the viral (inadequately installed) "Mind" program and return to the hierarchy of consciousnesses.
 

		Certain other highly evolved beings transmitted to humanity information about the created planet and the created human being. They also provided guidance for more quickly refining the viral (untimely installed) "Reason" program and returning to Gan-Eden.
 

		Humanity quickly lost this knowledge, deified it and turned it into religion.
 

		It is completely pointless and useless to try to analyze the Ancient Texts and comprehend the Spiritual Teachings while remaining in the Social Contract.

		The entire modern social world is built on the modern fixation of the Assemblage Point, while the Ancient Texts and all Spiritual Teachings rely on the entire Range of Psycho-Info-Energy accessible to man.
 

		As elementary research, which can be carried out by any thinking person using the Internet, shows, all modern history, archeology, geography and many other social sciences are false and artificially adjusted to fit the Modern Social Contract for the purpose of exploiting people.
 

		The falsification of science, the introduction of unproven theories into society such as "spontaneous evolution," "class struggle," "psychoanalysis," and the like, the complete destruction of Spirituality, the distortion of information about Gods and the Creator since the mid-19th century (after another global catastrophe), the wholesale replacement of Consciousness with Reason—all this suggests that our modern Social Contract was constructed in the mid-19th century for the purpose of enslaving and exploiting humanity. Modern man is a Mental Slave.
 

		People are not equal by birth. A human being is a created, reincarnating Soul, possessing created parameters and accumulating experience over many incarnations.
 

		Most modern people feel no discomfort living within the current social contract. All they care about is competing more successfully within society and acquiring social benefits—money, power, sex.
 

		There is a very small group of people who, due to the specific nature of their consciousness, cannot be content with life within the social, material realm of Psycho-Info-Energy. These people constantly seek to transcend the Social Realm.
 

		Each person understands Spiritual Development differently, depending on their type of consciousness and the information they receive. Social people seek a better social life in Spiritual Development—health, money, power, sex.
 

		People with expanded Consciousness seek in Spiritual Development the opportunity to go beyond the Social Range of Being, calling it by different words.
 

		To transcend the Social Contract, it is necessary to Shift the Assemblage Point and completely change the World Model (Philosophy). This is impossible to do on your own, just as it is impossible to pull yourself out of a swamp by your own hair. This requires a Master, one who is committed to another Contract and has a Philosophy (Complete World Model) that corresponds to that other Contract.
 

		Shifting the Contract is a complete transformation of a person. A person begins to perceive the world differently, their feelings, thoughts, emotions, desires, needs, and actions change. It can be safely said that a person "dies" in the past world and is "born" anew in a new world, where they must learn to live. Moreover, having shifted to the Spiritual Contract, having expanded their perception beyond the Social World, a person can no longer live as they did before.
 

		This is precisely what Kohelet (Ecclesiastes) speaks of: "In much wisdom is much grief, and he who increases knowledge increases sorrow." For the Reason, a viral (ill-timed) program, can invent anything. And all these inventions of the Reason, whether it be social structure or the destruction of the planet and humanity for money, only increase sorrow. Today, we truly see how the entire world is tense due to the possibility of nuclear war. This is the entire result of "wisdom and knowledge."

		 

		People on earth do not govern their own lives or the structure of their societies. All control occurs from higher levels of consciousness. People are puppets with very limited freedom of choice.
 

		A person is capable of developing his Consciousness and leaving Social control, beginning to live in the Light of the Creator.
 

		For a real Change of the Agreement, it is necessary to work in two directions - to change the Philosophy, the Model of the World and, in parallel with this, to expand the capabilities of your Consciousness to perceive the Subtle Planes - Psycho-Info-Energy, beyond Physical Reality.
 

		The shift into the Agreement of Consciousness is only the very first and necessary step for Spiritual Development.
 

		Only by expanding the range of Perception of one's Consciousness can a person begin to study and comprehend the Spiritual Materials described in the Ancient Texts.
 

		People who have developed their consciousness and subordinated their “Mind” to it stop incarnating in this world.
 

		The multiple reincarnations of people on Earth are intended to give them the opportunity to work out the Reason Program, constructing all sorts of Rational-Logical Constructions in the form of communism, socialism, democracy, totalitarianism, and so on. In the world of Physical Reality, a person must "play" all these games and, through personal experience, be convinced that they lead nowhere. It will be a great pity to leave behind the stolen billions at death, and it will be no less painful to leave behind social power—in general, it will be very scary and offensive to die, because everything socially remains here, while there, as it were, is nothing there.
 

		The meaning and purpose of many incarnations on Earth is the development of Consciousness, the exit from the Social Contract, the collection of “gifts,” as R. Monroe called it, or “the remnant accompanying Elohim” in the book of Ecclesiastes, and the return to the Hierarchy of Consciousness, to Gan Eden.

	Below we will provide a series of quotes that convey the same idea of supra-Social Contracts of different Masters and traditions, from the position of fundamentally different Goals, Meaning and Motivation of the life of a Human Consciousness.

	 

	Those who have carefully studied our work will be able to see that all the seemingly different works of the masters speak of the same thing - there are not many paths to spiritual development.

	 

	There is only one single path - the development of consciousness and the transition from life in the mind to life in the hierarchy of consciousnesses.

	 

	Another question is how to achieve this state. That is, there is only one path, but there can be many ways to achieve it.  

	 

	All these lengthy quotes from the Masters' books are provided here to illustrate, through specific examples, that all the Masters speak of the same thing, but not within the framework of a social contract. Therefore, a social person might get the impression that they are all talking about different things and different paths to development.

	 

	Here, we're trying to show that everyone is saying the same thing, using different words. Words, as we've discussed many times in light of the concept of the Language of Branches, carry no information in themselves, but are merely markers for information in the Egregor of the Agreement.  

	 

	 

	Appendix 1. On the Light of the Creator and the Mental Slavery of Humanity in other Super-Social Agreements

	From the Teachings of Gurdjieff: About the Moon

	 

	On the Moon, lecture in New York (1924):
 

	    The Moon is man's great enemy. We serve the Moon. Last time you heard about the Kundabuffer; the Kundabuffer is the Moon's representative on Earth.
    We are like the Moon's sheep; she cleans them, feeds them, and shears them, preserving them for her own purposes; and when she is hungry, she kills them in vast numbers. All organic life works for the Moon.
    A passive person serves involution, an active one serves evolution. You must choose.
    But there's a principle here: in one job, you can hope for a career, while in another, you earn a lot but have no career. In both cases, we become slaves, because in both cases, we have a master.
    We are currently primarily under the influence of the Moon. We must become more and more conscious in order to access higher influences.
    *****
    The main difficulty on the path to liberation from total slavery is that it is necessary, with the intention, proceeding from one's own initiative and persistence and supported by one's own efforts - that is, not by someone else's will, but by one's own - to achieve the eradication from one's presence of both the already entrenched consequences of certain properties of that something in our ancestors which is called the organ Kundabuffer, and the predisposition to these consequences that may arise again.
 

	The term “kundabuffer” appears in Gurdjieff’s book “Beelzebub’s Tales to His Grandson,” which he describes as a kind of “organ” artificially implanted in earthlings by certain “higher beings” at a certain stage.

	 

	Despite the differences in Gurdjieff’s description, the consequences of the influence of this “organ” on human Consciousness are similar to what in our Philosophy we call a person’s acquisition of the “Reason” program.

	 

	On the "kundabuffer", a lecture in New York (1924)
 

	    Everyone has a soul, but a soul must be earned. And it manifests only in those who have earned it through conscious labor and voluntary suffering.
    An ordinary person has no soul... A child is never born with a soul.
    The soul can be acquired during life: but even then it is a luxury available only to a few.
    Most people live their entire lives without a soul, without a master; for everyday life, a soul is completely unnecessary.
 

	    This is what an ordinary person is like. And he can live his whole life like this.
    At the same time, Nature has given him the possibility of change, although this does not mean that any change will necessarily occur.
    The change you're talking about is possible, but it's difficult to say in advance whether anyone has a chance of achieving it. There are many factors beyond our control that could prevent it.
    The main reason is within ourselves and this is Kundabuffer, as it is called.
 

	    To understand the meaning of the new concept, we will have to stop here and go into the details of this issue.
    Nature, in its foresight, has given the human machine a certain property that protects man from feeling and sensing reality.
    This is Kundabuffer.
 

	    Let's take one real fact. All people are mortal, and any person can die at any moment.
    But ask yourself, can anyone imagine that they, right now, or even tomorrow, or in a year, or in 10 years, will also die? Indeed, if we think about it honestly, death is terrible. What could be more terrible than death? What would happen if a person really imagined this horror, their own death? Can you even imagine this horror? You can't imagine your own death, but you can easily imagine the death of someone else. And besides, there are many other, equally real horrors that we don't recognize, that we don't see. If people recognized them, they would hang themselves out of fear. But no one sees this. Why? Perhaps someone will say that it is our will that protects us from recognizing such horrors? But then why doesn't it protect us from small fears?
 

	    Now imagine knowing, remembering, even if only in your head, that you only have a month left until death. Exactly one month. What will remain then of everything that filled our days? Everything you have will lose its meaning and be worthless. The newspaper with your morning coffee, the friendly greeting from your neighbors down the stairs, your professional activities and accumulated possessions, the theater tonight, rest and sleep—what is all this for?
 

	    But what if death doesn't come for a year or two? Even then, nothing will have the same meaning as it did before. You can't help but wonder: if that's true, then why live at all?
 

	    Not because you live for yourself. Your life is needed by someone else, someone who looks after it and makes sure you can live a little better. Just as we ourselves care for and watch over the lives of our sheep and pigs. But when we feed them, do we do it because we care for them or for their very sake? No, we make their lives happy and prosperous, providing them with all kinds of comforts so that when the time comes to kill them, we can get better meat and more fat.
 

	    In exactly the same way, someone obviously wants us to live, not to see all our horrors and hang ourselves in fear, but to live long enough so that whoever needs us can kill us softly and quietly when the time comes. Not seeing reality and not feeling it as it is is the primary form of our slavery. We have many forms of slavery, but this is the first, the most important of all. Such is the law of Nature. The existence of all humanity and all living things is vital for the great ones of this world. Life itself has a great purpose, and it justifies our destiny. We must serve as slaves—such is our lot. At the same time, though, Nature has provided another opportunity, albeit not for everyone, to escape this slavery.
 

	R. Monroe, on collecting “Hops,” in his book “Far Journeys”:
 

	    So Someone decided to change the current circumstances and cultivate a Garden. He moved to a remote area and set to work. First, he created an environment conducive to carbon-oxygen exchange—one in which this exchange would become extremely active. Someone carefully introduced Balance into this environment, ensuring the constant maintenance of appropriate radiation levels and the replenishment of nutrients.
    ***

	    As a side experiment, Someone developed and created a special type of "Ascetic"—weak and significantly inferior in performance to all other Fourth Seed units. However, the experimental "Ascetic" had two significant advantages.
 

	    Firstly, he could extract energy from both “immobiles” and other “immobiles”.
    Secondly, Someone extracted a Particle of Himself (no other source of this substance is known) and put it into the created beings in order to give them a powerful motivating impulse to activity.
 

	    Someone knew that, according to the Rule of Attraction, such a component would evoke an inextinguishable thirst for movement in the new type of "ascetics." A tiny infusion of Someone himself would push this species to satisfy their craving for unity with the infinite Whole. Thus, the desire to satisfy one's energy hunger would not be the only driving force.
 

	    Even more important, it was simply impossible to satisfy the need evoked by the Particle in the Garden; this meant the thirst for activity would be eternal, and the conflict between the drive itself and its energetic substitute would be constant. If this species survived, it had every chance of becoming the best source of Hops in the Garden.
 

	    The Fourth Sowing exceeded all expectations. Now the Garden truly provided a steady and abundant flow of Hops. The balance of the "living" remained perfect, the Conflict factor brought abundant surges of Hops, and the continuous termination of the existence of all types of "movers" and "still ones" ensured a steady replenishment of the substance's reserves. To cope with the processing of the harvests, Someone created the Gatherers. He then established Channels, directing the flow of raw Hops There. The Unknown There no longer depended on the "natural deposits" of the substance. The Garden Someone created ended the mining.
    After the success of the first Garden and the beginning of artificial production of Hops, Others began to create similar gardens.
    Having completed his work, Someone returned There and took up other matters. Under the supervision of the Gatherers, Hop production remained stable. All subsequent changes were made with Someone's knowledge.
    ****

	    This routine of “life” in the Garden would have remained unchanged for eternity, if not for the subtle perception and sophisticated mind of Someone.
    One day, He was studying samples of Hops from the Garden. Nothing compelled Him to do so, but He simply retained a detached interest in His own creation.
    During that analysis of the Hop samples, Someone was routinely inspecting the radiation and was about to return it to the Storage, when he suddenly noticed one strange Peculiarity.
    The deviation was very slight, but quite clear.
    Someone's interest in this phenomenon immediately flared up, and He looked more closely.
    A thin layer of purified, high-grade Hops was gracefully woven into the cluster of the most ordinary radiation fibers. It was simply impossible. Such pure Hops could only be obtained through repeated processing of natural raw materials, as even Hops from the Garden required preliminary purification.
    ****

	    He methodically examined the entire Garden, not missing a single spot, and quickly found what he was looking for: a powerful, consistent emission of high-quality, pure Hops was emanating from one area. Someone rushed there.
    Here it is - an experimental improved unit of the Fourth Seed, one of those into whose functional circuit Someone inserted a Particle of Himself.
    ****

	    Thanks to this discovery, Someone proposed the Formula for POH (Production of Purified Hops), which is now used in the Garden.
    The ending of this story is well known. Someone included the following fundamental principle in his formula:
 

	    “...Purified Hops are produced by units of the 4U type when their actions do not bring about fulfillment, but only in those cases where the vibrational level of these actions exceeds the limits of perception of the environment.
    The higher the intensity of the mentioned actions, the more powerful the surge of purified Hops...”.
    To put this formula into practice, someone made some minor changes to his Garden, familiar to any historian.
    The two most notable innovations were the division of all Crops into pairs (the desire for reunification caused a heightened sense of loneliness) and the promotion of the dominance of 4U units over other units. The Garden now stands as a marvelous example of efficient production.
 

	    The Gatherers have long since become true virtuosos in the application of the POH Formula. The Garden is dominated by Type 4U units, which have spread throughout its entire territory, except for the deepest parts of the liquid regions.
    Through experience, the Gatherers developed a whole technology for harvesting Hops from 4U units.
    It includes a wide range of auxiliary tools.
    The most common of these are called love, friendship, family, greed, hatred, pain, guilt, illness, pride, ambition, self-interest, obsession, and self-sacrifice. On a larger scale, the state, provincialism, war, famine, religion, technology, freedom, industry, and trade are used—this is just a short list of individual methods. Currently, hop production has increased to an unprecedented level...
    CRY!
 

	    It took several months to come to terms with the message about Khmel. However, "come to terms" isn't the best word to describe the sequence of shock, denial, anger, despondency, resignation, and humility. Remarkably, this sequence closely matches the reactions already observed and studied in people who have been told of a fatal illness or a hopeless wound.
 

	    Something was truly dying within me. I had long since realized that the God of my childhood simply didn't exist—at least, not in the form imposed by our culture. On the other hand, I had come to understand very deeply the principle of creators and creation. All I had to do was look around, notice the subtle and exquisite orderliness of the world around me, the coexistence that enables life to continue... trees growing strictly vertically, whenever possible—trees that give me and everyone else the oxygen we need to breathe... and us, who, as I discovered only recently, return to the trees the product of our life activity, no less essential for their own existence... the balance of an entire planet, surrounded by filtering layers of energy... layers that allow in only the quantity and quality of sunlight necessary for biological growth... and, of course, the coherence of the food chain.
 

	    The Hops message explained this harmony perfectly. Most importantly, it described the purpose, the meaning, the reason for it, and explained the "why." This question had long eluded me, but the Hops answer proved simple and obvious. There was indeed a meaning, albeit a rather prosaic one. We were simply producing Something Valuable. Hops. When you finally break through numerous emotional barriers, it's still difficult to find weak spots in this overall picture. It explains everything—both behavior and human history.
 

	From the Toltec heritage (K. Castaneda): Flyers - Mind and Society, implanted in people
 

	We have a companion for life. We have a predator that emerged from the depths of space and seized control of our lives.
    Humans are his captives. This predator is our lord and master. He has rendered us submissive and helpless.

	    If we rebel, he suppresses our rebellion. If we try to act independently, he commands us not to...
    ***

	    They have gained the upper hand because we are food for them, and they mercilessly suppress us to maintain their existence.
    Well, just like we raise chickens in a chicken coop, they raise people in human cages.
    This way they always have food...
    ***

	    Think for a moment and tell me how you can explain the contradiction between the engineer's education and the stupidity of his beliefs and the inconsistency of his behavior.
    Magicians believe that our belief system, our ideas about good and evil, the morals of our society were given to us by predators.
    It is they who have given rise to our hopes, expectations, and dreams of success and failure. It is they who have given rise to our greed and cowardice. It is the predators who have made us complacent, inert, and self-centered...
    To keep us meek and submissive, they resorted to a stunning maneuver—amazing, of course, from the perspective of a warrior strategist. From the perspective of the one it's aimed at, this maneuver is terrifying. They gave us their mind! Predators gave us their mind, which became ours. The mind of a predator is sophisticated, contradictory, closed, and filled with the fear that it could be discovered at any moment.
 

	    ***

	    Sorcerers see human children as strange, glowing balls of energy, completely covered in a radiant shell, a kind of plastic covering that tightly envelops their energetic cocoon. He said that predators consume this shining shell of awareness, and that when a person reaches maturity, only a narrow fringe from the ground to the tips of their toes remains. This fringe allows people to continue to live, but nothing more.
    This narrow fringe of awareness is the epicenter of self-reflection (effectively, egoism), from which man is utterly incurable. By playing on our self-reflection, which is the only form of awareness available to us, predators provoke flashes of awareness, after which they devour them mercilessly and greedily. They throw meaningless problems at us, stimulating these flashes of awareness, and thus keep us alive so they can feed on the energetic flare-ups of our imaginary troubles.
 

	    ***

	    All that's left for people is discipline. Only discipline can deter him. But by discipline, I don't mean a strict daily routine.
    I don't mean that you have to get up at half past five every day and pour cold water over yourself until you turn blue.
    Magicians understand discipline as the ability to calmly withstand unfavorable circumstances that are not included in our calculations.
    For them, discipline is an art, the art of facing infinity relentlessly, not because you are strong and unyielding, but because you are filled with awe.
    But how can you suggest to your fellow humans that they go through all the difficulties involved? They'll laugh at you, and the more aggressive ones will give you a good beating.
 

	    Sorcerers say that discipline makes the glittering shell of awareness unpalatable to the flyer. As a result, predators become confused. The inedibility of the glittering shell of awareness, it seems to me, is beyond their comprehension. After this, they have no choice but to abandon their vile pursuit.
    When predators stop devouring our sparkling shell of awareness for a while, it begins to grow. Simply put, sorcerers repel predators long enough for their sparkling shell of awareness to grow above the level of their toes. When this happens, it returns to its natural size. Sorcerers of ancient Mexico said that the sparkling shell of awareness is like a tree. If left unpruned, it grows to its natural size.
 

	    ***

	    The sorcerers of ancient Mexico saw a predator. They called it "the flyer" because it flies through the air. The sorcerers of ancient Mexico were at a loss as to where it came from on Earth.
    They believed that man should be a holistic being, possessing profound insight, performing miracles of awareness—which today sounds like mere myth. But all of this, it seems, has gone, and we now have a sober-minded person.
    What confronts us is no simple predator. It is quite cunning and sophisticated. It methodically renders us worthless. Man, destined to be a magical being, is no longer so. He is now a simple piece of meat. Ordinary, inert, and stupid, he dreams of nothing more than a piece of meat.
    ***

	    Flyers are a necessary part of the Universe. - And they should be accepted for what they truly are: terrifying monsters. But in reality, they are the means by which the Universe tests us. We are an energy probe created by the Universe. - And therefore, we wield the energy given to us so that the Universe can become aware of itself.
    Flyers are a merciless challenge. They cannot be mistaken for anything else. If we succeed, the Universe will allow us to continue.
 

	From the Toltec heritage (K. Castaneda): Positions of the Assemblage Point - the Agreement of Reason and the Agreement of Silent Knowledge:
 

	    The unusual idea is that every person on this Earth seems to have the same reactions, the same thoughts, the same feelings.
    In all likelihood, all people respond more or less identically to the same stimuli. The language they speak somewhat obscures this, but if we lift the veil, we'll discover that everyone on Earth is troubled by the same problems. I'd like you to inquire about this, as a scientist, of course, and tell me if you can find a formal explanation for this uniformity.
    ****

	    Don Juan explained with great patience that the thinking mind is merely one aspect of the assemblage point's position; therefore, knowledge of what is happening in the world, sanity, self-confidence—all these objects of our pride and supposed measures of our sanity—are merely a consequence of the assemblage point's habitual location. The more firmly it is fixed there, the more self-assured we are, the more we feel we know the world and are able to foresee the future.
    We've returned once again to the most important aspect of the sorcerers' world—the position of the assemblage point. It is both the curse of the old sorcerers and the source of humanity's constant troubles.
    Humanity does not know that the assemblage point exists, and therefore accepts the consequences of its usual location as something final and indisputable.
    ****

	    When I asked him to talk about silent knowledge in more detail, he immediately replied that silent knowledge is the general position of the assemblage point and that many centuries ago this position was normal for man, but for reasons that cannot be clarified, the assemblage point of man shifted from this position and passed into a new one called “reason”.
 

	    Don Juan noted that every human being is a representative of this new position. The assemblage point of most of us is not located precisely at the location of reason, but in its immediate vicinity. The same can be said about the seat of silent knowledge: not every human being's assemblage point was located precisely at this location.
    ****

	    The old nagual continued to explain that humanity is centered on the first point, reason, but not everyone's assemblage point is located directly at the position of reason. Those who were precisely at this point were the true leaders of humanity. For the most part, they remained unknown, people whose genius lay in the use of their minds.
    The Nagual said there were other times when humanity focused on the third point, which was then considered, of course, the first. But then people moved to the place of reason.
    When silent knowledge was the first point, the same condition prevailed. Not every person's assemblage point was located directly in this position. This means that the true leaders of humanity have always been a few individuals whose assemblage points were fortunate enough to be either directly at the point of reason or directly at the place of silent knowledge. The rest of humanity, the old nagual said, is simply an audience. Today, they are lovers of reason. In the past, they were lovers of silent knowledge. They are the ones who admire and sing the praises of the heroes of both positions.
    The Nagual argued that humanity has spent most of its history in a position of silent knowledge, which explains our great longing for it.
 

	    ****

	    He then spoke of ancient man. He said that ancient man knew most naturally and perfectly what to do and how to do things. But by performing all these actions so well, he began to develop egoism, which led him to believe he could foresee and plan in advance the actions he was accustomed to performing. Thus arose the concept of an individual self, which began to dictate the nature and scope of man's actions. As the sense of an individual self grew stronger, man gradually lost his natural connection with silent knowledge. Modern man, reaping the fruits of this process, ultimately discovers that he has irrevocably lost touch with the source of all existence and that he is capable only of violent and cynical actions, born of despair and leading to self-destruction.
    I felt there was a contradiction in don Juan's words. I reminded him of how he had once told me that battle was the natural state for a warrior, and that peace was unnatural.
    - Correct. But battle for a warrior does not mean committing acts driven by individual or collective stupidity, or senseless violence. Battle for a warrior is an all-out struggle against the individual self, which deprives a person of their strength.
 

	    He also said that, as magicians believe, it is precisely the position of the point of reason that is the cause of the murderous egoism of modern man, who is completely absorbed in his self-image.
 

	    ***

	    Don Juan said that attempting to fully understand the sorcerers' metaphorical descriptions with the mind is as pointless as attempting to understand silent knowledge with the mind. The problem, he added, is that any attempt to clarify the sorcerers' explanations with words only obscures the essence of the matter.
    Don Juan defined silent knowledge as a state of human consciousness in which everything that pertains to man is fully manifested, not for the mind or intellect, but for the whole being.
 

	    Silent knowledge, which you cannot express in words, is, of course, intention, spirit, abstract. Human error lies in striving to understand it directly, just as we understand the world of everyday life. But the more we strive for it, the more ephemeral it becomes.
    For the sake of the world of reason, man renounces silent knowledge.
    ***

	    Don Juan expressed his belief that the idea of expulsion from the Garden of Eden sounded to him like an allegory for the loss of our silent knowledge, our knowledge of "intent." Therefore, sorcerers go back to the beginning, returning to paradise.
 

	From the Torah, The Covenant of the Lost Covenant. Based on our Research of Ancient Texts.

	 

	Our work with the Ancient Heritage provides an answer to the question of the “reasons” for humanity’s shift from the position of “Silent Knowledge” to the position of “Reason”.

	 

	This happened after Adam and Eve ate the fruit from the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil.

	We consider this analogy of “eating the fruit”, in the Language of Branches in the Torah - precisely as the installation of a program of Reason in a person, after which the Human Consciousness Adam fell out of the Created Hierarchy.

	This idea is set out in the Ancient Primary Source - the Torah, which describes the essence of the Spiritual Contract, the essence of the Contract between the Creator and his Creation, and not some events and historical chronicles.

	 

	The key idea and thought conveyed in this story is that this example describes to us the inclusion of Man in the Mind Contract.

	 

	That very “change of Contract” is when a person instantly becomes “different” in his “knowledge,” in his behavior, in his reactions...

	 

	Let us recall the story of Adam and Eve in the Garden of Eden, what actually happened after they “ate the fruit of the Tree of Knowledge,” using our Translation from the Book of Genesis as an example.

	 

	    Bereishit 2:25
 

	    And they were both naked, this Adam and his woman
    And-Were-Not-Ashamed
 

	    Bereshit 3:7-11
 

	    And the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was desirable to the eye, and a pleasant tree for understanding.
    And she took from its fruits
    I-Ciela
    I-Dala also gave her to the man who is with her
    And-He ate
    And-their eyes both opened wide.
    And they found out that they were naked.
    I-Sewed a fig leaf
    And-They made belts for themselves
    And-We heard the voice of Jehovah Elohim walking in the garden in the day wind (Ruach)
    And this Adam and his woman hid from Yehovah Elohim among the trees of this garden.
    And Yehovah Elohim turned to this Adam
    I-Told him where you are
    And-He said, I heard your voice in the garden
    I-I was scared that I was naked.
 

	Let us reflect on the changes that occurred to Adam and Eve after they “ate” the forbidden fruit from the Tree of Knowledge.

	What happened to them was that they suddenly saw and realized that they were “naked” and that it was “indecent” - so they “became embarrassed”, covered themselves with leaves and hid in the thickets...

	 

	This raises a host of questions, the first of which is how, why, and in front of whom were they "embarrassed"? Up until this point, they'd been walking around naked and unashamed, just as modern aborigines, or any other inhabitants of the garden, aren't embarrassed.

	 

	If you think about it, embarrassment, confusion, decency and indecency are not some kind of natural realities, but, exclusively, the result of a certain and specific Agreement - a worldview and a system of behavior...
 

	For example, in a “civilized” society it is indecent to eat with your hands – they eat with a fork and spoon – but you are not born with this, you are taught this long and hard...

	It is the same with decency and indecency: every society, every community, every Treaty builds its own standards of decency.

	 

	Nudists walk around naked and are not embarrassed or shy, so what happened to Adam and Eva?
 

	And what happened, judging by the description, is the following: their Assemblage Points shifted, and they joined an already existing Agreement, with prescribed Algorithms of Behavior.

	 

	The contract we call the Contract of Reason.

	 

	We understand that the Treaty is a person’s entire world, all of his understanding, sensations, experiences, feelings, and so on...
 

	Shyness, propriety, convenience or inconvenience, fears, loves, and so on—these are all functions of the Contract. Change the Contract, and all of this changes instantly...

	 

	Note that Adam was afraid not of breaking the command given to him by Jehovah, but of being naked—of something he hadn't known or cared about just a moment before.

	 

	This is precisely the essence of emotional behavior under the control of the Mind's lists—a mechanical reaction to a certain pre-set set of "knowledge," with Consciousness completely shut down, having fallen out of the Hierarchy, when Adam tries to hide.

	 

	After all, one can imagine another outcome: having eaten the fruit and learned that it was “naked” - Adam, could not have hidden from fear, but asked this question to Jehovah... - what happened to him, what happened?

	 

	We exaggerate this grotesquery to highlight the essence—the essence of the striking difference between the states of Adam and Eve before and after eating the fruit. A difference that manifests itself in the fact that initially, in a state of Consciousness included in the Hierarchy, a person receives a control signal and implements it: without a self-image, without judging "good" or "bad."

	And a state in the Mind - when behavior control occurs as a reaction in accordance with a “list of norms and rules.”

	 

	Thus, the Torah gives us very important information when describing the situation with the Serpent and the Fruit of the Tree of Knowledge.

	We are told about the existence of Agreements with all their attributes of Reason, and that by shifting a person into an Agreement, the entire program of functioning in this Agreement is immediately downloaded into his Subconscious.

	 

	Moreover, the information that has emerged in recent years, thanks to researchers of "Global Catastrophes" - no matter what conclusions they come to - opens up the possibility of perceiving new layers in the above-mentioned Treaties, including the Ancient Texts...

	Summary of Ancient Texts, quotes from Gurdjieff, Monroe, Don Juan, the Torah and Esoteric Philosophy.

	 

	Despite the complete external discrepancy between the materials presented in the various Agreements on the external level of models: words and descriptions, with attunement, it is possible to perceive a single Essence in the global awareness of what is happening to humanity and the individual:
 

	
		- What is happening to Man and Humanity and what should we do?

		- How is it possible to do this?



	General conclusions when understanding the Treaties cited above

	 

	
		Man is a Consciousness, which is a product of the Creation of higher Consciousnesses...

		There are various Agreements (provisions of the Assemblage Point) in which a person is controlled and functions in fundamentally different ways...

		At a certain stage, due to some reasons and circumstances, human Consciousness was modified by someone for certain purposes.

		Thus, at a certain point, Reason replaced Consciousness. In other words, humanity was locked into the Mind's Contract.

		Modern Social Contracts (Societies of the Material World) are Contracts of Reason, and, replacing one another, including as a result of wars and global catastrophes, they become increasingly primitive, as can also be found in all the sources cited...

		In a global sense, the entire Modern Society (probably the entire Material Plane of Humanity) is built for only one Goal - the collection of “psycho-emotional energy” from modified humans, mechanically controlled through the Mind and emotions of bio-robots...

		The purpose and meaning of the life of a Human Consciousness in the Material World is to “work out” the Mind program... “Working out” the Mind program implies nothing other than achieving a state in which our Human Consciousness becomes active again, as a result of which the Human Consciousness is included in the created Hierarchy of Consciousnesses and begins to receive life motivation from there, using the Mind only for solving our life problems.

		The transition to such conscious control of oneself and one's Life is possible only as a result of a long and complex process described as "The Path of the Warrior," "The Fourth Way," the research process and understanding carried out by Monroe, Gurdjieff, the new seers, Kohelet, etc.

		Moreover, if we remove the emotions, each of these Agreements contains an identical answer to the question: "Is this Path accessible? Can every modern person attain this Motivation, this Goal, and this Meaning of life?" Probably not...



	 

	When the Torah was received, humanity was commanded to read it, each and every generation. We understand this as an opportunity to understand and perceive what is said in accordance with the current level of society's development.

	 

	"Reason" can be compared to a virus (installed at the wrong time) that alters the goals and functionality of the underlying program. Thus, from the moment described by all the Masters mentioned above, humanity ceased to fulfill its original function—the development of Consciousness, the gathering of "gifts" for the Creator—and is now exclusively engaged in the development of Reason, serving as food for someone else.

	 

	The difference in the functioning of Consciousness and Reason is that Consciousness, included in a single Creation, is capable of perceiving Psycho-Info-energy, the Light of the Creator, that is, a certain real world - directly, comprehending it.

	While the Mind is not capable of perceiving anything, the Mind is capable of working only with ready-made “lists”, that is, remembering descriptions of the world, other people’s explanations.

	 

	And as we see, absolutely all sources, all Masters who have reached this level, speak of the same thing. The development of the Mind is impossible and futile—the Awakening of Consciousness is necessary first and foremost.

		    Animal Personality – Any communication between people is filtered and distorted by the instincts of predatory behavior and survival in the material world. I called this side of man the Animal Personality. Its origin is the existence in the World of Earthly Life.

		    The opening is the point of transition to the Beyond, to the source of that creative force that created our material universe.

		    Foundation - The current level of activity of the developing mind, which is determined by a set of Truths, Unknown Quantities and Concepts.

		    Foundation – When developing a Different Worldview, understanding and applying certain Foundations becomes crucial. For example, one of the most important Foundations is the understanding that we are more than just a material body and that we continue to live after physical death. To facilitate development, such Foundations must become genuine Truths, not mere Concepts. Without any of the key Foundations, development is impossible.

		    Representation is a mental and emotional attitude that combines various proportions of Truths and Unknown Quantities.

		    A belief system is a set of ideas held by many people. The more people who share these ideas, the more powerful the system.

		    The Territory of Conceptual Systems is one of the many regions of the (M)-Field spectrum adjacent to the World of Earthly Life. Many Human Minds are transferred there upon completion of their physical life. Each Mind is drawn to a particular region according to deep-seated inclinations that, over the course of their recent life, have transformed into seemingly unmistakable Concepts.

		    The transcendental is a concept that cannot be defined within the modern framework of human thinking.

		    The Core is the Primordial vortex of energy of the (M)-Field, hidden in every living material organism.

		    Another Worldview is a set of knowledge, devoid of any inclusions of Ideas and animal instincts.

		    The World of Earthly Life is the ordered region of space-time in which we exist.

		    Emitter - an Opening into the Beyond, through which the radiation of the energy of the (M)-Field penetrates, organizing and influencing the World of Earthly Life and the material universe.

		    SEEKING - The Executive Committee of our “I-There”, formed by numerous individualities of various reincarnations that remain in each of us.

		    Band “Ch” is a section of disordered modulations of human thinking within the boundaries of the energy (M)-Field.

		    Hemi-Sync is the trademark for a system of audio signals developed at the Monroe Institute over thirty years. Listening to audio signals recorded on tape from this system results in synchronization of the electromagnetic activity of the two hemispheres of the human brain. Specific signals help a person achieve predictable states of consciousness.

		    A hologram is a widely known consequence of the interaction of light rays, which allows for the creation of three-dimensional visual images in a vacuum. According to the theory described in the book, space-time and the World of Earthly Life represent a similar (but more complex) result of the interaction of the energy of the (M)-Field.

		    Homeland is an individual point of penetration of each of us into the (M)-Field and (or) space-time.

	Accelerated Learning. Section: Human
 

	The first topic of discussion about human existence must certainly be the fact that, until the current immersion in space-time, a small percentage of people had never been in the world of human experience.
 

	Some of them experienced physical existence in other parts of space-time, others could live in our world, but not in human form. Other "First-Timers" had never before assumed physical form.
 

	Space-time, that is, the world of physical matter, and, in particular, human existence on Earth, represent a rather interesting anomaly. It possesses certain characteristics that are unique in terms of the development of reason and consciousness.
 

	Thus, human life has many appealing aspects. In a sense, it resembles a visit to a vast amusement park, filled with a wide variety of rides and playgrounds, where the standard (unearthly) rules temporarily lose their validity. Many immerse themselves in human existence simply out of curiosity. They receive the message that this is a fascinating state, and they want to discover what it means to live in this world.
 

	Others, having observed specific chapters of human history, conclude that these circumstances will provide an excellent opportunity to conduct one or another experiment conceived during periods of speculative contemplation. The characteristic features of human existence at various stages of evolution provide rich opportunities to test such ideas in practice.
 

	There are also others. They discover that the limitations associated with physical incarnation in human form simultaneously lead to an increased concentration of certain forms of energy accessible only in this state. Thus, human existence becomes the only way to access these exotic types of energy.
However, the most important motivating factor, far outweighing all others combined, is the final outcome of the incarnation. When you meet a "graduate," all your thoughts revolve around the desire to become just like them. And it's possible.
 

	Thus, we "incarnate" precisely for this purpose—an accelerated learning process in a very unusual type of school. This implies that the basis of this learning lies in the fusion of two different types of energetic modulations. One can be called masculine, the other feminine. Drives, needs, cultural environment, and any other factors can be used to literally "force" alignment, fusion, and mutual understanding between these two systems of consciousness.
 

	The conditions for entering physical life in human form are quite strict, somewhat reminiscent of a very detailed legal agreement. First and foremost, the energy form must come to terms with the reality of space and time.
 

	Without such consent, it is impossible to attain primary human consciousness. The energetic form must accept the existence of time and its measurement—for example, the year 1980 as we know it.
 

	Furthermore, she must accept that planet Earth truly exists and appears exactly as humans perceive it. Finally, she must come to terms with the fact that consciousness confined to a human body has unique characteristics and limitations.
 

	An integral part of the agreement is the erasure, or more accurately, the forgetting, of all previous experiences. This requirement ensures that the human existence of this energy form will be subject to only minimal influence from past lifestyles, both in physical worlds and in other realities.
 

	It should be noted that this requirement is tied to the level of conscious perception and does not mean the complete destruction of the essence of the "signing the agreement" energy form. Previous experiences are retained in the new, human energy form at an unconscious level. This is extremely important, as core goals and previous experiences may well be the underlying motivating force that propelled the original energy form toward the human school.
 

	Once the decision is made and the agreement is "signed," a favorable, but largely random, "entry point" is selected for the energy form—that is, the circumstances of birth. Environmental factors, social, political, and economic conditions are taken into account, which may—though not with complete certainty (?)—facilitate the goal of the immersion.
 

	Since there's always a chance that these factors won't be favorable or favorable, the "entry point" is often chosen arbitrarily, probabilistically, in the hope that the goal will still be achieved. Other cases involve so many unpredictable factors that the most exciting challenge comes down to overcoming unfavorable external conditions or changing them through one's thoughts and actions. Some energy forms are fascinated by such "adventures," while others find them uninteresting.
 

	An additional complication is that demand for some "entry points" far exceeds supply. As a result, energy forms simply tire of waiting their turn, so to speak, and agree to incarnate under far from the most favorable circumstances.
 

	To begin, let's try to give a general overview of the learning and information accumulation process typical for "First-Timers".
 

	After entering (birth), the "newcomer" struggles for a long time to recover from the surprise and shock caused by the rigid limitations of the material body. First of all, they are deprived of the freedom and ease of movement that previously could only be achieved by thought, the desire to move. Thus, much of the initial period of human existence is spent consciously and painfully attempting to master their new body.
 

	No less astonishing for the "First-Timer" is the completely unfamiliar need for nourishment, as under previous conditions of existence, energy replenishment was a completely automatic process. Add to this the continuous avalanche of powerful and chaotic signals coming from the previously unknown five senses—and it becomes clear how painful this first experience is for the "newbie." Certain facts suggest that this trauma would have been even more severe if, during periods of unconscious recuperation (sleep), the "First-Timer" had not received support and assistance from interested observers remaining outside the world of space-time.
 

	This beginning becomes a primary learning system that continues throughout a person's life. Its essence is the raising of awareness.
 

	The pains and pleasures reported by the five physical senses draw attention to the event that triggered them. A memorable lesson is derived from these experiences. If the experience is associated with an emotional response, it is remembered even more effectively. Extreme experiences significantly accelerate the learning process. Simply put, learning (memory, recall) is directly dependent on the depth of the experience. This means that the absence of vivid experiences and weakened attention significantly reduce the effectiveness of learning.

	
In "elementary school," the knowledge that underlies every person's physical life is studied. Subsequent educational programs address thinking and behavior, but the fundamental principles of existence are based specifically on the subjects of "elementary school."
 

	Another type of learning, the "high school" associated with human existence, pertains to what occurs outside of consciousness. This is information retrieved by the five senses, regardless of attentional focus. This learning occurs continuously during normal waking consciousness, and the accumulated data is retained down to the smallest detail. Because attention is not involved in this process, the conscious mind is often able to recall no more than a fifth of such information. Yet, it constitutes that vast layer of memory that suddenly and effortlessly surfaces when urgently needed. We are barely aware of these memories, yet they exert a powerful influence on our thoughts, decisions, and actions.
 

	The third form of learning is associated with periodic unconscious states—dreams. In waking life, we can recall only a small portion of this activity, although it is closely intertwined with everyday life and is an important part of the system of experiences and memories that underpins existence in the material world. Culturally conditioned beliefs have led us to neglect even those events in dreams that we remember; people rarely acknowledge the influence of dreams on their actions and experiences in the waking state. However, from an outside perspective, the automatic use of dreams in the learning process becomes quite obvious.
 

	The basic form of education, developed by various cultures throughout human history, is well known and remains widely accepted—but completely unnatural. In most cases, traditional education completely ignores inner experiences and focuses solely on primary and secondary learning.
 

	As a result, it imposes an artificial form of diligence and discipline that is completely unrelated to the means of raising awareness and, in general, is simply inaccessible to ordinary human consciousness. During classes (especially when performing monotonous, repetitive exercises), students' attention wanders and is distracted, which usually hinders even the automatic, natural learning process. However primitive it may seem, such education is highly valued in human society, despite being associated exclusively with the accumulation of knowledge, strengthening mastery over physical matter, and the practical application of its various forms, including the corresponding forms of energy.
 

	The most depressing fact is that the prevailing, artificial, and limited educational system relies solely on signals from the five senses. This principle leads to the destruction of the last vestiges of the original essence that remain within the human personality. Thus, traditional education is simultaneously the root of the problem and the most crucial test for the embodied energetic form.
 

	Finding himself in the conditions of human existence, the “First Timer” encounters practically nothing that could divert his thoughts from his immediate fascination with physical matter and space-time.
 

	Unfortunately, this form of education is also advocated by organizations that disseminate other worldviews. In the past and present, there have been individuals who retained an awareness of their original essence within the confines of human existence. However, when retelling and translating this knowledge into verbal, understandable form, and due to the inevitable loss of facts during repeated presentations, only crumbs of information about the proper learning process remain. Unfortunately, these remaining fragments can only reveal effects, not causes, and only in the rarest of cases do they provide a clear understanding of the original idea.
 

	Thus, over the course of their human life, the "First-Timer" collects and accumulates a multitude of unforeseen and unstructured impressions. The most powerful of these are emotional experiences; they are distortions, as they are linked exclusively to the reality of space and time. These sensations are so powerful and alluring that it is simply impossible to experience all their diversity in a single human life.
 

	The result is an impulsive desire for reincarnation, which would allow one to complete what was started, achieve a goal “outside of time”, pay off imaginary “debts”... This list can be continued indefinitely.
 

	Overall, the reason why "First Timer" becomes "Repeat Timer" can be summed up very briefly: human existence is addictive, almost like a drug.
 

	This fascination (or, if you prefer, fall from orbit) is caused by two powerful factors.
 

	It is enough to imagine their close interaction, interweaving, and it will become clear how complex the “accelerated system of human learning” can be - especially in those cases when an unprepared and unsuspecting energy form undergoes it.
 

	It's entirely possible that these difficulties are an integral part of the program itself. Any attempt to describe them to those who have never been human proves utterly futile—it's no easier to do so than to explain the status of "graduate" to a "newbie." The factors cited include "distortion of the survival instinct" and "dissipation of primal energy."

	 

	A different worldview becomes Truth only through personal experience.

	 

	From the book "The Ultimate Journeys"
 

	Throughout history, there have been those who stand out from the crowd: atheists, mystics, sinners, rebels, revolutionaries, eccentrics, the mentally ill, anarchists, adventurers, traitors, travelers, visionaries, explorers—the list goes on. Any deviation from the norm is risky. Most of those listed above realize they are taking a great risk. If some of them don't, ignorance is no excuse. Since there are consequences and reactions to be paid, they should be aware of these before taking any action. In such cases, there is no point in mourning the injured or the dead. I have experienced this firsthand. Anyone can see for themselves.

	
In this regard, it is necessary to emphasize that the different Worldview that some of you may now be contemplating will remain, at best, a system of ideas until you, as an active Human Mind, subject its validity to practical testing through personal experience.
 

	It's quite possible that, as certain ideas transform into Truths, more serious facts of a Different Worldview will follow. This will continue until you become completely free.

	
I believe the most convenient and accessible way to explain is to share my own adventures. Everything that has already become Truth for me may only evoke ideas in you—unless you've personally experienced similar things that required practical verification. For this reason, allow me to share "how it was" for me. Afterward, you can choose for yourself those ideas that will initially appear as probable possibilities for you, but over time, thanks to personal experience, can transform into individual Truths.

	
So, for me, the result of thirty-odd years away from physical activity has been a serene state of contentment. The circle has closed—or so I believe. I believe my own Other Worldview has been fully established and has proven itself entirely justified.
 

	I understand where I came from, how I got here, why, and how I became a man. I know what my final departure will be like, and where I will go after that. Is there anything more important than that? Only minor details remain.

	 

	A Little About Love

	Since this phenomenon, which has universal significance, is now understood in such a distorted and erroneous way, it has required special and rather large efforts to even approximately reduce it to a rational level.
 

	The following MESSAGE, passed on to me by a friend, can serve as an introduction to this topic. Please familiarize yourself with it, and then, after some reflection, it will be expanded upon.

	
"Love cannot be taught, it cannot be learned. It comes from within, in response to external circumstances. A person has no control over it. Once it arises, it never dies, although it may be hidden under layers of other feelings. Physical death has no effect on the reality of love's existence, since this energy is independent of space-time.

	
This radiation cannot be contained or hidden within oneself. On the contrary, it is perceived and felt as it passes through a person, who, in turn, complements it with their own love, which arises in response. Thus, this energy is strengthened, and the person then becomes a constant participant in the production of love and its recipient."

	
  Given the enormous focus on sex and romantic myths, it's no wonder so many people claim to have experienced what can be described as a capital "L" in their relationships.
 

	However, this is not the case.
There is only one way to achieve “L”: through rich life experiences, although even in this case there is no guarantee that “L” will arise.
 

	On the other hand, it will certainly emerge someday. Contrary to what the books say, it doesn't require any self-improvement. Timing is irrelevant. The deeper and more intense the shared experiences, the less time it will take.

	
  Other types of infatuation need not necessarily be considered destructive or without significance, yet they belong to an entirely different category.
 

	The difference is that "L" is inextinguishable and eternal, never dependent on local customs and traditions. Strong friendship can be considered a pale shadow of "L"—or, at best, its close relative.

	
  The greatest difficulty lies in misunderstanding. We become trapped in our own belief that we've already found our "L," and when our "beloved" doesn't live up to our ideal, this often leads to disastrous consequences.

	
  The most consistent and noticeable manifestation of "L" is probably maternal love. It perfectly meets all the criteria, although it is often overloaded with formal rules of behavior.

	
  Men notice the "L" in other men, women in other women; this usually happens as a result of deep and prolonged experiences, although a long period of time alone cannot guarantee the development of the "L." However, if this does happen—often effortlessly, completely unconsciously—such love becomes eternal in the literal sense of the word.
 

	The probability of the emergence of “L” increases significantly with the joint work and rest, life, struggle, suffering and joy.

	
  The distinctive characteristic of the "L" is that it cannot perish, either during material life or at the moment of physical death. A person can sublimate it (out of necessity, ignorance, or other reasons beyond their control), but it always glimmers, silently glowing within. It remains a mystery where the expression "till death do us part" came from in our culture—perhaps it was introduced so that the single spouse could remarry and conceive new offspring, since reproduction ensures the survival of the species. Otherwise, the phrase is completely meaningless.

	
  “L” is the purified quintessence of the Core itself.

	 

	Sexuality and the second state (outside the physical body)

	 

	From the book "Journeys Out of the Body"
 

	During the experimentation, a lot of data was accumulated about one factor that is extremely important for the Second State.
 

	In underground esoteric literature, not only is it not analyzed, it's not even mentioned. This factor is sexuality. If, while acknowledging the reality of the Second State, we look at human sexual behavior from its perspective, it's easy to conclude that it has somehow become fundamentally distorted, and its assessments are largely erroneous.
 

	In a country where over 90% of practicing psychiatrists are Freudians, there's more than enough discussion on this topic. If we fully accept their theory, there's no human thought or action that isn't motivated by sex.
 

	Apparently, accepting the common stereotype that sex is "evil," the underground simply ignores it as something crudely material and therefore irrelevant to spiritual development. Religions, both official and unofficial, view it in much the same way.
 

	Like food, this human need has been manipulated in every way throughout history. All sorts of rules and prohibitions have been created to control the behavior of the masses. To a very large extent, our desires and actions are also under this control.
 

	To see this for yourself, watch any American commercial television channel—and you'll see one side of the problem. Listen to a preacher threatening hellish torments—and another will be revealed. Study the true history of any great civilization or religion—and you'll get a panoramic view.
 

	There are rumors in the underground, though unverified, that many famous psychics possess heightened sexuality. The more sophisticated members of the underground claim to have special knowledge in this area, but that's about it.
 

	The famous mystic of the early 20th century, Gurdjieff, once allegedly stated that if there were another obstacle on the path to achieving a mystical state, as formidable as sex, he would not have the strength to overcome it.
 

	I lack the words to express my profound agreement with this opinion. After all, I am influenced by the same ideas and conventions as every other American.
 

	Even now, having undergone a process of internal transformation, I feel echoes of guilt and sinfulness when I try to speak frankly about this subject. At the same time, I am convinced that without it, the picture will be incomplete.
 

	Below are excerpts from diary entries relating to the initial stage of experimentation.


	7/V-58
Late evening, in the bedroom, humidity is low, moonless.
Physically tired, internally calm. I went to bed, and after about five minutes, the now-familiar vibrations began. Gathering my courage, I tried to mentally imagine "rising" from my body, separated from it, and then slowly and smoothly rose about five feet (1.5 m) above the bed. While pondering what to do next, I suddenly felt a powerful surge of sexual desire, so strong that I could no longer think of anything else. Looking around, I noticed my wife sleeping in bed. I went downstairs and tried to wake her to have intercourse, but to no avail—she didn't wake up. Realizing that the desire could only be satisfied physically, I dove back into my body. The vibrations died down almost immediately. By the time I physically sat up in bed, the sexual desire had completely disappeared. Simply amazing! I hadn't suspected such a strong underlying desire in myself.

Late evening, bedroom, medium humidity, cloudy. I felt sleepy, but mentally alert. The vibrations began about two minutes after I went to bed. Using the "mental" method, I immediately left my body and rose upward. And again, for the fourth time in a row, sexual desire surged. Try as I might, I couldn't shut it out. Feeling disgusted with myself, I returned to my physical body. When I sat up, the vibrations were no longer felt. There had to be some way to get rid of them.

Late evening, in the office, medium humidity. Slightly tired, mentally focused. It seems I've finally found a cure for the sexual maniac within me. At least this time it worked remarkably. The vibrations were weak at first, and I waited for them to grow stronger. Then I made a mental effort and rose from the bed. Like last time, I began scanning the entire office for a woman. And again, as soon as I even thought about moving more than ten feet from my physical body, the thirst for sex immediately stopped me. Then I chose a new tactic: I stopped resisting, ignoring, or denying the presence of sexual desire, instead telling myself: “Okay, sex is great, and we (I) will definitely do something about it. But only a little later, for now I want to go somewhere else.” Gaining momentum, I soared through the ceiling and found myself in another room. They were sitting at a table with a long, white book on it. I felt a thrill of excitement, but soon grew restless and decided to turn back. I focused my thoughts on my physical body, leaped up, and there I was, "spinning" into it, fitting like a hand into a glove. I physically sat down on the couch and looked around: everything was fine, including myself. Finally, I had managed to transcend my immediate surroundings. I wondered who those two were.
 

	From this it's clear that the sexual attraction was never overcome. While fully acknowledging its presence, I merely set it aside, postponed it. Actually, this technique is borrowed from the so-called "Gene Autry love scene." It's a typical Western. Gene stands by the fence of a corral with a girl he's rescued from villains. Leaning toward her, he whispers how beautiful her hair is—just like a bay horse's. The girl's loving eyes clearly suggest that in a moment she'll fall on her savior's chest. Everyone, including the girl (she even asks for it), is certain of an imminent kiss. But then old Gene suddenly blurts out, "What's this all about, Susie Jane! But first, I'll sing you a song." A guitar appears out of nowhere, and he sings a song about horses. The kiss never happens, as the film ends before the characters can move from words to Action. Replacing denial with deferment helps liberate oneself from the oppression of sexual desire. The desire hasn't disappeared; it's present and will return with equal force at the slightest opportunity. And such opportunities, only in a different form, also exist in the Second State.
 

	In fact, to say that they are “different” is to say almost nothing, for the sexual reactions of the physical body are merely a pale reflection of the deeply intimate form of community and communication found in the Second State, which is not at all “sexual” in our understanding of the term.
 

	Physical attraction is an attempt to recreate in sexual intercourse vague memories of the emotional surge sometimes experienced in the Second State. If you find this difficult to accept, try to analyze your own sexual desires with an open mind, setting aside all the conventions imposed on you by your upbringing. Forget existing norms and prohibitions and examine the problem carefully, avoiding emotional bias. This is entirely feasible. You, too, might be surprised by how deeply humankind is misled in this area.
 

	The closest possible analogy to the corresponding experience of the Second State can be formulated as follows. If the oppositely charged poles of an electrical conductor could feel, then upon approaching each other, they would "feel the need" to unite. Provided there is no impassable barrier between them, this need will grow stronger as they draw closer. At some point, it will become irresistible; as they get closer, it will become all-consuming. Upon reaching a certain point of intimacy, the mutual attraction will begin to draw them together with tremendous force, and the two opposites will rush together to envelop each other. At that very moment, a mind-blowing (soul-shaking?) flow of electrons rushes in both directions, the imbalanced charges are equalized, restoring a state of balanced, peaceful opposition, and each pole gains new strength. This lasts a moment, equivalent to an eternity. Then follows a calm, serene separation.
 

	This is a normal and natural process. Some might find it impossible that this vital emotion can be reduced to a simple and purely natural need, something like a law of physics, only on a different level. However, numerous experiments clearly support this view.
 

	A clear understanding of this didn't come easily; on the way to it, I had to overcome almost insurmountable obstacles. The first of these was the automaticity of reactions, conditioned and reinforced by social norms and prohibitions. Initially, these make themselves felt even in the Second State. Here's a clear example from my diary entries.


	16/IX-59
Having decided to "see," I finally located myself in the room. The office was dark; I was above the desk, about eight feet (2.4 m) from the couch, where my body was barely visible in the darkness. Then I noticed a figure by the door, clearly human. It was heading my way. I immediately "knew" it was a woman. Trying to maintain my vigilance, I simultaneously fought the sexual desire that was growing against my will. "I am a woman." The voice was low, feminine. Trying to restrain myself, I replied that I knew that. The tone of her voice left no doubt as to her intentions. She came even closer.
 

	My mind told me that this was indeed a woman, and moreover, the embodiment of sexual attraction. Torn between desire and fear of the consequences of intercourse in the Second Body, and furthermore held back by the thought of possibly being "unfaithful" to my wife, I retreated. Finally, fear overcame desire. I quickly dove into my physical body, merged with it, and sat up. I looked around. The room was empty. As soon as I remembered what had happened, my physical body immediately reacted and became aroused. Before sitting down to write these notes, I went for a walk outside. Perhaps I am a coward!
 

	Only after a series of similar encounters, with varying degrees of intimacy, did I begin to understand how mistaken I had been in trying to restrain myself. It seemed there was a direct connection between what I had interpreted as sexual attraction and the force that enabled me to separate from my physical body. Perhaps it was precisely this fundamental attraction that I perceived as "vibrations." Or, conversely, was sexual attraction a physical and emotional manifestation of this force?
 

	Perhaps the problem could be studied with a sufficient degree of objectivity, but society would have to be sufficiently mature to conduct such experiments. Ours isn't. The most that can be done is to attempt a careful analysis of at least individual aspects. Recently, sleep and dream researchers discovered that during REM sleep (the phase of sleep characterized by rapid eye movements), male subjects experience penile erections, and regardless of the content of the dream, the latter can be devoid of any sexual connotation. This, in fact, is almost all that modern experimental science has achieved in this area. I mention this here only because erection is the most consistent reaction observed after returning from the Second State. However, this is merely a clue, nothing more.
 

	Whether due to its refinement or its different focus, Second State sexuality is by no means identical to its physical counterpart, even when freed from conventions and prejudices. The barriers created and constantly maintained by society are far from the whole story. Physical and mechanical characteristics themselves are no longer applicable to the Second State. For a long time, the mind continues to translate the reaction of mutual attraction in terms of analogous physical functions. The differences become more noticeable only as perception and self-control improve.
 

	The first and most obvious difference is that intercourse between a man and a woman is impossible in the Second State. Attempts to satisfy a need this way seem quite pathetic. It's disappointing to learn that in the Second State, it simply doesn't work. Furthermore, sensations evoked by the physical qualities of a sexual partner are completely absent, as they simply lack any distinct physical form, either visually or tactilely perceptible.
 

	How can this be? What does this mean? Let's recall the analogy with the opposite poles of a magnet. The "difference" is clearly perceived, like the radiation (which it probably is) of the sun or fire, as felt by a person shivering from the cold. The strength of attraction varies depending on the individual. (Try to analyze why some people seem more sexually attractive to you than others, and you'll understand that it's not just a matter of physical characteristics.) It can be compared to the lines of force of a magnetic field.
 

	There is no "act" as such. Instead, there is a motionless, tense state of shock, when the two truly merge into one, not externally, through specific body parts, but with their entire being, atom by atom, the entire Second Body. The tension reaches an indescribable ecstasy, then comes calm, a "balancing of charges," and that's it.
 

	I understand the reason and necessity of this as little as the north pole of a magnet "feeling a need" for the south pole of another magnet. The only difference is that, unlike magnets, we possess the capacity for objective perception and analysis. One thing is clear: in the Second State, this act is just as necessary as in the physical. In one part of Locale II, it is as commonplace as a handshake. I'll quote from my diary.
 

	12/IX-63
For some unknown reason, I found myself in some open area, surrounded by seven or eight scattered people. My appearance didn't seem to surprise them much, but I remained, as always, wary. I sensed a certain confusion (but not hostility) on their part, as if they weren't sure how to greet me or how to behave around me. Finally, one of them approached me with a friendly expression, as if intending to say hello.
 

	I was about to extend my hand when he suddenly moved very close, and I felt an instantaneous flash of sexual release. I was surprised and slightly shocked. Then, one after another, in turn, each of them greeted me in the same way—as casually as if it were a handshake. Finally, the last one approached, the only one of them whom I clearly perceived as a woman. She turned out to be older than the others, including me. Friendliness and good humor seemed to emanate from her. “I haven’t done this in a long time,” she laughed, “though I wouldn’t mind giving it a try!”
 

	With these words she moved closer, and a brief and not so weak sexual discharge flared up between us.
 

	Laughing cheerfully, she moved away from me and joined the others. A little while later, after several attempts to figure out where I was, I suddenly felt uneasy and felt it was time to return. I headed straight up, stretched out toward my physical body, and safely returned to it.
 

	What does this sexual release as a greeting mean? Is it a local custom? Or were they trying to please the stranger by adapting to the mores they believed were accepted in his homeland? If they possess the ability to see the inner essence of most of us, enslaved by matter, then such a supposition is not entirely improbable.
 

	A dream about sexual fantasies, rooted in sexuality repressed in early life. This is the Freudian interpretation of this episode. But isn't this too simple an explanation, perhaps just another label—in the face of unknown possibilities? I am unable to prove the reality of this event, as it is impossible to determine "where" it occurred. At least in this case. What about others? Let's turn again to the diary.
 

	4/III-61
Late evening, in the study on the ground floor. Not overtired, mentally collected. Using the countdown technique, I deliberately induced vibrations in myself. I am writing on Sunday afternoon about what happened Saturday evening, based on a note taken immediately after the fact, with the addition of a description of subsequent events. Some preliminary information: on Saturday (i.e., yesterday) after dinner, a friend of my wife's (J.F.) called and asked if she could come visit and stay the night. She showed up for dinner. After a quiet and pleasant evening, we went to bed. J.F. went upstairs to the small square guest room at the front of the house. At least, that's what I believed at the time. I also believed that our two children were sleeping in their own room, an elongated rectangle located directly above the study. I myself decided to lie down not in the bedroom with my wife, but in the study, since I felt that I seemed to be able to induce vibrations in myself, and I did not want to disturb her sleep.
 

	After a long period of preparation, powerful vibrations began, soon reaching a frequency where individual vibrations, fused together, could no longer be perceived individually. I easily separated from my physical body and, overcome by a feeling of relief and confidence, rose upward, through the ceiling and floor of the upper floor, into a rectangular room. It was dark, and although I couldn't make out any of the children, I was certain it was a children's bedroom. Just as I was about to leave, I suddenly sensed the presence of a woman in the room, next to me. Her facial features were indistinct, but I sensed (that same "radiation" of personality traits) that she was around thirty-five years old and far from a novice in the sexual realm.
 

	This last circumstance awakened desire in me. As I approached her, she said (?) that she "didn't feel like it" as she was very tired. Not wanting to be intrusive, I stepped back, making it clear that I wasn't in the least offended. She seemed grateful for my tact, but I felt disappointed. Then, to my right, slightly behind me, I noticed another woman. Older than the first, about forty-something, she also gave the impression of being quite experienced in sex. Coming closer, she offered to "stay" with me, saying, "Okay. Then—I..." (implying that since the other woman had refused, she would be happy to replace her). I didn't wait for a second invitation, and we quickly moved toward each other. A dizzying shock (like an electric discharge) followed, after which we separated. I thanked her. She seemed calm and satisfied.
 

	Feeling that one night was enough, I descended through the floor and was soon back in my physical body. I sat up and turned on the light. The house was quiet. I smoked a cigarette, went to bed, and slept peacefully until morning.
 

	This morning (Sunday), I got up early, as usual. Around ten o'clock, my wife came into the kitchen for coffee. Wondering if it was time to go upstairs and wake J.F. to go to church with her, she mentioned that she needed a good rest, as she was very tired. I ignored this, but when my wife said she had put J.F. to sleep in the nursery (where the bed was more comfortable) and had settled the children in the spare room, I became wary. As already mentioned, the nursery is rectangular and located directly above the study. Besides, J.F. is about thirty-five, a professional singer, and probably has a fair amount of sexual experience (two marriages and a slew of affairs). Furthermore, it turned out she was very tired.
I took a few minutes to gather my courage and finally decided (by this time my wife was already well-informed about my new interests). I asked her to go and ask J.F. if she was experiencing sexual "fatigue." She asked what I meant. I explained. Then, naturally, she asked why and said she felt uncomfortable asking a guest such questions. I replied that it was important and there was nothing awkward about it. Finally, she agreed and went upstairs to wake J.F.
After quite a long time, the wife returned alone.

	She looked me over and said, "How do you know that?" (Thank goodness she didn't suspect!) Then she added, "That's exactly why J.F. called and asked to come over. She'd been having a wild affair all week, with sex every night. She told me she simply couldn't handle another night like that."
Soon, J.F. herself came down to breakfast. My wife, of course, hadn't informed her of my interest in her condition. All day long, my guest had behaved completely normally, save for one peculiarity. Previously, J.F. had barely noticed me, seeing me only as the husband of an old friend. Today, however, I caught her gaze fixed on me again and again. It was as if she were trying to recall something connected with me, and couldn't. I didn't let on that I noticed her suddenly awakened interest in me. It was clearly a giveaway. But who was the other woman, the older one?
 

	Addition. 7/III-61 Wednesday evening.
For the past few days, I've been trying to figure out who the second woman was. I'd almost decided she was an inanimate being, still deeply attached to physical sex and therefore following J.F. to enjoy her sexual experiences through her (if such a thing were even possible). But yesterday, a friend of mine dropped by my office and mentioned that our mutual friend, R.W., had, according to her, dreamed of me on Saturday night.
 

	Upon hearing about Saturday night, I immediately became wary. R.W. is a businesswoman in her forties. Although she is married, as far as I know (not from personal experience), she is quite experienced in sex. She didn't tell her friend anything about the content of the dream, so I decided to find out for myself. Today, I finally got through to her. At first, R.W. avoided discussing the matter, and only after polite but persistent prodding on my part did she reveal that in the dream I had thoroughly "physically examined" her. She didn't elaborate on what she meant by that. Either she truly didn't remember anything else, or she considered it too personal to discuss with me. Nevertheless, it can hardly be considered a mere coincidence that she dreamed of me on that particular Saturday night, and the dream was apparently intimate in nature and seemed important enough to her to mention later. In addition, R.U. meets all the characteristics that I have already listed above.
 

	If I had any hidden sexual attraction to J.F. and R.W., I was unaware of it. The knowledge that they were both still among the "living" is somewhat reassuring.
 

	For me, many of my experiments recorded in my diary are also "too personal" to describe here. However, for general orientation, I believe the information provided above is sufficient. I will only say that I have had experiences of all types, for, apparently, all of them are possible in the Second State—both in Locale I and Locale II. Proponents of the "astral planes" theory might say that the "quality" of those you encounter characterizes the level of a given plane ("quality" refers to the depth and/or degradation, or, conversely, the elimination of sexual experience). This is a matter of interpretation. Those ("living" or "dead") who have not yet understood the essence of the Second State may well attempt to conduct sexual relations modeled on physical ones, only without the prohibitions and restrictions imposed by "civilized" earthly society. Our attitude toward sexuality, positive or negative, is rigidly determined by the social structure, its prescriptions and norms. The fallacy of this approach is evident, if only from the fact that even in our own space-time continuum, we are unable, firstly, to bring sexual practice into line with social norms, and secondly, to achieve unity of opinion on this issue between societies of different types.
 

	Sexual attraction as such can be a catalyst for vibrations that open the path to the Second State. At the same time, it is insidious: it can be likened to a restless child who constantly tests the one who guides him, threatening to take over and run away somewhere. But in no way does it—in the Second State—bring evil.
 

	From the book "Distant Journeys" - a pile of bodies.

	 

	So I gave my full personality full power to choose direction and purpose, and this became for me an accelerated program for understanding what I had previously called the Second Zone.
 

	It began with rigorous fundamentals, located at the very center of the entire spectrum, and continued with a modified practical process that led to inevitable conclusions. Simply put, I could only observe events, not participate in them. As it turned out, the goal was always multifaceted and only partially became clear much later.
 

	One of the illustrative cases occurred at night when I “rolled out” of the material body.
 

	Before I could even leave my second body, I was overcome by an overwhelming desire for sex. I was about to resort to my now-familiar calming method of "not now, a little later," but I was suddenly thrown out and carried away. The transition was swift and brief.
 

	Regaining my awareness, I found myself standing a few meters from a gigantic pile of writhing bodies. It rose like a pyramid, its sloping sides rising high, and I couldn't see the top. The wall stretched in both directions and disappeared into the distance. It looked like a tangle of enormous earthworms at the bottom of a tin can, ready for a morning fishing expedition. The bodies were constantly moving, thousands, millions of them. Wet and slippery-looking, the figures scurried among their own kind, searching, trying to do something... and couldn't stop.
 

	Three amazing perceptions struck me at once.
 

	1. Firstly, these were not worms, but people!
 

	2. Secondly, from this seething mass came an unimaginable, stunning radiation of sexual desire - both male and female.
 

	3. Thirdly, all these people were physically dead.
 

	I wanted to turn and run, but some part of my soul held me back. Finally, I calmed down a bit and regained my ability to think clearly. Did I really want to become like them? The very thought made me shudder with disgust. Sexual desire, which only seconds ago had seemed so important, had lost its appeal. I became firmly convinced that it would still arise, but it would never again have complete control over my thoughts and actions.


	Following this flash of understanding, another powerful feeling arose: intense compassion for all those who had trapped themselves in this swaying mass and focused so much on the search for sexual satisfaction that they had forgotten all else. Anger grew within me, directed at the world of prohibitions, restrictions, and distortions that had made what I was seeing possible. Who are these people?
The dregs of human evolution, destined to remain in this heap forever?


	I stepped forward cautiously and stopped at the very edge of the pile. It was made up of swarming, glistening bodies, male and female, of all shapes and sizes. For a moment, a bare, hairy leg poked out from the pile, and I grabbed it, pulling it toward me... The leg twitched wildly, its owner trying to crawl deeper into the shifting mass. I pulled harder, squeezing the sweat-slicked ankle tighter. Soon, I managed to yank the entire body out of the pile. It was a middle-aged man—dark-haired, with regular features, and a rather frail build. He fell on his stomach and, twitching his limbs like a crab, tried to dive back into the pile. Apparently, he didn't even realize he'd been grabbed by the leg.


	I held him down easily, then leaned over and shouted right into his ear (Hey, I want to talk to you. Wait a minute!).


	I didn't see any sign that he'd heard me: his expression hadn't changed, it still reflected passionate lust. He continued to crawl toward the pile, and I had to pull him back again.


	I didn't know what to do next and decided to try another approach (It's the police! The police! A raid on the brothel! Save yourself if you can!).

	

	For a few seconds I waited for a reaction, but none came. I couldn't offer him the kind of radiation that would attract his attention. I let go of the yogi, and the man quickly crawled toward the pile. The pile swallowed him up, swirling him around in a relentless jumble of bodies. I sadly turned around, reached for the mark of my material body, and made it back without incident.

	

	Since then, I've developed a new remedy for coping with the surges of sexual arousal. To get rid of it, all I had to do was remember humanity, merging into a teeming, mindless heap of writhing bodies. The remedy proved infallible.

	

	This episode differed little from typical scenes one might encounter in the immediate vicinity of the physical plane. I soon discovered that my visits to such areas followed a certain pattern—these were planes of existence that I had previously consciously zipped through at high speed to avoid potential collisions. All the attacks occurred in my second body, before I had liberated myself from it and fully left my material body. Now, with my Higher Self "at the wheel," I felt completely safe.


	The feeling itself was correct, but I was wrong about the reasons.

	Appendix 3. Gurdjieff on the 7 types of people

	 

	G. I. Gurdjieff noted that every person exists at a certain level of consciousness and evolves throughout life (except for the least developed), successively reaching higher levels. He not only defined seven conventional levels of consciousness, but also illustrated how a person's worldview, attitude toward life, and activity change with each new level.

	P. D. Uspensky, "In Search of the Miraculous. Fragments of an Unknown Teaching":
 

	Man number seven is a person who has achieved the fullest development possible for a human being, who possesses everything a human being can possess—will, consciousness, a constant and unchanging self, individuality, immortality, and many other qualities that we, in our blindness and ignorance, attribute to ourselves. Only when we understand man number seven and his qualities to a certain degree can we understand the gradual transitions by which we approach him—that is, we understand the process of development possible for us.
Person number six stands very close to person number seven. The only difference between him and person number seven is that some of his qualities have not yet become permanent.
Man number five is also an unattainable standard for us, since he is the man who has achieved unity.
Person number four is an intermediate stage.
Man number one, two and three are the people who form the mechanical humanity and remain at the same level at which they were born.
The number one person is the one whose center of mental gravity lies in the motor center. This is the person of the physical body, in whom the motor and instinctive functions predominate over the emotional and intellectual functions.
Person number two is a person at the same level of development, but their emotional center coincides with the center of gravity of their mental life. This is a person in whom the emotional function predominates over all others, a person of feelings and emotions.
Person number three signifies a person at the same level of development; but in him the center of gravity of mental life lies in the intellectual center, that is, the thinking function gains predominance over the motor, instinctive and emotional functions; he is a man of reason, who approaches everything from the point of view of theories and mental considerations.
Dividing man into seven categories, or seven numbers, explains thousands of phenomena that are otherwise incomprehensible. This division provides a true understanding of relativity as it applies to man. Things can be one way or another depending on the type of person from whose perspective they are perceived or in relation to whom they are taken.
In accordance with this, all internal and external manifestations of a person, everything that belongs to a person, everything that is created by him, are also divided into seven categories.
Now we can say that there is a number one type of knowledge, based on imitation or instinct, memorized, forced into a person, imparted to him through long exercises. Man number one, if he is such in the full sense of the word, memorizes everything like a parrot or a monkey.
Knowing a person number two is simply knowing what they like; what they don't like, they don't know. Always and in everything, they desire something pleasant. If they are sick, however, they will know only what is unpleasant, what repels them, what awakens fear, horror, and disgust in them.
The knowledge of man number three is knowledge based on subjective-logical thinking, on words, on literal understanding. This is the knowledge of the bookworm and the scholastic. Man number three, for example, counted how many times each letter of the Arabic alphabet is repeated in the Quran of Muhammad; and based an entire system of Quran interpretation on this.
The knowledge of man number four is a kind of knowledge quite different from the preceding ones. It is knowledge that comes from man number five, who in turn receives it from man number six; and then it comes from man number seven. But, of course, man number four assimilates from this knowledge only what he can assimilate according to his abilities.
Compared to man number one, two and three, man number four has already begun to free himself from subjective elements in his knowledge and has begun to move towards objective knowledge.
The knowledge of person number five is holistic, indivisible knowledge. He has one indivisible self, and all his knowledge belongs to this self. He cannot have one "self" that would desire something unknown to another "self." What he knows, his entire being knows. His knowledge is closer to objective knowledge than the knowledge of person number four.
Man's knowledge number six is the fullest knowledge that is possible for a man; but it can still be lost.
The knowledge of man number seven is his own knowledge, which cannot be taken away from him; it is an objective and entirely practical knowledge of the All.
It is exactly the same with being.
There is the existence of man number one, who lives by instincts and sensations; there is the existence of man number two, so to speak, the existence of a sentimental, emotional man; there is the existence of man number three, the existence of a rationalist, a man of theoretical mind, and so on.
It's perfectly clear why knowledge shouldn't be separated from being. Person number one, two, or three—and their being is the reason for this—doesn't perceive the knowledge of person number four, five, and above. And no matter what you give them, they'll explain it in their own way, reducing any idea to the level they themselves occupy.
The same order of division into seven categories should be applied to everything that pertains to man.
There is art number one, that is, the art of man number one, imitative and copying, crudely primitive and sensual, such as the music and dances of primitive peoples. There is art number two – sentimental art; there is art number three, intellectual and artificial; there must also be art number four, five, and so on."
 

	Osho's Understanding of Gurdjieff's 7 Types of People

	 

	Gurdjieff gave a wonderful classification of man. When someone asks him about man, he immediately stops them and says, “Don’t ask about man. First, tell me the number. Man #1? Man #2? #3? #4? #5? Which man do you mean when you say ‘man’?”
 

	He had seven "people." And he was absolutely right. Nothing can be said about a person, because there is nothing like a person. Some people are N1, some are N2, some are N3.
 

	These first three numbers are the easiest to understand because you belong to them.
 

	A person who lives in their body is a number one person; you can find them everywhere. They live for their body. They don't eat to live, they live to eat. Is that number one?
 

	N2 is an emotional person. He lives by emotions, always excited or depressed, moving up and down. When people come to me and I ask them how they are doing, they say: up and down. This is the N2 person. Sometimes he feels very good, he is euphoric, and sometimes he is boring as death; sometimes he is in heaven, and sometimes he is in hell; sometimes he laughs joyfully, and sometimes he cries.
This second type of person can also be found everywhere. You don't have to look far; it might even be inside you.
I was just reading a dictionary—I love dictionaries because I love words and their biographies—and I came across the word "maudlin." This is the second type of person: emotional, always ready to cry and weep, sentimental.
 

	I looked up the etymology of this word, where it came from, and it was a real discovery. It comes from Mary Magdalene. You must have seen images of Mary Magdalene washing Christ's feet with her tears, crying and screaming, with red eyes. "Magdalene" gradually became "maudlin." This is the second type of person.
 

	The third type of person is the intellectual. He lives by his intellect. He is all head, he has no body, he has no heart. He is a great controller from the head. He manipulates the heart and the body, and all this happens through the mind; he is a scholar, he is an ascetic. He is a man of knowledge, memory, logic, philosophy. This third type of person controls the entire world.
 

	But all three of these types are on the same level, their level does not differ.
 

	All three of these types are found everywhere: the third type exists more as masculine, the second type more as feminine, the first type exists as both. And you are all of these types; you won't find them in their pure form; they're mixed, assorted. You won't find all of these types in their pure form.
If you meet a person in whom all three of these types are completely separated, then this is the fourth type: the yogi, the fakir, the mystic. He has divided his being into different layers. Now, when he is in the body, he is in the body and does not allow emotions to mix with him or the head to control him. When he is in emotions, he does not allow the head or the body to interfere with them. He is not a mixture, he does not dilute it; everything in him is pure and clear. You can rely on him.
When he thinks, he thinks, he doesn't let his emotions interfere, because emotions will become clouds. They don't allow him to think clearly.
That's why women can't think as clearly as men. They don't belong to the second type; they belong to Mary Magdalene, because they have so many emotions. I've never met a woman I could call rational. It's almost impossible, because when she thinks, she never really thinks; it's her emotions that create the phenomenon of thinking. Deep down, they are emotions. She is an "emotionalist," and reason simply follows, like a shadow.
 

	She is never without prejudice, never. She cannot simply be an observer, a judge, a spectator, no. She is involved. A man can be observed. That's why most scientists, philosophers, and logicians are men. With the exception of Madame Curie, women have never produced anything. And I suspect Madame Curie must have had more male hormones than female ones.

	Someday we should do a hormone test. Indira Gandhi must have more male hormones than Moraji Desai. Don't be fooled by appearances.
 

	These three layers are on the same level. They are not like floors, one above the other. They are divisions on the same plane, and they have become mixed up. They need to be separated.
 

	The fourth type is a person who has divided his being, who has given each center its own work. Until he does this, everything will be jumbled, nothing will function well.
 

	Your gender is the center of your body. You can fall in love with a woman, but you are a Brahmin and she is a Shudra, an untouchable. Emotions do not know who is a Brahmin and who is an untouchable.
A Hindu man might fall in love with a Muslim woman. Now, his emotions are unaware, but his mind knows she's an untouchable. The body knows nothing, the emotions are irrational, but the mind thinks it through to the end. And the brain immediately intervenes. It will say, "Find someone else. This woman is not for you. She's a Muslim, and you're a Hindu. How can you marry a Muslim?" Or, "She's so poor, and you're so rich. How can you marry her? What will people say?"
Your head interferes with your emotions. Now you suppress them and try to love a Brahmin woman from your caste. No one can force love. With effort, this decision may at most lead to marriage, but never to love. She will always be weak; she will not have the power of love.
You're constantly interfering. Your body says, "I'm hungry," but you say, "Now's not the time." When your body says, "I'm not hungry," you force yourself to eat, saying, "It's lunchtime, and I have no other time, so I'm eating now."
 

	Gurdjieff said that all three of these centers are mixed up, which is why you are so confused. There is no clarity in you. Everything is confusion and fog.
There is no fire in you. Therefore, the first thing Gurdjieff did was to bring each center to its proper function.
Stop overdoing it. Let your body function as a body, let your emotions function as emotions, and let your head function as a head. And don't let them interfere with each other, otherwise it will be a mess, you won't have a center. Then you will live in confusion. You will be a real loser.
 

	The fourth type of person emerges when centers begin to function within their own territory and are not abused. This requires great effort.

	You rarely meet a person of the fourth type, but among yogis and Sufi mystics you can find a person of the fourth type. And yet, the person of the fourth type does exist.
 

	The fifth type is even rarer. The fourth simply sorts the three levels, the three layers, and makes them function according to their own nature, without interference, without external domination. A person of the fifth type is aware of this. A person of the fourth type can act without awareness; they can work through a teacher, or a student, or through a methodology and sort them out. Much awareness is not required here; a little understanding is sufficient.
 

	The fifth type is the person of awareness. He is aware of the phenomenon of the universal: three different centers and the efforts of the fourth bring them to their own territory. The fifth becomes an observer, a witness. It is very difficult to find a person of the fifth category.
Ouspensky, a great follower of Gurdjieff, belongs to the fifth type. But he is only aware—awareness sometimes present, sometimes absent. He cannot be constantly aware, because constant awareness requires a unifying center, which the fifth type lacks. This is why Ouspensky was mistaken. He was aware, but lacking a unifying center, he was only occasionally aware. When he was aware, he was one person, but when he was not aware, he was a completely different person. He became a good teacher, but he could not become a Master, because a Master requires complete awareness, awareness for 24 hours, even in sleep.
 

	The sixth type is extremely rare. Centuries pass before one can encounter a person of the sixth type. The sixth type is one who has not only realized but has become the center, who has reached their center. The sixth type observes from an eternal center; they have reached the inner tower. Their awareness is never wavering, their inner fire unwavering.
And then there's the seventh type of person, about whom nothing can be said. Descriptions up to the sixth type are possible, but about the seventh type, they're impossible. You have to be close to the seventh type of person to get to know them, and the more you learn about them, the less you know. The more you learn, the more you feel there's so much left unknown.
 

	The seventh type is an absolute mystery, extremely simple. Simple, but as mysterious as possible. Buddha, Lao Tzu, Gurdjieff—they are of the seventh type. Nothing can be said about them.
People belonging to the first three types are almost alike. People belonging to the fourth category will be different from the first three categories, but they will not be different from each other. Yogis and fakirs are very different from the first three categories, but very similar to each other. A person of the fifth category becomes something very rare. You will find that people of the fifth category are as different as possible.
The sixth type is the type of person who is absolutely unified. They have become absolutely unique. And by the seventh type, all the possibilities of uniqueness have been achieved. This is the highest peak, undefined and unfathomable by the intellect. There is only one way of knowing this type of person.
Hindus call it satsang: it is simply being in the presence of that person.
 

	If you're lucky enough to encounter a seventh-type person, simply allow their essence to penetrate your essence—become receptive ends. And then you'll feel what it's like. It's the greatest diadem of essence in the world.

"The Toltecs were truly extraordinary people," he continued, "powerful magicians, dark and secretive. They managed to unravel the secrets of knowledge with which they persecuted others and completely subjugated them to their will. To do this, they fixed the awareness of their victims on something—of their choosing."
 

	Don Juan fell silent and looked at me intently.
 

	I felt he was waiting for a question, but I didn't know what to ask.
 

	Then he continued:

"Of course," don Juan replied. "We can't help but know them. However, that doesn't mean we use them. We have different views, a different approach. After all, we belong to a new cycle."

	Then I asked him about the origins of Toltec knowledge. "The Toltecs took their first step along the path of knowledge by eating power plants," don Juan replied, "out of curiosity, hunger, or mistake. The rest was only a matter of time. Sooner or later, one of them began to analyze their sensations. I believe those first Toltecs were extremely courageous people, but they were very mistaken."
 

	- Don Juan, what if all this is just your personal speculation?
"No. These are not my personal conjectures. I am a seer. When I focus the power of my vision on that distant time, I know exactly everything that happened then."
“And you can see the past in all its details?” I asked.
"Seeing is direct knowledge," don Juan replied. "You know what you see, without a shadow of a doubt. In this case, I know exactly what those people were doing, not only because of the vision, but also because there is a close connection between us and them."
 

	Don Juan then explained that he understood the term "Toltec" differently than I did. For me, the Toltecs were representatives of a specific culture—the Toltec Empire; for him, they were "people of knowledge."
 

	Don Juan told me that in those distant times—hundreds, perhaps thousands, of years before the Conquest (the Spanish conquest of Central America)—these men of knowledge lived within a fairly vast region extending north and south from the Valley of Mexico. They engaged in specific activities—healing, sorcery, ritual dances, divination and prophecy, and the preparation of food and drink.
 

	Thanks to this focus, they developed a special wisdom that distinguished them from ordinary people. However, the Toltecs were not isolated from society; in fact, they were a significant part of everyday life, just as doctors, teachers, priests, and merchants are part of everyday life in modern society.
 

	The Toltecs practiced their respective professions under the strict control of organized brotherhoods, acquiring ever-higher qualifications and increasing power. Eventually, their influence became so strong that they even began to dominate ethnic groups living outside the Toltecs' geographical area.
 

	After some of these people learned to see—and this took centuries of experimentation with power plants—the most enterprising among them began teaching other people of knowledge to see. And this was the beginning of their end. Over time, the number of seers grew, but they were all obsessed with what they saw, for what they saw filled them with awe and fear.
 

	Eventually, their obsession reached such proportions that they ceased to be people of knowledge. Their mastery of vision became extraordinary; they were able to control everything within the strange worlds they beheld. But all of this had no practical value. Vision sapped these people's strength and made them obsessed with what they saw.
 

	"However, among the seers, there were those who managed to escape this fate," don Juan continued. "These were great men. Despite their vision, they remained men of knowledge. Some of them found ways to use vision positively and taught others to do the same. I am convinced that under their guidance, the inhabitants of entire cities passed into other worlds, never to return. Those seers who could only see were doomed. And when the conquerors came to their land, they found themselves as defenseless as everyone else."

To this day, there are countless sorcerers throughout Mexico—followers of those conquerors. 	— What do you mean by a new generation of seers?
After the world of the first Toltecs was destroyed, those seers who managed to survive went underground and began a serious revision of their practical methods. 	Appendix 6. On the return to "Gan Eden" to the Tree of Life in the Torah, and to the "Eagle" of the Toltecs

	 

	K. Castaneda "Inner Fire"
 

	When I asked him to talk about silent knowledge in more detail, he immediately replied that silent knowledge is the general position of the assemblage point and that many centuries ago this position was normal for man, but for reasons that cannot be clarified, the assemblage point of man shifted from this position and passed into a new one called “reason”.
 

	Don Juan noted that every human being is a representative of this new position. The assemblage point of most of us is not located exactly at the location of reason, but in its immediate vicinity. The same can be said about the place of silent knowledge: not every human being's assemblage point was located precisely at this location.
 

	Don Juan expressed his belief that the Christian idea of expulsion from the Garden of Eden sounded to him like an allegory for the loss of our silent knowledge, our knowledge of "intent." Therefore, sorcerers go back to the beginning, returning to paradise.

	 

	***

	
Then he spoke of ancient man. He said that ancient man knew most directly and perfectly what to do and how to do anything. But by doing everything so well, he began to develop an egotism that led him to believe he could foresee and plan in advance the actions he was accustomed to performing. This is how the notion of an individual self emerged, which began to dictate the nature and scope of man's actions. As the sense of an individual self grew stronger, man gradually lost his natural connection with silent knowledge. Modern man, reaping the fruits of this process, ultimately discovers that he has irrevocably lost touch with the source of all existence and that all he can do is resort to violent and cynical actions born of despair and leading to self-destruction. It seemed to me that there was a contradiction in don Juan's words. I reminded him of how he had once told me that battle is the natural state for a warrior and that peace is unnatural for him. "Correct," he agreed. "But battle for a warrior doesn't mean committing acts driven by individual or collective stupidity, or senseless violence. Battle for a warrior is an all-out struggle against the individual self, which deprives a person of their power. He also said that, as sorcerers believe, it is precisely the position of the point of reason that is the cause of the murderous egotism of modern man, completely absorbed in his self-image."
 

	***

	Don Juan laughed and said that trying to fully understand the sorcerers' metaphorical descriptions with the mind was as pointless as trying to understand silent knowledge with the mind. The problem, he added, was that any attempt to clarify the sorcerers' explanations with words only obscured the essence of the matter.

	Don Juan defined silent knowledge as a state of human consciousness in which everything pertaining to man is fully manifested, not for the mind or intellect, but for the whole being. Silent knowledge, which you cannot express in words, is, of course, intent, spirit, abstract. Man's mistake is that he seeks to know it directly, just as he knows the world of everyday life. But the more he seeks it, the more ephemeral it becomes. "Could you explain this in simpler terms, don Juan?" I asked.
"It means that for the sake of the world of reason, man renounces silent knowledge," he replied. "The more tightly he clings to the world of reason, the more ephemeral his intention becomes."

	 

	K. Castaneda, "The Gift of the Eagle":

	 

	I am already surrendered to the power that rules my destiny. I hold on to nothing, so I have nothing to defend. I have no thoughts, so I will see. I fear nothing, so I will remember myself. Detached, with a light soul, I will slip past the Eagle to be free.
 

	The force that rules the fate of all living beings is called the Eagle. Not because it is an eagle or anything resembling or related to an eagle, but because to the beholder, it appears as an immeasurable, jet-black Eagle, standing erect, as eagles do, its height reaching to infinity.
 

	***

	The Eagle devours the consciousness of all beings who lived on Earth a moment ago, now dead, drawn to the Eagle's beak like an endless stream of moths drawn to a flame to meet their Master and the reason for their existence. The Eagle tears apart these tiny fragments of flame, laying them out like a furrier's skins, and then consumes them, for consciousness is the Eagle's food.
 

	The Eagle—the force that governs the fate of living beings—sees all these beings simultaneously and with complete equality. Therefore, a person has no way to move the Eagle to pity, ask for mercy, or hope for leniency. The human part of the Eagle is too small and insignificant to affect the whole. Only by judging the Eagle's actions can a seer determine what the Eagle desires.
 

	Although the Eagle does not care about the circumstances of any living being's life, he gave a gift to each of them.
 

	****

	I demanded that don Juan explain how the rule had become known to man. He explained that the rule was infinite and encompassed every aspect of a warrior's behavior.

***Don Juan explained that the rule is not a fairy tale, and that moving to freedom does not mean eternal life in the sense in which eternity is usually understood - as eternal life.

The rule states that it is possible to retain awareness, which is usually given up at the moment of death.
Don Juan couldn't explain what it meant to maintain such awareness; perhaps he couldn't even imagine it. His benefactor told him that at the moment of transition, one enters the third attention, and the entire body lights up with knowledge. Every cell instantly becomes aware of itself and the wholeness of the body.
 

	His benefactor also said that this awareness is meaningless for our compartmentalized mind. Therefore, the essence of the warrior's struggle lies not so much in realizing that the transition mentioned in the rule signifies a transition to the third attention, but in conceiving that such awareness exists at all.
 

	K. Castaneda, "Silent Knowledge":
 

	He called this state complete freedom, and he also added that a person who has freed himself from socialization and the power of syntax is transformed into a unified pure energy and flies away, disappears, goes into the unknown, into infinity, transformed into an inorganic being, into something that has consciousness, but is not an organism.
 

	I asked him if this meant immortality. He said it was in no way immortal, but simply the beginning of an evolutionary process in which man utilizes the only means of evolution he has—awareness. Sorcerers believe that man can no longer evolve biologically, so they considered human awareness the only means of evolution. Evolution for sorcerers is a transformation into an inorganic being, which means, as don Juan said, they are endowed with a new, indescribable type of awareness, an awareness that lasts for millions of years, but one day it must be returned to the one who gave it—the Eagle.
 

	Our comment:

	 

	In K. Castaneda's books, the purpose of the work is somewhat "blurred" - it is presented as a kind of departure into "another world" and it is not very clear - why and for what...

	

	In general, the Purpose of Esoteric work is not clear to many, which is why it seems that all Esotericism is aimed at improving Social life.

	 

	But this is not at all the case - it is precisely in the understanding of the Purpose and Meaning of Life that the gulf between Esotericism and pop-Esotericism lies.

	

	Pop-Esoterica sets its goal to improve Social life, or to improve the entire Society, while Esotericism sets its Goal to leave this Reality, this World with its level of Egoism and move to another “Parallel” Reality with a different level of Egoism and with a different level of Spirituality - to “Gan Eden”.

	

	The world is an infinite number of Parallel Realities, differing in all possible parameters.

	By changing something in oneself, a person, without noticing it, and even more so without realizing it, moves into another reality, where everything around is a little different.

	

	Even all the people I know and relatives are a little different.

	

	When a person undergoes a strong change, he begins to feel like a stranger in this entire layer of reality, and in his next incarnation he will no longer come to this layer, but will go to a place where he resonates more with his Soul Qualities, primarily with the level of Egoism.

	

	Castaneda described the possibility of such a transition during his lifetime - when the entire Group, having developed truly new Soul Qualities, moves with all the Energy of all Bodies to another World - another Parallel Reality, already very different from ours.

	

	Therefore, Spiritual Development is not an improvement of one’s Being in this world, and not a change in this world (this is impossible and unnecessary - each world is controlled by Higher Consciousnesses and has its own Goal), but rather a transition from this world to another, to a more Harmonious World.

	

	The whole meaning of our World lies in the development of the “Mind” Program – the Ego, the Self-Image – which does not allow the Soul to perceive the Light of the Creator.

	 

	It was after the installation of the "Mind" Program that man was expelled from the "Garden of Bliss and Delights" and placed into the material world of Cause and Effect, where he can learn to use the Mind Program so as not to create an Egocentric Image of Himself, but to fulfill the Will of the Creator Meaningfully and Consciously.

	 

	K. Castaneda:
 

	Don Juan expressed his belief that the Christian idea of expulsion from the Garden of Eden sounded to him like an allegory for the loss of our silent knowledge, our knowledge of "intent." Therefore, sorcerers go back to the beginning, returning to paradise.
 

	Only by developing such Spiritual Qualities can a person return to the “Garden of Bliss and Delights,” at the entrance to which stand the “Fiery Sword” and the “Cherubim”—that is, a certain level of Psycho-Info-Energy that a person must develop before he can return, as we wrote about in several chapters of the book.

	

	Thus, real Esotericism, or Spiritual Development, or the Magic of Don Juan - all of them are aimed exclusively at developing Soul Qualities with the goal of leaving this world, from this training “camp” where people learn to control the “Mind” Program.

	 

	K. Castaneda:
 

	- Correct. In various positions of the assemblage point, but these positions are accessible to sorcerers due to the movement of the assemblage point, not its shift. Only today's sorcerers can journey into such worlds in dreaming. The sorcerers of antiquity were far removed from them, because such journeys require great non-attachment and a complete renunciation of self-importance in any form. The sorcerers of old could not sacrifice all of this. For sorcerers practicing dreaming today, this represents the freedom to reach worlds beyond all imagination.
 

	- But why achieve them?
 

	- You already asked me about this today. You reason like a true merchant. "Is it dangerous?" you ask. "By what percentage will my investment increase? Will it be better for me?" These questions are impossible to answer. A merchant's mind is set on calculating profits. But freedom cannot be based on investments and the income from them. Freedom is an endless adventure in which we risk life and even more than life for a few moments of something beyond words, thoughts, and feelings.
 

	"I asked with something else in mind, don Juan. I wanted to know what could compel a good-for-nothing like me to achieve all this?"
 

	At the same time, a person learns to control his Mind, in relation to all levels of his Being - this includes the country of residence, and the chosen specialty, and the place of work, and partners for communication and for life, and spiritual work...

	

	By traveling through different worlds (shifting one's Assemblage Point), a person rapidly gains experience of Being and works through one's Egoism, which will allow one to quickly learn to live more meaningfully and consciously, without chasing illusory "values," and to begin to see and feel one's true Goal - Movement toward the Light that fills and delights the Soul.

	

	In this quote, Castaneda argues from the position of the Social Contract, where everything is built on social benefit, on surplus value, while Don Juan responds to him from a completely different Contract, where there are completely different values, goals and meanings.

	

	And between these Treaties there is a chasm that Castaneda was never able to cross...

	 

	Appendix 7. From the report of A. Kashpirovsky at the International Congress of Psychologists in San Francisco (USA) in August 1991.

	 

	In conclusion, it is worth paying attention to the key points of my concepts of theoretical and practical principles of somatic psychotherapy using the various methods I use, the main one of which is the creation of programming situations.

	 

	
		Organic or somatic diseases are known to be more incurable than functional ones. This is why my bioinformational psychotherapy method was aimed not only at treating people with functional disorders, but, first and foremost, at curing somatic illnesses, which are more complex. This demonstrates the method's high practical effectiveness.
 

		Having a biological structure, the body is directly connected to the unconscious, which represents an inviolable natural standard—the matrix of normal memory. Therefore, the primary mechanism of my actions should be considered the stimulation and stimulation of a response in the subconscious. The targeted activation of the subconscious in the somatic realm is the most important aspect of my psychotherapeutic theory.
 

		The ultimate effect of psychotherapy for physical disorders, according to our theoretical and practical understanding, is achieved through the patient's own efforts. However, this poses a dangerous risk of misconception: a person can cure themselves of many illnesses through their own will, desire, and aspiration. This is far from the case, as it is absolutely impossible, due to the laws of nature, which forever insure humans against the ability to consciously influence their own normal memory matrix through mental messages. From the perspective of somatically specific psychotherapy, the primary goal in its improvement is to study the processes and mechanisms that are activated during psychotherapeutic intervention.
 

		From the point of view of somatically specific psychotherapy, the main task in the problem of its improvement is the study of the processes and mechanisms that come into motion at the moment of psychotherapeutic influence.
 

		Based on the above, the medicine of the future is a medicine that is able to isolate and utilize substances produced by the human body itself, and, moreover, isolated precisely at the moment of psychotherapeutic intervention, when the body reveals its hidden potential and actually generates a healing substance.  
 

		Bioinformational somatic psychotherapy involves creating conditions in which the body can maximize the potential of its biocomputer, which drives the program—the memory matrix of a normal state. Such conditions are created in each specific case by constructing a programming situation, implemented at the personal intellectual-informational level with specific feedback. The quality of this connection testifies to the discovery, in this case, of a fundamental principle of the universal interaction of the material and the reflexive-psychic, in the form of a "recollection" of the hidden unique programs of Nature within the depths of one's being, as a special form of internal state that determines a person's physical and mental health.
 

		The most important principle of bioinformational psychotherapy is the long-known expression, "The best medicine for a person is the person themselves." This refers, firstly, to the aforementioned principle of the patient's self-sufficiency at the psychotherapist's initiative, and, secondly, not just to a psychotherapist, but to a specialist with a sufficiently high level of physical, mental, intellectual, and social health.
 

		If somatics, as the essence of a person's biology, is regulated by the psyche at the unconscious and subconscious levels, then a psychotherapist only needs to skillfully access these levels. And their initiating influence on the human body, although universal, will be healing only for the disturbed part of the body's somatic structure. This leads to the seemingly paradoxical, yet fundamental, conclusion that knowing the patient's diagnosis is not necessary.
 

		Finally, the integrative function of psychotherapy, previously noted in psychic analysis, should be strengthened. This allows us to recognize its crucial role in maintaining and restoring the health of the entire society, i.e., its paramount social significance. This significance is convincingly confirmed by my practice of mass psychotherapy sessions, including televised ones.
 



	Thus, the problem of mental and somatic health of people is essentially a problem of successful and safe socio-economic development of the world community.

	Our world is immersed in a vast ocean of energy; we fly through endless space at incomprehensible speed. Everything around us rotates, moves—everything is energy. We face a monumental task: finding ways to extract this energy. Then, by drawing from this inexhaustible source, humanity will advance with giant strides. (1891)
 

	My brain is just a receiving device. There's a core in outer space from which we draw knowledge, strength, and inspiration. I haven't penetrated the mysteries of this core, but I know it exists.
 

	The highest goal of human development is the complete dominance of consciousness over the material world, the use of the forces of nature to satisfy human needs.
 

	If you want to know the secrets of the universe, think in units of energy, frequency and vibration.
 

	That's how my mental journeys began. At first, vaguely, and then more clearly, I saw new places, cities, and countries. I lived there, met people, made friends. It's hard to believe, but they are as dear to me as my family and just as real.
 

	I struggled with this problem for years. It was a matter of life and death. I knew I would die if I didn't solve it. My brain was strained to the limit, and at some point the unthinkable happened: I could hear the ticking of a clock three rooms away, a fly landing on a table echoed in my ears like a dull thud, and in the darkness I had the sensitivity of a bat and could locate objects thanks to a special tingling sensation on my forehead. The sun's rays pressed so hard on my brain that I almost lost consciousness. A carriage rushing past in the distance shook my body, and suddenly I saw a flash, like a small sun. In an instant, the truth was revealed to me. It was a state of absolute bliss. Thoughts flowed endlessly, and I barely had time to register them.
 

	I don't need models, drawings, or experiments. When ideas come to me, I begin to build the device in my imagination, modify the design, improve it, and turn it on. And I don't care at all whether the device is tested in my mind or in the workshop—the results will be the same. In 20 years, I haven't had a single exception.
 

	The moment someone constructs an imaginary device is associated with the problem of transitioning from a raw idea to practice. Therefore, any discovery made in this way lacks detail and is usually incomplete. My method is different. I don't rush into empirical testing. When an idea emerges, I immediately begin refining it in my imagination: I change the design, refine it, and "turn on" the device so that it comes to life in my head.
 

	I couldn't care less whether I test my invention in the lab or in my mind. I even notice if something is interfering with its proper functioning. In this way, I can develop an idea to perfection without touching anything with my hands. Only then can I give a concrete form to this final product of my brain. All my inventions have worked exactly this way. In twenty years, there hasn't been a single exception. It's unlikely that there's a scientific discovery that can be predicted purely mathematically, without visualization. Putting half-baked, crude ideas into practice is always a waste of energy and time."
 

	The great mysteries of our existence are yet to be unraveled, even death may not be the end.
 

	How many people have called me a dreamer, how our misguided, short-sighted world has mocked my ideas. Time will judge.
 

	If it is not possible to successfully attack any state, wars will cease.
 

	I could split the globe, but I never will. My main goal was to point out new phenomena and disseminate ideas that would become starting points for new research.
 

	The action of even the tiniest creature leads to changes in the entire universe.
 

	He had long since realized that all perceptible matter originates from a primordial substance, incomprehensibly subtle, filling all space—Akasha, or the luminiferous ether—acting upon the life-giving Prana, or creative force, which brings all objects and phenomena into being in endless cycles. Any picture, sign, drawing, or text can be transmitted in the same way. (1908)
 

	The waves created by my transmitter will be the greatest spontaneous manifestation of energy on the planet.
 

	I need to complete the construction of my station. It will be a step that will advance humanity by an entire century.
 

	The practical transmission of electrical energy without wires and the production of destructive effects at a distance is certainly possible. I have already constructed wireless transmission systems that do this. My skills have advanced so far that effects of great destructive force can be transmitted to any point on the globe, determined in advance with great precision. (1915, in research on high energies)
 

	These would be aircraft operating on entirely new principles—without gas tanks, wings, or propellers. At high speeds, they would travel in any direction, regardless of weather, air pockets, or downdrafts. (1908)
 

	I'm completely exhausted, but I can't stop working. My experiments are so important, so beautiful, so amazing, that I can barely tear myself away from them to eat. And when I try to sleep, I think about them all the time. I think I'll keep going until I drop dead.

	 

	Appendix 9. Research by S. Shnol on the fractality of time

	 

	Simon Elievich Shnol' (1930–2021) was a prominent Soviet and Russian biophysicist, professor at the Physics Department of Moscow State University and head of the Physical Biochemistry Laboratory at the Institute of Biophysics in Pushchino.

	Shnol began by studying oscillatory processes in biochemical reactions. In his early experiments from 1951 to 1957, he discovered that the dynamics of chemical reactions under a microscope exhibit discrete, oscillatory regimes—systematic fluctuations around specific values, rather than smooth changes.

	This discovery contradicted the prevailing view: conventional statistics predicted that repeated measurements would diverge randomly and form a smooth normal distribution (a Gaussian curve). Instead, Shnol observed a strict orderliness.

	Three decades after his first observations, Shnol made his major breakthrough. While measuring various random processes (chemical reactions, radioactive decay, Brownian motion, electrical noise, heartbeats), he discovered a striking fact: the shape of the distributions is independent of the nature of the process.

	What is a histogram in Shnol's methodology?

	Shnol developed a special analysis method based on amplitude spectrum histograms. The process works as follows:

	
		Partitioning a time series: a continuous flow of measurement data is divided into successive segments of equal duration (e.g. 60 measurements or 1 minute).

		Calculating amplitudes: for each segment, a result (sum, average value, or other fluctuation parameter) is calculated.

		Grouping into channels: the obtained results are distributed among amplitude intervals (bins), and the frequency of hitting each channel is calculated.

		Form analysis: the resulting distribution has a characteristic profile - a set of peaks and troughs, which Shnol called the “fine structure” or spectrum of fluctuation amplitudes.



	Key difference from standard statisticsConventional theory predicts that as the number of dimensions increases, the histogram should smooth out, approaching a perfect Gaussian curve. Shnol found the opposite: as the data volume increased, the fine structure became more pronounced and stable, demonstrating deep order in what was previously considered randomness.

	The most surprising discovery was that the shape of the histograms wasidentical at different geographical locations at the same local timeMoreover, the changes in this form occurred with a striking regularity:

	
		Daily period: split into solar days (1440 minutes) and sidereal days (1436 minutes)

		Annual period: was divided into a calendar year (365 days), a tropical year (365 days 5 hours 48 minutes) and a sidereal year (365 days 6 hours 9 minutes)

		Lunar cycles: 27-day periods were observed

		Local time effect: the structure of the histograms changed dramatically when crossing the meridian, synchronizing not with universal, but with local solar time
 



	Shnol came to a radical conclusion: the observed orderliness is not the result of mechanical errors or uncontrollable factors. On the contrary, it reflectsthe fundamental structure of space-timeThat is, we can talk about the fractality of time and space.

	 

	Shnol's main ideas:
 

	1. Fractal structureThe phenomenon exhibits self-similarity across all time scales—from milliseconds to years. This universality points to a fractal (hierarchical) organization of temporal reality.
 

	2. Dependence on cosmic geometry: Since the effect is synchronized with the movement of celestial bodies (the Sun, Moon, planets) and the rotation of the Earth, Shnol suggested that the cause lies in the change in the curvature of space due to the gravitational influence of these bodies.

	Appendix 10. Federico Faggin's Theory of "Quantum Consciousness." Quotes from the book

	 

	From F. Faggin's book "Irreducible: Consciousness, Life, Computers, and Human Nature":

	 

	The worldview of quantum physics: The world as we have created it is the result of our thinking. We cannot change it without changing our way of thinking.
—Albert Einstein
 

	The changes in our worldview brought about by a century of scientific breakthroughs have been so numerous and astonishing that their consequences are still not fully understood. To summarize, the physical world described by modern physics possesses the following remarkable properties:
 

	1.Nature is not continuous, but discrete. There is a limit to the divisibility of space, time, and matter. All properties, both of fields and of states (particles), are discrete. The fundamental nature of physical reality is quantum.

	 

	2. Elementary particles appear in space-time only when certain fields are excited or interact with others. Particles do not exist as objects, but only as excited states of similar fields.
 

	3. When two quantum systems interact, the states of both systems change, creating an "entangled state" with new properties that are not the sum of the properties of its constituent states. For example, when an electron field interacts with a proton field, a hydrogen atom can form—a structure with entirely new properties.
 

	4. Indeterminism is an irreducible property of nature. We cannot simultaneously measure two non-commutative variables, and we cannot even predict in principle where a particle will end up. We can only predict the probabilities of finding a particle in a given region of space.
 

	5. A measuring device interacting with a quantum system is a quantum-classical system that amplifies the result of the quantum interaction, creating a shareable classical signal. The many states possible in the quantum world "collapse" into a single reality in our physical world. However, the specific state that will arise cannot be predicted before measurement, unless the probability of its occurrence is equal to 1.
 

	6. Particles are not subject to "forces" as described in classical physics. Quantum particles interact by exchanging other particles. Thus, they behave as if there were a force acting between them.

	7. Physical reality is described by a set of fields that obey the laws of quantum field theory (QFT) and general relativity (GR). Everything we observe is the result of these laws acting on these fields.
 

	8. Unifying quantum field theory and general relativity into a single, coherent theory promises to reduce physical reality to a single quantum field. However, such a theory does not yet exist.
 

	9. Nonlocality reveals the existence of a wholeness indivisible into individual parts. This wholeness defies human description or representation, since it cannot be described by the properties of its individual parts. A composite quantum system has properties that are incompatible with any property of its parts. This type of holism does not exist in classical systems, since the properties of a classical system are compatible with the properties of its parts [2].

	 

	The impact of nonlocality, quantum uncertainty, and the incompleteness of mathematics is enormous:
 

	1. There is no longer a one-to-one correspondence between an element of theory and an element of reality. Determinism and reductionism do not even exist in principle.
 

	2. Reality is unitary. Its existence is manifested in interactions with observers, who are integral parts of that same reality. Moreover, the idea that reality exists regardless of whether we observe it (realism) is false. Local realism, ardently espoused by Albert Einstein, has been proven false.1 As John Archibald Wheeler said, "No phenomenon is a phenomenon until it becomes an observed phenomenon."
 

	3. Reality is continually created by interactions between its "parts" (which, however, are inseparable). And every observation changes both the observer and the observed. There is no privileged position: in the interaction of the two "parts," the positions of the observer and the observed are symmetrical.

	 

	As Werner Heisenberg said: “The idea of an objective real world, the smaller parts of which exist objectively in the same sense as stones or trees exist, whether we observe them or not… is impossible.”

	 

	According to Wheeler, "the term 'observer' should be replaced by the term 'participant.' Such a replacement could indicate a radically new role for consciousness in physics... subjective and objective reality in some sense create each other."

	 

	Based on his reflections, it is legitimate to ask: “Is it possible that the Universe, in a strange sense, ‘comes into being’ through the participation of those who participate?”

	Non-locality implies that the Whole cannot be the subject of scientific research, even in principle.

	 

	There is an “epistemic event horizon” that excludes the possibility of completely deriving the Whole from the properties of its parts.

	 

	The Whole is greater than the sum of its parts. By breaking the Whole down into parts (reductionism), we create a model that differs from the Whole depending on how we divide it.

	 

	Appendix 11. Our Development and Magic Machines

	 

	Speaking about our own development of consciousness, it would be unfair not to mention two social pop-esoteric schools we've attended. These are the DEIR school – Further Energy-Information Development – and Boris Monosov's school of magic, Atlantis.

	 

	Certainly, these schools are populist and pursue their own mercenary social goals. At the same time, they offer materials that enable modern social beings to break free from their fixation on materialism and advance toward the development of Thought and Consciousness. This doesn't happen to everyone; most become fixated on gurus, as with any religion, and begin to blindly believe everything they hear. But for Consciousness capable of independent thought, i.e., for Consciousness at the end of the third caste and above, these schools can provide impetus for further independent development.

	 

	Working with Boris Monosov, we built "magic machines"—mental amplifiers. All of these machines operate on the basis of wave transmission of energy and information. P. Gariaev, Dr. Jiang, and many others also worked on this, as we wrote about at the beginning of the book.

	In the center is a "navigator"—a device that uses electromagnetic fields to alter the interior space of the room. A system of quartz crystals is used to accumulate and store Psychic-Info-Energy generated by the participants' consciousness or by the electromagnetic field of the coils.

	 

	Inside the navigator, water is pumped through a spiral pipe. Water is also pumped through a spiral pipe around the inner perimeter of the entire room. Water flowing through an electromagnetic field disrupts the Psychic-Info-Energy of space, creating "hyperspace." Hyperspace can be compared to a television without an antenna. From hyperspace, one can move into another, artificially created Psychic-Info-Energy space.

	 

	At the same time, water flowing in a spiral within an electromagnetic field alters the flow of time. If you are on the outside of the spiral, time will slow down.
